Its work,
however, is largely parochial. Who!

we have in mind is a school to meet
perhaps weekly, the members of which
would be, orgamists, directors, choir-
isters, and those interested in carry-
ing out to the best possible point the
spirit and letter of the wishes of His
Holiness in the matter of the music
of the Church. Any organization of
the character contemplated must have
a head and the Cathedral with its
competent musical director, Mr. Dick-
inson, is in good position for the ven-
ture. This does not mean an exclu-
sion of the knowledge of all others,
but rataer would it mean a conceh-
sus of the forces, where the knowledge
of the musicians of the city would
be gathered and under proper peda-
gogical conditions would be best dif-

fused and assimilated, making for a
uniformity while leaving sufficient

scope for originality, and a general
resultant, that could net but tell and
that beneficially, upon our music. Out-
siders, too, might be invited with
mutual benefits. Perhaps our musi-
cians may be favorably impressed by
our suggestion.. X

Any even numbered section of Deo-
minion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26,
not reserved, may be homesteaded by
any’person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for entry must be made
in person by the applicart at a Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency
for the district in which the land is
situate. Entry by proxy may, how-

The Moral Obligation of a Bankrupt

In the present agitated state of the
financial and commercial world the
moral aspect of bankruptey takes on
a specigl interest. The subject is
treated most instructively and inter-
estingly by the well-known English
Jesuit, Rev. Thomas Slater, of St
Beuno's College, in the second volume
of The Catholic Enc ‘.(Iu]nw“d, which
is now ready. In this article, which
ets forth what the Catholic Church
teaches in regard to the moral ob-
ligation of paying one's just debts
Vather Slater says, among other
things:

‘If, as is usually the case, the cre-
ditcrs only receive a portion of what
is due them, thev have sufiered loss
through the action of the bankrupt;
and if he is the voluntary cause of

that loss, ne is morally to blame
as the cause of injustice to his
neighbor Ihere is no moral blame
attributable to a man who through

misfortune and by no fault of his own
has become a bankrupt and unable
to pay his debts But if bankruptey
has been brought about l\\ the
debtor’'s own fault, he must be con-
demned in the court of morals, even
if he escape without punishment in a
court of law. Bankruptcy may be the
result of one’s own fault in a great
variety of ways. Living beyuad ane’s
means, negligence or imprudence in
the conduct of business, spendingz mon-
ev which is due to creditors in Det-
ting and gambling are frequent causes
of debtors appearing in the bankruptey
court All such causes are accom-
panied with more or less of moral
guilt, in proportion to the bankrupt:s
advertence to their probable conse-
quences and the voluntariness of his
action

“Breaches of the moral law are
also committed in a great variety of
wavs in connection with the bank-
ruptey itself The benefit of the law
is extended to the bankrupt debtor
i he faithfully complies with all its
1st requirements To do this, then,
1S a matter ol conscience He is
bound to make a full disclosure of all
his property and to surrender it all
for the benefit of his creditors. He
may indeed retoin what the law al-
lows him to retain, but nothing else,
unless the law makes no provision at
al! for him and the result of surrer
dering evervthing would be to reduce
himself and those dependent on him
to destitutior Such a result, how-
ever, must nol “e readily presumed in
the case of mouern bankruptey law,
which is humane in its treatment of
the unfortunate debtor, and makes
what provision is necessary for him.
[t is obvious that it is against the
ights of creditors and against justice
for an insolvent debtor to transfer
some of his property to his wife or
to a friend who will keep it for him
till the storm blaws over, so that the
creditors cannot get at it. In the
same way a debtor is guilty of dis-
honesty and fraud if he hide or re-
move some of his property, or if he
allow a fictitious debt to be proved
against the estate.

‘“Loss is caused the creditors and
injustice is commiited by an insolvent
debtor who continues to trade after
the time when he fully recognizes that
he is insolvent, and that there is no
rexsonable }v;u' of recovering himself
He may continue to pay what debts
he can 1S L:; become due if payment
is demanded by his creditors, and he
may mace current payment for value
received. But if, in contemplation o
bankruptcy, he pays some creditor in
full, with 2 view to giving that cre
ditor o preference over the others,
he becomes guilty of a fraudulent pre-
ference. * * *

“Lawyers and theologians are agreed
that in most countries the effect of a
discharge is merely to bar legal pro-
ceedings for debt against the bank-
rupt. His moral obligation to pay
all his debts in full when he is able

CHRISTMAS MUSIC AT ST.
MICHAEL'S CATHEDRAL.

