tracts of territory for game parks for 
the new club. Each of them is to he, 
about 3,000 square miles in extent.!
These parks arc to be abundantly, 
stocaed and to be inclosed in heavy 
wiie fencing. The fences alone will 
cost $150,000. In addition to moose, 
elk, caribou, and red deer, it. is propos- j 
ed to stock these parks with the best 
species of foreign game birds from lo­
calities enjoying similiar -limatic con­
ditions to those of Canada.

The success of the organization is 
already said to be practically assured.
The new club is expected to have a 
very far-reaching influence upon the 
fur trade and fur hearing animals of 
northern Quebec. The four-footed in­
