The barometer at the level of the sea is but slightly affected by the annual
or diurnal fluctuations of temperature, but in the higher regions of the at-
mosphere is, on the contrary, greatly affected by them.
Between the tropics, the fluctuations of the barometer do not much exceed

one quarter of an inch, while beyond this space they reach to three inches.

In the extra-tropical climates, a full in the barometer almost always pre-

The heating and cooling of the atmosphere by the changes of day and
night, take place equally throughout its mass.

The western coasts of the extra-tropical climates have a much higher
mean temperature than the eastern coasts.
