We do not object lo this kindly treat­
ment of those foreigners, but we do say 
that it is most unjust to give all the 
kindnesses to them, while thc Catholics, 
who arc thc children of the country, 
and to whom constitutional guarantees 
were given in the first instance that 
they would have all the rights of the 
Protestant and Catholic minorities of 
Quebec and Ontario, have been de­
prived of iheir rights at one blow.

ft will be seen from statistics given 
in another column, in a letter from 
His Grace the Archbishop of St. Boni­
face, that during the five years the 
Greeuway Martin school laws have 
been in operation, tho Catholics of 
Winnipeg alone have had an unjust 
burden of more than 8125,000 imposed 
on them by this legislation, and as in 
addition to this tho Catholic school 
houses and furnituro have been seized 
throughout tho Province for tho odu 
cation of Protestant children, except 
in those instances where tho school 
houses were the property of the church, 
and not of the school corporation.

The Catholics of Manitoba would not 
and do not object to any 
which would make their schools more 
efficient. On the contrary, they would 
hail such measures with delight ; but 
they object with good reason to tho 
wholesale robbery which lias been in­
flicted on them, to the dishonor and 
disgrace of the whole Dominion.

Without referring to tho compact by 
which a Separate school system 
guaranteed to Manitoba on its entry 
into tho Dominion, Principal Grant 
points out that a east-iron school sys­
tem which a largo section of the popu­
lation will not accept is not suitable to 
a country where special and acute dif­
ferences exist, and he recommends a 
system more elastic and therefore more 
comprehousivo and inclusive 
recommendation is wise, and its adop­
tion would bring Manitoba into uni­
formity with other parts of the. British 
Empire ; with Ontario and Quebec, 
and even with England itself, where 
the school system admits of the exist­
ence of denominational or voluntary 
schools, side by side with Public 
schools.

Mgr. Langeviu, Archbishop of St. 
Boniface, to tho Catholics of tho Dom­
inion, for aid to enable the Catholics of 
his diocese, and especially of the city 
of Winnipeg, to maintain their Catholic 
schools under the difficult circum­
stances in which they have been placed 
by tho provincial legislation, which 
withdraws from most of the Catholic 
schools all public aid toward thc educa­
tion of the children.

Tho circumstances are well known to 
our readers, 
years now, aid has been withheld from 
Catholic Separate schools, though tho 
Catholics of the Province are heavily 
taxed for the Protestant education of 
tho children of their neighbors. It 
has been shown that, under pretence of 
establishing a system of secular 
schools, tho distinctively Protestant 
character of the schools which are re­
ceiving Government aid has been 
maintained, and it is thus absolutely 
impossible that Catholics having due 
regard for conscience should make use 
of these schools in any way.

Many of the Catholic schools of the 
Province have been closed for the time 
being, because the Government has 
starved them out of existence. Giving 
to special conditions in certain localit­
ies, twenty out of ninety Catholic 
schools have been retained under the 
Public Schools Act; tho others have been 
closed, or have been maintained 
through the great sacrifices made by 
the zealous Catholic population, who 
have thus voluntarily submitted to a 
double tax in order to support them. 
This extra tax has amounted to over 
8125,000 in Winnipeg alone. It is 
easy to understand that the burden 
pressing upon the people is a very- 
heavy one, and in order to make it 
possible for them to continue their 
schools, the present appeal is made.

Many of our readers will receive 
from tho Rev. Father D. Guillot, P. P. 
of St. Mary’s Church, Winnipeg, books 
of tickets in connection with a bazaar 
soon to be held, and we trust that even- 
effort will bo made by the recipients of 
these tickets to extend to their eo relig­
ionists of the West the aid they re­
quire. This will be effected if an ef 
fort bo made to dispose of tho books of 
tickets they receive. Tho amount 
asked from each ticket purchaser will 
be small, but iu the aggregate, the re. 
suit may be made sufficient to enable 
thc Catholics, who are now suffering 
serious injustice, to hold the fort until 
their grievances are remedied, whether 
by Provincial or by Dominion legisla­
tion.

measure Ox Sunday, the 2!)th ult., thc people 
of Lansing, Mich , were entertained 
with tho unusual show of fifty-three 
persons baptized in tho river on a cold 
and raw day, according to the manner 
of the Second Adventists, by being im 
mersed. Three elders of the Church 
performed the ceremony, wading into 
the water to their waists, after which 
the catechumens waded out also and 
were dipped, notwithstanding tho 
severity of the weather. A cold north­
west wind was blowing, and there was 
during tho time of the ceremony an 
occasional shower of cold rain, which 
rendered tho process mere disagree­
able. Nevertheless none seemed to 
flinch from the ordeal, though tho 
catechumens ranged from eight or ten 
to between sixty and seventy years of 
age. We have not heard of any sick­
ness contracted through the rite, but 
it is probable that the result for some 
will be a deadly cold or consumption. 
One old lady seemed quite prepared for 
this, as she fervently exclaimed after 

ceremony : “ Now I
die in peace." Provision was made 
with brisk fires and dry clothes, iu a 
tent on tho bank, to secure the bap­
tized persons against danger to health, 
and every precaution was taken so that 
evil results may not ensue, after the 
immersion, but with so large a num­
ber of persons of all ages and physical 
conditions, it will certainly be a won­
der if the consequences are not fatal 
to some.

It was on the occasion of a visit of 
Mr. Dalton McCarthy to Winnipeg, 
for the pui poce of stirring up racial 
and religious discord, that Messrs. 
Greeuway and Martin seem to have 
discovered that they might strengthen 
their petition temporarily by breaking 
laith with the Catholics.

no means deny that it was a good

If our remembrance for the dead 
ceases with the floral offerings sent to 
the house of the bereaved to add to the 
pomp of the funeral, it is to be feared 
that we have little of the true Catholic 
spirit, and little even of true affection 
tor our friends who have passed from 
mortal sight. We believe that few, 
even of the virtuous, go into the life 
beyond the grave without something to 
expiate of the sins and frailties of their 
days of nature. We can alleviate their 
sufferings and shorten their exile from 
heaven by prayers ami good works. 
This remembrance they crave at our 
hands, while wo put them off with a 
lew perishing flowers and idle tears, 
and feel that our whole duty is done.

To counteract this un-Catholic spirit, 
the Rev. Philip A. Kemper,of Dayton, 
()., has begun a work of piety under 
the title “ Eucharistic Flowers for the 
Dead. ”

After touching on the cold hearted 
Catholics above mentioned, he says :

Again, there is a class of Catholics 
whose ideas about flowers at funerals 
are perfectly correct, nml prevent 
them from indulging in the objection­
able practice. Yet such persons may 
at times wish in some sensible form to 
attest the sympathy they feel for the 
mourners and the reverence in which 
they hold the memory of the departed. 
They are, moreover, convinced that 
nothing is better suited to accomplish 
this double end than a gift of one or 
more Masses for the deceased. Never 
tholess, for various reasons, they hesi 
tale to tender this truly Catholic—yea, 
divine—gift in person, or even through 
the medium of an ordinary letter. It

On Tuesday, October 1, 1895, His Grace the 
Most Itev. J. V. Cleary, Archbishop of 
Kingston, accompanied by Right Rev. Mgr.
