When Rev. Dr. Young went to the
Red River District in 1868, Winnipeg
was only a small, muddy village.

A Maritime Conference has conclu-
ded to seek in England five young
men for our ministry. On the sub-
ject of ministerial recruits an ex-
change has these words, which are
timely :—*‘ How pastors drop out of
their work, or go upward to reward.
Is the church sure of filling their
places! Wesay: ‘‘ God buries His
workmen, but carries on His work.’
At the same tige, we can and may
not, do all possible to keep the ranks
full of devout, devoted men. Do we
stimulate the boys to look to the min-
istry? Do we so prompt our own
boys? Do we implant the idea suffi-
ciently deep among young men in
our church institutions? Do we re-
serve enough room for young recruits,
and do we never displace them unwise-
ly by accepting older men of insuffici-
ent if not actually deficient outtit ?
Far from being *‘‘ crowded,” all work
in all churches iserying out for strong,
efficient, godly, workers.”

We must join issue with our contem-
porary, the Church Guardian, respect-
Ing its statement that the additions to
the Episcopal Church ‘ are made from
the advanced, the thoughtful, the
reasoning.” Not unfrequently those
who have made money covet that vaia
thing the world calls ‘‘society,” and
seek to reach it by constituting them-
selves such ‘‘ additions.” These may
be educated or they may not. They
are quite as likely not to be, in the
popular sense of that much abused
word. But it is * the thoughtful, the
reasoning "—the men and women who
study the Gospel and are weary of the
commands and ‘ordinances sought to be
substituted for it—who tread the track
in the opposite direction, ‘‘in search,”
as an KEpiscopal journal recently re-
marked, ‘‘ of the simple Gospel truth in
which they believe, bat which they
have not heard preached in the Church
oftheir fathers.” The simple preaching
of the Gospel of Christ will induce that

awakening for which our contempo-
rary is naturally anxious.

The Anglican 8ynod of Nova Scotia
is in session in this city. A mission-
ary meeting on Monday evening was
well attended. The addresses of the
several speakers are said to have been
well to the purpose. In the course of
his somewhat lengthy address to the
Synod on Tuesday morning the Bish-
op spoke very plainly on the subject
of education and the support of the
ministry, In reference to the latter
he remarked: ‘‘ Unfortunately for
us, the withdrawal of grants to the
universities from the Provincial
Treasury has been accompanied by
the withdrawal of a large portion
of the aid received from England to-
wards the support of the clergy. We
received this year from the 8. P. G.
£700 sterling, or nearly $3,500 less
than in 1881, and the loss is practic-
ally even more serious than it is rep-
resented by the figures, for we are
not at liberty to make the most of
what is left by & redistribution equal-
izing the loss of different missions, but

it is appropriated to specified mission-
aries, and the withdrawal is total from
other clergy and places nst included
in the speciiied list.”

The eyes of the nations are at this
moment tixed upon E ypt. The wily
Sultan, one of whose predecessors
England kept on the throne by the
expenditure of the blood of so many
of her sons, has suggested the cry of
¢ Egypt for the Egyptians” with only
too much success. Enzland now tinds
herself bound to protect the Suez

Ca.al, the key to her supremacy in
the East. Her flee s are on its shores,
and orders hare been given to forces
in her East Indian territories to be
ready at a moment’s notice w embark
for that point, but she hesitates to
strike the first blow. With immense
numbers of Mohammedan subjects
she prefers not to be the aggressor in
a couflict with the Sultan, who has
succeeded 10 becoming the nominal
Jeader of Mohammed’s followers, ra
ther than only monarch of Turkey.
In the back ground, too, is Bismarck,
who would look on the conflict with
pleasure, and dilatory France and a
possible European war, to say noth-
ing of treason in Ireland. At any
moment however the conflict may be
precipitated. If war must come—
dread alternative—the sooner England
strikes a bold, thundering, decisive
blow the becter. Let prayer ascend
from palpic and fireside for our belov-
ed country !

Of
these 59 only nine or ten are now
alive. Mention, as belonging to this
number, was made of Dr. E#* Wood,
of Toronto, Dr. A. W. McLeod, of
Baltimore, John F. Bent, Geo. John-
son, Sr., J. G. Hennigar, Henry Dan-
iel, Thos. Angwin, and John McMur-
ray. An eloqueut tribute to these
worthy fathers was followed by a
lengthened account of the speaker's
coming to Canada, and the various
circuits on which he labored.

the determination of the Methodist
public to sustain our denominational
college against all combinations.
During the past year, the effort, led
the Endowment Fund was successful. '
The college was organized twenty |
years ago without material resources. |
When the New Brunswick grant was
withdrawn an endowment of $60,000 !
was raised. Four years ago a new de-
parture was made in the separation of
the academy and college. Formerly
they had been connected financially.
During the first four years of the ex-
istence of the college, 14 graduated;
during the second four years, 13; dur-
ing the third, 14; during the fourth,
23; and during the fifth, 28. It has
been decided to build the new college.
This is a necessity. About enough
money has been raised to finish the
academy. The Board of Governors
proceed in faith with the college.
Of the $50,000 raised last year $48,-
000 were subacribed by only thirty-
five persons. The whole amount of
$50,000 was subscribed by ninety-five
persons. Can we mnot, then, expect
that all the rest of the Methodists in
these Provinces will be able to raise
the $20,000 required for a college
building? There is no fear for the
future. There has been a great deal
of competition by other colleges, who
have tried to purchase students and
professors. We must furnish our
students with facilities for study and
with comfort in their study, in order
to ensure their attendance, and to
continue the strong attachment felt
for Mount Allison by her Alumni.

