ter of Power, Who Declared That Editor of Brantford Expositor Had
Fought Hydro From the Very Ingeption--Pulpit Politics Denounced.

Despite the fact that issues in
the present provincial election
campaign have been talked
threadbare, despite the fact that
it was a torrid night, and despite
the fact that, even at Liberal
licadquarters, it is conceded that
South Brant is safe in the Whit-
ney column, a magnificent audi-
ence assembled in the Grand Op-
era louse last evening to hear
(onservative speakers expound
the gospel of Good Government
for Ontario. In point of enthusi-
asm, and in point of the aroused
militant spirit of Conservatives of
this city, last night’s meeting has
never been excelled.

The reception accorded every
speaker was magnificent, but it
remained for Mr. Brewster and
Sir Adam Beck to get 'such a de-
monstration as is accorded to few
men in public life. The candidate
in South Brant brought the audi-
ence to their feet in a telling ar-
raignment of his detractors and
the detractors of the character
and morals of electors who belong
O The grear orward Conservative
party of Ontario. When Mr.
Brewster declared that he did not
know: whether he had been read
out of the Methodist Church or
not, because he had the courage
of his convictions, it was several
minutes before the wildly enthus-
iastic audience permitted him to
continue. The candidate paid
some attention to temperance
matters. It was a masterly review,
which showed that the Whitney
Government was one of perform-
ance, and that the Liberals had
been in their palmiest days of of-
fice, and still continued, a party
of promises. The Liberals were
the same party for whom temper-
ance people in years gone by had
hung their heads in shame, a par-
ty of pledge-makers and pledge-
breakers. Mr. Brewster won his
audience by his manly declaration
for honesty in public life. on the
platform and off of it. He asked
for support because he was the
candidate of an honest Govern-
ment, a Government with a clean
record, a Government of achieve-
ment.

The Conservative candidate
was preceded by Mayor Spence,
who delivered an effective speech,
which was punctuated with ap-
plause. In fact, the audience was
so enthusiastic that they urged
the Mayor to continue his re-
marks, and continue he did.

Cockshutt, who delivered a fight-
ing speech, in which the member
for Brantford declared he voiced
the sentiment of thousands. of
people #: Beantford when he said
that Brewster had been hit below
the belt by some of the politician
pulpiteers of Brantford, and the
injury done by these men in their
own sphere of Christian endeavor
and to the temperance cause was
immeasurable, and would be felt
for years to come.
It was 10.30 when Sir Adam
Beck arrived, and not one person
had left the meeting, despite the
lateness of the hour. The Minis-
ter of Power, as was to be expect-
ed, received the_plaudits of those
assembled in a degree which be-
spoke high tribute. The outstand-
ing feature of Sir Adam’s address
was his declaration that Ross,
MacKay and Preston—yes, the
Brantford Preston—had opposed
the Hydro-Electric Bill when it
was first introduced into the On-
tario House. The Brantford Ex-
positor had fought Hydro vicious-
ly when it was voted on in this
city. And yet they had the ef-
frontery to claim that they had
originated Hydro development.
As a matter of fact, had the Whit-
ney Governmert not gone into
power when it did, the resources
of Niagara would have been tied
up for all time to come with cor-
porate interests. The denuncia-
tion of the Expositor’s attitude in
Hydro-Electric, and the attitude
of the editor when he sat in the
House, coming from Sir Adam
Beck, as it did, was a telling one.
The lying, quibbling and misrep-
resentation of the Brantiord Grit
organ in regard to Hydro-Electric
was effectively squelched by the
Minister of Power. As the repre-
sentative of the people of Brant-
ford, and as the proprietor and
editor of the Expositor, in public
life and out of it, Preston was
shown to have been lined up with
the forces which wofild have kept
Brantford and Ontario in the
clutches of the biggest monopoly
the Province ever knew.
The meeting closed at 11
o’clock, and there was no end to
the enthusiasm then. Many ladies
were present and joined in the
cheering. The militant spirit of
the ladies was thoroughly aroused
when Mr. Brewster declared that
‘some of the women oi the Wo-
men’s Liberal Association shotild
stop drinking in their own homes
before they carried their political
catch-cry out in the open.

