SPLENDID FLIGHT
OF MISS STINSON

Girl Flyer Goes From Chij-
cago to Binghamton,
N.Y., 873 Miles in

Ten Hours

Katherine Stinson, the aviatrix,
en route from Chicago to New York
carrying Government mail, met with
an accident while attempting a land-
ing two miles north of Binghamton,
N.Y. The machine turned turtle just
as it reached the ground, smashing
the propeller and damaging one of
the wings. Miss Stinson was unin-
jured.

Having covered 783 miles from
Chicago to Binghamton in 10 hours
Miss Stinson bettered the distance
made by Ruth Law in her record-
breaking flight in the fall of 1916
by about nine miles. She circled the
city in search of a suitable landing
place and finally picked out a small
plateau on a high hill north of the
city. A strong wind. added to the
difficulties of landing.

Hundreds of automobiles raced to
the landing place, and help was at
hand soon after the plane came to a
stop. Miss Stinson directed the work
of righting the machine, apparently
none the worse for her mishap.

THE SITUATION

London newspapers, and apparently
the general public also, are taking the
news from the Western front in a
very philosophical manner. That it
is not good news all are very well
aware, but the confidence seems to
prevail that the last Hun offensive,
like the previous one, will finally be
brought to a halt. Certain it is that
no break has been effected with regard
to the Allied lines, and that the falling
back has been accomplished in an
orderly manner, the while the enemy
has been subjected to exceedingly
heavy losses. There is criticism with
regard to the apparent preponderance
of the Germans in numbers, In this
regard, as far as the British are con-
cerned, and the comparatively few
Americans yet on the scene, it should
be remembered that every man has
to be transported over water, while
the enemy is on his own ground, so
to speak, for he can mass his forces
over land routes and there is only
an invisible border line between
Germany and the scenes of action.

The French have been compelled
to abandon Soissons, but are still
clinging to the Western outlets, while
Rheims is threatened, although the
Franco-British forces northwest of the
place have thus far broken all as-
asaults. One dispatch asserts that the
German onslaught is lessening some-
what. It has certainly carried them
very far, and it may be taken for
granted that Foch and his advisers
are taking every possible step to stem
the flood.

The British Admiralty announces
the sinking in . the Mediterranean, by
an enemy submarine, of the Troop-
ship Leasome Castle. The drowned
total one hundred and one, including
thirteen officers.

It is not too much to say that the
eyes of the entire Dominion were
upon the result of the recent stiike
in above city with regagd to the ‘walk
out of the fire brigade, and later other
civic employes, The Manitoba Free
Press thus summarizes the outcome:

troubles in connection with the op-
eration of its public utilities. The
business of the peremptory ulti-|
matum followed by the walk out has
been permanently outlawed. One of
the most significant features of the
discussion which has been going on
for the past ten days was the total
absence, on the part of the -leaders
of labor of any attempt to justify or
exalt the resort to the strike in ad-
vance of arbitration. By universal
consent this was dropped overboard
as a practice too anti-social to be
Aonger tolerated.

The settlement, with regard to fire-
#en, having been made along the lines
wuggested by the citizens’ committee,
its acceptance by all, in good part is,
desirable. The general provision for
arbitration, buttressed by a special
engagement with respect to - strikers,
doubtless reduces the probability of
any recurrence of this trouble to a
degree which should remove appre-
hensions.  This is, after all, a matter
more of -spirit than of worlls; and
there ought to grow up in the firehalls,
a convention, in time to become a tra-
dition, that firemen stay at their posts
whatever may betide.”

His address was a very scholarly
one and was listened to by the bre—-
thren with close attention through-
out.

In dealing with the millenium at
the beginning of his address, Mr.
Fitzpatrick pointed out that Christ
during his ministry knew nothing
‘about it, or if he knew he was
significantly silent.

These are days of very active pro-
paganda by many who declahe the
imminence of a material coming of
Christ, and a literal programme of
millenium. Numerous signs are
pointed to as a proof that this out-
ward event is near at hand. It su’-
fices to say that no list of signs that
I have seen are peculiarly or strik-
ingly significant of this age. They
would be applicable to any period of
a quarter of a century almost sinece
the time of Christ. The great war
has given stimulus to the propa-
ganda, as have many wars. of the
past. This is a time for patience, for
ealm, self-possession. If only we will
wait the war will pass and twenty-
five years from now or less the pro-
paganda will probably have spent
its ‘force. If only we are consecrat-
ed to God, loving Him intensely and
seeking as best we can to serve our
fellows, all will be well.”

