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NORTH-WEST FISH

First Car Lots Sent to Chicago
From Lesser S_}ave Lake.

Notable developments are taking
Place this fall in the fisherles of wes-
fern Canada. The announcement is
made by the Grand Trunk Pacific au-
thoriiics that White Fish is now being
shiLjed in car lots from Lesser Slave
Lake in Northern Alberta to Chicago.

Tiie construetion of the Edmonton,
Dunvegan & British Columbia Rail-
way northward from the main line of
the G, T. P, has made this lake ac-
cessible and in its waters are great
numberg of fish. Twe companies have
been iormeqd to carry on tne tishing
in the lake and the Canadian Express
Comyany ig being calied upon.to sup-
ply special refrigerator cars to take
the fish to lidmonton and thence by
Wway of the Grand Trunk Pacific to
Winniyeg and by connecting lines to
Chicago.

A great distributing point for fresh
fish, the Chicago Marker_ states that
it can take all the white fish that can
be sent from' Western Canada and the
transportation companies, it is ex-
pected, will have to enlarge their ar-
rangements next year to meet the
growing traffie,

Chicago is alsg taking from Canada
large quantitieg of fresh Prince Ru-
pert halibut, and the fishing industry
is very brisk at the new Pacific Coast
bort, Over fifteen million pounds of
fish handled in the month of Angust
Was Prince Rupert's record. While the
salmon end of the industry was the
largest part of the business, halibut
show up well, with 2,106,460 pounds
landed at this port. The salmon pack
for the month represented 12,999,700
pounds of fish, representing at a mod-
erate valuation well on for three-
‘luarters of a million dollars. Of the
salmon catch, 4,089 hundredweight
was used fresh or shipped fresh. There
was about 223 hundredweight that was

COTTON THREAD.

Its Invention Was a Case of Nec-
essity Caused by War.

Curiously enough, it was a war that
brought about the revolution , in the
mapufacture of sewing thread.' When
Napoleon occupied north Germany in
1803 the rupply of silk from Hamburg,
which was used in making heddles, or
the loom harness, in Paisley, was cut
off.

Unless some substitute could be
found the weaving industry of Paisley
would be ruined. Peter Clarn experi-
mented with cotton warp yarn and
succeeded in making thread like the
six cord sewing thread used to-day. It
took the place of silk in the heddles,
and the weaving business went on un-
interrupted by the war.

Then it occurred to another man to
use the cotton thread in place of linen
for sewiug, and he recommended it to
the women of the town. It was so
much smoother than the linen that the
‘women liked it. The thread was sold
In hanks and wound by the purchaser
into little balls, but the merchant soon
decided to wind the hank on a bobbin
or'spool for his customers as an added
inducement to purchase it instead of
the linen.

From this beginning the cotton
thread trade has grown, and now silk
and linen are used only for special
work.—Philadelphia Record,

HABITS OF COD FISH,

Travel Far and Grow Fast—Small
Danger of Extinction.

The tremendous armount of cod liver
oli used annually by the worla has led
the Norwegian Government to care-
tul study of the habits of this rish, trom
orway derlves . no inconsiderable
pvortion of its revenue. As a result,
the director of fisheries, Ur. Johan
Hjorst. made some interesting experi-
ments designed ascertain the extent of
the migrations of the cod and the rate of
its xrowth, as.well as the probable rate
at which the supply is being exhausted.

In 1914 he caught 2,400 0f the fish, and
ater marking them, returned them to the

Two hundred a... .cventy-nine of
these were caught again and the same
season, which showed, which showed, of
course, that the drain upon the supply
of cod is even larger than has been
popularly supposed.

As a result of his studies. Dr. Hjorst
is not inclined to pessimism as to the out-
ook for the industry. While admitting
that the proportion of fisn caught every
Year is extremely large, he feels cer-
tain that the rapidity of their growth and

xtent Oof their migrations are fac-
tors that will prevent a too serious drain
upon the supply, especially when the fish-
eries are properly regulated by law.

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SIXTEEN DEAD

$2,000,000 Damage, Latest New
Orleans Storm Ent.ix_nnu.

