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RAILWAY SCHEMES 
PUZZLING THE CITY.

Option Takers Are After the MacNab Street 
Presbyterian Church Property.

^ According to a report in the City Hall i 
this morning the union station scheme 
which some of the large railways have 
in contemplation is on a ranch larger 
scale than the general public was led to 
believe by the first report#, when the 
Stanley Mills property at the corner of 
John and Hunter streets was taken over 
and options secured on the property on 
the south side of Hunter street to James 
street. It was subsequently stated that 
options were being secured on the pro­
perty west of James street, and now it 
is announced that the option takers are 
going still further west, right to Charles 
street. They are also after the MacNab 
Street Presbyterian Church. It is stated 
that the church people have already 
been approached. If the church is sold 
a new building will likely be erected 
further west.

Although the Canadian Northern, Mac­
kenzie & Mann’s new road, is said to be 
interested in the new station scheme, 
the company is looking for a separate 
entrance into the city. It has already 
surveyed a route, and lias intimated that 
it will send its engineers here shortly 
to take up the matter of an entrance 
with City Engineer Maeallum. The city 
officials have been informed by repre­
sentatives of the company that it is 
anxious to build its rood to Hamilton 
this year and will do so if if it can get 
an entrance.

The city is rather curious to know 
what the plans of the T., H. & B. are 
in connection with the switch it wants 
to cross Gibson avenue with. When the 
Guelph Junction road was being dis­
cussed it was said to be the intention 
of that company to use the T.. H. & B. 
switch as an exit from the city. The 
Radial Railway people have an idea 
that some plan is on foot by which the 
T.. H. & B. wants to make an arrange­
ment with the new electric line which is 
to cross the Beach for running rights, 
using it as an outlet for freight. The 
city officials admit that they cannot 
figure out what scheme the company has 
in view. The Canadian Northern is also 
said to be watching the situation closely.

To relieve the congestion in the far 
east end district the Building Commit­
tee will recommend the Board of Educa­
tion to at once build an eight-room ad­
dition of the Barton Street School, at a 
cost of about $46,000. The Barton 
Street School at present has eight rooms, 
although nine classes are there and 988 
pupils are enrolled. The grades only run 
as high as the senior third and pupils in 
higher grades, as far east as Lottridge 
street, have to go to the Wentworth 
Street School. Chairman Lamoreaux, 
of the Finance Committee ; Chairman 
Wilson, of the Internal Management 
Committee; Chairman Allan, of the 
Building Committee ; Trustees Holden 
and Carr, from Ward 7, and Secretary 
Foster visited the school yesterday and 
agreed that it was necessary to build the 
new addition immediately. The inepee 
tor re-arranged the district after the en­
largements to the Picton and Sophia 
Street Schools, and the far east end dis­
trict is the only one that is badly 
crowded now.

City Engineer Maeallum visited the 
filtering basins yesterday to see how the 
cleaning operations are. progressing.

The wound was 
not serious, and the Sheriff, upon 
hearing the news, sent High Con­
stable Masse, who placed two con­
stables in charge of the patient until 
further orders.
• At the opening of the court Mr. 
Girard, Counsel for Mr. Roy, inform­
ed his Lordship, Mr. Justice Monet, 
that an attempt to commit suicide 
would prevent his client from being 
present for the continuation of his 
trial. ’

Crown Prosecutor Hibbard there­
upon demanded medical evidence.

This was procured, and went to 
show that the wound was not serious. 
Mr. Hibbard then asked for the issue 
of a Bench warant to bring up the 
accused. At 1.30 o’clock Mr. Roy 
was brought to the court house in a 
carriage. Appearing before the Judge, 
he tried to explain I.is conduct, by 
alleging great mental depression.

Mf. Justice Monet did not seem 
much impressed by the explanation, 
and declared that the conduct of the 
accused apeared to him as the most 
cynical farce that could be imagined. 
He discharged Mr. Roy’s bondsmen, 
and told him that he would remain 
a prisoner until the end of his trial.

Rome. May 26.—The coloSeal equestrian 
statue of Victor Emmanuel I., intended to 
eurmount the monument to the first king of 
Italy ou the Capital, has just been cast. An 
Idea of the great size of the statue may be 
formed from the following figures. The 
King’s sword Is over 12 feet in length and 
weighs 350 kilos. The harness weighs over 
four tons.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who 1* the sole heed of a fam­
ily, or any male over 18 y ears oM, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion laud in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant muet appear in per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency tor the district Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
bv father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sinter, of intending Nuneete&der.

Dutlee—Six months' residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three years.
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
hi- homestead on a faim of at least 80 acres 
solely owned and occupied by him or by bis 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother or sis­
ter.

In certain conditions a homesteader in good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside his homestead. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months In each 
of six years from date of homestead entry 
(Including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra. ^

A homesteader who has exhausted his home-- ^nation in her eyes, 
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homestead in certain 
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Must 
reside six months in each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house worth 
$600.60.

“It is safe to predict that in the next 
few years thousands of acres of valuable 
city land will be returned to the children 
for health amt recreation,” write» J. J. 
Kelso, of Toronto. “In the rapid devel­
opment of citie-s and eagerness for 
wealth and commercial success, no 
thought was given to the city beautiful, 
nor did anyone realize that the vacant 
lots on which their boyish pastimes were 
held would disappear so rapidly. Now 
thoughtful men see the mistake that ha» 
been made and arc earnestly striving to 
restore the children’s heritage. Much, 
remains to be done, but public sentiment 
is sound on this quehtitm- And wtb.in­
dorse the necessary expenditure. V

“Four or five district playgrounds wiM 
not l>y any means meet the need. Bet­
ter three small playgrounds than one 
large one. The tendency is to establish 
playgrounds in the suburbs where lend 
is cheap, but they should be just a» num­
erous in the heart of the city where con­
gestion of population breeds moral and 
physical degeneracy. A playground 
should be within five minutes’ walk of 
every child, and if we. allow a play­
ground for every twenty thousand of a 
city’s population we can see how far 
behind this standard most of our cities 
are at the present time.

“Equipment is essential, but far more 
important even than that is the super­
vision given to the children in their play. 
If enthusiastic directors with the proper 
moral viewpoint are given charge of 
these playgrounds they can do a truly 
national work in the development of » 
sound physique and high character. As 
much, if not more, can be learned from 
play than from books, though there need 
be no rivalry; and it is undoubtedly 
true that play diverts from crime and 
low pursuits; creating contentment and 
cheerfulness and inspiring youth with 
noble ideals.

“If here and there a few old rookeries 
were tom down and the land devoted to 
play spaee^ore than one useful purpose 
would lie served. Two hundred feet 
frontage with the ordinary depth of one 
hundred and fifty feet would make * 
good neighborhood playground. Too 
many children gathered in one place Is 
not desirable.

“Children need outdoor amusement* 
in winter os well as in summer, and if 
there is the willingness to provide for 
their needs it can be done without greet 
expense .Free skating rinks should be 
numerous. Thousands of children have 
been denied the pleasure and benefit of 
skatinç because they could not pay for 
admission to rinks. The civic govern­
ment as the guardian of children should 
be interested in the welfare and happi­
ness of future citizens, and should make 
recreation and simple sport as free as 

Healthy enjoyment shouldthe
never depend on the possession of wealth. 
The fact of being a child is the all- 
sufficient reason why play should be en­
couraged, and every facility provided.

“To secure the proper number of play­
grounds. rinks, toboggan slides, gymnas­
iums, batli houses, etc., will require con­
stant agitation for years to come. If 
the enthusiasm lags they will not be pro­
vided,, for large expenditure will be ne­
cessary. Therefore may we not appeal 
confidently on behalf of the children 
to men in authority, aldermen, school 
trustees, editors, business men, educat­
ors—to keep the playground movement 
constantly in view, giving it their en­
dorsement and advocacy wherever pos­
sible. remembering that the best type 
of citizen scan be evolved only from the 
healthy, robust child, who has had x 
free and well-rounded youth spent in 
cheerful and clean moral environment.*’

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PERSONAL GOVERNMENT?
t

The Toronto M$il and Empire inti­
mates this morning that the Governor- 

['>43eneral, Earl Grey, “feels a personal re­
sponsibility” in the disposition of the 
case of Blythe, under sentence for mur­
der, and that he, Earl Gréy, “is unlikely 
to permit the death sentence to be in­
flicted unless his Ministers should unite 
in a recommendation to refuse, clemen­
cy.” We are further told that the ques­

tion of permitting the law* to take its 
course “does not neat entirely with the 
Council,” and the idea is clearly convey­
ed that the prerogative of pardon is a 
matter which re|ts primarily with His 
Excellency, and vihich may be exercised 
without regard tl the Ministers should 
he so think fit.

