A. A. Davidson re-
presented the Solicitor Generale

The North Shore was iepre-
sented by Grand officers Rev. R.
H. Stavert of Harcourt und H. M.
Ferguson of Rextoa.

Reports showed three new divi-
sions organized and a net gain of
91 members in last six months.
Membership is now about 3000, of
which wore than 600 are in Kent
and Northumberland counties.

In its semi-annual report the
Kent and Northumberland Dis.
trict Division asked and strongly
urged the Grand Division to ce-
operate with it in demanding from
the Dominion and Provincial gov-
ernments the following amend-
ments to the Canada Texperance
Act and Provincial License Law
(sections 1 and 2 of which were
fnoved by H. H. Stuart and Haroid
C. Stothart and unanimously
adopted at its quarterly meeting
at Harcourt, January 20th, 1911;
and unanimously re-enaoised, with
section 3, recommended by Rew.
W. J. Dean, H. )M, Bangusen, 4. L.
BabKirk, H. C. Stothart and H. H.
Stuart, committee on the state of
the order, added ,at the last quar-
terly meeting, neld in Newcast'e,
April 7th ultimo):

1—From the Dowminion Govern-
ment:

“(a) That no liquor shall be 1m-
ported into a District under the
Canada Temperance Act by priv.
ate individuals, all liquors required
for legal purpuses to be purchased
from Vendors appointed by the
said Government and sresiding
within such district;

“ (b) That all persons arrested
for drunkenness be compelled to
tell where and from whom they
obtained their liquor, imprisun-
ment to be the penalty for those
refusing to tell; [
“ (c) That each government
Vendor of aleoholic liquors be re-
quired to annually publish a comn-
plete statement of business done
by him during the year;

**(d) That the privilege of ob-
taining preseriptions for liqucr
from Medical men residing outside
of districi under Canada Temper-
ance Act be done away with, the
only exception to be the case in
which the medical man nearest to
the patient resides in an adjoining |
municipallity.” :
2—Fromn the Governwent of
New Brunswick:

“(a) To prohibit the importa-
tion of aleoholic liquors by any
person or persons into any non-
license district in said province;
*“(b) That all persons arrested
for drunkenness, whether in
license or non-license districts, be
compelled to tell where and from
whom they obtained their liquor,
imprisoninent to be the penalty
for those refusing to tell.”
3—From both governiaents
such improvements in the method
of enforcing hquor laws as will
bring the Canada Tewmperance Act
and New Brunswick License Law
to as effective a standard s the
Prohibiting Law of Nova Scotia,
viz.:

“The finding of liquor on
any premises to be, until contrary
is proved, deemed evidence of
intent to sell, although no bar
room appliances may be present;
law officers to have power to search
for and seize liquor without war-

The above drastic and radieal
propositions not appealing to the
majority of thedelegates, the Grand
Division on Thursday adopted the
alternative recommendations of the
Grand Scrite, which were made
the policy of the Grand Division,
as follows:

(1) Consider the great need of
supervised public playgrounds.
They should be in every organized
community.

(2) The establishment of Juve-
nile Courts and an industrial uni-
versity for the vrotection and
salvation of young oftenders and
would be offenders against society.
(3) The proper classitication and
segregation of offenders.

(4) The establishment of a farm
where drunkards may have a
chance to redeem themselves. This
has been tried in other provinces
and in wany of the states to the
south of us, with good effect and
is_ now .. past: the experimental
stage.

(5) The more rigid enforcement
of our laws governing the sale of
cigarettes to minors. In many
communities officials make no at-
tempt to enforce this law. In St
John it is openly violated.
| (6) While prohibition is the
goal, let us make the most of our
present liquor license act and have
it properly enforced, and seek,
with the aid of the Moral and
Social Reform Council, . Teraper-
ance Federation and other kindred
“societies, such amendments as will
make it easier for a maa to do
right and harder to do wroug.

(a) That all liquor should be
thoroughly inspected.

(b) Treating should be prohibit-
ed by law.

(c) Saloons should close at 12
a. m. Saturday and 7 p. m. every
other day. N

(d) That all hquor should be
consumed in the barroom of the
licensed premises.

(e) The penalty for selling to
winors aud interdicts should be
increased.

(f) All sa’oons shou'd ke open
to public inspection.

(g) Those who suffer through
the traffic should be able to colleet
damages from the saloon keeper
for njury and loss sustained.
This would safeguard the rights
of the suffering mother, wife and
innocent children,

(h) The placing of an agent in
the field to organize and tizht for
prohibition and n.oral and social
reform.

were appointed a committee to
carry out this policy in New

Says the Fredericton Daily Mail:—
‘A discussion arose recently in re-
gard to the practice of some ladies
going to the larger cities to do their
shopping or patronizing the mail or-
der houses. One of the members of
the group, while defending the ladies
against any wrongful intent. stated
that women did more harm through
thoughtfulness than men did from
deliberate malice. There seems to be
considerable foundation for this con-
tention, and certainly if our fair
friends gave as much thought to the
matter as they should they would
appreciate the far-reaching effects of
their actions.

