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"AN UNSATISFACTORY OUTLOOK.

We make the following extract from the
Carleton Sentinel, a newspaper which
cannot be called partizan, and has always
been distinguished for its warm interest
in all measures calculated to promote the
industries of the country. Published in
the business centre of the thriving agri-
cultural County of Carleton, the Sentinel
can speak upon the subject it deals with
in this article with a full appreciation of
its great importance:

We learn from various quarters that there
islikely to be a large emigration of our young
men from this County in the early spring.
We regret exceedingly to hear such infor-
mation. It is bad, very bad, for the country
to have its young men leave it, for their places
cannot be supplied by strangers. One man
born in the country, used to the climate, ac-
quainted with the work to be done, and know-
ing how to handle the tools to do it with, is’
worth any two that can be brought from
abroad. The highest ambition of those who
truly respect the country and-have faith
in its resources is to see its prosperity deve-
loped by the sons of those who have laid the
foundation, and by their industry and pluck
proved that we have soil and climate, mine-
ral resources, resources in wood, from the
proper availment and use of which, the out-
look for New Brunswick should be as good as
any part of the Dominion. But it is useless
to hope for a future or look for development
of our resources if the ‘“‘reserve’’ are to desert
their homes to go elsewhere to labor and
build up. We fear there is little prospect of
any considerable portion of the tide of emi-
gration from other shores coming here. There
is little use telling people abroad that we
have good soil and a favorable climate; this
fact has now been pretty fully advertised.
People abroad now hear of New Bruaswick
as a part of Canada, and if they, being about
to emigrate, prefer Canada to the United
States, they don’t care very much what part

of Canada they setk. But while they are.

hesitating, the-pressure of strong influences
is being made to operate, in favor of Western
Canada, and to Western Canada the bulk of
emigration will go. Whatever we get here
must be through some special operation by
persons who are interested in securing
gettlers.

The Sentinel makes three points which
cannot be pressed too strongly. These
are, that very many of those whom the
Province can least afford to spare are about
Jeaving us; that in the competition for
emigrants the Eastern Provinces have no
chance as against the West; and that an
effort will have to be made by our own
people to settle the Province. It was for
the utterance of similar views that the Sun
charged our contemporary the Capital
with sectionalism, and we do not knew
what else besides; and so we presume
that the Government press, if they do
not /attack the Sentinel, will ignore it.
Things have changed since the men who
inspired the Tory organs went through
this Province sixteen years ago. Then
they told us of the wealth and pros-
perity which connection with Canada
would give'us. We could almost hear,
as we listened ‘to the Confederation
orators, the ramble of the grain-laden cars
from the West, the hum of the factories
on our great waterpowers, the sound of
the axe of the thousands who were to
crowd into the Province to make them-
selves homes on our virgin hillsides. In
imagination we could see the tall ware-
houses at the mouth of the river and the
steamers from beyond the seas filling
the great bor, and so the people
voted for the Union and waited for the
fulfilment of these promnises. First there
came one disappointment, and then
another ; but at each time the leaders of
the party said, wait! And the people
waited. Then the breath of pepular
indignation at the Pacific Railway Scan-
dal swept these men from power, and
that too before asingle promise had been
fulfilled. A few years passed away and
by means of new pledges they gained
power again, and once more the people
looked for the good time coming. But
And now we hear from all
" men who are honest enough and fearless

enough to tell the truth, that there is a
feeling of discontent all over the country
which finds expression in the steady out-
flow of the very life blood of the province.
There must surely be a day of rec koning
between the people and their betrayers
not far distant.

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transit would not be subject to the delay
and expense of bonding. The construc-
tion of the N. B. Railway extension will,
in the event of Sir Hugh Allan’s success
in hisnegotiations for the purchase of the
Q. M. O. and O. line, be brought promin-
ently forward, and Quebec will no doubt
have influence sufficient to procure it a
subsidy from the Dominion treasury. In
any negotiations which may be under-
taken for this object the fact should be
kept prominently forward, that New
Brunswick had to give a valuable subsidy
in land to secure the building of the
N. B. Railway ; which was only given in
the hope of enabling our people to get a
short line to the West, and an allowance
ought to be made. to the Province in the
shape of alump sum or an increase to
the annual subsidy. We have a good
case and an honest claim; and it should
not be lost for want of vigorous urging.

Tuere is nothing we like to do better
than accommodate our friends, and so
when the Maritime Farmer ssks us to
point out a sentence in any of its articles
“akin” to the following from the Ottawa
Free Press, we hasten to doso. . The Free
Press said: “Sir John will bring about the
disintegration of the Dominion, if his
reckless career as Premier is not brought
to an early termination.” Qur contem-
porary, in its issue of December 22, 1881,
in its leading article discussing the winter
port question, which no one will deny is
one of the results of the Government
Railway Policy, said: “It is a matter
which affects all the Provinces, and if
decided adversely to St. John or Halifax,
will have a disintegrating effect upon the
Dominion.” If these two sentences are
not “akin” in this sentiment, we have
done our contemporary an injustice,
which we would be very sorry to do.
Both foretell the  disintegration of the
Dominion,” the one because of the general
policy of the Tory Premier; the other
because the Syndicate which he created
threatens to ignore the Maritime Prov-

NOT SHUT UP YET.

A Boston bookseller, speaking of the
fluctuations of religious opinion;remarked
toa friend, “I am not shut up yet,”
which was meant to affirm that he had
not yet joined any ecclesiastical com-
munion as a member. The remark was
lightly made, but it well expresses a state
of mind which too often follows upon the
acceptance of a form of religious bglief.
Many persons before joining a certain
society are free, outspoken, ready to enter-
tain different opinions, but, the moment
they take a practical step in a Christian
life, receive baptism, or allow themselves
to be “taken into the church,” they swal-
low the articles of faith. the Bible, the
church and everything: that is required,
without thinking whether it suits their
moral digestion or not. And when they
have swallowed thus much, it the end of
them. They not only do not exercise
the functions of digestion ; they fail to
have the hunger and thirst which prompt
to disgestion. They become “horned
critters” that see only whatis before
them. They enter into the religious nar-
rows so truly that they see. truth neither
from God nor man in any other light than
the colored medium of the denomination
which they happen to join. This is the
state of mind and heart and soul which
it is well to keep out of, and it is one’s es-
cape from this dilemina which is expressed
by being “not shut up yet.” There. are
some things worse than being an open
thinker and an unattached man, and
this bigotry of church belief is unquestion,-
ably one of them. It makes a man
sevenfold more the child of the devil than
he was before. Then some one steps up
and says “it is better to have nothing to
do with the churches.y Yes, perhaps it
is ; but, on theother hand, perhaps not.
There are churches and churches. If
asked to join a church where the reason
of thingg is not inquired into, and where
you are not advanced in your spiritual
education, you had better think twice be-
fore you shut yourself up. If, on the
other hand, you are where religion is not
presented as a finished work, incarnated
fn a few shibboleths of obselete dogmas
but as a life and a principle, in the accept-
ance of which an honest mind may reach
to a larger freedom than it had before, the
more you -make friends of that sort of
Christianity the better. = Where one
dogma is hammered out to the extent of
explaining the universe, the falsity of re-
ligious opinion reaches its utmost point
of mischief, and probably the reason why
a very large number of intellegent men
and women have not yet shut themselves
up is their wholesome fear of the narrow-
ness of the ideas entertained by many
good people in regard to the practical
application of religion to life. The present
tendency is to stay outside of the denomi-
nations that minimize and pervert Chris-
tian truth. It is not easy for one man to
be a guide to anothor, and, even when a
man is his own guide, he is apt too shut
himself up in his own narrowness. But
this, at least, inay be said, that it is
healthy for one to cultivate a -free, in-
quiring, thoughtful way of looking at
things, and to associate withthe class of
religious people who encourage this kind
of personal education. There is very
much ‘to be learned from comparing
notes with others. Where a minister isa
man of light, it is by all means best to
hear his sermons; where religious ser-
vices touch- one’s spiritual nature, one
should not neglect them ; fwherever you
can.put your mind and heart close to a
mind and heart larger than your own,
there is the place where you ought to be ;
and, when one finds himself in such com
pany, whether in some of the forms of
Christian worship and teaching, or in the
friendships of the great free world out-
side, there it is good for hin to be ; there
he will not shut himself up to narrow-
ness and bigotry. And, it may be added,
i justice to the bread-minded Christian
men and wowmen, whom almost every one
has the happiness t& know, that the
greatest freedom of belNf is enjoyed by
persons who use their Christian beliefs
not as a substitute for thinking, but as
stepping-stones by waich they may reach
out to a larger breadth and a finer range
of thought than they could obtain g
following their own personal convictions.
In fact, the best minds have very largely
followed in this: course.—Boston Herald.

He says that Wilde was attired in a “garb
calculated - to recall the caricatures of
‘Patience,’” and that because he, “with
the pent-up acumen of months of misin-
terpretation and ridicule, clove the Brit-
ish front with his sharp little hatchet,
New York todk him to her heart of
hearts;” but Bolds all the while that
the lecture showed he is a “distinctly
clever man, who has not worn the “mask
of folly’ without a serious -aim.” “In
England,” concludes the correspondent,
“despite Mr. Wilde's onslaught upon his
countrymen, he is estimated in certain
circles at preeigely his right value—a
cleverand impressionable young man who
has gone to ridiculous extremes in the
pursuit of a perfectly sincere conviction,
and it is not wlikely that his unmanly
dilletantism will make any more disciples
heré than there” The Herald says edi-
torially : “Oscar Wilde is really not so
eccentric in appearance as dozens of our
own literary notables in Americat His
eccentricity wasonly conspicuous in Eng-
land because society there demands every
man to conventionalize himself according
tocertain formal types. A man can afford
to defy conventiomality when he has the
individuality to back up his appearance.
We are so accustomed. to Walt Whit-
man’s loose, rolling shirt collar, big felt
hat and modest gray suit, that he would
look rather ridiculous in a dress coat and
stove-pipe;” and then gives the following
as a result of the apostle’s preaching:—
“Only a few have learned the secret of
those high hours when thought is not,”
says Oscar Wilde, “Look at —" said
Joughnes to Smytth, pointing to a man
striding up and down a piazza at a water-
ing place, with corrugated brow; “the
d— f— thinks he is thinking!”

