Promptnessis more than half the
battle. A few weeks ago we pub-
lished an article regarding the
payment of debts,and what we then
sald bears so directly on our own
business, that we cannot do better
than re-produce & ~portion of the
article. Among other things we
then said: '

“The most serious impediment in
the way of satisfactory business
is the lack of prompt payment.
A large number of those who con-
tract bills, great or small, seem to
think that any time will do to
pay, that the creditor can get|
along very well without this par-
ticular amount. But if several
hundred are ofthe same opinion, it
meansa very considerable sum to
the creditor. Dbes it ever enter
into the minds of those people
that the man who has supplied
them with the goods has to pay
for the same; has to pay rent,
wages, and numerous other. inci-
dental expenses, for which he has
to depend on those to. whum he
sells? The creditor is not unfre-
quently told that he may be very
thankful if he gets his money by
coming forit. Well,it is not un-
likely that nearly every one who
receives money due him, even
when he goes for it,is thankful ;
but is the debtor,generally speak-

_ing, justified in putting the credi-

tor to the trouble and expense of
going for what is due him. A
man’s time is worth money, and

. he cannot travgl very far or very

long without incurring more or

- less expense; meantime his busi-

ness at home is neglected; so that
by the time he gets his money, if
he does get, it, he will have very
little of it to bring home.

“Perhaps a few illustrations will
bring this phase of the question
more properly before the mind of
the average reader. Among the
experiences of the writer in these
matters was one~ where a debtor
was furnished with a statement
of his account, overdue for a con-
siderable length of time. K The
amount was only a very few dol-
lars. Hereceived a letter b re-
turn mail stating that if he want-
ed his money he might come for
it,or words to that effect. Now,
by what motive could this man
have been actuated? It could not
have been that of economy, for he
invested in a three-cent stamp for
the purpase of telling the creditor
his candid opinion, regarding the
transaction. Neither did he show
good business tact, for the same
letter which conveyed his declara-
tion of principles, might just as
well have contained the money
due. In this way he could have
discharged hisiobligation ' without
extra expense to ' himself, and
satisfaction to.the creditor, and at
the same fime he might have en-
closed quite a lengthy document
setting forth = Lis opinion of the
editor. His place was somewhat
difficult of access, and had the
creditor acted on this man’s ad-
vice, and ‘admitting that he col-
lected what was due him, he
would likely be in debt by the
time he ‘returned home.

“Another. case is recslled in
which the creditor having gone.to
collect a bill, so as to afford every
convenience to the debtor, was
told the father was not at home,
although he was seen at the house
a few minutes previously. See
for what evil that man makes
himself responsible by Zsuch con-
duct. He tellshis children to lie,
and by his example teaches them
deception in their tender years.
In other cases stamped envelopes
were sent out so as to saveev
gessible tropble to the debtors.

ome of these were carefully pre-
served and forwarded perhapssix
months afterwards, containing—
not the amount due—but a birth,
marriaﬁe, or death notice,or some-
thicg else that was expected to be
published free of charge. Any-
one will readily understand the
desire such persons have for the
success of the creditor’s business.
Notwithstanding these facts, those
persons who are afforded "every
reasonable opportunity of paying
their just debts, if any pressure
were brought to bear on them in a
legal way, would, in the coolest
manner possible, tell you they had
never been asked to pay, and
would regard -themselves as very
harshly treated.”

Liurier’'s Specches in” the West.

