A friend baa banded na a copy of 
The Herald, dated- 5th Jan. 1870, 
ooDlaii iog under the caption quoted 
above most iniereating aocouuia of 
travela in the East, by the.late Bis­
hop McIntyre, of Charlotte­
town, who, on the occasion of big 
attendance at the Vatican Council, 
Rome, vieiled the Holy Land and 

.qjher portions of East. We (eel 
sure our readers will find these 
letters interee iog and Instructive. 
Following is the story:

We are indebted to the Very Rev.
Dr. McDonald, V. G., Administra­
tor of the Diocese, for the following 
interesting excerpts of letters re­
ceived from t be Right Reverend 
Bishop MacIntyre. His Lordship 
travelled in company with the Right 
Reverend Bishop MacKinnon. 
They crossed to Europe early in the 
season, in order to have leisure to 
visit Jerusalem and the Holy Lind, 
before the time fixed for opening the 
03 mmenioal Council. To that jour­
ney the following extracts refer.
His Lordship sailed from Venioe for 
Alexandria on the second October. 
The Empress of the French had ar­
rived in the morning, and Venioe 
was holding high holiday. His 
Lordship says:—The excitement 
produced by the presence of Royalty 
on that day, was similar to what was 
witnessed- in Chat lotte town when 
Prit ce Arthur arrived. Sunlight 
seemed settling on everything, and 
peace and happiness reigned sup­
reme on that day all round Venice,
On going on boaid our good ship,
"H. Principe Omgnaoo,” wo found 
a goodly nnmber of passengers. 
The bulk of these was made up of 
musicians and opera!io performers, 
on their way to Seoz, for the grand 
opening of tjje oana|. fhey gre en­
gaged, I understand, for six months, 
at Carlo, apd the Vioetoy has laid 
aside a sum of £12,00 sterling for 
their payment. A few minutes 
after two o’clock, p m., we weighed 
anchor and leaving the interesting 
and picturesque city of Venioe be­
hind, steamed slowly away to the 
Adriatic, through a tortuous channel 
some twenty miles long. Dredging 
machines were at work on all sides 
as we dropped down to the mou b 
of the harbor. The harbor itsell 
was constructed in the palmy days 
of the old Republic. It is of gojid 
stone, and i uns out in two piers 
tbout four miles into the Adriatic. 
On each pier there is a lighthouse, 
and the distance between them is 
thite pii|es. f£he seping syu saw 
us fairly out ou the beautiful blue 
waters of the Mediterranean. Large 
steamers, meiobantmen, and every 
variety of craft, weie steering thgjr 
way for the bat hot Is mouth, with 
every hue and tint of the gorgeous 
sunset upon their sails and rigging 
The musicians on board were nc 
niggards with their art, bgt treated 
us to it plentifully, and so we rushed 
along through the waters—lake 
like in their stiHness-^-to the sound 
of sweet music. Oo Monday, 4 b, 
we ran into Biindisi, a small town 
on the Calabrian coast, to wait for 
the English Mail to Bombay, This 
place, as you know, was destroyed 
by an earthquake in 1793, and 
does not yet appear to have re­
covered from the shock, for it is 
qnalid and dirty in th.e extreme 

The bouses ate bu It in every con­
ceivable shape, an4 all look exceed 
ugly eccentric, Virgil’s house was 

pointed out to us. It has a large 
U underneath, and, as in 

bound, having been the residence of 
a poet, bears away from its neigh­
bors, easily, the palm for eccentric 
ity of look and beating. In the 
vicinity of the town, tillrge is not 
neglected—as the far-spreading 
vineyards on all sides abundantly 
testify. Fora whole daÿ we wait­
ed here. In the evening our mu 
sicians struck up, which had the 
effect of cojleo ing on the quay 
very motly erowd of the inhabitants 
Many of them had, in addition to 
dirty, a very sinister4 appearance.

On Tuesday morning, we were 
again underway, sailing swiftly 
through nalm waters. We had 
however, to learn that the M éditer 
ranean even could, at times, cas 
aside its placidity—the lesson en 
dured for twelve hours, during 
which time our good ship was tossed 
about greatly. This was the only 
piece of discomfort wa bad dorin 
the whole voyage. The captain and 
all his officers were most kincj and 
attentive to our comforts. On fr 
day, 8'b, we sailed into the famous 
Egyptian harbor of Alexandria It 
was crowded with shipping Fifty 
large steamers, about three hundred 
square-rigged ships of heavy 
tonnage, and a countless variety of 
smaller craft, lay around us as we 
entered. Scarcely bad we dropped 
anchor, when we were surrounded

by boats, equipped by Turks, Arabs, 
Nubians, Jews, Bedouins and Christ, 
ians. Their clamor for traffic far 
outstripped the most clamorous 
cabmen of New York or Boston. 
Many of these men seemed intelli­
gent and clever enough ; but all of 
them were, to our ideas, lamentably 
deficient in raiment. A course 
shirt or sack seemed, with these 
people, to fulfil all the duties allotted 
by Europeans to a variety of gar­
ments. In a marvellous brief space, 
our decks were swarming with those 
clamorous postulants for occupation. 
Elbowing and pushing our way as 
best we could, we succeeded in clear­
ing away from the sbip^ and land­
ing io safety io the ancient and re­
nowned oily of Alexandria. A five 
frank piece freed us from the im­
portunities of the Custom House 
officers, and allow us to proceed 
directly to our hottl, We found 
that the steamer for Jaffa bad left 
on the preceding day, and that no 
other would run before the 17th.

