To that jour-
ney the following extracts refer,
His Lordsbip sailed from Venice for
Alexandria on the second Ootober,
The Empress of the French bad ar-
rived in the ' morning, aud Venice
was holding high holiday. His
Lordship ssys:—The excitement
produced by the presence of Royalty
on that duy, was gimilar to what was
witnessed” in Charlottetown when
Prirce Artbur arrived. Suanlight
seemed settling on everything, and
peace &nd happiness reigned sop-
