The 
merging of the four bodies into one 
formally took place on that day, and in 
the towns and cities the vices were of 

I a special nature.
" Methodism has made great progress in 

Canada. It is about 100 years since 
Barbara Heck and her companions left 
the United States in their two small boats 
and sailed up Lake Champlain fer Mon­
treal, finally settling further up the St. 
Lawrence in Upper Canada. They farm­
ed the nucleus of the Methodist body of 
the Canadian provinces, and the cause 
proved to be a fruitful one. Accerding 
to the last census, there are 4,324,410 
people in the Dominion at large. Of 
these 742,981, or a little more than one- 
sixth, are Methodists. There are 1,983,- 
620 people in tile Province of Ontario. 
Of these 591,503, or not mu*)i leu than 
one-third, are Methodists.^ In the 
Province of Ontario there 'me 5,070 
churches. Of these 2,375, or nearly one- 
half, are Methodist churches.

In Goderich the services were of an 
unusual yet very interesting character. 
At 9.30 a.m. a love feast was participated 
in by the members of both churches, in 
the M. E. church on Victoria street, and 
at 11 a.m. a platform meeting was held 
in the same place. S. Yates opened 
with prayer, and the addresses which 
followed were all given by laymen. 
Owing to the number of speakers we are 
unable-to give even a synopsis of their 
addresses, some of which were very 
interesting.

A Tidal Wave as Lake Haras,

The special dispatch from Duluth 1 
ed that the promenade deck of the pr»- 
poller Quebec had been broken down by 
heavy waves, but gave no particuiaita 
The circumstances was looked on as very 
peculiar by vessel men in Detroit, as the 
promenade deck seldom receives mask 
damage from heavy seas. Capt Robert 
Rhynae, of the propeller Arctic, stated 
that on the late trip down he met the 
Quebec at Sault Ste. Marie, and Capt. 
Symes, of the Quebec, showed him Ihe 
damage and explained how it happened. 
Capt. Rbynas found that all the pro­
menade deck of the Quebec from juet 
forward of the cabin to the stem bad 
been crushed down to the main dedr.
A stringer, ten by eight inches, and all 
the deck beams were broken off at eaek 
end. Capt. Symes stated that while 
coming up Lake Huron with a head wind 
blowing about ten miles per hour and 
the Quebec moving at about the «»■»— 
speed, he suddenly noticed what looked 
like a hank of fog extending along thw 
lake as far as he could see. It was lying 
in a north-west and south-east directiuB 
and running west south-west. The ap­
pearance of it alarmed him greatly and 
he rushed into the pilot-house and ciliat­
ed the wheelsman to head the Quebec 
into the bank, which, as it approached, : 
took tho shape of a wall of water as high 
as the promenade deck of the propeller. 
The wave was so steep that the Quebec 
had no time to ride it. and as she struck 
it huge volumes of water poured over 
each how and crushed the deck down be­
neath its tremendous weight. Captain 
Symes has no doubt but that the Que­
bec’s cabin would have been swept off it 
the deck had not given away, but ae it 
was the force of water expended itself 
without doing any further damage. The 
wave was moving forward in a straight 
line and was not capped with spray. It I 
was not caused by the wind, as the water 
both before and after it was too 
smooth. The only explanation offered ia 
that it was a tidal wave. Captain 8ymee 
placed a few planks across where tlw 
deck had been, covered it with oanvact 
and in this way proceeded to port.

MYSTERY OF TUB T.A.1QBH

I believe there is » subterranean river 
running from Lake Superior through 
Lakes Huron and Michigan, under Lake 
Erie, and emptying into Lake Ontario. 
There is no other way in which to ex­
plain certain mysteries connected with 
our great lakes. The surface ef Lake 
Superior is about 660 feet above tide, 
while its bed is 260 feet below tide level. 
Lake Huron’s surface is 60 feet below 
that of Superior’s, end its bed is about 
on a level with Superior's. The surface 
of lake Michigan is 300 feet lower than 
Lake Huron's, and its bed is sunk a cor 
responding distance to the level of the 
other two lakes. Lake Erie’s surface is 
nearly as high as Lake Michigan’s, being 
665 feet above the tide, hut its bed is 
also above tide, being 350 feet higher 
than the ocean level, consequently its 
bed is 260 feet higher than those of the 
lakes above it. Lake Ontario’s surface 
is the lowest of all the great lakes, being 
less than 600 feet above tide, but its bed 
is 250 feet below the ocean, or about the 
same level as Michigan, Huron and Su- 
lerior. So that there is a continuous 

