BRILLIANT LECTURE 
NAPOLEONJjON APARTE.

TO KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS.
The Knights of Columbus and their 

lady friends were entertained with a 
brilliant discourse on “Napoleon” by 
Rev. W. P. Kitchin, Ph.D., at Colum­
bus Hall last night. The reverend 
lecturer was introduced by Mr. C. P. 
Eagan, who in doing so said that only 
in accordance with custom was it ne­
cessary to introduce one so well 
•mown for his oratorical abilities as 

Rev. Dr. Kitchen. The rev. gentleman 
jegan with the birth of this great 
commander and genius in Corsica, and 
(or over an hour reviewed the differ­
ent phases of his life up to the close 
>f his earthly career at St. Helena. 
After dealing with Napoleon’s mili­
tary education, ;he went on to show 
the important part he played in the 
.-.■enui revoiut.cn. Though on the 
hreshold of his military career, he 
lisplayed the abilities of a consum- 
nate general. His tactics were at all 
;imes remarkable for precision of 
novement and concentration of tor­
ies. Following Napoleon’s successful 
career, the rev. lecturer reviewed the 
events that led to his appointment as 
iMrst Consul, and later his acceptance 
Df the sceptre and coronation as Em- 
>eror of the French. In the battle of 
lusterlitz the superior genius and 
nasterly tactics of Napoleon were 
tailed into play, and resulted in giv 
ng him one of the most brilliant vie 
ories recorded in the annals of war. 
The failure of the Russian expedition 
brought shadows on the life of the 
Treat general, and though he display 
id his intrepidity in a marked degree, 
ie was finally compelled to abdicate 
iis throne. The restoration of the 
3ourbon dynasty saw the fallen em 
peror at Elba, whence he escaped, and, 
reorganizing his army, met the Eng 
lish at Waterloo, where the closing
scene of his military career was en 
icted. His subsequent imprisonmen 
it St. Helena and his death, attended 
)y the consoling comforts of relig 
on, were vividly described by the rev 
'ecturer. The lecture was a scholar­
ly and entertaining one and was pro 
:usely illustrated with lantern slides 
At the close Mr. C. J. Cahill proposed 
i v.cte of thanks to the rev. lecturer, 
rod in doing so paid a glowing trib 
ite to Re<\ Dr. Kitchin for his elo 
quent and instructive discourse. The 
vote was unanimously accorded and 
the rendition of the National Anthem 
brought the entertainment to a close

The standards in 
the- foreign markets were already fix­
ed and fish exporterH must either 
comply with them or take the finan­
cial consequences of not doing so. 
Mr. Hickman's contribution to the de­
bate was most valuable. Mr. Kent 
spoke in a most encouraging way ol 
the tatempt to grapple With ihe situ 
tion and considered the proposals be­
fore the House the most important 
which could occupy the attention of 
the members. He thought the Marine 
and Fisheries Department was not 
living up to what should be required 
of it in a country whose staple in­
dustry was fish. It should be f. 
Bure'U for the collection and dissem­
ination of information connected will 
the fisheries. Mr. Downey, and Mr 
Moulton and Mr. De ve re aux spoke 
with an extensive practical acquaint­
ance with the problems before the 
House and contributed valuable sug­
gestions to the debate.

The resolutions passed and a com­
mittee was rppointed to sit with a 
committee of the Legislative Council 
yet to be appointed. The committee 
consists of the Prime Minister, the 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries, the 
Minister of Finance and Customs, Mr. 
Kent. Mr. Hickman and the Speaker. 
It is a matter of regret that one repre­
sentative or more ot tne P. P. U. did 
not see their way, owing to the course 
of events in the House, to serve. on 
.the committee.- It is also regrettable 
that the head of the Fisheries Depart­
ment should have been held up in 
Burin and away from the. House when 
shch important topics were under dis­
cussion.

The quality tit1 our fish 
left much to be desired, but this de­
plorable condition could not be whol­
ly attributed to the fishermen, as the 
buyers and exporters were largely 
responsible, since they purchased in­
ferior qualities in order to fulfill 
icntracts and orders. He contended 
that the credit system was also large­
ly responsible for this interior fish 
s planters took from their dealers 

in the fall any kind of fish to settle up 
tho years' accounts. Carelessness 
and laziness on the' part of the fisher­
men glso played an important part 
in this Condition of affairs, which was 
so manifested by the difference, so 
often apparent is fish made at the 
same place and under the same 
weather conditions. Tiic matter was 
a rather serious one, and a remedy 
must be promptly applied. He did 
not think that the matter of cull 
should be controlled by either the 
Board of Trade or Marine and Fisher­
ies department, as the former may 
adopt rules that would not be satis­
factory to the fisherman, while the
later’s rules may savour of politics, 
which, for beneficial results should be 
avoided.

Referring to conditions of a hun­
dred years ago, he showed that these 
matter were better done then than 
now, and described what is being done 
in Iceland.

He held that a standard cull should 
be adopted that could be etfectively 
worked throughout the country and 
also that it should be under the con­
trol of the court.

He algo dealt wfifi the branding or 
standardizing of fish, the opening of 
new markets, and the fostering of 
fisheries-that are not now prosecuted.

Muefi evidence has lately been ad­
duced to show that gas is more useful 
than the electric light in promoting ef- 
fleent ventilation of air. It is for this, 
amongst other reasons, that gas is be­
ing frequently substituted for the elec­
tric light.. The latest example Is, per­
haps, the Society of Medical Officers of 
Health, which has recently installed 
gas on Its premises, after experience 
with the electric light.—Dr. Jamjeson 
B. HuttV-

He would merely add that no mem­
ber who had experience of their meet­
ing room under the old conditions 
could deny the Improvement that had 
taken place since gas had been sub­
stituted for the electric light and the 
new system of heating and ventilation 
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud- 
field, before the Society of Medical Of­
ficers of Health.

1 have in my mind's eye, at the mo­
ment, a hall which, in the old days, 
was lighted by gas, and in which a 
large audience could, with comfort, sit 
through an hour’s lecture, or with 
pleasure through a three hours’ din­
ner, but which, with the march of 
civilization, had its illumination 
changed from gas to electricity, the 
latter being employed with all the 
latest refinements to effect the light­
ing under the best conditions, with the 
result that any large gathering within 
its walls leads to a state little snort of 
asphyxiation.—Vivian B. Lewes, Pro- 
fessor of Chemistry at the Royal Na­
val College, Greenwich.
