Monday, December 29, 1919,
Street Car System

UNAVAILABLE
STATISTICS As a result of the big snow-fall of 

the past few days the street car sys­
tem of the city bas been held up dur­
ing yesterday and Saturday. The 
snow covered the rails for a depth, 
In some places, of several feet, and 
as all traffic passed over the street In 
the middle the snow became hardened 
and solid. On Saturday afternoon and 
night the conductors and motormen 
were out in full force clearing the 
rails, and up to a late hour Saturday 
night kept hard -at it with pick and 
shovel. The Water Street line was 
cleared West as far as Bennett's 
Brewery and East as far as Holloway 
Street. Yesterday two cars only were 
running, going from one of the above 
points to the other. The men were 
engaged at clearing the rails again 
this morning, and the line right up to 
Rlverhead will be cleaned up before 
the afternoon is far advanced. The 
back section of the system will then 
be begun and in a tew days, it is 
hoped, the line will all clear.

The Trade Review, in its 
current issue, voices a com­
plaint that is general, concern­
ing statistics. At this time of 
year when these should be 
forthcoming, application at the 
various departments, whose du­
ty the compilation is, meets 
with the stereotyped reply “not 
ready yet,” and so at a season 
when everyone expects trade 
and other figures to be pub­
lished in the press, such cannot 
be availed of because they are 
not made up. On several occa­
sions the Telegram has made a 
request to be furnished with 
statistics dealing with shipping 
and the fisheries, but the in­
variable formula of none ready 
is the only answer, and yet we 
are supposed to have up-to-date 
institutions. There is certainly 
an overstock of officials in some 
of these departments, and yet it 
appears that the more employ­
ees the less information.

* * * * * *
The article on Statistics in 

the Trade Review is so com­
prehensive, covering as it does 
every aspect of the unavailabil­
ity of departmental returns, 
that we take the liberty of re­
printing it, without additional 
comment :

"There is no reform that is 
more liberally wanted by the 
whole Trade of the country than 
a real live up-to-date Statistical 
Department in connection with 
our Custom House. If it wasn’t 
for the indefatigable efforts of 
the present Assistant Collector, 
H. W. LeMessurier, Esq., C.M. 
G., we would be as ignorant of 
the actual figures of what is be­
ing done in Newfoundland as 
any six-year-old school boy. 
Ever since the Board of Trade 
was reorganized nine years ago, 
persistent efforts have been 
made to get some system of 
statistics of actual occurrences 
but things are getting worse in­
stead of better. It is enough to

Trade man­
aged to get a law passed to in­
sist on vessels clearing from 
Labrador in the spring and en­
tering on their return, but this 
is carried out more in the 
breach than the observance.

In 
many cases the first informa­
tion that the Secretary gets is a 
telegram that this vessel has 
arrived in Portugal or Spain. 
Instead of being able to make 
some calculations as to whether 
there was any increase or short­
age inf he average fisheries at 
Labrador, the Straits, or the 
banks that should be obtained 
with very little trouble, there is 
not a person that has any idea 
except what actually came un­
der his own notice. V8hen the 
Norwegian fishery is in opera­
tion we get the actual quantity 
of fish caught on a coast line of 
over two thousand miles each 
week, and if we want to be 
up to date we must do the same. 
Under our present system it 
will be possible for us to know 
next July or August (if the 
printers are not too busy) what 
quantity of fish was caught in 
the summer of 1919.”

Two bodies have been wash­
ed ashore and picked up. The remainder are supposed to 
be in a nearby gulch, and may be be recovered if not 
battered to fragments in the surf. A lifebuoy is to be 
seen in the vicinity but it cannot be said if there is a body 
attached to it

bare-legged and hare-footed. 
Their dwellings are made of branch- 

of trees, shrubs and twigs. They 
have but one opening, which Is very 
low, and through this comes the 
daylight that illumines the dark In­
terior of their houses. They light 
their Are in the middle of the hut and 
the smoke escapes by the door. They 
sleep on the ground on mats or on 
fern. In all their houses one gener­
ally sees their war weapons (their 
“mere,” a large greenstone sharpen­
ed), their axes, their guns, their 
cartridge boxes, and sometimes their 
trunks and cases, which they have 
purchased from Europeans, and In 
which they keep their clothing and 
such objects as they most value. 
These people are in the habit of tatoo- 
ing themselves. The common peo­
ple are tatooed on the face; the 
chiefs, moreover, tattoo their lower 
limbs.—Family Herald.

