An Important Vote.

On Friday the ratepayers of this
Municipality will be expected to re-
cord their votes at the polling places
of the several wards in which they are
assessed, n favor of or against the
by.law under which the Council pro-
poke to raise the amount required of
them by the Board of School Trus-
toes for the erection of the new Cen.- /|
tral School building, We think it
to set piainly before our readers
some of the reasons which we think
should 1 them to vote for the
proposed by-law, and some of the is-
sues which must follow from the
course they take.

We shall not pass in review the his-
tory of the steps taken by the Board
of%hool Trustees in past years to
procure & site on which a Central
School should be erect ed—how the
very lots which have ultimately been
chosen were set apart for that pur-
pose long ago—nor how, in the move-
ment that has been more recently
made, the selection has again fallen
uPon them afier they had passed out
of the possession of the Board—nor
the measures that were adopted to
forge the salé of the half acre from
the authorities of the Roman Catho-
lic Church, to get the Town Coun-
cil to close up a portion of Cambridge
street and convey it to the Board for
school purposes—or the purchase that
was made from the Canada Company
of an adjoining town lot, so that there
might be all the land that could be
procured for the new school site.
Some of these things are of recent
occurrence, and must be still fresh in
thé memory of our readers. After
looking at these circumstances, all
we can say is that 1f the Board do not
proceed with the building on the
ground selected, they will show no
little vacillation, and will condemn—
unreasonably,as we think—the action
of their predecessors and of them-
selves—for the majority of the mem-
bers of the present Board were par-
ties to most of the transactions to
which we have referred. We will
not debate the question whether the
present site is the most eligible or
whether it is the only convenient one
that could be procured. It is too late
for that now. We do not know of
any better. The Board have not been
able to satisty themselves that there
is a better. Nor do we think any
better can be found among the few,
the very few, that have been spok-
en of by those who speak most loud-
ly against the present one. The po-
sition is airy, near the centre of the
town, elevated and commanding, and
yet retired from street bustle. The
proposed building will appear to ad-
vantage from 1t, be conspicuous, and
reflect credit on the town

That there 1s need of such a build-
ing will be admitted by every one
who knows the school population of
the town, the extent of accommoda-
tion at present existing, the nature
of much of this accommodation, and
the obligation which the present
school law lays upon the Board to
provide adequately for the educa.
tional wants of the municipality.

It may be assumed that in round
numbers there are in the town thir-
teen hundred Protestant chiidren of
school age, that is, between five and
twenty-one years ; and the law de-
clares that the Trustees “shall” pro-
vide school accommodation for all
such. No allowance is made for
those who do not attend school ; for,
under our present system of free ed-
ucation and compulsory attendance,
the theory is that every child be-
tween the ages we have mentioned
is attending our public schools. Now
our’ readers will, perhaps, wonder
when we inform them . that there is
not adequate accommodation in all
the public school buildings of the
town for much more than half of that
number! To speak only of the inte-
rior of the schoolroom—though that is
not by any means all that is denoted
by adequate school accommodation—
for each child there should be an al.
lowance of nine square feet on the
floor and an hundred cubic feet of
air. If we recollect aright, the Local
Inspector in his reports to the Board
hascalled attention to this fact. It
has also been brought before them
by letters from the Kducation De-
partinent; and only a few weeks since
the Department wrote our Board
announcing that the Legislative
Grant for the year would be
withheld on account of the in-
sufficiency of the existing school
accommodation. The Board had
thus the law before them enjoining
them to furnish accommodation for
the children whose parents or guar-
dians were not supporters of the R.
C. Separate School ; the local in

spector was pressing them, as was|§

his duty, to fulfil their obligations ;
and the Department was threatening
to withhold its annual legislative
grant. Thus, apart from the desire
for the educational welfare of the
town which we give each of them
credit for, the influences brought to
bear upon them from without im-
peratively required them to take
some such steps as they have at last
taken.

