dead and another at an early hour this 
morning not expected to live was the 
result of a bad railway wreck on the 
C.P.R. line at St. Polycarpe Junction 
at 6.45 last night.

The Chicago-Montreal express, 
through the failure of a switch, crash 
ed into the Cornwall local, which runs 
from Cornwall to St, J’plycarpe. teles­
coping the rear Cars. Five people weré 
also seriously injured and another 
slightly hurt, while the other passen­
gers got a bad shaking up. The crew 
of the train, who were all from Smith 
Falls, have notified relatives that they 
are safe.

There Is an interlocking switch at 
the Junction to protect the movements 
of the Cornwall subdivision, but in 
some manner not yet ascertained the 
switch failed to work.

Six men were killed—Louis Grant, 
(age 43), Lancaster; Alex Grant, (50) 
Renfrew; William G. Abrams (34). 
Williamstown; Newton Demoulln (27), 
James Kennedy, Williamstown, and 
one man unidentified. Conductor Hin 
ton was very badly Injured and is not 
expected to live. The injured were

Dear Sir:—It appears that Dr. Mee- 
car was appointed Medical Health 

Officer for the Township of Cornwall, 
by By-Law, of the Township of Corn­
wall In «914, at a salary of Two Hund­
red Dollars per annum. He contin­
ued Medical Health Officer under the 
said By-Law during the year 1916.

In ISIS some effort was made in 
the direction of changing the,. Medical 
Health Officer fbr the Township, but 
the reanons alleged for doing so were. 
In the opinion of Dr. McCullough, 
Chairman of the Provincial Board of 
Helath, Insufficient to meet the re 
qulrements of the Public Health Act 
a* set out In R.8.O. 1914, Chapter 
IIS, Sections IS, 38 37. 38 and 39.

According to the Sections, of the Act 
recited there are two bodies who may 
appoint a Medical Officer of Health, 
namely the Municipal Council and the 
Lieutenant-Govetnor In Council. The 
latter body, however, may only act in 
rase the former bod*', namely the 
Municipal Council, refuse* or neglects 
to make an appointment. If the Med­
ical Officer be appointed by the Lieut 
enant-Governor In Council he may 
hold office until the 1st day of Febru­
ary, In the year following hto ap 
polntmeot. If thé Municipal Council 
makes the appointment the Medical 
Officer shall hold office during good 
behavior and his residence in the 
Municipality or the adjoining Munic­
ipality. And no Medical Health Offll 
cer shall he removed from office ex­
cept for cause, and with the approval 
of the Provincial Board of Health.

Every Medical Health Officer, 
whether appointed by the Lieutenant- 
Governor In Council or by the Munic­
ipal Council, shall be paid a reason­
able salary fixed bv By-Law of the 
Municipality for which he to so ap­
pointed. . »■

Dr. Messecar was appointed pur­
suant to the provisions of the Act. In 
part recited above, by By-Law of the 
Municipality of the Township of Corn­
wall in 1914 at a salary of Two Hund­
red Dollars per annum. He has nev­
er been remove<. grid no other By 
Law has since been passed, therefore 
he Is the Medical,stealth Officer for 
the Township qf Cornwall for the 
year 1916, under the authority and 
by virtue of the said By-Law under 
which he has acted during the years 
1915 and 1914, ^rhlcfci also fixes hto

In my opinion thé Council of the 
Township of Cornwall must pay Dr. 
Messecar Two Hundred Dollars for 
hto services as Medic»! ’Officer of 
Health for the ^oamshlp during 1916. 
and this is the only amount he Is 
authorised to collect and It to also the 
only amount the Municipal Council 
has any authority* te pay

Already there is in progress a roll 
call of the Canadian soldiers in Eng­
land and each officer and man is asked 
why he is not over at the front. If he 
is in condition for front-line service, 
he is marked to proceed there, and 
the routine work at headquarters Is to 
be done by disabled soldiers or by girls 
or civilians unfit for service. There 
is a lost army somewhere, and we look 
to General Turner to find tl Accord­
ing to the official figure* Canada has 
sent 250.000 men overseas. Where are 
they ? If the four divisions In France 
were up to strength—which they are 
not and have not been at any time 
during the campaign of this 
that would account for 80,000 men. 
The official figures give our total cas­
ualties since the w*r began as «0,000. 
Even If we assume that all these be­
came unavailable for further 
•Which Is not true of most of them— 
there remains to be accounted for an 
army of 110,000 men. Where are they? 
No considerable portion of them are 
training in England because battalions 
recently arrived there are furnishing 
drafts for the front without receiving 
further training than what they re­
ceived In Canada. What disposal has 
-been made of the 110.000 men not In­
cluded In the nominal 80.000 in France 
nor in the nominal 00,000 casualties ? 
Many were not physically fit. and 
should not have been accepted for en­
listment, perhaps, but how many ? 
Surely not enough were rejected and 
sent back to come anywhere near ac­
countable for this lost army of 110,000 
officers and men.—Toronto Star.

F ARRAN POINT PUBLIC SCHOOL
Albany. N.Y.. Dec. 15—The value of 

the Long Sault Development Co., wa­
ter power franchise on the St. Law­
rence River recovered by the Mate of 
New York, under a decision of the Un­
ited States supreme court exceeds the 
sum of $400,000,004, conservation ex­
perts declare. Attorney General Eg­
bert E. Woodbury, who made the 
fight in the courts for the recovery of 
this franchise, says it Is “the richest 
water power prise in the world."

Under this decision the state again 
assumes complete possession of the 
Long Sault Rapids, which in them­
selves constitute a water power as 
great and potential as Niagara. Con­
trol of the rapids has been made an 
issue in the courts since 1912. at which 
time the state began an action to de­
clare unconstitutional the grant by the 
legislature of 1907 to the Long Sault 
Development Co., giving it exclusive 
control of the St. Lawrence river at 
that point.

This decision unless a new grant 
to obtained from the legislature, which 
is a remote possibility, effectually dis­
poses of any hope of the Long Sault 
Co., ever to obtain any further right» 
in the St. Lawrence or any opportun­
ity to present its case before con­
gress or the Canadian government.

Estimates of the value of the Lone 
Sault Rapids as an electric power pro­
ducing agency made by the conserva­
tion experts range from a minimum 
of $400,000,000 to $1,004,000,000. It 
is estimated that sufficient power 
could be produced by these rapids to 
turn every wheel and light every mu­
nicipality in the state of New York.

Deputy Attorney General Lewie 
pointed out to the United States su­
preme court that the Long Sault pro­
ject was “the greatest water power de­
velopment ever exploited under on*
( barter." Deducting the poeslblllties Of 
this development, there would be left1 
undeveloped in the state all told, only 
400.000 horhe power (200,000 horse 
power from undeveloped rivers and 
streams and 100,000 horse power from 
the surplus waters of the canals). Ho 
also Indicated to the court that the 
Long Sault Co., had within Its grasp 
control of power twice as large as the 
combined power development on both 
sides of Niagara Falls. Undsr the 
plans of the Long Sault Development 
Co., which are now upset by this de­
cision, the rapids were to be harnessed 
so as to develop 700,000 horse power*
