Both masts are provided with immense
derricks for hoisting the boats in and
out. The enormous cowls which dis-
figure so many warships are more widely
distributed, and do not strike the eye so
aggressively. Built especially for ocean-
keeping qualities, sbgestands well out of
the water, the bows being 40 feet above
the water line, about the height of the
old three-decker. Looking at the broad-
side, the eye is struck bysix white spots,
which stand out against. the sombre
black of the hull. These are the white
fompions or wooden stoppers of the 6-
inch quick-firing guns, which throw a
shot weighing 100 1b. at the rate of 6
per minute, and capable of piercing
nearly 21 inches of wrought iron at the
muzzle. The broadside ibattery is ar-
ranged as follows: Eight on the main
deck, four aside, four on the upper deck,
two aside, those on the upper deck be-
ing exactly on the foremast, and after-
most guns on the main deck.

Hon. Premier Turner noticed that Mr.
Williams had taken quite a different line
of argument to-day to the one he took on
formally moving hisresolution.. He sup-
posed his hon. friend had seen the error
of his ways. The other day his hon.
friend argued that the rdilway company
was not eéntitled to the 10,240 acres per
mile unless it took the land along its line.
He did not know whether he had backed
out of that position. For himself he held!
that when the act said that the company
could take 10,240 acres per mile of rail]
way constructéd the company was er-
titled to that quantity.  (Hear; hear.)
The hon, zentleman said thatthose lands
were worth at least $i an:acre. Sup-
posing then thaf the legislature, instead
of giving the land, had decided to assist
the railway company in dollars to the
extent of $10,240 per mile, was it to be
supposed’ that they would back out of
their promised aid?. The hon. gentle-
man said that, in co nence of the line
being devious and wifiding and thereby
preventing the -company fromgetting, |
along with it, the land it was entitled to,
the government should not give it the
full grant. That was an ungenerous
proposition and one that theycould all see
the fallacy of. (Hear, hear.) It would bea
most dishonest proceeding: to promise
the company so mauy acres: & mile, and
then say that if it could mot getail‘the
land along its line it should not have it
at all. As tothe alternate blocks, -thal
matter was explained the other day. It}
was then clearly shown that -it wus|
thought to be in the interests of the
province that instead of -the company
travelling all over the district of West
Kootenay to select itz land the govern-
ment should step in and definie the plan
in the alternate blocks  where the com-
g&ny could place its selections. ~He still
eld that that was the better policy than
allowing the company to wander freely
over the whole district, and perhaps
taking up the best part of the country to
rest its claims on. . As a matter of fact,
it wag argued very strongly in the house
—and no one could dispute it—that the
land .slong .the - line  of railway—
the land the company had taken—
wae virtually vsluelesl. Further away
gqx‘n the line the land was thought to be
more valuable. It was true that owing,
to. the fact of the railway running

of minerals, the land on either gide had
become. very valuable. They really had
to thank the railway for the rapid de-
velopment,of the country and the great
increase in the worth of the land. It
seemed to him that it was open to ques-
tion whether the hon. gentleman (Mr.
Williams) was right in urging that the
government shonld allow the company
to travel all over the country to get its
‘selection off land, in place of giving 1t
alternate sectione. (Cheers,)

Mr. Williams said he did not say that.
Mr. Semlin remarked that the hon.
leader.of the government had put words
into the mouth of his learned friend that

Turner had not given one reason why the
resolution should not pass, and he did
niot suppose he could. He could not see
where the thanks to Mr. Corbin and his.

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THE NILE EXPEDITION.

