Déenial of Report That Russians
Have Landed Marines
in Korea.

Berlin, March 12.—The war office nas
received the = following despatch from
Count von Waldersee:

“ Pekin, March 11.—Ia the fight west
of Suling Pass we hud only one slightly

wounded. The Chinese left 250 dead
on the field,

“Qur cavalry, with quick-firing guns,
pursued. the Chinese 20 miles, A bat-
talion remains at Pen Fing and west-
ward from the great wall to prevent a
return of the Chinese troops.”

Official circles in Berlin declare that
it is impossible to judge here exactly
what leads to the Chinese activity
around the great wall,

The Russian papers are spreading re-
ports that the movement is engineered
by Gen. Tuang Fu Hsiang and Prinee
Tuan for the re-conquest of Manchuria.
It is to the interest of Russia to circu-
late this view. .On the other band, it is
believed in Berli that the  Chinese
troops near the great wall have but
slight power of resistance, as the report
of Col. Ledebur’s engagement seems to
indicate. It is also believed these w.i-
nese troops are inferior to .those sent
against the allies before the capture of
Pekin,

The statement that Russia insists upon
China’s signature to the Manchuriaa
convention rests upon Chinese authority;
but Germany has no reason to suppress
such information, and the fact remains
that the agreement has not yet been
signed.  Nothing is known here as to
the published report that German capi-
talists are negotiating with high Chinege
officials for the erection of arsenals at
Nanking, Woo Chang and other points,
but thre rumor is not believed in Berlin.

The statement current that 600 Rus-
sian marines with guns have been landed
at Sma San Pho' (near Fu San, the ter-
minus of the railway xru ~through
Korea, on the Strait of oreg, or
Broughton strait, which adjoing  the
*Strait & Korea, and which with Kruse
stin strait separates Korea from Japan)
is regarded as unfounded. In authort~
tative quarters ‘here it is pointed ouf
that the agreement between Russia and
Japan pledges Russia not to land troops
in Korea without notifying Japan.

London, March 12.—The Pekin corres-
rondent of the Morning Post, wiring
Saturday and giving details ‘of the
storming of a gate in the great wall by
Col. Lebur’s column, March 8, says:
“The Germans captured the Chueng
Cung pass, between the provinces of
Chihli and Shansi, after ‘seven hours’
fighting.

*The Chinese held an apparently im-
pregnable position on the great wall at
all the highest parts of the pass. They
had several thousand troops, and artil-
lery of all descriptions.. The Germans
attacked them with 600 infantry and
two howitzers. The turning meovement
was over an almost impassable country,
occupied seven hours and was completely
successful. ¢

“The Chinese fled into ‘the province of
Shansi, leaving at least 100 dead and
several howitzer guns. = The victory will
have an excellent moral effect. as the
Chinese believed ‘their Tortified mountain
was impassable,”

NO MOVE FOR =
THE PRESENT

U. 8. President Will Test Sen-
ators Views Before Present.
ing Another Treaty.

London, Mar¢h 12.—Lord Cranborne,
the under secretary for foreign affairs,
in the House of Commonsvmcday, refer-
ring to Great Britain’s reply to the
United States Senate’s amendment | to
the Hay-Pauneefote treaty, added that
the  British government' was not en-
gaged in negotiations with any . other
power on'this subjeet. :

Washington, March 12.—~No step has
been taken by either side since the de-
livery of the British mote treating with
the Senate - ameudments to the Hay-
Pauncefote treaty, and it is: understood
that none will he taken in the immediate
future. The treaty expired on March 5,
and it is stated that at this moment the
United States government is undecided
as to whether or not it shall attempt to
draw a new treaty with Great Britain.
It is said that before amything of this
kind is done the administration will take
steps to learn the views of the senators
and the party leaders in eongress. There
will be no treaty submitted to the Sen-
ate except upon a pretty clear under-‘
clanding that it is strong enough to se-
cure the vote of two-thirds of the body.
It is understood at the state department
that the British eommmunication: submit-
ted yeaterday will mot be given out for
publication for the present.

“I shall pin my faith to Lord Roberts.
A more damaging case than that of
Sanna’s Post, as described by the secre-
tary for war, was scarcely ever put for-
ward.”

Mr., Balfour, the government leader,
objected to parliament constituting itself
“an amateur court to deal with muli-
tary and strategic questions.”

During the year arrangements will be
made with nearly all the great steam-
ship ‘companies by which their finest
vessels will be held at the disposal of the
admiralty ‘for - employment ‘8 cruisers
when required. To the lines previousty
engaged have been added the Orient,
Royal Mail and Pacific COMPRINAS.
Righteen of the swiftest passenger ships
of these lines will receive an annual sub-
vention. Thirty other steamers have
been placed at the ‘disposal of the ad-
miralty without further subsidy.

Harrison
Is Dead

Lawyer and Soldier Who Be.
came President of the
United States.

He Passes Away in His indiana
Home Quietly and Pain-
lessly.

In Wash_ington Genera! : Regret
Is Expressed at His
Death.

Indianapolis, March 13.—Gen, Benja-
min Harrison died at 445 this after-
noon without regaining ' consciousness.
His death was quiet and painless, there
being a gradual sinking until the end
came, which was marked by a single
gasp for breath, as life departed from
the body of the great statesman. The
relatives, with a few exeeptions, and
several of his old and tried friends,
were at the former president’s bedside
when he passed away.

The General’'s condition was so bad
this ‘morning after a restless night, that
the attending physicians
that the end could not be far off, and all
bulleting. sent out from the sick room
were . to . this effect, so family and
friends were prepared when the final
blow came, The gradual failing of the
remarkable strength shown by the pa-
tient became more noticeable in the af-
ternoon, and a few moments before the
end there was an apparent break down
en the part of the sufferer. The relatives
and. friends, who had retired from the
sick room to the library below, were
quickly summoned and reached-the bed-
side of the General before he passed
away.

News ‘of the death spread quickly
throughout the city and several of the
more -intimate friends at once hurried
to the Harrison. residence. The word
was flagshed from the bulletins of all the
newspapers and thus communicated to
the - people on their way home in the
evening. The announcement produced
the greatest sorrow. Within a few mo-
ments the flags on all public buildings
and most of the down-town  business
blocks were hoisted at half-mast, and
other outward manifestations of méurn-
ing were made. { v
. General Harrison had been uncon-
scious for hours before his death, the
e:act time when he pu:ﬁed into a c;)hm~
atose state being cult: to determine,
He spoke to man?ﬂm, failing to re-
cognize even his wife. ‘The greater
part of jl‘uesdug she was in a semi-
‘comatose condition; & gh he was at
times able to recognize ‘those at his bed-
side, At that time he reéeognized and
spoke to Mrs. Newcombe, his aunt, and
also to Mr, Miller, his clergyman, the
words, however, being very - indistinet.
Almost the last words he uttered were
addressed to his wife.

The late ex-President Haryison was
personally known to every member of

He graduated from Miami uni-
versity, Ohio, in 1852, and after study-
ing law began practice at Indianapolis
in 1854, In 1862 he entered the Unit-
ed States army in the elvil war and
assisted in raising the TOth Indiana re-
giment, of which he was made colonel.
In 1864 he was placed in' command of
a brigade and made the campaign with

to Atlanta.  For ability and gallantry
he was given the rank of brevet briga-
dier general of valunteers in 1865.

At the end of the war he resumed his
law practice in Indianapolis, and tak-
ing an active part in polities, aceepted
the Republican nomination for governor
of Indiana, but was defeated. He was
chairman of the Indiana delegation to
the Republican convention that nomin-
ated Mr. Garfield for the presidency in
1880 and was offered a portfolio in
Garfield’s cabinet, but declined. He be-
came a United States senator from In-
diana in- 1881 and in 1884 his name was
mentioned for the presidency. In 1888
he was tendered the nomination and ac-
cepted on the platform of a maintenance
of the' protective tariff, He was elect-
ed president and inaugurated in 1889,
He' was -again nominated in 1892 and
was defeated by Mr, Cleveland. Since
then he had been residing at his home
in Indianapolis.

The Court House Square in
Corsicana Used for the
Purpose.

Corsicana, Texas, March 13.—John
Henderson (colored), who assaulted and
murdered Mrs. Younger, a farmer's
wife, living just outside this city, sev-
eral days ago, was burned to death in
the court house square here at noon to-
day. A written confession of the
¢rime, attested by Justice Roberts, was
secured from the risoner.  Business
was suspended. any witnessed , the
burning. Henderson was captured yes-
terday, after a long chase with blood-
hounds. e officers took him to Hills-

boro,  and were impelled, through fear:

of the meb, to start for Fort Worth.

‘When ‘the train reached Itaska a party|:

of ' Younger’s ' friends. overpowered the
guards and hustled Henderson from the
train, He was. conveyed across the
prairie’ a distanee of 45 miles to Corsi-
cana, where he was placed in jail to
prevent infuridated citizens from tearing
him to pieces. A committee was ap-
pointed to see him and pass on his guilt
or innocence. = Finally he made a writ-
ten confession that he had murdered an
“unkmown white lady three miles north
of Corsicana, March 6.” There was
no one present, he said, but himself and
the woman’s two little childrén,  He
said he did not know why he had done

it.

