New Westminster, April 24—Work is 

progressing on the New Westminster 
bridge at a satisfactory rate, and the1 in­
dications are that all the constructive 
work of piers will be finished before 
the annual freshet. Just now the cen­
tre of attraction is number two pier, 
where the deepest water is encountered, 
as in the other cases a temporary wharf 
was built over the spot, the piles form­
ing a ease into which the caisson was 
floated preparatory to ’being filled with 
concrete and sunk. But, owing to the 
great depth of the river at this point, 
90_feet, it became necessary to use piles 
105 feet long. The caisson is now down 
a few feet into the sand and grave! 
which forms the bottom, and it will not 
be long till this, the last, big pier is 
completed. The caisson is built with a 
cutting edge, and having a well hole in 
the centre. .Through this the sand and 
gravel is taken up by a very powerful 
pump, 180 pounds hydraulic pressure. 
As soon as the affair is down the de­
sired distance, the well hole is also fill­
ed up with concrete. Thig ranks among 
the deepest piers known. Unfortunate­
ly for sight-seers, little is to be seen of 
all this interesting work. After this, 
only a few piers in shallow water on 
the city side remain to be built. In the 
meantime the long approach on the 
South side is nearing completion, -and 
very soon work on the superstructure 
will be commenced. Soane material is 
already here, and as the rest arrives 
from Montreal, it will be hauled on 
cars to its future position, 
realizes the tremendous pressure against 
the big caisson from the current and 
tide, "it is easy to see why the 
tractors .ore anxious to complete this 
part of the work before high water 
comes.

From
Ottawa, April 18.—The Hon. Wm.

London, April 23.—The budget, which 
was introduced in the House of- Com­
mons today, shows an estimated expendi­
ture for 1903-04 of $719,770,000. The 
Chancellor of the Exchequer, Mr. 
Ritchie, fixed the national debt charge 
at $135,000,000, of which $31,500,000 is 
available for the -sinking fund. Thg esti­
mated revenue on the existing basis of 
taxation is $773,850,000, giving an avail­
able surplus of $54,083,000.

The duty on tea, Which the trade ex­
pected would be reduced, is not changed. 
Mr. Ritchie’s proposals include: The 
abolition of the duty on grain, the taxes 
on sugar and coal are unchanged, four- 
pence is taken off the income tax.

Mr. Ritchie' opened with the pleasing 
scheme that whereas his predecessors 
had to impose fresh taxation, it was his 
task to remit burdens. He thought 
there was nothing in the monetary situa­
tion to create alarm. Money neeessariiÿ 
had been scarce and dear, as in addi­
tion to the government demands there 
had -been many other calls on the mar­
ket. Any further demands on account of 
the Transvaal, however, would he wholly 
for reproductive works, and would have 
the full guarantee of the British gov­
ernment.

The total expenditures of the state for 
the past year from every source was 
$l,005,6à5,000. He estimated the cost 
of the wars in South Africa and China 
of the last four years at $1,085,OOCKOOO,.

000,000 is charged to the capital account.

death, I appealed to the country to con­
tribute towards these memorial hospi­
tals; about $26,000 was raised, and 
with this money we have assisted the 
districts which were considered most to 
need of hospitals.

THE NEW HOSPITALS.
1 "I should perhaps explain that a good 
deal of thought was given by competent 
judges in the selection of these places. 
In most eases the money for the build­
ing in party raised in the district, and 
the maintenance of the hospital guaran­
teed; the necessary grant was then giv­
en to complete the hospital—this varies 
according to the need of the place, from 
l$500 to $3,000. The first year or two 
the hospitals may need a supplemen­
tary grant to help to pay ithe nurses’ 
salary, but generally the hospital is able 
to be maintained from the patients' 
fees, and local contributions. Ten hos­
pitals are now in working order; out of 
this number one at Piet ou belongs to 
the government, one at Fort William 
has been lent us, and a beautiful one 
at Copper Cliff has been affiliated to the 
'order. Four hospitals will be opened 
this spring at North Bay, Kaslo, Swat 
River, and Red Deer. We have now 
US Victorian nurses, some employed in 
hospitals and the rest engaged in dis­
trict nursing.

The eighteen towns that employ these 
nurses raise their funds locally to pay 
these salaries. Six localities are aided 
by grants provided by the Ontario gov­
ernment.

ytliiiig about our people, aud called u< 
names we would be ashamed to call 
one. We do not want to choose 
ourselves, but we do want the govern­
ment to choose a man who knows tin- 
work he had. to do, and is aide to do it,” 

“There is’ only one word and ‘one 
heart" up at Fort Simpson between all 
the chiefs, and that is that Mr. Mor­
row is not the right man for them and 
they do not want him. I hear that 
Canada is a great country, and surely 
the government can appoint a good man. 
one whom they would not be ashamed 
to follow. I saw in the paper the other 
day that all the Indians around Fort 
Simpson were satisfied with the ap­
pointment of Mr. Morrow;. This is not 
so. This talk comes from Mr. Morrow 
ami his friends only. A man who has 
a nice front garden wants to grow 
something that will climb high and Ve­
nice to see, so that people when they 

by will look up and say how good 
it looks. 'So do the Indians want a 
guide whom they can look up to and 
respect as a good man. I wonder why 
those men who send these letters down 
to the papers about the Indians being 
satisfied do not put their names to the 
letters. It think it is those- people who 
are always against the Indians 
have sent these unsigned letters, 
know the four white men these letters 
are coming from. They have aJw-ays 
been against the Indians. The Indians 
went to Naas river on the 5th of March.

PIIOSPHORUS MATCHES.
G vriUitn Lawmaker Gives Reichstag 

Benefit of Scientific Knowledge.
Berlin, April 22.—Interior • Secretary 

Yon Posadowsk.v Weiner, speaking in 
the Reichstag today, (luring the discus­
sion of the second reading of the bill for­
bidding the use of white or yellow phos­
phorus in match making after January 
1, 1908, said that to reject the scientific 
proof of the ruinous effect of phosphor­
ous vapors on the human bone system 
was “to refuse to see the sun on a 
bright day.” Phosphorous, he claimed, 
not only caused necrosis sometimes three 
or four years after a workman has left 
the factory, but it was liereditally trans­
mitted so that whole families were af­
flicted. The opponents of the measure 
sought delay, expressing doubts regard­
ing die value of the patent processes 
acquired by the government, and offered 
to thé match manufacturers, and which 
was tested during the Reichstag recesd 
by a committee, which reported it. The 
House eventually passed the law.

The scarcity of a desired article raises 
its price; therefore, those food materials 
will he cheapest which are most easily 
and abundantly produced, as wheat, 
corn, beans, peas, etc. Cost of trans­
portation naturally affects market price, 
and closely allied with this is the higher 
price of perishable food. That oranges 
should cost less in the midst of orange 
groves than 500 miles away from them, 
and that the grocer or fruit seller must 
guard against loss by freezing or decay 
in his margin of profit are self-evident. 
In buying the raw material there is a 
waste in certain foodstuffs—-that is, a 
quart of whole, good milk represents the 
entire amount of nourishment a quart 
of milk can furnish, but a pound of 
meat, including both meat and bone, will 
furnish only the nourishment of the 
available part. Thus, in buying the waste 
of material has to be considered as a 
factor of cost. Hothouse or out-of-sea- 
son foods cost more than those in sea­
son, while fads or fashions often dictate 
price.
