The Great Dispiay That s to be Seen i the
Academy of Music Building.

Nowhere can the residents of and visitors $o HW

Torouto spend a more agreeable hour than in &
leisurely survey of the pictures now on view at
173 King-street west, in the Academy of Music

building. There are hore displayed 257 piotures | o

of varying degrees of merit, but none of a low
standard and many of the highest. The largest
amount of interest is- taken in the collection
sent from the Eden Musee, New York, npt that
theyare necessarilythe most meritorious,though
the work of celebrated painters, but because
they are the largest and the beanties can be
seen better at a djstance and by more people at
the same time.

Of those who visit New Yorl but few fail to
visit the Musee, and to such there is little need
to dilate on the merit of the pictures sent on
for exhibition here. It would be invidious to
speak of the special beauti¢s of any one picture
where all are so g ood, but it 1is mo
disparagement to the others-to call atten-
tion to the ‘‘Departure of Kmigranis from
Havre,” "“The Soldier's Meal,” *“The Pilot
at the. Wheel.” The pingy _ col-
oring and drawing are alike excellent. ' These
pictures aro not spok as rep tive
of the merits of the whole, many of the smaller
paintings being as well deserviug of praise
though loss conspicuous. Notgbly ig this. the
case in “I'he Gem of the Collection.” which
many will be ready to declare aptly named.
While saying this much of the musee collection
no less could be said in favorof the pictures
exhibited by the painters.

But as the lutter are in competition for: the
medals offered, while the former are not, news-
paper criticism_cannot be held to influence the
voting. Iu addition to the paintings ‘the artis-
tic value ot the exhibition is enhanced by
several well-conceived and beanutifully-ex-
ecuted statuettes. The exhibition as a wholeis
such as should receive liberal patronage ot the
hands of all lovers of the fine arts, to whom it
cannot fail to be productive of much pleasure,
Tho gallery is open froi 10 a.m. to suuset and
frowm 7.30 to 11 p.m.

THE DOCTORS STATENENT.

Adam Wright Tells the Story of the Col-
lision Botween the Police and Students.
Dr.. Adam Wright, who was arrested eariy

last.Friday morning when returning home from

the dinner of University Medical College and
spent several hours in the Agnes-street Police

Station, yesterday gave the following statement
of the case to The World:

1 have during the last elght years made it a rule to
pemain with the students at the annual banquet until
it was over. 1 have endeavored to prevent too much
noise. I do not pretend to have been agsuccessful
would like on some occasions.

At the conclumn of the dinner in the Rossin House
fast Friday morhing | waited until the students had
assembled on King-street, near the north entrance of
the hotel. I then went out by the York-street door-
way and along to Ki: and found that thestudents
were. somé distance ahead, and walked slowly after
them. Near tne east end of the in House I met
three of the students who were not with the crowd,
Messrs. W, McGillivray, Webband Zwick. Mr. Webb
is my cousin ; the other two are final students. We
walked along qnleu{{ and, when we -reached
‘Yonge-street _the students W
east slde of Yonge at Adelaiae.
slowly and were never so close to the body again.
in fact they were out of si| %& most of the time. We
walked up the west side of Yonge 1o Queen, crossed
over and went up the east side of Yonge. Near Wil-
ton-avenue we saswsome policemen. One of them had
adrunken man by the collar -and was jerking him
about in amost cruel fashion, anda number of the
policemen were min%conm and foul langnage. Some
of them appeared to be acting like maniacs. We look-
ed atthe arrested man and found he was not a student,
though the policemen seemed to think he was.

When we were at Wilton-avenue the students had
reached Gerrard-street, as far as we could tell. We
walked there pretty rapidly, but before we reached
