GREAT FIRE AT PARIS,

Gillies Brothers’' Saw Mill Burned—The

The loss to the Messrs. Gillies Bros. is
very large, probably $10,000 to $12,000,
and they carry little or no insurance.

Dillon and O'Brien Hissed and Weeping
William’s Portrait Wrecked — Police
Charge Sthe Mob With Sabres and

wdundod On the Ground.

Coeg, Oct.’ 27.—Messrs. Dillon and
O’Brien arrived here to-day and were met
at the train by a procession. As the pro-
cession pn.uec(y through the streets therewas
considerable hissing and booing and several
stones crashed through a large portrait of
William O'Brien which was carried in the
parade.

Upon arriving at the assembly rooms
Dillon and O’Brien were given an enthusi-
astic reception during which several
speeches were made.

While the speech-making was in progress
a body of Parnellites attacked the bands-
men of the McCarthyites and tried to de-
molish their instruments. A free fight
followed but the police soon put an end to

1t.

Dillon and O’Briensubsequently attended
the Cork County Convention where Dillon
presided. In his address Mr. Dillon com-
plained of what he termed the ‘‘organized
violence” of the Parnellites and made other
allusions to the political situation which
were loudly applauded.

Mr. O’Brien said he was, willing to give
fair play to his opponents,” but he would
not yield “to g)rickbats and dynamite
mobs.” [Loud applause.] The Parnellites
might blow up the offices of the newspaper
representing the views of the McCarthyites,
but they could net destroy the spirit which
animated that party. [Tremendous ap-
plause, mingled with hoeting. ]

At another part of his discourse Mr.
O'Brien amid cheers called upon John E.
Redmond, the Parnellite candidate for
Cork city and the new leader of the Parnel-
lite party, to repudiate all responsibility
for the violence noted in_ connection with
the dynamite incident at Dublin last night.

Mounted Police Diaw Sabres.

After the county convention had adjourn-
ed thete was a serious fight in the streets
between the McCarthyites and®the Parnel-
lites. Assoon as the convention had closed
its proceedings Messrs. Dillon and O’Brien

Ontario Temperance ";qmw'h Conven-
tion Assembled.

Tie Ontario W.0.T.U. begay™their four-
teenth annual convention in the Christian
Institute yesterday. Eighty-nine delegates
from all parts of the province were present.
The president, Mrs. J. R, Cavers, presented
her lengthy and interesting address. She
called attention to the large petitions from
all parts of the Dominion submitted to Par-
liament during the past year, and the ap-
pointment by Government of a Royal Com-
mission to enquire into the working of the
probibitory law in the United States. It
was the business of the board to suggest
plans of operation for the several unions of
the province to carry out. Several pointed

z ions were made, by which more
unions might be organized and more mem-
‘bers influenced to ;oin. Much confidence
was expressed in the influence for good of the
wearing of the emblematic white ribbon.
The unions in country places were recom-
mended to en; in the work of education on
temperance topics, Temperance tracts and
papers should be spread broadcast through
the land. The country unions should throw
their entire influence into the balance against
cider, beer and tobacco. In this manner the
temperance question would be able to take
precedence before ail others, and any candi-
date for Parliameut not to be relied upon to
uphold and enforce this principle would be
buried in oblivion beneath an' avalanche of
ballot papers. The president suggested that
the board take some decided action regarding
the strict enforcement of the Factories Act
in dressmaking and millinery establishments.
Immediate action was also urged upon the
board regarding the sale of tobacco to
minors. The Legislature should be applied
to regarding the raising of the minimum age
at which tobacco may be sold to boys. Seve-
ral instances of the astounding results of the
use of narcotics by children, and its great in
crease of late years were embodied in the ad-

reforming of inebriates was urged upon the
board. The attention of the board was call-
ed to the necessity for the appointment of an
ening of unions already existing and for the
establishing of new unions.

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Prittie’s Valuation Effusively Accepted by
Solicitor Biggar.

