MANY complaints have been made re-
garding the adulteration of maple syrup.
Samples from time to time are submitted
to Dr, McGill, the Dominion analyst,
under the Pure Food Act, for examina-
tion. The department has been handi-
capped, however, because there has never
been a standard of purity made for maple
gyrup. This difficulty is now being rem-
edied. Inthe Government factories at
317 Queen street, Ottawa, are 100 samples
of maple syrup from all parts of Canada,
but principally from Ontario and Quebec.
These are being thoroughly analysed and
from the result ot the analysis will be
worked a standard of purity which will
stand for all time to come in Canada.

WHY THE WIND BLOWS.
The Basic Principle, the Tendency of
Hot Airs to Rise.

The wind, like other things of every-
day life, rarely invites notice unless it
is unusually “high,” and rarely do we
hear the questions, “Why does the
wind blow?® “Why doesn’t the wind

blow 7 o A

What is this wind that rushes “out
of the nowhere into the here?” Why
should it blow at all, or why some-
times so gently and at other times
with the resistless force of the hurri-
cane?

The wind could have no power, it
could not even exist, if the air had no
weight, this weight having been shown
to be about thirty-one grains for each
hundred cubic inches of air, When air
is put in motion the effect is like that
obtained by throwing a ball against an
object. The harder you throw the ball
the harder it will strike, and the great-
er the number of balls thrown at one
time the greater will be the force of
the blow. When the wind is blowing
it strikes what it blows against, and
the harder it blows (that is, the greater
the speed of the air) the harder it will
strike against the resisting object.

What causes the wind to blow or
why the air should be in motion is not
easy to explain. Simply stated, it. is
caused by the tendency of hot air to
rise and thus to form a partial vacaum
into which the cooler surrounding air
rushes, in much the same way as
water will rush downward to seek its
level. If the earth were smooth, if it
did not rotate 'and if there were no
sun the air would be motionless, When
the sun shines on a wide space of the
earth the air of that region becomes
heated, this great volume of warm air
rises and the cooler, heavier surround-
ing air flows in to take its place. As
the earth rotates there tends to' be
formed a ring of heated and rising air

, with eurrents inflowing at the bottom

and at both sides. This is the condi-
tion that prevails near the equator and
causes the trade winds that blow so
steadily. The rotation of the earth
causes the wind south of the eguator
to flow toward the northwest and that
north of this line to flow toward the
southwest.—S8t, Nicholas.

KNIFING AN ERMINE.

Fur Prize.

You are doubtless aware that the
ermine of which your muff is made
has been the emblem of royafty almost
since royalty began, in Russia, until
very recent years, its use being for-
bidden to those not of noble birth. But
I wonder if you are likewise aware
that it is brother, or at least first
cousin, to the weasel. Ermine, as a
matter of fact, is nothing more than
the weasel or common stoat in its
northern coat, for, like other arctic
and subarctic animals, the weasel turns
white in winter in order that it may be
as inconspicuous as possible in its en-
vironment of ice and snow. Yet so
abnormally keen of sight are the Si-

berian trappers that they can distin- |

guish at almost incredible distances
the little black tip of the ermine’s
tail as it whisks across the dazzling
plains.

It is very shy, is the ermine, and
special snares must be devised by the
trapper to avoid injuring the delicate
skin. Hven the smallest of the steel
traps are too heavy for such tiny ani-
mals as these, and here it is that the
trapper’s fertility of -resource is most
strikingly displayed. Smearing a little
grease on his hunting knife, he lays it
atross the succession of dots and
dashes which show that an ermine has
passed that way. Along comes the
tiny white form on its erratic course
again. The grease appeals to it, and
it begins to lick the knife blade,
which in those far northern lands,
where the mercury drops to 20, 30, 40
degrees below zero, is inconceivably
cold. Did you never as a child on a
winter’s morning put your tongue to
some piece of metal only to find that
it did not easily come away? 8o it is
then with the ermine, whose tiny red
tongue is instantly frozen to the steel
as though with glue. The knife being
too heavy‘ for the little animal to
carry off, it can only wait until the
trapper comes upon his rounds, and
you, my lady, have a muff of snowy
unmarred skins.—H. A. Powell, F. R.

Dr. C. 0. Fairbank, of Petrolea, Selected
as Candidate for the Commons.
R. J. McCormick, M.P.P,, again
for the Legislature.

There was a very large attendance of
delegates at the Liberal convention - held
in the Lyceum on Tuesday afternoon
last, when Dr, C. O, Fairbank, of Pet-
rolea, was selected as candidate for the
Commons and the present member, Mr,
R. J. McCormick as candidate for the
Legislature.

