THE ANDREWS WIRE WORKS

Meeting of Citizens Held to Discuss the
Extension of the Businéss.

A meeting of the citizens was held in
the reception room of the Progress Club
on Thursday evening last. Mr. R. Wash-
burn, president of the Andrews Wire
Company, and Mr. C. Andrews, secretary
of the company, were present. These
gentlemen addressed the meeting on the
necessity of the town co-operating with
the Wire Works Company in order to
develop and extend thé works here, and
asked the Corporation to assume some
respounsibility in the matter, so that by
such co-operation both the Wire Co. and
the manteipality would be benefitted.
Mr. Washburn reviewed the history of
the Wire Co. and stated that the time
had come when it was necessary to en-
large the plant anfl increase the number
of hands employed. To do this he pro-
posed that the town should advance the
money to extend the buildings, the Wire
Co. to refund the-amount in yearly
installments on a plan similar to that
‘now being carried on'with regard to the
present building. He also said that the
citizens must assume some responsibility
and. guarantee good . housing accom-
modation for the new emplovees and
provide entertainment for them. He
assiired his hearérs that the prospects
were very bright tor a large] increase in
the output of the factory provided
adequate accommodation were provided.
The growth of the Company’s busivess
would mnecessitate some municipal im-
provements, among them he mentioned
better fire protection and comfortable
and homelike accommodation for the
employees. He assured his hearers that
the Wire Works Company desired to
enlarge the business here and have it
under one roof, in preference to going
elsewhere for accommodation.

After the matter had been discussed at
some length a resolution was passed
endorsing the idea of the Corporation
taking hold of the matter and submitting
a bylaw to the people at an early date.
The citizens’ committee composed of
Messrs. E. A. Brown, C. Howden, T. B.
Taylor and W. S. Fuller, appointed by
the Council at last meeting, together
with the Council, will confer with the
Wire Works management in an endeavor
to form the basis of a plan that would
meet the needs of the Company and the
approval of the ratepayers, . The matter
will then be placed before the ratepayers
for thetr verdict.

Rev T. B. R. Westgate
Recounts Thrilling Story
of German East Africa

A Windsor paper of December 18 says:

Reduced to a were shadow of his for-
mer self, with an actual loss ot 66 pounds
in weight, the Rev. T. B. R, Westgate,
German FEast Africa missionary, is
a living witness to the atrocious
treatment meted out to non-combatant
German prisoners of war.

Dr. Westgate, who reached Canada,
his native land, ten days’ ago, made a
hurried visit with his brother, sthe Rev,
H. P. Westgate, rector of St. John's
Church, Sandwich, arriving there late
Tuesday night and leaving for Toronto
Wednesday afternoon. Dr. Westgate
former rector at Comber, who ie en-
deavering to recover trom the effects of
his 1ll-treatment, will return to Sand-
wich for a more lengthy visit in the near
future.

The Canadian clergymen went to Ger-
man East Africa in 1902, under the direc-
tion of the Church Missionary Society.
This Society had a priorty of claim going
into that section of Africa in 1884, years
before it became a German colony. This
district is situated between British and
Portugese East Africa.

Dr. -Westgate was principal ef the
Mission College at Kongwa in the Ugogo
country when war broke out. By order
of the German admipistration all work
of the missionaries was preemptorily
stopped.

‘“All the missfonaries of our mission
were - left at their stations at the war’s
outset,”” Dr. Westgate said, {Wednesday
morning. ‘‘We were prisoners of war,
however. We were forbidden to leave
the mission compounds, and were kept
under the closest surveillance all the
time by plain clothes men, both black
and white.

‘“‘In May, 1915, we were removed to
internment camps. The treatment there
was execrable., The food: was of the
meanest and coarsest character. It was
scarcely sufficient to support life.' The
discirline was unnecessarily severe, In
fact, I may say it was cruel.

‘‘Men were given solitary confinement,
Prisoners and service men were placed in
dungeons for the most trivial offences.
Frequently they were placed there for
imaginary offences.

“I myself twice was confined in this
way and twice courtmartialed for things
about which I know absolutely nothing.

‘““We were treed when Belgian troops
aiding the British, came in from the
Congo Free State. The Germans surren-
dered tke town atter a battle. From be-
hind the barbed wire stockade we could
witness the battle from afar—four or five
miles out of the town, the flashes from
the guns being plainly seen. Our free-
dom came on September 19, 1916,

‘‘ ‘European savages,’ ‘a pack of hogs,’
‘a race of rats.’ dungheaps,’ and similar
epithets were hurled at us day and night
while we continued as German prisoners.

