Such, in any sense,
could not be the new, unjversal, Gentile,"and grand pros
pheuc sacrifice.

It is a curious fact, that
since the foundation of the hosprial, two
huadred years aga, allhough all, almost
without an exception, have been ssized
with fever during their attendance on the
sick, not one has ever died of this danges
rous, and fatal disease.

tecesting illustration of the spiri* which
tafluences their charity, thet a separate
place, with a superior accomodation, is
provided for patients of the more res.
pectable class, whotn poverty or a change
of fortune places under the necassity of
solicing assistance.
