The money expended upon tobacso would
not only enable young men to enjoy inno-
cent amusements and give pleasuro to
those they love, but would beautify their
homes, furnish them with libraries, and
cnablo them to save against a day of
adversity or need. Franklin’s maxim : “A
penay saved is two penco earned,” is never
more true than when used in connection
with such a useless article as tobacco.

Tho weed 13 not only expensive, it is
excessively disagreeablo to refined people.
The defiled breath, the polluted air of a
room where smokers havo been, tho smoll
of stale tobacco on the clothing of those
who use it, is a positive pain to these
who dislike it, and who are rendered faint
and dizzy by the odour.

Many who are the victims of tobacco,
and mdulge 1 its use m the presenco of
women and children, and nor smokers,
might bo surprised to hear tllX:msel\'cs
designated as thieves, but they certainly
deprive others of a gift which they have no
right to purloin. Neal Dow says: ““Men
whose moral sense is dulled by the tobacco
habit do not even consider that people
have a right to the pure, fresh air, 8o im-
portant to their comnfort and health, and
they poison it with tobacco smoke. Tho
pure wir 18 as much their right as tho Yurso
m their pockdts ; and the forcibly taking it
away by the tobacco smoker is as much
atoaling 1n tho moral sense, as picking tho
pocket.”

Then tobacco 1s a puison, just as suroly
a3 strychninoe or arsenic.” It is moro
dangerous than cither of these, because jts
baneful influence is not so quickly folt.
But it onfoebles the body, woakens tho
memory, dims the sight, impairs the taste
and the smell, deadens the nerves, deranges
tho digestion, tends to insanity, and used
oxcessively, causes terrible diseases. We
know éne man who from constant use of
tobacco, suffered agonics from a cancer on
the tonguo, and ho died a lingering, horrible
doath,  One man, a grest smoker aud

chewor, smokod fifty cigars, for
which he paid sovonteon couta
apiece, in loss than a woek. He
not only burned up 8.50, but
was prostrated by a diseaso
similar 1n charactor to dedirium
tremens. Tobacco not only in-
jures tho body and deadens tho
sensibilities and blunts the moral
sonso, but it is the prinary cause
of the doath of thousands of
persdons every year A young
man only ninoteen years of age,
stood, ono Saturduy ovening in
Schenectady, on a bridge, look-
ing into the abyss below, and
laughing and talking with a
friond. Ho was offered a chow of
tobacco, and accepted it. In a
fow moments ho bhecamo dizzy,
and turning to go home, lost his
balance, and foll a distance of
many feet to the rock below. He
was carricd home, but never
rocuvzred conscivusness, and died
tho victin of a single chew of
tobacco. .

Boys, never begin tho habit
which 18 sure to result in some
evil, and may cause you a sorrow
which shall be everlasting.

I have lived moro than four-
score years and nover used to-
bacco in any form, and I am
bottor physically, morally and
spiritually without it.
