This morning has been arecord breaker
as rogards dearth of business and general
innctivity. But five issues were traded io,
sales being mostly confined to the mining
shares, thore being only 350 shares of the
&tandard stooks changing hande, What
sales there were in theselast, however, were
at advanced figures us compared with yes-
terday’s close. Canadiau Pacific improvea
% p.c., to 961, and Montreal Stroet advanc-
ed 2 p.c. on slight dealings.

In tho mines War Eagle attracted most
of the attention. The stock declined in
jumps of 1 p.c., to 3583, and large blocks
camo ont at the low figures. It lonked
Iike liguidation resultant on a bear raid. It
iz 2 matter of surprise that tho remainder
of tho mining list was not affected to some
oxtent, but far from being so, Republip
and Montreal-London, the only other
shalr‘m traded in, showed advances of § p:c.
