THREE ENGLISH PREACHERS
BY THE RLVSEFPHEN H. EVNG, JUNR, LD,

London m the season is the desire of
all preachers. They who are to the man-
ner bora come from afar to speak, and
some of us from over the sea rejoice at

the opportunity to hear famous men at |

¢ ther best. So great are the erowds in all
- parts of the metropolis that he who has
any words 10 say unto the people is sure
ofan appreaatin eand responsive audicnce.
Wath three such throngs we found our-
selves sarrounded at the Temple Church,
St James's, Westininster, and the Metro-
politan Tabernadle on the same Sunday.
The quaint edifice which helongs to the
Inner and Middle Temples, and is the

coclesiastical home of benchers and bar- |

risters, has been so often described that
we stay not at the door to repeat the
guide book's story.  Its two pants are a
produc ion of the Church of the Holy
Scpulchre at Jerusaiem, and date from
the twelfth and thirteenth centuries. The !

His sermon was on the words, ** And he
awoke out of his sleep and said, T will go
out, asat othertimesbefore, and shake my-
self.  And he wist not that the Lord was
departed from hium,” as found in Judges
avio 20, Without delaying to speak at
length on the cecentric character and
romantic career of Samson, he treated
his tent as @ parable, and deduced from
it some very pointed @ wl practical truths
in reference to the bondage and freedom
of the human will.  The sermon was
formed on the famihar method of the
preacher, and this brief outline will be
found to accord with the scheme  which
prevails through all his printed addresses.
It was delivered  without much  gesture
and with a verv lunited range of vowe.

( Conduded from last week.)

As nunisters of the Gospel we need
more faith in prayer.  We should prize
1t as the haghest privilege to plead with
and for those of our lock.  The mercy
stat is the place of memorial.  Before it,
souls have been prostrated in all ages.
Before ot the dead have been quickened.
Before 1t the weary have found rest ; and
the tired and the tempted have found
comfort and relict.  ** Hast thou not
known ? hast thou not heard, that the
everlasting God, the  Lord, the creator of
the ends of the earth, fainteth not, acther
is weary ? there is no searching of His
understinding. He giveth power to the
faint, and to them that have no might,
He mereaseth strengeh.”

Brethren, wherever you go on pastoral
duty, go with your hearts filled with the
love ot Christ. Whether in the drawing-

oom, or i the kiechen, strive to speak a
word for Chrst. It is your mission.
Glonfy your Master in your pastoral call-
ing. 1 would sooner go into a kitchen
than in the most richly farnished draw.
ing-room : 1 would by far rather stand by
a woman's side at the wash-tub preaching
Jesus, than stand in the circle of the
gayvest sodiety. 1 always like to take
familics a5 I find them. Go on the
wash-davs, the baking-days, the ironing-
days, or any other day, o vou fee
prompted . but never go unprepared  for
duty, real pastoral duty, o clse yvou are
sure to dnft anto the stream of gossip.
When we go forth, it should be with the
desire 10 do good, and to get good. 1
have spoken the simple truth of the Gos-
pel with more force and  power to a wo-
man on her knees scrubbing the toor,
than ever 1 did in the pulpit,

It's not in the beautiful valley where

old. sihver. and prectous stones, are to
be found.  Here possession is only ob-
tained by hard labour, down in the
heart of the carth,
not shrink from going into the very
heart of hfe : the real hfe, not the aru-
ficial lite, which s made o promment
before the eves of minsters.

Beware, my brethren, of falling into
this dangerous river, of drawing from ar-
tificial sources, and clothing your ser-
mons with the same.  \ sermon  thas
prepared, 1o sy the least of it i a abby
thing, full ot sordid puety.  Let vour ser-
mon~ abound with precions gems, drawn
forth srom the heat of hies vombicr. 1
they are vaud of freshness, they will soon
become stale, and have no power, or m-
fluence, only to send men o sleep.

We shionld strive to make 1t our hife's
study to dlothe our sermons with some-
thing more effectual than the prophet’s
stafl on the face of adead child. 1S the
ministration. not of death, but of life,
which has heen inangurated by the Sa
viour of men. It's a glorious ministration,
we should see in it our highest joy.
and Like the greatapostlebeenabledtosay
*God Jorbid that T should glory, save in
the crossaf our 1 ord Jesus Christ.”
