THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

The equanimity of our City Fathers was
considernbly ruflled this week by the re-
ceipt from the Canadian Fire Underwriters
Association of a communication on the sub-
joet of certain demanded changes and im-
provements in the equipment-and manage- -
ment of the TFiré Brigade,-which, from its

radical and exhaustive nature, may be
considered lantamount. to a declaration of .
the inefliciency of our Fire Depm-tment. in
its present state.

In hrief) this communication, which lms
the endorsation of the Council of the Board
of 'I'rade, uryes, first, a considerable addition
in men and horses to the force, and the
substifution of a thoroughly competent
and practical man for the presént chief,
Sevondly, a large “increase in applinnees,
steamers; hoso,ete. Lhirdly, the lnying doway
large now vatermaing on thé lines project-
ed by theWater Superintendont, Fourthly,
the construction of undergronnd water”
tanks in certain central locations.. Finally,
that the foree, when remodelled, be entirely
free from unauthorized control, and that
it be commanded only byits re'spoflsxble
heads. Should these demands not be com-
plied with, it is e\peuted that an mcrense -
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in ﬁre msurance rates must mevxtably
follow.

Of ¢ourse the re(.eptlon of this mlssne
caused considerable indignation among the
worthy aldermen, the last item being es-
pecially obnoxious, for every one knows
how dear it is to the aldermanic heart to
rush around at a fire offering. suggestions
to the chief, tumbling up against-firemen,

A_tnppmrv over the hose, and in many kin-
dred.ways assisting the Fire Department
in ils labors; and, as a consequence, Some
very fiery speeches resulted. The commit-
tee were also particularly severe on the
recent tesis of the water pressure of the
city made by Mr. Alfred Perry, and declar-
ed that no alderman or civic oflicial having
been present they were unofficial, and con-
sequently unreliable, the worthy aldermen
being apparently under the impression
that the attendance of one of their number
at these tests would' have had the effect of
increasing the pressure, of, at all ev ents,
of keeping the results from the press,
another  grievance which was bitterly
resented.

The empbhatic endorsement of the de-
mands of the Fire Underwriters Association

* by so responsible a body as the Council of the |

. Board of Trade will fortunately have greater
effect with all classes of property holders
than any amount of corporation eloquence.
It hag long been felt that Montreal's fire
appliances are not in keeping with ler
position, as chief city of the Dominion; in
* factitis openly stated that her Fire Brigade
is far behind; both in equipment and efli-
ciency, those of cities whose business inter-
ests and volume of traffic are much inferior
to her own. It therefore is the duty of her
citizens to'see.that this blot upon her fair
fame be removed, and thaf, in compliance
with the Suggestions of the Board of Trade,
the Tire . Départment be immediately
placed on such a footing of efliciency that
it may once more regain its character as
the finest in the Dominion

- Lo will be recognized by every practlcal
man’that the truest economy, in the long
run, wonld be displayed by equipping the
Tire Brigade in the most liboral manner,
and by, the most strenuous efforts, regard-

© lessofcivie mﬂuence, tosecure its dxscl pline

and efliciency under eenergetic and compe-
tente lnefs, since .Lny advance in the present
rates of insurance would infallibly draw a
far greater sum from the potkets of our
citizens than would-be required to double
the sum at present spent_upon the- Fire

Department.. It is therefore to be hoped:

that when the smoke of battle clears away,
and events c.m be regarded in a. more
- -aunicable spirit, our- City Fathers will. see
the necesslty for these long-called-for re-
forms, and luse no time in Tollowing out the
suggestions made by practical’ men tho-

roughly conversant \nth the SUbJe(.L in.

carnings. here is little doubt that husi-
noss that is absolutely safe is more profit-
able at 1 or ovon 2 per cent. less than
the ordinary risks of the sverage husiness
of banks to-day, Tho inovitable tendency,
at any raie, is towards cheaper money, and
it Iooks as il hanks and {heir sharcholders
must either make suflivient profit to aatis-
fy thomselves out of the lower rates or give
up the contest and wind up their business,
Tn this future prospeet the large paid-up
capitals, which have been in times past o
sonree of strongth, may come to be regard-
ol ns the chiol drawbacks of our lnrger
banks, but the chances aro that reductions
will ho thon as impossible, practically
speaking, as (e, g.) to the Bank of Montroal
to-duy.

