The Pall Mall (Fozette says that the situation of
Paris at the present moment very much resemlles
that of 1792, when Verdun had fallen, and the road
to Paris was open. At that critical epoch Vergniaud
presenterd himsoelf before the National Asscmblyand
pres:nted these words :

# Tr appears that the plan of the enemy is to march
straight upon the capital, laaving the strong places
behind untouchied. This plan will be their ruin.
Qur armies, though too weak to resist them, will be
strong euough to harrass their rear ; and when they
arrive pursned by our battallions, they will find
themselves in the presence of the Parisian army
drawn up in line of battle under the walls of the
capital, enveloped on all sides, they will be deveoured
by the land they Lave profaned. Parisians, now is
the time to display energy! Where are the spade
aund pickaxe which dastroyed the altar of the Feder-
ation and levelled the Champ de Mars ? I demand
that the National Assembly set the example, and
send a dnzen commissioners, not to make speeches,
but to dig and pick with their own hends.”

AMAIION'S GENERALSUIP.

Dr. Russell says 1—

Everything confirms the impression that the great
battle of Woerth was an accident, and the belicf
gains ground that Macilahen. like Douay, had no
idea of the force to which he was opposcd when he
attacked it.

THE FALLEN EMPEROR.

The London Pos contendsthat the Imperial fami-
ly of France has at this momeuta title of no common
kind to the good wishes and friendly estimation of
Englishmen. That the Emperor, in governing a
most impracticable and impulsive people, may have

tthut T believe it'was shortly after the time I~

committed same grave mistakes, is notidenied; but'
. who that remembers the France of 1848, and com«
‘pares it with the France of the early part of-1870,
cannot see the enormous strides in national prosper-
ity which, under the rule of Napoleon III., the Em-
pire bas made ?  And if now his sun hasgone down
in cloud and storm, it is'more owing to the force of
circumstances than to-any inherent defects in his
own discharge of his exalted office, Had he retained
the physical ability to lend the army as he led it at
Solferino and Magenta, the King of Prussia and the
Crown Prince might have found they had a different
host to reckon with. Had he, on the other hand,re-
tained the control of the administration at Paris as
he once possessed it, he might have infused a spirit
"throughout Fiande which would have beon equalto
the crisis. But-Napoleonic traditions requircd that
the Emperor should take the field, while the new
Constitution required that the Cabinet should direct
the domestic policy. Both were u & mal to their
work; the Emperor from bodily weakaess—the Cabi-
net from political incapacity. While, then, we can-
not but acquicsce in accomplished facts, we shall not
do so without fueling stronglv that England as well
as France owes 3 debt of gratitude and of aympathy
to the great man who now disappears from among
the foremost of monarchs to theretir:meat of private
life, Nor shall we confine our sympathy to him.
The exalted lady whom ho left as Regeat in his ab-
sence cannot be forgotten. Her conduct throughout
has heen that ofa trueand high-souled woman, The
good wishes of Englishmen follow her into retirement;
aud if, when events shall have made further progreas,
the Imperial family should resolve to scttle in Eng-
land, they will find here a reception whickh for genu-
ine cordiality connot be exceeded anywhere.

WILL PARIS HOLD OUT ?=—i5 THE FRENCH CAPITAL WEAR
or strRoNG ?

It is certain that the fortifications of Paris were
not cunstructed to meet any such emergency as the
present. They wore planned on the reasonable as-
sumption that Paris would always have a large army
outside her walls to barrass the besiegers, and a
large regular ammy insid» to man the walls, But
neither of these exist. All that is present is an en-
thusiastic populace, ill-armed, ill-trained, tnused to |
act together, and such a force is difficult to manage,
and harder still to rely on. Nor were the forts
fitted for the warfare of the prosent day ; they were
contrived against the guns and assailants of twenty
years since, and therz have been incalculable changes
since that time,  And we b.lieve. too, that the forti-
fications are not faished even according to their
origina! pattern, imperfect as that was. Till this
montl nobody in their senses ever thought of such (
a calamity as the presont, and £o one therefore pro- !
vidad agalnst it. To combat witii thosz military
and these economical dificulties would require a
very strong Government.  But it is impossible that
the present Government caa be strong. It is already
divided against itself. General Trochu says, sre are
told, that ther2 is no Republic, and uuless a Con-
stituent Assembly so decide, there shall be no Re-
public.  Yet the Republic has been proclaimed, and
hias been received with acclamation at Paris. Lyrons,
and al! the great Freach cities. Such a division
between the military cenimander and the civil Gov-
crnment must in all cases weaken beth. In this:
case it would peculiarly weaken them. A main|
question for disctssion and decision i3, which and
how mauy of the poptlace you will arm, and on this
a strong anti~repablican and a strong rzpublican are
sure to differ critically. A large part of the lowest
populace are belizved to be repablicans. & rupub-
lican would wish to arm thoze, and an anti-republi-
cau would be affrzid to doso. That General Trochu
and the Goverument can long act together i3 un-
likely, and to change the command of the troops at
Paris must cause great danger, and might cause
utter ruin. How can a8 Government like this solve
the great problems before them ? Can they hold
back the many plunderers within ? Can they de-
feat the innumerable Prussians without ? On thes:
grounds, we believe that almost certainly Paris can
not be defended ; probably no serious attempt will
be made to defend it; that it will ba taken almost
at once by the Prussians ; or that, without an  effort
at defence, prace must be made'as 200n a3 the Prus-
sians arrive under the walls; and, in both cazes,
ptetty much on the German termg. France, we
believe, is conquered, and she must sabmit to the
fate which she cannot alter.~From the Econerist.

GENBRAL TROCHC.

As far back as November, 1356, and before General
Trocku had published his celebrated book on the
French army, we printed a sketch of him by a highly
qualitud coutribator, which we cannotdo better than
now reprodues: —Genceral Trochu's want of sympathy
with, or rather his general distaste to, the present
ordzr of things in France is so notorious thathis nom-
ination as 2 member of the French Commiszion on
the Reoryanization of the Army is at ounce an act of
hiowage ta bis rare capacity anda proof that the Em-
peror can, when he chooscs, stbordinatz parsonal
feelings to high considerations. It was Marshal
Bugenud who recommended the authorities to place
this officer, when still very younz, ina post of con-
mand, and to give him the rank that brings with it
responsibility, In oue of his letters of recommend-
ation to a high personage, his patron wrote, - Je vous
enveie l'etoffe d'un marechnl.”  DBut the independence
of Trochu's character and the bluntnessof his spacch
havestood in the way of his advancement to tha
highest honours of bis profession. When the Em-
peror one day was extolling the constitution and or-
ganization of the Ministerede Ia Guerre (and possibly
confrasting it with the British War Office ) he ex-
claimed, ©est demmage done qu'en n2 sait pas s'en
servir” On his return from the Crimra, he exprassed
much admiration for the regimental disciplin= of
the English army in the field, comparing it with
the destructive and marauding habits of the French
troops, and when asked how he would propose to
correct this licence, so natural to soldiers, he
answeted, “ En les faisant vertueux” He had soon
the opportunity of showing how far this assertion
was neither paradoxical nor pedantic; for in the
Italian war his division combined all th: military
qualities with a regard for the persons and propei-
ti=s of non-combatants hitherto unexampled. He
began by degrading a non-commissioned officer to
the ranks for insulting a peasant woman, and
through the whole line of march the site of his en-
campment was alwaya distinguishable by the unin-
jured dwellings and the mulberry trees still clothed
with vines green amid the ficlds of desolation. This
power of restraining military disorder i8 especially
valuable in the present tomper of the French army.
Two causes are operating to the damaxe of the
traditionally amiable and friendly character of the
French soldier, The first is the prominent position
given to the Zouaves, and the infection of their
rowdy and violent spirit. The other, and far more
serious, is the recruitment of the old soldiers under
the new law of conscription. These are genecrally
men who have failed to establish themselves in civil
life, and who re-enter the army with the worst
habits and principles. It may have been the hope
of the originators of this system that tiic weterans
who veturned to the service would infuse into the
younger portion of it certain Imperial asaoctations
of which it was deficient ; buf the effect is acknow-
ledged on all hands to have heen most detrimental
to discipline. Indeed the quie$, gay, geatly, and
simple piou-piou (infantry soldier) of the French
line i3 now the exception rather than the rule ; and
this may have something to do with the presunied
necessity for altering the constitution of an army
which & few months sinoce was regarded with so
much self-satisfaction at home, and with s0 much