Editor Catholic Register :

Of recent times many and varied
have been the discussions on the now
famous engyclical of Pope Pius X.,
entitled ‘‘Motu Proprio,” and many
and varied have been the results in
difierent countries attending the
carrying out of the wishes of the
Holy Father. 1t is, therefore, not at
all unlikely that the visitor to St
Michael's Cathedral during the ser-
vices of Advent and Christmastide has
gone away with the impression that
two very different kinds of music may
be rendered in the Catholic Church,
and yet, true as this impression may
be, with a little qualification, it is
nevertheless equally true that the
choir of St. Michael’s rendered the
music of the season of penance and
the season of rejoicing quite in ac-
cordance with the mind of the Holy
Father as laid down in his recent de-
crees.

To convince ourselves of the truth
that what the ““Motu Proprio” lays
down is according to the mind of the
Church—and we as Catholics ought
to be of one mind with the Church—
we need only reflect for a moment on
the Church’'s aim in our regard. The
reason for the building of the sacred
edifice should be found also in all the
acts of worship thereia.

Voice and verse have been aptly
called the “'Blest pair of Sirens” and
surely when used in God’'s house we
expect to find a suitable “‘voice” for
the most sublime ‘‘verse’’ ever con-
templated, viz., the Word of God
Thus it is that the Holy Father has
said, and with no uncertain voice,that
the music of the Church shall be only
of that kind which shall keep man’s
mind in tune with that of the Cre-
ator; that, when the small proportion
of the week's time is being given 1In
an especial manner to God, no inter-
nal influence in the shape of music
shall draw his mind away to those
external allurements which he has lefi
during the time he is within the sa-
cred edifice.

High Altar of St. Michael's is a beau
tiful specimens of Gothic anchitecture,
built in golden cax, and the natural
color of the wood is preserved. Al
the efforts of the architect, the sculp
tor and the painter are brought into
play in order to make it devotional
to the beholder, as well as suitable
to its setting in the beautiful temple

of which it is the chief ornament. It

Altar-stone is imbedded in
and rests on solid masonry,
built wup from the basement of the
church. This masonry serves a dou-
ble purpose—sapporting the Altar,
wvhich is forty feet high and weighs
four tons, and giving it also the char-
acter of a fixed or permanent Altar
The Tabernacle is one of the most
magnificent specimens of the gilder’s
art that we have ever seen; every-
where richly engraved with grapes
and wheat, which are symbolical of
the Holy Sacrifice, and having its
massive doors beautifully ornamented
with the letters Alpha and Omega in
polished gold. Under canopies to the
right and left are two adoring an-
gels draped in white, and immediate-
Iy over the Tabernacle is a beauti-
fal Baldachino supported by eight
gelden columns, which, with a finely
engraved and highly ornamented back-
ground, give a most artistic finish to
this most important part of the Al-
tar. Farther to the left of the Ta-
bernacle and above the steps holding
the candle-sticks there is inserted a
Relievo, representing the Sacrifice of
Abraham. IHe is holding the knife
in his hand, which is raised to strike
his own son, Isaac, in obeuience to
God’s decree, when the angel appears,
comimanding him to withhold \1
v« containing the smoking fire of

sacrifice, a ram in the briars, and ar
excellent landscape surround and give
a lovely efiect to this scene.

Often there was
a procession, which passed, singing
the proper anthems, to the graveyard
where the dead took their last long
rest Prayers were offered up at the
graves and the mounds sprinkled with
holy water
The procession returned to the church
and Mass began. It is noteworthy
that the altar and any shrine or im-
age was brilliantly lighted up, while
the great ‘‘candle wheel,”” or ‘‘row-
ell,” was Jaden with candles The
sermon, or homely discourse, follow-
ed the Gospel, and afterward the
bead-roll was read, and prayers of-
fered up for the Pope, bishops, and
priests; also for the reigning sovereign
and royal family, for all benefactors
of the church, for workers and tillers
of the earth, and for all in debt or in
deadly sin. These orisons were fol-
lowed by prayers for the dead.
Between two or three in the after-
noon of the Sundays, Evensong, or
Vespers, were sung, and then the peo-
ple were free to devote the remainder
of the day to rest or reasonable re-
creation. Not so the priests;, Sunday
was the day particularly set apart far
visiting the aged and the sick.