Mr.W.H.Langille said : I am the son
| of godly parents and have ever been
, the subject of their earnest prayers
and pious counsels. About thirteen
| years ago, when special effort was

ing made for the salvation of souls

1 by an honored minister of Christ
whom I recognmize in this congrega-
l tion to-night, the word of God tound
its way into my heart like a barbed

arrow. At first I stifled conviction,
but the greater my endeavor in this
dicection the more keenly I realized
my lost condition, until I yielded
myself to be set free. The shackles
of my bondage were loosened and
my emancipated soul gave expression
to ber Joy in-the words:

“ 'Tis done. the great transaction’s done,

I am my Lord’s and he is mine—

He drew me and I followed on.”

My experience during the interim
bas not been entirely satisfactory.
But I thank God that from my pre-
sent position, as I review the past, I
can behold the graves of some of my
besetting sins. I rejoice in the mem-
ories of the pas*, but I am especially
tbankful for the present. My song
of triumph to-nignt is in harmony
with my first utterance of praise, I
am my Beloved’s and my Beloved is
mine.” With regard to my call to
the ministry I may say that I bave
been dedicated to the Lord for this
wo-k by a praying mother ever since
wy infancy, and before my conver-
sion my aspirations tended in this

| direction, 11.d since my conversion

and after four years’ probationary
experience 1 am confirmed in the
steps I bave taken. And as on Sab-
bath morning ca-President Lathern
referred to the brigbt constellations
of nawmes that have adorned by zifts,
graces and successes the Christian
ministry, the earnest prayer of my
beart was, may the mantle of their
gifts and successes fall on me.

Mr. W. A. Outerbridge said: I
feel this to be one of the most solemn
and important periods in my life,
and one to whizh [ have looked for-
ward tor a pumber of years,
brought to Christ during the ministry
on my native circuit of the Rev. A.
R. B. Sarewsbury, now of the N. B.
and P. E. Island Conference.
There was at the time no special
religious excitement, but by the
means of the class-meeting I was
brought to a saving kn-owledge of
Jesus. I remember how I felt at
the time—tbe love, joy and peace in
1mm my heart—how I longed to tell
to all around of the dear Saviour
whom I bad found. It was oy the
same brother that I was brougpbt to
think of preaching the Guspel. The
words that he uttered on the even-
ing he first spoke to me about preach-
ing Christ, recal to my, memory as
vividly now as if they bad been ut-
tered last night. The impression
received then by God’s Spirit through
his words, has never left me for one
moment. This inward call bas sound-
ed more and more londly as the years
have passed away, and mow I think I
can truly use the wml-Za of Paul,
“ Wo is me if I preach not the Gos-
pel.” I have often felt, and never
more deeply than to-night. how un-
worthy I am to engage in this sacred
work ; but the thought that God has
called me to engage in iv has always
sustained me. To-night as I dedicate
myself arew to Christ and his ser-
vice, I ask the prayers of the eongre-
gation that my future ministry may
be a success 1n the true sense of the
Les .

Mr. F. A. Buckleyn the course ot
bis remarks declared that his con-
version occurred during his regidence
in the city of Halifax, some seven
and a half years ago; that it was on
the occasion of the visit of the Rev.
A. B. Earle, and under his preach-
ing that he received those deep iwm-
pressions which finally led to his
conversion. He declared moreover,
that the secret of his spiritual
strength was to be attributed to a
keen appreciation of the earnest ex
bortation of St. Paul contained in
the 12th chap. of  Hebrews, 1st and
2nd verses. In regard to his call to
the ministry, he stated that from the
spiritual convictions which he had
had ; from the concurring providen-
ces which secured to him a suitable
edacation; from the fact that souls
bad been converted under his minis-
try, he concluded tbat he had good
reason for believing he was truly
called to the work of the ministry.

Mr. J. Wier remarked: This time
is a very solemn and important occa-
sicn. This is my native town, and
during the intervals of Conference 1
have had opportunity to wisit some
of the resorts of my childhood. I
was blessed with godly parents #ho
early impressed me with the beauty
and necessity of religion. But not
till services conducted in Halifax by
the Rev. A. B. Earle did I become
deeply convinced of sin and decided
live for Christ. Having met with
success in working in the cause of
temperance, I felt called to devote
such gifts and grace as God had given
me to the more direct work of the
Gospel ministry. During my three
short years of probation God has fre-
quently blessed my efforts and con-
firmed my winisterial call.