The part taken by certain ministers
in this campaign on behalf of the
Liberals came in for a vigorous at-
tack from the Mayor. These ciergy-
men, he said, could make use of the
pulpit for two things, politics and
preaching the gospel of the Great
Master. In a certain church in this
city the preacher told a parable to il-
lustrate the temperance issue, that of
a man going through a jungle with a
little girl and he had only a little gun
in his hand to defend her from a big
lion. Well the true version of that
parable is that Sir James Whitney
places in the electors hands not a lit-
tle gun, but a real repeating rifle
gun, that can do the work. This was
the same gentleman, Mr. Spence ex-
plained, who stood in his pulpit on
January 4th. last and praised Sir
James Whitney to the skies, who was
then on his death bed in New York
City. He even said he, Sir James,
was the greatest Premier Ontario
ever had. Now, what sin did Sir
James Whitney commit between
January 4th last up to the Sunday the
rev. gentleman advised his congre-
gation to throw down Sir James and
put Rowell in. The only sin Sir James
had committed, said the mayor, was
that Providence had allowed him to
live. “If that rev. gentleman wants
to go into politics” continued Mr.
Spence, ‘let me tell him it is poot
politics to forget what you said on
a certain subject or about a man the
last time you spoke.’

Oh, no. Now, I am a Metho-
dist,” continued Mr. Brewster, “‘or at
least I used to be, but I guess they
have read me out of the church
now.” (Loud laughter and applause),
“and I would say to these people to
take the beam out of their own cye
before they attempt to take the
mote out of their brother’s eye
The members of the Women's
Liberal Club are indignant at me be-
cause I tore their questions up and
threw them into the waste paper bas-
ket, but I want to tell you that some
of these very women thave liquor in

to dictate to me. (Tremendou;-a.p-
plause.) So far as the preachers are
concerned,” continued Mr. Brewster,
“I wouldn’t be afraid to let them say
what they like in the pulpit if they
wiould give me a chance to reply. Say
what they like, the Rowell policy is
simply a cut out the glass and leave
the jug policy, and believe me there is
none worse.

BYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

NY PERSON wno 18 tne sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avall-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person 4t the Dominion Land
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District.
Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency on certain conditions, by father,
motler, son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.
Duties—Six monthy’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu-
pied by him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sister.
In certain distric's a homesteader im
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section along side his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties— Must reside upon
the homestead or pre-emption six months

“It is to be regretted that, In the Province of Ontario, at
least, an attempt has been made to identify one political party in an
especial manner with the championship of temperance, and it 1s still
Yhore deplorable that, in some cases, ministers of some religious

bodies have allowed themselves,

willingly or unwillingly, to be

drawn into the religio-political arena, even to the extent of becom-
ing candidates of the political party on the ‘temperance idea.’ We

do not question that there are, in

both parties, men of high purpose

who sincerely desire to promote the cause of true temperance, but we
certainly have been unable in twenty years’ observation to detect the
slightest justification for the claim that the so-called ‘temperance
party’ has, as a party, accomplished or sought to accomplish any-

thing more for true temperance

than the other party. While we

suppose unthinking and easily bewildered people may become con-
fused and think that a new issue of moral significance is before them,
and so play into the hands of those who are responsible for the

be abhorrent and induce them to register their abhorrence at the
pSlting booth.

Supposing it was
a band wagon, with three wheels on it
only? How many Liberals would be
found?

‘Brantford Tnterested.

He hoped to
see the day when Brantford’s radial
be connected up with Governments
link. . Tt was of prime importance to
this city and he looked forward to .a
consummation of the scheme. This
will let the workingman otit ‘in the
country, there will be no tenement
houses then and the scheme would do
wonders for rural Ontario.

A voice—'How about Pt. Stanley.’

‘Port Stanley will have a public
owned road soon to take you there
and it will be operated by Niagara
Power, not by Decew's Falls.”
(Cheers.)

Future Power Supply.