“lockjaw’" caused a frightful mortals,
ity. ‘It killed ninety men out of every
100 attacked. ‘But in 1884 the bacil-
lus ‘wag discovered, and thén it was
not g very difficult matter to make a
“serum™ that would furnish protec-
tion: against it. : 7

The ‘germs of tetanus are shaped
like ' miniature drumsticks. They
make their home in the intestines of
animals, particularly horses. The soil
of France and Belgium is full of
them, ready to get into the fresh
wounds of fighting men,

If it were not for the anti-tetanus
serum  whole armies imn this war
would be literally swept away. As it
is, the disease occurs only in excep-
tienal cases. where the wounded can-
not obtain prompt treatment. Every
wounded soldier, the moment he
reaches a surgeon, gets a dose of the
remedy (by hypodermic injection),
ahd is thereby protected. “Lockjaw”
has been almost eliminated,

In digcussing this subject, Dr. W
W. Keen calls attemtion to the fact
that in Uncle Sam’s little bickering
with Spain, in 1898, no fewer than
20,738 of the American soldiers
werp taken with typhoid, the deaths
from this cause numbering 1,580.
The United States army at that time
numbered 107,973 men. Hence it ap-
pears that every fifth seoldier fell ili
of typhoid!

The British armies in ‘various
European flelds now number at least
5,000,000. If they had suffered as
the Americans ‘su during the
war with Spain something like
1,000,000 cases of typhoid: would
have developed. As a matter of fact,
there have been only about 5,500
cases of typhoid in the British armies
up to date; and most of these would
not have occurred if anti-typhoid vae-
cination (generally employed, but
not compulsory) had beem universal.
ly enforced.

The anti-typhoid vaccine (more
properly called a “bacterin’) is made
in a very simple way, by breeding
typhoid germs in gelatin and killing
them with heat. They are thus made
harmless, but their peculiar poison
(in a preparation of the gelatin for
hypodermic use) causes the cells of
the human body to manufacture a
counter-poison that defeats any at-
tempt of live typhoid bacilii to im-
vade the system.

The effectiveness of the anti-
typhofd bacterin may be judged from

fact that in five

1916 ‘tmw% having “beén
made compulsory), there ‘were only.
fifteen deaths from typhoid i the
United States army. On the Mexicsn
border, though typhoid was rife near
the camps, only one man among 20,-

(An Actual Conversation Between Neig[l[)ors)

Said a citizen recently, “I don’t see
why potatoes are $1.90 a bag in
Ontario while they are rotting in
Prince Edward Island.”

His neighber replied: “The rea-
son is simple. There are no freight
cars available to bring potatoes
from that market to this. The only
way to beat the price, is to grow
your own, the same as my wife and
I did.

“I den’t want to rub it in,” he con-
tinued, “or say I told you so, but
you and I could have equal sized
gardens (50 ft. deep by 40 ft.
wide). They are right next to each
ather, so it is fair to assume the
soil is equally workable.

“We both have a fair amount of
spare time, yet I well recall that
last spring you had a lot of quiet

fin with me when I was plugging -

away in the garden getting the
ground ready to put in vegetables.

“What has been the result?

“By a little study, and a little worlk,
and a disposition to laugh at our
mistakes and forget our disap-
pointments, the wife and I took off
that patch all the salad vegetables
we needed during the summer, and
we were able to put into the cellar
enough potatoes, carrots, beets,
onions and parsnips to last us until
the end of March. Besides which,
the wife made pickles and canned
tomatoes and corn to last us even
longer.

“We made mistakes of course, and

we didn’t get all we expeeted out

of the ground, but we learnéd a
whole lot, and we feel certain that

this year we shall get better re-. -

SOME RARE STAMPS.

First Issue of Hawaiian Islands
Known as ‘‘Missionaries.”

The first postage stamps of the
Hawaiian Islands were set up from
ordinary printers ‘type, at the local
printing office in Honolulu, and, from
the fact that the principal correspon-
dents in the islands at that time were
the American missionaries, have been
handed down {0 posterity under the
sobriquet of ‘“Missionaries.”

Of the two-cents value of this'issue,
printed on this bluish paper only
about a dozen copies are in existence,
as practically the whole stock of this
value was destroyed shortly after
their issue. Its value is between
'$3,600 and $4,000.

The somewhat bizarre eircular
stamps issued in the Danubian prin-
cipality of Moldavia in July, 1858,
prior to its incorporation in Rou-
mania, with the device of a star,-
bull’s head and posthorn, are held in
high esteem by stamp collectors and
are all highly gariced.

The rarest of the set is, however,
the 81 para, hand-struck on blue
wove paper, which, in unused con-
dition, is valued at $1,500. Out of a
total printing of 2,000 copies of this
stamp; only 1,173 were sold. .\,

Prior to the appearance of the gen-
eral issue for Switzerland under the
Federal Administration in 1850, par-
ticular postage stamps were issued
by several of the-principal cantons,
commencing with Zurich in March,
1843, whose 4-rappen black on red
with vertical background is valued
at $250. 3

Rarest among these loeal tonal
stamps, is, however, the celeébrated
“Double Geneva,” of the value of 10
cents, printed in black and green and
composed of two divisable portions,
each valid for 5 centimes postage. An
undivided “Double Geneva,” in un-
used condition, is priced by a leading
catalogue at $375, and used at $140.
The half stamp, nsed for 5 centimes,
is worth only $23 ;

Similarly, in the United States, a
number of local postmasters Issued
stamps on their own initiative to
facilitate the keeping 'of postal ac-