New Orleans Despatch——Nine-
teen known dead, probably 200 injured,
and damageto buildings, wire circuits,
railroads, shipping and other property
in New Orleans and vicinity estimated
at several million dollars, was the
toll exacted by a hurricane which
swept the city Wednesday, and was
conceded to have been the worst ever
experienced in this section. 'Ihese
figures were compiled here late to-day.
Of the known dead ten were white and
nine were negroes.

Sub-
scriptions came irom Chicago, Pitts-
burg, Minneapolis, St. Paul, Philadel-
pbhia, Boston, and other cities.

At the office of J. P. Morgan &
Company it was said that the aggre-
gate of the sums offered by applicants
to take part in the underwriting had
not been computed, and no statement
as to when the syndicate memibership
would be closed was yet ready.

That some of the subscriptions will
be very large was ‘indicated by the
statement that one of the most wealthy
men in the Unitel States had offered
$30,000,000, and that other offers, rang-
ing from $3,000,000 to $5,000,000, have
been made by New York banks or
large corporations here.

Sir Edward Holden, one of the

The annual Plum Hollow Sch\ool
Fajr, which was held on Mr. New-
some’s farm, on Tuesday, Sept. 28th,
was bigger and better than ever.

The taste that they acquire
when they receive the red ticked at the
school fair may be the start of an
education which will land the exhibi-
bitor at the top in some of our Jarge
internatioral shows, The school fair
adds much work fo the teacher in the
section, they baving to take the lead
in getting exhibits ready. The healthy
rivalry created between sections is
good for each section, the chiidren
beipg interested, and through the child-
ren the parents are interested in a way
that it would be impossible to interest
them in any other.

Our local Department of Agriculture
with Mr. W. H. Smith as its head, is
to be congratulated on the success of
the several school fairs held in this
district. A great amount of work is
necessary in arranging for each exhibit
the work in getting new teachers in-
terested, the distributing of eggs, pota-
toes, grain, etc.,is heavy. Then later
the judging of the. plots, the arranging
for the tair, the staging and the secur-
ing of competent judges, adds a great
deal to the regular work of the repre-
sentative, and in the future when
people lpgk back to the time when
these faigy were started and realize
what a little thing has done for our
great agricultura! country, they will

Commentary.—I. Elijah called to de-
part (vs, 1-8) .1, When the Lord would
take up Elijah—The prophet’'s lite-
work was drawing to a close, and he
wag to enter upon his eternal reward.
The events of that particular day in-
dicate that he was still vigorous and
capaple of further labor. it is clear
that there was still work to be done,
but God's purpose ca¥ed for the re-
moval of his servant from earthly
scenes, I'he question why God’s work-
men are removed to heaven in the
miast of successful labor must remain
unanswered until we shall know as we
are known, Into heaven—Into the et-
erna] dwelllng-place of the saints.

3. Knowest thou—The ‘“sons of the
prophets” knew what the day would
bring forth, probably by a direct re-
velation to them, for it is not likely
that Elijah had told them of his ap-
proaching departure, From thy head
—Recognizing that Elijah was the
chief of the prophets, they must have
considered it a serious thing for him
to be removed when the worship and
service of the God of Israel were
greatly neglected and idolatry was pro=
valent, Yea, I know it; hold ye your
peace—This knowledge brought with
it a sadness and a gense of the res-
ponsibility that must rest upon him,
that made him feel that the subject
was too sacred for discussion. 4. Jeri-
cho—About twelve miles southeast of
Bethe] in the valley of the Jordan.
Here also was a school of the pro-
phets, Thege schools were places
where young men were trained, under
the direction of a recognized prophet,
for religioug service. They were not
necessarily the sons of prophets. Their
study wag principally the law of
Moses.

1. Elijah admitted to heaven. The
transiation of Klijah embraces more
than a mere historic statement. The
theme has to do with the great scrip-
tural doctrine of immortality. It gave
to Israel a powerful confirmation of
that great fact. When God would
transfer one of his faithful servants
to heaven and place another in his
stead, he did it in a way most in keep-
ing with the characteristic life of
each. Elijah and Elisha were two of
the most remarkable men in the his-
tory of the world. Both stood faithful
In a faithless age. Elijah's departure
was in harmony with his life. He was
not destined to come to his end in
weakness and decay. His entire public
life and work lad the character of a
Jjudge, on the one hand destroying and
consuming, on the other hand reform-
ing and constructing. His last hours
were as full of service as if no change
was coming. On the borders of heaven
he was full of genuine humility. He
displayed a spirit of calm self-posses-
sion. He had no thought of his cwn
needs. His great desire was to leave
a blessing for those remaining n ser-
vice. He saw with clear vision that
Elisha was the man to be considered
most at that hour. The parting meant
most to him. He was to continue the
struggle of life. He was to stand be-
fore wicked kings and ungodly men as
the messenger of God. The change
which passed over Elijah which ecul-
minated in his reception into the in-
visible world is incomprehensible to
us. We regard the entire event as a
singular honor placed upon a singu-
larly great and good man. [t is an
assured fact that God directed in the
matter of closing a career which he
had so perfectly controlled. Elijah's
movements were directed by the spirit.