The Mail and Empire is laboring un- 
'der a misapprehension. The pardoning 
. power is, like every other part of our 
^Government, exercised only by the ad­
vice and direction of#the representatives 
of the Canadian people. It is not within 
the power of the Governor-General to 
either make or administer laws in defi­
ance of his responsible Ministers. We 
have no idea that he would think of at- 
tmpting to do such a thing. The last 
Governor-General who assumed to exer­
cise the pardoning power, irrespective of 
the views of his responsible advisers, was 
Lord Dufferin. That created consider­
able resentment, and communications 

.passed on the subject between the Can­
adian and home Governments, with the 
result that specific instruotions under 
date of October 5th, 1878, were sent in 
which ib was set forth:

"And we do hereby direct and enjoin 
, that our said Governor-General shall 
not pardon or reprieve any such offend- 

' er without first receiving in capital cases 
the advioe of the Privy Council for our 
said Dominion, and in other cases, the 
advice of one, at least, of his Ministers.”

These instructions to the Governor- 
General are still in force. It might be 
explained that the particular case in 
which Lord Dufferin undertook to disre­
gard the advice of the Canadian Minis­
ters, or rather, to act without it, was 
that of Ambrose Lepine, who was sen­
tenced to death for complicity in the 
murder of Thomas Scott during the Red 
Iiiver Rebellion of 1869-70. In 1875 lx>rd 

pCDtifferin commuted his sentence, stating 
that be did so “under the Royal Instrue- 
tions which authorize the Governor- 
General in certain capital cases, to dis­
pense with the advice of his Ministers, 
and to exercise the prerogative of the 
Crown according to his independent 
judgment and on his own personal re­
sponsibility”. This was too much for a 
Liberal Government to stand. Canada 
•was not to be governed arbitrarily from 

p Downing street. Thç Home Government 
" saw the force of the Canadian protest 

and the instructions to future Govern- 
. ors-General forbade such actions on their 
part. And these instructions have been 

■ scrupulously lived up to. Even when dur­
ing the Nest of Traitors* strike at Otta­
wa Lord Aberdeen was unable to get his 
warring Ministers to advise him as to 
his course in the Shortiss matter, he ab­
stained from acting upon his own voli­
tion until he. had cabled the Right Hon. 
Mr. Chamber)ian and obtained his instruc- 

: tions to the effect, that in the absence 
of Ministerial advice he should take such 
action as he deemed proper in the premi­
ses. Earl Grey’s personal views may 
have some weight with his Ministers; 
but it is with the Ministers that power 
and responsibility rest.

SCORE ONE MORE.
The Otis-Fensom Company will not 

take its big new' foundry enterprise to 
Toronto. Instead it will concentrate its 
plant by building in Hamilton. It has 
secured the twenty acres of site re­
quired north of its present establish­
ment, and will at once proceed to erect 

„ fee plant, which when completed will 
employ 600 men.

The decision will be gratifying to our 
people, and wc believe, thé result will be 
to prove the good judgment of the com­
pany. It will be in a much better posi­
tion to operate its plant to advantage 

v than if it were split into sections widely 
- separated. And we have confidence 
that the natural advantages which this 
city offers over Toronto for manufactur­
ing industries will strongly make them­
selves felt.

A factor of no small moment in the 
establishment of those industries is 
building sites at reasonable prices. Men 
do not like to be held up by speculators 
for fancy prices. And few will blame 
them. The aldermen and the Greater 
Hamilton Association can help by work­
ing to avoid this discouragement to 
growth and expansion. A reasonable 
assessment law would do much to pre­
vent this dog-in-the-manger policy and 
hang out the latch-string; but is it 
very hard to get out of our law makers’ 
heads the nation that the boosting of 
bare real estate prices is a great thing 
for a community. Yet every dollar of 
the speculator's profit is so much of a 
penalty on the builder and improver and 
so much of a bar to the growth of 
cities. *

With Hamilton's rail and water ship­
ping facilities; its geographical situa- 

. tion; its supply of electric power at 
prices guaranteed to be at least 10 per 
cent, cheaper than Adam Beck’s “at 
cost” to other places; its already as­
sured manufacturing pre-eminence; its 
suburban electric railway service; its 
attractions as a city of homes, and Its 
welcome and helpfulness to industrial 
ventures, this city should speedily come 
into its own. We congratulate! the Otis- 
Fensom people in getting into the band­
wagon early in the procession.

=====T THE WHEAT
Wheat options have again advanced 

in the leading Unitëd States markets. 
The chief cause for the latest flurry is 
said to have been the Yeport tiia,t the 
Kansas and Oklahoma crop combined 
would not exceed 60,000,000 bushels. It 
mâttered not that other crop authori­
ties look for from 80,000,000 to 85,000,- 
000 bùshels from Kansas alone, the bulls 
profited by the effect of the report. The 
cash wheat situation was all in their 
favor; receipts were small, and the mar­
ket bore the appearance of scarcity, and 
prices tend upward. It is probable that 
the close of the present week, which will 
see the end of the May deal, will wit­
ness some turbulent trading on the big 
exchanges. It is impossible to estimate 
the remaining short interest in May, or 
how it will be disposed of. Within the 
next few days there may be consider­
able changes in the quotations in either 
direction. At present, the bull opera­
tors seem t.o have control, and the pros­
pects are that prices will range higher 
this year than last.

GERMANY’S MONEY PROBLEM.
A commercial newspaper ventures the 

opinion that Europe would enjoy a state 
of harmony never known before if every 
single country in it were so hard up that 
it had to be civil to its neighbors in or­
der to do its financing. It needs but a 
little consideration of the part finance 
plays in war and international dealings 
to impress this on the mind. Those peo­
ple who are losing sleep over Germany's 
role in the world's affairs and speaking 
of that power as the arbiter of Europe’s 
peace might do worse than think a little 
over the condition of Germany’s fin­
ances.

To begin with, Germany has a system 
of high protection. The tariff having 
been screwed up as far a* it will go, 
some other means of raising taxes l»c- 
eomes necessary. The German tariff, in 
fact, tends to restrict revenue rather 
than expand, because after a certain 
point it is not worth while to import. 
Germany, however, has a deficit from 
last year of $45.000.000, and she is fac­
ing one considerably larger in the pres­
ent fiscal year. When the German Fin­
ance Minister announces his expendi­
tures. remarks our contemporary, he 
does not take the sensible though old- 
fa sliioned British course of saying at 
the same time where he will get the 
money to pay for them and who will 
find it. Here is where the lions in the 
way begin to be discovered. It is easy 
to propose huge navies; it costs money 
to build them. It is not bard to pro­
pose new ta'xes; but it may puzzle Von 
Buelow to get them. An}* one of a dozen 
combinations in the Reichstag can defeat 
any tax which he proposes, and has, in 
fact, beaten the proposed taxes on ad­
vertisements, electricity and gas with 
the greatest ease. For the present his 
greater navy tax programme must be 
lung up. The country can borrow but 
$160.000.000. Of this $64,000,000 goes 
to the Empire and $96.000,000 to Prus­
sia. It is a loan floated by what in 
Germany is called a “Konsortium,"’ com­
posed of some twenty-eight banks and 
private banking houses. This syndicate, 
of course, guarantees that the Govern­
ment will get its money, but the finan­
ciers, no doubt, took good care to satisfy 
themselves that the money was not to 
be used in war-provoking exploitation.

It is interesting to note the position 
of Germany in the world of finance. A 
leading authority points out. that the 
practice of borrowing to pay current ex­
penses has reduced the imperial and 
Prussian credit to about the level of 
that of a second rate power. “The old 
Orman 3}* p.e.s have sold recently at- 
90 and the 3s at 81. or four points be­
low British Consols, on which the inter­
est is 2$4 p. e. These prices have hoen 
improved upon lately with the aid of 
the hankers, who are using this means 
to stimulate interest in the new loans. 
The new 3}fc p. c. bonds are taken by the 
syndicate at 94.80 p. e. and the 4 p. c. 
issue at 102. When it is remembered 
that Italy has been able to sell a 3)4 p. 
c. loan at 102 since the Sicilian disaster, 
it ran be seen what ideas of expenditure 
far surpassing possible income van do 
for any country’s credit.” Placing the 
country in a sounder financial position 
would do vastly more to etrengthen 
Germany than any attempts to rule the 
seas could ever do. And it takes money 
—lots of it—to build and maintain 
fleets.