“1t is strange that women will give
largely of their time, energy and
money towards educatior.al and char-
itable institutions, with a public spirit
and disinteresiedness that is highly
commendable. and yet will thought-
lessly do their community sufficient
harm to more than offset their good
work in other directions. Yet it is
true that many of the ewvils which
these ladies werk so assiduously to
overcome, are directly tracesble to
this pernicious habit of dealing with
mail order houses.

“If there is poverty or distress, the
ladies will bestir themselves. For the
sake of sweet charity they will do
wonders. They will organize bazaars
and patronize them, paying ridicu=
lous prices for things they do not
want, or at least do not need. Th-y
will waste sufficient money in this
way to buy many useful articles from
our local merchants. If the same
amount of vital force that was exe
pended in’ these charitable schemes
was directed in other channels, our
whole community would be benefited,
morally, physically and spiritually,
We emphatically state that much of
this charity is necessitated by the
worse than foolish habit of discrimnin-
ating against our own town and our
own neighbors, Our friends can sure-
ly see that if the benefit of their pur-
chases remained with the local mer-
chants, these merchants would be in
a better position to contribute to local
institutions, and would also be able to
offer employment to many of the
young people who have at present to
seek other fields.

“Futting the matter into plain lan-
guage, the women who do not patron-
ize the merchants of the town where
their living is made, are blind to their
own best interests. The fathers,
brothers or husbands of these women
are making their livelihood here for
themselves and those dependent on
them, and if some of these men are
forced out of employment on account

of lack of business, hard times, etc., |

the respective wives, daughters and
sisters are apt to complain of things
in genersl and this town in particular.
How many of thex will look into the
matter sufficiently to realize that they
themselves are partially responsible
for the lack of business?

“If each reader of this article will
give the matter careful thought we
believe there would be a very great
improvement in local business con-
ditions. Do not wait for some person
Do your duty as you see
it. Deal at home.”

You may fcol some of the people
all the time, you may fool all the
people part of the time, but you
can't fool all the people all the
time. Our city fathers are show-
ing a lamentable amount of
lethargy and apathy at the present
time towards the many openirgs
there are for strong action, that
would tend to the best interests of
a community which we trust will
rise to a high plane in the pro-
vinces and be looked up to with
ride by all the  inhabitants of
ew Brunswick. We have shown
an example of determination and
perseverance in the rebuilding of
our town, an example which might
well be copied by ocher cities in
Canada, and because of th’ and
owing to tne féct that the eyes of
many are upon us, We say,
“Awake ! awake !”

Many and varied are the pro-
blems whicn engross the attention
of our civie rulers, for which we
are all willing to make allowances,
but the conditions which now
obtainin Campbellton are most
pernicious in their influence against
the best interests of wur growing
town, and the ratepayers now
desire these conditions rectified by
a little more action and less talk,
deeds and not resolutions only,
enforcem:nt of By-Laws and less
reference to them. We seem to
have lookec in vain for the council
to make a niove towards the up-
holding of its own laws, and
although it is perfectly true that
any ratepayer can take action
against any person iofringing the
By-Laws, we can only ask where
does the Council stand in this
matter ? 1f we as ratepayers are
to see to the enforcing of these
legal eractments which govern the
town, there is no necessity for us
toplace the reins of gcvernment
in the hands of the Council for
those who pay the piper are
entitled to the tune. And we are
paying for it. What answer can
the Council give us regarding the
promised legislation affecting the
taxation of real estate ? Before
beginning our buildings we were
promised that this exemption was
going through the House at - Fred-
ericton. and only the land would
ba taxed. Under this promise
wany of us have built and are
building large and costly places
and if these are to be asseesed for
taxatiun pucposes it means that
the assessable value of the town is
being raised by dishonest methods.
What the public want to know is,
was this Legislation dropped ? If
so, why has there been ©vo report
given regarding it ? Why are we
kept in the dark regarding this
and many other things? It is
only right that the public should
have the entire confidence of its
rulers, and no good ever comes of
trying to play hide-and-seek with
promises given to the people.
Another point is that with great
acclamation the Coundil greeted
an injunction clause to be tacked
oo to the By-Laws giving power to
vestrain any person from buildirg
10 defiance of the By-Laws. This
has also proved a fizzle for before
any injunctions can be granted,
the town will require to go to St.
John to get the necessary papers,
and all the shacks in Campbellton
could be built before a writ of
restraint could be issued. Still
aunother point: Some time ago
petitions were presented from two
Churches asking permission to
build in wood. The By-Laws make
no allowance for exempting any
building and the Council have no
power to grant exemption, yet
ncthing has been doae with these
petitions and in the meantime the
churches are going on with pre-
parations for building without
permit or authority of any kind.

These things may be embarrass
ing in a slight degree but we have
every contidence that the Council
is quite able to remedy these
matters once they ara brought to
their notice. Many more points
could be 1aised but we believe
everything will yet be cleared wp,
snd we can only say to the Council,
Gentlemen you have all the back-
ing you want. Go ahead.