Tur HisToRY OF 3 KoraN.—It is the

opinionof a writer sthe Edinburgh that
the present text contains nothing but the
the words of Mohammed. From the first
the words of the prophét have been care-

fully preserved. It is admitted, however,

that the task of the first editors must have
been one of no ordinary difficulty. Moham-
med’s revelations were spoken at different
times, during a Jong period, and often in
short fragments, Somethmes the whole
of a chapter would be spoken at once, and
sometimes only a few verses. It was not
until after the prophet’s death. and until
war had dimished the number of those
who had committed portions of the Koran
to memory that the Moslems l;egan to
collect the fragments of the Koran “from
palm leaves, skins, blade bones and the
hearts of men.” Abu-Bekr, the first
Khalif, was in power; and the work of
arranging the sacred chapters and verses,
and gathering all the revelations into one
book was undertaken by Yeyd ibu Thabit.
The writer in the Edinburgh presents Mo-
hammed and the Karan in a more favor-
able light than has been common in the
past. This, however, is a characteristic
tendency of the time. His last words re-
veal the spirit in which the article is con-
ceived. Speaking of the Koran, he says:
“It is not a code of laws nor yet a theo o-
logical system ; but it is something better
than these. It is the broken utterance
of a human heart wholly incapable of dis-
guise ; but the heart was that of a man
who has influenced the world as only
One other has ever moved it.”

BouBay GAMBLERS AND WIiZARDS.—
Frankness is a quality of which we, asa
nation, boast, and yet it may be fairly
owned that the census returns just given
in Bombay put us to shame in one par-
ticular,says the London Telegraph. Asked
to state their profession or calling, these
simple Hindoos have filled up the paper
with an accuracy that might in vain be
sought for in this country. We cannot
point to a single avowed criminal ; yet in
Bombay there are, upon their own confes-
sion, twenty-six gamblers and swindlers,
one dog poisoner and sixteen wizards.
Our engravers in wood are “artists” and
our shopkeepers “merchants.” In Bom-
bay the 698 tattooers who inhabit the land
designate themselves by no other' name,
but claim the distinction of the exact art
they practise. So, too, the forty-one idol-
makers are proud of the craft which lifts
them above their fellows, while no mere
seribblers of doggerel dispute the palm
with the single poet of the province.
These evidences of ingenuousness do not
exist in western civilization, and we may
sigh for them in vain. Perhdps, on the
other hand, Bombay would have been
Jjust as well pleased had her gamblers and
swindlers, wizards and dog-poisoner kept
some of this information to themselves.

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GETTING AROUND PROHIBITION.
A TRAVELLER TELLS HOW THE TEMPERANCE
PEOPLE OF MAINE ARE SUPPLIED
WITH LIQUOR.

. A gentleman who has been in the
liquor business for many years, has been
unburdening himself to a reporter of the
Boston Herald about how they get around
the prohibition law in Maine. His re-
marks, we think have considerable of a
local application, and were investigations
made some interesting facts might be
ascertained in regard to the manner in
which the Scott Actis gotaround in those
counties in this Province in which it is in
force. He says:—The business of selling
wines and liquors has to comply with
what appears to be a general law or new
development of all kinds of trade : that
is to say, it has to make use of travelling
agents to look for a market, as well as
the dry goods or grocery trade. The
business done is a wholesale one. , Gro-
eers, apothecariés and galoon kpepers are
the principal customers of the trade in
the country. Sometimes we have orders
from private parties for considerable
quantities of wines and liquors. It fre-
quently happens that a number of persons
club together and send an order deliver-
able to one person. Orders generally
come most largely from towns and com-
munities where wines and liquors are ngt
allowed to be sold, for where liquors are
allowed to be sold the local dealers can
supply a good deal of this local trade.
But the travelling salesman sells to all
alike. His business is to get orders, and
if there is no regular dealer or grocers in
the neighborhood, he proceeds to work
up a trade, that is, to obtain orders from
persons who like to keep “ alittle suthin’
in the house in case of sickness and sich
like.” We sell quite largely to the people
of communities where the retailing of
liquors, etc., is prohibited. Since the
passage of the liquor law in Maine, the
house I am connected with sold very
largely to the people there. They are
regular customers of ours, and the de-
mand there is increasing, according to
the increase in the means of the people
to procure it. It is like everything else.
The prevalence of good times increases
the demand for wet as well as for dry
goods.  All the liquor sent to Maine for
private individuals is not for their own
special use. There are dealers there
who sell on the sly, and make profit
enough at the business to make them
feel warranted in running all risks.
Occasionally the authorities interfere—
perhaps once or twice a year the auth-
orities in Portland and some of the other
cities in Maine wake up to something
like activity. Then our sales fall off, for
while the danger of interference prevail,
light stocks only are carried. When
matters quiet down the demand is re-
sumed, and orders come in quite lively.
The Maine prohibitory law does not pro-
hibit the people from getting liquors, all
it can do is to prevent theirsale over a
public bar. People generally crave a
stimulant of some kind, and no law can
prevent them from getting it. There are
few intermittent drinkers in Maine, but
a large number of regular drinkers. It
is 80, as a matter of course, in all places
where life is dull and monotonous. A
man who lives in the country and has
not a ‘taste for reading, or a  hobby of
some sort to employ him, wants some-
. thing to stir or freshen him up. He can
omly find what is to him the best enjoy-
ment in a~ glass of whiskey or Medford
ram. It never injures his health, for he
never takes it to excess. Your ordinary
farmeris too methodical, too familiar
with efforts of self-denial, to go to excess
in anything. The result is that his daily
quantum of liquor has an invariably cheer-
ing effect upon him, and he regards iv as
a good friend. Many a regular drinker
in the country to-day cannot be brought
to comprehend why it is that men should
pour liquor into them- until they be-
come intoxicated and unfit for any-
thing. A man inthe country places in
the New England states, and in Maine
and Vermont especially, who goes on a
spree, from time to time, is a great rarity,
and is looked upon as a phenomenon.
Now, if the lot of a man in the country
is monotonous, what must that of a wo-
man be? Women do not need, and, in-
deed, they cannot endure, so much stim-
ulation as men ; but they need something
to lighten the weary load .of a monoto-
nous life. When they did not know how
to obtain liquor,or were prejudiced against
it, they learned to use opium—a drug
that sooner or later showed its destructive
effects. But the patent medicine man
has changed all this. His “bitters,’ which
contain from 12 to 25 per cent. of alcohol,
have largely taken the place of opium,
with very largely reduced chances of in-
juring the consumers. The bitters have,
in turn, paved the way for the use of
wines and liquors. Cider used to be the
farmer's drink, but lager beer and light
ale have nearly altogether supersede’d
cider. The heer is bottled, put in cases,
and sent by rail to hundreds of places
throughout New England, where it is not
allowed to be sold over a bar. But the
stronger liquors are generally preferred,
because, for one thing, they are less bulky,
and, perhaps, also for the reason that they
& re the most potent. All kinds of people
use them—even deacons of churches have
their private bottles in their own houses.
The ladies, finding that there is as much
cure for their ills in whiskey as in the
more expensive bitters, use that liquor
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also quite largely. It is a fact, also, that
our sales of wines are increasing in this
direction. As people are becoming more
prosperous, the ladies demand a liquor
more pleasing to their palates than whis-
key, and not so strong, and they will have
wine if they can get it.

Travelling salesmen for liquorfirms usu-
ally sell only liquor. They sometimes
sell groceries and cigars for different
firms, but this is in cases where they are
selling only on commission. One house I
could name keeps seven of them on the
réad all the time. A business in liquors
is done in this way which would aggregate
a yearly amount which might surprise
those who are unacquainted with the
magnitude of the trade. The orders are
filled by freight or express. If we receive
an order through a grocer, we send the
bills, made out to the parties buying,
along with the goods, to him, to collect
for us. He is thus protected against the
local law as a dealer in the forbidden
liquor. 4t is a curious thing from what-
ever point it is viewed, and affords abun-
dance for the philosopher to ponder on.

that there were more than 600 prosecu-
tions in Maine last year for violation of
the liquor law, and less than 600 for all
other offences, which gives a very good
idea of the immense proportions of the
traffic in spite of prohibition.

THE HUDSON RIVER RAILROAD
HORROR.

One of the passengers on the Tarrytown
special was Mr. James Trevillion, of Yon-
kers, who tells the following story: “I was
sitting in the third car. The car was not
very full, and we went at a very rapid
rate. I remember very well when we
struck the junction. There is a rather
sharp curve there for several hundred
feet, and we were going at such a rapid
rate that we could easily feel it. Still I
am used to that sort of travelling, and the
other passengers did not seem to mind it
any more than I did. We had not gone

far, after rounding the curve, when I

heard a short, sharp whistle, and was
fairly lifted out of my seat by the sudden
slackening of the engine. It seemed
only a moment of time between the shriek
of warning and a most terrible shock that
threw us all out of our seats. The lights
in our car went out and everybody got up
frightened. The women screamed, and
some of the men, too. I heard a sort of
crunching sound forward. I did not
knew what it meant at the time, but now
think it must have been the crashing of
the engine of my train into the parlor
car. As soon as the first shock was over,
there was an awful noise of escaping
steam from the engine, mingled with
CRIES OF DISTRESS. :

Of course we all ran out as soon as we
could, and I tell you I never want to see
such a sight again. The wreck was piled
up all around, and flames were issuing
from the parlor cars—the two rear ones.
Some of the train men, assisted by pas:
sengers, were running about trying to run
people out of the cars, and I helped to
run out some and carry them to the side.
I saw eight bodies taken out. I think
they were all dead, and there must have
been 15 or 20 more in the cars. The
flames spread with astonishing rapidity,
and the- cars seemed like tinder boxes
made to burn. I saw a lady and gentle-
man standing together in one of the cars.
They did not seem to be much hurt, as
they were able to stand, but they did not
move. [ was so excited at their danger
that I shouted out to them: ¢ For God's
sake look out for the fire,’ but in the
general excitement and noise it is safe to
think that my voice was not heard. The
fire reached the spot where they were in
less time than it takes me to tell it. The
young woman fell first. It appeared to
me as if she dropped from the heat.
First her head sank on the man’s shoul-
der, and they both fell and I saw them no
more. I never want to see such another
horrrid sight.”

Senator Fitzgerald of the 12th district
of this city, was on the Empire when the
train came to a stop. He said he had
happily escaped serious injury, but was
considerably shaken up. He was in the
Empire car with Mr. Wagner when the
train was halted. Mr. Wagner arose and
went toward the car, Idlewild, and had
barely reached the door when the crash
occurred. After Senator Fitzgerald had
escaped from the ruins, he says he dis-
tinctly saw a hand and arm extended up
out of the blazing car. From the shape
of the hand and the cuff) he was almost
sure it was Senator Wagner’s. . It was a
terrible sight to see a friend’s hand
stretched out of a fire for help and not
be able torender any assistance whatever.
His gaze was then rivetted on a young
gentleman and lady who were together
in the blaze. They had been noticed in
the car on the way down as a bride and
groom, and their stylish appearance had
excited comment. They stood side by
side in the flames and so perished.

Mr. J. Hampden Robb, representative
from the first assembly district, says: The
shock was

SUDDEN AND TERRIBLE,

and it became at once as dark as Erebus,
Suddenly I felt steam on. my back, and
turning around saw a locomotive within
two feet of me. I immediately rushed to
the opposite side of the car, and, opening
a window, jumped out. My hands were
very much cut by the glass #nd my back
was badly scalded by the escaping steam.
Mr. Van Allen followed me and fell upon
me as soon as I touched the ground.”