So far as the verdict of the Can-
adian Northwest, and far west is
concerned, Laurier’s speech mak-
ing, on his recent tour, “had
nothing in it.” No doubt his per-
formances were graceful and his
eloquence charming, butwhen he
was gone, the people, most natur-
ally, seem to have awaked to the
fact that he had said nothing that
made a lasting impression; nothing
that set them a thinking; that he
had made no positive enunciation
on the living politieal isswes, nor
declared any defiinite or rational
policy. This is the view of the
situation taken by the Victoria,
B. C. Colonist, edited by our
quondam townsman, Mr. Henry
Lawson. Commenting on the
Montreal Star’s article on “the
demon of  indefiniteness,” the
Colonist says :
“The Star, which, by the way, is by
no means unfriendly to Mr Laurier, has
etruck the nail on the. head. Mr
Laurier’s indefiniteness made his fine
epeaking 6f no avail. “ Thé fpeople “of
lg: West lked to hear him, and they
were pleased while they listened, but he
left them nothlugto—wniik about after
he had departed. There was nothing
to take hold of in his discourses. His
most ardent admirers could not frame
anything that had the afpe&mnce ofa
licy out of the material with which
e had supplied them. It was rhetori-
cal froth of the lightest kind, which dis-
appeared as soon 88 an attempt was
made to grasp it. Some of the followers
are attempting ts imitate Mr Laurier’s
ingenious and plausible indefiniteness,
but they capnot succeed. To make a
good impression and to raise hopes
without really saying anything is al-
together beyond them. We have no
doubt they are wondering how in the
world it was that Mr Laurier managed
to produce a favorable effect while he
was speaking. The mystery is too
deep for them to fatham. 7They can-
sotcall up Mr Laurier's familiar from
the vasty deep. If they could they
would have little difficulty in making
long and pleasing speeches with nothirg
inthem. The man who propounds =
new trade policy for the Dominion of
Canada must not be possesesed by a
spirit of indefiniteness. He must have
something definite and substantial to
say to the people; something that thed
nca take hold of—can assimilate any
can communicate to others-” °

No doubt the people of the
Pacific Province, expected Mr.
Laurier to make some attempt at
enunciating a definite policy; but
once the spell of his eloquence
was gone, the bubble was burst.
So that as a resuit of Mr Laurier’s
eighty-nine speeches, the condi-
tion of his party in the west is
likely to be worse than before.

An important step was taken
by the government at Ottawa on
Friday last, as affecting the manu-
facturers of the country. Recently
Hon. Mr. Bowell made the promise
that he would recommend conces-
sions regardidg drawbackson the
duties of articles entering into the
construction of goods manufactur-
ed in this country for export.
The minister of trade and com-
merce has lost no time in redeem-
ing his promise. . At Friday’s
meeting of the cabinet an order-in-
council was passed amending the
regulations governing ™ the pay-
ments of such ‘drawbacks.. The
changes are of a most liberal
character and extend to all ar-
ticles imported, whether manufac-
tured in the country or not, pro-
vided they enter into the construc-
tion of goods which are subse-
quently exported. Hereafter 99
per cent. of the duty paid will be
refunded instead of 90 per cent.
as has hitherto been  the case.
Correspondingly the minimum
amourt of any claim for draw-
back -has been reduced from $50
to $25. "“The effect of this change
will be to.plaee the manufacturers
of Canada‘in the most favorable
position * to compete  with the
manufactured products of adjacent
and other countries in foreign mar-
kets. &

The recent elections’ to the
Northwest Territorial Legislature
have resulted in the return of an
increased majority favorable to
the Government, or, rather, the
advisory council, which is. not ex-
actly what can be called a govern-
ment. The Montreal Gazette
points out that the leader of the
council is a Conservative, and as
barely half a dozen of the mem-
bers of the old Legislature called
themselves Liberals, the process
that increased the Government
majority must have left the
Liberal party in a rgther small
minority. o much ~ for Mr
Laurier’s influence. Referring to
thesame matter, the Hamilton
Spectator says: “Lanrier = had
gone through the country twice,
and both on his westward and
eastward progress, he had made
“masterly,” “powerful,” “telling,”
and “convincing’ speeches, which
had caused such a change of pub-
lic opinion as never g:fore had
been witnessed, and had persuaded
the Tories, in shoals, to enroll
themselves under the “victorious
Grit Banner. Just after the won-

Northwest. S. ,Archibald,
chief engineer on theIntercolonial
railway, has. been appointed
chairman ofthe committee of in-
quiry, His colleagues are Wm.
Pearce, of Calgary, superintend-
ent of mines, and W. H. Allison,
government homestead inspector
Mtnitoba. They are directed to
wmake a full and thorough inquiry
respecting the complaints which
have been made by different
bodies in Manitoba and the North-
west, and for this purpose will
hold meetings at different points
to take evidence.