After breakfast we drove through 
the city. Its ancient foundation—
332 years before Christ—the scenes 
connected with ohiistian history 
there enacted, the learned and holy 
men that lived and bore sway there, 
the fame of its schools, ard eminent 
doctors, all contribute to make 
Alexandria a place of no mean 
mark in the eyes of the tourist.
Of existing things which strike the 
eye, Pompey’s Pillar is, perhaps, 
the most conspicuous. It is a 
monolith of rose granite, about 80 
feet high, and stands upon a lofty 
hill adjoining the burying groond of 
the Arabs. A statue is said to 
have occupied Us summit at one 
time. 4-t the present day its ap­
pearance is very rough. Around it 
swarms a host of miserable looking 
creatures, on the constant- outlook 
for strangers, to whom they insist 
upon selling carved stones and 
obipe from the p;llar. Cleopatra’s 
needle is another noteworthy object.
It is a lofty shaft of grey granite 
covered on its four sides with 
hieroglyphics, to the very top. 
Where it came from antiquarians 
dispute. It is supposed to have 
been set up to ornament the avenue 
leading to Cleopatra’s palace and 
baths. We saw the ruins of these 
once sumptuous structures, washed 
by the sea. We walked through 
the Catholic burying ground end 
the pleasure gardens, where, ft ur 
times a week, the yiceroy provides 
rnuaio for the people of Alexandria 
We met there Prince Amadeus son 
of Victor Emmanuel. The quarters 
of Alexandria inhabited by Jews 
Tnrk=, Arabs, Syrians and Europe 
ans, we dujy visited. The Europe 
ans and Syrians are io general 

ealthy. But the shops of the 
Turks and the Arabs stem to vie 
with their dresses, ffir a superiority 
u filth. Except among Europeans 

and Turks, the same primitive dis­
regard of clothing prevails with all.

Having a few days at our disposal, 
we pnjjioted a trip ta the anoieut 
City of the Ptwaohs and P.demies, 
&e. Cairo is only 180 miles dis­
tant from Alexandria, with which 
it is connected by a railway. The 
youte run* through a country rich 

od varied in its fertility beyond 
most lands. When', barley, çorn, 
pepper, sago, flix, hemp,
hot ton, lice, sugar, oranges, figs, 
lemons, dates, are all produced io 
vast abundance. In a land so 
favoured by Prodtjepoe, the only 
object that seems to mar the enjoy­
ment of the tourist, is man. The 
half-olad beings that crowded the 
railway stations, as we passed be­
tokened the severest pinohinga of 
want and misery,—a conclusion 
which a glinoe at the buts and 
holes in the ground, where they 
housed, woujd strQn^ly bear-out. 
They are 9(1 per cent worse than 
oar Indians, and Joe Snake would 
most certainly be treated among 
them with the consideration due to 
a Pacha. Whirling along at the 
rate of 30 miles per hour, 6 hours 
brought us to Cairo. As the places 
of interest in and around Cairo ate 
numerous, I shall briefly mention 
the more remarkable, visited by us :

1. Toe house occupied by the 
Blessed Virgin, Saint Joseph, and 
their Divine charge during their so­
journ in Egypt, when they fled from 
Hetod's persecution. Of this 
structure, about ^8 feat are under 
ground—the drifting dust of the 
oily having raised the streets about 
one foot in a century. St. Helena 
built a ohauoel over it. The 
Schismatic Copts, in whqsQ banda 
it now ie, permitted us to visit it.

2. Rhoda, where Moses is said 
to have been pick id up from the 
Nile by Poaraou’s daughter. The 
remnants of a Palace, said to be 
Pharaoh's wherein Moses received 
hie education, were pointed out to 
qs.

3. Joseph’s C anary, where a 
i-even years’ supply of corn was 
kept by the Provident Statesman 
for future contingencies. Jt was 
entirely an underground construct­
ion, 276 feet deep—approached by 
stairs. It is a most extraordinary 
work—difficult of mastery to modern

visitors. Its site is one of the 
highest eminences, commanding 
a view of all the surrounding 
country. At the present time, one 
of the most splendid Mosques in 
the world rises along side of it.

4. Joseph’s Well, from which an 
abundant supply of water still 
issues.

5. A Venerable Old Tree of the 
Sycamore gecne, under which the 
Holy family is said to have sought 
shelter, during their fight to Egypt, 
from the scorching rays of the sur. 
A few francs brought into my pos­
session some of its branches, which 
I intend to get wrought into Chap, 
leis for my friends in Prince Edw 
ward Island.

6. The Pyramids—What trav­
eler in 'figypt dares to mise a visit 
to the Pyramids? We did not, but 
beyond saying that we complied 
with this usage of Tourists, I leave 
all else to the learned and ingenious 
writings of Pilgrims who have pre­
ceded us.

7. An Egyptian Museum, which 
we visited, had in our eyes, a most 
insignificant sameness.

8. The Nile.—Yesterday the 
great River was in full majesty— 
spreading far beyond its ordinary 
channel. The country for miles 
was covered, drops of corn, to­
bacco, &c., were all swamped, to the 
idense grief of the luckless owners. 
So high did the waters rise, that the 
ordinary carriage roads were 
covered, and we had to perform our 
journey to the Pyramids by the 
help of donkeys. We crossed the 
Nila twice in a very neat skiff.

Here the Viceroy is everything. 
As a statesman, he no doubt possesses 
parts. He is a master of the 
English, French, Italian, Turkish, 
and Spanish languages. He copies 
Napoleon in bis desire to improve 
his capital. He constructs rail­
ways, bridges and carriage roads 
in all directions. His manner of 
administering justice ie somewhat 
inde and despotic. He banged, a 
few days ago, thirty of his Pachas, 
without either judge or jury 
Popijir opinion seem- to say that 
he fellows wtl1 deserved their fate, 

Eveiy where he is establishing 
schools for the education of bis 
people. Te the Qbristian Brothers, 
be has given in cash 1500 francs, 
besides land and all the materials to 
build a school. To the schools of 
the Brothers he sent bis own boys 

tor three or four years. 0?er his 
public werks he has always Scottish, 
English or French Engineers, He 
has the reputation1 of great wealth.

In Cairo, where I write this, the 
beat is intense. The dust flies 
abcut like a snow drift, and the flies 

of Egypt ere both numerous and 
vencçflcus, From this you may 
gather what manner of life we lead, 
and will not be surprised to learn 
that we have made up our minds lo 
return to Alexandria, and remain 
there till the 17lb, the day of sailing 
for Jaffa.