’ all from Lake Superior to Ontario, and 
all the outlet that the upper lakes have 
that ia known is the comparatively insig- 
niticent Detroit river. That stream 
never can care for all that great pressure 

by land volume from above, and the theory 
1 ot an underground river such as I 

mentioned seems to me most reasonable. 
All the St. Lawrence fishes are taken in 
every one of the lakes but lake Erie. 
Why ? Because they follow the course ef 
the subterranean stream, passing 300 
feet beneath the bottom of Lake Erie, 
and enter the waters of the upper lakes. 
Tho great lakes above Lake Erie have an 
occasioned flux and reflux of their wa­
ters, corresponding with ocean tides,save 
in regularity.

The subterranean river, according to 
my theory, becomes occasionally ob­
structed by great obstacles that are con­
stantly moving dawn from the lake bot­
toms. Then tho channels of oujiet are 
insufficient to carry off the great volume 
of water, and they are dammed back, 
and the lakes rise. Finally these ob­
structions are swept away by the irresist­
ible pressure, the river flows naturally 
once more, and the dammed waters sub­
side. That is the whole mystery of the 
rise and fall of the tides in the great 
lakes.—[New York Sun.

Winnipeg, May 31.—In the Legisla- 
tnreyesterday, Mr. Norquay stated the 
Intentions of the Government in refer­
ence to the terms sent down from Ot­
tawa. He read a somewhat lengthy pa­
yer, the gist of which was a complete re­
jection of the terms offered. His stand 
Was unanimously endorsed by the legis­
lature, and a committee was appointed 
to put the reply into shape fur transmis­
sion to Ottawa.

Chicago, June 3. — The battle com­
menced at noon, when Lodge of Massa­
chusetts neminated John Lynch, of 
Mississippi, (colored).as temporary chair- 
man, demanding a call of the roll. .Mur 
row, of California, spuke against the mo­
tion, and also Geo.

An application from Mr. Harbottlejfor 
an advance of 8200 on the contract for 
Holmesville bridge, was referred to the 
Finance Committee.

A circular from the president of the 
Ontario Agricultural College was referred 
to the Special Committee.

The following report of Mr. Elliott, 
road commissioner, was read and referred 
to Road and Bridge Committee :

I inspected Londesborough bridge on 
gravel read running nerth to Blyth, and 
found the north rind in a very unsafe 
condition. Ii haa been built on long 
pieces of timber, placed under one end. 
I would recommend this timber to be 
raised up and new timber placed under 
them. The bridge haa three floors on it, 
and I would recommend that they be 
taken off and the top one laid on, which 
ie good rock elm, and this will lighten 
the bridge a good deal. I called for ten­
ders for the erection of a ne* iron bridge 
■across the Bayfield river, known as Rath 
well’s bridge, according to motion of 
council at last session. I received six 
tenders, the lowest being from George 
Telford, of Clinton, for $580, to be com­
pleted in September. This is to be built 
with cedar abutments at each end, and 
three bents in centre of 30 feet span each, 
the bents and top structure to be 6f rock 
elm. I also examined Blyth bridge, ar.d 
found the approaches sunk ; I left it in 
charge of Mr. Kelly to have it repaired. 
I examined Bayfield bridge in company 
with Mr. Essnii, and found the south end 
very unsafe, having been built on rock 
elm spiles ; the land being soft, the spiles 
and bridge swinging over has caused this 
end to sink six or eight inches. I recom­
mend it be raised up and new timber 
placed under it,and also the abutment on 
south side of island is very much under­
mined with water; it requires spiles to be 
driven and tilled with stone. Some of 
the planks on the floor are decayed and 
it requires new ones. I inspected Hall's 
bridge on first concession of Goderich 
township, and find south approach needs 
to be repaired, as it haa fallen away very 
much ; anil it also requires seme new 
flooring. I also examined the Gully 
bridge north of Hall's and find the floor­
ing requires to be renewed. Craig's 
bridge on Bayfield river has sunk about 
18 inches in centre, requiring new bent, 
as it has a span of 200 feet. I measured 
the stone of Grieve’s bridge, McKillop, 
in accordance with motion last January, 
and advanced the contractor $550 part 
payment. Mr. Hardy and myself laid 
out place for abutments and the contrac­
tor is going on with the work. I wrote 
to Mr Harbottle regarding Holmesville 
bridge, but received no reply, and find 
he has not started the work yet. I am 
informed Clinton bridge requires some 
slight repairs. „