The Case of Egypt
The purpose of the Miner Mission 

In Visiting Egypt is declared officially 
to be to study the existing situation 
and confer with native Egyptian lead­
ers with a view to working out a con­
stitution which will ensure ordered ad­
ministration and, at the same time, 
help in the "progreesive development 
of self-governing Institutions” in the 
country. The maintenance in Egypt 
of stable government and content­
ment among the people is of Impor­
tance to all the nations of the world ; 
the flame of unrest and disorder in 
Egypt might quickly light a disas­
trous eastern fire. Stable government 
and popular contentment In Egypt 
are of prime Importance to Great 
Britain because, to quote from the 
memorandum prepared by Earl Cur- 
zon, Secretary of Foreign Affairs, of 
Egypt’s "geographical position at the 
gate of Palestine, at the doorway of 
Africa and the high road to India.” 
The right of peoples to self-determina­
tion is not to be denied; but neither 
is to be said that the right of self-de­
termination means that a people which 
is utterly ignorant of the principles 
of self-government and incapable of 
administering its affairs Is to be left 
alone and allowed to endanger the 
interests and rights of others through 
the certain fruits of unrestrained 
ignorance and incapacity. Nor does 
the fact that Egyptian race possesses 
“in its upper ranks a high culture and 
historic memories” change the other 
fact that the mass of the E gyp tain 
people are ignorant of the principles 
of self-government and incapable of 
intelligent participation in the state’s 
affairs at the present time. The in­
terests .of Great Britain will be served 
by the maintenance of a British pro­
tectorate over Egypt; it would he folly 
for Great Britain to relinquish en­
tirely control over Egypt and ita af­
fairs; but, as history has proven In 
other cases, the Egyptians themeelves 
will, In the long run, be the chief 
gainers, as they have already gained 
through the exertion of British In­
fluence in their affairs. The step of 
doubtful wisdom which Great Britain 
has taken was the appointment of 
Lord Milner to head the Egyptian 
Mission. Lord Milner Is not famed for 
his sympathy with democratic ideas. 
On the contrary, he is seemingly more 
of a believer In autocratic ways and 
In the centralization of the control of 
Empire affaire. Had the settlement of 
the problem of South Africa been left 
to him twenty years ago there would 
have been no self-governing Union of 
South Africa. But the bold experiment 
of Campbell-Bannerman yielded finer 
results than would have come 
Milner plan f<v a tight 
upon the bee.lea 
cord.

The dried fish market 

active. Inquiries are improving, and 
more actual orders are coming into 
the market than have been arriving 
for some time past There are, 
ever, heavy stocks at the producing 
centers awaiting shipment and it is 
likely that the market will become a 
bit shaky when these are released. 
Nova Scotia sun dried fish are quoted 
at $17@18. Gloucester black napes 
are selling at $17 @17.50, with white 
napes listed at $20@$21. Round stock­
fish is quoted at $30 per bale of 112 
lbs. Split is listed at $32. It is re­
ported from Halifax, N. S„ that sev­
eral additional «ales of Lunenberg car­
goes have been made at $12 per quin­
tal, and there are about 100,000 quin­
tals still unsold. Bank fish 
have been moving fairly well, 
stocks have not accumulated so far. 
The demand has been brisk and com­
petition keen. Heavy arrivals of Cana­
dian Labrador and Gaspe codfish have 
been reported during the past two 
weeks or so, but Halifax spot stocks 
are still considerably below normal. 
The Newfoundland market continues 
firm, with a shortage of soft cure Lab­
rador. Prices hepa^are about $2 under 
last year’s figures. Northern Brazil 
markets continue to display extreme 
weakness, due to the fact that the 
market is still overloaded with unsold 
fish. The same condition applies to 
Oporto. The demand from Southern 
Brazil Is brisk, and good prices are 
maintained. There is a good call 
from Cuba, but the Porto Rico market 
is rapidly becoming weakened, due to 
excessive shipments which went for­
ward since the settlement of the long­
shoremen’s strike.—Dec. Fishing Gaz­
ette.