What is the nature of the existing
school accommodation ? It may be
granted that the school houses which
are the freehold property of the
Board are all they should be---and
this is allowing more than' facts war-
rant. It may be conceded, too, that
the old Baptist chapel, which has
been renterd and fitted up as a school
room, has all requisite internal suit-
ableness. Yet no one will dispute
that the large building which has
been for a number of years rented

« from Mr. Day, is utterly insuitable for
a school house, Not one of the six
rooms occupied 1s properly ventilat.
ed. Some of them are so low in the
ceiling that a man of little more
than ordinary stature, standing on
the floor, could reach it with his up-
stretched hand. Intorooms scarcely
large enough for a moderately sized
parlor or bed.room between sixty and
seventy children, sometimes even
more, are crowded day after day.
Will not their parents feel that a
grievous wrong is being done, that
the health of their little onesis being

endangered, and that seeds of dis. | to 230

ease may have been sown which will
perhaps ripen in death? There is
not a square yard of play ground at-
tached to the huilding, and the yard

The railroad
runs at only a féw rods distance, and
the interruption from the screech of
tne whistle and the rumble of the
trains often stops enuullr the re.
citation of lessons. The lives of the
scholars, too, are in danger
when crossing the track, gomng
to and from the school. And
for this building, so unfit, so badl
located, without phy-ground--whioﬁ
cannot have separate offices, as re-
quired by lnw—&e Board are paying
o rent of $400 a year. Have they
not been dving so too long? Isit
not more than time that they should
effect & change? Do not parents ex-
pect this from them? We call upon
all parents to stand by the Board in
their Bmiseworthy efforts, and to sus-
tain them by attending at the poll en
Friday and voting for the by-law then
to be submitted. Of several of our
public buildings we have reason to be
proud : our Public Schools are a dis-
grace. Let the ratepayers help to
sweep away this disgrace for ever.

Objections have been urged to the
erection of the new building on the
ground of expense, and appeals have
been made to the merchants to vote
against the by-law because of the
burdens it would impose. We think
these objections will not bear intelli-
gent consideration. The By-law itself
states that the assessment is to be at
the rate of 11 mills a dollar, so that
every one who knows the rate of his
assessment can calculate the payment
he must make yearly. Is he rated
at $400? Then the yearly payment
will be 50 cents. Is he assessed for
$800? Then the payment will be $1.
And for this he will enjoy the benefits
of a free education for his children—
all school fees having been abolished.

It must be remembered also that
increased efficiency will be given to
our schools from having them in one
building, under the management of a
Principal, who can see that the whole
machinery is running properly. A
considerable sum will be saved in
heating, and this is no small item in
our present school expenditure. Be-
sides this, nearly $500 a year of rent
will be saved—rent that 1s now paid
for wretched accommodation.

Should the By-law be defeated on
Friday, what will be the result ?
Either the Town Council must again
submit it to the ratepayers, in the
same or in a modified form, thus in-
curring the expense of a new election ;
or they must Kroceed to levy from
year to year the sums necessary to
meet the expense of the erection as it
proceeds. Suppose this latter process
to o#upy a period of four years, then
the $30,000 applied for must be raised
in that time, thus making the yearly
rate to be levied for this purpose
alone nearly seven millsin the dollar,
instead of one and a quarter mills,
reaching over a term of twenty years.
Is it not right, too, that our children,
who will enjoy the benefit of the
accommodation contemplated, should
bear a proportion, when they attain to
manhood, of this necessary outlay ?

We will not now speak of expenses
that have been incmrred by the Town
for objects not by any means of so
much importance as the one we now
advocate. The property of ratepayers
has been made }liable for this,and we
have not complained. Some of it has
been of a questionable character and
the ratepayers were not consulted.
We hear of further outlays projected.
Shall our children be cribbed in small
ill-ventilated rooms in their tender
years, unfavorable to the develop-
ment of their minds and to their
health of body ? while money can be
easily procured for much less neces-
sary matters? Too long have the
Board of School Trustees allowed
themselves to be put oft making.pro-
vision for the school wants of the
municipality. Let them now go for-
ward.

We ask the ratepayvers to ponder
carefully these facts, and to let no-
thing prevent them from turning out
to vote next Friday.