Conflicting reports have been received
from the Nile Valley, but they aill agree
‘on one point, namely, that the Anglo-
Egyptian expedition must go as far as
Khartoum. At present the need of a
railway to forward supplies from the
base of operations delays the advance,
but work of eonstruction is proceeding
rapidly and it is hoped that by fajl the
line will be completed to Abu Hamed,
from which point navigation is uninter.
rapted up to and beyond Khartoum,
What the Khalifa is doing appears to be
open to doubt. One report eays that he
has abandoned both Khartoum and
Omdurman ; anether is to the effect that
he ig still there, but, taking warning by
the fate of Dongola, has entrenched his
troops at some distance from the river,
80 a8 to be safe from the gunboats, It
will be remembered that the great suc
cess of the operations, which led to the
capture of Dongola, “was- due in a
large measure to the work of the gun-
boats. The quality of the Egyptian sol-
diery, that is the Fellaheen regiments, in
an engagement unsupported by a flotilla
has yet to be tested, They have proved
themselves to be mueh better soldiers
than was expected, but whether they are
equal toa prolonged battleand the carry-
ing of a position by assault remains to
be seen.- The black soldiers who have
been enrolled in the Egyptian army are
superb fighters. There is no mistaking

Colonel Audenonitz, with a brigade of
the second division, arrived from the
West yesterday evening and took up
a posttion south of Deliler, with
the right wiag, which is now
8,000 strong and commanded by General.
Mavrenichalis. The left wing is under
command of General Mastropas, and is
composed of 5,000 infantry and six bat-
teries of artillery, 36 guns. It occupies
a position from the Mati road to Delier.
On the extreme right is the cavalry bri-
gade, composed of five squadrons. The
plan of the Greek commander is evi-
dently not to press gtl.ltacks until rein-
forcements arrive from Athens. The
Turks have not less than 9,000 intantry,
three equadrons of cavalry and 22 guns.

During Thureday night a battalion of
Evsones was entrenched on 4 hiil in*the
centre of the Greek position, and - the
whole of the Greek line had advanced.

OrTAwA, April 17,—The two military
organizations—the Dominion Riflemen
and the Deminion Artillerymen—have
held their annual meetings this week.
The most notable speech at the rifle
meeting was that of Sir Richard Cart-
wright, who, in the absence of Dr. Bor-
den, is acting minister of militia. The
old knight was in great form ; indeed, it
was the opinion of many that he had
never been heard to better advantage.
After disarming his audience by claim-
ing that he did not know anything of
military affairs and asking their forgive-
ness if he committed any faux pas, Sir
Richard proceeded to 'discuss military
affairs in & way which deljghted all thoee
who heard -him. Onaly a few years ago
it was the custom of  the politicians, or
both sides, to cut down the militia esti-
mates to the last cent, and it is gratify-
ing now to learn that a bew era has
dawned. It was inaugurated by the
Conservatives, and the Liberals are de-
termined to carry it on. 'Fancy Sir
Richard, twoor three years ago, express-
ing himself in favor of the organization
of a Canadian contingent to lend a hand
in fighting the battles of the empire, no
matter where the field ‘of conflict might
e.

The life
of the seal herd, we are told, is still in
danger, and more stringent regulations
must be laid down. Prof. Jordan, head
of the American Behring ses commis-
8i6n for 1896, has a pessimiscic article in
the Forum, in which he contends that
‘“if existing forms of international law
fail to protect a noble and valuableé ani-
mal to its migrations or its feeding ex-
cursions at sea, then more interdational

A GREAT WATERWAY,

Thg two hundred and 4hirty miles of
railway whichgwill connect Bute Inlet
with the Fraser River at Quesnelle will
tap a very fine waterway. The Fraser
at Quesnelle is a jvery important river
and drains a great lake system. It<is
navigable for the most part, so much so
that there isgood authority for the state-
ment that an expenditure of $50,000
would make 600 miles’ of ~lakes and
rivers accessible to steamers from
Quesnelle. "Indeed a short line of rail-
way, not more than ten miles, from
Stewart Lake to Babine Lake, would in-
crease the water mileage to 700 miles,
not including - the country  that
may be  reached via the Nechaco
and Francois Lake. The head of
Babine Lake - is  about - midway
between Hazelton on the -Skeena and
the head waters of the Omineca.