When it became known that Hender-
son had confessed, people swarmed
around the jail. It was decided to burn
the prisoner at the stake at 2 p. m., but
news was received that troops had
started from Dallas, and the execution
was hurried.

A railroad rail was driven into 'the
ground in the corner of the court house
square. Boxes and dry timber were
piled around it and saturated with oil,
Just before noon about 40 men rushed
from the jail across the square to the
place. where the rail had been placed.
‘In their midst was Henderson, hand-
cuffed. The mob formed a circle, hold-
ing to a chain which surrounded the
prisoner to prevent the crowd from
tearing him away.  The « negro was
fastened to the chair with wire and
chains, : 1 0

Cans of oil were emptied over his
clothing, and dozens of lighted matches
touched the inflamntable material. The
fire alarms were rung.

Just as the pile was fired, Younger,

the husband of the murdered woman, ]|

jumped at Henderson and slashed him
across the face with a knife. Hender-
son gave no indication of pain or suffer-
ing. He rolled his eyes to get a
glimpse of the angry faces which sur-
rounded him, and there was a slight
movement of the hands. In ten min-
utes Henderson -was dead, . He made
no outery other than an ocecasional
groan,

“I do not
find,” said the Premier, ‘“that the
spectre of Germany has affected = our
commercial world, although a despond-
ent feeling exists which is due rather to
the necessity which writers feel of pro-
ducing copy for printing issues rather to
any real foundation in fact. Still, there
is a note of discouragement in a certain
portion of public opinion and the publie
press. -

“This is perhaps the natignal
pessimism which attends to great sue-
cess, but I trust we shall take such
warnings as if they were real and give
our whole attention to meeting any
dangers that might be pressing upon us.”

After recommending a more general
study of foreign languages, -and assert-
ing that Englishmen ought to know
French ‘and German and possibly $pan-
ish, before thinking of learning Greek,
Lord Salisbury urged that education
should be of utility. Later in the ad-
dress he observed: “I do not largely
believe in the decadence of British
commerce, but if it is true it is possibly
due to parliament, which meddles too
much”

Is Declined

Great Britain Cannot Accept Sen-
ate Amendment to Hay-
Pauncefote Treaty.

And Drops the Matter Without
Making any Counter
Proposition.

Washington, March 11.—The long-ex-
bected amswer from the British govern-
ment to the state department’s com-
munication reciting the action of the
Senate upon the Hay-Pauncefote
treaty, was returned at moon to-day.
Lord Pauncefote, the British ambassa-
dor, already had acquainted Secretary
Hay with the fact that he had received
a communication from his  government
on the subject, and it is believeed it has
been in his possession for several days.
Lord Pauncefote came to the state de-
partment at moon by appointment. He
brought the answer with him,’and read
it to Mr. Hay. It was in form, an in-
struction from Lord Lansdowne, the
British minister of foreign affairs, to
Lord Fauncefote, and of this instrue-
tion he left a copy with Mr. Hay. The
Secretary and the Ambassador were
closeted for half an hour.

At the conclusion of the conference, it
is stated that the instruction to Lord
Tauncefote was to notify the govern-
ment of the United States that the Brit-
ish government did not see its way clear
to the acceptance of the amendments.
These amendments were treated in de-
tail at some length in argumentative fa-
shion, the purpose of the British gov-
ernment being to show that.it had rea-
son for declining to accept them. After
disposing of the details, the note con-
¢luded with an expression of regret that
stach a course had been forced upon the
British government. There was mnoth-
ing in the mature of a counter-proposi-
tion, nor was an opening left for fur-
ther action by the government. It was
stated that if trere.was to be a fur-
ther attempt to amend the Clayton-Bui-
wer treaty, so as to authorize the Unit-
ed States to comstruct a waterway
across the Isthmus, then it was for the
United States to make the overtures.
The British government dropped the
matter at this point,

. FIRE FIGHTERS

iA Fermer Victorian Tells How
‘ They Manage in the Win-
ter Time.

Feb. 23.—¢ fave just re-
ceived a ceopy of your special issue of
the 20th of Janwary, and it does old Vic-
toria credit. I dom't believe it could be
beaten. on: the Pacific coast. I was
much - interested in the letter by Tom
Deasy, and your engravings describ-
ing the Viectoria fire department. Amnd
1t struck me while I read it that perhaps
the people outside the pale of the Arc-
tie Circle would like to kmow how the
Dawson fire department is equipped to

fight the fire fiend. Censidering the fact S

that Dawson is practically omly four
Years old, it is safe to say that its fire
giepar.tment is unegualled by any city of
its age in the world. Built entirely of
wood, -the buildings closely packed to-
gether, _heated by huge wood burners,
consuming 3 and 4 foot lengths of fuel,
the chimneys cousisting of 6 stove pipes
passing through metal protecters—with
tbg exception of a few hanging brick
chimneys—with absolutely no water 8YS.
tem, as far as fire service is coneerned,
minus any alarm system, exeept the
telephone, and with an Aretie elimate
to add to the difficulty, Chief Hector A.
Stewart and his men: have fought fire so
far during the winter of 1900-01 so suc-
cessfuily that the fire loss: will not reach
¥15,000.

A summary of the fire army shows
that the Dawson fire department con-
sists of 21 paid men, and has two fire
thalls. It has three steam fire engines
(the Waterons, No. I size, capacity,
1,100 .gal.; the Clapp & Jones, and the
“Ahrens,” with a capacity of 700 gals.
each); a double 80-gal. Champion c¢hem-
ical,  a single 40-gal. Champion echemi-
cal, two hose wagons; three hose Teels,
and A Seagrave truck. There being, as
1 said, no water works, the engines are
kept in houses built on the ice of the
Yukon, and at intervals: of about 1,000
feet. These houses are conmected with
the fire halls by an electric signal, which
13 rung when an alarm.is turned in, noti-
{ying the engineers to fire up—from 15 to
25 pounds steam pressure is' constantly
kept by the use of Standard saper heat-
ers. Owing to the peculiar conditions
cxisting “from the steamers being im-
movable, the hose wagons are obliged to
carry ‘enormous loads. No. 1 cart car-
ries 1,800 and No. 2 2,300 feet of hose,
and the reels 650, 700 and 950 each. The
harness, which is of the Hale type, was
‘put together in Dawson, and everything
is the same in both Halls as on the out-
side, ‘with the exception that there being
no alarm system, the horses are rung
out and the gong rung by a lever, oper-
ated by the man responding to the
’phone. I forgot to say that Dawson
has in all 9,000 feet of tiose. We fought
fire this winter at 68 degrees below
zero, and averaged a call a day through
the month of Jhnuory, during which
\month the thermometér registered near-
ly 60 degrees below for a fortnight on
end, and never got above 40 degrees. At
the Oribbs and® Bogers fire we had six
Jines, 800 and 900 feet to a line. Using
T-inch 'and 1:inch mozzles, we pumped
for 1 hour and 40 minutes, and drowned
the fire out. We could net have used
that hese much longer, as King Freeze-
up had reduced the calibre of the lines
to about 1 inch. Then all that hose has
to be hiroken by-tite aid of hot water and
hung in the hose tower to thaw out and
dry, 'and' the chemicals and the ladders
given' hot water and steam treatment
for the same complsint. On the whole
the life of a_Dawson fireman is not all
a dream of Paradise. .

The Commissioner’s Deductions'
from the Voluminous
Evidence.

The following are Judge .Harrison’s
findings in Iis  investigation . .of .the
-grievances of the settlers in the Msqui-
walt & Nanaimo railway lands, as .re-
ported to the legislature yesterday:

I find that for years betore, and  at
the time *squatters” went on -these
lands, there had been and were laws
governing the aecqusition of erown
lands, coal and other minerals, .and
timber, and enacting what crown lands
could be disposed of, and .the terms on
which lands and minerals, .and .timber,
uuthorized to be disposed -of, could bpe
acquired and title to .them obtained.

Lhat in every such act.the legislature
authorized the reserwation of crown
lands, and restricted the .acquisition of
crown lands, and coal and minerals on
and under them, to unreserved * * =
crown lands.

That for years previously .there had
been established by the legislature, and
there was at that time, a reguiar sys-
tem of recording and .record offices,
recording officers and books for carry-
ing out the administration of such
crown lands as were unreserved.

And the law required .persons desir-
ing to acquire crown lands.to record,
and provided for their being furnished
with a record, certificate of improve-
ments, crown grant, or lease, as the
case might be, and for.the records not
only to be made in the district office,
but to be alse registered in.the pre-
emption register .at the head oflice at
Victoria. i 2

Applicatiens had to be made in dupli-
cate.

No record was .allowed.to be made on
an application unless in due form and
accompanied by the necessary declara-
tion.

Printed forms were supplied to appli-
cants, whe were required to fill them
in and sign them in duplicate, accom-
panied by declaration in .duphc;ate.

Note.—Thre permission referred to means
permission granted to *“‘occupy’” under the
Land Ordinance, 1870, and previous to the
reservation.