The work of the Court of Revision was
varied yesterday afterneop by a warm pass-
age at arms between City Bolicitor Biggar
and R, W, Prittie. And this iz how it hap-
pened: ‘

Mr. Biggar, on behalf of the city, appealed
against the assessment of Mr. Prittie’s
ravine  property.

hat Mr. Biggar said didn’t seem te dawn
on Mr. Prittie for some times He. stood
peacefully listening to the arguments ad-
vanced by his solicitor, Mr. James Pearson,
and to the replies by Mr. Biggar, and
sometimes put in a word himself. Allof a
sudden he began: *“This is a piece of dirty
work, Mr; Biggnrisdolug this from per-
sonal spite’ and net in the interests of the
city. Furthérmore, he is a mean coward.
He always sags contemdptlbie things ina
place like this, but if I had him in a peaceful
place I would soon settle him.” And turn-
ing around with a sarcastic smile he added:
“*See, there are two policemen here,”

The strain at Ottawa is practically at an
end. When Premier Abbott decided that

" eould not have the portfolio of
~“mrilways and Canals the chief difficulty was
overcome, and if the Secrotary of State has
any degree of shrewdness he will submit
Smilingly to the inevitable. Premier Abbott
had been so long partially immured in the
Senate that the gemeral public forgot much
of his character—forgot that he is a “‘square-
" jawed old man” with ideas of - his own, who
would not tolerate imsurrection in a
party led by him. ' If Chaplean should
threaten to seceds, he would let him do so
rather than bow to his coarse commands.
1f a Chapleauist secession brought defeat he
would avcept defeat, or if anxious to avert
that secession aud its consequences the only
eours‘a‘,kﬁ waculd contemplate wouid be to
_slimself resign and make way for a man of
more pliable spine. Those who had an op-
portunity to witness it greatly admired the
rare skill and strength displayed by Premier
Abbott when he became leader of the Senate
and speedily converted that hitherto noisy
and unmanageable body into a quiet and
decorous assembly. Mind you, every man
in the Senate is somebody on a shelf and is
not so easily handled as young men in the
' (Commons, who feel green and try to earn
. fayors, ; .

Premier Abbott showed then the strength
of mind enabling him to rule, and “the skill
to do so without parading authority. These
qualities are strong in him. In public life
there is no man who can set his teeth more
resolutely when he: makes up his mind to
anything, - With Mr. Chapleau continuing
as Secretary ' of State, it is probable Mac-
kenzie Bowell will be given charge of the
Railways and Canals, which he is now man-
aging temporarily., Mr. Angers is mentioned
as Minister of Public Works to succeed Sir
Hector Langevin. No better man could be
selected from the Conservatives of Quebec.
Hon. Frank Smith, who is§ at present
in charge, “could give that position
the . benefit of vast practical experience
but the Minister of Public Works must be a
member of the Commons and not the Senate,
as his presence is daily required in the Lower
House, and be must be there in person to
push his estim ites through, explaining and
defénding them. 1f Mr. Angers gets.charge
of the Public Works and Mackenzie Bowell
of the railways, the two chief provinces will
have the two chief departments, and safe
men they both must be called. Abbott is in
sesrch of safe men—is peering about with a
lantern for honest men and Wwill accept’no

. other sort. That resolve is his salvation.
The country is warmly disposed to stand by
the Conservative party, and it would be a
national calamity if the evil personality of
its ministry should dethrone a party on the
policy of which the country’s prosperity de-
pends.

2 Beciprocityis Real Aims.

When Mr. Blaine first showed a friendly
disposition towards the idea of reciprocity
with various countries in this new world, it
was cause for surprise to those who knew
him asa thorough-going protectionist. He
bad been such an aggressive politician,
always trying to coerce advantages for his

eountry from others by means of a powerful
tariff that his sudden change of attitude
puzzied onlookers. The New York World
has exposed the hidden depths of Mr. Blaine’s
heart and his policy is seen to be intelligible
and quite consistent with the governing pur-
poses of his past career.

He helieves in widening American
influence and supremacy until it masters
this hemisphere. [He once favored
the annexation of Cuba and would
yet advocate its purchase, but as
Spain forty years ago refused $100,000,000
for the island and wouid now ask much
more. and as the population thers is sadly
mixed, he believes the United States would
not consent to such purchase. Therefore he
aims to attain his end by subtler meauns.
Holding that the United States should con-
trol Cuba he desires a reciprocity treaty that
will induce American capital to possess the
rich resources of the island, then American
labor and habits will follaw and Spanish
rule becoming irksome, annexation will be
easy. At all events, commercial annexation |
will be complete, and the island will in this
important respect be tributary to the
United States. The policy he would operate
on Cuba is also being tried on San Domingo
with rare effect, for already American in-
fluence is strong there. Blaine’s great idea
is to‘make all countries on this hemisphere
commercial dependencies of the United
States, to quote: “He believes he is going to
win. 'He believes that in the next ten years
the whole of the West Indies group will be
commercia! dependencies of the United

sStates, buying and selling everything here,
and being in every controling particular
American territory.”