The meeting was presided over by Mr.
Samuel Bailey, Plympton, President of
the Hast Lambton Liberal Association.
Following the nomination of Dr. Fair-
bank by a standing vote, Messrs, R, Auld
Warwick, Dr. Brown, Camlachie, A. J.
Davis, Sutorville, J. H. Fowler, London,
R. J. McCormick, M.P.P., Warwick, H.
Park, Alvinston, H. 7. Pettypiece,
Forest, and D. White, Bossnquet, were
nominated for the Legislature, All
these were called upon in turn to declare
themselves, "with the result that the
names of Messts. McCormick, Petty-

tece, and White remained for the

llot. © The choice then tell upon
Mr. McCormick. *
{ Mr. McCormick reviewed his career in
the Legislature and claimed that some
of the useful leﬁislation of the Whitney
government had been introduced at his
instignation. There had been talk in
some quarters, he said, that if he did not
get the nomination of the convention he
would run anyway, even as an independ-
ent. He wanted to deny any such appre-
hension, if it ,existed. He had been
thrust aside at various times 1n the past,
and had gone right on working for the
party as if nothing had happened, but
he was not dropping out now unless the
convention wanted some other man. He
defended his own part in the ‘‘salary
grab,”” He had been against it from the
first, he said, but when the Government
passed the thing he could do nothing
further, When the salary came, I took
my salary, and I brought it home with
me. However, he thought that he had
done something for the province by his
opposition, for he had delayed the in-
crease oue year, and by his opposition
the amount was reduced from a proposed
$1.500 to $r,400.

Speeches were made by H. J. Petty-
piece, of Forest Free Press, D. White,
of Bosanquet, F. F. Pardee, M.P, West
Lambton and a number of others,

Hon. A. G, McKay made ja rousing
speech and was attentively listened to
by the large audience. He dealt at some
length with reciprocity, but confined
himself more to proyincial issues, includ-
ing education, the Assessment Act, and
the administration of justice. The refer-
ences to an an amendment to the Assess-
ment Act were received most tavorably.
Hon, Mr. McKay is actively urging'
such an amendment to the Act as will
allow local option to municipalities in
th2 matter of taxation of improvements,
‘‘The law that assesses the results of
energy and thrift and hard work is
wrong,’’ he said, ‘‘and should not be on
the statute books in this, the 20th cen-
tury.”

THE CURIOUS TADPOLE.

Maybe He Turns Into a Frog and Then
Maybe He' Doesr’t. ]

It a tadpole cannot get to the top of
' the water when it {s at the time of life
| 'when it is breathing by means of its
gills, like a fish, it will not become a
frog. ‘It will then always be a tadpole.

Keep a tadpole in cold water and in
the dark or away from the light and
it will be years getting to be a frog.
Left to the course of nature, says
Browning's Magazine, the tadpole be-
comes a frog in from six to eight
weeks, although it will have been two
years arriving at that chance to change
into the mature frog.

The tadpole’s mouth is €0 tiny that
it would be difficult to insert a pin-
head into 1it, yet it has horny jaws and
a sharp, biting beak, with three rows
of teeth on the upper jaw. A hood
grows down and incloses the gills on
the right side, leaving them open like
a spout on the left side.

At this stage of its transformation
the tadpole breathes like a fish, taking
water through the gills into the mouth
and spouting it out on the left side.
Its tail is what the ‘tadpole feeds on
by absorption of the white corpuscles
of the: blood during the molting and
mouthing epoch in its life, when it is
fasting. When it is ready to eat again
the tail and the horny beak are gone,
the wide mouth of the mature frog
having taken the place of the latter.

There are forty species of frogs, only
one of which is in South America.
Australia has po frogs. Of all those

Rana esculenta—and nowhere is this
one more plentiful than in America,
although that eminent naturalist St.
George Mivart declares that the edible
frog is unknown in America.

A frog that is common in France will
mew like a cat if its thigh is squeezed
and emit the odor of garlic. For this
it has to go through life bearing the
name of Pelobates fuscus® Most
species of frogs will not take anything
in the way of food that is not a live,
moving thing or something with the
semblance. of life and will starve to
death among a million creatures if
none obliges the frog by moving.

EDITOR GUIDE-ADVOCATE :

Answering the communication of R.
C.M. in Guide issue of 16th -instant,
which is not fair to the Council or citizens-
as there stated, it is to Le regietted fhat
our friend takes 1t to be his duty to 1m.
form the citizens in respect to the present:
system of lighting and what is sought by
the Council in the new contract, and im
doing so, to utterly misinform them,
Admutmg there may be a disappointment
in the new lights to some of the Ccitizens,
yet he only makes the statement without
any proof. Under the present system we
have 1400 candle power of lighting ou
our Main street and under the new system
we are to have 1200 candle power and
very much better distributed, and placed.
as the Council desires so as to givea.
better light. Asto the cost of the old-
system to the village our contract called
for $1123.00 and in 1910 we actually paid:
$1100.93, the difference’ being deducted
for lights that were so often out. Under-
the new contract we pay $810.00 and
have a service until midnight, and in-
stead of 17 lights over the village under
the old contract, we will have 55 lights-
over the village under the new contract
and at a reduction in price of $313.00-
which on an average rural assessment
will pay for a number of ice creashs,
This is not a frivo'ous matter but a matter-
of business in the interests of the citizens-
in general, and one in which the Council
as @ body are desirous of giving tbe citi~
zens a better and more generous distri.-
bution of lights at a cost much less tham
heretotore. The least that R. C. M,
should have done if he desired-to en~
lighten the citizens in general was to-
have presented the facts fairly and given
some proof that the lighting will be in--
ferior to the present system and not a
bare statement which any individual cam
readily make. The Council are only too
glad to have the citizens take an interest
in the we'fare of the village by personal.
discussion at any mesting of Council o
through the press, and will be very
pleued to adopt anything that will be of
service to the village as a whole in this-
or any-other matter.