“‘Ou being set free I went back to m
station to see how the natives had fared.
One station was utterly burnt and all the
books destroyed. Amongst the manu-
scripts burned by the Germans were
several of value in our work, including
six or seven books of the Old Testament
which I had translated, It meant years
of work destroyed. The natives wel-
comed us back with cheers of rejoicing
- Dr. Westgate then joined the British
East African Expeditionary force as chap-
luin and inspec or of the carrier corps.
He was one of t' ree military inspectors
who saw that 300,000 black carriers, who
brought up provisions for the forces, re-
ceived fair play.

‘“The carriers were very faithful in
their work,”” he said. “‘They appreciated
the difference between British and Ger-
man treatment.”’

Falling seriously fll, the Canadian
clergyman was ordered to the British
Isles for an operation. He spent all last
winter in a Belfast hospital where he
underwent serious operations made neces-
sary because of his maltreatment while a
prisoner.

Mrs. Westgate and three children
accompanied Dr. Westgate to Sandwich
and will spend some time there. Dr.
Westgate, who wears the badge given by
the British War Office to those disabled
while attached to the overseas forces,
actually has been reduced in weight from
215 to 150 pounds,

Mrs. Gish and Two Daughters cn
Firing Line

Hatr-Breadth FEscapes from German
Shrapnel and Gas Now Recorded in New
Griffith Production.

Under actual fire in the British and
French trenches at intervals covering a
period of more than eighteen months,
was the nerve-racking experience of
Lillian and Dorothy Gish, noted motion
picture stars, who with theéir mother ac-
companied David Wark Griffith to the
very front line trenches of France to se-
cure the important scenes for ‘‘Hearts ot
the Woild,” the wéw Griffith master-
piece to be seen at Taylor’s Lyceum.

The Gish family, with Robert Harron,
Josephine Crowell, Kate Bruce, Master
Ben Alexander (six years of age), Robert
Anderson, George Fawcett, George A.
Siegmaun and others who appear 1n
‘‘Hearts of the World”’ were under bom-
bardment on three separate occasions,
and in one instance the attack lasted for
four hours. It is interesting also to
Jearn that Mr. Griffith was the first
American to enter the front line trenches
This was of course before the United
States entered the world-war.

For eighteen long months these play-
ers were with Mr. Griffith, and their
stories of suffering are by all odds the
most interesting ever told by players for
the motion picture camera. As a result
of their experieuce, the two Gish girls
were for a long  time almost nervous
wrecks, while their mothersuffered from
hysteria for many weeks after her return
to the United States.

And yet the very surprise of the Griff-
ith production is the fact that itis not, im
any sense, a war picture. To the con-
trary, Mr. Griffith himself describes his
work as ‘‘a love story of the war.” It is
further stated that for more than forty
minutes after the story begins, one sees
only a picture of peaceful, happy country
life, such as one might have found in a
small French village before thie war broke
out. The war that comes atter merely is
used as a background for the drama.
Yet while the picture is not propaganda
in any sense ot the word, 1t is a terrific
artaignment of the Germaus that its
principal appeal is said to be something
subline, and it arouses the most intense
feeling of sympathy for the unfortunate
victims of the millstones of war who
were crushed between the opposing
armies.

In producing ‘‘Hearts of the World,"

Mr. Grifith has cleyerly interwoven
stirring battle scenes into a number of
the incidents in which the Gish girls and
their brave little mother are the princip-
al players. Many of the most beautiful
scenes were secured by Lillian and Dor-
othy Gish on the very battlefields where
but a few hours before men Lad fought
and died.
Now that the Gish family and the
other players are back in the United
States and resting in their comfortable
home in California, they laughingly tell
of how Lillian lost fifteen pounds us the
result of her experiences near the firing
line, and how Mrs. Gish was just thirty
pounds lighter when she stepped from
the gang plank aud planted her foot ouce
more on American soil. Miss Dorothy
Gish did not lese any weight, but it is
said by thiose who accompanied her that
the young lady invariably went 1nto hy-
sterics the moment the first gnn was
fired and continued crying until the bom-
bardment was over. Under the circum-
stances no one “will blame Dorothy for
being hysterical, for certainly there is no
greater instance of personal bravery than
to think of these two young girls, accom:-
panied by their mother, going into the
very danger zgne to enact for the screen
this great drama of love.