FANCY ARTICLES. -

The amount of demand for luxurious
and unnecessary trifles forms one of the
best criterions of the prosperity of any
country. It is this class of trade that first,
feels the effects of bad times, and is the
last to receive the benefit of more prosper-

.ous days, and thus the condition of the

fancy goods trade forms & commercial har-
ometer which indicates not only whether
the business community is realizing a
profit, but even the extent of that proﬁt
with extraordinary exactitude,

This season the reports of the comner-
cial houses calvrmg to the artistic tastes of
the publlc are rensturing, and the general
range of goods offering leans- towards more
expensive -lines. In fact, buyers this
season seam to be divided into two classes,
those who want an expensive article and
do not care what they pdy provided it be
what they fancy, and those who go to the.
other extreme and refuse to purchase any -
thing but the very cheapest goods.

To do our importing houses justice, they
appear to have covered a sufliciently wide
range-with their purchases to satisfy both
classes’ of buyers, ‘a task of considerabls
difficulty when-ihe" enormous number,
of pretty novelties, both expensive and in-’
expensive, now offering to the public is
taken into consideration,

In articles of personal jewellery a large
range of novellies are shown, some pretty

v’and original, othersso exiraordinarily agly
and unbecommg as tolead one to wonder |

what munufacturev could have the courago
fo: make and offer them to the public, or -
what class of purchaser could be found
bold enough to wear thom. Among these
latest art novalties are brooches ot horses
and dogs heads of large size in ivory, cellu-
loid and amber, set in silver, and barnessed
and ornamenied with the same metal.
Some particularly hideous panther heads
holding a silver ball between their teeth
are said to have realized a good demand.
They run from $1.00 to $2.00 each, accord-
ing to size. DBangles composed of a thin
bar of gold, having shells, beans brightly
dyed, alligator teeth, etc, as pendents, are
selling well; they are very cheap, retailing
at from 25 cents to'a dollar, and can be
worn with cotton dresses with effect.
Cheap, striking and artistic, they cannot
fil to sell well. Tor the hair, or for use
on hats, Japanese pins, made in imitation
of o bamhoo stem in gold, and having 2

. black jet or vuleanite fan &t the end orna-

mented with & device in oxidised silver,
have gone off’ well, and are a really pretly
novelty among pins; while the dog-collar
in gold, silver and oxidised silver, especi-
ally in shell patierns, seoms to have re-

sumed all its former popularity.

In sympathy with the demand for beads,
garnet jewellery, composed entirely of the
stones, the setting being invisible, seem to
have come to the front again, and has sold
well, while hoop carrings set with stones,
and hooped clasps to fusten the velvet dog
collars are very fashionable, and in fact
may be said to be an invariable addition
to dressy toilets.

The long watchchain for ladies has lmd
its day, and now gives place 1o a short fob
chain; not more than six inches long, and
terminating in a gold globe, pomegranale,
cube or other fancy finish; bangles, too,
seem fo be. recovering their_position in
fashionable esteem, and are shown in great
variety and at low prices. Never was
such a season for beads. All kinds of
beads are fashionable, and. they come in
every conceivable variety-of tint aud color,
and of all shapes, sorls and sizes, Natural
and colored pearls take the lead as fuvor.
ites. They are furnished in garnet, tun,
myrile green, pink, cardinal, all shades of
spring straw goods, and many other colors, -
and run from. $1 to $1.25 per bunch of
twelve strings, Another line which has -
met with much favor are rough finished
wax beads for finishing the edges of hals
and bonnets. "They are shown in while,

bunch. In smaller beads, oblong satin

Tor evoning wear these fans are suspended
from silvor-linked chalelaines, often at-
tached to a belt of the snme melal.

A caroful inspection of the other lines
ghown proves that the tondeuey is towards
more expensive styles, and that tho bolief
among lho trade is that their customers
will have more money to spend on protty
{rifles during the coming season than for
the past fow years. Tho feeling in the
trade apponrs to be that good times are
whead of us, and ‘many far-seeing mor-
chants have purchased their stocks with a
view to tho haleyon days yet to come, but
al the same time they offer goods cheap
onough Lo satisly the most pessimistic of
purchasers, and bulhuoutly atiractive to
ploaso tho educated tusto.

Awn Lo London commercial -journals have
dovoted o large shave of their space to des-
criptions of the display matde by Canada at the
Colonin!

In fact, throughout
the exhibition great care has been bestowed
on the forest produclions, the various speci-
mens of timber and"planks-of cach country,
including the classification and arrangement,
evidently being the work of those who had
their soul in the business. * * * Before
quitting Canuda we may mention that the
display of metal industries is something sur-
prising. Axes, adzcs, tools of all kinds, form
a show in themselves, and the ironmongery is
simply perfection. In fact, as far a5 machi-
nery is concerned, the Dominion is o long way
in ndvance of nny of our colonies, and both for
wood-working and agricultural purposes the
appliances exhiblted are every way worthy the
proud position which Cnnadn holds. In ma-
chinery, furniture, and musical instruments,
she vies with the United $tates, and in the
latter probably outrivals her ncighbor. We
noliced a fine display. of marble, which scems
to be another industry of the Dominion, and
one in which she is likely to tnke the pride of
place.  Bricks and pottery generally ave also
u specialty, and so of nearly all the artieles in
daily use.”