COURAGE DISPLAYED BY. THR NMPEROR OX THE FISLD.

I hayo this day had the advantage of a conversa-
tion with a distinguished contributor to one of our
leading Quarterlies, who was on the field of action
at Sedan, and who took especial pains to render
himself familiat with the proccedings of the Em-
peror, and his personal bearing, during the terrific
struggle ao pregnant with mighty results to France
and his dynasty, He also was especially careful to
obtain information from the most reliable sourcesas
to whether the Emperor did by his presence in any
degree embarrass the movementa of the troops or
seek to interfere with Marshal MacMahon iz his
directions respecting the engagement, or to divide

the responsibility of the command. He assures me |

that there ia no ground for either imputation, Lut,
on the contrary, nothing could surpass the personal
courage and tho almost ubiquitous zeal of the then
ruler of Fronce. Wherc dangers were thickest, the
fire most deadly, he set an individual example of
daring and reckleas diaregard for life, likely to give
confidence to the troops. In every sense of the
word, he served with them; and never more ably
did he uphold his position with the army than at
this battle. The Emperor was in fact but a volun-
teer aide-de-camp to his Marshal. In nowise cidle
seek to interfere with his action. But where Mac-
Mahon thought success doubtful, Ly personally
marching at the head of the different regiments and
mastering physical suftering in his heroic zeal, the
Emperor rapidly rallied troops who almost shrunk
from exposure to the iron shower which spread
death around. More particularly was his presence
observed when lcading the attacking column which
sought to drive the Bavarians out of Belan, a village
east of Sedan, commanded on all sides by the cnemy.
Shot and shell ralned fast around, but the Emperor
in their midst scemwd to bear a charmed life. The
wounded forgot their sufferings in their anxiety for
his safety ; Generals remonstrated butin vain,  His
reply was © This is my place” He sought death,
but it came not. The Emperor was on the battle-
field for many hours, from early morn till the close
of the fight; and, when informed tha¢ MacMahon
wes wounded, he said that fortune should have
divided her favors with himself. He did not leave
th2 ground while the fighting continued, The Prus-
sfan troops recognized his presence. The Prussian
wounded certify to his valour. The Empcror's ob-
Jjeet was evident, namely, to perish on the battle-
tield, and thus, in the cause of France, to tarminate
a life whose best years had been spent in hier ser-
vice. He thus sought to redeem the errors of the
campaign. Fate willed it otherwiss, The Em-
peror bad courage to lose bis life, but was too brave
to take it. Seli-destruction is the coward's last re-
source. Borne back by his own troops, the Em-
peror; when he found all was hopeless, surrendered
his sword to the King, “not having been able to die
at the head of his army.” The King met him with
a noble acknowledgement of the individual bravery
he had witnessed. The vanquished officers surren-
dercd as prisoners on parole, bearing their crms, and
werz received with and had rendered to themall the
honotrs of war. It is well for those who have been
accustomed to adopt the insape sentiments of the
writer in the Times, who imputed to them cowardice,
to know that these atories cf the battle-field are tes-
timonies of enemies even more than of iriends. In
no journal have they been contradicted, The Lon-
dou Times this morning, quoting officially from the
Stasts Anzieger, says, © According to relinble informa-
tion—namely, of eye-witnesses—the Emperor Napo-
leon at the battle of Sedan exposed himself to our
fire in such a manner that his desire undoubtedly was
to seek death.” The ZTimes, notwithstanding its re-
cent 3overe persenalities, offers no comment on this
atatame=nt. Napoleoa is not “dead nor vet victori-
wus. " —Jrish Tires.

CARBAROU3 TREATMINT OF FRENCH PRISONER3 BY THE
PRACS3IANI.

“aAn Eye Witness," writing to the Tulgraph from
Sedan, under date the 7th ult, says:—

On Thursday, or rather Friday last, MacMahon's
army, numbering 80,000, surrendered a3 prizoners of
war. Can you believo that since then—a period of
five full days—all the men of that army and such of
the officers that would not sign the agreement not to
bear arms against Prussia during the present war
hawve been left out in an open field, without tents or
covering of any kind, and with barely enough food
to keep lite in them? I heard yeosterday of the
wretched state these men were in, but I would not
believe what was told me; so to<«lay I came down
here from Floranville to see and judge for myself.
In a plot of meadow ground—not damp, but posi-
tively soaking wet—about as large as Trafalgar-
Fuarz—sighty thousand men have been hudelad
togethar like shaep since they were taken prisoners
o the 2nd of this mouth. Of these, about 20,900
have alrzady been marched off to Germany ; and to-
day, whilst I was present, 10,099 men and about 300
officers were started on their way to the railway
which will take them to Prussia, But I visited
them before they 124t and a more deplorable sc:ne
it would be impossible to imagine. Since 3MacMa-
hon's army swrendered on the 2nd of this month,
not A ounce of meat has been served to them, and
all they have had to live upon has been onw hard
biscuit per man for every two days. Amongst the
otficets who are prisoners I have several acquain-
tauces and two or three fricads. They assured me
—and their gaunt, hungry look quite confirmed what
ther stated—that they were literally, not figurative-
iy, starving. One of them a gentleman of nobls
bitth and of acknowledged courage, asked me if 1
could procure him a littl: bread. I ran back to my
carriage, and brouzht with me a loaf, some slices of
cobd mzat, and half a fowl, which T had laid in at
Florenville for my luncheon during my trip. My
friand—vwho two months ago would have declined
to dine at a second class Paris restaurant—devoured
what I brought him like a famished wolf, but not
betore he had divided the food with his *ordon-
nance,” or soldierservant. I offered to share with
him the few bank notes I had with e, but he as-
sured me that he and all his companions had enough
money for their present wants. The Prussian ab-
thorities, however, would not allow their prisoners
even to purchase what they required. As for the
men, they wers, if possible, in a more desplorable
state than the officers, They had becn—as, indeed,
their superiors had—for four days left in this open
field under an almost continual downpour of rain.—
They have not & change of clothes, They were not
merely wet through, but as if they had been kept in
water for many hours. Blany were Aushed with
raging fever; others were suffering from all the dif-
ferent phascs of severe bowel complajnt ; and hun.
dreds could berely stand upright from rheumatic
pains. But no doctor had been near thern. The
French medical men who had been retained as pri-
soners, had been sent off to the wounded of their
own army ; and these poor fellows, many of them
dying from sheer neglect, were left to shift for them-
selves as best they could. It was indeed a sadsight.
I could not have believed thet a Christian nation
would ever behave thus to their prisoners of war, If
the Prussian army were suffering from & want of
supplies, those who were its captives would, of
course, have to sufter also. But it iz notso. The
supplies for the Prussian army are now abundant at
Sedan. The men have two good meat meals cvery
day. The whole country has been laid under con-
tribution by them ; and, no matter how enormous
the amount demanded may be, the town or village
that does not supply it is given over to be. pillaged
by the soldiers. To-day I saw-some seven thousand
of the French prisoners removed to the railway
station on their way to Prussia. The goldiers were
marched off first, the officers about two hours Iater.
Surely it would have been but commonly cotrteous to