Sir Adam then delved into the fu-
ture of Ontario’s power supply. He
declared the Cataract was already
draining the Welland Canal at De-
cew’s Falls and interfering with navi-
gation. They were exceeding the
amount of water they were supposed |
to take out of the canal. But with
the great development of Ontario,
more power would be needed with |
each year. When the Government !
first contracted for a supply at Nia-|
gara, they were told that they were!
merely dabbling .in the matter. But |
to show 'that the policy was a broad:
one for-afl Ontario, Sir Adam referr- |
ed to the six different development!
plans in Northern Ontario on which
the province was spending two mil-
lions. This was the country which
McKay -and Preston said would never
receive a volt of electricity, the|Hydro
scheme was all for Toronto. The re-
sult was that electricity in Ontario
was no wone of the common commo-
dities of the ‘people and not a luxury.
(Applatise.) The 'Gvernment was
spending two millions and it was only
a .begirming. Sir Adam declared,
amid applause. “I shall never see the
day when this development of power
will ‘end.”

Radial sceme. As a matter of fact, the
act was almost prepared when Mc-
Queen got up in_the legislature and
suggested that attention should be
given the matter.

Cincinnati has surprised me
by sticking up near the top of the
standing after Herzog ran into a Fed
cral league raid in which he lost Maf-
sans, a good outfielder, the best he
had, and Davenport, a young pitcher,
who had begun to show a gond deal
of stuff. The showing of the team
can be attributed to Herzogs ability
alone. He has moulded it into a ma-
chire.

Just a word about the Fedaral lea-
gue. I have read that Ed He Collins
ane. some other stars have been talk-
ed to by agens of this new organiza-
tion.. I would be sorry to see these
players jump, for several reasons, but
must of all because they will hurt
themselves and cannot save the Feds.
[ don’t believe the new league will
last.  The financial losses its backers
have sustained so far this season have
amounted to several very sizable for-
tunes.

I would be particularly sorry to see
Eddie Collins go, for I have always
taken a particular interest in this boy
even though he had a great deal to
do with beating me out of two world’s
championships. After the world’s
series last fall, T made the statement
under my own signature that Collins
was the greatest ball player in the
game. I added that Cobb might mean
more at the gate, but that Collins
would win more victories for a club
—which is what every manager is
seeking. He has everything that a
great ball player needs.

Will Hardly Jump.

Stories have been printed from time
to time that Collins applied to both
Griffith and me for a job when he
was playing with the Columbia col-
lege team in New York. These were
not true. I did not know anything
about Collins until after he had sign-

ed up with Mack. I think he is too
smart to falb for the Federal league,
and I have not believed the stories
printed about his proposed flop. He
has a good many years of baseball
ahead of him yet, and I know he
would not be happy in that other lea-
gue, especially if they continue to
playy in most of their towns to five
hundred or a thousand people a day.
Crowds make a ball game, and play-
ers, and I feel sure that many stars
of to-day would fall away off if ap-
pearing in battles attended by the
handful that has been showing at the
Feds’ games. Other big league stars
that jumped this year have not shown
up to past form. Look at Tinker.
Collins would not be himself.

. To get back to my own league.
TFred Clarke attributes. the slump of
his club to the falling down of the
hitters. He says that it was the bat-
ting of the early season that won the
games. Then came a complete failure
of the hitters. I believe this slump
was the result of the improved pitch-
ing on other teams, but Clarke does
not think so.

“My club will begin to hit again
and then watch us pick up. We are
not so many games behind you now,”
declared the Pittsburg manager to me
at the Polo grounds last week. “One
thing about it is that my players
never talked pennant even when we
won fifteen out of the first seventeen
games.”

Contemplating a Trade.

I happen to know that Clarke is
contemplating a trade with the Phil-
adelphia club. It may be completed
by the time this article is published.
but he is aiming to strengthen his
catching staff and add hitting power
to his club. He figures that the Pir-
ates have a chance to come through
this year, but he knows he is not
fortified behind the plate and fears
that if Gibson is injured and out of
the game, it will tear his team apart.