The males with best standard
qualifications are kept to head the breed-
ing pens next year. The remainder are
sold as roosters weighing then from 3
to 5 pounus. All females should be kept
that come up to standard weight for tne
breed and show rapid maturity, reject-
ing all those that do not show thriit in
their development from chickhood. With
many up-to-date breeders these pullets

the practice or some of the leading breed-
eris {8 to reject all pullets that do not
lav from 160 eggs upward in 365 days.

The great majority of poultry-keepers
do not care to go to the extra trouble
of trap-nesting the pullets, and in this
case a creditable flock can be maintained
by selecting those pullets that are strong
and healthy and have developed without
undue forcing to standard weight at the
age of maturity. By selecting these good
specimens one can always rest assured
with a good pouiiry house and well-bal-
anced weeds a profitable return can al-
ways be assured. But with a flock where
no culling has been done too many of
the poor svecimens are retained that are
but. poor producers, cutting down the
profits- of the flock by their poor work.
In other words, they are the star board-
ers of the flock, and the rest of the fowls
must keep them. Again they may by
chanca of their developing in size, as
the season goes on, look almost as good
as some of the faster-developing fowls
and be retained as breeders, and that
means more culls.

Nothing goes forward in poultry, only
by selecting, and the experienced breeder
recognizing the fact is a close culler.
But the average poultry keeper with
quantity in his mind before quality of-
ter Joses sight of this fact. Even with
many of the more experienced breeders
closer culling couid be practiced with bet-
ter results in the end. Beginners should
not lose sight of the fact that the prof-
its derived from poultry do not zome from
quantity, but from quality

Good management, such as housing,
feedine and care, play important parts
in poultry success. But without good
breeding and a high grade flock of or
from known producers, the greatest suc-
cesg cannot be obtained. With many a
chickens is a chicken, and if glven feed
and the proper attention a peofit can be
made. .

All kinds of chickens and fowl lice breed
rapidly in hot weather, and, as they will
soon epoll the profits if allowed to live,
they must be destroyed by the use of lice-
killing powders on the fowls and lice-
killing liquids on the perches, etc.

In spite of the fact that many writers
warn poultry keepers not to feed too
much corn because it is fattening, corn
is_the best single grain for poultry that
we have .and very fine lots of chicks
have been grown on cracked corn and free

range.

The fall months are the ones to guard
against regarding colds. More poultry
contract colds, many leading to the
dreaded roup, during the fall months than
any other time in the year.

Fresh eggs should command just as
high a price this fall and winter as last
vear. and the poultry keeper with a well-
matured flock, properly cared for, should
make money. ke all business lines,
there are the fat and lean years, and the
sticker is the one who makes the most
out of poultry.

SOME BEE POINTERS,

The study of bees is interesting, and
the profits of keeping them are large,
considering the amount invested.

The worker bee hatches in 1 days
from fersh cggs, and a drone in 24
days. 'The queen does not go to the
fields in search of honey, but devotes
ker time to depositing eggs. A com-
pany of workers follow and attend to
all the wants of the queen. She, there-
fore, does not ‘nave the hard struggles
the workers have when from home,
and she will live to the ripe old age
of two, three and sometimes four
years,

For a few days after hatching the
worker bee devotes its time as a nurse
in the hive, either reeding the queen
or young brood, or maybe in helping
to build comb, on pleasant days tak-
ing exercise tlights in front of the
hive to develop wing power and iearn-
ing to make their home location. When
three or five days old, if the bee was
hatched during the honey flow, it will
begin its field labor of gathering
honey, making many trips per day,
working night and day as if the
aestiny of the entire colony depended
upon her, so that the life or age of
spch a worker bee is from taree to
four weeks.