THE DRINK QUESTION.
Rev. Dr. Leonard Snyder, of Ohio, said 

to be the “Boys’ Minister of America,” 
gave an interview to the Victoria, B. C., 
Post of a recent date on the liquor 
question, ip which he enunciated some 
views at variance with those generally 
held by temperance people. He is ap­
parently a “moral suasionist,” believing 
in educating people to control their ap­
petites and their conduct, so that they 
shall be able to avoid falling victims to 
the drink habit. He declares that so- 
called prohibition has brought about a 
worse condition than that prevailing un­
der the license system. He relates his 
experiences in the city of Portland, in 
the State of Maine, where he was able 
to obtain all the liquor he wanted; in 
fact, was solicited in the streets to par­
take of it. Mr. Snyder’s views are held 
by few men in his position, we presume. 
But the opinions he expresses, evidently 
in good faith, go to show that there are 
two sides even to the liquor question. 
His educational programme is all right. 
Teach men to be temperate in all things, 
educate them to make the appetite of 
sense subject to nature and the law of 
God. That is well, as far as it goes. 
But most people arc not content to rest 
there. If men could drink in modera­
tion, take it or leave it ajone, and if 
hotel men would strictly obey the law 
and refuse to supply ltqùor ttr men when

they were indulging too deeply, Mr. Sny­
der’s views might have more force. But 
it would be very, unwise to set up the 
theory that because some men violate 
a law, the community should not enact 
any .law against conduct or habits which 
it deprecates. The man who expects 
that regulatory or prohibitory liquor 
laws will never be violated is a vision­
ary. No law is so hfl,rd to enforce as a 
prohibitory liquor law. It can never suc­
ceed beyond the degree to which educa­
tion has brought tile people. Get the 
people right. The interview referred to 
appear? elsewhere.

EDITORIAL NOTES.
The British House of Commons has 

adopted the budget resolutions, and a 
bill nas been introduced, based there­
upon.

The city has been getting from the 
Ontario Government 12 1-2 cents a thou­
sand gallons for water supplied. After 
this it will not be paid more than the 
rate which it charges to manufacturers, 
which is an “àt-cost” one of 7 1-2 cents.

Mayor McLaren is not enamored of 
the irregular lay-out of the eastern part 
of the city. That- is creditable to his 
taste and sense of symmetry. There is a 
good deal tô be done by the Council by 
way of controlling in this matter, and 
benefit might result.

It is now pretty well established that 
the Sunday selling of confectionery is 
illegal. Fines of $20 to $25 for viola­
tions of the law make the business un­
profitable, and it will have a tendency 
to stop it. The strict enforcement of th.; 
Act will soon lead to its being respected 
or amended. •

Mr. Balfour’s want of confidence mo­
tion in the Asquith Government, alleg­
ing that it had abandoned the tradition­
al British view of a two-power standard 
for the navy, was rejected last night 
by a majority of 114. Another evidence 
of the part which party politics plays 
in this naval scare.

According to the Department of 
Trade and Commerce grain statistics the 
number of bushels of wheat iuepected in 
1893-4 was 17,010,290; in 1907-08 the 
quantity woe 74,845,424. The total grain 
inspected in 1893-4 was 38,325,191; in 
1907-68 it was 107,918,986. Canada is get­
ting to be quite a grain producer aud 
she has hardly struck her gait.

We think that whatever their disposi­
tion to find fault with the work done, 
most people will heartily approve of the 
decision of the International Fisheries 
Commission to suppress dyanmiting as a 
means of fishing. The $1,000 penalty is 
none too large. The neutral mile strip, 
in. which netting is to be prohibited, will 
also .tend to prevent conflicts of juris­
diction and make the laws and regula­
tions more eftsv of enforcement,

The presence of a number of criminal 
lunatics in the local asylum will prob­
ably always occasion move or less ner­
vousness on the part of the timid, but 
tlfc danger to be apprehended is not 
great. It is right, however, that every 
precaution should he taken to guard 
against their obtaining their liberty. 
Titus far there have been no escapes, 
but the attempt of Moir goes to warn 
of the need of eternal vigilance.

Mr. Asquith, Lord Charles Beresford, 
Lord Milner and all the other British 
authorities on the subject, may unite in 
the opinion that it would be very poor 
policy for Canada to present Dread­
noughts to the British navy, but Sir 
James Whitney will hear of no other 
method of Canada's participation in the 
common defence of the Empire. Having 
made a bad “break" when discussing 
the defence motion passed by the Com­
mons, Sir James lcels bound to talk up 
to it.

If discipline is to l>e maintained ill the 
Fire Department the Fire and Water 
Committee, must give Chief Ten Eyck 
a free hand to enforce it. Sobriety of 
the employees in this department is a 
prime neces.ytx-, and nothing should be 
done to hamper the Chief in his efforts 
to have a force the members of which 
can be depended upon at all times. Mr. 
Ten Eyck is to l>e commended for the 
stand he took before the committee last 
night. There may be distressing cir­
cumstances in connection with the pre­
sent case for discipline, but the effi­
ciency of the department should be the 
first consideration, and the aldermen 
will do well not to interfere with the 
Chief in such cases.

If the development of enterprise in­
dustry and trade on this continent could 
have been unhampered by tariff restric­
tions, the growth of the United States 
and Canada would have been side by 
side, with mutual helpfulness and vigor, 
and together they would have com­
manded many jnarkets for their re­
sources and the products of swiftly 
growing industries, trading freely with 
each other and largely with the rest of 
the world. The tariff barrier has pre­
vented this. It has not only diverted 
Canadian trade away from the United 
States to Europe, but it is diverting Eu­
ropean trade away from the United 
States to Canada, and will do so more 
aud more as' the Dominion develops its 
resources, increases in population and 
builds up industries, for we present a 
barrier against Europe as well as 
against Canada, and arc not only refus­
ing to lower it or make openings in it 
by reciprocal agreements, but are 
threatening retaliation and reprisals 
without just cause, which will lead 
other countries to cultivate commercial 
relations with each other and leave the 
United .States out so far as that is prac­
ticable, as Canada is already doing. 
Ours is a narrow and shortsighted pol- 
icy, such as no other nation in modern 
civilisation has shown itself capable of 
pursuing. How long will it take the 
people of this country to find out the 
harm it is doing to them?

In the* air.

(Montreal Witness.)
Balloons, racing from several places in 

tl*e United States, with Montreal as the 
objective point, in competition for the 
trophy offered by the Automobile Club 
of Canada, give practical illustrations of 
Air. W. T. Stead’s recent article on air­
ship smuggling. This aspect of air navi­
gation has engaged the attention of oth­
er writers, and it is quite probable that 
national governments have taken it into 
consideration, as they have the use of 
dirigible balloons in time of war. But 
Air. Stead goes further than any pre­
vious theorists in declaring that in a 
brief space of Lime frontiers will cease 
to be barriers to enterprising freetrad­
ers, and customs houses will subside in­
to innocuous desuetude. Airships wilt 
soar into tlu* empyrean, laden with pre­
vious freight, far" beyond the reach of 
turiffs, or revenue officials, laughing at 
schedules with contempt and asserting 
the original right of man to defy laws 
which cannot- be enforced. Between Can­
ada and the United States two thousand 
miles of frontier traced along the sur­
face of the earth is only imaginary in 
tin air. How can governments hope to 
enforce their tariff laws whqn fleets of 
airships will lie flying in all directions, 
like birds! The difficulties which the 
imagined conditions suggest may not be 
as unconquerable as to the eye of the 
prophet they appear. Difficulties lire 
many, as it is. in tracking automobiles 
run by men who violate the law. How 
much greater may be the difficulty of 
tiackh^r balloons when they become, as 
they may, of common use, and the air is 
full of them! Hie air may be- consider­
ed n hew sea, and efforts may be made 
to regulate its navigation, but in its 
very nature it offers unlimited scope for 
evasion, in smuggling, privateering in 
time of war, reprisal and plundering. 
Nov can it he expected that sky high­
waymen will fail to appear. The im­
agination runs riot in contemplating the 
evil possibilities of aerial navigation. It 
may be prohibited altogether and inven­
tions perfected for destroying airships. 
Both in turn will be defied" by ingenious 
plans of new blockade-running, when­
ever the- hope of making big profits 
stimulates the venture. People may 
shudder at the thought of aerial bomb- 
throwing, but it would surely tend to 
render war an intolerable idea. “Dread­
noughts” would be anaolironisms ns 
great, as men clad in armor. A new era 
would dawn upon the world. Men would 
develop new faculties, to adapt them 
to the new heaven in which they had 
their being. This may seem an extrava­
gant forecast, but it is not more won­
derful than if a prophet of the eigh­
teenth century had foretold pf the won­
ders of the nineteenth.