" At 3 o'clock this morning the doctor
who took out the ambulance from the
ninety-ninth street hospital reported that
ten bodies have been recovered from the
wreck, among them being Senator Wag-
ner’s. One of the rescuing party had his
hand cut off. '

Mr. Valentine, Sr., was the only pas-
senger who saw the impending collision
in time to jump for his life. He was
standing in the rear platform of the Idle-
wild, wondering at the delay. A brake-
man, with a red light in one hand, and,
as Mr. Valentine believes, with a white
light in the other, was standing not 10
feet distant, looking up the track toward
the Spuyten Duyvil station. Of a sudden
the headlight of the Tarrytown locomo-
tive loomed up the cut, 200 yards away.
The brakeman stated on a run toward it,
and began to swing his lanterns. Mr.
Valentine had just time to leap from the
platform and run across the track when
the locomotive plunged into the Idle-
wild. A small man who stood on the
platform beside Mr. Valentine saw the
locomotive, and, instead of jumping, as
Mr. Valentine did, ran into the car. He
must have been almost instantly killed.

Lieut. Gov. Barstow, of Vermont, was
in the party, of which the Valentines
were members. He had left his car and
was at the forward end of the train when
the accident occurred.

In 1828 Huskisson declared that the
time had arrived for the separation of
Canada from the mother country and its
formation into an independent state.
Later Cobden expressed a similar opinion,
as also did the celebrated orator, Lord
Brougham. The late Lord Derby said in
1864 that the manifest destiny of Canada
was to become an independent state be-
fore long.

In 1870 Lowe, then a member of the
Gladstone Cabinet, now an English peer
under the name of Lord Sherbrooke, was
of the opinion that Canada should be free
either to form herself into a republic or
to annex herself to the United States.
Earl Russell took the same view, and
\Forster, the present Secretary of State
for Ireland, one of those who desired the
closest union between the mather country
and the colonies, at the same time said,
“The common opinion is that the colonies
must some day become independent, and
this general idea is, I fear, one of those
which realize themselves.” A great num-
ber of English journals have expressed
the same views at different epochs.

Now all is changed, and no one in Eng-
land speaks any longer of the rupture of
cnlonial connection, but all would seem
to regard such an eventuality as a dis-
memberment of the Empire, which in
fact should reckon much on its colonies
for the maintepance of its prestige and|
the preservation of its prosperity. But a
reaction . ns regards this subject will
sooner or later take place, it is in the
nature of things, and the principle of the
abandonment of Canada will again find
partizans in England. What will be the
result of it, and what will Canada decide
in these foreseen conjunctures? We give
the question without at the same time
pretending to answer it.— Le Monde. "

Guiteau is just like a woman, in that,
in spite of all opposition, he always suc-
ceeds in having the last word. He is
certainly a very remarkable man, es-
pecially, perhaps, in his own estimation.
He may not possess any of the great
virtues, such as modesty and humility,
but he makes up for this deficiency by an
accumulation of great vices which have
roused the admiration of the world to
such an extent that he held a levee on
New Year’s Day, which was largely at-
tended, and is busier than any other man
in Aierica in writing his autograph for
the hosts who fill the mail bags with their
piteous and pitiful requests. He has
proved one thing beyond a doubt— viz.,
that it is excessively vulgar and common-
place to kill an ordinary man, but if you
make murder a fine art, according to De
Quincey, the simple and insignificant fact
of homicide is lost in the intense interest
of the people, who load the hero with
bouquets, and make the air of his cell
fragrant with inhumerable “God bless
yous.” There is nothing so awful wicked
as petty wickedness, and nothing so near
to a virtue as a great crime. It is a very
high civilization under which we are liv-
ing. Some antiquated fossils seem to
think it is too high; but for the man who
proposes to do as he pleases and evades
the consequences it is indeed the golden
age of the world.

SuicipE AT BELLEDUNE StaTION; RESTI-
covcHE Co.—A farmer named William
Carney went out to the barn to feed his
cattle. After getting through with his
work, he returned to the house, stood in
the porch a moment, and afterwards went
out into the yard, looking arqund in a
strange manner. From the yard he re-
turned to the barn, where it appears he
took up a scythe, cutting his throat in a
frightful manner, literally severing his
head from his body. His wife, a delicate
woman, went to the barn a short time
after to call him to breakfast, and putting
out her hands while groping around in
the partial darkness, she came in contact
with the ghastly wound, her husband
lying over against some hay where he had
fallen.

MAZEPPA'S STORY.

CHEQUERED LIFE OF THE FAMOUS “RUSSIAN"
POLE—HOW HE IS CURSED xmqmr LENT IN

RUSSIA,

On the first da.y of Lent in all the
orthodox churches of Russia the officiat-
ing priest advances towards the faithful | ,
and pronounces the curses of Holy Russia
upon all the great rebels of the past:—
Dmtri, the impostor; Stenka, Bazine,
Mazeppa and Pougatchef. After exhaust-
ing the litany of cursing, he repeats three
times the sentence of excommunication.
At the churches in Lesser Russia, once’
the home of Mazeppa, in grateful remem-
brance of some of his former actions, the
latter’s name is withheld and the others
only are cursed. -

THE STORY OF MAZEPPA.

Ivan Stepanovitch Mazeppa, according
to the best authorities, was a native of
Volhynia, on the confines of Poland and
Ukraine. About the year 1660 young
Mazeppa appeared at the court of John
Casimir, King of Poland, occupying the
position of gentleman of the chamber.
Being of the Russian faith he could ill
brook the sneers of the Catholic noble-
men of the court; so much so that one
day having drawn his sword against one
of his adversaries within the precincts of
the palace he was compelled to leave,
and retired to Volhynia, where the inci-
dent related by Byron occurred, with this
difference, that Mazeppa’s stead instead
of bearing him to the Ukraine, carried
him to his home. Shame so overwhelmed
him, however, that he left his country
and turned his steps to the land of the
Cossacks. On arriving at the Dnieper he
found two Hetmans, the one on the left
bank faithful to the' Czar, the other on
the right a rebel, sometimes in alliance
with Poland, sometimes with the Porte.
With the latter, Peter Dorochenko by
name, Mazeppa engaged as secretary, an
office for which he was well fitted, as he
knew the Polish, Russian and Latin lan-
guages well. In the year 1674 he was
sent by his master on an embassy to the
Porte, but was captured by some of the
Cossacks who were faithful to Russia, and
carried to Moscow, where, by means of
his remarkable address and ability, he
not only cleared himself from all blame,
but even secured the confidence of the
Czar Alexis. Returning to the Ukraine,
Mazeppa took service with the Hetman
occupying the left bank of the Dneiper,
thus deserting his old master. Galitzin,
who had commanded the great Russian
expedition against the Crimea in 1687,
which had been unsuccessful, charged his
defeat to the traitorous conduct of Sam-
oilovitch, whose secretary Mazeppa was.

HE IS ELECTED HETMAN.
The elders of the Cossacks were there-

| upon notified by him that their Hetman
-was desposed, and were called upon to

convoke the clergy and all the Cossacks
of note to the election of a new Hetman.
An eye-witness to this extraordinary as-
sembly has left us the following descrip-
tion :—“On the third day after this noti-
fication the Cossack regiments and nota-
bles assembled themselves around the
tent which served as a church ; after
the Te Deum was sung the emblems of
the Hetman's dignity were laid upon a
table. These consisted of the standard,
the boulava ,or suit of arms, and the
bountchouk, a sort of ensign made of
horses’ tails, a custom borrowed from the
Janissaries. Galitzin, mounting a bench,
declared to the Cossacks that the Czar
authorized and required them to elect ag
chief, according to their ancient customs.
After a deep silence many voices were

heard to exclaim ¢Mazeppa! Mazeppa !’ |*

and although other names were called,
yet Galitzin pretended not to have heard
them, and he handed the insignia of
office to Mazeppa, receiving from him an
oath of allegiance to the Czar.” To
Galitzin Mazeppa paid 10,000 roubles.
How the Hetman in after years deserted
Peter the Great,whose perfect confidence
he had, and joined Charles XII., sharing
with them in the terrible defeat of Pol-
tava, every one who has read Byron's
beautiful poem knows. Mazeppa accom-
panied Charles in his flight to Bender,
and remained there with him. So anxi-
ous was the Uzar to get possession of him
that he offered the Porte 300,000 thalers,
if he would deliver him up. 'The offer,
however, was at once refused. Worn out
with age and sorrow, Mazeppa expired
the following year in the suburbs of Ben-
der. The Christians of Bessarabia bore
his remains to Galatz, where they burried
them in the monastery of Saint George
offthe banks of the Danube. Procopo-
vitch, who knew Mazeppa well, says.that
in the depth of his heart he was devoted
to Poland; but; owing to his wonderful
powers of dissimulation, no one could
have diseovered his inclinations from
him. For most of the above facts I am
indebted to Eugene Melchior de Vogue,
who has lately made a special study of
Mazeppa, and the poets who have written
his story in Russian as well as in English.

DEATH OF REV JOHN M. BROOKE.

The Rev. John M. Brooke, D. D., senior
pastor of St. Paul’s Presbyterian Church,
Fredericton, died Monday morning, at the
Manse, George street. The Rev.gentleman had
been in failing health for some.time past, and
while his demise was rather sudden, it was
not altogefher unexpected. z -

The Rev. Dr. Brooke was in about the 83rd
year of his age at the time of his decease,
and. was a native of Burrowstonness, near
Edingburgh, Scotland. He was educated at
Edinburgh, and when he had finished his
education became a tutor. He sdlso travelled
a good deal. He married a daughter of
hCaptain Stewart, of the Merchant Marine,
who is still living, though in failing health
and sadly afflicted as regards her sight and
hearing. Miss Stewart was also a native of
Burrowstqnness.

In February, 1843, he came to Frederic-
ton and took up the pastorate of St. Paul’s
church. He came from New Richmond,
Gaspe County, Province of Quebec, and
through the representations and inducements
of the late Alexander Rankin, Esq., of Mira-
mich. On the 14th of November, 1874, Dr
Brooke retired from the active pastorate of
St Pgul’s, but still retained his connection
with the church, being called the senior pas-
tor of the church, and preached when his
health -permitted him. He lived in the
Manse, the pastor’s residence, until the time
of his death, For about a year the church
remained without a pastor, and then the Rev
William Caven, of Tilsonburg, Ontario, took
charge, being elected to the pastorate on the
31st June, 1876. The Rev Mr Caven con-
tinued in office for some time, or until the
4th of April, 1878, when he resigned. The
church then remained without a pastor, with
the exception of the Rev Mr Melville, until
the Rev Mr Mowatt's time. The Rev Dr
| Brooke succeeded the Rev Dr Birkmyre,
and ministered to the congregation of St
Paul's for 33 years. During that time he
had several assistants, among them the Rev
Mr Hally and the Rev M. Murry. The latter
gentleman preceded the Rev Mr Halley, who
died in Scotland about a year ago.