The ascension of the "Grand
Duke Nicholas to the throne of
the Romanoffs adds another
youthful monarch to the royal
galaxy of Europe. This frail heir
of the crown of the autocrat of all
the Russias is only 26 years old.
He will be called to rule 126,000.-
000 subjects. Thirty-five years
old Kaiser Wilhelm lords it over
50,000,000 Germans. Over the
5,000,000 people of Portugal
reigns King Carlos, who is four
years younger .than Wilhelm.
King Alexander of Servia, with
its 2,300,000, was born in 1876.
Little Queen Wilhelmina, of the
Netherlands, first opened her eyes
upon her 4,700,000 subjects only
fourteen years ago, and the babe
of ~all.the Old World Royalty—
King Alfonso of Spain—was not
born until after his father’s death
in 1886, and presides at the ten-
der age of eight over the destinies
of 18,000,000 people. Thus at
the close of the nineteenth century
246,000,000 Européans find them-
selves under the crowns’ of six
rulers whose average years are
only 22.

A Heart-rendering Case.

The Steamer Princeess Louise bought
to Vancouver, B. C. on Friday last news
of & landslide at Shusharte Bay, the north,
ern end of the Vancouver Island, that re-
sulted in the death of a settler named
Kippling, under the most harrowing cir-
cumstauces. Early on Monday morning
of !ast week an immense landslide occur-
red, A perfect avalanche of dirt and
rock swept down the mountain side crush-
ing the log building oconpied by four
settlers and carried it to the ground.
It stood one hundred feet eut on a
beach burying it in several feet of debris.
The inmates were all jammed between
18gs, partially buried under the earth. It
was some time before any of the pinioned
men got free as the tide was flowing at the
time. The situation was a desperate one.
At last J. McClughan wrenched himself
out from between the logs and clear of
three feet of dirt, which all but smothered
him. Within a few minutes Fred Crosse
and C. Patterson were set fres, their arms
and legs severely squeezed. Poor Harry
Kipling was in a terrible plight. He was
firmly caught by one leg between two big
logs and was covered by earth. By this
time the tide was coming in rapidly and
the water was up to his neck. His com-
panions made frontic eftorts to remove
the logs but without avail. The water had
now reached his chin and desperate means
must be used if his life Was to be saved.
There was only one chance and that was to
amputate his leg. Kipling consented to
the operation being performed and a few
well directed blows of McClughan’s axe
severed the member with such skillas they

ssessed, - his companions bound up the
Ef'uding stump. Settlers lower down the
bay had been attracted by the awful
noise of the landslide and they went up
to assist. Everything possible was done
for Kippling, but it was soon evident that
witnout prompt medical aid his life was
doomed. This-was unobtainable and the
following afternoon he expired. The body
of the unfortunate man was breught to
Victoria for burial. Kipling with his
companions were the pi s of the Cana-
dian co-operative commonwealth of Van-
couver, and Were preparing the way for
other settlers who were to follow in the
spring.

The Late Mr. Meroler.

The funeral of the late- Hon. Mr.
Mercier took place in Montreal on last
Friday. morning. The attendance was
enormous, representatives being present
from all parts of the Province. The
streets along the route were lined with
immense crowds of people and all the
windows were filled. Many houses
were draped in black with suitable in-
scriptions on most of the streamers.
The intention of the family had been to
proceed direct to the church, but at the
last moment it was decided to proceed J
through the principal streets. The
pall-bearers were: Sir Alexander La-
coste, Chief Justice of the Court cf

P., leader of the Liberal party in the
Dominion; Hon. Joly de Lotbiniere, ex-
Prime Minister of Quebec; Hon. F. 8.
Marchand, M. P. P., liberal leader in
Quebec; Mayor Dessaulle, of St. Rya-
cinthe; James McShane, ex-Mayor of
Montreal; Judge Bourgeoige, of Three
Rivers, a former law partner; Robert
McKay, & prominent English Liberal;
L. O. David, president of 3t. Jean
Baptiste Society, and the Hon. Pierré