Oo our re'urn from Cai 0 we 
found in Alexandria seventeen 
Rishops from Japan, India, China, 
&c., on their way to Rome, to assist 
at the CE mmenioal Council. With 
all due deference to the classical 
as well as to the religious renown of 
the City of Alexandria, we were 
nothing loath to leave It. Accord­
ingly. en the 17th October wa took 
oassage, in one of the steamers be­
longing to the Messagerie Impériale, 
and on the following day arrived at 
Port Said, a small town at the en­
trance oi the Soi z Canal. Oar ship 
had here to unload and load ; so 
taking advantage of the time, we 
stepped on shore to examine the 
city, and take a look at the cele­
brated works ol the Sate Canal. 
Toe city is of recent growth ; its 
population about 10,000 souls; but 
from its communication with the 
fast, aqd with Syria, it is probably 
destined to rise into great com­
mercial importauoe. Its port was 
well filled with shipping,

“We walked a considerable dis­
tance along the banks of the Canal. 
It is somewhere ab>nt 100 miles 
long .and 25 feet deep, giving free 
ingress and egress to ships drawing 
24 feet of water, The country all 
round, as far as the eye could reach, 
ii only a portion of the great Arabian 
Desert.

“Towards evening, oar ship was 
ready for sea, and at 8 o’clock the 
following morning we arrived at 
Jaffa, The harbor is without a

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Melbourne despatches from 
London state that Minister of De­
fence Cook moved the second 
reading of the Defence Bill in the 
Australian House of Representa­
tives giving effect to a decision 
reached at the Imperial Defence 
Conference. He said in addition 
to the announced naval proposals 
that the scheme would eventually 
give a force of 260,000 well trained 
soldiers with a strong line of 116, 
000 and a compact expeditionary 
force would be provided for the 
oversea service. He estimated 
the total annual ‘cost to be £2,- 
500,000. All military and naval 
forces would be interchangeable 
with other States of the Empiçe. 
Compulsion at first would be 
limited to closely populated areas.

The change in the Allan 
Line’s management from 
Glasgow to Montreal will 
probably mean that the thirty 
vessels of the company will 
change their register from 
England to Canada, which 
will mean the addition of 160, 
ooo tons to the aggregate 
tonnage of this country. 
This has been practically ad­
mitted by the Allan Line 
people at Montreal when 
official announcement of the 
company’s changes was given 
out. The directorate of the 
line has been revised, and Mr 
Hugh A. Allan of Montreal 
made president, with Sir H. 
Montagu Allan as vice presi 
dent. This will be a very 
important addition to the 
shipping tonnage of Canada 
and will constitute another 
factor in making the St. 
Lawrence one of the greatest 
water highways of the world 
and Montreal one of the very 
foremost commercial cities. -

On our outside pages to­
day will be found, reproduced 
from the ' Herald of nearly 
forty years ago, most interest­
ing notes of travel by the late 
Rt. Rev. Bishop McIntyre. 
Some among our readers 
have travelled through the 
countries described in this 
narrative and have passed in 
review the scenes therein de­
picted ; and this reproduction 
will afford them an opportun­
ity of comparing the manner 
of travel now in vogue with 
what it was when the late 
venerable Bishop went over 
the ground. The lands 
traversed, the scenes des­
cribed and the incidents 
narrated constitute a theme of 
themostabsorbinginterest.and 
any account of them present­
ed^ by travellers of today are 
as eagerly scanned and as 
deeply appreciated as must 
have been the letters from 
our dear departed Bishop 
forty years ago. The re­
production of this narrative is 
forging a .link between the 
past and present generation ; 
for not only the writer, 
but his travelling companion, 
and certainly the vast majority 
of their associate prelates at 
the Vatican Council have 
passed to their reward. Very 
few indeed remain. Here 
too, the Very Rev. Adminis­
trator “Father Dan,” as well 
as the publishers of Herald 
of that day and many of those 
who were active in the every 
day concerns of life have de­
parted. For these reasons 
we feel sure this interesting 
narrative will be appreciated 
and preserved by our readers. 
For the old copy of the 
Herald we are indebted to 
Mr. John F. McDonald, 
Teacher, whose Father, the 
late Andrew McDonald Cable 
Head, was a subscriber at that 
time and preserved this copy 
in_consequence of its interest­
ing contents. It was pretty 
well broken at the folds and 
it was not very easy to make 
out some of the words ; but 
we think we have not missed

anything As in 1870, so to­
day, the Herald goes weekly 
to the home of the late Mr. 
McDonald. The sons follow in 
the footsteps of the father.

Admitted Under Oath.

As a matter of fact, they were 
caught red-handed, in the act. 
Now we have the Vice President 
of the Queen’s County Liberal 
Association confessing under oath 
that he was responsible for dis­
tributing the precious document 
in Queen’s County. What extra­
ordinary methods our Liberal 
friends stoop to, in the hope of 
securing votes !

The Provincial Exhibition.
The Provincial Exhibition for 

1909 which closed on Friday was 
eminently successful, so far at 
least as attendance and favorable 
weather conditions are concerned. 
As regards the weather, nothing 
better could be desired. It was 
indeed charming, ideal weather, 
almost as warm and calm as mid­
summer. The attendance on 
Wednesday and Thursday, the 
two principal days, sustained the 
record. Altogether there were 
upwards of eleven thousand paid 
entrances, and on Wednesday as 
well as Thursday about three 
thousand people occupied the 
grand stand. In addition to 
these seven or eight hundred oc­
cupied places inside the fence in 
front of the grand stand to view 
the trotting. It will thus be seen 
that from the financial point of 
view the exhibition should be a 
success. As to the extent, variety 
and excellence of the different 
shows, they were as a whole very 
good ; but in our opinion, the 
show within the building was not 
near so extensive as on some 
former years. There seemed to 
be a void some way, when one 
entered. The roots and vege­
tables, grain, butter and cheese 
were fine ; as is always the case at 
an exhibition here. The live 
stock, too, made a splendid show­
ing, whether or not they were up 
to or surpassed that of former 
years we cannot say. Agricul­
tural implements, and different 
mechanical and engineering de­
vices constituted an interesting 
exhibition much admired by 
visitors. The trotting always an 
attractive feature was good ; but 
no extraordinary records were 
made. The acrobatic perform­
ances in front of the grand stand, 
between the trotting heats were, 
for the most part, very good. In 
deed some extraordinarily difjj 
cult feats were performed. The 
grandparade of the prize winning 
animals on the race track Friday 
forenoon, was a irfost attractive 
and enjoyable feature of the ex­
hibition. A parade of such 
splendid animals was a beautiful 
sight. On the whole the exhibi­
tion was a grand educator and a 
pleasant outing for thousands of 
people in town and country.