1-filthA largely attended and-influential con­
vention of East Huron Reformers was 
held in the Town Hall, Brussels, Mon­
day afternoon. There was a full repre­
sentation from every municipality. Dr. 
Macdonald, of Wingham, president of 
the East Riding Reform Association for 
the Dominion Parliament, occupied the 
chair, and explained the objects of the 
meeting.

The following officer» were elected for 
the ensuing year :—President, Dr. Mac­
donald, of Wingham ; First Vice-Presi­
dent, E. E. Wade, Brussels ; Second 
Vice-President, Geo. Fortune, Turnber- 
ry ; Secretary, Wm. Robertson, Wing- 
ham ; Treasurer, J. A. Morton, Wing- 
ham.

After the reading and adoption of the 
minutes of the lot meeting, and the ap­
pointment of municipal eoinmittoes, Mr. 
Thomas Gibson, M.PP., was called up­
on to address the meeting. In a speech 
ef over an hour’s duration he reviewed 
the political situation, and showed the 
necessity for thorough organisation and 
hearty work in future elections. As he 
vigorously scored point after point 
against the policy of the Opposition in 
the Local House his remarks were ap­
plauded to the echo, and he concluded 
amidst the greatest enthusiasm.

Brief speeches were also given by Dr. 
Sloan, Dr. Macdonald, and Messrs. Wade, 
Morton, McMillan, Strachw, McLean, 
Hood, McGillicuddy, J. A. McEwen, 
and others.

A committee, consisting of Messrs.

Mitchell, that this convention 
desires to express continued and un 
bounded confidence in the Government 
of the Hon. O. Mowat, and approve 
most heartily of their liberal and pio 
gressivo management of the affairs of 
this Province, and we further wish to 
express our deep satisfaction that the 
base and corrupt attempt to overthrow 
one ef the most honsstjand competent of 
Government» has be tin frustrated and 
the parties engaged in' it exposed ; and 
we hepe they will be brought to justice 
and fittingly punished ; and we hope the 
Government will eontinue to centend for 
the rights of Ontario against federal ag­
gression with the same unfaltering per­
sistency they have thus far manifested.

Moved by Tints. Strachan, seconded 
by Geo. Hood, that this convention de­
sire to express their approval of the 
course pursued by Hon. Edward Blake 
and the members of the Reform party in 
the Dominion Parliament, and we wish 
most emphatically to declare our disap­
probation of the large additional grant 
made te the Canada Pacific Railway by 
the Dominion Government, at well as 
the corrupt means adopted to secure the 
support of members to these grants, as 
we believe the original sum granted to 
the C. P. R was ample to secure the 
completion of the work if properly man­
aged. We further wish to place on 
record our disapproval ef the wholesale 
system of bribery recently inaugurated 
by the Government, under the guise of 
grants to railways, by which Ontario is 
robbed for the benefit of smaller and 
poorer Provinces.