And speaking generally as ‘to pre-emptions
made before the reservation, thg Chief
Commissioner in the same letter states:

“That ‘the system 0f granting a leave of
absence should ‘be ‘avoided :ns :‘much as pos-
sible.”

On July 8rd, 1873, Mr. Fawecett, the gov-
ernment :ggent 'at Nanaimo, wrote the Chief
“Commisgioner, -as follows:

+‘Sir;—I ‘have ‘the 'honor ‘to enclose an ap-
Plcation from Joseph Perkins for permis-
sion to presempt at Nanoose Bay. I inform-
ed TPerkins of the proclamation resegving
all the Iand on this ‘side of the Island of
Vancouver for rallway purposes, and that I
belleved 'his application ‘was too late to be
entertiined, but, as he urgently wished me,
I forward it to you.”

In reply, {dated Vietorla, 7th Julv 1873,
he was told by the Commisioner:

“I 'have ‘to inform you that I am unable
to grant permission to Joseph Perkins to
ocupy ‘landunder'theLand Ordinance, 1870.

ter dated 30th ult., with regard to the 20-
mile 'belt reserved along the Vancouver
IJsland ‘shore from Bsquimalt to Seymour
Narrows, 'on wh'eh no land can be pra-empt-
ed.”

On the 8th day of December, 1874. Mr.
Joseph "Ferguson, who had Iands at Nana-
imo fiver, was informed by the Chief Com-
missioner as follows:

“I have the honor to acknowledge receint
of vour letter dated 3rd December, 1874, in
reference 'to your previous application for a
timber'lease on Nanalmo river and inquiring
as to the right of Messrs. Robertson. Car-
penter & Co. to cut timber there, and in
reply would beg to inform you that no lease
has been granted for timber rights on Van.
:lnuvg’r Island inside the raillway reserva-

on.

Mr. Fiddick, who had applied by letter,
dated the ‘S8th of July, 1875, to purchase
Some land adjoining his pre-emption claim
in Cedar District, was. informed by the
Chief Commissioner by letter dated 9th
July, 1875, that

“This land s not open for sale.”

With regard to applications to record
land, Mr, Fawcett was written to by the
Chief Commissioner on the 10th of October,
1875, as follows:

“I have the honor to point out that an
application to record land. that contains
no date or signature, and is unaccompanied
by a declaration, should not be received or
dealt with by you.”"

Mr, Jobhn Hemar, a claimant, who pur-
chased whatever inferest Albert Fauller had,
after Fuller had obtained a grant under the
Settlement Act for lands on which he
squatted, had himself applied to record
lands, and being refused by the government
agent at . .anaimo, applied through Mr, Hil-
Lert, of Nanaimo, to the Lands and Works
Department, and on the 17th September,
1878. was informed by the department:

‘The land you desire to obtain is included
within the rallway reservation, and is
therefore neither open for pre-emption nor
purchase,”

In March, 1879, the government agent at
Nanaimo was written to by the Lands and
"Works'Department, and informed that New-
castle townsite was included in the rallway
‘Teservation; and as such could not then
bee (gealt with by the provincial, govern-
ment.

On the 22nd day of April, 1882, Mr. Bray,
government agent at Nanaimo, wrote to the
Lands and Works Department, asking:

‘“If there ja any land open for pre-emp-
.tlon on the west coast of Vancouver Ialand
n the vicinlty of Alberni, and if so to what
extent? Some parties here wish to pre-
empt or purchase over there, if the land is

Their case was also mentioned in express
terms in the agreement entered into between
the two governments, and in the contract
made for the eonstruction of the railway,
and in the Act of the Dominion ratifying
the agreement and contract.

The persons so taking possession of these
lands did not themselves claim they had
any existing rights, but claimed to be
“squatters,” and applied for and acquired
title under. the Settlement Act. ¢

No _matter how the sgréement made with
the Dominion government, or the Settle-
ment Act, or the decision of the Legisla-
ture as to what “squatters” should get,
mpy now be regarded, 'It is clear that it is
impossible for them or claimants under
them to now acquire the coal or minerals,

CLAIMS PRIOR TO RESERVATION.

In two-.cases only were claims put for-
ward as coming .under the section of the
Settlement Aet saving existing /rights,

One by Mr, Byron Crawford, who alleg-
ed he had purchased, after the reservation,
whatever rights James Shields had, who
was on crown land prior to the reservation,

Shields, however, was not recorded.

There was no written evidence of this
transaction, ner any to show that Shields
was entitled to-record. And Mr, Crawford
himself applied to record ‘and obtain his
title under the Settlement Act.

Another by J. B. Holmes, who agreed to
urchase from D. Sulivan land to which
RP alleged Sullivan represented he had coal

I must also draw your attention to my let- rights through having the land prior to the

railway reservation. Sullivan, however,
applied to record and obtained a grant un-
der the Settlement. Act, and Mr, Holmes
completed his purchase knowing that. and
after Sullivan had obtained his grant,

Mr. Sullivan’s name also appears in the
petition to the Governor-General as having
resided on this land for six years, which
would place him as being first in possession
in 1876 or 1877.

RIGHT OF WAY.

With respect to the claim for compensa-
tion for the right of way, the reservation
was for.the express purpose of having a
railway built through it, and the squatters
were well aware of this: and it is to be
regretted that they did not accept the con-
cession offered them by Mr., R. Dunsmuir
in the nature of compensation irrespective
of the rights of the company to build the
railway without paying for the right of
way.

I beg to express my appreciation of the
valuahle services rendered by the secretary,
Mr. Ellis. and by Mr. Bass, the sfenogra.
pher on this commission.

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THE CHINESE COMMISSION.

The session of the Chinese Commis-
sion, which opened in this city yester-
day, is likely to be very interesting. No
fault can be found with the scope of the
inquiry, as stated by the Chairman, Mr.
Clute, and the series of 34 questions,
which the Commissioners have given out
to the public, are very comprehensive.
These do not limit the subjects to be
investigated. They are more in the na-
ture of suggestions, and any person
having information to give, not covered
by them, will find the Commissioners
ready to accept it.

When the matter to be collected by
the Commissioners has been got togeth-
<t, it ought to be a very complete epito-
ae of the facts bearing upon Orienta)
iabor in this province; but if this is to
bLe the case, there must be active co-
operation by the public with the Com-
missioners. 'We direct special ‘attention
to the way the questions are framed.
Take No. 21 as an example. It veads:
“How have workmen been affected by

. ®Chinese and Japanese Immigrants, re-

spectively?” This is a question which
wcalls for more than mere expressions of
opinion. The Commissioners do not ask
what people think on the subject, but
what they know. The last question
asks for suggestions, and is somewhat
©f an unusual nature to be found in a
Zovernment inquiry. It is: “How do
You propose to prohibit (Oriental immi-
Lration) with the existing treaties in
Yorce?” 'This is very much more easily
-asked than answered,

‘When Mr. Bourassa mide his
protest against the sending o ihe First
Contingent to South Africa, most people
were willing to believe that he was
simply a student of constitutional law,
who was carrying out his ideas of par-
liamentary government to an extreme.
He was, perhaps, literally correct in
his definition of the powers of the minis-
try, but he had lest sight of the elasti-
city of - our institutions, wkich have
“ broadened slowly down from precedent
to precedent.” He did not seem to
have understood -that there is nothing
which the British people may not do,
and that, while there may have grown
up through long practice a certain way
of doing certain things—and this ought
not to be hastily departed from—
emergencies are superior to usage, and
what is needed may be done in the
readiest way available,

But Mr. Bourassa in the resolution,
which the House of Commons buried
out of sight, appeared in a light that
gives a different color to his first act.
That resolution was distinctly aimed at
the existing relations between Canada
and the Empire. It was not the result
of an endeavor to apply closely general
principles of parliamentary governm-nt,
but, if it had been adopted, would have
been a direct refusal by Canada to
recognize any further the obligations
which she has recently assumed in
common with the other self-governing
portions of the Empire., We think that
the vote shows that Mr, Bourassa and
his views form *une quantite meglige-
able ” in Canadian politics,

PUBLIC AND PRIVATE ACTS.

A question was raised ‘in the house
~Sesterday as to what can or cannot be
done in private bills. The lawyers of
the house and the older parlia-
mentarians would not be misled on the
points, but the remarks of some of the
speakers might create - an impression
outside of the house that there is some
difference in effect between public and
private acts. No such distinction ex-
ists, except so far as the rules of the
house are concerned. Al acts, whea
they have once passed and received the
assent of the lieutenant-governor, are
equally law, and all are public. For
convenience acts are divided into public
and private, but a provision in a private
act is as much the law' of the land as
though it were in an act introduced by
message and carried through as a gov-
ernment measure,

Nevertheless there is sométhing in the
point taken by Mr. McPhillips, and we
think there was no substantial ‘differ-
ence of opinion between him and Mr.
~A9rtin.  Unguestionably the  former
was right in saying there is' a distine-
tion between public’ and private acts.
when it comes to construing them.
The courts in.construing a statute al:
ways endeavor to get at the intention
of the legislature, and Mr, McPhillips
was'‘quite right in saying that in deal-
ing with a bill for the construction.of a
railway, all the house would' be under-
stood as doing would be to have endeav-
ored to provide for that, and would not
be taken inferentially to have contem-
plated anything else. 'We incline to
the ‘opinion that no court would infer-
entially conclude that what is ordinarily
called a private act would be construed
to affect the prerogative rights of the
crown or to divest the crown of any
part of the public domain. But Mr.
Martin was"also right when, endorsing
Mr, Eberts’ interjection, he said that a
provision in an act was just as much a
part of the public law of the land, no
matter where it is found. . It is just as
well that attention has been drawn 'to
this matter in a prominent way.