That such is Mr. Blaine's scheme cannob
be doubted. He was once a great man for
talking about annexing new territory, and
now that he has ceased that talk it is but be-

The last Dominion Insurance Report states
that the number of policies in force in
Canada for all companies’ was 161,091, ' If
tbis indicates anything whatever, it is that
there is a large field remaining unworked by
the u:,t.ivo agents in this country and thus
dispels the fear, so often expressed by insur-
ance agents, that the insurance mine is pretty

“wel worked out.: - These figures should prove

to the managers of the pauies as well as
to the agents, the necessity of renewed energy
to push on their good work and endeavor to
reach the largeé number that remain unpro-
tected by life 'insurance. in. solid old line
companies. ; © i

In the Bgures gquoted we have notincluded
assessment or cd-operative societles, as we
have no reliable statistics at our. disposal to
show what nt of inswance is being
carried by such'Concerns, :

Such societies, however, act simply as a
temporary protection, as it is much feared
that very many of them will not be in ex-
istence in later years, when the heavy death
rate that is sure to come, will make the calls
s0 heavy as to drive out the young and
bealthy members, leaving the burden on the
shoulders of those then unable to carry it,
viz. the aged, infirm and sick members.

The accumulated funds of the Canadian
companies at Dec er 3lst, 1890, amounted
to the large sum of $21,000,000, which has
been accumulated to meet the death losses
and endowments payable annually, and also
to be.annually added to, thereby making a
certainty for those who have made provision
for their dependent ones in the regularly in-
corporated Canadian life insurance com-
panies,

in the United States, the population is
said to be 65,000,000, which should give an
insurable number of 13,000,000. Theamount
of business stated to be in force in that
country in regular companies at December
31st, 1890, is given as $4,049,630,000, which
includes industrial insurance of $428,800,000.
The latter form of insurance is more for a
burial fund and is principally worked among
the poorer classes who are unable to make an
anuual or even quarterly payment, but by
the plan named they pay weekly and this to
collectors who call cn a certain day in
each week for the amount, from five cents
upwards, The industrial policies run from
a minimum amount on a child’s life up to
about $200 on an adult life. This form of
insurance orginated in England where it has
been worked successfully for many Yyears,
and is now firmly planted in the United
States. L

Taking the insu#able lives in the United
States at 13,000,000, the total insurance car-

The assets held by the American compan-
ies foot up the enormoustotal of $778,000,000,
figures which carry with them the conviction
of security to their policy holders.

No account has been takea of assessment
societies in the United States, although it is
approximated that such societies are carry-
ing over $750,000,000 oi insurance on the
lives of the people, and a larger amount is
also carried by secret societies, buf of these
there are no reliable statistics obtainable.

It will doubtless be interesting to our
readers to have the figures of Great Britain
on the same subject. At December 3l1st, the
regular Jlife companies carried insurance
amounting to the large sum of $2,950,000,000,
which includes industrial insarance of
$600,000,000.

Taking an insurable population in the
British Isles of 6,000,000, it gives an average
of $490 for each insurable life.

The total acumnlated assets of the British
companies is $373,000,000, exceeding the com-
bined accumulations of the American and
Canadian ¢ompenies by $74,000,000, but it is
expected that the figures will be reversed in
a few years, as the companies on this side of
the water are showing greater emergy and
progress than those in Great Britain.

In England there are some excellent insur-

| ance societies, not included in the foregoing

figures, differing, however, from so called
society insurance in the United States and
here in that the British ones have millions
of accumulated assets to aid them in meeting
their ever increasing liabilities, whereas here
they work on the happy go lucky plan of
paying by assessments and not recognizing
the increase of age and consequently heavier
calls on the members; this we have referred
to in a previous part of this article.