According to the most reliable esti-
mates procurable the 1918 autumn
crop of wild cocoons—those produc-
ing the silk from which all pongee
fabrics are woven—in Southeastern
Manchuria exceeds that of 1917 by
3 1-3 per cent. and is more than iwice
a8 large as the corresponding crop of
1916 . The 1918 autumn crop is esti-
mated at 62,000 baskets, of 40,000
cocoons to the basket, and the quali-
ty of the silk produced is gtated to
be guite good. The prevailing price

‘BUY YOUR SEED RIGHT

Be Sure the Clover apd Grass
Seed Is Pure.

Why Every Farmer Should Huve
Spray Calendar—How to Get It
and Use It—Only Sprayng Done
a2t Right Time Is Effective.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

UCCESS or failure depends to

a large extent upon the quality

of the seed sown. No man can

afford to use low-grade clover
or grass seed. The risk of seeding
down the farm with noxious weed
seeds is too great. High-grade clover
and grass seed is freer from weed
seeds and produces more healthy,
vigorous plants per pound than docs
low-grade seed. Impure seed is dear
at any price. Pure seed is the pur-
chaser’s right and he ‘should insist
on having it.

In the purchase of clover and grass
seed the following qualities should
be looked for:—

1. Freedom from weed seeds, es-
pecially those weed seeds covered by
the Seed Control Act. The weed seeds
can be properly seen only by spread-
ing out the sample of clover or grass
seed on a clean white sheet of paper
and looking carefully over it with
the aid of a tripod magnifier or hand
lens. No farmer should be without
a lens of some kind. Everyone wlo
has to purchase seed should endeavor
to become familiar with the ecommon
weed seeds and know the standards
of purity required by the-Seed Coin-
trol Act for the various grades of
clover and grass seed.

2. Freedom from dirt, grit, broken
straw and other inert matter. A great
many samplesofcloverand grass seed
contain far too large a percentage
of such inert matter. Those buying
such seed are paying a high price per
pound for dirt.

3. Good size and color. A good
sample of seed of any kind should be
large, plump, bright, and have the
characteristic color well developed
Plumpness, brightness and good color
are usually indicative of high germin-
ative capacity.

4. High germinative capacity.
Good clover or grass seed.of any kind
should have a high germinative ca-
pacity. This cannot be accurately
judged by an examination of the seed
and can be ascertained only by a
germination test. Purchasers of seed
can have such tests made for them
by sending their seed to the office of
the Seed Commissioner, Department
of Agriculture, Ottawa.

Farmers are reminded that the De-
partment of Botany of the Ontario
Agricultural College is at their ser-
vice at all times for the testing of
seed as to purity. In submitting
samples for purity test send at least
one pound of {he coarser grains, one
ounce of alfalfa or red clover, and
half an ounce of alsike or timothy.
A full report on samples will be fur-
nished. Samples of seed should he
carefully packed and addressed with
postage prepaid to the Botanical De-
partment, Ontario Agricultural Col-
lege, Guelph.—Prof. J. E. Howitt,

FACING DISASTER.

Dark Days In Paris Before Turn of
Tide.

No one who visited the Govern-
ment offices in those days will forget
what he saw there. Messengers came
and went at all hours, dashing up in
that had darted through
the streets at racing speed Tele-
phone receivers were never on the
hook. Telegraph instruments clicked
incessantly. Day or night, many of
the officials never left their offices—
and then, in the midst of their fran-
tice anxiety, commissions from other

{ countries, unaware of the sudden ser-
( iousness of the

situation, would have
to be politely lu‘u\ul and cere-
moniously entertained.

There was a moment when some
of u\ «mn\pnn(l\nh were told that
1ans had broken through at
nt of juncture between the
3ritisi" and the French; the five days
when the British fifth army fell back
and back until disaster seemed in-
evitabie; the hpur when, in the high-
est quarters, the word was whisper-
ed to a v of us that the road to
Paris w open.

Thanks to the dogged heroism of
the French and the superb rally of
the British, these things are over
now, and we may speak of then.
Then, however, we said nothing.
Even many of the newspaper writers
were in ignorance.