Tug necent convention of the Enights o
Labor at Cleveland passed one excellent rule
which will not only tend materially to de-
crense the number of strikes but offers a
ready and frequent means of bringing them to
aclose. According lo this rule no strike can
be ordered by any local assembly until the
question has been decided by a strictly sccret
ballel, o procedure which will effectually pre-
vent mtumduhou and which will give those
wlio are not in favor of u strike a chance to
record their votes without incurring the
dislike of their fellows, Should this vote
decide for u strike, (he Xxecutive Board will
endeavor to settle (he matfer by arbitration
aud it is only after nll efforts ab & compromise
have been exhausted that the strike will go
inlo force. When it is in progress, a sccret
ballot will take place every weelto decide
whether it shall conlinue or cense. Any strike
estending beyond the district in which it was
inaugurated must be denlt with by the generdl
executive board wlu(.h supersedes the local
assemblies.  Such “regulations as these will
prove & wholesome eheck on the machinations
of professional agitators and Iabor orators, and
will put the question of continuance into the

hands of the temperate and far-secing majority
without exposing them to the malignity or
obloquy of their leaders in-the strike.

A iy beforo the United States Houso of
Representatives, freeing commercial travellers
from license tax imposed by, some of the States,
has heen favorably reporied to the House by
the mnjority of the Committee on Commerce.
The recommendation is founded upon decisions
of the Supreme Court to the effect that when
sules ‘made by such travellers are not consum-
mated within their own State they cannot be
subject to any tax except that of the National
Congress. Any State may impose taxes upon
business done and completed within ' its own
borders, but not that which is transacted with
other States. The constitutional principle
underlying the decision is that all matters ap-
pertaining to inter-State commerce lic entirely
within the suthority of the Federal Legisla-
ture. ‘I'he minority have presented a report
in opposition to the bill, the ground taken
being that the prohibition of these license
taxes on commercial travellers will diminish
the revenue of the States now levying them.

was’ obliged to retive from the Bank.  He,
the late Vice-President, would, however, con-
tinue chairman of - the lquidators of the
Credit Foncier, in which the Bank had con-
siderable interest, and where he-had rendered
good service. The report just submitted, the
President continued, refers to the importance
of our Agencies, and it may be well to give
some details of the relative business done at
the Agencies and at the Head Office. On the
31st May last the discounts, circulation und

-deposits at the Head Office and at the six

Agencies were as follows :—

The Agencies, established at considerable
expense, had now become remunerative, and
as the. Bank had reached a point Where a furs
ther incresse of Agencies would be unadvis-
able, those now established will continue to
yield better results.. .

Since removing (o our present premises the
increase of business has been such as o oblige
us to decline some good accounts, and we can-
not say with our big sister, the Bank of Mont-
real, that we have had any difficulty in em-
ploying our funds, although our deposits have
increased nearly two hundred thousand dollars
since last year

Regarding the business of the yeni-, the Pre-
‘sident stated that with the single exception of

the husiness nt Yamachiche, in which our Inte
vice-President was -interested, it had been ve-

markable frce from losses, and although the -

loss arising from the cslate in quéstion is not
yet ascertained, the cstate is a good one and
the result in any case will not be serious.

The amount written off to meet the clnim

4 of the Banque Nationale was in settlement of

a forged draft of $5,000, in which it appenred
to the Dircctors that Dboth Banks were nbout
equally to blame, and they deeided, instead 6f
entering upon costly ltigation, to pay over o
La Banque Nationale the sum of $2,500. Of
this sum $500 remuined in the Bank to the
credit of the party who forged the draft, so
that our loss was only $2,000,

As regards the state of trade, so far as our
experience goes, the -business of the past yenr.
has been fairly remunerative.” Qur.-principal
business both at the Head Officc and at the
agencies is with dealers and cxporters of lum-
ber, hay, grain, butter, cheese and cuttle, and
with locul manufacturers. The Bank does
not seek the accounts of importers, its capital
not being sufficient to handle. large nccounts,
In the districts where our agencies are situ-
ated, the outlook is favorable, and, although
there is some complaint of a searcity of money,
this is not an unusual outery at this senson of-
the yenr, and payments, upon the whole, have
been fairly met. - The report having been sec-