respect, and even terror, by the rest of HEurope-—
Pall Mali Qozette. ¢ .

allow the unfortunate men to goon thelr wayin peace.

But no.- They were marched off preceded by a mili-
tary band playing triwmphant Prussian airs Were
mnde o march by sections, as ifon parade, and even
the French officers, if they lagged behind for an
instant, were beaten with the butt ends of musketg
and roared at, “ Forwards, forwardsl” Weak sick,
more than half-starved as they were, and eu’ﬂ’erinw'
from dysentery, wet clothes, and rheumatism, thegs
men-—officers and soldiers alike—were hurrie& alon
the road for a march of ten miles at a pace ve
nearly equal to our “ double quick time” in Engish
marching. I have served in the Euglish army po
a few years; it was once my fate to be s prigoner
amongst the Seiks, where I was certainly not welf
treated. I have been a great deal in Turkey, Syri,
and Asia Minor, and have witnessed not a little of
what the European world would, with perfect juse
tice, call brutal in the treatment of prisoners, Buag
taking all things into consideration—I ncver, g
God shall one day judge me—saw anything 50 ut-
terly unfeeling s the trentment of the French pri-
soners by their Prussian captors in and about Sedpg
Icould not have believed that the army of any
civilized nation would have thus treated their pris-
oners. If the man I respected most on earth had
related to me what I have this dny witnessed L
would not hawe bulieved him.  Even now, with the
scenes of horrible, wanton, slow, deliberate crycjs
before my eyes, I scarcely believe what I har{
myself witnessed ; and I almost hesitate to make
kpown to you what I have writtan. But, be nssure&
of one thing, that my words represent but feebly the
real truth, and that, unless through the Eu'wusﬁ
press, the truth is not made known, thousands of
lives will be added to those already sacrificed in thie
apcursed war. The question may be asked why ;
did not inform some of the Prussian superior of;.
cers of what I had witnessed today. In repl
I can say that I did so, and tkat in two of the thre{
attempts I made I was politely told tomind my own
business; while in the third I was answered with 5
volley of sounding curses against the French Ration
in general, and the French army in particular, As
regards the French officers, to whose infamous treat-
ment by the Prussian authorities I have dony my best
to call the attention of England——there isone tbit;"
which ought not to be forgotten, When on the ong
of thismonth, General de Wimpffen— who succeeri»d
MacMahon in command after the later was wounded
—surrendered himself and the army as pigsonory of
war, all French ofticers who consented to sign a da.
cluration, stat/m7on honour that they would net sen:e
against Prussia during the present war, were allowed
to go free—to live wherever it pleased them. About,
oue hair accepted this condition, and bave passed
through Belgium on their way to various pa.rt: of
“rance; for the Prussian authorities would r.o{[--t
them pass through their lines, either to the east the
south. or any other direction.

GALLANT DEFENCE OF MONTMEDY.

Montmedy, 6th Septomber,

After writing my last letter I made at once for
Virton, whenee I drove towards Montmedy, Wkhen
I gained a height overleoking the town I could see
the Prussians bombarding it, and that the town ofiur-
ed them a vigorous and courageous dofence. The
enemy Lard four butteries plaging, and numberel, [
should think about 5,000 nen. At halt-pust ten the
Hoil de Ville and the Prefecture were set on fire
and presented a very grand sight. I thouoht the
whole town was in flames  About balf-past “eloven
oclock the Prussians ceased iring, and I ventured to
go round and enter the Jower toWle—ds ol 620
it is called. .

Montmedy 1s & huge rock, on the top of which is a
little town, aud at the base on the Belgian side an-
other littl2 town, both conrtaining abaut two thrusand
inhabitauts. Tbe Prussians bombarded the town on
the top, from the Belyian side, and conscquently
their okns passed over the vills basse. Thereis o great
doal of timber around Montmedy, aud as tite cus-
tom is, the Prussians concealed Eliems-:'lw.-s es much
as possible in the woods.

Whea I entered the lower town I could see what
devastation the Prussian fordes had made. I found
the inhabitants coumgzeous, and ready to make
most any sacrifice for Fince.  While looking nbout
the Prussian fire recommenced, and an ohns feil not
twenty feet from me, and a fragment of it passed
through the hat of a gentleman who was with me.

T assisted two persons
to make their escape, and when wo arrived at Virton
I saw abont a hundrod emigres. Tt was heartrendine.
Hers was a wretched woman on her kuees pmvingc ;
her father, her hushand, and her two brothers were
engaged in the defence. - Here again weas an old
woman on lier knees, and sobLing. I learned that
her son had been killed in the worning, and that
her grandson, & youth of sevonteen, was at that
moment firing on the Prussians. French soldiers
seem 1o have a habit of getting marvied on the eve:

But he refused to lend the slightest cye-
denge to the telegrams shown him or the statcments
of the superior Genoan officers, saying that they were
all Prussian Jies, mande up to induce him to yi-ld,
and that he was not to bz deccived by such shallow
contrivances, Since 1 last wrote to you the gartison
bas displayed consideralle nlertness, and Las in-
flicted sorae loss upon its besicgers. Four Germap
officers—a lientenant-colonel, twao captains, aod &
licutenant—have perished in the affairs of last might
and the night betore, und the occupunts of the fore-
most trenches, artillerists as well as infantry cover-
ing partics, have been very roughly h:mrllct_].