Should Clarke make this trade, it
may change the whole complexion of
the race, because the Pirates are dan-
gerous. There is no getting away
from that fact. And they are bound
to hit harder than they are at pre-
sent, since the batting strength is in
the lineup. Clarke is also anxious to
add some speed to the club, for he re-
alizes that the slowness of his men
on the bases is a great handicap to
his team as a scoring machine.

Philadelphia and Pittsburg have fre-
quently swung trades. The Phillies
got Byrne and Camnitz last year for
Dolan when it looked as if a trade
might help the Phillies to nose out
the Giants for the championship.
Some speed and another catcher in
that Pittsburg club would make it
very dangerous yet, because I don’t
look for Cincinnati to stand up
through the season. The St. Louis
Cardinals are also travelling, but there
is not the strength in the team, either
to give us a 'brisk pennant fight.
Pittsburg carries it, and so do
Cubs.

The Giants have had just a satisfac-
tory week, but that’s all. I am not
boosting any salaries as a result of
the showing on the past week, since
my club should have taken advantage
of some of the poor playing of the
two months to be out in front now,
so that I would not have to keep driv-
ing them all the time. The hitting on
the team has been weak all season,
but the speed of the men on the bases
has saved us. The one bright spot in
the week was the work of Dave Rob-
ertson, the youngster I put into right
field.

I have always liked this boy, and I
believe he would have developed into
one of the greatest left handed pitch-
ers of the day if he had not broken
his promise to me and played one
game of football. But it was all in
his college life, and I do not hold
that against him. He is built about
as big as Rube Waddell, but has_ a
much better temperament. Good
southpaws are so hard to find that it
hurts to have this boy injured so that
his arm would not do for box work
any more.. However, I went to the

spring to the practice, after I began
to realize that Robertson did not have
a chance of coming back as a pitcher.
He was taking batting practice and
he caught a low one on the tip of his
bat and 'boosted it into the center
field bleachers. It was the longest
drive I ever saw made on the Polo
grounds. .

As a rule, I do not attend morning
practices, but I am glad I was on the
job that day, because I picked out the
boy as a natural batter right there,
and decided to make use of his abil-
ity. One of the best men in the
country for developing young ball
players is Mike Finn, once the scout
for my club. I turned Robertson over
to him and told Mike to try him in
the outfield. Robertson broke up a
lot of fences and games down in that
league. He is going to break up a lot
in this one mark my word. He is a
natural hitter and a free swinger,
one of the rare finds of baseball in
these days. There are not more than
ten free swingers in the game right
now. For a big man, he is fast and
sure in the field. The way he stood
the test of big league fire last week
made me sure of him." The club has
been lucky this year in developing
two men who can take their regular
places—Stock and Robertson:

Sir Percy Scott Declares Big
Fleets Are Doomed —
Submarine Rules

World wide attention will Be com-
manded by a letter which Admiral
Sir Percy Scott has written to the
Times demonstrating that the powers
are wasting time and money by
building great warships because war

and by the submarine, airship, and
aeroplane the Dreadnought is already
doomed .Sir Percy defines the func-
tions of the present battleship thus;

Defensively:

1. To attack ships that
bombard our ports.

2. To attack ships that come to
blockade us.

3.  To attack ships convoying a
landing party.

4. To attack the enemy’s fleet.

5. To attack ships interferring with
our commerce.

Offensively:

1. To bombard an enemy’s ports.

2. To blockade an enemy.

3. To convoy a landing party.

4. To attack the enemy’s fleets.

5. To attack the enemy’s commerce
letter thus:—

“The submarine renders 1, 2 and 3
impossible, as no man of war
dare to come within sight of a conast
that is adequately protected by sub-
marines.

“The fourth function of a bat:ile-
ship is to attack an enemy’s fleet but
there will be no fleet to attack, as
it will not be safe for a fleet to put
to sea. This has been demonstrated
in all recent manoeuvres, both at
home and abroad, where submarines
have been employed.

“Consequently buildmg any more
in 1914 will be a misuse of money
subscribed by the citizens for the de-
fence of the Empire.

“It has been suggested to me that
submarines and aeroplanes could not
stop egress from the Mediterranean
that a fleet would steam through at
night.