In normal conditions, when a swarm
leaves the hive, the old queen goes
with a greater portion of the workers
to make for themselves a new home
in some distant tree. There is left in
the hive a small colony of worker
Lees and an abundance of drone bees,
and all the way from two or thrze to
twenty or fiity queen cells, and the
most oif them nearly ready to hatch.
I one bee hatches a few moments
before her rival sisters, she, with at-
tendant workers, at once begins to
graw in the side wall of the qucen
and when opened the outside
Queen :an easily send her death sting
into her sister.

cheapest? Farm and Fireside thinks
it depends on conditions. A test made
in Nebraska shows that the use of cot-
tonseed cake in place of alfalfa in
that State increased the cost of the
meat and lowered the picfits of the
feeder. The reason is that the alfalfa
can be produced on the farm and the
cottonseed had to be brought from
‘afar. A feeding test in Alabama or
Georgia might have shown opposite
results. We must study our own con-
ditions, that’s sure.

The soil provides the plant not only
with certain plant foods, but also with
water and air; and the extent and na-
ture of these supplies go more to de-
termine the crop than anything else.
Therefore, although manuring is often
necessary, it is of vital importance that
the soil should be well cultivated and
properly.

Young pigs are oiien afflicted with
cholera or St. Vitus dance. It usually
follows where a lack of vitality is
found. The symptoms show mostly in
the hind legs, which kick out often.
Inbreeding is the common cause, but
this is not well understood by veterin-
arians.

Cows are nervous, timid and sen-
sitive and they suffer with homesick-
ness. The newly-purchased cow is
apt to fall off in her milk flow for a
time until she gets used to new sur-
roundings.

PILED FOUR DEEP

Another Graphic Story of the Cap-
ture of Loos.

New Army’s Bravery Equals Brit-
ain’s Best.

London Cable.——A correspondent
of Reuter’s "i'elegram Company sends
the following despatch from British
headquarters under date of Tuesday
describing the fighting in the great
offensive of the allies on the western
front:

“The first charge made by our men
from the Vermelles trenches in the
grey light of Saturday maorning, which
carried them right through the village
of Loos and to tne summit of Hill 70
and beyond this, wiil rank as one of
the mbst glorious exploits of the Brit-
ish army.

DID GOOD WORK

British Raiiways and Their Share
in Great War.

The expcrience of the great cam-
paign has shown how much Germany
is indebted to railways for her strat-
egy. It is no small tribute to German
railway management that it has been
able to build up a railway system with
special reference to means of offense
and defense, without cost to the Ger-
man taxpayer. In connection with
'both the eastern and western cam-
paigns, Germany has been able to
move larg. masses of men from point
to point with great rapidity. The
1.aticnal railway has been a cardinal
point 1n the German campaign.

In the case of Britain, an island
defended by the sea, the railways have
been only needed to assemble troops
and supplies at ports of departure, and
to move bodies of men in training
about the country. These are im-
portant functions it was altogether
impossible to zontinue with a host of
independent railway managements. 1t
was also out of the question to enter
at short space upon a scheme cf
neztionalization by purchase. But for-
tunately it had been foreseen, in
drafting the Regulation of the Forces
Act in 1871, that occasion mizht arise
for the Government to take over tie
railway services. Section 16 of that
act runs that when the Crown by
order-in-Council dcclares that an
cmergeney has arisen in which it is
expedient for the public servics that
the (Giovernment should have control
over the railroads of the United King-
dom, or any of them, the Secretary. cf
State may empower any person or per-
scns to take possession in the name
of the Crown of any British railroad
and to use it in any such manner as
the Government may direct. Further,
that the directors, officers and ser-
vants of a railroad so taken over shall
cbey the directions of the Government.

In accordance with this enactment
the British Government, on Aug. 4,
the very day on which it declared war
against Germany, issued an order-in-
Council declaring it expedient that the
Government should have control over
the railroads in Creat Britain, this
control to be exercised through an
executive committee composed of gen-
eral managers of railways which had
been formed for some time, and which
liad prepared plans with a view to
facilitating the working of the act.
Thus, by a stroke of the pen, under
an act of Parliament forty-three vears
old, the British Government took con-
trol of the railways of the United
Kingdom.