THE FRESH EGG
At a Means of Health aa Well as 

of Snatenaece.

Some people contend, says The Bos* 
ton Cooking School Magazine, that 
an eg9 is an egg. So it is. But to 
ascertain its true value, taka a fresh- 
laid egg, weigh it first, then weigh a 
cold-storage, or, as we say, a “store 
egg,” and note the result. The dif­
ference in weight is an illustration of 
the difference in food value.

Let us take a fresh egg, and see 
how many difference practical uses 
we can put it to. and first, of all in a 
medical way. To the white of un 
egg, shaken in half a glass of cold 
water until light and foamy, add the 
juice of half a lemon, fill the glass 
with water, sweeten to taste and you 
have a delightfully refreshing drink 
known as and called “albumen water.”

There is nothing better, though not 
generally known, than the white of 
• n egg for burns. You simply separ­
ate the white and yolk, and put the 
white on the scald or burn. Should 
the burn be on the fingers, wrap each 
one, separately, with white of egg and 
old linen. The white of egg forms a 
coating on the burnt skin, it excludes 
the air, and thus stops the dreadful
P The white of one egg. beaten light, 
then mixed with the juice of half a 
lemon, without sugar, will relieve a 
cough and hoarseness.

White of egg is an excellent remedy 
in extreme cases of bowel trouble, es­
pecially dysentary. Beat it fairly 
light, with or without a little powdered 
sugar (always using a pinch of salt), 
and take it in one or two swallows. 
It tends to lessen inflammation by 
forming a transient coating to the 
intestines, so that mother nature may 
proceed on her way to health again. 
This is food as well as medicine, 
and even a child may be given many 
doses ip a day.

When tired, a raw egg is most ex­
cellent, particularly whêu the appe­

tite is poor. Have the egg cold ; 
break the shall and drop gently into 
a small glass tumbler. When ready 
to take, prick the yolk with the point 
of a clean needle, and swallow it 
quickly. If you use - ine, put a tea- 
spoonful in the glass first, then the 
egg. and take in one mouthful. You 
may think this impossible at first, but 
it is easy enough after a few attempts. 
Always close the mouth as soon as 
the egg is in it, throw the head back, 
and it is all over. When putting up 
jellies, and the tumbler lids are old, 
out round pieces of paper, larger than 
the glasses of course, moisten these 
thoroughly with unbeaten white of 
egg, and fit over the top. Tic with 
string, and, when dry. sponge the 
paper with a little cold water, and 
you have an air-tight cover stiff as 
parchment It will last for years.

In making a fruit pie, brush the 
lower crust with unbeaten white of 
egg to prevent ♦he juice from making 
it soft, as is often the case.

To prepare an egg for an invalid,

Cut it in boiling water. Set it on the 
ack of the range for ten minutes, 

then open into a hot egg-cup, and 
serve immediately. Another way for 
those who prefer to drink their food, 
as is often the case during eonvales- 
cene, is to beat an egg very light, 
put it in a pretty cup, n* d fill the cup 
with beef tea, mutton broth, or hot 
milk, seasoning to i ividual taste. 
One egg added to a bowl of stewed 
meat gravy or drawn butter sauce ia 
a great improvement.

TICKING OUT.

Former Hamilton Man Oldest 
Active Telegraph Operator.

A despatch from St. Louis, Mo., says : 
On the eve of his seventy-fifth birthday 
—he was born at Hamilton, Ont., May 
27, 1834—George Lenox, said to be the 
oldest telegraph operator in point of 
service in the United States, is dying at 
the city hospital. •

Lenox is the son of Charles Lenox 
and Jennie Lund, actor and actress.

In 1851 Lenox came to St. Louis and 
obtained a humble position at the Mis­
souri Pacific Railroad offices. While 
thus engaged he met L. C. Weir, now 
president of the Adams Express Com­
pany at a salary of $65,000 a year, but 
then a messenger boy. Lenox suggested 
to Weir taking up telegraphy. Later 
both did so. Having learned how to 
“send,” Lenox went to Pittsburg, where 
he worked at the oil docks, alongside 
Andrew Carnegie, then a $10-a-week 
clerk. Because Carnegie and' Lenox both 
knew telegraphy, they became fast 
friends. .

When the civil wffr broke out Car­
negie and Lenox l>ecame war tele­
graphers, and served through the entire 
campaign. At the close of the war Car­
negie returned to Pittsburg and Lenox 
continued his calling, first in one city 
and then in another. He was one of 
those who went out on the recent tele­
graph strike. He entered the hospital 
on Monday, suffering from heart dis­
ease and senility, and the doctors sav 
he may or may not live through his 
seventy-fifth birthday.

England to confer with the Govern­
ment there, and he hoped for big 
things from the conference.

WOMAN’S VENDETTA
Toronto Jury Find Mn. Perry Not 

Guilty of Perjury.

Toronto, May 27.—The third net in a 
drama of real life ended in the Sessions 
yesterday afternoon, when a jury, after 
less than five minutes’ deliberation, 
found Mrs. Bella Perry not guilty of 
the charge of perjury laid against* her 
by her former friend,* Mrs. Emma Wes- 
tun. I lie split between the ladies oc­
curred about two years ago. when Mr. 
Weston deserted his wife and Mrs. Wes­
ton accused Mrs. Perry of having alien­
ated her husband's "affections. Since 
then Mrs. W eston has been actively en­
gaged in chasing Mrs. Perry through the 
courts. Three actions have taken place, 
in each of which tlie result, favored Mrs. 
Perry.

In tlie first action for damages for 
alleged alienation of affections a dis­
missal was given on the novel ground 
that n husband, under the statute, is 
not a chattel of the wife, and therefore 
a wife has no actionable interest in his 
affections. A second action for dam­
ages for an alleged assault was unsuc­
cessful before a jury, and in the third 
action, for perjury, alleged to have been 
committed in the second action, the jury 
accepted Mrs. Perry's statement that no 
improprieties occurred between herself 
and Mr. Weston. Mrs. Perry explained 
a meeting between herself and Mr. Wes­
ton at the Clyde Hotel in 190(1. She 
swore that she was trying to reform Mr. 
Weston and effect a reconciliation be­
tween husband and wife.

During the hearing of the trial yester­
day the husband of the defendant sat 
by lier side, and when the verdict was 
announced fondly embraced his wife. His 
action was immediately followed by a 
number of friends anil relatives who 
were in attendance.

PRINCE RUPERT.
The Auction Sale of Let! Wai a 

Great Secceu.

Vancouver, B. C., May 26.—The auc­
tion sale of lots in the new town site 
of Prince Rupert, the Grand Trunk Paci­
fic terminal, opened on Tuesday morn­
ing. Two thousand buyers attended. 
Bidding for lots in the business section 
was brisk, and high prices were realized. 
Public confidence was made strong and 
criticism silenced by the statement of 
hand Commissioner Itylev, of the Grand 
Irunk Pacific, and a telegram from Gen­
eral Manager Chamberlin, that the pres­
ent town site of Prince Rupert was pos­
itively the only terminus of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific, all rumors to the con­
trary being incorrect.

The opening day's sales netted $359,- 
670, the number of parcels sold being 
J19. What was considered the best bus­
iness corner. McBride and Second 
streets, sold for $16,500—one hundred 
feet by sixty.

By noon to-day the sales were well 
over the half million mark. Residential 
lots sold at *75 to #90 for a 25 foot lot. 
In the afternoon the sales returned to 
the business district. Two blocks at the 
corner of First avenue and Seventh sold 
to the Westenlmuor Lumber Company, 
Vancouver, for $10,000. Two corners <>n 
McDonald street, went for $8,900 and 
$8.750. Large purchases in the residen­
tial section of blocks of four to six lots 
were common.

AFTER ELOPERS.
Scotland Yard Sleith Has Traced

TWO-POWER
STANDARD

Debated in tbe British Home of 
Cermooi.

Everything Will Depend on Gee- 
graphical Conditions.

Distant Powers Cannot be Regarded 
as ef Same Aggressive Streagth.