The Rev. Dr. Brooke was a true Christian
and_an active worker in his church, and was
very popular and much respected by his
congregation in whose spiritual welfare he
always manifested a greatinterest.

THE DEATH RATE IN FREDERICTON.

The number of deaths which occurred in
Fredericton during the last health year was
104, of these 98 were of residents, and 6 were
of non-residents. The number of adult per-
sons who died was 68, of minors 7, of infants
29. The cause of death were as follows:—
0ld age 24, Consumption 13, Diphtheria 12,
Congestion of the Lungs 7, Paralysis and
Heart Disease 3 each, Cancer, Typhoid Fever,
Disease of the Brain, Child-birth, and Drown-
-ing 2 each, Measles, Bronchitis, Fits, Liver
Visease, Gravel, Cramp, Dropsy 1 each. All
other causes 25. This deathrate is above the
average of 1879 and 1880, but is less than that
of 1878, as will be seen from the following

No. of Deaths.
148

The number in 1878 is exceptionally large,
because of the prevalence of diphtheria that
year, the number of deaths from this cause
alone having been 53. It is somewhat re-
markable that old age should stand at the
head of this list of causes of death this year.
We give the names of the persons whose
death is ascribed to this cause :—Jas.

These official figures are worth all thespecu-
lation and loose talk about the health of the
city which can be crowded into a twelve
month, and we call upon the contemporary
press which has-been rather busy at this
sort of thing lately to tell their readers that
statistics show that the greatest danger a
person is in, who lives in Fredericton, is of
dying of old age.

FREDERICTON HISTORICAL SOCIETY.

The following circular, which was read at
the last meeting of the Society by the Pre-
sident, Geo. E. Fenety, Esq., has been hand-
ed us for publication:— .

The Fredericton Historical Society (insti-
tuted December 22nd, 1881) has been formed
with the object of gathering together any
and all documents, papers and manuscripts
which bear or throw light on the history of
the Province, with a view to their preserva-
tion and chronological arrangement; and,
also, of collecting materials, of the present
and passing day, for the writing of its his-
tory in the future—such as pamphlets, re-
ports of all kinds, books, legislative docu-
ments, and all newspapers, published in New
Brunswick.

The Society desire to repair, to as great
an extent as possible, the neglect of such
collections in the past, and to ensure the
Provines against the chance of a similar
charge of neglect being broughtin the future
against the present time. _In connection
with the Library which the  Society hope to
be able to form, there will be a ‘Museum,
where will be preserved memorials of the
era when the Indian tribes and the Acadian
habitans were scattered throughout the
Province, and of the time before and after
the American Revolutionary War, when the
British settlers and the U. E. Loyalists came
in to possess it.

The President and Coungcil are convinced
that there is much matter lying away hid-
den, or all but forgotton, in waste places
and lumber rooms.throughout the Province,
which would be invaluable for the objects
of the Society. In order to further these ob-
jects, they take this method of soliciting the
people of Fredericton and of the Province
generally, to give thgm aid, by entrusting to
the Society’s care ahy and all such docu-
ments, papers, manuscripts and memorials
as before mentioned, as any of them may
possess, and which they may feel free to part
with for a public purpose. Dugacknowledg-
ment of all. gifts of that nature, with the
names of the donors, will be made through
the medium of the press.

An interesting School-meeting was held
to-day in the Store of A. Gibson, Esq. There
was a good attendance, and all seemed to
take a special interest in the proceedings.
The election of Trustees duly disposed of, a
considerable enthusiasm was created by a
discussion over the proper amount to be voted
for the appropriation fund, but it was finally
decided to venture on the new year with the
same amount as voted last year. Then fol-
lowed very suggestive comments on the ne-
cessity of a larger attendance at the schools
of the district. Some contended that there
should be some authoritative proceedings in-
stituted, whose. aim and ultimate object
would be to necessitate parents sending all
their children who are legally qualified to
attend, thereby securing a larger average at-
tendance of scholars. Others thought that
parents themselves should naturally . be ex-
pected to be as much interested in their chil-
dren obtaining a fairand liberal education as
anybody. It was granted they should be so
¢xpected ; but such, in many instances, is
not the cage. Notinfrequently some men are
found who, on the plea of poverty, would de-
sire to refrain from the liable and possible ex-
penses incurred by the sending of their chil-
dren to school. But poverty alone is not the
only and real cause. They are not properly
impressed with the moral obligations which
exist between parent and child, and more
remotely between the social happiness of the
country and the subject, who enjoys civil
protection therefrom. Suchshould be legally

or otherwise brought to feel that if in any

way he directly or indirectly interferes with
the proper education of his children, such as
to fit them to be peaceable, order-loving
niembers of society, in just so far does he
commit-a grave offence against the rights
demanded by the social prosperity of his
country, and in' just so far does he withhold
from his children ihat, above all, he is ex-
pected to bestow—the highest possible edu-
cation to be obtained.

This part of the discussion was the occa-
sion of many pointed assertions regarding
the necessity of compulsory education, which,
of course, was foreign to the nature of a
School-meeting. At this stage of a most in-
teresting meeting we adjourned, deeply im-
pressed with the enthusiastic spirit which
prevailed througlfout.

WATER WORKS.

To the Editor of the Evening Herald :
Sir :—Over two months ago I wrote a

‘|letter to the Reporter upon the above

subject, calling upon the advocates of
water works for proofs of the assertions
made by them :—(I) That the average
well water of the city was unwholesome ;
(2) That the proposed water works wonld
furnish more wholesome water and the
general health of the citizens of Freder-
icton would be 'improved by the use of
such ; (3) That danger from large con-
flagrations would be lessened and insur-
ance rates cheapened by water works,
and (4) that water works of themselves
would have any effect whatever upon
causing factories to be established in this
city. .

In the next issue of the Capital a short
notice.of my letter, in ‘complimentary
terms, was inserted. and the prowmise
made to give attention to it in a few
days, but since then no reply has been
made by the Capital or any individual
supporter of proposed water works to any
of the arguments advanced. ;

It would appear, then, that none of the
I propositions advanced by the advocates
of water works can be substantiated by
facts; that the citizens of Fredericton are
to be influenced by the mere assertions
and opinions .of men who in the very
nature of things cannot be oonsidered as
authorities in the wmatter of sanitary
science (so called), in the matter of con-
trolling fires, and also the rates to be
levied here for insuring property, and in
the matter of the business effects pro-
duced by water works.

Science is defined as a “conprehensive
knowledge based upon ascertained and
established facts.” What man in Fred-
ericton has such knowledge of sanitary
matters as would enable him to dignify
it with the title of science ? From what
text books did he learn it? What is the
name of a Professor anywhere in the
English-speaking world who is known as
an authority in sanitary science, and
whose teachings are accepted as author-
ity by any College or University? I do
not know of any such and have made inany
inquires of men, here and elsewhere,
who, being in professional life, might be
supposed to have a knowledge of the
subject, and cannot learn the name of
any sanitary science professor or text
book. If then, such are - comparatively
unknown, and the source of knowledge
of the subject is not available to us, how
can men consider themselves competent
to judge of the effect produced upon the
health of the people of this city by the
use of its well water, when they cannot
really know from whence the water comes
or what influences it in its course towards

the wells.

Now a nunher who read this |

will say, “why everybody knows there is
a hard clay subsoil under the city and
all the wells are fed by rain water drain-
ing through the sand-gravel top-soil,
which water is contaminated by all the
sewerage of the town.” 1beg to say that
is just what is not positively known, ex-
cept as to the clay subsoil, and when I ask
any of the upholders of the balance of
the statement for proofs of its truthful-
niess, they content themselves with say-
ing they derive their knowledge from
the intuitions of common sense. Well,
common sense is a very vague thing, and
it is usually found that the less men
know of any given subject the more they
are apt to quote “common sense” as théir
authority. :

If the advocates of water works are so
sure of their case why have they not had
the well water of the city analysed and
its supposed terrible unwholesomeness
shown up under undoubted authotity.
Where proof is so easy to procure
if the facts are as stated, I look
upon it as a cfime for men and news-
papers to publish and reiterate the state-
ment that Fredericton is an unhealthy
place because of its bad water, without
substantiating the statemenf by un-
doubted proof, and in connection with
this would add that our city papers have
been remiss in their duty in allowing
such unsupported statements to remain
unchallenged. There is absolutely noth-
ing to substantiate the views of the
alarmists who cry out against the well
water of this city, neither in the death
rate of the place nor in its diseases as
compared with othér towns and cities
under similar climatic conditions andas
I stated in my letter to the Reporier in
November last, this city is, so far as one
can judge by its inhabitants, one of the
healthiest. ;

As to the benefits of water works in
giving greater security from fires, there
can be no question, if an efficient system
is introduced, but there is a question, and
it reinains the question in this discussion,
whether the saving.in one direction will
not be more than balanced by the inter-
est on the cost of construction and
expense of keeping up the water works.
Both the saving in insurance and the ex-
pense of the works are unknown quantities.
Moncton merchants pay three per cent
insurance rates now, on their buildings
and stocks, so I was lately informed by G.
B. Lutz, Esq., one of the largest property
owners of that town. Moncton has water
works; its merchants for shrewdness and
ability are the peer in every respect of
those of F'ton, yet those merchants can-

can. Itfollows that the matter of in-
surance is regulated by the Companies
and their agents and is more effected by
competition than any other cause, and it
remains for the advocates of water works
to prove that a saving can be effected,
to state how and give the facts and figures
from unquestionable authority and not
from conjecture as heretofore.

The last remaining plea is the pet idea
of the Capital, which paper tries to en-
force it at all times and just now in large
type, viz:—that water works would bring
factories. Business men suppose that
factories are established in obedience to
(the laws of supply and demand and be-
cause a certain locality by being located
at a main point in the channel of com-
merce,which givesit facilities for receiving
and shipping, or being adjacent to large
supplies of raw material, or having anever
failing water power of magnitude, with
ordinary good shipping facilities, that
from any one of these reasons, to- say
nothing of the disposition of its wealthy
men to engage in manufactures, the
locality in ~question becomes a great
manufacturing centre. But the Capital
never takes any of these things into con-
sideration but like a vendor of patent
medicines holds up the one remedy of
water works as the panacea for all the
ills with which Fredericton is afflicted.

What Fredericton needs is not water
works, but better and cheaper shipping
facilities to markets.off the river and ad-
Jjacent lakes.

For the manufacture of leather, and all
things of which leather is the principal
material, for the manufacture of furni-
ture, sashes, doors, blinds, wooden ware,
and for the manufacture of agricultural
implements of almost every description,
carriages, sleighs, wheelbarrows and baby
carriages, sewing machines, ietc., this city
is most eligibly situated as regards raw
material, but is very poorly supplied with
facilities for reaching distant markets,
and even a good share of provinecial mar-
kets, dt low rates of freight, when com-
pared with other places.