Hon. Honore Mercier was born in the
month of October, 1849, in the county
of Iberville, and his political career has
been one of the most astonishing ever
given to French Canadian public life.
His father was a farmer, and the early
efforts of the family tended to the sup-
port of Sir George Cartier and the Con-
servative party in the Province of
Quebec. The fatare politician and
leader had kind relatives in Montreal,
and through their influence he was
placed in the Jesuit College in that
city, but it does not appear from the
records of St. Mary’s that the young
man’s masters on Bleury street ever
dreamed that they had a coming
prime minister in process of intellectual
formation. His life as a law student in
Montreal was by no means eventful,
and in due time the advocate who
would one day make so much noisé in
the state found himself practising his
profession in the town of 8t. Hyacinthe
and ably editing the then, as now, Con-
servative oigan of the district. Le
Courier de St. Hyacinthe. While gc-
cupying the Editorial chair Mr. Mercier
was not only a conservative, but a tory,
and his fervent prayer: ““I am a Con-
servative, and I hope the old Conserva-
tive battle flag will be wrapped round
me when I die,” has been quoted more
than once against the man who penned
it. Strange to relate, Mr. Mercier
changed politicel associates when Sir
John Macdonald and Sir George Cartier
pronounced for the confederation of the
British North American colonies, and
soon after he became the champion of
Dorion, of Doutre, and the other Quebec
reformers. Whether Hon. Mr. Mercier
ever modified his views on the confed-
eration question, it is not very easy
to say positively, but the probabilities
are that he always entertained opinions
hostile to the union, and that in this he
was unlike Hon. Mr. Laurier, who
openly declared at the Quebec banquet
that Sir George Cartier was right, andy
Sir Antoine Aime Dorion was wrong
The first time Mr. Mercier ever came
prominently to the notice of the public
a3 a platform speaker was on the even-
ing of Cartier’s defeat ip Montreal east
when, as a comparative stranger from
the country, he delivered an address of
wonderful eloquence and power, which,
as if by magic, placed Lis name before
his fellow-countrymen as one of the
leading tribunes of the people. In 1872
he was elected to represent Rouville in
the house of commons, but his imper-
fect knowledge of the English tongue
precluded him participating to any
great extent in the debates of that
famous parliament, and, in fact, he
only remained two years in national
politics. In 1879 he was returned fo
the Quebec Legisiatare as the repre-
sentative of 8t. Hyacinthe, and it was
really from this time that dates the
wonderful political career of Quebec’s
ex-Premier. He was for afew months
solicitor general in the shortlived
cabinet formed by the Hon. H. G.
Joly de Lotbiniere, and when Hon. Mr.
Chbapleau and his brilliant lieutenants
overthrew that Ministry, Mr. Mercier
followed his chivalrous leader into Op-
position, being finally chosen to lead
the little band of Liberals at Quebec.

Hon. Dr. Ross was Premier of Quebec
when the Riel agitation began to spread
over the Province. A general election
was held in the fall of 1886, and Mer-
cier made this agitation the principal
question -in his appeal to the masses,
after the election of Hon. L. O. Taillon,
the present Premier,took the leadership,
and did everything possible to save the
Government; but to no avail, a major-
ity of the assembly followed Mr. Mer-
cier, who consequently became Premier

orless familiar to all who have read
the papers for the past few years.
There can be no doubt that he had a
grester hold upon the masses in Quebec
than any of his contemporaries,r He
seems to have been generous to a fanlt,
and ready to shake hands with the
bitterest political opponents, mnever
seeming to carry personal enmity into
the domain of politics. -At the-time of
his death, Hon. Mr. Mercier represent-
ed the county of Bonaventure, having
been elected by acclamation four years
8go, and by a good majority on the 8th
of March, 1802, The ex-premier leaves
& widow, two sons and two daughtqrs.
Madame Mercier was Mlle, Bt, Denis,
of 8t. Hyacinthe, and is one of the
most popular ladies in the metropolis.
His last words were: “I am ready to
die, but it is hard to leave my -dear
wife and children. Tell my friends
that my last thoughts were for' them.
Tell my opponents that I have forgotten
all and that I labored for my country.”
The ex-premier had no property, but

his life was insured for $22,000, which
goes to Madame Mercier.

Sad and Fatal Aooldent.