Imperial Politics

Recent London advices 
indicate that matters political, 
in the Imperial arena are 
warming up to the boiling 
point, and the agents of both 
parties are now convinced 
that a general election will 
take place either in December 
or January. The great ques­
tion at issue in the appeal to 
the people will be preferential 
tariff ; but the dissolution of 
Parliament will depend on 
the action of the Lo^ds re­
garding the budget as the im­
mediate cause. It is expect 
ed that the House of Com 
mons will conclude its dis­
cussion pf the budget about 
the 21st of October, when it

will be sent to the House of!of Lords 
Lords. Upon the course 
pursued in the upper chamber; 
whether the members thereof 
accept or reject in whole or 
in part the budget of the 
Government, largely depends 
the time to be chosen for the 
general election. At present 
the political campaign pro­
ceeding throughout the 
country is approaching that 
of a general election. With 
four hundred new candidates 
both sides appear equally con­
fident.

That the gage has been 
thrown down may be in­
ferred from the declarations 
of the three foremost public 
men of the "country. The 
first to declare himself was 
Lord Rosebery, the most ac­
complished orator in the Im­
perial Parliament, or in the

hr the

leader, and became Premier 
on the retirement of Glads­
tone in consequence of old 
age. Of late it was generally 
considered that he was out of 
sympathy with his party and, 
as he himself declared, he was 
“ ploughing his furrow alone.” 
Several weeks ago it was 
stated that he would pro­
nounce himself regarding the 
budget, in a public speech at 
Glasgow. His declaration 
was anxiously awaited, and 
when the date set for his ap 
pearance arrived an immense 
multitude of the people as 
sembled to hear him. In a 
wonderful speech, he declared 
himself decidedly opposed to 
the budget presented by the 
Asquith Government. This 
was the first shot of the cam­
paign This was followed by 
a counterblast from Premier 
Asquith at Birmingham, the 
home of Chamberlain the 
father of the preferential 
tariff movement. Mr. Bal - 
four, Leader of the Opposi 
tion, lost very little time in 
answering Asquith in a 
masterly speech in the same 
building in which the Premier 
had spoken at Birmingham

We are informed by cable 
intelligence that ex-Premier 
Balfour, in his great speech 
on Wednesday last, definitely 
threw down the tariff- reform 
gauntlet. The budget, he 
said, with its dangerous ten­
dency toward slipshod com­
munism, has raised the most 
important issue for many 
years and the nation had now 
to decide whether it would" 
enter an upward, hopeful for­
ward movement of tariff re­
form or take the first, though 
in nowise the last step on the 
downward track which leads 
to "the bottomless confusion of 
socialistic legislation.

The country’s condition, he 
said, is not now and never 
again can be British industrial 
supremacy. There was 
nothing, unhappily, more cer­
tain than that in many of the 
great industries Great Britain 
was no longer first among her 
equals, was not even second 
among her equals, while in 
some directions she had to re­
joice in holding third place. 
While America was building 
up the greatest commercial 
empire the world had ever 
known, and while Germany, 
wjth unexampled, almost 
staggering success, had proi 
moted the growth of her own 
industries, and through the 
partial, unequal working of 
the “most favored nation" 
clause had become the centre 
of the mid-European body, 
commercially armed against 
British competition, it was 
amazing, even contemptible, 
that the people of the country 
should sit by with folded 
arms, hidjqg themselves be 
hind the antiquated free trade 
formula, and watch other 
empires forging the weapons 
with which they were g j g 
to capture Great Britai i’s 
colonies from her sphere of 
commercial influence. He 
did hot believe the verdict 
would be long delayed. The 
opposing forces of the tariff 
reformers aqd socialists vyere 
marshalling for the conflict, 
but it would not be the House

House of 
Commons which would de­
cide the issue. It rested 
with the voice of the people.

The meeting was highly en­
thusiastic. Everything was 
done to emphasize in his con­
stituency Joseph Chamber­
lain’s position as the pioneer 
of tariff reform, His son, the 
Right Hon. J. Austen Cham­
berlain, who occupied the 
chair, read a letter from his 
father appealing to the demo­
cracy of Birmingham to aid in 
getting the present contro­
versy referred to the people. 
In the course of the letter 
Mr Chamberlain said :

“I hope the House of 
Lords will see the way to 
force a general election and I 
have no doubt of what the 
country's answer will be.”

The letter was tremendous-

public life of Great Britain./>ly cheered. Mr. Chamber 
Rosebery has been a Liberal ïain in his home, Highbury,

near Birmingham, listened to 
Mr. Balfour through an 
electrophone. The meeting 
with a few dissentient voices 
adopted a resolution which 
pledges the Unionist party’s 
loyalty to Mr Balfour’s leader­
ship and announces among 
other things that "recognizing 
that the financial proposals of 
the Government are intended 
to postpone indefinitely the 
policy of tariff reform this 
meeting declares its deter­
mined adherence to that pol­
icy as a necessary means of 
increasing employment at 
home and strengthening the 
Empire at large.”

We may be sure these 
declarations of the leaders 
will be followed up by public 
addresses from Loyd George, 
Chancellor of the Exchequer, 
and other prominent men on 
both sides. Thus the politi­
cal pot will be kept boiling 
until the general elections are 
all over.