London, May 31:—I was sitting in the 

smoking-room of the Junior Carlton 
Clnb last night aboilt half-past 9 o’clock, 
when the whole house trembled- There 
wm a dull roar and the gaslight went out. 
We first thought it wae another earth­
quake, but one of the waiters ran in and 
«id the back of the club home on St 
James’ square wss blown in with dyna­
mite. We went down stairs and found 
that the explosion had taken place in the 
area opposite the scullery and back 
kitchen windows, which were all blown 
in, with the frame and part of the walls. 
The poor girls who were engaged in 
washing up sfter dinner were the chief 
sufferers. They were cut and mangled 
with broken glass and flying porcelain. 
They were at once sent to the hospital.
I went ont into Piccadilly and as for as 
the Nelson Column, where sixteen pack­
ages of dynamite were found, sufficient 
to have destroyed the monument. There 
wm also another exploaion in Scotland 
yard. I afterward called at the Charing 
crow hospital to which the sufferer» haa 
been removed and learned that the' 
were all doing well The excitement botl 
last night and this morning has been 
intense.

Daylight showed the damage by the 
exploeion to be fully equal to the worst 
anticipation. Crowd» of excited people 
are visiting the scenes. Policemen are 
drawn up in a line across the streets to 
prevent the access of the multitude. 
Orders have been given to leave the 
wreckage untouched until an examination 
by Col. Majendie.

At St. James’ theatre, a hundred 
yards distant, the explosions sounded 
like two claps ef thunder. The audience 
was alarmed and there was nearly 
panic. Several ladies fainted. The men 
started to stampede but were reassured 
by shouts bidding every one to sit still. 
m no harm was done.

The second bomb in St. James’ square 
exploded against the residence of Sir 
Watkin Wynn and produced a huge 
white fracture four feet in height and 
three in breadth. The windows were 
smashed and furniture damaged.

The explosion created great havoc in 
the Junior Carlton club house. Numer­
ous eases of vine were destroyed. The 
club will remain closed several day».

So far ar known up to noon thirteen 
persons were injured, including five wo­
men. All the wounded are in the hospi­
tal. Five, including a policeman, are in 
a precarious condition.

The dynamite wm carried down the 
iron steps leading to kitchen» and cellars, 
and placed in the cellar under the path­
way with a lighted fuse. The upward 
force of the exploeion broke a large hole 
in the pavement, and wrecked the bast 
merit departments of the club.

London, May 31.—Col. Msjendie and 
Ford are busy examining the debris in 
Scotland yard. The Doliee found eigh 
teen packages of dynamite. Ford says 
considering the quantity of explosives 
used it is a marvel that the damage done 
wm not greater. If all had ultimately 
exploded it is impossible to surmise the 
effects. The dynimite discovered was 
athu powder, precisely similar to that 
used in the outrages a few months ago. 
Three hundred panes of glass were shat­
tered.

In the detective office a large iron 
screen urinal where the exploaivee were 
placed, wm blown thirty feet and twssted 
in all kinds of ehapes.

Two persons tried to arrest a man hur­
rying along Pall Mall oppeeite from the 
direction in which they were going end 
away from the direction of St. James 
Square. But four men suddenly emerg­
ed from the corner and released the 
man. The whole party hastened away.

The dynamite under the Nelson monu­
ment failed to explode, owing to a defec­
tive fuse. Had the sixteen packages ex­
ploded, the monument^ would have been 
demolished and widespread ruin and loss 
of life caused.

Extraordinary precautions have been 
taken to guard barracks, monuments and 
public buildings in all the leading towns 
throughout England.

Leading Dublin papers, such 'as the 
Freeman's Journal, Irish Times and Ex­
press, strongly denounce the outrages.

A profound sensation wae caused in 
Paris by the explosions. The inatility 
of the English police to prevent outrages 
is severely criticised. France will do all 
in her power to assist in discovering if 
the dynamite wm smuggled into England 
from France by women.

London, June 1. —Sir Wm. Harcourt, 
home secretary, on the demand of the 
chief of police, has advised the govern­
ment to place at the disposal of the 
chief a largo sum of secret service money 
with which to buy information regarding 
treasonable and other criminal projects 
without revealing the informer. The 
chiefs of police report that certain con­
spirators are ready to sell information 
which they possess provided names «re 
kept secret.

Preblxtorlr Hail la Ixjpl anil Syria.