CHINESE IN MINES.

The employment of Chinese in mines
or other industries in Canada is an
economic  question, which need not, be
discussed here and now, because it does
not arise, in connection with any preposal
now before the legislature or the public.
It may become more acute by and bye,
but at present the interest in it is purely
academic, by which we do not mean
that it is not a matter of immediate con-
cern, but only that it has not taken a
concrete form., It is certainly not in-
volved in a measure, which seeks to for-
bid the employment of Chinese under-
ground in mines because their presence
there fis a source of danger. This is a
substantive proposition and ‘ought to be
debated on its merits alone. If China-
men in mines are a source of danger, if
their presence adds to the perils In-
separable from mining, we do not sup-
pose there is any mine-owner in the
world who would so employ them. We
may deny to the mine-owner the ordin-
ary instincts of humanity, if we like,
but we will at least concede that he may
be supposed to possess an ordinary
degree of sense.

For the ordin-
ary expenses of schools within a munici-
pality, the trustees are certainly the
best judges, and we can see no reason
why the aldermen should be considered
the' best judges, when it comes to the
matter of erecting school houses or the
like. It has been suggested that school
trustees should be required to procure
signatures of 'a certain number of rate-
payers before a by-law is submitted.
We do not mean that our Vancouver
contemporary has suggested this, but it
has been spoken of. We think it would
be a mistake so to require. It is well
enough, when a private individual is

It is alko
important that the school superin-
tendents should be as closely in touch as
possible with the edueational depart-
ment,
.The Times joins with the Vancouver
paper in denouncing the increase in the
POM tax,: but, like it, has no alternative
to offer. 1t expresses sympathy for
“the workingman whose week’s wages
are carried off by the taxpayer,” but it
has. no suggestion to offer as to the
source from which the government can
look for the money neceded for the sup-
, port of schools. Speaking of our school
system gemerally, the Times says: “It is
certainly 'not free in the sense that free
is' understood in other parts of Canada.”

There is no part of €anada where the
children are educated without cost to
the public.  “The incidence of taxation
may fall differently in the different pro-
vinces. It ‘certainly does, but the
schools are supported b§ taxation just
the same as they are here, and if our
schools are not free becanse the people
are taxed for their support, then there
are no free schools any where in the
world except those that are maintain-
¢d by endowment, and in which free

Mr. Brown moved the following reso-
lution:

“Whereas, under the constitution of
the province of British Columbia, four
years may, ard as a rule do, elapse be-
tween one general election and another:

“And whereas, between one general
clection and another, questions arise as
to the- assistance to be given by the
province to private enterprises, many ot
which questions are of large and far-
reaching importance;

“And whereas it is advisable, in the
public interest, that the electors of the
provinee should have the right to secure,
in some proper and constitutional way,
an opportunity to express their approval
or disapproval of proposals to grant to
private enterprises large amounts of the
public moneys or public lands of the
province:

“ Therefore be it wesolved, That this

ouse would approve of g measure de-
signed to provide, under proper safe-
guards and conditions, for the reference
of such proposals to a vote of the electors
of the province.”

Speaking ta his resolution, Mr, Brown
said he had introduced a bill at last ses-
sion on lines similar to his present mo-
tion, which had been ruled out of order,
He thought, however, that a bill of this
description could be framed that would
not. be revolutionary in its tendenecy.
The referendum principle was success-

ly operated in municipal government,
and should be capable of extension to
provincial affairs. He considered that
such a principle way more desirable 1
provincial than in municipal affairs, as
in municipalities the eouncils were only
elected for one year. An instance of
the danger of allowing a political party
to enter into an important contract with-
out reference to the people was now in
evidence in anether province (Manitoba),
where it was scen that large numbers
of the electors—friends and opponents of
the government—were bitterly opposed
to the action of the executive. Had the
grants of lands to railway companies m
this provinee in the gast been submitted
to the people, he had no doubt they
would never have been made, and that
British Columbia to-day would be de-
riving an immense income from the coal,
timber and agricultural ‘lancs given

by the _government. He in-
iced the cases of the Shuswap &
agan and other provineial railways,
which were an expense to the province
instead of a profit, uotwithstanding the
Iiberal land grants and subsidies given
to them. 'The principle of the resoln-
tion was imposed on the municipalities
by statute, and all that the resolution
contemplated was an -extension of thé
principle to provincial affairs, 5

AMr. Pooley characterized the resolu-
tion as striking at the root of the consi-
tution. It would relieve the legislature
from all responsibility and resolve it into
4 mere debating society.

If the government did 'wrong. the
veople had the ‘remedy in their hands, to
turn them out summarily;  but if the
=overnment and the legislature had the
lizhit to refer all matters to a vote of
the people, they might remain in power
indefinitely, leaving all the responsibility
of legislation to the electors. - The reso-
lution was a blow at representative gov-
‘rmment and the fundamental rules on
which it was founded. . Speaking of the

erereasmeE
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railway policy of past administrations,
Mr. Pooley ecalled attention to the fact
on two occasions at least the govern-
ment h‘a}d beeu_triumphantly returned on
the policy which the honorable gentle-
man was criticizing. . He called atten-
tion to the progress, the increase of
ropulation, and the establishment of im-
portant industries which had followed
the enlightened and wise policy of that
government. As for the resolution, he
could scarcely find words' to express his
dissent from the principles which it con-
veved. He felt assured that the house
would not for a moment entertain such
a proposal, utterly ridiculous and sub-
versive of all that a Briton held most
precious of fair play and liberty. (Ap-
plause.)

Mr. Curtis could not agree with Mr.
Poolpy. He considered a reference of
public questions to the people a safer
method of government than their con-
sideration by a senate or a house of
lords. The resolution did not intend
that all matters should be referred to the
clectors, but only those questions yhich
should appear to them as improper and
4 danger to the interests of the provinea,
It would defend the province from the
hordes of railway promoters and subsidy
seekers. 'We had and instance of a be-
trayal of trust by the government of
another province, where, pledged to a
policy of government ownership of rail-
ways, the administration had entered
into a contract to assume the debts of a
railway company. The resolution pro-
posed to defend the property of the
people from the act of a government
that might be inclined to alienate it fox
the benefit of the railway companies.
He would go further than the resolution
and have every matter brought. before
the house referred to the electorate, He
had much pleasure'in seconding the reso-
lution,

Mr. Hayward aceused the mover and
seconder of the resolution of playing tc
the ‘galleries; they were wasting the
time of the house for no purpose, but it
was rather surprising to hear such argu-
ments from those gentlemen, who not
so long ago were spending the country’s
money without even having a seat in the
house. (Applause and laughter.)

Mr, McPhillips calied attention to the
dismal failure of the principle advocated
in the’ resolution as instanced in  the
Dlebiscite on”prohibition, which Sir Wil-
frid Laurier was obliged to confess was
utterly worthless nnless an overwhelin-
ing majority. had been cast under it in
favor of prohibition.. Mr, McPhillips
ridiculed the arguments of the moyer
and seconder, and pronounced the refer-
endum .as contrary to British practice
and prineiples. When those honorable
gentlemen were in power, did they pro-
mulgate their referendum principles
Did they succeed in their policy of
government ownership of railways? No,
the people declared at the polls that
they had no faith in those gentlemen or
their principles, and elected the present
government to carry out . the present
policy of progress which they had al-
ways advocated. (Applause.)

Mr. Oliver said the resolution pro-
posed that questions might be submitted
under certain conditions and safeguards..
He thought this might be secured by
petition of 25 per cent, of the electors.
Mr. McPhillips* views on the prohibition
plebiscite were entirely wrong. He de-
nied that the late government was 'de-
feated on the policy of government
ownership ‘'of railways, and that the
bresent ‘government was the choice of
the electors. 5 g

Hon. Mr. Turner—The hon. member
said that the present government was

there was no doubt of whom the people
wanted. After several eclections the
men who had formed the government
were re-installed, and he thought that a
sufficient refutation of the hon. mem-
ber's insinuation. Tt appeared to him
that the resolution was designed to per-
suade thé people that the government is
opposed to the interests of the province,
The hon. member for Rossland always
insinuated such a state of affairs in all
his speeches—that the government was
the supporter and advocate of monopol-
ists—an insinuation which he emphati-
cally denied and repudiated. The re-
solution struck at the vital principlqs
of governmeunt under the British consti-
tution, so long battled for and so firm-
ly -established; it was designed to. de-
stroy the gesponsibility of the legisla-
ture. Appgst‘he principle to a business
firm. If the managing directors had to
refer every item of expenditure to the

carried. on? Yet that is exactly :what
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continued, at some length, to arraign
the policy, past and present, of the ad-
ministration, incidentally instructing the
junior member for Victoria in the les-
son conveyed by the prohibition plebis-
cite which, he claimed, was not parallel
to the present case. He concluded by
declaring that his resolution breathed
the spirit of freedom, and was calcu-
lated to secure untold blessings on gen-
erations yet unborn, and alleging that
the present was mnot the choice of the
the present government was not the
choice of the people at the last general
election.