1t may be intergsting to mention that there
are over 650,000 members in one of the
friendly socisties (as they are calied) in Great
Britain, with assets jof about $20,000,000,
and, under Goveérnment actyrial advice, they
have lately made some wise and important
changesin their system of working, which
were found necessary owing to the large

We suppose that outside the insurance
men, who are specially interested, and per
haps a few members of the mercantile com-
munity, we may say the general public are
uninformed as regards the importance and
extent of the insurance business transacted
in this Dominion of ours. True, from time
to time, the general reader may come across
some advertisement in a weekly or monthly
journal, and be struck with the figures dis-
played, showing the financial stunding and
operations of some life or fire company of
the first magnitude, and it may occur to
him that an immense amount of wealth is
held by the corporation in question. Pros-
pectuses, circulars and small advertisements,
are apt to leave an impression that perhaps
after all, the statements set forth are too
glowing, and that there is another side un-
known, and so he passes on, not quite appre-
ciating the true state of the case.

We find from the Blue Book that the total
amount in the hands of the Receiver General
on July 23 of this year for the protection of
policy-holders, so held, aggregated ‘the-large
sum of $21,424,103. Judging from these
figures we would think the insurance field in
Canada must by a desirable one, when those
wishing to work it are willing to put up so
large a guarantee for their good behavior
during the season of tillage. The largest
contributors to this guarantee fund are
naturally the life companies, who put up no
less than $16,000,000 of the total sum. Next
come the fire companies with $4,600,000;
all other branches of insurance, acci-
dent and so on, make up the re-
mainder of $465,000. The securities so de-
posited are necessarily first-class, and may
be stocks; bonds, debentures or cash, but all
must be approved and are accepted at their
market value; any subsequent depreciation,
if below the standard amount of deposit, to
be made good on demand. It will be evident
that any company holding a Dominion
license is therefore in good standing and
reasonably competent to meet its obligations
in full. We have only room to- day to ad
an interesting item or two.

During 1890 the gross amount of risks

ken by the fire companies. commonly call-
&d the ‘‘sum insured,” amounted to $620,-
723,945. The premium revenue therefrom
being $7,019,818. The losses paid during the
year were $3,266,570. From which it may
be inferred that the inteiligent management
of such a large business, the collection of
premiums, distribution of the immense sums
yearly paid out for lcsses, etc., involves the
employment of capable men and gives work
toa large staff of persons from the president
or manager down, through inspectors,
agents, adjustors and clerks. As a matter of
fact the fire insurance ,representatives in the
Dominion are a body of men competent to
stand in the front rank of their profession.
Canada, for its area, having afforded them,
or most of them, a school of hard experieace
and flery trials, quite apart from the anxie-
ties consequent to the competition for busi-
ness, ever daily growing more keen.

‘We are favored with a prize catalogue of
live stock at the World’s' Columbia Exhibi-
tion of 1893. Coming events sometimes’ do
cast shadows a very long time ahead, and
this for a world’s exhibition seems to us but
the shadow of a prize list. The best short-
horn bull is to get $50. Some cf our counties
do about as well as that. The best thorough-
bred stallion of any one year is to get $150.
This is better, but not good enough. The
saddle horses are classifi-d in an extraordin-
ary manner, into stallions and mares, and
the top prize is $110. An early reconsider-
ation of this section will be in order. The
same prize money exactly is offered in the
class devoted to ‘‘Jacks and Tennets.” We
could mention two or three gentlemen of
this city who might be asked to supervise
this peculiarprize list. Cotswold sheep are
omitted, and the prize money for other sorts
is about the same in amount as that offered
at Toronto, with which fixture the Chicago
dates happen to clash.

The Growth of Life Insurance.

Some days.ago we gave some interesting
facts and figures from the Government Blue
Book on lnsurance, We propose to follow
this up by tracing from the same source the
development of this beneficent system in our
Dominion during the last decade.

At the close of 1881 our people were in-
sured in the sum of ninety-one million dol-
lars, but in the short period of ten years this
amount has been changed to two hundred
and forty-eight millions, an increase of
nearly 173 per cent. These figures are large
and can kardly be grasped, but nevertheless
the life companies are pledged to the widows
and orphans in Canada to that sum.

The assets of “ghe Canadian life com-
panies ten years ago were $06,840,749, now
they are $20,740,447, or an increase of 203

er cent.