One Friday evening I came home
with the knowledge that the French
reserves would not be concentrated
for action before Sunday, and that
the outnumbered British might not
be able to hold longer than Saturday
night. Yet on the street that even-
ing I met a cor pondent usually
well informed who said to me, with
the utmost cheerfulness: “\anl, they
haven’t got here. You see, there was
nothing to worry about!”

There have been few such days of
suspense as that which followed.
Even -the uninformed came to know
that something was impending. The
boulevard crowds were smaller than
usual and more restless. People gath-
ered in little knots and spoke in un-
dertones. An American was more or
less appealed to:

“Won’t the Gen. Pershing let your
army come in at last? Surely he will
let it come in now!”

Meanwhile in the Paris offices of
the Government, officials waited in
tense silence. They awaited what
must either be a miracle or a catas-
trophe,

It was the miracle that happened.

The French performed it. Tired
and harrassed as they were, the war-
weary army of that people whom we
used to regard as merely mercurial
said to itself: “We have to do it all
over aga and did it forthwith.
The reserves that ‘“‘couldn’'t get P
until Sunday’ got there on Saturday.
They halted the Boche; they stopped
the first move of the German offen-
sive,

Letter From Nursing Sister Dodds

Miss Diana Dodds, a Nursing Sister
with the American Army, writes home
from Paris, France, as follows : —

Paris, Dec. 31st, 1918.

DEAR SISTER :—This is New Vear's
Eve and we are still in Paris. We have
received word that we are moving the
first part of next week to Angers, a place
south-east of here. I shall send my ad-
dress as soon as I am settled again. It
seems so funny we do not get any of our
mail. I certainly believe that the mail
arrives in France alright,\but the neglect
is here among this mail department.

Last Thursday we went down to Ver-
sailles with the Y. M. C. A, We had an
American Guide and we went all through
the Palace of Louis XIV XV XVI, also
saw the room and the table where it is
generally supposed, that the peace terms
would be drawn. Needless to say the
palace was. wonderful and it took us
just about six hours to get through it
all. Everyday we try to. go somewhere
and manage to get around very well.
They have a .wonderful subway system
and it is impossible to get lost,

The weather here is just similiar to our
 warm April weather with the frequent
rains. We were walking through Tuill-
eries Gardens on Sunday and the small
white daises and panzies were in bloom.
These are supposed to be the most won-
derful gardens in the world and they. are
surely wonderful.

I have never heard from any of the
boys, I hope they are all well and that
they will soon be home. ,I was talking
to an Australian soldier the other day
and he said that he was hoping to be
home by April and he also said that they
were demobilizing the Canadians very
rapidly, so I am hopiypg to hear that the
boys will soon be home now. All the
boys here are longing to get back and I
presume our boys are too.

I have had a wonderful trip and one
grand chance to see Paris.

The other evening we went out to the
Gaumaunt Palace Theatre which is the
largest movie house in-the world, It
was a wonderful Theatre, but the pic-
tures were historical and written up in
French so we didn’t get much from
them.

Monday we went through the\Rich-
elieu Palace and through .the small
jewelery stores the same stores that were
here when jewelery first came into exis-
tence and the jewelery was wondetful.
;(ﬁ;{mume this is not the same jewelery,
‘but'the stores are just the same, and I
‘gannot explain just how these stores
were built. It was the funniest you ever
ieould imagine.

There are very few Canadians here,
In fact none are stationed here only those
on furloughs, but I understand they are
up around Verdun and Metz. I de not
expect to see Sam as it is so hard to get
away and now when they are demobiliz-
ing. But none of us will be here over a
year, at least I don’t think so. We have
good clothing and.. good food, get paid
regular and I have not wanted for any-
thing. We are very comtortable.

The County Counc:l Grants $60,000
for Good Roads

The TLambton County Council has
made an appropriation of $60,000 for
good roads for 1919, with the possibility
of more being voted at the next session
of the Council if found necessrry. Five
thousand doflars was granted the Sal-
vation Army, $800 to the Sarnia General
Hospital, §1,000 to the Pctrolea Hospital
and §10 to the Toronto Sick Children’s
Hospital. Each public library in the
county receives $25 and $1,000 is to be
divided among the different agricultural
societies of the county.

At the Friday afternoon session In-
spector John McCallum stated-that in all
probability between $75,000 and $100,000
would be used this year to carry out the
improvements contemplated. The Coun-
cil, however, voted §60,000 to the system,
and if more is needed at the next session
it will be granted.

Forty Years Ago

(Glencoe Transcript)