De Courcey, in ac-
cordance with an invaricble Norman babit, lost no
time in erecting several castles inbis newly-acquired
dominjons. Art (Arthur) MacMshon, of Farney, an
ancester of the famous Marshal of our own day, was
one or those into whose possessions the Norman
baron succeeded in intruding himself, the conse-
quence of which was that two castles were speedily
erected in bis country and entrusted to the care of
Ayt himself

But the Farney chieflittle relished being cooped
up within stone walls, Imbued with the peculiari-
tivs of bis race, he preferred, after the manner of the
Celts of Gaul, in Ciwesar s time, coming out juto the
open country, and there committing his guarrel to
wie arbitrution of arms; so, accordingly, down came
the fortrerses. -

Sir Walter Scott, generally correct when treating
of Celtic peculinrities, either in prose or verse, docs
not overleek this antipathy to fighting behind stone
walls in the chawceter of thut people, for, in « Roke-
by, Le alludes very emphatically to au liish chicf-
tain of the sixteenth century :

Houses were bumed and
herds of cattle were scized and driven off,  Indeed
the pumber of the Iatter must Lave Leen imnense,
for relinble authoritice—among thew the © Annals
of the Four Musters"——assure us the herds of cattle
which De Courcey’s roldiers drove off were divided

MacMabon. having collectud his forces, advanced
agininst the Normun encmy, commanded by De
Cuureey in person, and by Sir Armorie de 8§t. Low-
rence. an approved leader, ancestor of the present
Howth family, The battle was fiercely contested
during a great part of the day, and, night coming
on, De Courcey entrenched himself in an old fortress
in the peightorhood, to which Le retired. His ap-
penents did not abanden the fight. They lichted
fires and rested on their mms, within Jess thau a
mile of the enemy, until morping. The conflict
wus regewed with the dawn, Norman discipline
supgested 1o De Courcey the propriety of Lolding
the defences he Lad resorted to on the previous
evening.  MacMabon, at the head of his clansmen,
made several degperate but uwnavailing efforts to
carry this ancient Malakofl.  Great numbers of men
and Jeaders on both ¢ides were now down @ but at
length the valoseus Art, placing bhimeclf et the head
of his gulloginsses—a specive of heavy infuntry com-
posed of Inen of large stature, armed with swords,
and wielding tremendous battle-axcs—swept down
all oppesitien.  The Normians and their Saxon allies
fled, but the Irisle leader, like another Wolfe, had

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

The most important event of the war since
our last publication is the surrender of Stras-
bourg, thus communicated by Cable :—

STRASBOURG, Sept. 29.—(On Tuesday at 4
p-m., the joyful sight of 2 white flag was beheld
flying from the Cathedral. This was speedily
followed by the same welcome token of surren-
der from the Citadel. Firing instantly ceased,
while a2 universal cheer rose from one portion of
the besieging lines, which was soon caught up
and echoed throughout the entire army. Offi-
cers embraced each other, clasping hands, The
men followed this example, and some actually
cricd with joy.

Upon entering the city the sight, which was
impressive and sad at the same time, was re.
lieved by the evident joy of the citizens at their
release from suffering and suspense.

The commanders of the two forces met for
the first time yesterday, after the terms of capi-
tulation had been arranged. The mesting took
place just inside the gate on the east side. Gen.
Uhrich advanced to Gen. Werder, and with a
voice much agitated said: I have yielded to
an irresistable force when further resistance was
only 1 necdless sacrifice of lives of brave men.
I have the consolation of knowing I have yield-
ed to an honorable enemy.” Gen. Werder
much affected placed both hands on Geperal
Uhrieh’s shoulders and said: ¢ You fought
bravely. You will have as much honor from
the enemy as you can have from your own
couatrymea.”

A hasty examination of the city shows it has
not suffered so much as was supposed. The
exterior of the cathedral appears much injured,
but not sufficiently to prevent its restoration in
its original shape. Among the buildings de-
stroyed was the fine public library; the books
were previously removed,

It does not appear that there had been much
actual suffering for want of food ; the principal
cause of anxiety was confinpment and want of
good water, Several cases of mortality are re.
ported as the effect of the bombardment, but I
believe the accounts are exaggerated. Reports
charging Uhrich with brutality are without
foundation. His conduct towards the citizens
was marked with the greatost humanity and
consideration.

The following account of an important vic-
tory by the French has beca relied upon for
several days :—

Loxpon, Sept. 30.— World's Special,—Your
speciul at Boulogne telographs that exciting
news has been received from Rouen of the
crowning defeat of the German forces on the
south aud west of Paris by the armies of Gens.
Ducrot and Mandent on the 27th. The French
forces were heavily reinforced on Monday by
General Trochu, and advanced upon the Ger-
man position at Montreuil and Versailles early
on Tuesday morning. The battle began at
Visofing and Valisy, the Germans contesting
the French advance with desperate energy, until

they were assailed by fresh columns advancing
from beneath the guns of Mont Valerien at St.
Cloud, through the Bois de Fausses, Reres,
and Vancresson, where o number of regiments
of Baden troops mutinied on the battle-field,
and refused to go under fire, Nearly a hun-
dred of these troops were shot by order of the
German commander, but the rest still held

- back, and many of them, throwin'g down their
arms, dispersed through the forests. The
Crown Prince was finally .compelled to order
retreat upon the Bougival, abandoning Vor-

sailles to the victorious French, The German
columns which attempted the passage of the
Seine at Bougival was kept under a terrible fire
from Mont Valerien, which converted their re-
treat into rout, and they were driven in con-
fusion beyond St. Germain. The night alone
stopped the pursuit. The Germans lost five
thousand prisoners, among whom are many of-
ficers of the staff of the Crown Prince of Prus-
sia and 50 cannon and mitrailleuses. The road
to Orleans and Tours is re-opened and cleared
of the enemy.

On the 30th it was also reported from Lon-
don that a private letter from Tours of the
97th, says the discouragement in official circles
is as great as among the people at the news
that the Generals have declined to defend Or-
leans. Cremieux is packing up, and advise his
friends to do the same. He says there is no
means for resisting an attack on Tours. The
Prussians are expected at Tours in a few days,
and Government must move further west.

Reports from Metz are contradictory, one is
that the army of Bazaine which is encamped
around and within the city holds the Thion-
ville road. There arc sufficient provisions
within the city for six months, with abundance
of bread and fresh vegetables, The German
armies are inactive ; nothing but skirmishes of
slizht importance having occurred for some time

past.

New Yorxk, Oct. 1.—A special, dated Lou-
don to-day, says Gen. Bourbaki has escaped
from Metz. He left the fortress and city in
the garb of a peaéant and got safely through
the German lines. He arrived in England
yesterday, and immediately took train for
Hastings on a visit to the Empress.

It is believed that the General is the bearer
of despatches from Buzaive, and it is certain
that the General will, now that he is outside of
the Fortress, have those notions dispelled as to
the present existence of the Empire.

It appears that Thiers completely failed in
his mission to St. Petersburg. It is said the
(Ozar declined positively to see him, and Gorts-
chakoff was instructed to inform him that it
would be impossible for Russia to recogmize a
person in his position, holding no official char-
acter. _
There is some evidence that England is astir
at last. It is said that a dread of Russia is
rendering her unwilling to see France powerless,
and that Mr. Bruce, the English Home Secre-
tary, in a speech at Greenock, i3 said to have
indicated that the course of the British Govern-
ment will be to make a last appeal to Prussia
in favor of peace, and then to be prepared to
take stronger measures.

Late accounts say that the Prussians are
taking steps to prevent the formation of the
new Freoch levies in the Provinces. Large
bodies of troops are reported crossing the Rhine
continually for the last three days.

General Beauregard is said to be in the
French service, and to be organizing troops in
the South.