“With aeroplanes that would re-
port the approach : of a fleet, and
thirty or forty invisible submarines
in the narrow Straits of Gibraltar,
trying to pass through them at night
would be a very risky operation.

“Submarines and aeroplanes have
entirely revolutionized naval warfare,
no flet can hide itself from the azro-
plane eye, and the submarine can de.
liver a deadly attack even in bread
daylight.

The Navy to Come

“The Navy will be entirely cha -
ed; naval officers will no longer live
on the seas, but either abov: it or
under it, and the strain on th-~ir Sys-
tem and nerves will be so great that
a very lengthy period of serv .2 will
not be advisable; it will be 2 navy of
youth, for we shall require nothing
but boldnes and daring.

“If an enemy is sighted a gong
sounds and a leash of a flotilln of
submarines will be slipped. Thev
give no quarter; they return home
without even knowing the number
of human beings they have sent to
the bottom.

“Will any battleship expo 2 herselt
to such a dead certainty of destruc-
tion?

“Not only is the open sea safe: a
battleship is not immunc from at-
tack even in a closed harbor, for
the so-called protecting bo .m at the
entrance can easily be blown up.

“With a flotilla of subm1 ines
commanded by dashing younsz odi-
cers, of whom we havef pienty, 1
would undertake to get through any
boom into any harbor and sink or
materially damage all the ships ir
that harbor.”

NO DISSOLUTION TILL
THEIR TASK IS DONE,
SAYS CHANCELLOR

Mr. Lloyd George, in replying to
an address presented to him by the
Bristol Radical Operative Association
at Criccieth, on Tuesday, declared
that there would be no dissolution
until the Parliament Act measures
had passed into law.

The Chancellor was accompanied
by Mrs. and Miss Olwen Lloyd Geo-
rge and the ceremony took plase in
the open air in Castle square. Here
a platform was improvised out of a
couple of lorries gaily decorated with
flowers and bunting, and on the rails
of which laurel wreaths were sus-
pended. About a thousand members
of the Dristol Association who were
spending their annual day’s outing

on the shores of Cardigan Bay were!
[liament to be dissolved? (A voice.
“Because of the Plural Voting Bill.”)
tAh! he thought they would discover

among Mr. Lloyd George's listeners.

He remarked at the outset that the
visitors came from a city represented
by two of his colleagues. One of

them(Mr. Hobhouse) rendered to him‘;ha\'c not got the confidence of the

very able and loyal assistance with
the 1909 Budget, and in the other
(Mr. Birrel) the Cabinet possessed
one of the most brilliant of its mem-
bers, and one of the most distin-
guished men who had ever sat in this
or any other Cabinet. He was on the
eve of bringing a great task to
fruition—that of carrying through,
the measure of self-government,
which Ireland had waited so many
generations for.

As for the Liberal party as a whole
they were now approaching the final
stages in the great struggle to make
the democracy predominant in the
government of the country. The
Parliament Act was now maturing,
and they were going not as a Govern-
ment to give up until they had reaped
the harvest which had been sown at
the command of the people who sent
them there.

As to the demands that this Parlia-
ment should be broken up, the
Government would do nothing of the
kind (cheers) until all the measures
the people had sent them there to
carry were on the statute book. The
Parliament Act was planted in
British soil about three years ago,
and they were not going to disolve
Parliament until the fruit which had
been maturing and ripening on the
tree had been gathered in.

New Second Chamber

All sections of the progressive party
were cqually interested in establish-
ing firmly the Parliament Act as a
living statute of the realm—not mere-
ly the Liberal party, but the Labor
party as well.

Think of what would happen if it
were to break down. He did not
care what Parliament was recon-
stituted five years hence, if the
Parliament Act were swept away
through any mishap, misunderstand-
ing, misfortune, or mismanagement,
and if there was a Labor Parliament
five ycars hence, it would be confront-
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{ with the most modern, and there fore

ed with a powerful plutocratic Second
Chamber more firmly entrenched
than ever in the path of progress and
of ameliorating legislation, armed

the most powerfu! weapon, and the
might of Parliament would be brok-
en in trying to get out of the way
of this tremendous ebstacle.