The national control
ceedingly successful. The
Exccutive has bee nable
troops to the ports by night and by
day with few nitches. A great army,
the precise number of which has not
been divulged, but which is known
to be enormous, has been successfully
convoyed to the south coast for trans-
pert across the Chammel, together with
gigantic quantities of military stores,
from ammunition to horses, and from
food to artillery. The National Board
Las been in complete control of the
situation. Each company has had to
do what it was told and to make any
arrangements necessary for the safe
and speedy conduct of the abnormal
traffic. The ability of a picked body
of British railway . managers has
shown itself equal to the oceasion,
and gome far to prove what a very
different thing can be made of the
British railway service in pcace if the
best men in it were given a real
chance to show what they could do.—
L. G. Chiozza Monecy in the October
Metropolitan.

THIS STONE BENDS.

Itakolumite, of Sandy, Composi-
tion, Startles Its Handlers.

A great deal° of interest has been
recently directed to samples of itako-
lumite, a sione wnich is found in
Brazil. When iiexipie; itakolumite is
cut into thin plates, and when exam-
ined with a microscope it is found to
be composed almost entirely of fine
grains of sand of peculiar shape, with
indented edges, which interlock like
the fingers of clasped hands. The
flexibility of the material result from
#his interlocking of the grains of sand,
of which it is chiefly composed. Al-
though but féw pereons know that
stome can be anything but hard, the
flexible stone is not so much of a
curiosity as it seems, for it is found
fn North Carolina, and there are
spegimens of it in the cases of a
Philadelphia collection. The sensa-
tion of handling o fhandling a plece
tion of handling a piece of stone which
bends like a plece of rubber is a
strange experience.

RE-INFORCEMENTS FOR THE
PRINCESS PATRICIA'S, C. L. I,

The Universities of Canada have
now for some time been working loy-
ally together to reinforce that gallant
regiment the Princess Patricias’ Cana-
dian Light Infantry Three companiea
have already gone oversea, numbering
900 men, and a fourth company is now
under formation at Montreal.

The University Companies are now
known throughout the length and
breadth of Canada, so that there is a
continuous flow of men of the right
type to Montreal. Not only do such
men find entry to a famous regiment,
but they are rapidly equipped and
trained and sent without delay over-
sea to England, where they are com-
fortably billeted in huts at an excellent
camp near the sea on the South Coast
of England. Moreover, the men secure
the great advantage of good comrade-
ship with congenial spirits of simfilar
tastes and antecedents.

The first company, under a notabla
officer, Captain Gregor Barclay, has
been deciared by regular officers of ex-
perience to be second to none compar-
ed with any company of any army in
the world.

The second company was raised
over-strength in seven weeks by Cap-
tain G McDonald and Captain Prcy
Molson. /Both companies are now in
France!

The third company sailed eighty
over strength because the newspaper
publishers of Canada are good enough
to niake known, through their col-
umns that the company was being
formed. This resulted in such a
rush of recruits that it was ncessary
to apply to the Militia Council of Ot-
tawa for a speclal authority to in-
crease the strength from 250 to 23
men. Each man before embarkation
writes to a friend who is a likely re-
cruit and tells him of the advantages
of the Universities Company, so that
even before the men have disembarked
a fresh company is assembling on the
McGill Campus at Montreal.

Recruits are examined locally by
an Army Medican Officer and are at-
tested by a magistrate in the nearest
city, after which an application is
made for transportation, which is
speedily furnished from Montreal.

This system is effectlve and rapid,
and free from red tape. There are in
nearly every city, reoresentatives of
the various universities, who are al-
ways ready to help forward the good
work, and to give information to men
anxious to enlist.

The regulations respecting enlist-
ment, pay and separation allowances
are precisely the same as those for
other Canadian troops.

At Montreal, the TUniversity lends
buildings for barracks, and the cam-
pus for drill ground. Affiliation with
the McGill Officers’ Training Corps is
a great benefit, and interesting tacti-
cal work is carried out on the slopes
of Mount Royal.

There is competent
tactics, musketry, bayonet fighting
and trench making. The C. P, R. is
kind enough to lend their gallery for
shooting practice. A machine gun s
available and signalling, now of im-
mense importance, is also taught.