London, May 26.—(Globe.)—In the 
House of Commons to-night the Premier 
definitely laid down the view of the 
British Government in regard to the 
question as to whether the United 
States should be considered in deter­
mining the British two-power naval 
standard. Mr. Asquith said a great deal 
of nonsepse had been talked about the 
two-power standard. It was nothing 
more than a purely empirical general­
ization. He agreed that the range of 
British vision should not be limited to 
Europe, but, on the other hand, when 
considering the combined effective 
strength of any other two powers ill "the 
world for aggressive purposes one must 
ha\e regard to geographical position.

In dealing with a remote power whose 
naval base was six, eight or ten thou­
sand miles away, with no convenient 
coaling station, it is elementary common 
sense not to treat that power*as of the 
same effective value as a power with a 
naval base a hundred miles or so nxsuy. 
Therefore the United States could not 
be regarded as one of the two powers 
which would have to be taken into 
account. And, although second among 
the naval powers of the world, she could 
not be treated the same for aggressive 
purposes as France, Germany or Austria.

Mr. Arthur Lee objected, saying he 
would deal with the probability of any 
war with the United States merely a\ 
an academic proposition. “It is really 
impossible,” he declared, ‘"to exclude the 
United States on the score of geograph­
ical remoteness when she had just sent a 
fleet of sixteen first-class battleships, 
maintained as a fighting entity through­
out, for a voyage of 40.000 miles, in tnc 
course of which the fleet circumnavigat­
ed the globe and visited many parts of 
the British Empire.”

Mr. Balfour, without mentioning the 
United States, argued that Mr. Asquith 
had abandoned the traditional British 
view of a two-power standard, but the 
House rejected his motion bv a majority 
of 114.

BRITAIN MUST BE FIRST.
Wellington. X. May 26.- Sir Joseph 

Ward to-day telegraphed all the mem­
bers of both Houses of Parliament, ask­
ing them to meet him at the Parliament, 
buildings on .lune 7. to discuss the ques­
tion of his attending the Imperial De­
fence Conference. In an interview .Sir 
Joseph stated t ha t he would ask tile 
members to consent to the adjournment 
of Parliament until his return; if they 
should refuse he would not go.

and abroad, yet we must join hands with 
our own people in the conviction that v.e 
ought not to be caught napping, nr to al­
low any nation to get alongside them. 
The British Empire should be so power­
ful that there should he no question 
of any other power obtaining the su- 
prtjfnacy of the sen. which is ,o im­
portant to tis and to the empire.”

WALL STREET HOUSE
Hu Beee Purchased by Bsilt ef 

Montreal.

New York. May 26.—Canada s largest 
financial institution, the Bank of Mont­
real, lias just provided a permanent home 
for its New York branch by purchasing 
a site in Wall street.

It has bought the new eleven-storey 
building at 64 and 66. paying about 
$800.(100 to the Fifth Avenue and Eigh­
teenth Street Realty Company.

This property is just west of Pearl 
street, and diagonally opposite the old 
customs house, now the home, of the 
National City Bank. At present »t 
contains stores as well as offices, but 
it will lie altered at once for its new 
occupants.

An agency has been maintained in 
this city by the Bank of Montreal for 
a great many years, but it has never 
had a first-class location, to said R. 
Y. Itebden, one of its officers, to-day. 
For some years the hank has l>een 
waiting for an opportunity to buy a 
home of its own.

Plans are being arranged for a vault 
to cost $75,000. and as soon as this has 

1>een built the bank will move to Wall 
street, probably within a year.

LAW OF EVOLUTION.
Pref. Mecallum Holds Principle te 

be Fundamental.

Ottawa. May 26. Today's sessions 
of the Royal Society of Canada were 
devoted to reading of papers by mem­
bers of scientific, historical, literary 
ami sociological subjects. The chief 
paper of popular interest was one read 
by Prof. A. B. Macallnm, of the Uni­
versity of Toronto, dealing with the 
results of his research work in the 
department of physiology in connec­
tion with the theory of evolution. 
"Physics, chemistry, geology, astron­
omy and even psychology, as well as 
the biological sciences,” he said, "all 
have experienced the unifying influ­
ences of the theory of evolution. The 
principle of evolutkn is a fundamental 
law of the universe, and those who have 
made a study of it feel that it is entitled 
to he considered an eternal law, a law 
through the realization of which we are 
enabled to grasp, though feebly, the idea 
of infinity. Although sonic of Darwin’s 
conceptions will be altered somewhat 
before being universally accepted, Dar­
win will never be deposed.”

POSTAL FRAUDS.
Another Case His Been Discovered 

st London.

Uindon, Ont.. May 26.—Important 
developments arc expected shortly in 
the postal note frauds which were 
recently worked in this city. 'The Post- 
office Department at Ottawa has had 
its special officers at work in the case 
and it is said has secured important 
clues from St. Ignace, where the postal 
notes were originally issued.

On 
May 19 the note was presented to 
the Traders Bank at Sault Ste. Marie 
countersigned by J. C. Miller, who had 
evidently given John Rossel $20 either 
in ca«h or money. The Traders Bank 
forwarded it to the Dominion Bank 
here for collection.

Ottawa. May 26.—The Cabinet had 
under consideration this afternoon the 
case of a. homesteader named Tetrault, 
now under sentence to be hanged next 
month for the murder of another 
foreigner near Battleford, last Novem­
ber.

DR. SPROULE WANTS THE CORO 
NATION OATH RETAINED.

Resolutions Submitted to Grand Lodge 
of B. N. A.—The Grand Master 
Insists That Catholics Are En­
croaching in the Matter of Educa­
tion and Other Privileges.

Peterboro’, Ont., May 26.—A definite 
political platform for the Orange 
Older is called for by one of the mo­
tions submitted to the Grand Lodge 
of British North America, which was 
convened here to-day for ijs eigh­
teenth meeting. The Orangemen of 
British Columbia are the originators 
of the movement, and the motion was 
submitted this afternoon by the dele­
gates from Vancouver, Messrs. John 
J. Tulk and J. Whitetiÿ. The members 
of the. Order in tbe Pacific Province 
wish that a platform should be drawn 
up which could be submitted to politi­
cal candidates, and that the members 
of the order should support or oppose 
seekers for Parliamentary office in 
accordance with their acceptance or re­
jection of the principles laid down.

The motion was submitted to a 
special committee for consideration, 
and their report will probably be 
taken up to-day. It is not likely, how­
ever, that other then an adverse re­
port will be brought in, and the propo­
sal rejected by the Grand Lodge.

THE CORONATION OATH.
Following upon the suggestion made 

in the Grand Master's .xddrees, it is 
probable that a resolution will be 
passed condemning the bill now be­
fore the British Parliament to amend 
the coronation oath 'by removing the 
clauses held by the members of the 
Roman Catholic Church to bn ob­
jectionable. Another motion of in­
terest, more closely pertaining to the ! 
conduct of the order, is the proposal 
that the purple and blue degrees 
should be restored to the ritual. At 
the meeting held in Vancouver it was 
decided that these degrees should be 
omitted from the ritual, but the neces­
sary . amendments to the constitution 
w< re never carried out, and as a re­
sult many lodges have continued to con­
fer them. It is now proposed that the 
Vancouver resolution Should be rescind- 
ed. ^

Officers for the ensuing year will 
be elected to-morrow night. The 
struggle for the Grand Mastership, 
which appeared to be developing at 
one time, has apparently been ended 
by Dr. Sproule's expressed willingness 
to remain in office, and it is probable 
that all the present Grand officers 
will be re-elected. It is not likely that 
Colonel Sam Hughes. M. P., will allow 
himself to be nominated for the office of 
Grand Master.

THE LADIES' ORDER.
The annual meeting of the Grand 

Lodge of the Ladies’ Orange Benevolent 
Association terminated to-day, when 
the new officers were elected: Miss 
Mary Cullum, Toronto, is Grand Mis­
tress; Mrs. J. Miller, Ottawa, Deputy 
Grand Mistress; Mrs. William Fraser, 
Hamilton, Junior Deputy Grand Mis­
tress; Mrs. Ellen Smith, Leamington. 
Grand Treasurer; Mrs. Cullum, Grand 
Chaplain; Miss Ida Gallagher, Chat­
ham, Grand Secretary; Mrs. E. Bent- 
lex-, Toronto, Grand Lecturer; Miss L. 
E. C'alder, Peterboro’, Assistant Grand 
Sieretary, and Mrs. J. T. Armstrong, 
Edmonton, Grand Directress of Cere­
monies. Licut.-Colonel Scott, Deputy 
Grand Master of the Grand Lodge, 
acted as installing officer.