It is not necessary to call in question the
honesty and good faith of the new Coun-
cillors, whoever they may prove to be,
but is it a wise thing to do with any set
of men—give them unlimited, unrestrict-
ed power - to act with others in the form-
ation of a company which might build a
system of works so managed that the fifty
per cent. subscribed. by the city would
pay all the cost and the stockholders,
equally with the corporation, then have
whatever benefits would accrue? Gener-
~ally when municipal and private corpor-
ations enter into partnership, the result
is like that described by the gentleman
from Antwerp, who, in replying to the
inquiry of his friend, who met him in
Aberdeen in poor circumstances, stated,
that a few years ago he had entered into
partnership with a Scotchman, the latter
furnishing the experience and he furnish-
ing the needed capital; but now his for-
mer partner had all the money and he
had the experience.

Coun. McCermick said a committee had
been appointed last year, and he would like
to hear ‘their report. He favored the pro-
posed improvement, and said the improve-
ment could be done for $2,000, whereas it
would cost fully $5,000 to build a suitable
place outside.

Coun. Calhoun said the Committee had
taken no action, and was going to refer the
matter back to the Council.

‘Coun. McNally was in favor of having the
Registry Office in the basement, but as the
market was a boon to the County, he thought
that the other County offices should not be
put in it.

Coun. Coburn said he had talked with Mr.

John to Europe, carrying the produce of the
Dominion that seeks such ports for ship-
ment; and -

Further Resolved, That a copy of these re-
-solutions, signed by the Warden and Secre-
tary-Treasurer, be sent to Sir Leonard Til-
ley, our Finance Minister, at Ottawa.

Coun. Rutherford said that at the present
day there was much agitation in the papers
about the establishment of the terminus of
the gailway in some Maritime port, and it
might be said that York County was not
much interested in it, but it could be easily
seen that it was as much as any other
County in the Province. The papers on
both sides of politics were in favor of what
was asked in the resolution, and Mr. Dom-
ville, M. P., and the Board of Trade of St.
John have pointed out the necessity of se-
curing this object. The Canada Pacific Rail-
way Syndicate have been turning their at-
tention to United States ports, but the Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick ports must have
the carrying trade of the North-West accord-
ing to the spirit of Confederation. The Syn-
dicate has shown some intention of selecting
a United States port for the Atlantic termi-
nus of the road, and this is contrary to the
spirit of Confederation. St. John or St. An-
drews must be the terminal port. The peo-
ple should strengthen the hands of their re-
presentatives by all mdans in their power,
and this resolution will show them what we
think and feel. All are aware of the advan-
tages that will acerue from the railway hav-
ing its terminal port in the Maritime Pro-
vinces, and apathy on our part will show that
we have no interest in the matter. He gave
an instance of the effects of apathy, and said
we should not stand by and see our trade
going into American ports, especially when
we have spent millions in- building up this
trade. \

Coun. McCormick said this was a move in
the right direction. If we did not ask, we
would not receive. St. Johnis a good port,
and it was to York County’s interests that
the Atlantic terminus of the railway should
be in the Maritime Provinces. The man
must be blindewho says he cannot see the
benefit to York County. He wasin favor of
the resolution.

Coun. Pinder agreed with the mover of the
resolution, and said that as this was the
third time of moving in this matter and' no
notice had been taken, a change of Govern-
ment would be wanted before anything
could be done. (Laughter.)

Coun. Calhoun thought Coun. Pinder
would not have long to wait, and said he
would vote heartily for the motion.

The motion carried without opposition.

Coun. Jamieson moved that the following
amounts be assessed on the parish of Can-
terbury for the purposes named :—$140 for
the support of the poor; $6 for the trustees
of school district No. 8 for the use of the
schoolhouse for election purposes; $2 for the
district Clerk ; $2 for the parish Clerk; and
$200 for the parish indebtedness.

The list of the parish officers of North
Lake were handed in.

On motion the following assessments were
ordered tobe made on the parish of South-
ampton :—$125 for the support of poor; $100
for the parish indebtedness; and $20 for
contingencies. :

On motion the following assessments were
ordered to be made on the parish of North
Lake :—$50 for the support of poor; and $8
for miscellaneous purposes; the assessors
and collectors to receive the same amount
for their services as they did last year.

The sum of $50 was ordered to be assessed
on the Parish of St. Mary’s for the support of
the poor, -

Coun. Calhoun moved, seconded by Coun.
Murray, that the Secretary-Treasurer be in-
structed to prepare a bill to be brought be-
fore the Legislature, at its next session, pro-
viding for the appointment of two Parish
Court Commissioners in each parish in the
County of York, and that a petition be pre-
pared and presented with the same, praying
that it may become law.

There was considerable debate and banter
over this resolution, which eventually car-
ried.

On motion it was ordered that the follow-
ing amounts be added to the assessment upon
the Parish of Southampton, for the purposes
named :—$3 for P. Lockhart, Parish Clerk;

Thursday’s Proceedings.

The Council met at 10 o’ clock, on Thursday
morning, pursuant to adjournment. There
was & full Board.

The previous day’s minutes were read and
confirmed.

Coun. Nason moved, seconded by Coun.
Lipsett, that the Collectorsand Assessors of
New Maryland receive the same pay as last
year. Carried.

The parish officers of New Maryland were
submitted and received.

Coun. Murray moved, seconded by Coun.
Everett, that the following amounts be
assessed on the Parish of Kingsclear: $200
for Parish indebtedness ; $350 for support of
poor; $4 for contingencies; and that the asses-
sors and collectors receive the same as last
year.—Carried.

On motion, $100 was ordered to be assessed
on the Parish of Manners-Sutton for suppor
of poor, and $10 for Parish purposes.

Coun. Colter pointed out an errorin the
Auditor’s Report, by which his Parish was
not credited with $100 dueit. Heasked that
the sum of $360 he had asked to be assessed
for Parishindebtedness be made $260 in view
of this error. This was done.

Coun. Murch moveﬂ, and was seconded, re-
pealing that part of the by-law of 1879, pro-
viding for the giving of bonds by parish offi-
cers and road commissioners.—Carried.

Coun. Davidson moved, seconded by Coun.
Doherty, a by-law relating to the running at
large of cattle, etc., in the various parishes of
the county of York.

The by-law was read section by section,
and adopted with some slight amendments.

On motion, $300 was ordered to be assessed
on the Parish of Dumfries for parish indebt-
edness, and $2 for the chairman of the last
parishmeeting. The assessors and collectors
were ordered to be paid the same aslast year.

Coun. Everett moved, and it wasseconded,
that a bill be prepared to amend that part of
the assessment law affecting non-resident
property and property holders, and that a
committee be appointed to draw up a more
simple and efficient law, to be submitted to
the Legislature in due form.—Carried.

The Warden, Secretary-Treasurer, and
Couns. Pinder and Everett were appointed
such committee.

Coun. Colter moved, and it was seconded,
that the Secretary-Treasurer notify the col-
lectors of rates and wild land tax in Douglas
tomake a return to him up to 1881 before the
session of July, 1882.—Carried.

Coun. White submitted the bill of constable
Currie for $5.25 in connection with thé Can-
ada Temperance Act, 1878. Th re was con-
siderable debate on the matter, which was
laid over until the July session.

The parish officers of Bright were submitted
and received.

A motion to the effect that the Secretary-
Treasurer furnish the ‘parish clerks of each
parish with half a dozen copies of the neces-
sary qualifications for a candidate for coun-
cillor at least a month before the election,
was lost; as was also an amendment to the
same, that the Secretary-Treasurer beauthor-
ized to advertise in the County papers the
form of qualification for councillors, and that
the parish clerks be furnished withsix copies.

The parish officers of Southampton were
submitted and received.

On motion, the following amounts were
ordered to be assessed on the Parish of Bright,
for the purposes named : $125 for support of
poor; $8 for the use ot a room for election
purposes; $4 for the district clerk, and $2
for the parish clerk.

Adjourned until 2 o’clock.

The Council met again at 2 o' clock.

Coun. McGeorge asked the opinion: of the
Secretary-Treasurer in regard to the law in
York County on abusive language. A case
had occurred in his Parish in which no bog-
tom had been reached. It had come before
a Magistrate, but had been dismissed with
costs. It seems that by the Act of 1862 the
old sessions had power to make a regula-
tion in this respect, but in 1874 this regula-
tion had been repegled by this body. He
wanted to know what law they worked
under now.

The Secretary-Treasurer said the regula-
tion referred to imposed a finerof $8 for each
offence of abusive language tending to
cause a breach of the peace under the Act
of 1862, but this had been repealed by alater
Act. Hesaid it would be well for the Coun-
cil to pass a similar regulation under the
existing law, and that he could obtain from
the Clerk of the Peace a copy of the old
regulation, which might.guide them in so
doing.

A constable was despatched for it.

It was moved by Coun. McNally, second-
ed by Coun. Lipsett, that the returning
officers for the Dominion and Local Parlia-
ments shall be residents in the distriets in
which the poll is holden, and that the Legis-
lature be petitioned to make this law.

The Secretary-Treasurer pointed out that
it would be necessary to petition both the
Dominion and Local Houses.

The resolution was amended by striking
out the word ‘‘Dominion,”’ and carried.

Coun. Rutherford presented two bills from
Peter Wood for services as a valuator in
adjusting the taxes for the Stanley Land
Company, and for the Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick Land €o., amounting to $12 in
each case, or at the rate of $3 per day.

Coun. Coburn pointed out that the
valuator’s salary had been fixed at a lower
rate than $3 per day, and the bhill was
ordered to be paid at the rate fixed by the
Council at the time Mr.Wood was appointed.

Coun. Hoyt moved, seconded by Coun.
Coburn, that the Secretary-Treasurer be
authorized when he advertises the time for
holding the Municipal elections, to give
notice that any one intending to run for the
office of Councillor in any parish can obtain
all or any necessary information in regard
to the same by calling on him—Carried.

Coun. McNally moved, seconded by Coun.
Nason, thatall stray animals should be
advertised in a paper;published in the County
for 14 days previous to their sale; nothing
herein to interfere with the present law.

Coun. MgNa.lly explained the fairness and
advantagesd of this motion to people who had
cattle astray, and the motion carried.

they had met and conferred with the Com-
mittee of the City Council in July last, and
found that at that date there was due by the
City to the County the amount of $768.23 on
account of the Administration of Justice,
which had since been paid by the city.

Coun Rutherford explained by reading a
letter which stated that the trip in Woods’
case was a long and expensive one.

Coun. Colter said that the valuators could
not put in any extras; they were paid so
much per day and had to pay their own ex-
penses.

Coun. Calhoun moved, seconded by Coun.
McCormick, that the jail limits which now
only extend half a mile from the jail, be ex-
tended from the common jail to a distance of
three miles in all directions; and that the
present by-law defining the jail limits be
rescinded.