A most sad accident by fire occor-
red, at Moncton, N.B., on Thursday
lagt, by which Mr. ‘Peter McNaughton,
proprietor of the Park hotel, formerly
of this city, came to his death. The
fire, which causod{ﬂs death was dia-
covered in his roomj) about one o'clock
in the morning. The following ac-
count of the sad affair is taken from the
Monctoa 7Times of Thursday: Mr.
McNaughton was alone at the time
and it is supposed that the fire origin-
ated from the explosion of the lamp
which was left burning by his bedside.
The first person to discover the blaze
was hig brother, Dan McNaughton, who
was up about the house at the time:
He says while he was standing in front
of the house, he caught a glimpse of &
flash of light and at the same time
thought he heard cries coming from
his brother’s room. He ran upstairs
and rushed into Peter's room, only to
be greeted witha flame of fire and
smoke. He found about half of the
bed clothing in fiames and detected a
strong odor of parafine. He did mnot
sec his brother at first, but a moment
after the door was opened he dashed
out apparently from behind the door,
his night clothing in a mass of flames.
Mr. McNaughton’s room was on the
second flat fronting on Telegraph atreet.
The same flat was occupied by Mrs.
McNaughton and her daughter, a
younger- brother and Peter (Gallagher
and David Powers. Mrs. McNaughton
teard the disturbance caused by Dan
bursting into his brother’s room and
ran into the hall just a8 Peter emerged
into the hall with his clothing on fire.
With great presence of mind she ran
into her own room and obtained a
blanket which she threw around her
son and smothered the flames as he
fell to the floor. The unfortunate man
was quickly conveyed to a neighboring
house and Drs. Ross, Bourque, Myers
and Miss Charters 'called. Mr. Me-
Naughtoa was found to be burned very
badly. His face and body were severe-
ly scorched. The hair was singed and
his eye-brows and moustache burned
off, while his face was terribly dis-
figured. His limbs were barely touch-
ed, showing that the fire canght in the
clothes at the head of the bed. Mr.
McNaughton had taken some papsrs to
his room and it is supposed thatle
fell asleep while reading after having
retired and left the light burning at the
head of his bed. The first intimation
he probably haq of the fire was when
he was awak by the fire in the
clothing n ahalf suffocated con-
dition he then attempted to get out of
the room, but was unabie to find the

oor.

Peter Gallagher,” section foreman on
the B. & M. railway, who slept on the
same flat as Mr. McNaughton with
David Power, says he heard the racket
and opened his bedroom door to dis-
cover a sheet of flames issauing from
Peter’s room. He and his companion
at first intended to jump from the
window but they found that the fire
was not so bad as it seemed. Gallagher
had his hair singed slightly. An
alarm was pulled in from box 24, but it
did not give the right number. The
firemen, however, were quickly on the
spot, when once they discovered where
the fire was. The building was not
much damaged by fire. he ‘upper
story and the room where the fire
originated were quite badly gutted by
fire and water.

He passed away about 820. The
doctors did all in their power to allev-
iate the sufferings of the young man,
but realized that he could live but a
short time on account of the internal
injuries caused by inhaling the fire and
smoke. The deceased young man was
twenty-five years of age and removed
from Charlottetown to Moncton about
three years ago. He was a native of
Ireland. His father died some years
ago and since that time he has been
the support of his widowed mother and
the younger members of the family
Since coming to. Moncton Mr. Mec-
Naughton ‘made many friends by his
enterprising spirit, and the lamentable
fate of whicki he was the victim w'll be
heard with heartfelt regret.

The remains of the deceased arrived
here on Thursday evening, I'he mum-
bers ‘of Diyvision No. 1.

On Studying the Church
Muslc of the old Hnsilon.