Steamer Earl Grey
The new ioe-breaking steamer Earl Grey 

arrived at Charlottetown, on Thursday 
afternoon last, after a very eventful voy­
age across the Atlantic. The -new ice­
breaker was ' built at Barrow-on-Furnace 
by Vickers Sons and Maxim. She is 250 
feet long, between perpendiculars ; 47 feet 
six inches wide, moulded^ her draught is 
17 feet 7 inches, normal ; and h^r dis­
placement is 3,400 tons. Her speed is set 
down at 17 knots. She is schooner rigged, 
with two steel pole masts. She has four 
boilers and triple expansion engines, with 
cylinders 27$, 43 and 70 inches in dia­
meter, respectively. The stroke is 39 
inches. She is painted steel grey, the 
color of the warships. She i^said to cost 
$500,000. ; The accommodation for pass­
engers is extensive and well arranged. 
Her voyage across the Atlantic, whether 
due to bad fortune or bad management, 
or a combination of both, was eventful and 
did not fall far short of tragic. She left 
Barrow-on- Furnace on September 9th. 
The weather was very rough and very 
little progress could be made. In addi­
tion to these adverse conditions her bilge 
pumps became choked and she was obliged 
to put back to Moville. She remained in 
Loch Swilley four days getting her pumps 
in order and her larger boilers were got 
into operation, as she had been sent to sea 
at first with only two single-ended boilers 
under steam, After these rearrangements, 
she again put to sea ; but her troubles 
were not by any means ad an end. Her 
coal supply ran short before the voyage 
was near an end. In consequence of this 
much plank between decks, extra spars 
and parts of railing, indeed everything 
available were used for fuel. Approach­
ing the coast of Newfoundland, the fuel 
supply was completely exhausted, and the 
steamer could scarcely do more than drift. 
Bicoalien Island, about 17 miles distant, 
came into view, and the captain sent a life 
boat, with a crew of seven, officers, fire­
men and seamen ashore, with orders to get 
to the nearest telegraph station and wire 
St, John’s Nfld. for coal. They lauded 
with difficulty, and found an opportunity 
to wire from Bay do Verde. They had 
left the steamer Saturday afternoon and 
succeeded in getting the message off by 1 
o’clock Sunday morning. They then 
started back for the steamer, taking with 
them 2£ tone of poal in sacks. Theip 
troubles now began in earnest. The wind 
quickened into a gale and the sea became 
very rough. The life boat was washed 
from stem to stern and the men were 
drenched with water. The sacks of coal 
were thrown “overboard, one by one to 
lighten the boat ; but this was a little 
avail, as the eturm constantly inpreased. 
To add to their misfortune the steamer 
was nowhere to be seen ; she had drifted 
about beyond control. The boat men saw 
a light and taking it for the steamer’s 
started in that direction. It turned out 
to be Ç*pe FraD°i9 beacon^ and they were 
in the surf before they discovered their 
error. To escape from the reef almost 
cost them their lives. The storm was 
terrific; their spar broke and the boat al­
most; tided with water. By herculinn 
effort they at last managed to get clear 
about 5 o’clock Sunday morning. They 
were almost completely exhausted when 
the schooner Eister Lily bore in sight and 
picked them up. The steamer not being 
in sight the schooner took them to Car- 
bonear. Meantime two tugs from Sl 
John’s with coal reached the steamer, 
which had by this time drifted off Cape 
Francis. The sea was top rough to trans. 
fer the coal to the Earl Grey, so the tugs 
took her in tow to Sb. Johns, where the 
life boat crew had arrived by rail from 
Carbonear. All were united onoe more 
the Earl Grey managed to get here Thurs­
day afternoon, as above stated. She is 
now at the Marine wharf; but has not yet 
been taken off the hands of the contract­
ors, by the Government.

The committee on paper of the 
American Newspaper Publishers 
Association gave out in New York 
on the 24th a statement concern 
ing the impending trade issue be­
tween Canada and the United 
States growing out of the newly 
imposed duties on print paper and 
pulpwood and the various retali­
atory measures threatening Can­
ada. The statement points' out 
the magnitude of the exports and 
imports between the United Statss 
and Canada likely to be affected, 
and says : " At the outset the
Dominion claimed that if the Am­
erican mills wanted to obtain their 
supply of pulpwood from Canada, 
the American paper makers should 
not object to a reasonable rate of 
duty on paper made in Canada 
from pulpwood. A committee of 
the House of Representatives, af­
ter a ten months' study of the 
subject approved of that view 
which was confirmed and ratified 
by the ways and means committee 
and by the house of representa­
tives. Senator Hale objected to 
such an arrangement and the 
United States senate to please 
him, upset it and raised the rate 
above that passed by the house. 
The provinces of Canada now de­
clare that since the United States 
has refused to admit print paper 
upon reasonable terms, they will 
protect Canadian interests by 
meeting retaliation with retalia­
tion, and will force many of the 
American print mills to move to 
Canada. Canadian retaliation 
will strike American exports as 
varied as coal and cotton, iron and 
meat, fruits and automobiles, oil 
and live stock. But the most seri­
ous feature of the prospective war 
is that which affects wood pro­
ducts, valued at $30,000,000 
brought into the United States 
from the Dominion.”

Havoc of Wind and Waves

Advices of Monday’s date from 
New Orleans say : One week ago 
white winged sea gulls flying in 
land from the Gulf gave warning 
with their screams that the ap­
proach of the much dreaded West 
Indian hurricane was to follow 
along the entire coast, with count­
less happy fishermen and sailors 
and thousands of trim crafts and 
comfortable homes bearing tokens 
of a prosperous season. Today 
vast flocks of vultures hover over 
the devastated lowlands of South 
ern Louisiana, strewn with innu­
merable carcasses of animals. The 
scene is one of terror, desolation 
and death. Stunned by the dam­
age wrought by winds and waves, 
the work of relief did not give the 
people time to return. All ener­
gies have been bent to the task of 
rescuing those still in peril and 
succouring those who had suffered 
in the storm. Almost a hundred 
human beings have been burned 
or buried in the marshes where 
they were drowned. The num 
ber of those definitely known to 
be lost is approximately 200, and 
there are possibly more. The un­
known are covered in the Louisi­
ana marshes.

Powerless to Saye.

Harold C. Raves, the 17 year 
old and only child of Mr. and Mrs. 
S. Cravens, Bangor, Maine, was 
drowned in the Kennbunckeag 
stream shortly before 7 o’clock 
last Thursday night before a 
crowd of 500 people who were 
powerlest to aid him. He was 
sitting on the rail on the Central 
Street bridge, when a portion of 
the railing broke and he dropped 
into the stream, thirty feet below, 
The stream at this point is in the 
form of a canal, and the smooth 
granite abutment on which the 
custom house is built offers no 
chance for a hold. The yoqng 
man tried hard to find some cre­
vice into which he could thrust 
his fingers and hold himself, but 
he could not, and being unable to 
swim, soon sank. Ladders, ropes 
and boats were on hand within a 
coqple of minutes of his disappear­
ance, but it was too late. The 
body was immediately recovered.