A gala meeting was held by the Vic­
toria Philosophical Institute uf London 
ill the second week in May.^at which its 
members gave a worthy welcome to Vice- 
Chancellor Dawson, C. M. G., of McGill 
University, Montreal, at whose instance 
the British Association visits Canada 
this'ÿear. Tho Society of Arts kindly 
lent its premises for the occasion, and 
its great theatre was crowded in every 
part long before the hour of meeting 
The chair was taken by Sir H. Barkly, 
G.C.M.G., K.C.B., F.R.S., who-atter 
the hew members had been announced 
by Captain F. Petrie, the secretary— 

, welcomed Dr. Dawson amid loud ap 
plause,. and asked him to" deliver hie 
Address : It was on “Prehistoric Man 
in Egypt and Syria,’’ and wes illustrated 
by large diagrams, also fliiU implements 
and bones collected by DriTawson him- 
s*lf tin the spot during Ins/winter tour in 
tile East ; Professor Boyd-Dawkine, F. 
R.S., kindly assisted in the classification 
of the bones. In dealing with his sub­
ject, Dr. Dawson remarked 'that, Great 
interest attaches to any remains which, 
in countries historically so old, may in­
dicate tho residence of man before the 
dawn of history. In Eypt, nodules of 
flint are very abundant in the Eocen 
limestones, a id, where these hive been 
wasted away, remain on the surface. In 
many places there is good evidence that 
the flint thus to lie found everywhere has 
been, and still is. used fur the manufac­
ture of flakes, knives ami other imph- 
ments. These, as is well known, were 
used for many purposes by the ancient 
Egyptians, and in modern times gun- 
flints and strike-lights still continue to 
be made. The tlthris of worked dints 
found on the surface is thus of little 
value as an indication of any flint-folk 
preceding the old Egyptians. It would 
be otherwise if flint implements could he 

.found in the older gravels ef thocountry. 
Borne of theie aie of Pleistocene ago, an i 
belong to a period of partial submergence 
of 'the Nile Val.’ey. Flint implements 

Jkad b en alleged to be found in these 
gravels, but there sxomod to bo no good 

, evidence to prove that they are other 
ythan the chips broken by mechanical 
fviolence in the removal of the gravel by 
.toerential action. In the Lebanon, 
numerous caverns exist. These were 
divided into two classes, with reference 

,, to their origin ; some being water- 
caves or tunnels of subterianean 
tirera, others sea-caves, excavated 
by the waves when the country 
was at a lower level than at present 

/Both kinds have been occupied by 
‘ man, and some of them undoubtedly

1 gpation of the country, and even at a 

’ ee when the animal inhabitants and 
Mrspbioal features of the region were 
rerent from those of the present day. 

weie thus of various ages, ranging

fiom the past-GlaeBil or Antediluvian 
period to the time of the Phoenician oc­
cupation. Dr. Dawson then remarked 
that many geologist# in these days bad 
an aversion to using the word “Antedi­
luvian," on account of the nature 
of the work which, in years now 
gone by, unlearned people had attribut­
ed to the Flood described in Scripture, 
but as the aversion to the use of that 
word was, he thought, not called for in 
these days, he hoped it would pass away. 
Speaking as a geologist, from a purely 
geological point of view, and from a 
thorough examination of the country 
around, there was no doubt but what 
there was conclusive evidence that be 
tween the time of the first occupation of 
these caves by men—and they were men 
of a splendid physique—and the appear­
ance of the early Phoenician inhabitants 
of the land, there had been a vast sub­
mergence of land, and a great catastro­
phe, aye, a stupendous one, in which 
even the Mediterranean had been alter­
ed from a small sea to its present size. 
In illustration of this, the caverns at the 
Pass of Nahr-el-Kelb and at Ant Elias 
were described in soma detail, and also, 
in connection with these, the occurrence 
of flint implement» on the surface of 
modern sandstones at the Cape or Ras 
near Beyrout ; these last were probably 
uf much less antixuity than those of the 
more ancient caverns A discussion en­
sued, which was taken part in by a num­
ber of distinguished Fellows of the Royal 
Society, including Sir H. Barkly, 
F. R. S., professors ^Wiltshire, F. R. S 
Warrington Smyth, F.R.S., Rupert 
Jones, F. R. S. ; Colonel Herschel,F.R.S., 
the talented son of the late Sir John 
Herschel ; Dr. Rae, F.R.S., the Arctic 
explorer; Dr. Dawson, F.R.S.; Mr. D. 
Howard, the vice president of the Chem­
ical Institute, and other geologists. The 
meeting afterwards adjourned to the 
Museum, where refreshments were 
served.