SECOND READINGS.

In committee of the whole, Mr. Stables
in the chair, Mr. Helmcken moved the
second reading ' of the Columbia &
Western Railway Company's act, ex-
tending the time for construction of the
road until April, 1903, with®a proviso
that ‘it should not be construed to ex-
tend the time within which the land
grant of the road might be earned.

Mr. Martin explained that the railway
committee did not feel justified in_intes-
fering in any way with the question of
subsidy provided for in the ariginal bill,
leaving that to the consideration of the
house.

Mr. Helmcken moved to strike out
the proviso relating to the land grant.

{putntions desirous ef consulting the
government on this measure, and he
trusted the government would give am-
ple opporturity to all who desired to dis-
cuss the bill before it was finally com-
mitted.

Hon. Mr, Prentice, in rising to move
the second reading of the Public Schools
bill, said a good deal had been said
about the government providing free
text books and the government printing
and publishing these books. People
who advocated such a poliey did not un-
derstand all the difficulties of the pro-
posal. There was no doubt that a re-
vised set of text jwoks was badly need-
ed. He had consulted with Mr. Robin-
son, superintendent of education, to
whom he alluded in highly complimen-
tary terms, and with the superintendents
of schools, and inspectors. All were of
opinion that the government could not
undertake the work. The expense of
publishing. would be very great. There
were certain large publishing firms whe
furnished text books to the other prov-
inces of the Dominion, and possessed
all the facilities for producing the books
in large quantities and at a minimum of
cost. These publishers held copyright
on nearly every book they published,
and before the government could under.
take the publication it would be neces-
sary to. buy the copyright, a formidable
undertaking, quite out of the question,
and beyond the means of the province,

‘When he had introduced the bill he
had informed the house. that it would
pe supplemented with another, amend-
ing the Assessment Act and providing
for an imerease of the poll tax from $3
to 5. This change in the taxation
might not be received with popular fav-
or, but it was -necessary, and he hoped
the house would give it a favorable con-
sideratiom, as the only means by wihich
to provide revenue for the rapidly in-
creasing demands of the  public  ser-
vice. ‘He wished it understood that the
government earnestly desired to main-
tain the best and highest standard of
education im the province, but, while
anxious to ‘provide the best possible edu-
cation for the youth of the eountry, it
seemed absolutely necessary to curtail
the amount of the anmual appropriation
for school purposes. The grant for edu-
cation' had increased steadily year after
year, and it was compulsory on the gov-
érnment to try and keep it within rea-
sonable bounds, so as to provide for the
many other important demands of the
public 'serviee. < He trusted the house
would concur in this view of the matter
and assist the government in carrying
out a reform which was conceived in
the best interests of the province. {Ap-
plause.) .

The bill provided for enlarged powers
in’ cities and towns, giving them more
seope in caring for the schools. The
cities and towns had been classified ac-
cording fo the school population to se-
cure to each an equitable proportion of
the annual grant. In this classification
he had endeavored to make as just and
equitable division as possible. He pro-
ceeded to show by figures the effect of
the new law in some of the principail
cities and towns. For instance:

Vancouver, under the o1 system, re-
ceived $43,833; under the new system
the city would receive $41,800, including
salaries of high school teachers up to
$300 each. !

Answering Mr. Martin, Mr. Prentice
explained how he propesed to deerease
the expenditure on education. Estimat-
ing the revenue tax the sams as for
1900, i.e., $100,000, the additional tax
of $2 per capita would give $66,666,
making $166,666. 'The four cities from
the additional $2 tax would produce
$56,492, which, added to $166,6G6,
would make $223,158, an inerease. over
last year of $123,158. The school ex-
penditure for 1900-1901 was $326,520.
The school estimates for 1901-190;
would amount to $373,103, an increase
of $46,573. Deduct this from $123,158
ad it would show an actual saving of
$76,585, (Applause.) :

If
the gentlemen who eriticized the system
were' in edrnest, why did they net
abolish it during the regine of the Sem-
lin-Cotton ministry. It was the only
method of reaching a large elass of peo-
ple who could not be compelled to con-
tribute to the public treasury any other
way. It was estimated, and he was sur-
rised when the number was stated to
gimy that there were about 20,000 Chi-
nese and Japanese in the province. The
new tax would be the means of raising
$60,000 from them. How would the
opposition propose to collect taxes from
those Asiatics if not by 4 poll tax? He
considered the system' which had pre-
vailed up to the present, of collecting
the poll tax by the cities and ‘municipal-
ities, a wrong one. It would be much
better and simpler for the government
to collect - the tax, avoiding ' confusion
and conflicts of anthority. The collec-
tion by the governmeént would also add
to_theé prestige of " the province in''the’
money market by showing'a larger rev-
enue, when it @ necessary to ap-
ply for provincial loans. ! .

It ‘was the intention of the act that
the school trustees at present 'in office
should remain in office till the full end
of their term. -~ He dered’ the es-
tablishment of high schools a most im-
portint feature of ‘the school system,
and the bill was intended to encourage

He was, however,
convinced: when he took hold of the de-
partment that reform was necessary,
and he determined to do his best to
bring it about, and in doing his - dunty
to the best of his ability he Fered Le
would have the assistance and support
of the house. (ApplauseX

Mr. Martin would not oppose the second
reading of the bill for although he was
opposed to certain of ‘its provisions, he
agreed with others. Mr, Prentice said that
nothing had been taken from the cities, but
the figures in connection with Vancouver
were very wide of the mark. The city
council had declared by resolution that ‘the
loss under the proposed bill would be $3.-
600. They, with the trustees, thought the
grant should be increased instead of dim-
Inished.

The effect of the bill would be very un-
fair to the province at largé.—New ecities
and towns would be seriously affected, he
assumed they would have to bear the ex-
pense of sehool buildings, a heavy one,
amounting to large sums yearly. That ex-
penditure would have to be raised by a di-
rect tax on the citizens or paying interest
on debemtures. Mr. Martin went on to an-
alyize Mr. Prentice’s figures, declaring that
the only Increase under the proposed new
system would be $14,000, and ecomplained
that the figures were incomplete, in not
showing definitely the amount proposed to
be given to the citites. He was entirely op-
posed to-the increased revenue tax, al-
though he acknowledged the necessity of
raising more revenue and agreed that any
Increase of taxation wonld be unpopular.
Taxes should be levied from the well to
do and rich, not from the poor man. The
$3 poll tax was difficult to collect, and the
$5 one would be still harder to gather in—
people were not able to pay it. People
would evade payment and possibly the gov-
ernment would not receive as much as
under the old system. He would support
every means by which Japs and Chinese
could be taxed. He opposed the principle
of a property qualification for school trus-
tees or for any other public representative.

Mr, Prentice—“I explained that I was
not wedded to the principle of that sec-
tion.”

Mr. Martin—*Glad to hear it. He thought
the school trustees should have no power
to dictate to ratepayers ss to the amount
of taxes; that was a matter solely for the
city council to deal with. If that prin-
ciple were allowed to prevail it would sure-
ly affect the other pubjlic services of the
city. He would leave the question to be de-
cided by the people.

He did not object to the evident intention
of the Act to enforce attendance at schools
in the cities. He considered the enuncia-
tion of the principle of compulsory educa-
tion a step in the right direction. At the
third reading of the bill he would ask the
house to reject certain sections.

Mr, Murphy moved the adjournment of
the debate till the next sitting.

The bark ha_d her topsails set and was
making good time, when at 6 a, m., with-
out warning, the wind shifteq around
to the southeast and blew a hurricane,

€re was a very heavy swell on from
the northwest, and with the tremendous
seas. from. the southeast, which threw

ver the bark as ghe
lay in the trough of the high, confused
seas, the‘vessel rolled and labored vio-
ently, bgmg Swept over until her star- .
board rails were buried and the seas
were up to the middle of her hatches,
Then. she would lurch over to port, and
the port rails were submerged and the
Wwaves came up to the marks left by the
brine of the seas, which had covered the
other half of her deck when she was
swept over to. the other side. Despite
the buffeting she received, the big deck
cargo is still intact, the pile of 100-foot
sticks and other big timbers being still
fast beneath the chains which hold them
in place. Some of the stanchions are,.
it is feared, started a little, and it .
would not be a matter of surprise if part
of the rail was sprung; but, although
the lead showed at one time that there
was a depth of some seven feet of water
in the bark’s hold, the vessel is not leak-
ing—that is, she is net making water
through her hull—that which had made
its way into the bark having, her master
says, all gone in fron above. The hull,
which was overhauled at Esqaimalt just
before the present voyage, is said to be
as tight as a drum. When she was an-
chored in Esquimalt yesterday there was
not more than eight inches of water in
the vessel, the pumps having reduced 1t
to that depihi by that time.