While the growth of life insurance in
general has been great and marked, and of
some of the  individual companies is even
more _so. Take for instance the North
American Life Assurance Company of this
city, which is looked upon as one of the
strongest and most progressive of these insti-
tutions. From January 1, 1881, to December
31, 1890, this company increased its existing
insurance by 724 per cent., so that.to-day it
stands as surety for eleven millions of
doilars. The assets have been increased by
over 1000 per cent., and now reach the sub-
stantial sum of $1,034,325; the surplus has
increased by 213 per cent., and niow stands
at $187,149.04

In an interview a few days ago, Mr. Mec-
Cabe, the managing director, in speaking
about the career of the North American,
attributed its success to several reasons,
foremost among which he alluded to the
mtroduction by the North American into
Canadian Life underwriting of the immedi-
ate payment of death claims, when it was
customary for the majority of companies to
delay payment for two or even three months,
and also to the adoption of the investment
form of life insurance, by means of which
thrift and economy are encouraged, and in
addition the protection of life insurance
guaranteeds The special form of this class is
that known as the Compound Investment

No material changes have developed in the
wholesale trade during the week. In some
branches a little more activity is re-
ported, and taken on the whole
the - volume of business %is larger:
but it is not up to anticipation. 'Farmers’ de-
liveries are improving, but it is by stages so slow
that its effect upon trade has not yet been felt to
any extent. There is some improvement
in boots and shoes, leather and dry-
goods. Groceries ssem at the moment to be
relatively the guietest, but this may beaccounted
for largely by the fact that the season for the
heavy consumption of sugar is over. A strong
feature of the situation is the general lightness
of stocks in all hands and the cautious buying
which characterizes both wholesalgr and retailer
alike. :

The outlook has lost none of its promises.
Activity is bound to come. The causes which con-
tribute to its delay are only of ateruporary
character, and a cold spell will dispel the most
persistent. Money matters are generally report-
ed to be getting more satisfactory.

BOOTS AND SHOES.

The improvement noted last week continues,
but there is by no means a boom. The effects of
the warm dry weather are still felt.” A moder-
ately good sorting up trade is being done and
the prospeots, while not for a large volume, are
ﬁgod fra moderately steady trade.

Trade in leather shows some improvement, but
it would be mwch more active if weather was
more suitable. There is, however, considerable
business doing and it is pretty much in all lines.
Orders are small but frequent. Stocks only
moderate.

DRUGS.

Trade is a little more active without any ex-
citement. Changes in values are few and uniin-
portant. Heavy chemicais are firmer. Castdr
oil, opium, oil of lemon, and cream of tartar are
all easy. Demand for sundries is more active
than usual. Travelers are out and they  antiei-
pate a good trade from this out. Remittances
are coming in fairly well.

As
far as we can see the trade is likely to be quiet,
steady and healthy.”

All the
money markets there appear to be fairly well
supplied with funds, and the gain of nearly
$4,000,000 in the reserve of the New York banks
was made in spite of the shipment of over $3,000,-
000 to the interior.

on ‘the fbeal ‘market the tendency Is
decidedly ' towards easier . rates, and after
the end of the month they are expected
to materialize. The banks seem €0 be all wel]
supplied with funds, and for sound business en-
térprises money is plentiful. About the usual
amount of commercial paper is being discounted.

The export trade in Ontario’ wheat has again
about come toa standstill” The heavy wheat
which exporters’ want is beld at about 92c, some
thing like 2c more than their limit. AnyhoWw it
seems that most of the ‘export trade done has
béeen merely of a speculative nature, and  rumor
says that the ventures have not been of a char
acter which would warrant them taking any un-
necessary risks with present prices.

The unrenumerative character of the English
market for Canadian cattle during the last
month or so is largely owing to the quality of
the animals shipped. From May till about end
of August the cattle exported, wers what is
termed *first fed” and consequently of good
quality. During that period the trade proved
generally profitable, Since then shippers have
been drawing upon grass-fed animals. These
were not so saleable on the English market.
Plenty of similarly lean beeves were coming in
from other sources. The result has been dis
satisfaction and loss to Canadian exporters.

What the pelicy of Canadian cattlemen must
be if they desire to court a profitable trade is
obvious. They must pay more attention to hreed
and feed, or #s Cattle King 'Frankland puts it,
aim at cultivating ‘‘a special brand of our own,”
it is this policy which has secured the British
market for Canadian cheese, and what it bas
done for cheese it can do for cattle, yes, and even
for butter.