The French Provisional Government are en-
deavoring to cut down salaries in all directions,
and their budget shews a saving of 50,000,000
francs 25 compared with the last under the
Empire.

Her Majesty has confurred the honor of
knighthood upon the Hon. Mr. Kenny, the pre-
sent Lieutenant Governor of Nova Scotia.

The honor of Companion of the Order of St.
‘Michael and St. George has been conferred
upon Colonels Osborne Smith, McEachern,
Chamberlin and Fletcher, respectively, in re-
cognition of their services in repelling the last
Fenian raid.

On Thursday evening last a grand concert in
aid of the French wounded was held in the St.
Patrick's Hall, every seat in which was occu-
pied, and hundreds had to do without. The
entertainment was given under the speeial
patronage of about twenty ladies, representing
the leading families among our French-Cana-
dian citizens. In the course of the evening,
while the musical part of the programme was
being proceeded with, speeches appropriate to
the occasion were delivered by Messrs. Devlin
and Duvert.

General Lindsay, and Colonel Wolseley were
each presented with a public address by the
Mayor of this City on behalf of the citizens, on
the eve of their departure for lngland. The
latter gentleman was also the recipient of a
dinner from a party of friends at the St. Law-
rence Hall. In his speech on this occasion the
gallant Colonel communicated the following im-
portant fact in favor of abstinence from ardent
spirits:—“ My temperance friends will learn
with pleasure that this was one of the few mi-
litary expeditions ever undertaken where spirits
formed no part of the daily ration. There was
a large allowance of tea instead, and nothwith-
standing the melancholy forebodings of some
medieal officers, the result was a complete suc-
cess, There was a total absence of sickness
and erime.” o

Tougs, Oct. 3.—The news from Metz again
"confirms‘the roports of the excellent conditicn

"of Marshal Bazaine's army. ’

The Prefect of the department of Nord tele-
graphs to the Government here the following
French account of the recent battle on the south
of Paris. His despatch is dated Lille, Oct. 2:
—1I bave a despatch from Paris by carrier
pigeon, dated Sept. 30th, giving full accounts.
Our troops to-day operated in the offensive. A
reconnoissance in force was made. We occu-
pied successfully Meville and Lhay, and ad-
vanced to Thias and Chaissy Leroy. All those
positions were solidly occupied by the Prus-
sians, who were entrenched and protected by
cannon. After a short engagement our troops
retired in good order to the protection of the
guns of forts Bicelie and Divoy. The Mobiles
behaved admirably. Qur losses were consider-
uble, as also were those of the enomy. Despatch
signed Trochu,

The Prussians have arrived near Patay in
the department of the Loire. They also have
approached Epernon in strong force, but re-
treated before the Mobiies. The latter have
been reinforced, as they ezpect the Prussisns
will return in force.

Larpow, Qct. 3.—Latest advices from the
Prussian headquarters around Paris show that
the army is quietly closing around the city.
They have made no cffort thus far to bombard.

BasLg, Oct. 3.—The Prussians, with the aid
of the electric light, were all night crossing the
Rhine at Mulhause.

Bismarck has issued a circular to the Prus-
sian Ministers resident abroad., He insists that
the conditions of the proposed armistice were
moderate. The French, he says, declined them,
together with the offered opportunity of free
elections to the Constituent Assembly in the de-
partments held by the Prussians, which the lat-
ter believe favored peace.

Feniers, Oct. 2.—Bismarck made the fol-
lowing public statement:—The Report of the
conversation between King William and Napo-
leon as given by Russel, correspondent of the
Times and since cxtensively published all over
the world is founded throughout on mere inven-
tion.

Im-
mediately after the failure of negotiations of
Fuvre, Bismarck sent to Wilhemshohe an exzact
report of the interview. The Emperor then
shut himself up in his Cabinet but the Em-
peror says he is not free from anxiety as to the
result of the struggle a l'outrance, and that he
estimates at their true worth the rights which
a perfect acquaintance with the sentiments
manifested during the war by the different ua-
tions of Europe, would give the two countries
were they closely umited. If such were in
reality the King’s opinion it would remaic only
to point the means of giving it offect. But
does it indeed belong to the conquered so to
define the obligations of the conqueror that his
generosity may not seem more burdensome
than his demands. I can only remind the
Count that 1 magnanimus policy never appeals
in vain to the hearts of the French people while
nothing is ever obtained by the effort to
touch the cords of egotism or of fear which
will remain unkoown to that nation whatever
reverses Providence may imflict upon them.—
France, if a generous line of conduct should in-
cline her toward a close and loyal alliance with
Germany, would be the first to agree that there
was no longer a reason for the existence of a
line of defence commanded by the fortresses be-
tween the two Empires. As for the sacrifices
which France would have to endure besides
she would not agree to make, were she but per-
mitted to understand the immense advantages
which would acerue to two nations from a peace
of which their own will would be the sole ar-
biter. In this view, the Powers, obliged to
hold themselves aloof so long as France shall
preserve a hope of success, would have a serious
reason for intervening. This frank and clear
statement of the truth I have always made.—
Established between Favre and myself isa
current of sympathy, which nothing will ever
be able to destroy. Were I to affirm that our
honor has no stain to fear from a reconciliation
based on the disarmament of the fortresses
then became useless, ard on the principle of a
war indemnity to be settled by experts, I be-
lieve peace would be possible.

A short telegram in the Dontreal Witness
lately noticed as a novelty and we suppose as
worthy of reprobation that the Catholic Clergy
had forbidden their flocks to send their chil-
dren to Protestant or non-sectarian schools.

The IWitness surely ought to know that there
is nothing new in this, but that for years the
schools to which it gives the name * non-sec-
tarian’’ have been expressly condemned by the
Catholic clergy as dangerous to faith aad morals.

Nor by the Catholic Clerzy only, Protestants
many of them at least, are at one with Catholics
on this point, the necessity of religion as an
clement of education. Schools from which that
clement is excluded they too condemn as warmly
as we do. But any school in which any ¢ spe-
cific religious teaching” is given, in which any
dogmas, peculiarly Christian arc inculcated is
of course a sectarian school ; since there is no
one peculiarly a distinctively Christian dogma
which is held by al/ Protestant sects, To be
non-sectarian therefore a school must necds be
non-Christian,

Now we invite the attention of the Witness
to the annexed passage on this very smbject
from a staunch Protestunt publication, Black-
wood of September last year; and we ask him
if it does not contain 2 faithful picture of non-
sectarian State-Schoolism and its results :—