There was a demand that the
Government should break up Parlia-
ment and run away from the trust
the people gave them. ' What
wretched cowards they would be if
they did that. Who would ever
trust the Liberal leader again if
they did it The Prime Minister
was not made of that kind of stuff.

Why did the Opposition want Par-

that. Their opponents said, “You

country, the bye-elections are against
you.”

“Now,” said the Chancellor, “let us
face that. Have you ever seen a
Government in your generation that
did not lose by-elections? You can
not keep up the fervor of a General
Election for five years. The result
is the Goveinment drop constituen-
cies here and there during their life-
time; but what Government has ever
committed the folly of dissolving Par-
liament for that rcason, ulness there
are indications of an overwhelming up
rising of popular opinion against the
measures they are prompting. Where
is that indication now? (Voice:
“None.”

He remembered, he proceeded
that during the last three years of
the Tory Parliament of 1900 they
could hardly win an election; but
still they clung like limpets to the
Treasury Bench. (Laughter.)

The People’s Resolve I

It was not their avowed, but their
real reason they claimed that they
had the confidence of the nobility
of the land. (Laughter.) “It is
true,” they said, “the common peo-
ple were against us; but we have all
the dukes, carls, marpuises, viscounts
and barens. And as for you, how
many dukes have you got?” (Laugh-
ter.)

That was a sort of assumption
that Liberalism had not the same |
claim to equal treatment as Toryism. i
That Toryism was a cut above it. |
(Laughter.) But the pcople meant to.!
govern this land, and the other side |
must get accustomed te it. (Loud
cheers.)

The day of democracy had dawned,
and the people meant to govern.
That was what the Parliament Act
meant, and the Government meant to
stand by it for that reason. It might
not be a perfect Act, but it contained
the germ of the principle that the
people had_the right to formulate and
choose the laws by which they were
going to be governed.

To that principle they meant to
adhere. The Parliament Act would
be improved, and he hoped to see a
better Second Chamber established
than the present one, which was an
effete institution and ought to be
swept away. » T %

The Government meant to carry
through their Bills, because they were
in the interest of the whole commun-
ity and would promote good will
and good feeling, in spite of the lit-
tle temporary trouble in the North-
East of Ireland, which he had no
doubt at all would soon settle down.
Secondly, they were returned to Par-
liament to carry the Bii}s. and thirdly,
Liberalism had got to demonstrate to
the people that once it committed - it-
self to a policy and programme, it
meant to carry through every item
on it. That was of primary import-
ance, and they would do it.

“There are,” went on the right hon.
gentleman, “difficulties and obstacles
The great rock against us is the dis-
sension M1 our own ranks, and unless
we heal that we shall come to grief.
If we do not heal it, having already
suffered a few hard knocks from it,
well, then, we are not worthy to have
in charge such grave interests as are
committed to the Liberal and Labour
party.

“Look at the last two years. There
are nine seats which have been lost
through divisions. Does that mean
public opinion is against the Govern-
ment? No. On the contrary, if you
take the whole of the by-elections for
the last two years you will find that
the majority in favour of the Bills
we are pressing through Parliament
has increased in comparison with the
last election, and increased consider-
ably. It is not that the people are
getting tired of the legislation, it is
purely that there is a misunderstand-
ing which has got to be repaired and
set right.

“Since I have been down here I
have received letters, some from work
ing men in Ipswich, who are not asso
ciated with any particular organiza-
tion, and some from men who took a
leading part in Liberal work during
the electibn, and they both said quite
independently of each other that the
seat was lost entirely owing to the
ill-feeling created through the strug-
ble in N. E. Derbyshire,

“It is well that we would know
that it had nothing to do with Home
Rule, Welsh Disestablishment, or the
Insurance Act. It was due entirely
to that unfortunate qaurrel which
arose over these seats.

Impatient Electors.
“Now, surely, we ought to be able

to put our heads together and make

a more sensible adjustment of things
than that. (Cheers and a Voice:
“You are the man to do it") The
whole cause of progress is suffering.”