THE PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS.
A whole page of the printed addresses 

of Dr. Sproulé, M. P., Sovereign Grand 
Master to the Grange Order, is devoted 
to the doings of the Roman Catholic 
Church in Britain. The attempt to 
change the phraseology of the corona­
tion oath is roundly denounced, as are 
the proposals to enaible Roman Catho­
lics to hold the offices of Lord Chancel­
lor and Lord Lieutenant of Ireland. The 
Orangemen of Canada arc advised to 
join in sending to the King a monster 
petition against the proposals, but the 
Houffc of Lords is the only hope of 
Dr. Spronle to prevent the passage 
of the repeal measures. In Ireland, the 
Grand Master says, Rome is yearly be­
coming more troublesome.

In Canada he declared that the 
ever-watchful Church of Rome is

ready to avail herself of every pos­
sible opportunity for her own acl-
xnntage. and reference is made to
the bills introduced into the Ontario 
Legislature by Messrs. Racine and Mt- 
Garrv.dealing with separate school
matters, but afterwards withdrawn, as 
proof that Protestants must always be 
on guard.

RAN DOWN A BOY.
A Chauffeur on Trial For Harder 

at New York.

New York. May 26.—William Darraglt. a 
chaffeur, was placed on trial to-day, charg­
ed with murder In the first degree in having 
run down and killed Ingevaard Trimble, aged 
thirteen, on March 17. This to the first case 
In the criminal courts here In which an 
automobile operator who has caused the death 
of a person through alleged negligent driv­
ing has had to answer to the crime of mur­
der.

Fireman Who Was Drunk on 
Duly Dismissed

Capt. Aitchison Recommended as 
Assistant Chief.

To Appoint Lieutenants—Regu­
late Picture Shows.

The appointment of Captain Robert 
Aitehieon, of the Central station, to the 
position of second assistant chief of the 
fire department, as recommended by 
Chief Ten Eyck, was unanimously ap­
proved of by the Fire and Water Com­
mittee last night. Jt is unlikely that 
it will meet with any opposition in the 
Council. Capt. Thomas Broadbent was 
an applicant for the position. His ap­
plication was forwarded to the commit­
tee through Secretary James, but waa 
toot considered.

Captain Aitchison's appointment was 
recommended on motion of Aid. Milne, 
seconded by Aid. Gardner.

There will l>e eight new lieutenants 
on the department as à result of a plan 
suggested by the chief and endorsed by 
the committee. The chief said that 
when a captain had hie day off, fell sick 
or was away on holidays one of the men 
had chrirge of the station. They should 
lie paid, he thought, for the extra re­
sponsibility, and by having one man, 
who would always be in command when 
the captain was away, would tend to­
wards better discipline. So many first- 
class men have resigned recently that 
the chief found he could pay the eight 
lieutenants ten cents a day more than 
first -class men receive, and still save 
•*•‘1-4 on the salary expenditure for the 
year. The appointment of the lieuten­
ants rests with the chief.

The committee decided to uphold the 
chief’s hand in maintaining discipline in 
the department. Fireman Elliott was 
reported for being drunk while on duty, 
and the chief recommended his dismissal. 
Elliott was present and admitted the 
charge. Aid. Anderson said Elliott had 
signed the pledge and for his family's 
sake he wanted to see him have another 
chance.

"The chief is the man we hold re­
sponsible for the discipline of the de­
partment,” said Aid. Milne, "and I move 
that the matter be left in his hands.”

Aid. Morris declared himself strongly 
in favor of hacking the chief up. "We 
were told the other night there was 
lpore drinking On the department than 
was good for discipline,” he said. "It 
is an unpleasant duty for the chief and 
for us. hut 1 think we should stand by 
the chief.” p

When it was suggested to leave the 
matter in the hands of the chief Aid.

TO BEAUTIFY 
OUR FINE CITY.
That Part of (Sreater Hamilton 

Movement Takes Shape.

Enthusiastic Meeting of the Civic 
Improvement Committee.

John E. Brown Suggests Widen­
ing of King Street

The Civic Improvement Committee of 
the Greater Hamilton Association held 
its organization meeting last evening in 
the Board of Trade rooms. The gather­
ing was composed largely of members 
of the old Civic Improvement Society, 
which did such effective work a few 
years ago.

Mr. R. Tasker Steele, Chairman of the 
conynittee, presided, and Secretary C. A. 
Murton, of the Greater Hamilton Asso­
ciation, was also present.

Mr. Steele said he was glad to see 
such a goodly number present. The com­
mittee of whifeh he was the head needed 
the young men, and he noticed quite a 
number on hand. It was necessary to 
have the active co-operation of the press. 
It was there that the good work was ac­
complished, for without the city news­
papers it was impossible to expect good 
results. During the days of the old so­
ciety it was a sort of family gathering. 
Everyone worked in the interests of the 
city. The City Hall officials were need­
ed to help in the work, and especially 
for the enforcement of the by-laws, ft 
was rather late to start out with any 
competition for planting of flowers, and 
improvements to property. A movement 
of this kind would have as good effect 
as the bringing to the city of a manu­
facturing establishment. Young people 
should take an interest in the growth of 
flowers. It would benefit their moral 
life.

The speaker referred to a letter from 
\Y. A. Robinson regretting his inability 
to he present, and asking for a place 
on the committee. He looked for the 
formulation of a plan that would give 
the committee something to do. Mr. 
Steele said that Mayor McLaren, Engin­
eer Macallum and other important offi­
cials of the City Hall were ready to fall 
in line with any progressive idea for the 
improvement of the city.

Mr. John Hoodless. President of the 
Association, congratulated the Chairman 
on the splendid turn-out. He was glad 
of the appearance of several city offi­
cials. It was desirable that the Civic 
Improvement Committee be a distinct 
branch in connection with the boosting 
of the city. The education of the chil­
dren was a noteworthy thing in helping 
to make Hamilton a cleaner and belter 
city. It was felt that through the Im­
provement Society the Association would 
reach the masses. It would be advisable 
to have a young man occupy the office 
of Secretary of the committee. He sug­
gested the name of Mr. Charles Peebles 
as one of the young men. who would do 
all in his power to assist the Chairman. 
Robert Anderson seconded the motion, 
which was carried uannimously.

Aid. Allan said he was heartily in 
sympathy with the movement,- and 
would be glad to lend his assistance at 
whatever time it might he needed.

Albert Pain was glad to see Mr. Steele 
at the head of the committee, ami that 
in itself was a signal for success.

Frank Quinn, of the Board of Health, 
said that he had always worked hard for 
the improvement of the city. All the 
members of the Board were giad to know 
that the work was being taken up again. 
The Board had no power over alleys, 
and he thought that the committee 
might use Its influence to assist the 
Board in giving it the power it needed 
to carry on the work. The Board of 
Health and the Medical Health Officer, 
Dr. Roberts, needed the committee’s as­
sistance.

Mr. John E. Brown stated that the 
time had come when a larger outlook is 
necessary. He thought the Parks Board 
required the assistance of the committee. 
Natural beauty and Providence had 
made Hamilton one of the finest cities 
of the Dominion. He thought the com­
mittee should get behind the Parks 
Board in the establishment of a chain 
of parks throughout the city. A broader 
vision of what the city should be. Mr. 
Brown thought that the committee 
should interest itself in the making of 
laws, so that narrow streets be not al­
lowed, or streets that arc without any 
purpose. The question of widening King 
street, from John to Wellington street, 
on the south side, making it a 100-foot 
roadway, was worthy of consideration. 
It would make a magniheont road, and 
would enhance the value of the street. 
He was in sympathy with the .planting 
of flowers, but he thought the committee 
should take up these larger questions.

Mr. Steele said that the suggestions 
made by Mr. Brown would receive con­
sideration.

Mr. D.. B. Wood thought the appoint­
ment of an executive committee was 
necessary.

Mr. Peter Bertram thought a commit­
tee of ten should 1>e appointed to ar­
range for the making up of the execu-

Mr. Steele suggested the names of N. 
I). Galbrehith, R. P. Anderson, Thomas, 
I/ewis, and Dr. Storms, to form the exe­
cutive, to consist of ten or fifteen mem­
bers. This carried.

Major Herring moved that the above 
committee be empowered to go on with 
the work of prize giving to the children 
at once. This also earied.

Several suggestions were offered by 
those present., all of which the Chairman 
promised would receive the attention of 
the executive.

NEW SYNOD.
Lutheries ef Central Canada Now 

an Active Force.

Constitution and By-laws Adopted 
and Officers Elected.