Coun. McCormick said he was in favor of
the resolution, which carried.

Coun. Murch reported from the Printing
and Stationery Committee that they had
advertised for tenders, and that the tender
of G. Fred. Fisher for printing the Auditor's
Accounts, and the tender of Messrs. Me-
Murray & Fenety for supplying the stationery
being the two lowest respectively, they had
accepted them. He laid the tenders before
the Board so that any who wished to see
them could doso. A report had been spread
abroad that he had been influenced by the
Deputy Secretary-Treasurer in giving the
tender to Messrs. McMurray & Fenety. This
he denied absolutely and explained the
matter to the satisfaction. of the Council,
showing how groundless this base charge
was.” He submitted the tenders as evidence
in support of what he said,

The report was received and adopted.

Coun. Pinder reported from the committee
appointed to get plans and enquire into the
expense of erecting the Record office and
other county offices.in the lower flat of the
County Court House, that they had decided

one-third of the lower flat be set aside for the
purposes of the market, and that the rest be
utilized for the proposed Record office, County
Council room, other county offices, &c. ; that
a large vault be put in; that the expense of
these improvements be not more than $2,500 ;
and that a committee be appointed to prepare
a bill and petition to go before the Legisla-
ture, authorizing them to do this snd to carry
out the proposed improvements afterward.

A motion for the adoption of this-report
was made.

Coun. Coburn said he-was willing'to sup-
port this report so far as the Record office
was concerned, but not any further. The
position of the financial affairs of the county
would not permit of their doing any more
than the Record office.

Coun. Rutherford said he was satisfied with
the present room, and moved in amendment,
and it was seconded,that this Council,recog-
nizing the necessity of providing a new Re-
cord office for the better security of the county
records, do authorize the Secretary-Treas-
urer to prepare a bill to be presented to the
Legislature at its next session, giving the
Council the necessary authority to establish
the Record office, and other offices, in ‘the
basement of the County Court House, and
that a committee of seven be appointed to
procure plans for and superintend the erec-
tion of the same.

Coun. Pinder said they had brought in the
report because they saw, while making other
improvements, they could also put in a much
more commodious council room for very little
more money. The county, he held, was in a
good position financially.

Coun. Murch pointed out the disadvanta-
ges of the present (Council room, and thought
that, as they had to provide a Record office,
they might also have a room for committees,
&c.,on the lower floor,indicating out the dis-
advantages they labored under at present in
this respect; but he did not go for taking up
so much of the lower flat as would spoil it
for a counéry market. He was in favor of
having the Council room down stairs.

Coun. Colter opposed the putting of the
Council room down stairs. The ceiling was
low, he said, and he thought the present ac-
commodations ample enough, as there was
not much danger of any of the Parishes di-
viding and sending more members, as had
been hinted at. .

Coun. McCormick opposed the report. He
said the present Council room was pretty
comfortable, but they must have the new
Record office.

Coun. Murch pointed out the fact that the
County was not so bankrupt as some would
make out. The Auditor’s report showed
that they were very little in debt.

Coun.Everett would not go for any change
but that of the Record Office, The present
Council Rdom, be thought, would do.

Coun. White expressed himself in favor of
a new Council Room, and Couns. Ruther-
ford and Pinder made a few remarks of a
general nature on the subject.

The amendment was then put and carried.

HIS HONOR’S CHARGE

to the Grand Inquest was brief. He said
that he was glad that there was not much to
engage their attention, although this*vas no
doubt owing in a measure to the fact that
the County Court bhad recently opened and
was still sitting. He bad only one case to
bring before their notice, a case of which
they had all probably had some knowledge,
namely, the alleged offence of stealing the
post office box and letters from the Brayley
House. His Honor then recited the chief
facts of the case, and told the Jury that to
constitute stealing the party charged must
have taken the article in question with an
intent to steal, and that if a person was in
such a state of intoxication as to be prac-
tically entirely unaware of what he was do-
ing, the guilty intent would be wanting. In
this case the indictment was framed under
the 72nd Section of the Postal Act, which
provides that to steal, embezzle, secret or
destroy any postal letter shall be felony,
punishable by imprisonment in the Peniten-
tiary for not less than three nor more than
five years, unless theletters stolen contained
money or articles of value, when the im-
prisonment might be for life. The evidence
in this case would show that the letter box
contained33 letters. It wasmaterial for the
jury to consider whether the prisoner, Chas.
Orr, knew there were Jletters in the box and
intended to steal them, and if he was not so
intoxicated as entirely not to know what he
was doing, the possession of the box was
sufficient to warrant them in finding a bill.
In conclusion he said that unless more arises
that appears by the depositions he thought
the jury should find a bill if they believed
the witnesses.

The Grand Jury found a true bill against
Charles Orr for stealing the post office box,
and the prisoner was immediately brought
into Court and arraigned. Heappeared pale
and ill at ease; but pleaded ‘‘not guilty”’ in
a firm, clear voice. 1n replv to the question,
“Are you ready for your trial?’ he said
‘“Not at present,”” and his counsel, Mr.
Rainsford stated that they would not be
ready before Friday.

Mr. Wetmore—“‘I will not be ready before
Friday, as I have a criminal case in the
County Court on Thursday.” ”

Wednesday’s Proceedings.

The case of Elliott and- Merrithew was re-
sumed this morning. At 10 o’clock the Grand
Jury presented the following address to the
presiding Judge: :

“Fredericton, Jan. 17, 1882."

The address was not read in Court, owing
to the fact that the Jury had been formally
discharged the evening before, but a copy
was handed to His Honor; who, in a few
words, acknowleged its receipt, thanked the
Grand Juey very much for it, but said he
couldscarcelyapply to himself all the kind
things they had said.

At the close of the plaintiff's case in
Elliott & Merrithew, Mr. Gregory moved for
a nonsuit which his Honor refused to grant
but reserved the point; whereupon Mr.
Gregory opened the case for the defence.

THE TRIAL OF CHAS. ORR FOR THE THEFT OF
A P. 0. BOX AND LETTERS.

The trial of Charles Orr for the stealing of
the Brayley House P. O. Box containing
letters, was commenced Friday in the
Supreme Court, before Mr. Justice King. E,
L. Wetmore, Esq., Q. C., Deputy Crown
Officer, conducted the case for the Crown,
and H, B. Rainsford, Esq., appeared for Orr.
The following jury was empannelled: Her-
bert Estey, George Good, Perley True, Wm.
Coy, Alex Hainey, Moses White, David B
Barker, Jas Sutherland, Thos A Barker, E
L Dunn, Andrew Anderson, John A Barker.

Mr Wetmore said the indictment consisted
of two counts under 38th Vie, Chap 7, Sec
42, which provides a penalty of from 3 to 5
years, the Legislature having made the
penalty heavier than for common larceny for
the greater security of tho mails. He re-
viewed the circumstances of the case and
said that whether the letters were valuable
or not did not alter the offence with which
Orr was charged.

Byron Coulthard was sworn and detailed
the discovery by him of the fact that the
box was missing, and the subsequent events
until he with others found the prisoner with
a box under his arm which looked like a
letter box. Coulthard took the box from
Orr and handed it to Mr. Belyea. While
they were taking him home, Orr said he did
not take the box, that it was given to him,
and that he would not “squeal.”

Cross-examined by Mr. Rainsford he said
he did not know that the box produced in
court wag the box he saw the man with. He
knew Orr well, and thought he had been
drinking,

James W. McCready was also sworn, and
testified as to the events of the night of the
13th.

J D Neales wassworn, and testified!to over-
taking the prisoner with a box, in company
with others. The box was taken away from
Orr, and he was taken home. The box was
taken to the Brayley House, and he afterwards
saw the box taken from the prisoner given to
policeman Christie. Orr acted like oneunder
the influence of liquor.

Charles A McCausland remembered the
night in question, testified to the eventslead-
ing up to his finding Orr with a box like the
onein court, and tohelping totake Orr home.
He noticed that the P O box was gone from
the Brayley House door, when he came out
on the first occasion. Orrhad been drinking,
and witness thoughthome was the best place
for him, so he and Mr. Coulthard had taken
him there.

A L Belyea also testified to the events of
that evening and the finding of the box with
Orr. He took the box to the Police Court
and gave it to Policeman Christie; the box
had not been out of his hands, and he iden-

tified it.

James A Christie identified the box as the
same one he received from Belyea in the Po-
lice Office, and testified to arresting Orr at 2
o’clock on Saturday morning, when Orr was
pretty drunk and stupid, witness having to
shake him several times. :

John Richards was sworn, and said he
mailed two letters in the Brayley House box
at ten on the night of the 13th. = [Letters pro-
duced and identified.] - The one toMr. Clinch
would be a valuable one, as it contains rail-
way passes.

James McMurray also identified letters
mailed by him in the Brayley House box.
The letters, he said, were of no value, and
Mr. Rainsford drew attention to the fact that
there was & notice on the box to the effect
that letters- containing money were not to be
dropped in.

A J Phair, letter carrier, said he served the
letter box at 12.45 on Friday the 13th, and
found it gone at 5.45 the following &. m. He
identified the box in Court as-the Brayley
House P O box. He saw the box next in Po-
lice Court, where he had opened it. There
were letters in the box. The notice on it
was the customary P O box notice.

P. McPeake, postmaster, testified that
there was a P. O. hox put up at the Brayley
House by authority of the P. 0. department.
Witness had seen box opened in the Police
Court. '

Police Magistrate, John L. Marsh, also
testified to this fact, and had taken a memo.
of the addresses of the letters at that time.
He identified the letters produced in Court as
the same he had retained from the box. He
had known Orr for some time; knew he had
the failing of getting intoxicated. This was
his only fault.

John Woodward sworn, said that he made
an examination last Monday of the place
where the P. O. Box had been fastened at the
Brayley House and found that it had been
fastened by screws and a band. From ap-
pearances il seemed that the band had been
wrenched off by an instrument and the
screws just pulled out.

Here the crown case closed.

Mr. Rainsford said he called no witnesses.

Mr, Wetmore addressed the jury. He
thought the case had been made out. The
taking must have been felonious, and the
presumption was that the prisoner took: it.
It may be contended that because the
prisoner was drunk he wasnot guilty. This
is a matter for the consideration of the Judge
in awarding punishment. If the intent was
merely to do malicious mischief it would not
be larcency, but there was no evidence that
he intended to restore the box, and under
these circumstances he should be found
guilty.

Mr Rainsford, for the defendant, argued
that the possession of the box was not suffi-
cient evidence of larceny, and if the prisoner
was found guilty no one dare pick up a box
in the street. As a general rule drunken-
ness is no excuse, but in some cases it may
be taken into consideration in judging of
the intent. He recited Roscoe’s Criminal
Evidence, page 989. He thought it a matter
of mere mischief. Orr did not attempt to
keep the box, but simply to protect it for the
public.