The renewed approval by the Holy
See of the “music of. Palestrina and
of his faithful imitators,” in the
Regolamento recently issued by the
Bishops of Italy, will undoubtedly
give a very considerable impetus to
the study and cultivation of that
ideal style; and it came most oppor-
tunely in the midst of the celebra-
tions in honor of the tercentenary of
Palestrina and Orlando di Lasso, re-
ferred to in the Tablet of the 22nd
ult. A few observations on this
kind of music will, therefore, scarcely
be considered out of place just now,
and it is proposed to lay before our
readers, in English garb, the greater
portion ©f three short articles by
Monsignor F. Schmidt, President of
the Caecilien Verein, choir-master of
Munster- Cathedral etc., * who for
many years past has taken an active
part in the work~connected with the
restoration of the pure church style.
They appeared shortly after the per-
formancé_of Beethoven's celebrated
Missa Soleinis ata concert in Mun-
ster. He writes as follows :

It is not my object on this occasion
to criticize the performance minutely,
and I shall merely remark that the
soloists acquitted themselves of their
task in a highly satisfactory manner
and so did the choir and orchestra
on the whole. At the same time en-
tire satisfaction on the part of the
large audience was but little, if at all,
noticeable. On the contrary, a great
many were completely disenchanted,
more especially those who regularly.
attend the musical performances of
our Cathedral choir. Hence all
sorts of people asked the writer of
these lines how it is that such a
mighty tone-poet as Beethoven, in a
work to which he obviously devoted
.all his great talent, only here and
there hits upon the expression or
effect which the sublfme text requires,
and that consequently this magnificent
work bas failed to attain its object.
The answer can easily be given by
any thoughtful church musician.
Beethoven created this work relying
solely upon himself; it was the out-
flow of his stupendous mind, purely
subjective and regardless of the
ecclesiastical standard according to
which the length of the work and the
musical effects therein should have
been regulated. He allowed his
genius free play, and thus a work
was produced which from a purely
artistic point jof view claims our
enthusiastic -admiration, but which
from a liturgical point of view always
makes us think with regret how difter-
ent it would have been if this mighty
genius had bhad an opportunity of
learning to appreciate genuine church-
like effect, having gone to the only
sources where it can be found pure
and undefiled. And these sources
are the Gregorian chant and the
classical works of the old masters.
I doubt for many reasons whether
Beethoven had afi opportunity ‘of
making himself familiar with the
Gregorian chant, or of gaining an
insight into the classical works of the
old masters. But even supposing
he had, we may be sure that such a
fiery, unrestrained, impetuous nature
as his would never have submitted
to such limitations and wise modera-
tion as are found in the two styles,
the one approved the other adopted
by the Church.

It must, moreover, be taken into
account that, according to the testi-
mony of his biographer Schindler,
“his religious views were influenced
by Deism rather than by any dogmas
of the Cnhurch.” It is, indeed, very
much to be regretted that when he
composed for the Church he did not
subject himself to adequate influence
as regards expression, modulation,
effect, and so on. Had he done
50, his earnest mind, ever aiming at
the highest, would have discovered
musical forms suitable for the sub-
lime words of Holy Mass, and thus
the requirements of liturgy and art
would thave been satisfied in the do-
main of instrumental music. His

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numerous followers of more or less
ability would then, with him, have
striven to imitate ecclesiastical mod-
els and types as regards treatment of
the text, rhythm, etc., and the num-
ber of instrumental compositions
which we are compelled to exclude
from the Church would have been
considerably less.

*

A musician who wishes to com-
pose for the Church must, in the
first place be quite certain that he
knows what expression or effect the
Church herself desires and prescribes
for the sacred words of the liturgy.
This is a requirement that speaks for
itself, Had DBeethoven complied
with it in-his Missa Solemnis it
would, doubtless, not h#Ve . become
what it is now—a gmagnificent con-
cert piece, ; calculated to 8elighta
music-loving audience, or perhaps to
afford them religious edification (?)
frem a purely buman point of view.
But a composition from the Church,
especially Mass, should be something
more than this. It should be a real
prayer,a true worship of God,a worthy
completion of the sacred function at
the altar. Consequently, before at-
tempting to write a Mass a composer
should call to mind that the diffi-
culty and impotance of the task be-
fore him cannot well be exaggerat-
ed. To me it has always beena
mystery how so many persons can
coolly sit down, and in a very short
time produce & whole pile of Masses,
apparently without in the least sus—
pecting that great powers of the
mind, musical and otherwise, are
needed in order to compose music
in accordance with the ideal placed
before us by the Church.