Women’s Right to Starve.

Wild scenes are reported to 
have taken place in the prison at 
Birmingham, England, as a result 
of the forcible feeding with 
stomach pump of the suffragettes 
who are on a hunger strike. The 
women resisted the efforts of the 
keepers, smashed windows and 
assaulted the wardresses and 
finally had to be handcuffed and 
placed in solitary confinement, 
J?he leaders of the suffragettes are 
indignant over the attempt to 
feed the women. They contend 
that forcible feeding is illegal and 
intend to bring actions against 
the medical authorities of the 
prison concerned in it.

He was employed by a farmer 
driving pigs to market. The 
drove became uncontrollable.

The pigs 
were finally driven off and 
medical aid procured, but Hosken 
died from loss of blood and shock. 
He was twenty-five -years of age 
and recently arrived.

B. 0., and three men on board had to take 
to the water in a small boat which was 
carried on the laqnch. 'It filled with 
water and while two of them clung to the 
boat one named Norton warn ahead tow­
ing it for seven hours. One of his com­
panions gave up owing to the coldness of 
the water, and was drowned. The others 
landed near Surge Narrows and bailed out 
the boat. Both men were badly burned 
on the arms and hands.

(Continued from first page), 
wbarf of any kind, nod to it behoved 
us to engage a skiff to lake us on 
shore. The town of Jaffa is built in 
the form of an amphitheatre, anti 
has, in its modern tspeof, nothing 
about it either interesting or invit­
ing. Tradition says it wss here 
that Noah built the Ark ; and St. 
Peter here raised to life Tabitha 
(Acts IX ) We visited the home of 
Simon the Tanner, where S'. Petei 
“ Abode many dais.” V is at the 
present day i: Turkish M rqne. At 
3 o\ lock p. in., of tie seme d-.y oi 
which we strived, we s" t forward ot 
horseback for J assit rc, distant 
about fifty miles. At 'nightfall wo 
reached Rimlech, having accom­
plished about one third of the dis­
tance. Our route lay over the 
plains of Sarom, and the country 
through which we moved was vo y 
fertile, but pootly cultivated, Here 
and there we saw groves of olive and 
other fruit trees, said to bave been 
planted by Colbert, the Prime Min­
ister of Louis the Fourteenth, and 
around which tbe troops of Napoleon 
encamped while endeavoring to re­
duce St. Jean o’Acre. This was tbe 
country of the Philistines, whose 
crops were destroyed by S mpson. 
Ramlech itself is said by tradition to 
be the birth-place of Joseph of 
Arimathea and Nichodemus, who 
buried our Lord. We passed the 
night in the Monastery of tbe Fran- 
oiscan Fathers, and at 5 o’clock next 
morning started afresh on our jour­
ney. Our company consisted of 
about twenty-one persons of d fièr­
ent nations. Until we came to tbe 
foot of tbe mountains of Judea, the 
country around us. seemed one vast 
plain, dotted over at intaivt-ls with 
groves of olive, citron, lemon, fig and 
date, The grain crop is generally 
reaped in May. Here, as in Egypt, 
the appearance of ibe inhabitants is 
disappointing. Their bouses and 
dresses are miserable in the < xireme. 
On arriving ot the mountains of 
Judea, rocks surrounded us on all 
sides, and not a blade of grass was 
visible. All this country, however, 
is rich in Biblical history, and in 
reminiscences of tbo Ciusades. A 
a short distance from the road stand 
the ruins of an ancient town, where, 
it is said, t e Penitent thief was 
born. The Grotto of S'. Jerome 
and the valley where David slew_ 
Gotiah alio lay near our route.

“ Never did I experience heat 
equt‘1 to what we had to endure on 
the day’s jmrney. The dog-days 
in Charlottetown last summerTvere 
tempei ate compared >* t,ih it. A dead 
Calm reigued all day. It “ even on the 
mountains was there'stirtirg q singl 
breath of fresh ai-. O r jaded 
horses could attempt nothing beyond 
a slow walking pace, and so we were 
oil day exp sed to tbe fierce rays ol 
the blistering sun.

“ About an hour after mid day wa 
came to a mountain goige called 
“S’. John of the Disert.” Here is 
a small village, said to be the birth­
place of Si. John tbe Baptist, and 
hero was the field of his labors when 
preaching pencr.ee, Hither, also, 
it was that the Blessed Vug n Mary 
came “ in those days when rising, 
ave went into the hill country with 
haste into tbe house ol Zachary and 
saluted Ehzibelb.” This, too, is 
lhe spot where fiist was uttered the 
eublimo cautiole of the magnificat 
(Luke I.)

“About four o’clock in the after­
noon, almost exhausted with f*tigue, 
wo caught tbe first sight of Jeru­
salem, and in compliance with pil­
grim ueege, we alighted from our 
horse3, knelt down, and prayed 
Shortly after we entered Jerusalem, 
and took up our abode in the Gas* 
Nova or pilgrim’s home, kept by the 
Franciscan Fathers.

“Ot the followir g day, our Pil­
grim Bind assembled, and perform­
ed through the streets of Jerusalem 
the Via Dolorosa, or way of the 
Oro-s. W nrk visited the am - 
tiroirs of ti e Pa1 sir n, s dear m 
eve v Christian heart The ph ce 
on CVlvpry win re ccr L rd, was 
etiiiieltl His clothes to be cruci­

fied ; the place where the Cross was 
fixed ; the rocks that were split 
when He expired, the Stone of 
Unction, on which His body was' 
laid for embalming ; and the tomb 
in which He was laid and from which 
He arose in triumph ; we visited 
them all, with feelings that cannot 
be described, and can only be dimly 
appreciated by those who have never 
stood by those sacred places and felt 
for themselves. So renowned are 
they over all tt e world—-celebrated 
by Saints and Sages, and for them 
brave Knights fought ard shed their 
blood. Some of those places are in 
tbe bands of Schismatic Greeks, but 
we were always allowed access. 
Close to the Stone of Unction are 
the Pillar of Flagellation, and the 
spot where Oar Inrd, after His Res­
urrection, appeared to the “ Three 
Maries.”