Seasonable Hints.—The Sanitary- 
Journal gives some “Seasonable hints" 
which are worthy of attention. In view 
of the near approach of the bathing 
season our contemporary advises :—“Be 
not too ready to get into cold water out 
of doors. Better to bathe at home until 
the weather and water get decidedly 
warm. Go not into sold water when 
overheated, t or when cooling off, nor 
when cold, nor remain in too long "at 
tint. Fatal cramps are caused by such 
indiscretions. Dry off quickly, and 
dress as soon as possible, on leaving the 
water. ’’ Referring to the too common 
habit of leaving off under-flannels on the 
first warm day, the Journal says that 
indiscretion “has been the prime cause 
of many a death. Better to be uncom­
fortably warm than fatally cold. It is a 
good plan to wear lighter flannels fur a 
few weeks before lesving off altogether, 
although many do not not. They might 
bo left off at night, if so worn, at almost 
any time.”

Mowat left for England, where he will 
argue the Ontario side of the boundary 
dispute before the privy council. Quite 
a number of his political friends were 
down to see him off, and the little pre- 
miei seemed happy in the importance of 
his mission.

Tree Enemies.—Mr.Tisdale.of Brant­
ford, an enthusiastic fruit grower, has 
discovered that sulphur is a sovereign 
remedy for the borer in all kindi of 
trees. He bores a hole in the body of 
the tree, and thus becomes a borer him­
self, then tills the hole with flour of sul­
phur, and the borers in a short time 
vanish, while the tree flourishes like a 
“green bay tree." The remedy is sim­
ple and effectual. It is suggested that 
sulphur ni’ght exterminate tho black 
knot as well, and is worth trying. The 
general plan with black knyt is to cut off 
the limb and' burn it, but as that often 
disfigures the tree, it is said that if the 
knot be shaved close and painted several 
times with shellac varnish the same re­
sult will be attained. Shellac is a thing 

I every owner of fruit trees should have, 
as the easiest and cleanest thing to use 
for closing up wounded limbs and hark.

Heaps keel Bare.

Owen Ssund, May 22.—One of the 
most exciting steamboat races that has 
ever occurred an the upper lakes took 
place this week between the Arthabaska, 
the fastest boat on the new Canada Pa­
cific Railway line, and the Campana, 
whose speed has hitherto been unsur­
passed on fresh water. The two steam­
ers left Port Arthur at a quarter past 
feur on Sunday afternoon on the down 
trip. The weather was tine all tho way 
through, and an excellent opportunity 
was afforded for testing their compara­
tive merits as to speed. The boats kept 
in eight of each other throughout the 
whole trip, reaching Sault Ste. Marie to­
gether at noon on Monday and leaving 
that port at five o’clock next morning.

The diseased animals thought to have 
fot* and mouth disease in Kansas and 
elsewhere in the West, were affected with 
foot rot caused b; eating ergot in rye 
and feed. Ergot is a cause of sudden 
end premature birth and abortion in ani­
mals. Being more or less common on 
nearly all grasses in meadows and perma­
nent pastures, and especially on rye gross 
and its numerous varieties, is almost im­
possible to calculate the damage and loss 
it sometimes causes.