The crew did not know that this water
in the vessel’s hold, which had arisen
foot after foot until the depth of six or
seven feet was to be found there, had
made its way in from above, and they
went aft to the captain’s quarters on
the run, and wanted him to put the ship
about and run for port. The captan,
who had a similar experience off the
Horn once before, the bark then making
water from above in a similar manner,
felt assured that the pumps would clear
her out when the storm blew itself out,
as it did at noom, six hours after it
began, and he wanted to proceed.

The crew, though, regarded the batk
Prince Victor as a sinking ship, and
longed for shore. On the captain tell-
ing them that he wanted to procweil, the
sailors absolutely refused, and Jaid
down their ultimatum. ' They refused ‘o
work. There was nothing for it then
but to return, and the vessel was accord-
ingly put about and sailed for the
Straits. She was picked up yesterday
morning by the tug Magic. She had a
list to starboard, but whether this was
caused by the shifting of the cargo be-
low decks, or the deck-lead, could net
be learned Iast night.

The bark is anchored at Esquimalt,
and will be surveyed to-day or to-mor-
row. With her Iist, she has the appesar-
ance, when viewed from shore, of a dis-
tressed vessel; but with the exception
of the list and the possibility of some of
her stanchions having been strained, she-
is undamaged, htr hull being quite tight.
She was overhauled here just, before she
went to Vancouver to load her present
cargo. having, as will be remembered,
had the misfortune to bump on Rosedale

reef, off Race rocks, when she wags en-
tering the Royal Roads on her val
here in ballast some six weeks agd. She

did not ground on that : i6n, but
was landed on the reef with one swell
and lifted off with the next, grazing her
bottom asshe &lid off and necessitating
going on the ways,

The Prince Vietor is the sister ship of
the Prince Albert, another Norwegian
bark, ‘which has gone up to Vancouver
from here to load: and also of the Nor-
wegian - bark Prince Arthur, which
sailed from Coquimbo on January 28
for this port.

Capt. Iversen, of the Prince Victor,
has his wife and family on board.

The Lzomene, which 'is a ship of
1.644 tons, is in  command of Capt.
Hughes, and comes from Carrizal to this
port, like her sister ship, for orders. The-
owners of the ship—a Liverpool firm—
hkave, or. rather, had—for they have lost
some—36 vessels, and all have names
ending with “omene.”

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Attacked on
Craigflower Road

A Young Lady the Victim of a
Brutal Assailant on Mon-
[day Night.

‘Was Struck from Behind and
badly Wounded—Assail-
ant Fled.

‘A young lady who resides with her
family at Victoria West was the vic-
tim of a singular hold-up affair on the
Craigflower road soon after 10 p.m. on
Monday. She had left the ecity just
prior to 10 o’clock, and was proceeding
home along the Craigflower road when
attacked by a strange assailant, who
struck her about the head and face sev-
eral times, running away immediately
after his savage and imexplicable at-
tack. She was proceeding along the

narrow two-board sidewalk through one|

of the secluded and poorly lighted parts
of the trunk road of the western su-
burb—the identical spot for the light-
ing of which the residents have several
times petitioned the city council—when
she heard a rustling sound from the
bushes at the road side. Thinking that
a dog was wandering through the
shrubbery, she paid mo heed, until she
~heard steps on the sidewalk behind her,
and when the man, &8 it proved to be,
came close up behind her, she swerved
to allow him to pass, and then it was
that the miscreant struck the unfortun-
ate young lady on the back of the head
with what she thinks was a sand bag.
She reeled slightly, and as she did, the
assailant struck again, this time, it is
believed, with a sharper instrument,
cutting her face and inflicting a wound
which bled profusely. The two blows
half-stunned her and she fell, The as-
sailant then fled, leaving his vietim lying
on the sidewalk where she had fallen.

‘What was the object of the attack it
is hard to say. The wvictim is a well
known young resident of the western
suburb, and as far as can be learned,
has no enemies. Nor was robbery the
object, for no attempt was made to
rifle the pockets of the young lady, or
to take her purse, which she carried in
her hand, and which was picked up on
the sidewalk near where she fell. The
assailant, after his attack, immediately
ran away, and so quick was the attack
and so soon did he run away, that the
victim was unable to distinguish him
sufficientiy ‘to give any deseription. Af-
ter his flight, she made her way as best
she could to the residence of Mr.
{Churton, on the Craigflower road. where
the story of the attack was told, and
the residents assisted her to her home,
Dr. Hart was then called to attend her.
The police were not motified of the at-
tack until yesterday morning, and since
then they have becn investigating the
case and endeavoring to capture the as-
-sailant. :

This is the second affair within the
past two weeks in which a resident of
the city has been struck from behind
with a weapon, and like the former in-
stance, this affair of Monday night
‘points to the fact that it was not the
work of a professional hold-up man, the
man rTunning away as soon as he had
wounded his vietim. 'This was also the
<ase when Capt. Thomas Gunn was
held up a week or so ago on’' Menzies
street. He was struck from behind with
a belaying pin, which was afterwards
found lying in the street mearby, and
from the size and appearance of the be-
laying pin, coupled with the fact that
there was one missing from a sailing
-ship then here, it was believed that the
assailant in that case was a sailor. Who
was the assailant in this latter case is
@ matter which the police are now en-
deavoring to solve, and which as yet is
still far removed from solution.

CONSOLIDATED BY-LAWS,

Chief Langley Posting Himself on New
Sections of City Statutes.

During the past year the by-laws of
‘the city have been enforeed more strictly
than was the case before, and this rule
is to be continued. At present Chief
Langley is busy mastering the new sec-
tions incorporated in the by-laws during
the revision, and will issue instructions
to his officers. One of the by-laws which

has been radically changed is that re-

lating to laundries and wash-houses.
Under this every Chiwese laundry in the
city will have to be cha.‘nged, the law
providing among other things that  the
floor shall be of concrete, and in some
cases it will be necessary for the lann_-
drymen to move to comply with the pro-
visions respecting the distance from the
street and other matters. There is one
clause particularly affecting the Chinese
which the Chief is having printed in Chi-
nese. It is as follows: SRR

“ Every laundry shall be maintained,
conducted and carried on in a sanitary
and decent manner, and so as to occa-
sicn no offence to anyone. No laundry-
man or person employed in a laundry
shall sprinkle clothes in the. process of
wringing, pressing or ironing, by sprink-
ling or spouting from the mouth, nor
shall sprinkle with the hands, but all
sprinkling shall be done by propér and
cleanly appliances.

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Cable Line
Up the Coast

Col. Domville Has a Company
Formed to Lay Cable to
Skagway.

Would Serve All Coast Points
in British Columbia and
Alaska.

Col. James Domville, of . John, N.
B., formerly a prominent ' member of
the Canadian House of Commons,
arrived in the city yesterday from Se-
attle, accompanied by his son, Mr, Har-
ry Domville. Col. Domville was in Vie-
toria the other day just long enough to
catch the steamer RRosalie for Seattle,
and he has been for several days in the
latter city discussing the proposal of his
company, the Northern Commercial Tel-
egraph Company, which was formed
nearly two years ago to comstruct and
operate a cable and telegraph system wup
the coast and thence to Dawson and
Nome. Col. Domville says he received
every encouragement from the practical
men in Seattle with whom he conversed
upon the subject, and if it should hap-
pen that the intermational aspeet of the
project hinders the capital he has se-
cured in the Old Country from being in-
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vested in the system, he has every con-

fidence that he can secure the necessary
2id on the other side of the line.

“The cable must go,” said Col. Dom-
ville yesterday evening, in discussing
the matter, “and it would have gone,
and would have been a finished and op-
erating line direet from here to Dawson
and Nome a year ago, had not the Do-
minion government concluded to con-
struct their overland line, which is yet
uncompleted, and which will never,
when it is completed, enter into serious
competition with a line such as our coms
pany proposes to construct,

“It is really a great coast system of
telegraphs which will be eonstructed by
our company. We have the charter to
build to Dawson, and as that is Cana-
diam, it is necess: to have similar pow-
ers from the United States for those
parts of the system which will be con-
structed on United States soil or laid
in United States waters. With that
there will be no difficulty, for the Amer-
icuns are alive to the importance of the
cable.”

“Is it the intention of your company
0 build the line with a view to creat:
ing a service for all the up-coast points
in the province and intervening localit-
ies on United States territory?’ was
askéd Col. Domville, /

“It is certainly the Tinfention of the
company to build a lize as will give
serviee not only to the canneries and
mining eamps on the coast,” was the
Colonel’s veply, “but by means  of
branch lines reach the interior on such
rivers as the Skeena and Stikine.