The highness of ocean- freights from Montreal
remain as a thorn in the side of cattle shippers.
A weak market on' the-other side of the Atiantic
they hold, is enough to contend, _ with
out sheir profits being further cut down
by an _excessive rate. This rate is 708
and it has been . boosted up this fig-
ure by the manipulation of rings. Cattle men
claim that the *maximum of} freightage should
not exceed 40s to 458.,

The rate via Boston has ranged 258 to 358 until
a few days ago, when it was raised to 508. To-
evade paying the rate demanded by the steam-
ship lines running out from Montreal, a few
local exporters hive been sending their cattle by
way ofBoston. But it is questignable whether
any avantage is gained when ever¥thing is taken
into consideration. In the first place the animals
shipped by this route have to be slaughtered ai
the place of debarkation witliin ten days after
arrivipg, just the same ®s Ameriean cattle, while
had they been shipped from a Canadian port they
would have entered antrammelied any market in
the United Kingdom. Then the cattle being sent
over at presemt are not first-class quality and
consequently when exposed in layers for sale by
the carcase alongside the corn-fed beef of Eng-
land depreciate in value, For this reason many
exporters prefer to bear the ills of an excessive
freight rate and ship by way of Montreal than to
save expenses in the first instance and run the
risk of losing them all in the next.

«A Plea for Free Sflver” is thetitle of an article
in The Nortn American Review for November.

and interest gathering power of money in their
own hands by nizkiog it scarce in the hands
of others” aad by ihe creditor class in generai.
This movement once successful those in deut and
who toil for a living would be practically in
slavery. This harsh judgment will bardly be
| swallowed by a neutral public or need retutation
from the criticized.

In hisplea for silver he almost claims forit a
| divine right and nothing during the past four
thousand years had arisen “'to inspire an honest or
! patriotic motive for its death.” In American his-
| tory the silver dollar, he holds, has & *‘peculiarly
| glorious origin, exalved sanction and userul
| career.” Its paternity, he shows, was€ due to
Thomas Jefferson, and as a potent factor in
| building up the trade and commerce of the
? country it was paramount. “At the most critical
| and crucial period of the (Government's existence
| it was far more relied upon than gcll The war
| of 1812, the war with Mexico aud the war for the
{ Union were more indebted for their success to
silver . money, both as a circwating me-
|dium and as & metallic ‘ basis for  the
| support of a paper currency, than to gold.”
To repute the assertion that the coinage and
| use of silver money will drive gold out of the
| country which adopts both metals he points out
| that since silver was restored to coinage in 1878,
| theggold in the United States has increased from
| 230,000,000 to about $700,000,000. Thén for fear
the sceptical may still be unconvinced the Sena-
tor points in glowing terms to the financial record
| of Fraoce, ‘a country which has never
discriminated between _ the free and un-
| limited coinage of the two metals,” since 1803
| through all the vicissitudes of war to the present.
“Her'people,’ he goes on, “full of employment
at fair prices, witha civculating mediam three
tifnes as large per capita as their European neigh-
bors or asour own have remained contentedly at
home. Immigration from France is unknown.”
The Senator holds that the Americans aré becom-
ing more enlightened and that it will be only a
| matter of time before the free and unlimited coin-
age will be an established fact.

In another part of the same magazine is Jan
article on the business prospects of the United
| States. It is from the pen of the president of the
New York Chawber of Commerce and incidental-
ly refers to the same question. His views, how-
ever, are in contradistinction to those of
Mr. Voorhees. The excessive silver coin-
age of the - United States “is the one
dark, ominous shadow, which projects itself
over the country, plainly indicating disaster,”
and he shows that in the opinion of most of
the experienced bankers and financiers there
is cdin and currency of all sorts (gold excepted)
sufficient for the needs of the nation. The
demand for more currency he characterizes as
fallacious. “What our free coinage friends need
is increased earnings,” is almost his parting
thrust, “and not more currency and silver
coins.”

CANNED TO0MATOES,

Outlook As Viewed by a Dealer—Short
Pack and High Prices Anticipated,

to The World, ““most people are away off in their
idea of the position of the market for canned
tomatoes.” ]

“Well, principally with regard to the pack.
Some think it is emormous, but that is where
they make a mistake. True there was a
plethora of tomatoes on the market late in the
season and cheap ones at that, buat,
you. must remember, that every can-
nery has but a certain capacity. Naturally
then it stands to reason that if they cannot get
the tomatoes during the first half of the seuson
they will not be able to make up in the latter
half what has lost in the first, mo matter
how plentiful the §ruit may be. Very few of the
tomatoes which ripened in the early part of the
season found their way into the canneries. 'he
demand for ordinary consumption was S0 greati
and the price 80 high that the farmers pulled