“ From first to last, in its theory a3 well as in ity
practice, this cant aliout education to which we are
compelled to listen in these days, is positively nau-
seous to us. What do people mean by education ?
Is 2 man cducnted only when he can read, write,
nud keep accounts ? Will the knowledge of the
mechanical portion of these arts make him a respec-
table and useful member of society 7 Is not educn-
tion necessary to render the stripling, as he grows
up, a good shoemaker, a competent tailor, a handy
ditcher, a skilful gardener 2 Education' The word
stinks in our wvostrils——not because we undervalue
the thing, but because we hold in sovercign con-
tempt the slang—for it is nothing better than slang
—which is all that we usually get for it. Mualtiply
schools; force people to contribute to their main-
tenance whether they tike it or no; but be sure
that you exclude from these schools everything like
specific religious teaching. This is the philosophy
of the day; and it stands nobly side by side with
the zeal which nur philosophers manifest in their
cageiness to emaucipate the human mind from
worn-out superstitions. Our fathers held that one
of the first dutics of the State was to bring within
the reach of the many the opportunity of
learning  their duty to God and man. With
this view pious individuals devoted a tenth
of the produce of their ecatates to provide
on these estates holy men who shonld preach
Christ and His Gospel to their dependants And in
order that rveligious services might go on with
regalarity, they bnilt churches and provided the
ministers of religion with houses to dwell in. Of
secular education—the arts of reading, writing, and
keeping accounts—they took, perhaps, less heed.
They—the laity, we mean—left this matter maiunly
to be cared for by the clorgy ; and the foundation of
our great schools and colleges by prelates and priests,
and the devotion of no small portion of their own
time to the work, shows that, in thus trusting to the
clergy, laymen leaned upon something stronger than
arced. But we have changed all that now. Down
with the churches; up with the schools. Take
away the endowments from the clergy; bat tax the
laity largely in order to multiply places where boya
and girls shall leam how to read any book except
the Bible, and scribble obscene and impious words
on doors or walls as they pass them by.”

The beautiful prairie is
robed in green while I write; but the hearts, and
consciences, and souls of these people are withered.
The god here is the dollar. Churches are “run,” it
is true ; but chiefly for party, political or financial
ends. They are kept full by sensations and pufls,
and some of them adopt a new creed amnually by
vote! Education is another lesser duty, after the
dollar, but not 5o heartily worsh_lpped. It is a
plessing to the politician, but does tittle for youth.
Children are the real rulers of both. parents and
teachers. They goto achoof, as their parents go
to church, when there is nothing more interest.
ing to engage their attention. Society is standing
on sandy foundations. Divorces are numerous and
easily obtained ; and no wonder, since marriage is no
more sacred than any other contract. A man takes
@ wife as he buys a cow. I perceive a great change
in Canadian sentiment towards the United States
within a few years ; « change for the better because
1ess laudatory of American affairs and institutions;
and if Canada will only hold her own, and wait pa-
tiently, T have no doubt she will soon see still more
clenrly how thankful she ought to be for Monarch-
jeal iustitutions. Canadians are as yet an
orderly, church going people,
God's Holy Word, Gods Ministers and Gods
Sabbath ; this great Republic has no rev-
ererice foranything sacred.  Shall the whole contin-
eat e blighted religiously andsocially and morally ?

-¢ration for some time Dback, the great iucouvenience
felt by the public owing to the state of the Copper
Currency. While the Public Accounts are kept in
dollars and cents, and all duties of Customs, Excise
and Stamps are collected in that currency, a great
portion of the Copper Coing in circulation are Bank
Tokens, issued nnder the authority of law, but not a
legal tender, and passing generally current as
npeunies and half-pennies of the old currency. It
was deemied expedient to delay taking action re-
garding the Copper Curreucy until after the receipt
of a gufficient quantity of tlre new Canadian silver
coing of 10 and 5 centa. ‘That supply having been
obtained, it has been decided by the Government,
pending the action of Parlinment, fo authorize the
various Receivers ot the Public Revenues to take
the Copper Tokens of the various Chartered Banks
issued under the authority of law, at one and two
ceuts respectively, in sums not exceeding 25 cents;
aud I have to express the hope that the' Chartered
Banks, and seversl Boards of Trade, and the Mer-
<antile community génerally will co-operate with
the Government in their endeavor to socure & wvai-
form Copper Currency. I may observe that other
copper coins are in general currency, the circulation
of which is forbidden by the law uunder penalties,
With these coins it is impossible to deal without
the authority of Parliament, and it is not probable
that even if they should be called in at the public
expenso, they would be paid for at more than { or
<ent each, The Government cannot authorize the
Yeception of these coins at any rate, and the pro-
priety of issuing & proclamation, warning the public
of their illegality, has been under consideration.
It Lasg, however, been deemed expedient to await the
action of Parlinment on the subject, and I venture
to suggest, either that these base coins should be
refused altogether, or roceived only as fractional
pacts of a cent, I avail myself of this opportunity

THE FRANCO-PRUSSIAN WAR.

Lonpox, Sept. 26.—Advices from all parts
of France show that the people are rising in
arms and concentrating upon the great _cities In
which Government israpidly accumulating arms,
Tmperfect returns from six departments show a
total of 250,000 volunteers enrolled since the
sarrender of Sedan, and municipal votes of near-
1y a hundred million francs.

LoxpoXN, Sept. 26.—Advices from Namur
flatly comtradict the report of the offer of cap-
jtulation by Bazaine.

LoNDoN, Sept, 27.—Marshal Bazaine, repu-
diating the Republic, demands orders from the
Emperor or Empress to surrender.

Tours, Sept. 27.—The prefect of the _De-
partment of the North, under t-l‘le date of Lille,
Sept. 26th, writes to the Minister of the In-
terior here as follows :—The following news bas
been received here by carrier pigeon from Paris,
dated Sept. 23rd. The division of General
Mandhay yesterday atbacked the Heights at
Yillejuif, on the south of Puris, which were oc-
cupied by the Prussians. The baitle began at
3 am. After sustaining a sharp Prussian fire
of some hours, our troops captured the re-
doubts of Mouling, Lague, Villejuif, and
Hautes Brugeres. We occupy them now.
The Garde Mobile behaved well; the enemies
Joss is great. The same day a considerable
force of French made a reconnoissance, and
drove the enemy from the Village of Droucy.
The same day General Ballamere, commander
at St. Denis, attacked the Village of Pierre
Fitte, about a mile north of St. Denis, which
the Prussians had occupied in considerable
force ; the enemy was driven out of the village,
and the French troops returped to St. Denis
anmolested.

The following is from the Prefect of the De-
partment of the Loire, dated Orleans, to-day,

just received by the Minister of War, The
generals here, seeing that they cannot resist the
overwhelming forces of the enemy, commanded
by Prince Albrecht, have just evacuated Or-
Jeans in good order.

MarseiLLEs, Sept. 26.—The Mayor has
announced 2 loan of 10,000,000 francs. Guffi-
alo, a great merchant, gives the municipality
2,000,000 francs to purchase arms,

The grynd review of the Garde National oc-
curred yesterday. Thirty-two thousand sol-
diers were in line, of whom eighteen thousand
were well armed.

FerrIERES, Sept. 27.—King William appa-
rently intends retaining his headquarters here ;
he has made every preparation for a long stay.

A speeial Berlin despatch says that a report
js current in well informed circles that the Em-
peror has revoked the decree which he issued
on the surrender of Sedan for the revoeation of
the decree creating the regency. As Emperor,
therefore, it is that he hassentan envoy to Merz
10 consult Bazaine in regard to terms of peace,
This confirms the statement made by Bazaine
that he should only treat with the Emperor in
reference to peace negotiatigns. The news of
this attitude of Napoleon has been suppressed in
Berlip, but enough is known to cause great an-
xiety in political circles, inasmuch as there is a
strong and influential party here who are op-
posed to the continuance of the war.