It was only necessary to look at
the voting to see that if there was
any movement in the Liberal party
it was not a movement back; it was
a movement forward.

“It is not reaction,” he proceeded,
with emphasis; “it is impatience to
see carried Bills.  which:have been
discussed by the courdtry for a gene)
ration and thrown _back session
after session. It is impatience with
the Parliamentary machine, ~which
seems inadequate to deal with the
grievances which the peagple are en-
during. People want to go forward.”
(Great cheering.) .

Take, for instance, the Insurance
Act, out of which the other side had
made a great deal at elections. In
so far as that was an electoral dis-
advantage to the Liberals, what was
such disadvantage due to? Was it
due to the drastic and revolutionary
provisions of the measure, if there
were any? No; itewas due to the
Conservative and moderate part of
the Bill, the contributory clauses.

Conservatism, he declared, was
making no progres amongst the
people; on the whole it was going
back. The message of the by-elec-
tions to Liberals was not to go back,
not to stand still, but to press on—
(great cheering)—and they meant
to take the lesson. They wanted to
get rid of Bills which had been ham-
pering Parliament for a generation,
because they had great things to do
in the way of improving the wages,
the housing, and the health of the
people.

Land Reform

It was said by some that the labour-
er took no heed of the land program.
Those who said that did not know
what was going on in the villages,
where there was an awakening such
as there had not been since 885, or
even the days of the Corn Laws. La-
bourers were crowding to meetings,
and farmers were attending them be-
cause they wanted independence and
freedom as much as the labourer did,
whilst the British aristocracy. and
their friends were growing jubilantly
over mutinies in the Army—(laugh-
ter)—rebellions in Ulster, and by-
elections in England. The very
dunghill on which these people were
perched was being undermined by the
flood, and they wanted an election
before the waters gathered sufficient
force to sweep them away.

“They won't get it,” he exclaimed
in conclusion. “Our policy,” he ad-
ded, “is forward all along the whole
line; forward to a better, greater life
for the millions who live and labour
in the gloomy. and chilly shadows of
the world.”

In the course of moving a vote of
thanks a speaker from Bristol said
that the people of that city would
like to see him in their city. Reply-
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ing, Mr. Lloyd George said he would
probably pay Dristol a visit after the
Welsh Disestablishment Bill had
been passed.

Taking Census of
India’s Population

The task of taking a census of In-
dia must be stupendous considering
that the population of that vast coun-
try numbers over 300,000,000 persons,
scattered over an area of 1,803,657
square miles. p

A staff of two million persons was
employed for the purpose, and the
census was taken in one night in
March, at a cost of only $675,000!

The difficulties. were - especially

great owing to_the long-lines of rail-I

way, the big rivers on which boats
travel sometimes for days without
coming to the bang, the forests to
which woodcutters resort, often for
weeks at a time, and the numerous
sacred -places, which, on occasions,
attract many thousands of pilgrims.

People had to be enumerated wher-
ever they were caught. In the case
of railways, for instance, all persons
travelling by rail who took tickets
after 7 p. m. on the night of the cen-
sus were enumerated either on the
platform or in the trains. The latter
were all stopped at 6 a. m. on the
following morning, in order to in-
clude any travellers who up till then
had escaped notice.

Increase of Twenty Millions

In spite of this, and owing to the
vast work done preliminarily, the re-
sults for the whole of India were re-

ceived complete nine days later, and
were issued in print the next day.
This rapidity, as the official report
mentions with justifiable pride, “is
not approached even in the smallest
European state.”

The summary tables show that the
total population of India (including
the native states) on the night the
census was taken was 315,156,396 (as
against 294,361,056 ten years previ-
ously), of whom 217,586,892 were
Hindus, 66,647,299 were Moslems, 10,-
721,453 were Buddhists, and 3,876,203
were Christians. The literates num-
bered only 18,539,578 persons, and
agriculture claimed the labor of
22,695,909 persons, as against 35,-
323,041 persons engaged in industry.

Canadian census officials have ap-
parently some lessons to learn from
India.