Toronto. May 27.—Great movements 
have small beginnings, and it may be, 
as was suggested by one of the dele­
gates, that the small body of Luther­
ans, some fifty in number, who met 
in College Hall yesterday, were mak­
ing history. At any rate, as the re­
sult of their deliberations, conducted 
under the Chairmanship of. Rev. M. 
J. Bieber, the Evangelical Lutheran 
Synod of Central Canada is now an 
active, distinct and permanently 
organized force. The new body enters 
upon its career with modest preten-

The work of organization comprised 
the adoption of a constitution and 
by-laws based largely upon those of 
the New York and New England 
Synod, the election of office-bearers 
and the consideration of reports bear­
ing upon matters under the jurisdic­
tion of the new body. According to 
the constitution, the Synod is divide* 
into two conferences, the eastern and 
western, the former comprising all 
the ministers and congregations locat­
ed east of Kingston, and the western 
those west of that city. Rev. M. J. 
Bieber was elected President, Rev. 
H. A. Kunkle Secretary, and Mr. C. 
H. Fierhaller Treasurer. The Presi­
dent" in a brief a dress stated that 
several applications by pastors for 
admission to the Synod had been re­
ceived, and that new congregations 
had been organized at Hamilton and 
Ridgeway. It was expected that a 
church would soon be established in 
Ottawa, and a canvass had been 
made in other cities and town with 
encouraging results. One of the sub­
jects which would engage the serious 
attention of the Synod was the estab­
lishment of a theological seminary, 
and he also urged the formation of a 
ministers’ fund for benevolent pur­
poses. and the holding of an annual 
Sunday school convention. The 
Treasurer’s report, submitted by Mr. 
Fierhaller, showed a balance in hand 
of $16.

At the evening meeting stimulating 
addresses were delivered by Rev. J. 
L. Sibole, Buffalo, representing the 
New York and New England Synod; 
Mr. Schnieder, a delegate from the 
Sherwood Church ; Rev. Dr. J. C. 
Kunzman, Superintendent of Home 
Missions, who spoke on home mis­
sions, and Rev. George Drach. Gen­
eral Secretary of Foreign Missions. 
And address was also given by Rev. J. 
J. May. Montreal, on the catechetical 
instruction of children.

Two French FUhermen Suffer Great

Halifax. May 26.—Two castaway French 
fishermen, Robert Louis and Guillaume Tro­
quer. have arrived at North Sydney. They 
were members of the crew of the French 
fishing schooner "36 F Q" which waa on 
the fishing grounds In North Bay. The men 
tell a story of hardship and suffering which 
la aeldom met with. Their emaciated con­
dition on arrival tells of suffering from 
hunger and thirst. While hauling trawls in 
the North Bay off Capo North a heavy fog 
settled all around them. Their work done, 
they attempted to reach the vessel, but the 
heavy fog and the increasing wind soon con­
fused them, and after hours of vain effort 
to find their vessel they realised their plight.

All that day and for five days and nights 
following they rowed helplessly about on the 
tossing Atlantic, the heavy wind continuing, 
and lit their small craft they momentarily 
awaited the end. The only food they had was 
a small quantity of mouldy biscuit and a 
dish of water, which was made to last as 
long as possible. In turn the castaways 
kept lonely vigil and prayed that some pass­
ing craft woul<& save them, but In vain.

On the evening of the fifth day when about 
giving up the struggle they discovered a 
light, and. rowing, they made a landing at 
Cape Dauphin, on the north Cape Breton 
shore. The light proved to be from the re­
sidence of Daniel McLennan. Weak from ex­
posure and hunger, they managed to reach 
the house, and even though they could speak 
no Bugllsh, their condition and suffering 
♦ere only too apparent, and they were well 
taken care of.

I would like a drink, 
and she led me for about five blocks, 
and finally turned with me into an alley, 
and after walking another distance of 
nearly two blocks, she showed me the 
cottage where she lived and said, “Just 
come in and mamma will serve you.” 
Ihe mother greeted me eordiallv and 

did exactly what the little girl had told 
me on the way—that nothing would be 
charged for any beer or liquor or any 
other refreshments I might ask for. The 
lady asked me what 1 would like to 
drink, beer, whiskey or wine, and I or­
dered a bottle of beer.

\\ hen I was served in a very nice 
manner she said, "We are always glad 
to serve the strangers ; we never charge 
a cent.” but referred me to a sign above 
the door reading. "The Lord loveth a 
cheerful giver,” and immediately after­
ward I was left alone in a nice cosy lit­
tle room with reading material and my 
bottle of beer. 1 not only left the prie'e 
of a bottle of beer, but I left, about 
twice as much, as I was treated very 
homelike and very kindly. I informed 
a friend about the incident, and lie re­
plied, "Oh. that's nothing, vou will find 
lots of children who will snow you the

"That afternoon J was approached by 
another little girl, still younger than 
the former, and 1 thought of the state­
ment once made bv an ex-sheriff of Cum- 
berland County, of the State of Maine, 
that prohibition simply changes the 
place from a saloon to a home or the

"We all know about the situation of 
southern so-called prohibition States. 
The Legislature of Georgia passed a law 
closing the saloons in that State and 
prohibiting the manufacture and sale 
of liquor otherwise. Straightway locker 
clubs were formed in all the cities and 
towns of the State and members of 
these clubs got their liquor in abundance 
without any tax on its sale. Georgia 
merely swapped the saloon for the locker 
club, and they call that prohibition.

PEOPLE WILL HAVE IT.
"What does all t-his teach us? Simply 

that, people who want liquor are going 
to have it if the plow stops. You can 
no more enforce a statute against the 
drinking of liquor than you can enforce 
one against, the use of water. In its 
last analysis, so-called prohibition mere­
ly makes it a little more difficult for 
the person with a thirst to get a drink.

"The question of drink is a question 
of individuality. It is not a national 
issue, a State, a county nod even a local 
one. No man has the right to say to 
another man what he should eat or 
drink. No one has the right to say to 
another one how lie must conduct his 
homo. No individual" has the rig$t, to 
tell another individual what he must 
believe. These things belong to the in­
dividual : they are his personal rights 
and arc given to men by the Almighty 
God through His most blessed and pe­
culiar gift with which lie has endowed 
us all—the gift of ‘individuality,’ the 
power to be, to do and to conquer.

“We must never lose sight of the fact 
that the unwritten law points us to self- 
control and self-respect. Therefore, in­
stead of making an effort to reform the 
world through force, and methods 
against intellectual light and liberty, 
we must educate the world with the sim­
plicity of practical truths, that no harm 
can follow the use of beer and liquor or 
anything else, only by the abuse of

"Francis Murphy, the well known tem­
perance lecturer, was against prohibi­
tion. lie said at one time: ‘You cannot 
compel a man to quit with a policeman’s 
club. You must appeal through the gos­
pel and by leaving the question to his 
own thought and free will ; he will re­
main a solder man.’

The Anti-Saloon League can't make 
people stop drinking, the. Legislature 
can’t do it, nor can Congress of the 
United States compel them; yea, even 
all the powers of the world could not

“Teach men to be temperate in all 
things, educate them to make the appe­
tite of sense subject to nature and the 
law of God. Teach them to exer­
cise power of mind and use all things 
in moderation and to abuse nothing. 
Bringing these thoughts to the hearts 
of men. you will elevate and help them 
and thereby sene the world. The coun­
try will never be benefited by the estab­
lishment of prohibition laws; no in­
deed, will go deeper into the mire. Only 
by regulating the traffic, employing the 
best men, abiding strictly by law and 
by enforcing the law, a desired end can 
be obtained. Life is a stewardship and 
not an ownership.

“The leading question before the 
people of our country to-day is not to 
establish local option and prohibition, 
but to point to men and women high 
ideals; to exereisé love in our homes 
so our children will becomè well fitted 
to take our places in the future, and 
what is still more, we shoukl live such 
lives worthy of imitation, clean lives, 
honest livés. Useful lives. These are 
the essential things of our present ago.”

There was a demand for hogs, but 
ns the quality was not up to the mark 
they were sold at $8.40 per cwt., weighed 
off cars.

At the Montreal slock yards market 
there were 350 cattle, 225 sheep and 
lambs, 250 hogs and 1,075 calves. The 
gathering of buyers was larger than 
usual, and a good trade was done. A 
few extra choice, stall-fed steers sold at

display' bull propensities. Buying in 
Gould is of the best kind, and on soft 
places we would take on some Denver, 
W. Z., M. O. P. and W. M. State ac­
counts are being liquidated in Steel, but 
as soon m this is done we think steel 
will go higher. We look for a good 
imove in the equipments before long, 
and especially P. R. S. and R. Y. We 
look for a fair rally before the end of 
the week on short covering, and for 
even better levels next week.