Adjourned for dinner.

After dinner Judge King delivered his
charge to the jury, He said it was clear
that the box was violently taken from its
place by some one improperly. It was either
taken through malicious mischief or felon-
ously. The questions for the jury were how
did the box come in the prisoner’s possession?
and why did it come there? The prisoner
gives no account of how he came by it.
If he wag able to give an account and did
not, the influence would be that he came by
it feloniously. No doubt drunkenness does
not excuse a crime, but it may be taken into
-account to determine whether there is a
crime or not. It may be considered as one
of the facts establishing the intent. The
drunkenness of a man charged with stealing
may be taken into account to determine if
he had a mind to steal. The prisoner might
have got the box from some one who stole
it.

The jury retired at 2.40, and shortly after
returned into court and rendered a verdict
of “not guilty.”” - Orr was congratulated by
his friends.

In the case of Eliott vs. Merrithew Thurs-
day a verdict was given for the defendent
for $20.

THE County Court re-opened Friday, when
the Bastardy case of the Queen, at the in-
stance of the Alms House Commissioners of
St. Mary’s, vs. Aaron Blaney, was taken up.
Mr. Wesley Vanwart, Clerk of the Peace,
appeared for the prosecution, and Mr. Wilson
for the defence. Verdict ‘‘not guilty.”

THE January session - of Sunbury County
Court did not open on Wednesday. There
wasg but one case to come before it, which
sha been laid over until June next.

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A SKETCH OF PREROGATIVE.

We referred the other day to the dis-
satisfaction which prevailed in the North
West on account of the Railway and
Land phlicy of the Macdonald Govern-
ment. A late issue of the Winnipeg
Free Press shows one phase of this feel-
ing and it must be confessed a very for-
midable one. Referring to the proposed
disallowance by the Federal Government
of the Act incorporating the Winnipeg
and Southern Railway Company our
contemporary says :

. If the Government are determined upon
disallowance in the interests of such a mon-
opoly, the people are equally determined that
the monopoly shall not stand. *The Legis-
lature of Manitoba shall respond to the
unjust edict of the Ottawa authorities by the
re-enactment of the acts granting the char-
ters disallowed. In doing so, the Legislature
will be sustained by the almost unanimous
voice of the people. - Partyism cannot be in-
voked to save the Dominion Government
from dishonor in this matter. The interests
at stake are those of the whole Province.
And the whole Province will unite in their
uncompromising defence against the aggres-
sions of any Federal Government.

Monday’s Ottawa dispatch announced
that the Act had been disallowed. The
people of Canada will watch with the
deepest concern the action which the
people of Manitoba will take in this
crisis. The St. John News attempts to
justify the course of the Government by
representing that “The object of this
act was to tap the railway traffic of the
North West at Winnipeg for the benefit

".of ‘the Northern Pacific. Railway. ,The
Act was passed by the Manitoba Legisla-
ture. The disallowance has taken place
in the interest of the Canadian Pacific
Railway. It was deemed of great im-
portance that the traffic of the fertile
belt should be secured as fully as possi-
ble for the Canada Pacific through line.”
Accepting this as an accurate statement
of tha &ase let us see whether the disal-
lowance can be justified. Our readers
will mark that it is all done in the interest
of the through Canadian line; but we
have the authority of the News and its
associates, for the statement that there is
to be no through Canadian line—that the
Canada Pacific is' to have its eastern
terminus in the Upited States. Now, if
this be the case, we submit that whether
the freight of the North-West is carried
alongthe north or the south shore of
Lake - Superior is immaterial. The
pleasing dream of a great Canadian line
from ocean to- ocean has vanished, and
while it is unfortunately the law that the
Canada Pacific Railway Company shall
have no roads in the North-West, it is
eminently unjust to the people of the
Dominion that an attempt should be
made to extend the territory, over which
this Company has absolute sway, to the
farthest east ; because we contend that
if all competing lines between the East-
ern Canadian Railway system and Win-
nipeg are to be crushed out in the inter
ests of the C. P. Company, the latter are
given a monopoly of the traffic from one
ocean to the other. If the offer of the
Gibson-Howland Syndicate had been
accepted, not only would a large amount
of money and land have been saved, but
such complications as this would have
been avoided. We are not disposed to
question the acknowledged right of the
Crown, as represented by the Tory Gov-
ernment, to disallow any bills; but we
do hold it to be a most unwarrantable
stretch of the!prerogative in the present
instance.

‘WuEeN the Editor of the Sun feels par-
ticular bilious he abuses the Editor of
the Heratp. As while he is doing this
he is not vilifying any one else, and his
contemptible rubbish does not hurt us in
the least, he is welcome to expend all his
venom upon the Herarp. He could not
find any one whom his slanders and
falsehoods would annoy less than they
do us. What makes him particulary
angry now is the signal failure he made in
his attempt to confound the HEraLp on
the Annexation question. Our article,
which gave rise to “all this perturbation,”

_ did not contain one word in approval of
Annexation ; -but on the contrary de-
clared our opinion that such a step was
unnecessary. It, however, advanced cer-
tain propositions which were unanswer-
able, and feeling their inability to meet
them the Sun and Capital have both
labored to extort from us something
which could be construed into an ex-
pression of Annexation sentiments, with
no other result than to make themselves
rediculous, and to receive a rebuke from
one of the papers on their own side of
politics. Whereupon they both took up
the role of slanderers, the Capital attack-

ing the business standing and prospects

of the HEeraLp, and the Sun the
personal character of the Editor of
the HeraLp. This is the way the
organs of ¢ the party of gentlemen” con-
duct a political discussion. Intothe mire
ofs-personal abuse the HeraLp will not
descend. When the editor of the Sun
takes that ground, he has the advantage
over us which every blackguard has over
a gentleman ; but when he or any of his
faction are prepared to discuss the exist-
.ence of a sentiment in favor of annexa-
tion in the Province, the reasons for its
existence, and the manner in which it
. can be the soonest removed, the HeraLp
“s prepared to mget them.  Whilevthese
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Tory sheets are parading their sham in-
dignation aud protestations of a frothy
loyalty, they do not feel, the people of the
country are anxiously asking themselves
these questions—What has the future in
store for us? -Is the drain upon our po-
pulation to continue? Shall hundreds
and thousands of our young men annex
themselves to the neighboring Republic
every year? Shall we ever play any other
part than that of tax-payers in Canada?
And they will have an answer to these
questions, in spite of all the rant and
sloppy rubbish the scribblers for the
Tory sheets can put upon paper.

THE EFFECTS OF TORY MISRULE.

We learn from many sources that a
profound feeling of dissatisfaction exists
in the Northwest, arising from the Railway
and Land policy of the Government. Com:--
menting upon this unfortunate state of
things and upon the growing discontent
in the Maritime Provinces, the Ottawa
Free Press usesalmost the same words as
the Maritime Farmer did, when speaking
of the effects of the Government Railway
policy. It says that “Sir John Macdonald
will bring about the disintegration of the
Dominion if his reckless career as Premier
is not brought to an early termination.”
The Tories took office in 1878 under false
pretenses, and having done so, proceeded
to establish what they misnamed “A
National Policy.” Whether this policy is
a national one can be best judged from
its results; therefore it is well to enquire
what the Government have done under
the clouk of this policy. They have
pledged the whole faith and credit of the
Dominion and mortgaged every acre of
land in it to pay railway monopolists to
take full and absolute control of all the
carrying trade of the great West for the
next twenty years—a monopoly which
proposes to build up a foreign seaport,
while the wharves and warehouses of our
Maritime cities are deserted. They have
inaugurated a policy of taxation which
grinds the poor and swells the gains of
the rich, and is producingin the Provinces
by the sea a profound discontent with
their connection with the Dominion.
They have instructed their organs in these
Provinces to decry everything which is
calculated to foster and develop their
resources, and to hold out allurements to
their bone and sinew to emigrate to the
West. They have refused to do the
simplest act whereby our trade might be
developed. They have adopted a land
policy in the West which will prove: the
curse of the country if it is adhered
to. They have refused justice to Manitoba
in the matter of its public lands, so that
the people complain, with best of reason,
that immigration is more of an injury than
a benefit to them. They have given
cause to the feeling of dissatisfaction in
the Northwest, referred to at the firs: of
this article, a dissatisfaction which is all
the more injurious to the Dominion, be-
cause at this time the eyes of the.world
are turned towards Canada. They have
inaugurated en era of extravagant ad-
ministration, which is calculated to injure
the country socially, politically and finan-
cially. They have handicapped all the
chief industries of the people. They have
piled up a load of unnecessary taxes.
They have driven our people away by
thousands. They have adopted a fiscal
policy antagonistic to the mother country,
and when public feeling in England and
in Canada finds in consequence an expres-
sion in a desire either for a more intimate
political connection with England or the
greater independence of Canada, their
leader openly professes himself in favor of
annexation in preference, while the lesser
lights of his party vociferously applaud.
These are among the results of the great
N. P., which, be it remembered, has not
increased the purchasing power of the
people to the extent of -a dollar, while it
has added to the cost of all the neces-
saries of life.

~ WATER WORKS.

In to-day’s Herawp will be found
an able letter discussing the ques-
tion of water works from an opposi-
tion stand point. The writer makes his
points well and presents what may be
called the popular view of the question
especially in his reference to the manner
in which the opinion of the ratepayers is
to be takennext Monday. The vote
which Will be then thrown will not be in-
dicative of the true state of public senti-
ment upon the subject of on artificial
water supply. We have heard warm
advocates of water works say that they
would feel compelled to vote in the
negative on Monday. It may be ac-
cepted as a fact that the popular vote
would not under any circumstances, just
at present, give a majority for any scheme
which would necessitate an increase of
taxes; although we think the real
property owners would do so. The result
of Monday’s voting will neither hasten
nor retard water works, the introduction
of which at a very early day may be con-
sidered as good as settled unless very
unexpected obstacles present themselves:
Referring more especially to our corres-
pondent’s letter we think it not unreason-
able to expect a reduction in the rate of
insurance in this city to follow an
adequate . supply of water for fire
purposes. Competition between the
Companies would probably ensure this,
and there may be some facts in the
case of Moncton, of which our correspon-

dent is unaware, which if stated would
account for the very high premium paid

there.

PROTECTION IN GERMANY.

‘We mentioned the other day that a
pamphlet had been compiled from the
cial reports to the Government of the

{Boards of Trade, giving the results of

rotection in Germany. Among other
things, this pamphlet sets ous that :—

'Nearly every onc of the districts, whether
mining or manufacturing, in the interior or
on the sea coast is compelled to announce an
‘ obstinate stagnatjon in all branches of
trade’’; while a large majority openly charge
the new protective policy with such a disas-
trous result. The report from Berlin states
that the sanguine views of the promoters of
the new duties have given place to “disap-
pointment.” . . . . . .