I therefore earnestly entreat our
composers to ponder more seriously
over the subject, remembering that
an extremely important part is assign-
ed to music in the Liturgy, especially
to musjc for Mass. Moreover, they
must study more diligently the mod-
els which comply, as the Church de-
clares,". with the requirements of
genuine liturgical music.

The models, as every half-educated
church musician knows, are works of
the church composers of the fifteenth
and sixteenth centures, especially
Palestrina’s Missa Papae Mareelli
and other compositions written in
the same style and imbued with the
same spirit. ' In the works of Pales-
trina and composers of his school the
words. are musically expressed in a
manner worthy of the House of God,
and calculated to awaken the deepest
feelings of devotion within the heart
of man, as declared by the Cuurch.
It would lead me too far if I were to
attempt to indicate even a small frac-
tion of the passages in Palestaina’s
compositions wherein the sublime
interpretation of the words of the
Liturgy and the devout réalization
of the Holy Sacrifice on the part of
the Princeps Musicae are manifested
in such a remarkably striking way.
To mention only one or two who does
not feel a thrill of devotion when he
hears the deep and solemn strains of
the Benedictus in the Mass Iste Con~
fessor, or even when, he reads the
score? And as regards the marvel-
lous Sanctus in the Missa Brevis,
who does not imagine that he is
listening to the heavenly harmonies
of the angelic choirs? Who does
not think, when he listens to the
mighty Amen in the Credo of the
Missa Papae Marcelli, that he hears
“the noise of many waters,” as the
seer thought he gtd when thé voice
of the Lord resounded in the heaven
ly Jerusalem? In good truth, mean
and insignificent must more than
one of the numerous modern com-
posers appear to a person when the
exquisite beauty of the cempositions
of Palestrina and' his contemporaries
has gone up before his spiritual eye
like a blinding sun. And‘when, as
a further result of this state of mind,
he acquires the virtue of humility,
becoming - cautious and diffident, it
is indeed a blessing for himself and
others, and at the same time the
best way of putting a stop to the
craze for composing.

At the pure and undefiled sources
of the great masters of the Middle
Ages modern composers must fill
their minds with grand and sublime
ideas; they should again and again
dive into these deep works, and take
possession of thém, so that they may
acquire & real feeling for dignified,
church-like effects, and may be able
to form* an opinion: as to whether
such are to“be, found ia’ their own
and other composer's works. This
is what is required in every intelligent
and earnest composer. If he can-
not act thus, owing to denseness or
technical incapacity, then one must
necessarily have serious doubts about
his vocation as a composer. !
€ It fortunately, happens now-a-days
that the study -of thése masters is
much facilitated by many convenient
editions which can be procured with-
out much trouble or expense. I
call to mind Proske’s Collections
(Pustet, Ratisbon), Luck’s (P.
Braun, Leipsic) Van Maldeghem’s
(C. Muquardt, Brussels), F. Com-
mers (Manz, Ratisbon), and par-
ticularly the publications of Doctor
Haberl, who has smoothed the way
more than any one else by means of
the complete edition of Palestrina’s
Works (Breitkopf and Hartel) and
numerous separate editions of Masses,
etc., (Pustet).

Unless there had been an intelli-
gent return to the old masters a re-
form of church music would scarcely
have been possible; without them we
of the Cecilian Society could not
have discovered so easily what it is
that lends dignity, earnestness, a
spirit of prayer and devotion, to a
composition from the Church.
Hence Doctor Franz Witt, the found-
er of the great reforming Society of
Saint Cégilia, studied the best works
of these shasters, Anerio, Aichinger,
Gabrilei, Hasler, Lassus, Lotti, Mar-
enzio, Vittoria, and particularly

iaLa =

Palestrina; he knew them better than
most of h(ils contemporaries and al-
ways,urged others fo .study them.
In ‘this school '_hév'a('quzredy the' $ub-
limity and depth of expression which:
we find in most of his compositions.
Like Witt, other composers (M.
Haller, for instance) studied in the
same school; and whenever I find
that a composition for . the Church is
poor, trivial, undignified, etc., I al-
ways say to myself the composer has
pot studied the old masters.