“In the afternoon we visited the 
site where stood the House of tbe 
Blessed Virgin ; the Hall of the Last 
Supper ; the remains of the House 
of Caiphes, where Peter denied bis 
Lord, and the place whither he went 
forth and “ wept bitterlythe spot 
where Judas betrayed his Master, 
and ihe place where in despair be 
hanged himself ; ihe Potter’s Field, 
purchased with the Thirty Pieces ot 
S Iver. In one corner I observed a 
large pile of human bones, blanched 
with time and exposure to the 
aimmphere. Tne place was used as 
a oemetry in the time ot the Cru­
shes. We also visited the valley of 
J'-honaphat, and the torreut of Ked- 
ron ; the scene of tbe martrydom of 
St. Stephen ; the Garden of Getb- 
eomini ; the Mount of Olives ; Solo­
mon’s Temple ; the Pool of Stloe ; 
the spot where Our L“rd taught His 
Apostles the “Oar Father,” and 
many other places of interest, con­
nected with Holy Writ.”

“ From Jerusalem we directed our 
steps to Bethlehem, distant about 
fifteen miles. " There we saw the 
Grotto of tbe Shepherds, to whom 
was first announced the birth of the 
Messiah, and where was first heard 
from Angr 1-lips the 11 Gloria in Ex- 
oelsie Deo.” We likewise visited the 
Crib of Batblebem, where Our Lord 
was born. Here, on Mount Calvary, 
and over Our Lord’s tomb, I had the 
happiness of saying Mass for the 
priests and laity of my Diocese, and 
particularly for tbe good people of 
Charlottetown, who showed me at 
my departure so much sympathy 
and kindness.

“ On our return to Jerusalem we 
went, accompanied by our Guide, to 
the outer wall of the ancient Temple 
of David. There we found hundreds 
of Jews, men and women, all lament- 
irg and crying, with their faces to 
the wall, bemoaning their fallen 
country, and imploring the Great 
God of their Fathers to take pity on 
i hem.

“ My travelling companion and 
myself enjoy excellent health and 
spi. its. We intend leaving B itble- 
hem tomorrow, Oo ob-tr 2l7ib, for 
Daly.”

His L irdship’s route, on returning 
.from Jaffi, led him through Beyrout, 
T ipuli, Liodooea, and the Grecian 
A chipelago, to Constantinople,
S ime interesting joltings from this 
journey we we will give in our next.

As noticed in our last, the Eight 
R;v Dr. McIntyre, Bishop of Char­
lottetown, selected for his return to 
Italy a different route from that by 
which he left it. The following are 
jottings of his journey from Jaffa to 
Co nstantinople :

We arrived from Jerusalem at 
on the 28.h of October, and secured a 
p a ssage in oceof the coasting steam 
ers belonging to the Messagerie Im­
périale. We sailed all night and 
arr ived on the following morning at 
Beyrout. Ls populati n is about 
80,000, composed of Arabs, Turks, 
Mil.ese, Armenians and English. It 
is the Seaport "of Damascus, which 
lies at tbe distance of a five -hours' 
drive. Goods are conveyed from 
one city to the other on the backs of 
camels and asses. Strange to say, 
ibit wi'h all its commerce and popul 
ation, Beyrout has no wharf at which 
even a coasting schooner can moor. 
Turkish rule is not favorable to the 
development of the resources of such 
p! aces. Unscrupulous Pachas levy 
immense irxes for local imprave-

meets but the improvements are 
nowhere to be seen. On Sunday 
and on the Feast of all Saints, 
we went ashore to heat Mass, 
and made tbe acquaintance of the 
Jesuit and Lazarist Fathers, who have 
communities here. The churches 
are small and in on way remarkable. 
The streets are narrow and 
very unclean while the people 
we saw were besides being ragged 
and slovenly, imbued with an un­
conquerable mania for begging. The 
Sisters of Charity have a house here, 
and are doing much good.

On the evening cf All Saints, we 
set sail and came on tbe next morn­
ing tq Tripoli, a small place about 
ball the size of Charlottetown. Like 
Beyrout, Tripoli is only a shipping 
port for a large Arab town which lies 
inland. The products of tbe country 
or rather such of them as were ship­
ped with us, consisted of cotton, wool 
grain and dye-stuffs. In all the vil­
lages along the Syrian coast, and in 
many parts of tbe interior, American 
Methodists have stations, and are in­
defatigable io establishing schools. 
We stayed eight hours only in this 
little place, and arrived next at tbe 
ancient Laodicea. The same routine 
of taking in merchandize had to be 
gone through here as at other towns. 
It is the seaport of Aleppo on the 
west side, as âlexandretti is on the 
east. ‘The ruins of a triumphal arch 
are to be seen on the shore. It was 
erected by Septimus Severus, and is 
adorned with armorial representations 
in.Basso relievo. Oo a lofty hill not 
far from the shore, >■ e saw the re­
mains of what had once been a very 
large casile—its towers and battle­
ments are still clearly traceable. It 
is said to have been built by the 
Crusaders. Sume'hundreds of Arabs 
here joined us as deck passengers. 
Their habits rendered them by no 
means agreeable companions.

“ Twelve hours steaming brought 
us to Alexandretti. Tne shore is 
studded with ruins N >w and then 
you preceive the massive proportions 
ol marble pillars rising i p boldly from 
the debris around them . Two large 
pillars standing on a lonely portion of 
the coast, were pointed out as mark­
ing the spot where tbe whale put Jon­
as safely ashore. The last place we 
visited on the Syrian shore was Mer- 
cina, a small but rich town whose 
traders are chiefly Europeans and 
Greeks In its immediate vicinity 
are the ruins of Tarsus, so celebrated 
from its connec ion with St. Paul 
From the ship’s d ck we could dis­
tinctly see the ruins of many places, 
which, in their day, were citites of 
importance in history • but now they 
are almost imbedded in sand. N > 

one on board seemed to l^now even 
their names. It is a melancholy 
moral to write over tbe proudest of 
roan’s works, and even over himself— 
Oblivion. Rhodes was our next place 
of call. In the days of the Crusades 
it was famous, and tbe city still bears 
many traces which serve to revive the 
memory of those Christian knights. 
The most remarkable is La rue des 
Chevaliers, along which on lofty 
pillars are carved the shields and es 
cutcheons of the principal families of 
the old Crusaders. The town is sur 
rounded by a strong wall washed by 
tbe deep sea, and still without a wharf. 
Greeks in their caiques came along­
side, offering for sale fruits, wine, milk 
4C. They are an athletic, intelligent 
looking race of men ; but they have 

even to the present day, the character 
of being altogether untrustworthy, 
verifying, you would almost say, the 
Virgilian axiom—“ timeo Danaos et 
dona ferentgs,"

From Rhodes our route lay through 
the Grecian Archeipelago to Smyrna. 
Oo cither band lay famous Islands 
celebrated in history for their connect 
ion with statesmen, warriors, poets 
and learned men. Almost direct in 
our course lay Pa'.mos, where St. 
John wrote the Apocalypse. It is 
now deserted and uninhabited.