Clover makes more valuable hay than 
any other grass, and is more profitable 
for the farmer to grow, for different rea­
sons. It apparently does not impoverish 
the soil at nil, will yield more than any 
other grass, and makes the best food for 
stock. Clover answers a purpose for the 
farmer that could not well be furnished 
by anything else, and the greatest trou­
ble is that the furmess do not raise 
enough of it. The value of the clover is 
to supply nitrogen in a rotation of crops, 
bring up inorganic substances from the 
subsoil when they are valueless, and 
secure them in the surface soil, to meet 
the requirements of other plants, and al­
ways improve the mechanical cendition 
of the soil.

tire has been seeking to learn what the 
temperance people are doing in regard to 
the proposed Soott Act campaign 
throughout, the Dominion. This fore­
noon he noticed F. 8. Spence dodge into 
s hallway on King street leading to the 
office of the Canadia Citizen, the organ 
of the Temperance party. Mr. 8pence 
is editor of the Citizen, and secretary of 
the Dominion sad Ontario alliance, and 
therefore well qualified to give the in­
formation sought for. On hearing the 
reporter’s errand he cheerfully consent­
ed to he subjected to the pumping pro­
cess in behalf of the cause and the pub­
lic.

‘Let me first give you briefly the his­
tory of the Scott Act,’ he said. 'It was 
submitted to Parliament by the Macken­
zie government in 1876, and became 
law. Its constitutionality was tested in 
the courts, and on the 22nd of June, 
1882, was sustained by decision of the 
Privy Council. At the annual meeting, 
of the Dominion Council of the alliance, ' 
held at Ottawa on January 31st and 
February let, a resolution was adopted 
in favor of an immediate agitation for the 
adoption of the Scott act in every coun­
ty the Dominion in which such action 
has not already been taken.

At the same meeting a deputation was1 
appointed to wait upon the Dominion 
Government and urge the desirability of 
providing for the simultaneous polling of 
the different counties that may petition 
for the submission of the act. It was 
declared to be desirable that there should 
be formed, at once, in every county and 
city, a strong central committee of active 
temperance workers, including represen­
tatives from the different local organiza­
tions, to plan and direct combined and 
energetic action. A circuler embodying 
the views of the Alliance was sent to all 
the temneience societies, the principal 
temperance workers, and the clergy 
throughout Ontario. Supplies were also 
sent to the secretaries of the provincial 
alliances throughout the Dominion. ’ 

‘What has been the result of your ap­
peal ?’

‘The counties have responded in a very 
encouraging manner. Twenty-four coun­
ties in Ontario are getting ready to sub­
mit the act. ’

‘Can you give me the names of them ?’
‘Yes ; they are as follows :

‘Is it your intention to try Toronto V
‘There ha» been no resolution adopted 

by the ex «entire in regard to it, but 
there i« no intention of submitting the 
act here at present. We suffered a 
severe defeat at the time the Dunkin act 
was voted upon, but that was largely due 
to the bail machinery by which it had to 
be operated. T> mperance sentiment has 
grown wonderiuliy since then. The 
English church temperance societies and 
the Salvation army have each added 
strength to the cause. The way in which 
the people dealt with the grocers’ licen­
ses indicates very clearly the growth of 
temperance sentiment in Toronto. We 
prefer to try the counties first and not 
bring i n a contest here at once, but it 
rill not be long before we also begin 

operations here.
‘Could you summarize for me the pro­

visions of the Scott act V
Yes, I think I can. It isalocal option 

law, which can onlv*be adopted by cities 
or counties. To secure the submission 
of the act in any city or county the sig­
natures of oqe quarter of the total num­
ber of ratepayers must be obtained. The 
petition containing the names is sent to 
the Governor-General in Council, who 
issues a proclamation fixing the day of 
the polling. The election is conducted 
according to the regulations governing 
elections for the Dominion parliament. 
If a majority of the ratepayers vote for 
the act the Govemor-in-Council issues 
a proclamation bringing the second part 
of the act into force. The act cannot 
come into force for at least five months 
from the date of polling, and cannot be 
repealed for three years. It prohibits 
the sale of liquor except hy licensed 
druggists and wholesalers. Wholesalers 
may sell liquors in quantities of not less 
than ten gallons, a'so and beer not less 
than eight gallons. They can only sell 
to licensed druggists or to those who 
will carry the liquor outside the county 
for consumption. Licensed druggists are 
allowed to sell in quantities not less than 
one çint for sacramental, medicinal, me­
chanical and scientific purp ises. If for 
medicinal purposes, a medical certificate 
must be produced ; if for sacramental 
purposes, a clergyman’s certificate ; if for 
any art or manufacture, the certificate 
of two magistrates. The penalties for 
violations of the act are $50 for the first 
offence ; $100 for second offence, and 
imprisonment for third offence. '

‘How many counties and cities have 
already adopted the Scett act T

‘There have been forty contested, 
thirty-three of which were won by the 
temperance party. The total number of 
votes cast for the act in these forty con­
tests was 40,103, and the total number 
against 20,944, giving a majority for the 
act of 22,159. That result, I think, jus­
tifies the hope that in future contests we 
will achieve great success.'