Robertson  (secretary)—were algo de-
puted to attend with » the Kamloops
genﬂemeu, and to' present a resolution
which they passed at a special meeting
on Saturday_ evening, endorsing the idea
of establ}shmg such an institution and
the locating of it in the distriet sur-
rounding Kamloops, of which the eli-
mate is admirably adapted for the suc-
cessful treatment of the disease,

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Tragedies at
Cape Nome

Miners Frozen to Death at the
Arctic Camp—Great
Suffering.

Mining Boom in Kiondike Dis-
trict—Good News from
Clear Creek.

Steamer Danube returned from the
North yesterday morning. She had
fourteen passengers—five from White
Horse, seven from Port Simpson and
two from Union Bay. Those from
Port Simpson were mostly members of
the telegraph construction party which
went North to complete the building of
the northern telegraph line, including J.
B. Charleson, superintendent of = con-
struction; his secretary, J. K. Gobeil;
W. M. Crean, superintendent of the
Dawson-Skagway line; R, Kelley, M.
Cuthbertson and F. Huden, J. Allan,
A. Rex, F. Lewis and Mrs. Peel and
child came from White Horse; and
Capt. Robertson and A. K. Barham
from Union.  Miss - Chamberlain also
came down from Port Simpson, !

News of some of the expected trage-
dies of winter at Cape Nome were ri-
ceived by the Danube. A Dawson de-
spatch of March 1 to the Skagway
Alaskan says:

“Most horrible details of death by
freczing reached here to-night in the
third mail from Nome this winter,
bringing advices up to December 10.
Several deaths have occurred in lhe
immediate vicinity of Nome ecity and
on the various trails. The wind ®as
Lieen blowing, and the temperature has
registered the lowest -ever known.
Tents have been torn to ribbons, and
the inmates forced to seek shelter else-
where,

“One man left Nome December 2, at
about 8 o’clock in the evening, and at
10 a party coming in found him and his
two dogs frozen stiff. The wind nad
covered them with a snow blanket, and
their bodies were only discovered by
being stumbled upon. = Other eaths
were reported, but e names are not
obtainable to-night.

“Never before has travel been so Jan-
gerous. What is one day a perfoct
trail is the next day totally obliterated
by the drifting snow. The suffering of
those who were not sufficiently provided
for is terrible. Business is reported
very dull, and nothing is doing in the
commercial world. During the last of
November several stampedes took piace,
and in nearly every instance good
strikes have been made. Old experi-
enced miners predict many big finds ror
next season.”

A mining boom is on in the Klondike,
according to another press despatch
from Dawson on the same date, which
says:

“ Ome of the biggest booms to mining
in the district was made known to-day.
New regulations were received from Ut-
tawa to-day, abolishing the six districts
of the Klondike in‘ which a man was
permitted to only stake one claim. Ac-
cording to the new regulations, a maan
is now permitted to stake one elaim on
every bench, river and creek in the ter-
ritory. Owners may also abandon
profitless claims and stake others on the
same creek.

“The new regulations have caused
much excitement. Opinions are rife ds
to what the results will be. Many
claim that this will make it possible for
the larger companies to send men +o
stake claims and have them all turned
over. In this way it would be possible
to freeze out the individuals. Others
claiim that the new regulations will per-
mit many to get on their feet again by
having the privilege to acquire posses-
sion of other claims.”

Good Teports were received by the
Danube from the new finds on the
Stewart and in the Chileat district.
The Dawson News of recent date says:
“W. 8. Paddock has returned from
an extended trip of six weeks spent on
lear creek, and from what he saw
and learned he does not hesitate to say
that Clear creek is a good summer
mining field, the trouble in winter
being on ‘the ecreek bed, from water,
whir}h is hard to contend with in severe
Wweather,

“On discovery eclaim Mr. Paddock
siys bedrock has been reached and
nany pans running 35 to 40 cents each
are being taken out. Other claims
the near vicinity of discovery' are also
showing up well, and mnot one of them
hetween 3 above and 6 below could be
purchased at a price less than $10,000.

* Regarding the reports of that coun-
try bronght back by Mike Bartlett and
“Nigger Jim,” Mr. Paddock says he 18
not in the least surprised, as what little
prospecting they did was away up in
the 180’s and 190’s and very near the
Lead of the creek, where men familiar
with the country would have been
agreeably surprised had anything of
value been discovered. *Nigger Jim
may be a good miner,” said Mr. Pad-
dock, ‘but he surely exercised poor
judgment in prospecting on Clear creek.”
“Regarding the proposed locating »f
the recorder’s office at Barlow City, Mr.
Barlow thinks it is a grave mistake on
the part of the government, as he says
Barlow City is fully nine thiles below
where any gold is likely to be found,
and at a point hard to reach in the
Summer season from the gold-bearing
portion of the creek, on account of high
water.

Dr. Fagan, secretary of the provincial
board of health, returned Sunday even-
ing from an extended Eastern tour.
Primarily the doctor’s visit was to at-
tend the convention on tuberculosis,
held recently in Ottawa. Dr. Kagan
was present at the sessions of the con-
vention, and from what he says, there
will be sure to result very important,
not to say radical, changes in the system
of treatment of sufierers from the
ravages of the dread bacillus. I'he key-
note of the convention was edueation.
Not education for the medical man
wlone, for the profession has been mak-
ing a close study of this important sub-
ject for a long time, and vast strides
have been made in the research, which
is still being prosecuted, with the object
of destroying the power or at least dis-
arming the tuberculosis bacillus of 1ts
effects. Education of the people is
aimed at, and especially of those who
are sufferers or exposed to the infection
from tuberculosis. It was the decision

of the convention that literature of an
cducational character should be pre-
pared and distributed throughout the
Dominion. This will be done at an
carly date, the funds for the purpose
having been obtained partly by sub-
scription and partly by grants from the
government. The governments of the
various provinces have been much In-
terested in the movement, and it is the
hope of the medical men and others
who are working to advance the
methods adopted in coping with tuber-
culosis, that government assistance will
be obtained for the establishment of a
sanitarinm in each province where such
does not already exist,

Dr. Fagan supplemented his experi-
ences at the convention by visiting all
the principal sanitariums established in
the East. The chief and longest estah-
lished is that at Saranac Lake, in the
Adirondacks, where Dr. Trudeau, an
enthusiast in the work, has made a
great success of . the treatment of
patients, A charming village of cot-
tages has been established and is con-
stantly being added to by the muniti-
cence of wealthy patients or of others
who have had relatives benefited by
the treatment.” Several of the cottages
are entirely the free gift of a single
individual. Dr. Trudeau believes in the
cottage system, only four patients being
quartered in each. The medieal at-
tendants are nearly all men who have
themselves been benefited or cured of
tuberculosis by the treatment, and they
are all, like the founder of the institu-
tion, enthusiasts. The treatment is of
the simplest charaeter, the regulation of
the habits of the patient being one of
the most important features. Open air—
und that from as early in the morning
as it is safe—is a great specific, and
each patient is required to spend a great
part of the time on the broad piazzas
which surround the little homes of the
resort. . Very interesting and costly ex-
periments are constantly being carried
on at the laboratory of the sanitarium,
with the purpose of studying the bacil-
lus in all ways. At present there is a
chemist specially engaged on the study
of the bacillus to determine, mot its pro-
portions, but its nature, which has not
set been definitely found out. In the
process there are billions of the bacilli
propagated and many experiments con-
dneted.  Dr. Fagan said there were
actually pounds of the minute creatures
bred, for hé had held in his hands jars
containing, he thought, as much as three
These are all used for the
purposes of the investigation, the cost of
this ‘particular series of expeériments
being defrayed by a wealthy lady who
has given §5,000 for one year’s opera-
tions. It will probably take fonger to
complete the task, though very satisfac-
tory progress is being made.

In Canada the principal sanitarinm is
that at Gravenhurst, in Muskoks,
where larger cottages than those at
Saranac are used, some six to ten pa-
tients being accommodated in each.
This institution is run on very ecareful
lines and is thoroughly equipped_. h}r.
W. J. Gage, who is at present in Vie-
toria, is one of the chief benefactors
and was one of the original promoters
of the establishment. e remains hon-
orary treasurer of the institation. At
Ste. Agathe, near Montreal, there is a
smaller sanitariam, which is more in the
nature of - a private enterprise, the
founding of it having 'been due to the
efforts of a' medieal gentleman who him-
self was cured of tuberculosis in. Patis,
having spent his period, of  ftreatment
almost living' on the hotuse- . where
the physicians sent | So  ‘that ne
might optain_ the life in the open air.

services, This sanitarinm is supported
almost entirely by private subscrintion.
Dr. Fagan has brought with him a
microscope of the latest and make—
in fact it ix one ‘of the best in the
world—to add to the equipment of his
department.