The condition made by King William prelimi-
pary to all peace discussions is the entry to Paris,
S says on officer from headquarters, who Jeft
there after Favre’s visits.

It is stated that the envoy sent by Napoleon
10 Bazaine was allowed to pass the Gerwan lines
and enter Metz,

Special to the T¥mes.—London. Sept, 27.—
Publie opinior in England is reacting against
Prussia.  Lord Carnarvon, ina speech at East-
wood, shows how sudden may be the collapse of
a great nation under o new system of warfare,
and how defenceless England is. He saysthere
is no military organization in Ebngland. The
whole defensive arrangements are a vicious circle
of incapacity, waste, and routine, and whatever
is to be done has to be done quickly, for England
is living on the suffrance of other nations.  De-
claratiops like these from men like Carnarvon
and Bulwer are frightening the English into a
remorse for not forcing the Government into
meditation. :

A Madrid correspondent writing on the 22nd
says:—At the Prussian Embassy it is openly
avowed to be the plan of Bismarck, when Paris
is tzken, to declare Napoleon the only legitimate
power to .treat with, and to sign with him a
peace. That he will then permit him to abdi-
cate in fuvor of the Prince Imperial, and con-
stitute the Empress Regent ; that he will appoint
a Council of Regency presided over by Eugenie.

A Madrid correspondent writes, under date
of the 20th Sept.:—An interview has taken
place between Olozaga and General Prim in the
presence of Sagasta, After Olozaga explained
the true situation of affairs at Paris, Prim
agked: “Why did you recognize the Pro-
visional Government without orders ?”’ :

Olozaga replied~—* I always had great sym.
pathy for France with which Spain is bound
by its geographical position and race; and I
Tecognized without instructions. Whatis done
is done, and it is for you to approve or repu-
diate, to retain or remove me. Were my poli-
tical life to count but this single zet, I should
not think it useless. My country wants your
decision, My residence is at Vieo.”

Subsequently Olozaga breakfasted with the
Regent, urged the recognition, snd triumphed
over Prim. ’ .

The mob at Metz removed the statae of Bil-
lault from the principal square of the city a
few days ago. Instead of tearing it down and
smashing it, they packed it up and consider-
ately sent it to his family.

" The people residing in the suburbs of Paris
have returned to their homes, whence they had
been driven by the lawlessness of the Mobiles.

The region around Parie, for 20 kilometres
from the walls, is depopulated and devastated,
a few courageous shop-keepers alone remaining
in the villages, tempted by the enormous
profite.

The Prussians opened fire on gunboats while
passine St. Cloud recently, killing and wound-
ing several French.

The Prussians are erecting batteries at Sev-
res. A lively fire was opened on them from
Fort d'Issy, while they were at their work.

The Prussian Corvette “ Bertha,” sank in the
Euxine, after 2 protracted engagement with
three French frigates,

Advices from Tours represent that confidence
and enthusiasm prevail among the people and
troops in Paris, but impartial cbservers do not
support these statements.

Troops are mustering at the principzl French
cities unoceupied by Prussians, and large bodies
are moving up from the South.

The English journals are filled with reports
of military movements in different puarts of
France.

The walls of Paris have been placarded with
a proclamation from Gen. Trochu to the armed
force. He tells them that some regiments be-
haved badly at Clamart, and’ that their asser-
tion that they had no cartridge was false. He
recommends all citizens to arrest soldiers who
gre drunk, or who propagate false news, and
threatens a vigorous application of the articles
of war, The Faubourg St. Antoine is full of
people, and from the tone of their observations
on the war it is certain that if Favre concludes
any treaty involvinz any cession of territory
there will be a rising at once.

BerLIN, Sept. 27.—1It has been decided to
place Alsace and Lorraine as federal provinces
under the adminristration of federal authorities,
and they will be represented in the German
Parliament by commission, At présent the in-
habitants are not to be subjected to military
burthens.

BeruiN, Sept. 27.—Oun the 220d and 23rd
there was fighting of considerable magnitude
east of Metz, The first corps and 13th division
were enguged. No ground was gained by the
French. '

BerLy, Sept. 28.—The ideas broached by
Thiers at Vienna, that the Prussian Govern-
ment is insincere in demanding Alsace and
Lorraine from Frunce, are ridiculed on all
hands in Berlin.

Lonpox, Sept. 28.—Teports thicken that
Russia is preparing for war.  The army at the
South has'been mobilized. and late movements
towards the Turkish border are ominous,

Dr. Guist, who has recently made a tour of
inepection through the Rhenish Prussia, Hano-
ver, Baden and Hesse, makes un earnest appeal
to the charity of all Germans for the people of
those countries. He suys that the towns are
crowded with helpless women and children com-
ing in to beg for bread. The fieldsare left un-
tilled; villages are swept clean. by the urmies,
of food. His picture of these regions, of vic-
torious Germany is scarcely better than that
which is given by others of the vanquished dis-
tricts of invaded France. Pricesof all the neces
saries of life have gone up three fold,

Loxpow, Septr 29.—The Government has
information from its agents on the Baltic that
the military preparations which Russiz has been

making so openly and with such extraerdinary

energy are directed not against Turkey but
against Germany. This information is confirm-
ed by private advices and it is certain that there
is great alarm and uneasiness at Berlin.

The following troops of the Russisn army
are announced to have been eschelonned along
the Russian frontier during the past three
weeks: Two divisions of the infantry of the
guard under Lieut.-Gen. Baron Moeller Suko-
melsky ; three divisions of the grenadiers of
the guard, under Lieut.-Gen Prince Toukhow
Mouvaroff; one division of the cavalry of the
guard under Gen. Prince Galitzin; twelve
division of the infuntry of the line, under
Lieut.-Gen. Von Egger; five divisions of the
cavalry of the line, under Lieut.-Gen. Count
Von Kretz; two parks of engineers and twelve
parks of artillery, under Lijeut.-Gen. Kuys
cheff. Tt is also announced that a force of a
hundred and fifty thousand Cossacks, the most
terrible light troops in the world, has been
called under arms and that a squadron of the
Baltic is ready for active service. These state-
ments are made in Government circles and they
are accompanied with the still more slarming
intimation that the Prussian Minister, Dr.
Ombril. at the Court of Berlin, has been in-
structed by Prince Gortschakoff to present a
formal demand to Prussia for full and cutegori-
cal explanations of her purpose and policy in
pursuing the war with France, In this de-
mand it is stated that the Government of the
Czar declares it to be quite impossible that
Russia can regard it as a question solely to be
decided between Germany and France what the
limits of either power shall be; that the future
of Russia not less than the past makes it the
duty of the Russian Government to protest
agninst it, and, if necessary, to prevent any
change in the equilibrium of Europe, which
would embarrass the freedom of action of the
Russian Government; - and particularly that
Russia will never suffer the fixed bounduies of
European States “to be disturbed in obedi-

lence to the subversive and perverse doc-

In the presence of “so grave an eventuality,
Russia must and will provide at once against
any possible future, The Golos of Moscow
says, also that'the Eastern question can wait;
there is no pressing necessity for a solution in
that quarter, It is on the Rhine to-day, that
the Eastern question waits to be cut at one de-
cisive blow,

Lox~pox, Sept. 20.—Some Paris papers ac-
cuse Favre of having acted upon a private uwn-
derstanding with Bismarek.