Many arc the plans to curb the auto­

One 
ingeni us man has suggested that the 
chauffeur be fined and the automobile 
be imprisoned for a stated number of 
days! There may be some sense'in that, 
in spite of one’s first thought. Certainly 
many automobilists have overridden 
public patience entirely and the situa­
tion is becoming unbearable. A ghast­
ly number of pedestrians have already 
been slain this spring, and the total 
for the season is sure to run very high.

The "joy riders" are the chief source 
of the trouble—chauffeurs who steal 
their employers’ machines out of hours 
and adventure forth eager to "burn up 
the pavement*." Legislators arc passing 
measures looking to a more stringent 
license system; in some states a chauf­
feur who thus "joy rides" may be ar­
rested for ’larceny.

It is rather gratifying to find that the 
actual owners of cars themselves are sel­
dom so reckless of the rights of others. 
Indeed, these owners, banded in differ­
ent automobile associations, are doing 
all ey can, by advice and active co­
operation, to remedy the present dang­
erous conditions.

The final remedy, of course, lies in 
impressing deeply upon the minds of 
automobilist* a strict system of automo­
bile ethics. Adherence to good sports­
manship In automobiling, as in other 
pastimes, will prove the radical cure.—

EXPRESS ROBBED.
425,000 Stolen Between Ottawa 

and Torento.

Not the First Robbery—Several 
Dieaimli ef Employees.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)

King's Victory Was 
Very Popular.

English Newspaper Com­
ment on Race.

Yankees Lost $200,000 
on Sir Martin.

Epsom, May 27.—King Edward’s
brown colt Minoru yesterday justified 
his name, which is Japanese for “suc­
cess," by winning the Derby, which will 
be remembered always in the annals of 
Epsom as one of the finest races ever 
run on that historic track. W. Raph­
ael’s Louviera, with France’s star jockey 
Stern on his back, came under the wire 
so close an attendant upon Minoru that 
the spectators were undecided which led 

Lees Until the King's number was displayed 
on the blackboard.

Lord Michelham’s William the Fourth 
was a good third, and half a dozen of 
the fifteen starters well bunched behind. 
But one horse was soon following the 
field riderless. It was the American-bred 
colt, Sir Martin, which everyone had 
reckoned as Minoru's foremost rival. He 
had been crowded out of his stride just 
beyond the Tattenhani corner about the 
middle of the course. Jockey J. H. Mar­
tin shot over his mount’s head to the 
ground, as Sir Martin stumbled, and 
with him fell the hopes of hundreds of 
confident American onlookers, and many 
thousands of American dollars were 
lost. To Englishmen, evA those who had 
staked their money on some other horse, 
the King’s success was inspiring, as a 
victory in a great international contest 
and compensated for the rain which 
drove across the field, making a wal 
low of mud underfoot. On every side it 
had been asked whether, if he won, his 
Majesty would consider it compatible 
with his exalted position to lead his 
horse from the track, as the winning 
owners have done for more than a cen­
tury. There was no precedent for this, 
because no King before had ever won 
the Derby. King Edward, however, with 
the Prince of Wales following him, lived 
up to the custom, and in the minds of 
Englishmen clinched his claims to the 
title of a thoroughbred sportsman.

Only the accident to Sir Martin and 
the rain marred the day's sport. Elec­
tric Boy apparently was the horse that 
crowded the American colt, which at the 
time was well up to the fore and run­
ning strongly. Louis Winans, his owner, 
said to-night that it was a regrettable 
accident, but nothing more. To many 
Americans at the racetrack and on both 
sides of the Atlantic it will seem a cal­
amity, judging from the amount of 
money, which some estimate at $200,000, 
that was up on the Kentucky-bred colt. 
This large amount placed on Sir Mar­
tin sent his price to 3 to 1 and made 
him a nominal favorite for a time.

At the time of the accident Brookland 
was leading, with Louviers close up and 
Sir Martin, Minoru, Mayardo and Cal- 
ens forming the second flight. Jockey 
Martin was badly dazed from the fall 
and hie forehead was bleeding from a 
cut where the. hoof of one of the other 
horses had grazed him, but the physic­
ians who examined him said he would be 
all right in a day or two. 
ENGLAND’S LOYAL PRESS.

London, May 27.—The winning of the 
Derby by King Edward is a theme of 
boundless pleasure and enthusaism, and 
it is a long time sinee the morning news­
papers have devoted so much space to 
this popular race.

“We hope,” says the Daily Telei 
graph, “that the royal family of Eng­
land will long continue to identify them­
selves, as King Edward so long has 
done, with the national sports and re­
creation of the English people. The turf 
is still the sport of Kings, and the Eng­
lish turf a splendid, historical institu­
tion, well deserving of the patronage 
and support of the highest in the land.”

The other newspapers are similarly 
loyal in expressions of congratulations 
and satisfaction over Minoru’s victory 
for King Edward. Sporting Life says: 
“What would have happened if no mis­
hap had attended Sir Martin can only 
be a matter of conjecture, but certainly 
the interest of the exciting finish would 
have been heightened, for there is no 
question that the American colt was go­
ing wonderfully well up to the time of 
the disaster."

The Sportsman has this to say: “It 
was a most unfortunate occurrence, for, 
according to the accounts of several of 
the competing jockeys. Sir Martin was 
pulling double, and going better than ' 
anything, in fact, looking all over a wirt- 
ner.”
YANKEES LOST $200,000.

New York, May 27— Racing men and 
the general public at large received the 
news to-day that Sir Martin, the Ameri­
can-bred horse, and second choice in the 
betting, had fallen in the running of the 
English Derby and thus tost all chance 
of capturing the honors of the blue rib­
bon of the turf vrith the keenest disap­
pointment.

Estimates were made to-dav that 
about $200,000 was lost to the English 
bookmakers by Americans, who sent 
their commissions abroad to be wagered 
on the Ogden colt.

All last night, and even early today, 
wagers were sent from horsemen to Lon­
don to be placed on Sir Martin at the 
prevailing odds.
SOME DERBY FACTS.

The Derby has been five times won by 
two own brothers. The instance of Per- 
feimmon and Diamond Jubilee is, of 
course, well known; in 1826 and 1831 
two sons of Whalebone and a mare by 
Canopus were successful. These were 
Lap Dog and Spaniel, and, oddly enough, 
each started at the long price of 50 to 1.

The oldest jockey to win the Derby 
was Forth,' the Yorkshire trainer and 
rider, who was on the back of Mr. Grat- 
wicke’s Frederick when that colt won in 
1829. He was then nearly 62 years of 
age. Forth also trained the second that 
year—a grey colt, called The Exquisite, 
who was ridden by Buckle.

The youngest jockey to ride success­
fully in the blue riband of the turf was 
Macdonald, who won on the outsider, 
Little Wonder, in 1840. The child—for 
he was little more—was presented to 
Queen Victoria and the Prince Consort 
after the race, and the former gave him 
a gold-mounted riding whip and praised 
his horsemanship.
RECENT DERBY HISTORY.

Yesterday is the first occasion in 
which King Edward has won the Derby 
since he ascended the throne. Twice he 
won the great race as Prince of Wales, 
in 1896 with Persimmon, and in 1900 
with Diamond Jubilee, full brothers, and 
bred at his own farm.

What Banks Fear the Most.
XV hat banks fggr is not so much a 

burglar gaining access to their premises 
by forcing doors, but by tunneling and 
other equally cunning and daring meth­
ods.

Guards were immediately posted in 
and around the building. Soon they ob 
served the masonry of the bunk to Ini 
giving way. Meantime the robbers ap­
peared to he hard at work, and quite 
unaware that they were being watched. 
At one in the morning a Mexican volun­
teered to descend into the bank cellar 
so as to discover the actual situation. 
Scarcely had he gone a few paces down 
the stairs than he met someone coming 
up. The Mexican fired without saying 
a word, and shot the man dead. It was 
observed that he was one of the masons 
who had built the bank, and therefore 
was acquainted with its vulnerable 
points. The report of firearms alarmed 
bis accomplices, for they fled, and escap­
ed. The tunnel gave evidence of long 
and patient work on the part of the 
would-be thieves. It was sixty feet in 
length, constructed on scientific princi­
ples, contained provisions, water and a 
full outfit of mining tools, and must 
have been three montlis in operation. 
The robbery appeared to be planned for 
the time of the month when the bank 
received large remittances of currency 
and coin.—From “The Romance of 
Strong Rooms,’’ in the June Strand.