In the province of Saxony it has been dis-
covered that the burden of the new duty
falls, not on foreign countries, but on Ger-
many itself:-while among the towns of the
other states, Offénbach-on-the-Main deplores
‘‘the increased pauperism of the laboring
classes, as an effect of the new tariff.”’ Re-
ports of a precisely similar character are pre-
sented from Hanover, Munich, Augusburg,
Stuttgardt, Mannheim, and many more, the
fact being that only two or three towns in
Germany are favorable to the new policy.
The free cities of Hamburg and Bremen record
“their opinion in very strong language to the
effect that the abandonment of the policy of
free trade was based upon a radicallly false
theory, and can never tend to further the
general interests of the nation.

The compiler of the pamphlet thus
summarizes the matter:

A small number of industries and joint
stock companies may have reaped benefit
from the new duties, but for the grand total
of the other trades of Germany the tariff hac
proved to be not a protection, but a burden
to national labor. The high price of the
necessaries of life is a fact which cannot be
denied. The laborer’s wages also have been
unaltered, or have gonedown. Inmany cases
there can be no doubt that the condition of
the German workman has materially deterior-
ated.

It will be noted that these are not the
expressions of a political party anxious to
make capital against the government, but
are collected from official returns to the
government. They bear out exactly what
was foretold of protectior. both in Europe
and Canada—the aggrandizement of a
few of the rich at the expense of the poor.

Mr. Domville’s
scheme is for the Government to buy the
Railway from Ottawa to Quebec, bridge
the St. Lawrence at Quebec and bring
freight to Halifax and St. John as cheap-
ly as the Canada Pacific Railway people
can take it to Portland. This would
necessitate the expendit-uré of about
$15,000,000 in cash and the carriage of
freight for all time to dome a distance of
280 miles for nothing. Thus we see that
according to Mr. Domville, before the
people of the Maritime ’rovinces can
secure their share of- the benefits result-
ing from the construction of the Canada
Pacific, an annual charge upon the
revenue must be incurred fully equal to
the total a.nount of interest on the cash
subsidy for which the Gibson-Howland
syndicate were willing to build the rail-
way, under restrictions which would have
secured its benefits to the Canadian
people.

WE think the County Council will make
a very great error if they do not provide
suitable offices in the basement of the
Court House for all the County officers.
There is very much wore roo.u there than
is needed for a market, and if there were
not, it would be better to provide other
accommeodation for the country people
than to prevent the public offices and
records to rewain scattered over the
town as they now are. The Registrar's
books and papers are in a most unsafe
and inconvenient place. The records of
the Sheriff’s office, of the Secretary-Trea-
surer, thejCounty Auditor, the Clerk of
the Pleas, and the County Court, are at
the mercy of the first fire which attacks
the buildings in which they are situated.
A very few minutes would suffice for a
fire to do irreparable dawnage, and the
Councillors who stand in thé position oi
custodians of the County records cannot
justify a refusal to authorize the needed
expenditure. The County of York is
abundantly well able to afford safe and
convenient offices for the keeping of its
valuable docuwments and records, and the
transaction of public business. It these
can be provided for $2,000, or less than
fifty cents per head of the ratepayers, in-
cluding those of the city, there should
not be a mo.nent’s hesitation in author-
izing-at once-the needed changes in the
basement of the Court House.

Tue United States Government has
been coquetting with the South American
Republics. It now proposes a Convention
to which they shall each send two repre-
sentatives, Mexico and Central America
to do the same, and that at this conven-
tion a mutual understanding shall be
come to as to how far European inter-
ference shall be hereafter tolerated in
American affairs. Brother Jonathan has
his eye on a trade, we fancy. He very
insinuatingly offers to pay all expenses
attendant upon the Convention, and ‘in
the most courteous manner possible dis-
claims any intention of interfering in the
internal affairs of his neighbors. The
Washington authorities are farreaching
in their schemes. A political alliance of
States, extending from the Bay of Fundy
to Cape Horn would be a combination
which, if it did not prove “unweildy,
would be irresistible. Such an union
may not be so far off as at first sight
seems probable.

THE CANADA TEMPERANCE ACT.

The Capital,in its local columns, has
been handling the administration of the
Canada Temperance Act with a great
deal of vigor. Our contemporary cannot
speak too strongly of the mischief which
has been caused by the manner in which
the working of this law has been hamper-
ed by the Supreme Court. It is not
becoming for us to insinuate that the
learned judges have not been entirely
conscientious in the course they have
taken. We believe that they have been.
N evez:theless, we submit with all respect.
that they have not been very politic in
the manner in which they have dealt
with it. It is not to much to say that
the Supren:e Court has lost something of
public esteem since this law came into
operation in Fredericton, and that cer-
tain men, who have boasted that they
could violate the law with impunity so
long as they had money enough to fee
a lawyer to take the case into Court, can
point to facts for proof of what they say.
Yet many of the§é men are known
violators, not only of the Canada Temper-
ance Act, but of many other salutory
laws. . They are, or some of them are, the
pests of the community. The trouble
seems to arise from the fact that the
decision of the Court in Orr's case, to the
effect that no certiorari would lie where
the Magistrate had jurisdiction, and which
was given by the Chief Justice, and Judges
Duff and Palmer, has not been assented
to by Judges Weldon and Wetmore. We
are not aware that the latter has gone so
far as to express his dissent from it; but
we are informed that in Hackett's case,
which it was expected would settle the
matter, he was not prepared in Michael-
mas Term to give his judgment. The
right of the Court to grant a certiorari may
therefore, since a re-argument of it was
permitted, be fairly considered an open
one, and where we think the Bench was
impolitic was in not settling it long ago.

COURTS OF JUSTICE.

The disgusting farce which has been
enacted at Washington in the name of
the administration of Justice has aroused
the attention of the whole American
people. It is seen clearly that the law
will be brought into contempt unless
greater dignity characterizes the p‘ro-
ceedings of the Courts, and the press has
taken to comparing the conduct of Eng-
lish and American judges, greatly to the
disadvantage of the latter. We are ac-
customed to laugh at the forms and
ceremonies with which our ancestors. in-
vested the administration of the law; but
they are not without their-uses. It is
well that there should be a marked dis-
tinction between 'so solemn an act and
all other proceedings ; but unfortunately
in these levelling days this fact is not
kept in remembrance always, and we
have witnessed scenes even in the Courts
in this Province which were not  calcu-
lated to increase the respectin which
our highest tribunal ought to be held.
Public opinion would sustain a new de-
parture in this matter in the direction of
greater dignity and decision, and we are
satisfied that the Bar would unite with
the Bench in any effort likely to promote
the due and_proper administration of
justice. While there may be no especial
difference between a Judge and an ordi-
nary citizen personally, there is yet-a
great difference in their position before
the eyes of the community, and the law
will suffer in popular esteem if those who
occupy the highest judicial positions do
not remember the vast importance of
firm, dignified conduct. The time was
when it would have been considered an
outrage upon society for a newspaper to
speak disparagingly of a Judge and when
the Courts were regarded almost as sacred
from the criticism of the public, if it is
not so now, we do mnot think the
fault lies with the public. We earnestly
hope that in New Brunswick the gentle-
men who occupy seats upon the Supreme
Court Bench will bring to bear upon the
discharge of their duties not only their
well-known learning, but their strictest
sense of dignity and decorum, that we
may avoid altogether the rock from
which our neighbors’ ship of justice has
so narrowly escaped destruction.

There is unfortunately very little room
for doubt that the Eastern Provinces, and
especially New Brunswick and Nova Sco-
tia, will be neavy losers by the develop-
ment of the North-West.

The so called “ National Policy” is sim-
ply the outcome of pastand present ex-
travagance, and cannot be justified by
reference to any principle other than this,
that the country ought to meet its en
gagements as they fall due. The people
not being willing to have resort to direct
taxation, it follows, as a matter of course,
that whatever party is in power will be
compelled to continue a high tariff.
Nevertheless such alterations ought to
be made in details as will make the burden
of taxation bear as lightly as possible upon
the staple industries of the country and
the laboringclasses. The nearer we canap-
proach to free trade the better, in view as

well as of the interests of our own people |

as of the relations in which the Dominion
stands towards the other parts of the
Empire and the United States.

Upon the Temperance question the
HzraLp will occupy no uncertain position;
but will give its assistance to any well de-
vised attempt, either by legislation -or
otherwise, to suppress the use and traffic
in intoxicating liquors.

The HerarLp will enideavor to keep its
readers informed as to the progress of
thought in the domain of religion and
philosophy, without occupying any ex-
treme or partisan pos‘ition: neither pub-
lishing anything merely because it 1s
novel, nor omitting to do so because it
assails some generally recognized opinion.

The élergymen resident in the city will
be requested to favor the readers of the
HEerarp by permitting the occasional
publiéation in exienso of sermons by them.
A special effort will be made to keep a
record of what is transpiring in the
religious’ world. No prominence will be
given to any one -denomnation over
another, but it will be our constant aim
in the matter of news to treat all classes,
creeds and sects with even-handed Jjustice.

The Herarp will devote considerable
attention in its tri-weekly issues to City
matters, and it invites any of the rate-

MosLEM SIGNS AND PORTENTS.

The world is about to pass away. and
there is trouble and distress at Yeldiz
Kiosk.

But the greatest of all the signs, though
not clearly, specified in the Koran, has
always been held to be the apparition of
the Mahdy, concerning whom, a(y:,cording
to Mahomed prophesied ' that the
world should not have an end till one of
his own family should again rule over the
egg of Islam, whose name and whose
father’s name should be the- same "with
his own his father's own, (Addullah.)
Traditions on this point are, however
numerous and conflicting. Many believe
that the Mahdy will be an incarnation of
God upon earth, and that only his Vekyl
or viceregent, will belong to the noble
tribe of the Koreish, while some go even
further and add that this Vekyl’s name
will be Abdul Mulallid, and that theMah-
dy will make his appearance during his
third Cherriffate. Others again hold that
the Mahdy’s own name will be Abdullah,
but that after his appearance he will in
due time die and be succeeded by his
father, Mohammed, who will be- raised
from death for that purpose, and, together
with Jesus, the son of Mary, will fill the
whole world with the knowledge of God
and of El Islam. Whatever these minor
discrepancies may be, there is, however,
a general consensus among Mussulmans
that toward the beginning of the }4th
century of the Hegriia descendant of the
prophet of the tribe of the Korish, will
rule over the Arabs, and that at that
time the Mahdy will reveal himself at
Mecca, and the era of the Caliphate be
brought to an end.

Two years only separate us from the be-
gining of the fourteenth century ; Abdul
Mutahb, for the third time Cheriff of
Mecca, is reported to have raised the
standard of rebellion and proclaimed him-
self ruler over the Arabs; and lo ! the
Mahdy himself has appeared, and made
himself known at Mecca in the person of
Abdullah, the son of Muhammed by a
mother of the name of Emineh.