But in- what way is this study to
be pursued ? Must we give up our
individuality, our own manner?
Does it mean a slavish attachment to
external forms and formul®? Most
certainly not. The form is empty
and dead, it is the spirit that quick-
eneth. As Palestrina has his own
style, and Lessus anothef, and
Marenzio yet another, so all good
composers of the present day, in
spite of the old masters whom they
have studied and upon whom they
lean, have their own specific style of
church mueic, The ideal borrowed
from classical examples accompanies
and fructifies the genius of the crea-
tive artist, who in other things pur-
sues bis course freely and indepen-
dently; and as the fruit of this union
a work is originated which ‘becomes
really useful for liturgy and art.

This is, in my opinion, the effect
produced on a capable composer who
has received his vocation from God.
Moreover, talented composers can,
in’ many respects, go beyond the old
masters, and, in fact, excel them;
their compositions may appear clear,
more intelligible, more pleasing, even
when heard for the first time,because
the composer, having allowed his
genius liberty and independence, in
spite of the borrowed ideal, thinks
and writes under the influence of the
music of the present day. On this
point 1 entirely agree with my pre-
decessor Witt, and itis a view‘ that
can scarcely be assailed. '

Besides this direct return to the
old masters there is another method
of studying them, which may be des-
cribed as the indirect one. I mean
that composers should study the
works of those modern musicians
who have entirely adopted the spirit
of the old masters, and formed their
own style accordingly. I should
even be satisfied if this plan alone
were pursued, if it would enable com-

fore venturing to compose on their
own account. I am certain that the
craze for composing would thus be
kept within proper bounds, and many

The Holy Father
recommends this devotion especially
to the working classes, and to aJl who
are in poverty and affliction. ‘ They
in particular are dear to the heart of
our Saviour, who, when He had at
His feet all that the earth could|
offer, chose a life of labor and of
suffering in the house of a poor
artisan. They will thus learn to
value a state of life which His ex-
ample has consecrated, and to
sanctify their labors and trials by
cheerful resignation to His Holy
Will. All, in a word, should make
the Holy Family their models. In
Mary and Joseph parents will find a
perfect pattern of the virtues which
belong to their state, and they should
teach” their children to imitate the
Divine Child by the practice of re-
verence, meekness and obedience.
And now a word as to the organiza-
tion of the work.

1. The center of the associations
is in Rome, the Cardinal Vicar being
ex-officio its Protector. It is for each
Bishop to establish it in his diocese
at the time he may judge most suit-
able, Once established, it super-
'sedes entirely the old Association of
the same name; but the members of
that older Association do not require
to be enrolled anew. It is sufficient
that they begin faithfully to keep the
rules in their now approved form.
It belongs to the head priest in each
mission, and to him alone (or to his
delegate) to enroll members of his
flock. For convenience, a Diocesan
Director also may be appointed, to
act for and under the Bishop.

2. The Association works as will
be seen, by families and not by in-
dividuals. ~The consecration is of
the family as a whole; but the act of
consecration is made by the head in
the name of all the members, who
each become thereby associates, and
partakers of all the privileges of
membership. In this way while an
unworthy member of a family cannot
deprive those who are faithful of the
blessings conferred by this devotion,
a powerful means is placed in the
hands of the virtuous to reclaim the
erring.

3. The act of consecration may
be made by families singly; or it may
be made in a solemn manner by a
number of families in Church, and
in presence of the priest. This latter
method is strongly to be recommend-
ed.

4. A register will be kept in each
mission, and in it the names of heads
of families who enroll themselves will
be entered, with the number of
members in the family and the'date
of enrollment. Every year ip/ the
month of May, the clergy ,in"gharge
will send to the Diocesan Director,
the number of families enrolled by
them during the past year; and he
will send the total for the whole
diocese to the Cardinal Protector.

With these preliminary explana-
tions, for the honor of our divine
‘Saviour and of His Blessed Mother
and of their holy guardian Saint
Joseph, and in obedience to the will
of the Sovereign Pontiff, we now
hereby establish in this diocese the
Pius Association of Families Con-
secrated to the Holy Family of
Nazareth, and we earnestly exhort
all to throw themselves heartily and
fervently into the practices which it
enjoins.