“ On arriving at Smyrna, we visited 
the Ecclesiastical authorities. The 
Bishop had taken his departure Tor 
Rome. Smyrna differs in this res­
pect from other Oriental ci ies, that 
it is clean and its inhabitants both in 
dress and address, bear marks of high 
culture. The bazaars are aH under 
one roof, and there are offered for 
sale all kinds of merchandize that can 
be desired. Tne harbor is a natural 
basin of cove. We here left the 
steamer which had brought qs from 
ffaffa, and embarked on another be^ 
longing to the same company, bound 
for Constantinople, During the night 
we passed many Islands, and a’ day­
light sighted Lemnos, and in an hour 
after Tenedos rose on our right. To 
our left lay the coast of Troy. 1 leave 
you to fancy how the sight of these 
places called up reminiscences of by­
gone days, when our greatest “cate 
and woe ” was the preparation of our 
tisks in Homer and Virgil. At four 
o’clock of the afternoon we were sail­
ing through the Dardanelles, and ar. 
rived at Gallipoli with day-light suf­
ficient to observe its magnitude. It 
owts its importance almost wholly to 
the Crimean War. The cou v y 
round about it is insufficient to : ff d 
it either nerve or sinew. We iu it 
during night, and sailing through the 
sea of Marmora, arrived at Constant­
inople in tbe morning.

“This Stamboul of the Turks is 
certainly a great ci'y. Its commerce 
must be vast. Upwards of one hund­
red steamers belonging to all nations 
lay in the harbor, besides other ships 
of heavy tonnage. With all this there 
are no wharfs. Loading and unload.

ing has all to be done by means of 
boats We visited the Armenian 
Patriarch, and the Latin Bishop, and 
we were cordially welcomed. We 
also s eamed up the Bosphorus to the 
entrance of the Black Sea. As far as 
tbe dept , of the sa-er and tbe lay of 
the land are concerned, the Bosphor­
us resembles much the Gut of Canso ; 
but with this difference on tbe shore, 
that on either side rises a town about 
eighteen miles long As you sail 
along you see palaces and private 
dwellings of the most magnificent des 
cription. The view brought to my 
recollection tbe lower town of Quebec 
and Sillery Cove. In Constantinople 
itself tbe Franciscan, Lizarist and 
Jesuit Fathers have Churches On 
the most elevated parts stand th 
Mosques. Among these St. Sophia, 
which if you except St. Peter,s and 
St. Paul's Churches in Rome, is cer­
tainly the grandest temple that I have 
ever seen. The turks were at their 
worship when we -visited it. The 
commerce of the city seems fliurish- 
ing, but the stseets are very narrow 
and very dirty.

Among tbe clergymen here, we 
met Monsignor Agarian, and some 
others of your old college friends in 
Rome, who made the kindest enquiries 
regarding you. These however, were 
not the first of your old friends we 
met. At Tripoli we met with M. 
Chourri, who accompanied Sir R >b- 
ert Peel on his travels through the 
East. He is unquestionably a man 
of rare accomplishments. Every­
body seemed to know him and he 
knew everybody. He is master of 
ihe Hebrew. Syriac, Chaldaic, Arabic, 
Turkish and English languages. His 
enquiries after you were most kind 
Again at Smyrna, a most accomplish 
ed clergyman gave me his card, with 
the request that I would present it to 
you. His name is Timoni ; and I 
cannot help congratulating you on 
your choice of companions in your 
college days, for a more perfect gentle­
man 1 have seldom met.

Oo ihe t3^h we propose visiting 
Scutari and Oiialcedon, both famous 
places in their way, and on the follow­
ing day we start for Rime, via Athens 
Messina and Naples.

Tbe city has suffered in i's good 
name by tbe exposures of weaknes- 
and wrongdoing that were made 
before Mr. Justice Cannon, and there 
was rnk that it would suff -r more 
if, through the success of efforts to 
set the French-speaking voters 
against those who talk Eoglisb, tbe 
expected advantages of a new organ 
ization of the mun cipal administra­
tion should have been made impas­
sible. The noteworthy feature ot 
the vote is that, whether in the 
EngUah-speaking sections or in 
those where the French-speaking 
people predominate, the same argu­
ments had the same effect, and 
brought out the same heavy rnsjori 
ties. Never was an attempt of 
smallminded and se’fiah men to ex­
cite sectional differences for their 
peisonal gain more thoroughly re­
buked. For this thanks are due to 
the good sense of the people as a 
whole, and to those F eooh.speaking 
publi men woo took ihe platform 
and Appealed to the intelligence of 
their compatrio's to declare for what 
promised to hi ing about an improve 
ment in the management of the 
city’s affairs, Tbe proposition to 
reduce the membership of the City 
Council to one allot man for each 
wa»d has also been carried by a great 
m j irity. Wi h the board of com. 
missiopers, a oounc;} pf twen'y-'wo 
to thirty members will be quite 
large enough to do tbe legislative 
work that is required ; and as under 
the new order the members should 
be relieved of tbe necessity of doing 
si much committee work, thee 
should henoelo-th be a wider choice 
of men with a las’e for public service 
from which to select candidates 
On both the main issues presented 
to the voters they decided we 1 
Their aptiop also gives promise of 
good in that it has shown that there 
is a general desire for a change for 
the better in connection with muni­
cipal iff lire which will be an inoent 
ive to do their best to those who will 
in n few months be called on to take 
charge at the City Hall.