‘When do you anticipate the voting 
will take place in the counties and cities 
you have mentioned V

'That will entirely rest with the Gov- 
ernor-in-Council, who appoints the poll­
ing day.

Household Hints.
Pickles Which Will Keep.-—To 100 

cucumbers add tine pint of fine salt, die 
solved in bniliii.- water and poured on 
them hot. Let it -tend 24 hours ; turn 
off and rinse. Thee dissolve in boiling 
■•ter a piece of alum of the size of a 
email egg, and pour it on the cucumbers. 
Let it stand six heurs, pour off and rinse. 
Then scald sufficient of the best cider 
ninegar to cover, apioed with half an 
ounce each of clovée,cinnamon and white 
muatard seed, with a cupful of sugar. 
Put this upon the cucumber boiling hot, 
and you have nice brittle pickles, with 
no more trouble than when they are 
packed in salt.

MsRiitoue Strawberry Short-cake. 
—Blake a vary light biscuit crust and 
bake in jelly-cake pans. After it is 
baked split it open and cover each half 
with berries ; sugar them slightly. On 
top of the berries pile the whites of eggs 
beaten to a very stiff froth ; sweeten,and 
set back in a quick ut en to brown slight­
ly. Allow the whites of two eggs to each 
cake, and a teaspoonful of sugsr to each 
egg. If you like, make a soft custard 
with the yolks of the eggs 

Lemon Puddino.—Take an oidinary 
sized sponge cake that has grown stale. 
Ruhr it into tine crumbs, add a coffee- 
cupful of sugar, one of butter, five eggs 
well beaten, and the juice and grated 
rind of one lemon. Two tablespoeneful 
of brandy improves it. In stirring in 
your cake crumbs be careful not to have 
it too stiff, as it is intended to be very 
light and puffy. Bake it and eat hut, 
with a lemen sauce, if you choose.

TOMATO CATBUT.
The Country Gentleman furnishes the 

following recipes for tomato catsups :
Skin one peck of ripe tomatoes ; put 

into a kettle and boil, then strain 
through a sieve. Return to the kettle, 
take off the scum that rises, then add 
one teacupful of brown sugar, one-third 
of a teacupful of salt, a dessertspoonful 
of cloves, the same of cayenne pepper,' 
and cook till quite thick, and then add 
11 pints of vinegar. Keep well stirred 
toward the last. It is excellent.|| _

Colp Catsup. —Chop fine a half peck 
of tomatoes, two roots of gcated horse­
radish, one small cupful of salt, half a 
cupful of black and the same of white 
mustard seed, two tablespoonfuls of 
black pepper, one cupful of unions chop­
ped fine, one tablespoonful of powdered 
cloves, one of mace, one of cinnamon, 
one of celery seed, one quart of nastur­
tiums, half a cuptul of sugar, and one 
quait of vinegar. Mix all together and 
put into jars. Cork tightly ; it will keep 
until tomatoes come again, and is'excel- 
leo'l

Wash a gallon of npe tomatoes quite 
clean ; cut off ell the stem» and black 
spots, and put in a porcelain. Add a 
gallon of sharp vinegar ; set them over 
the fire, and let them stand till soft 
enough to mash with a spoon. Then add 
four tablespoonfuls of salt, two of fine 
mustard and two of black pepper. Stir 
thoroughly very often, keeping a cover 
over it so the «team will not escape. Let 
it stew about six hours ; then rub it 
through a sieve, and bottle it up while 
warm. Set it in a cool place and it will 
keep for years. Some like cayenne pep­
per, and more muatard than is called for 
in this recipe ; they can be added to suit 
the taste.