Hon. Mr. Eberts said the matter had
been a serious one, and the government
had taken prompt steps to investigate
and ‘bring the parties to justice. Heo
had given instructions for the prosecu-
tion of the Japanese illegally natural-
ized, on charges of perjury, but it was
found very difficult to identify them,
and the nmagistrate dismissed the
charges on the ground that the Japan-
ese had no criminal intent. They were
ignorant of the law and they swore that
they did not understand the mature of
the papers which they signed, 1t was
the men. who induced them to sign
those papers who should be punished,
but the difficulty was to secure evi.
dence that wonld convict them. He
indignantly denied Mr, Martin’s insinn-
ations that prominent friends of the
government’ had = been implicated in
those frauds. - Prominent members of
the legal profession were not in the
business of naturalizing Japanese, Dur-
ing the recent visit to Ottawa he had
asked the Dominion government to
enact a law providing against the
fraudulent naturalization of Japanese,
and had also urged upon Sir Louis
Davies the desirability of instructing
the fisheries officers not to issue licenses
to persons who could not produce proper
naturalization papers.

Mr, McPhillips did mnot know any-
thing about the merits of the case, but
he knew that Mr. Martin had can-
celled the whole commission of ‘the
beace without cause or explanation. It
came with bad grace from that gentle-
man to criticize the cancellation of
these commissions,

Mr.: Brown seconded Mr. Martin’s
resolution because he had heard certain
rumors. He did not make any' charges.
He thought it strange that the govern-
ment had taken action in cases where
political opponents had naturalized
Japanese, and no action where their
political friends were concerned.

Hon. Mr. M¢Bride reminded Mr. Mar-
tin that he had dismissed Thicke from
the eivil service.

Mur. Hawthornthwaite, in moving the

The bill
affected matters of life and death, and
should secure the greatest consideration,
The number of miners employed in the
coal mines was constantly  inereasing,
and it appeared to him that precautions
tor protecting life were not taken in pro-
portion to the greater risks which this
increase incumred. He explained some
ot the causes of explosions in mines,
which were often due to the ignorance
uf incompetent miners. 'The govern-
ment of Nova Scotia had passed a sim-
ilar measure and found it to work satis-
factorily. It aimed to keep Chinamen
cut of the mines and to employ none un-
derground but men who could prove
themselves competent. It was impor-
tant that Chinamen should be excluded
trom underground workings, as it was
generally conceded that they were the
cause of most of the explosions that had
occurred in. Vancouver Island mines.

Hou. Mr. Dunsmuir—"That remains to
be proved.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite. said he had
scarcely ever met a muneér in all his ex-
perience who did not blame the Chinese
for causing explosions. At least one
coal mining company was so convinced
of this that it had ceased for several
Jears past to employ Chinese under-
ground. He continued, impressing the
tact that too great precautions could
not be taken to protect the miners from
uccident, and to illustrate he read a
long list of recent accidents.

Mr. Hawthorthwaite drew a picture
of the hardships and dangers which at-
tend  the miner in his daily work, the
ever-menacing death which lurks in the
dark recesses of the mine, and the cry-
ing mecessity of providing every possible
safeguard for his protection. He ex-
plained the principles of the bill, which
provides that: -

No person shall be permitted to cut,
mine, blow, shear, loosen or extract coal
by hand, machinery, or otherwise, un-
less he has been employed in some capa-
city dn a coal mine for a period of one
year, and holds a certiticate of com-
petency from a board of examiners, to
be formed as hereinafter provided for.
‘ No person shall be granted such certi-
ficate of competency who has not—

(a.) beep empioyed in a mine in some
capacity for a period of one year; and

tb.) has not proved to the satisfac-
tion of a majority of said board of ex-
aminers that he has knowledge of mod-
ern methods of digging coal, of the ma-
ture of mine gases and explosives, and
furthermore, if deemed advisable by any
one of the board of examiners, that he
can read and explain sdlected portions
of the Coal Mines Regulation Act in an
Enrropean language. H

Royal Commisslon to inquire in-
to Oriental Immigration
Has Convened.

Expert .Evidence of Doctors..
Two Sessions a Day Will
be Held.

At ten O’clock. Wednesday morning
royal commission appointed by tue Do-
minion government te inquire into the
-QOriental immigrationr question, met in
the offices of the department of public
works, post office building. There were
present the members of the commission
and the following gentlemen: Mayor
Hayward, for the city; Dr. C. J. Fa-
gan, secretary provincial beard of

Lealth; J. D. MeNiven, on behalf of or-
ganized labor; J. Grant, on behalf of
the merchant tailors and journeymen
tajlors; J. M. Bradburn, counsel repre-
ssenting the Chinese Board of Trade,
and R. Cassidy, .counsel representing
the Japanese. ;
The first proceeding was the reading
by Secretary F. J. Deane, of the royal
warrant, authorizing . the commission
and appointing members. A second war-
rant appeinting 'Mr, Christopher Foley
in the place of Mr. Ralph Smith, M.F.,
who had resigned from the commission,
was also mead. 'The president of the
commission, Mr. R.:C. Clute, then de-
<lared the commission open. ‘
Mr. Clute briefly reviewed the circum-
stances leading up to the appointwment of
the commission, beginning with the com-
mission of 1884, amd tihhen he referred
to the act passed by the Dominion gov-
ernment in 1885, which, with amend-
ments, was still law. The prineipal pro-
vision of this act, he said, was the im-
position of a tax of $50 on all Chinese,
with certain exceptions, coming inty the
country, also the restrictiom of the num-
ber allowed to land from any one ves-
sel. . Repeated requests for an increase
in this tax had since been made Ltoth
by petition from the legislature of Brit-
ish Columbia and from residents and
representatives of various bodies in the
province. These had been made ‘in
1891, ’93 and 95, and in 1899 the legis-
lature had made a similar request. Fin-
ally in 1900, on receipt of another re-
quest on the same lines from the legis-
lature, an increase from $30 to $100
had been made in the tax. At the same
time the Dominion govermment had ex-
pressed an intention to appoint a com-
mission of inquiry .into all matters af-
tecting the subject of Oriental immigra-
tion. This then was the origin of the
commission, which was now convened,
and the presiding commissioner stated
that it was the desire of the government
and of the eommissioners that the full-
st and freest inguiry should be made
into all matters touching the subject of
inquiry. :
The commission expected the cord;al
assistance not only of the provincial
legislature, which had been in a man-
ner responsible for the institution of the
inquiry, but 'of all parties who could in
any way facilitate them in their labors
of making investigations. It had been
considered by the commissioners that it
would facilitate ‘business if this first
session should be held preliminary to the
calling of any witnesses. Kveryone was
invited to give evidence, and the evi-
dence submitted would not be limited
in any way, as the fullest inquiry would
be made.  The .commission had _also
thought that the work would be facili-
tated 'by preparing a mumber of gques-
tions or heads under which evidence
could be grouped; but the inquiry would

* by mo :means be limited even to these.

It was the idea to treat the evidence as
to the Chinese and Japanese separate-
1y, so as to give an opportunity mot only
to present facts regarding each fully,
but to give each mationality a separate
hearing, as it ‘were. The = following
points ‘were suggested: 1. The number
of Chinese and Japanese in British Ce-
lumbia; 2. ‘What has been the annual
number arriving sinee the influx first
began? These points would be largely
covered by .certain statistics, the Do-
minion officials of the customs could fur-

The Japanese avail themselves of white
physicians exclusively and patronize hos-
pitals largely. The Japs being found at
white dealers’ stores. He had been in Jap-
ancse boarding houses. The Japanese bed,
with wooden block for pillow, was not
anything worthy of remark. To Mr, Brad-
burn, who referred to his reply re exclusion
he said he believed most of the housework
and laboring was done by Chinese. If they
are excluded there might be temporary em-
barrassment, but he belleved it would be
better to have them excluded.

To Mr, Foley he sald he thought he would
favor exclusion of Japanese. White ser-
vants would be more plentiful if Japanese
and Chinese were excluded.

Dr. ‘Watt, superintendent of quarantine
for the four years past, was the next wit-
ness. He sajd he believed the Chinese in
British Columbia were all from four prov-
inces or districts near Canton. They were
mostly of the coolie class, laborers. He
had no personal knowledge of the conditions
of bringing out of the majority. He always
understood mest of them were brought out
by companies. He did not know the pame
of such companies or where they could be
found. When they arrive most of - the
Chinese are In laborers’ dress. He did
not know definitely as to what money they
brought. * He .thought they had very little
as a general thing; $2 or $3 would cover
cost of clothing they were. Generally they
continue fo wear their native dress. They
brought their own bedding with ‘perhaps
$5. Most of .the ‘immigrants are adults,
ranging from say 15 to 40 years. Very few
can speak English. He generally knew
those who had been in the country before.
He did not know how much money the Chi-
nese sent back to China out of their wages.

The Chinese usually follow their own
habits in disposing of refuse and observing
sanitary regulations.

Asked to describe quarters occupied by
laboreres he said small rooms were the rule
with bunks round the wall, with a mat or
quilt to lie upon. A small table, chair and
the beds would bethe princ¢ipal furniture,
Food was principally rice and fish, the
former brought from China. They dealt
with their own merchants. In his experi-
ence he had known a few who had adopted
European clothing and discarded the queue,

Dr. Watt considered the usual Chinatown
2 menace to health; that of Vietoria is pos-
sibly in the most sanitary condition. Old
Wooden buildings here had been condemn-
ed on fire regulations, 'He thought Chinese
were pecullarly ‘subject to tuberculosis.