The military preparations of Russia are pro-
ceeding on a gigantic scale, There is great ac-
tivity everywhere.

FERRIERES, Sept. 28.—O0ur telegraph cables
leading to Rouen ard the South were discovered
in the river by the Prussians and promprly
destroyed,

By the recent successes «f the French troops
around Paris the cirele of German investment
has been shattered at two points, and repelled
to distances varying from three to six wiles,
and the Froch have occupied the positions
taken in strong force.

The French say the Prussian losses since the
war began, and particularly at the investment
of Paris, have been so immense that the German
authorities take great care to conceul the fuct
from the newspapers,

Parig dates to the 24th, say that yesterday
there was 2 brilliant reconnaissance, supported
by the artillery ofthe gunbeat fleet on the Seine,
under command of Admiral Susset, which re-
sulted disasterously to the enemy.

The Prussians are constructing formidzble
works at Baigpeux, also before Forts Vanves
and Issy, on the Terrace of Meudon.

The Times hos a special giving the follow-
ing news:  On Tuesday Jast the Freneh made
enother sortie from Metz. Tle forces consisted
of esvalry and artillery, and were protected by
the guns of forts Quelen and Bottes, The
Frepch advanced to Aisle Queus, where the
Prussiens were encountered. Another severe
conflict ensued, which resulted in the defext of
the French, though they curried off their woun-
ded and dead and 2ll the Prussian priscners
they had captured.

The Prussian headquarters around Paris are
as follows: King Willium at Ferriercs, the
Crown Prinee at Versailles, and the Prince of
Saxony at Grand Tembley,

OsTEND, Sept. 28.—The troops of Baden
which have been besieging Strasburz, after
leaving the garrison in the city, will be sent to
clear Upper Alsace of urmed peasants and
sharp-shooters who are perpetrzting creat ex-
cesses and eeriously annoying the rear of the
German army. A special received at Brussels
from Beriin state that Alsace and Lorraine are
to be treasted as German Federal Provinces,
under immediate administration of TFederal
authorities and te be represented in German
Pariiament by comumission, also that no military
serviee wil] be required of inhabitants addad
thut the publication of these ideas has excited
a storm of indigmation from Radicals, which
has led to several arrests.

Tours, Sept. 28.—A letter dated Paris 24th
says :—The pepulaticn is animuzed by one sen-
timent, the defence of the cupital. The Mo-
bile and National Guards behave with grest
calmness and determinaticn. A Zouave who
fled in the recent fight without firing a shot,
and afterwards attempted to kill his officer, who
arrested him, bas been shot by order of a Court
Martial. Severe measures have been tuken
with others who behaved badly, The cowards
are mostly recruits who joined the fragments
of Zouave Regiments which escaped from
Sedun,

The disposition to resist the Germans o the
last, grows stronger in the West and South.
Troops continue to pour inte Tours, Adviees
from Paris to Sunday, say that perfect order
existed in the city. The Prussiuns have not
entered Orleans, they came near the city, halted,
and then commenced moving back towards
Paris. The civilian whom they cuptured and
subsequently released, says Prince Albrecht re-
ceived a despatch which seemed to suddenly
change his plans. The Prussiuns have entirely
evacuated Kontaineblean, they impose no tax
on citizens, but made heavy requisitions for
provisions and forage.

A despatch from Epinal, 27th, says the
Prussians attacked Rayon yesterday, but wore
repulsed.

Advices from Havre received to-day state
that the merchandise remaining in warchouses
in that port is protected by the Consuls of
neutral countries, who have bhoisted their re-
spective flags, A huge electric light revolves
at night, lichting up the entire bay and bat-
teries about it. Enormous chains protect the
entrance to the harbor.

Companies of thirty men are being received
by Government, and permitted to choose their
own officers, and act independently of the regular
force ;and if circumstances so demand, these
companies will be united under one command.
The several Departments will furnish the arms
and equipments necessary for this}force, The
men will enlist for service for the war, Other
corps are organizing, including a fire corps,
The Jatter will carry the blackflag. They have
announced that they intend peither to ask nor
give quarter. :

Lyons. Sept. 29.—Gen. L'Cluseret, heading
a revolution forced his way iuto the Town Hall
to-duy and harangued the people. The National

Guard instently arrested him and his adherents

Clermont has been captured. 300 Mobiles
and, citizens successfully resinted the first attack
of the Prussians, After the latter had been
repulsed, they returned with artillery and rein-
forcements, and captured the place.

The Prussians have surrounded Soigsons.
Shot and shell have been exchanged since
Saturday. The suburbs have been destroyed
by the artillery. A bridge has been thrown
over the Aisze at that place.

Tovgrs, 29.—1It is announced that despatch
balloons will be sent up from Paris daily.

Advices received to-day report successes for
the besieged.

Various minor engagements around the
city.

ORLEANS, 29.—The enemy, who yesterday
was at Cercottes, the first station on the railway
north of this city, appears to be retiring. It
is believed that news of the serious check peur
Paris occasions their retreat.

BerLIy, Sept., 20. — Three opinions prevail
in Germany in regard to the question of terms
of peace—cne party agrees with Bismarck that
war ought not to stop until Alsace and Lor-
raine, including the fortifications of the city of
Metz, are annexed to Germany, from whence
they were taken. Anpother party demands that
Metz and Strasbure be dismantled merely,
and that France should indemnify Germany for
the costs of the war.  The third party limits
itself to the territoriz]l demand of Alsace und
the narrow strip of Lorraine, in which German
is still the prevailing language. The Celogne
Gruzette favors the latter plan,

NEW YoRrE, Sept, 29.—A special despatch
states that exciting rumors coming from Amiens
have spread over this city to the effect
that the quarries of Mont Valerien, on
the west of Paris, have been mined and blown
up, annihilating one hurndred thoysand Prus-
siuns; the truth of these reports is unknown as
the origin of the rumors cannot be definitely
fizrd. However they buve crented greut excite.
ment here.

NEW YORE, Sept. 30.—The French troops
which occupy the positions taken during the
recent operations have been strongly supported
by Gen. Trechu, and present a firm frount,

Gen. Ripley, who assisted Beauregard in the
defence of Charleston, und several other Fed-
eral and Confederate officers, ure employed in
finishing the American system of defence by
rifle pits ar several points of the Freneh circle
of defence.

Loxpox, Sept. 30.—The Prussians evacu-
ated Rambonillet, 17 miles south west of Ver-
sailles, on Thursday. Confidence is returning
in Paris. It is vaguely asserted that some
positions occupied by the Prussizns have been
recovered. :

A Times ecrrespondent writing from Lus-
emburg says: Mezieres is very strong, but it
was not tkought it could hold cut.

The French priscners of war have been set
at work constructing cznals in Hanover.

Luter advices from Paris state that the con-
struction of barricades is vigorously pushed
under the supervisicn of Henri Rochefort and
Flourens,

The Mobiles huve been armed with a new
and dreadfuily destructive engine, The inven-
tion has just bezo made, and 13 kept a profound
secret—greuter results are expected from this
weapon than frow the fumous mitrailleuse.
