GENERAL TODLEBEN.
A correspondent at the seat of war writes of
the famous Russian Engincer in the following

terms :—

General Todleben, who though nominally tl}e
chief of the staff of Prince Clarles of Boumania, is
. really the commander of. tbe troops besieging
Plevas, i3, doubtless, the greatest military engineer
of modern times. It was his skill that compelled
tho allies to sit down before Sebnstopol a whole
twelvemonth, nnd sctually dig their way into that
great fortress. His coming to the Crimea was not
relished by the Russian commander, snd, as hig in-
structions were of an unofficial < haracter—he was
desired to iuspect and report upon the defences of
Sebastopol for the private information of the Czar
—it wag hioted to him tbat his departure would
give no offence. He remained, however, and so
strengthened the fortress that, though it fell eventa-
ally, it made n long and memoya.blo resistance to a
fierce, unremitting siege. He i3 now sixty years of
age, haviog Leen bora at Mitan, in Courland, in
1818, Heisu graduate of the Imperial School of
Enginecrs at St. Petersburg, ond has passed his life
in the service.

CHURCH AND STATE IN PRUSSIA.

Catholic priests abandon God, is, it appears,
resolved to try harsher measures than the Falk
law. The Tablet says:— :

Frince Bismarck is eaid to bave told Sigmor
Crispi, the President of the Italian Chamber of
Deputies, at their recent interview, that the next
conclave must bring the quarrel between the
Church and the State in GQermany to an end, and if
8 new Pope will not listen to reason, the Civil
Power must have recourse to more effectunl
measures of repression. That is to say, we sup-
pose, that the exercise of the Catholic religion
would be made formally, instead of, asnow, vir-
tually illegal. But it is bard te see how in these
days a more overt persccution tnan the present one
could be set on foot, and certainly what has bern
done can scarcely be said to have answered. e
learn that in the diocese of Posen tweanty-one priests
have held a meeting, and refused to recognize or
hold any communication with the last parish priest
intruded by the State, and although another priest
has just been arrested ag he came out of church,
and cast into prison for “illegal exercise of eccle-
siasastical functions” in a vacant parish, the Gov-
ernment has utterly failed in itaattempt to frighten
the clergy into accuiescence in it ururpatious.
The Germanta states that out of ten thousand
priests only twenty in all bave submitted to the
Falk Laws, and concludes that the struggle of the
State against the Church is manifestly hopeless,

THE POSSIBILITY OF BUSSIAN SUCCESS.

The T'imes tuinks that after all Russiais sure
to win in the end, if the combatants are not
interfered with. With this opinion every
student of the war must agree:—

While it is not difficult to see the causes of
Russian failure, it is very ensy to exaggerats them,
They show that the nation will not conquer by
means of any perfect system of any brilliant qua-
lities in its commanders; but the fact remains that
Russia pessesses enormous strength in comparison
with Turkey. Poor asshe is by the side of France
or England, she Is rich when measurad by Turkish
standarde. Her superior civilization will give her
in the long runa far larger command of intellectual
instruments. Above all, she is incomparably
slronger in the number of her people. The lopger
the war lasts, the better will her position tend to
becomo, while Turkey is likely to have her chief
advantages at the outset. Ifthe Czar's Govern-
ment were to abandon the struggle before ua.
mistakably defeating Tutkey, it would lose in Asia
as well as Europe that military reputation which
is prizes more even than material prosperity. It
will be the less disposed to draw back now that
its military position is improving, The retreatof
Mehemet Alf has removed the only immediat danger
of n crushing disaster. Meanwhile ler trcops
occupy an admirable position, placed as they ars
like n wedge between the Turkish forces. Asingle
General of capacity ou the Russian side mighkt
quickly turn on the course of events, acd even the
in-apacity of the Grand Dukes cannot altogether
ncotralise the advantage which the invading army
will gradually aud increasingly draw from its
superior supplies of men,

CONDENSED FORAGE TOR CAVALRY.
The less troops have to carry in dead weight
the more effective they become.

A NEW DANGER TO ENGLAND.

The Economist thinks that a new danger
will arise agninst the influence of Eogland in
the event of Turkey coming out of the contest,
in which she is now engaged, victorious, The
LEvonomist says:—

A common opinion is that Eogland will be some-
how the better for the present extraordinary revival
of Turkey JIf the Turks shounld really succced in re-
pelling the Russian fuvasion, it will be by virtue of
that element amoxrg them that most despises the
veneer of Western civilization which the travelled
and diplomatic Turk possesses, and is most deter-
mined to govern the Empire on the principler, and
in the spirit of a Mahommedan revival. What these
principles are everybody knows or may know. What
haa not been 8o well known of late years is the per-
manence of these principles in & large section of
Turkish subjects, Thereappearance on the Europe-
an stage of a natlon animated by a deep religious
enthusiaam, and that enthosiazm one which makes
its soldiers ¢ distinctly expectant of an instant en-
trance into Paradise” If they fall in battle against
the infidel, could hardly bea matter of iodifference
to any one of the Great Powers. But it would be
an event of very special and serfous significance to
England. It is, at least, possible that the first evi-
dence of this Turkish revival would be n religious
revolution, which would place an enthusisstic Ma-
hommedan on the throne of the Caliphs, and give
many millions of English subjects a spiritual licad
whose strongest feelings would be contempt nnd
detestation of England. It would be a singolar
commentary on much that has been said and writ-
ten against Russia during the past year, ifher defeat
should bring us face to face with an Indian rebellion,
originating in Turkish intrigues, stimulated by Ma-
hommedan enthusiasm, and looking to subjection
to the successor of the Caliphs, asits sufficient carth-
Iy reward.

Rumor
runs before events in these days : therefore they say
the prince-priest will not long remain uncovered
with the sarlet bal. But it is unlikely that ke
should enter the priesthood with such viewr, and
gtill less likely that his fathei’s san will be selected,
without long contrition and many yearsofa de-
voted and pious life for n seat amongst the emiment
fathers of tho Church. Prince Amadeo’s demand
for ordination will bo the first instalment of the
sincers repentance of the ambitions, though not

THE ZATHOLIC PRESS IN EUROPE.

A distinguished Catbolic journa'ist of Wurz-
burg, in Bavaria, has published a very inter-
csting pazphlet entitled ¢ The Catholic Press
in Europe in 1877" :—

Looking over it we see at once how Catholic
journalism has develoepd and spread wherever the
Cultuckemnpf has raged most violently, There are
398 Catholic journals published in Germany,Austria
and Switzetland, having an aggregate circulation of
1,218,906 copies, or one copy for every twenty five
inhablitants. They are divided as follows : Austria
has eighty seven jouriale, with a clrculation of
143,800, Prussin, 14r, with 339,900 circulation ;
Bavaria, seventy-seven journals, having 383,360 ;
Switzerland, filty-threo, having 138,600 ; Saxony,
three, and 1,700 ; Wurtemburg, eleven, and 42,700 ;
Daden, twelve, and 69,400 ; Alsaca-Lorraine, one
with 10,000 ; Hesse, €welve, with 77,500 ; Olden.
burg, one with 800, and Hamburg one with 700,
Thus we sec that Prussia counts for thirly-five per
cent, of the whole numbes, Austria for twenty-five,
Barvaria, ninteen, Switzerland fourteen, Baden and
Hesse three, Wurtemburg two and three-fourths,
and tho remuinder one-fourth, Comparing these
figures with the population we find that there is
oune copy of & paper to cvery three inhabitants in

forty-three in Saxony, and one to one bundred and

In Europe atthe
pregent fime there are altogether 595 bishoprics
and archbishoprics, either immediately subject to
the Papal Ses or suffragans of metropolitan
churches ; in America, 72; in Africa, 11; in Asis,
10 ; and in Australia and Polynesiz, 21, Of religious
orders there are 43; of monastic orders, 15;
and of mendicant orders, 14. Thirteen States are
represented at the Vatican, namely, France, Austria,
Spain, Bavaria, Belgium, Brazil, Chili, Peru, Costa
Rica, Nicaragua, Portugal, Paraguay aud, finally,
the principality of Monaco. On the other hand,
the Pope is represented abroad by apoatolic nuucios,
delegates or charges d'afiaires in Paris, Yienna, Mad-
rid, Lisbon, Mounich, Brugselr, the Haguo; by nn
apostolic internuncio iu Braail, who is also dele.
gate for the States of Paraguay, Bolivia, Chili, and
the Argeniine Republic; and by a siugle apostolic
delcgate for the States of San Francisco, Hayti and
Venezuela, while a similar appointment for the
States of Contral America, Columbia, and Peru isat
the present moment vacant.

A DREADFUL PIT,

The corrspondent of the Londen Daily News
obtained a view of the interior of the redoubt
which the Russians took at Plevna, and which
the T'urks afterwards retook. The visit took
place in the iaterval:—

The interior of this large work was piled up not
only with the dead, but with the wounded, forming
one ghastly, uodistipguishable mass of dead and
Jiving bodies, the wounded being as little heeded
ns the dead. The fire had hindered the dactors
from comming up to attend to the wounded, aad
the fame cause bad kept back the wounded-bearers,
There were not ¢cven comrades to moisten the lips
uf their fellow.soldiers or to give them a word of
consolation. Taere they lie writhing and groaning,
I think some attempt might have been made, at
whatever risk, to aid theso poor fellows, for they
were the gallent men who, twenty-four hours be-
fore had so valiantly and successfully struggled for
{ke conquest of that long uncaptured redonbt, and
it was sad to sce them dying without any at.
tempt being made te attend to them. I could fill
pages with a description of thia harrowing scire
and others near it which I witzessed, but the task
would be cqually & strain on my own nerves and
those of your readers. I am &ware that -Uolancl
Wellesley, the English military aitache, having
vigited this redoubt, and witnessed the spectacle
it presented, spoke of it to a Roumanian officer,
who cxplained that the doctors werc obliged to
take cases in the order of their occurrence, and
since the Noumaninus had suffered not a Iittle two
days before, the doctors had still not been re-
leased from their attention upon those carly cases.
In the centre of the rcdoubt is a kind of traverse,
and a curious covered corridor runs arround it,
In this I imagine the Turks sought protection from
the shells which fell ioto it unintermittently for 8o
many days Lefore it3 capture, An incessant rain
of bullets poured over the work as I made my way
over the bodics on the ground,

A NEW RAILROAP IN BULGARIA.
Military cogineers do not stop at trifles, We
hear that a railway 186 miles long is now in
progress for the conveyance of the Russian
troops. A conotemporary says:—

To secure them in thelr prescut position before
Plevna it is said tho Russinus are resolved on builld-
ing & railway 186 miles in length, to bulid huta for
150,000 men, and bospitals for 15,000, The mag-
nitude of this task cin searcely be appreciated in a
country like onr owa where facillties exiat for rail-
way construction unknownin the occupiced territory,
and where skilled labour is abundant and meclian-
fcal uppiiances have been brought to e high state
ol perfection, That timber is not abundant in the
may Lo gathered from the fact thnt the Powers
friendly to Russia have applied to the Porte for
permission to convey timber acrngs the Danube to
build bospitals for the wounded, nnder the Geneva
Convention, a permission which the Porle has re-
fused. Al present thcro is only one lina of railway
from Russia to Bucharest, and along this the whole
suppliéé of the army must bo transported. It has
beeu calculated that a single line of tho length of
the length of the ono now used has carrying
capacity for an army of one hucdred thou-
sand men, but not for more. When it is con-
pidered that in addition to the munitions
of war, provisions dnd other military stores, this
mailway will now be called upon to convey a great
part of the rails and materials recessary fo the
building of another railway 180 miles in length,

Ta winter ‘the frosts are ro severe that the Danube
is frozen over nearly every year, and it tho rallway
is not completed. Lefore tha rigonrs of -the season
set in, it will be impossible to Luild it. The time
is already so limited that we scarcely see hiow it
can be achieved.

Now
algo quickened the dreadful roll of the Turkish in-
fantry fire, bursting forth from the redoubts and the
intrenchments, to which the Russians could make
but n seattered reply, hurrying as they were up hill.
While these volleys swept backwards and forwards
all along tho trenches, the assailants went down by
hundreds ; but fast as they advanced files thus melt-
cd away, swarms of fresh men could be seen pouring
up from the rear. They ouly served to feed, how-
ever, the awful harvest of death ; yet, still pushing
forward, with a certainly admirable devotion, thea
mass of them at last appeared to be gainiog ground.
At three o'clock the feroclous combat reached itz
calminating point, for atoutly as the Russians tried
to hold their conquest, they weore at last hurled out
bodily beyond rampart and tronch, doing the ut-
most that courage permitted, but utterly unable to
resist the indomitable rosolve of the .Osmanlis,
About this time also two fresh batialions of our
side camo up ia thorear of the wood, and when the
bugles sounded clear above the thunder of the battle
the notes of the Turkish cbargo—that never.to-be-
forgotten cry of # Allah |"—echoed again along our
line, and Osman’s men sweeping forward at the top
of their specd, thrust dowa the hill the last throngs
of the lingering Russian resistance,

“RETREAT” OF PROTESTANT CLERGYMEN.
That Ritualism is progressing there can be
no doubt. The ¢ Retreat” of the Protestant
Clergymen, near Dublin, is the latest proof of
this, This  Retreat” has caused much talk.

Davidson got a fuw minutey’ caim to say o word or
two of his own experiences of the retreat, ¢ We
rose,’ he said, ‘every morning a little after six
o'clock; we weat into the chapel, or drawing-room,
as thecase wns. We had prayors,and from a quartor-
prat seven to half-past seven wo had private pre-
paratiens for the Communlon ; then we had break-
fast at a quarber-past eight; at a quarter-past nine
the usual morning prayer; then, I think, at fen
o'clack, wo went tn for tho ficst addrers, and there
ware prayers apacially suited for thesubject. We
then sung upon our lkaees the hymu in the Ordina-
tlon Servico, * Come Holy Ghost, our souls inspire’;
and then thers was an address, of which we togk
rotes, followed by a period of meditation on the
addrese. At 12 o’clock thers was another short ad.
dress, At onc o'clock dinner (azd I may mention
that weo got four meals a day, and the best of feeding.
Same people sald wo were fasting), We had recrea-
tion until threc o'clock, that is to say we hnd nothing
todo with the retreat! A clergyman hera asked,
*Was therca vow of silence? To which Mr.
Davidson answered, ¢ Certainly not’; and proceeded,

They were denounced at
public meetings, they were eondemned in furi-
ous sermons, they were saterised ju polemieal
pamphlets, and all England cried Anathema !
Anathema! But that movement in Oxford
was God’s work, and, as God's work, it flouristied
in spite of the vain and pompous vapourings of
men who denourced it. One after another the
leaders came into the fold of the Catholie
Church, until from that time to the present
moment, it is computed, that no less than four
hundred Protestants or Ritualists ministers of
the Establishment have become Catholics,
Time went on and the movement spread like | ¢
wild fire. Men saw that Protéstanism was,
day by day, leading the world to infidelity,
Peoplesaw in thualrsm something that elevated
the mind from nature up to natures God. The
repugnance to ‘¢ Romanism,” which possesses
the Eoplish masses, was in some measure over-
come by the repugnance of educated men to
materalism and unblief. They all saw that if
society was to be saved, “ Romanism” should
be approached; and _Ritunlism became the com-
promise. lnstead of demoralizing men, like the
idenlistic pantheism of Hegel and the German
school; or like the materialistic atheism of John
Stuart Mill, Ritualism purified the thoughts of
men.

Will the Witness kindly inform us where it
obtained its information 2° We are not aware
that the Pope has ever ¢ uttered ' anything of
the kind, and the Witness will confer a favour
upon ourselves, and a special blessin z upon Pro.

the Pope has said that * Protestants are not to
be allowed to existin the exercize of their
natural rights wherever Catholics can prevent
it.”© We had a different opinion of the old
man who guides the destiny of the (atholie
world, and we shall require something more
than the mere assertion of the Witness to alter
our opinion. Isit practiced in France where
Protestantism is as free as Catholicism aand
where the Church of the minority has the
amplest guarantees of Religious Liberty? Could
not the Catholies of that Coiunty prevent the .
Protestants from “ the exercise of their natural
gifts” if they were so disposed ? Is it practiced
in Austria, where thereis no restriction upon
religious fréedom and where the Catholics
could, if they wished, prevent the Protestants
from ¢ existing" at all if they were so inclined..
Nay coming nearer home—what restriction is
there upon Religious Liberty in this Province
of Quebec where the Catholics could, it they
liked, seriously impede the efforts of 1nsultlnw
evangelizers ?  Will the Witness come down to
fact, and not thus blind- some of its readers
with vague generalities?. Ifthe IWitness will
not do 8o, then we will, It is thenin Pro-
testant countries that you must look for unadul-
terated intolerance. It is Protestant countrics
where Catholics arenot allowed to “exist’' politic-
ally, and where ¢ the cxercise of their natural
rights’’ are denied them. Look at the intolerance
of the Falk law of Prussia; look at the intoler-
ance of the Eoglish people in not sending a
single Catholie M.P., to represent the 2,000,
000 of Catholics in Great Britaic ; and look at
our own doors, at Prtestant Oatario, where
200,000 Irish Catbol\cs are unrepresented im
the Parliament for the Dominiop.

| that the French Canadians, instead of holding. the

balance of power, never had so little influence as
during the first session of the first Parllament. This
was owing to the disfranchisement of Montreal and
Quebec, and to the elections carried by violence.
The balance of power was held by the Reformers of
Upper Canada, who generally supported the Govera.
ment, but occasionallydivided with Mr, Baldwin. A
Government by “double majority,” instead of counter-
acting theinfluence of the French Canadians, would
have been the means of securing it. Elsewkere, when
referring to Mr. Baldwin'sresignation in 1851, With-
row asgserts that ¢ since the union successive Minis-
ters . had lsucceeded in-carrying their measures
by & majority from each Province” The fact is that
during the whole of the second Parliament the Gov-
ernment was sustalned by a majority from Upper
Canada acting with a Lower Carada minority, Mr,
Baldwin's resignation is slated fo-have taken place
% in obedience to this principle,” but if a principle
was at-stake, all Mr. Baldwin’s Upper Canada col-
leagues should likewise have resigned, and yet it
was his own earnest requcst thaé they should not
do so.

VOTE ACCORDING TO YOUR CON-
SCIENCE.

Important Collective Pastoral of the R. C
Episcopacy.

The following imporlant jrint pastoral of the
Roman Catholic prelates of this Province, which,
presumably, was agreed upon at their late meeting
in this cify called together by His Exceliency the
Apostolic Delegato, was read on Sunday in all the
Roman Catholic churches of Quebec, and, no doubt,
alsoat the same time in all the places of worship of
that persuasion throughout the Province, Weshould
preface by saying that the Pastoral in question was
addressed to the Clergy, Secular and Regular, and
to all the Faithfol of the said Province, and set
forth that in view of the important events that had
occurred, and the many various diflicnliies that had
arizen since the last general election, a reminder
was necessary of the principles and rules of conduct
previously laid down in Councils, Circulars and
Pastoral Letters, and especially in the Episcopl
Letter of the 22nd Sept., 1875. To establish their
obligations aa electors, the ninth of tho fourth
Synod of Quebecin 1868 was cited as follows :—
¢ Let tho pastors diligently instruct them upon
their duties concerning those eleciions, making
them clearly undezstand that the same law, which
confers upon citizens the right of voting, at the
same time strictly obliges them to give their vote,

when required, and always according to their
conscience and before God for the greater beusfit of
our holy religion, a8 well as of the State and their
country ; that congequently they ore Lbound before
God and in conscience, to give their voto to the
candidato whom they judge te be really an honest
manD, capable of dischargivg the important duty in-
trusted to him—that Jof watching over the in-

terests of religion and the State, and of faithfully
devoting his efforts to their preservation and promo-
tion.”

Tho Pastoral continued as follows :—

# The Fathers of the same Synod inveigh forcibly
against the lamentable disorders of the elections,

and condemn in cnergetic language the corruption
of thy electors.” ©Let the Priests, the ministers of
the Lord, raise their voices against such a subversion

of all the principles of religion and morality, let

them rise up strenuously against so great and so
banefu! an evil.”

#In 1873, we considered it necessary to put you
on your guard against the dangers of the Catholic-
Liberal doctrines. To that end, Our Fifth Synod
made known to you, in thevery woids of the Sove-
reign Pontiff, the characterand fatal conscquences
of that chief crror of modern times."

¢Flnally, Oor Pastoral Letter of 22nd September,

18%75. dwelt at greater length upon the same sub-
ject, and warned you once sgain of the dangers that
besct you. This Pastoral, submitted by one of Our

Body to the Sovereign Portiff himself, won for us
words of praise and of cncouragement from the im-

mortal Pius IX.

« Unfortunately, however, and contrary to our
intention, scme have understood this document,

not a8 a mero statement of principles, but as in-
vading the domain of persons and political parties.
Our intention was to set before you the true doc-
trine concerning the constitution and the Tights of
¢he Cburch, ihe rights and duties of the Clergy
in society, the obligations of the Catholic_ press,
and the sanctity that surrounds an oath ; this only
was our purpose then, and this only is our purpose
now. Herein we do but follow the example of the
Holy Sec, which while it condemns the errors of
Catholic-Liberalizm, abstaing from pointing out
persons or political parties. There doea not exist
any Pontifical document containiog the condem-
pation of any political party whatsoever; all the
condemnations that bave hitherto been issucd by
that venerable authority, nre directed solely
against Catholic-Liberals and their principles; and
it 1s in this sense that the DBrief addressed by the
Holy Father to one of OurBody in September, 1876,
ig tobe understood Ly all. Whelefore, following
tho oxample of the Bovereign Pontiff, and the wise
rule of Qur Fourth Synod, we leave it to each man
to decide for himself, in conscience and in the
gight of God, who the individuals are who are
liable to these condemuntions, no matter what the
political party may be to which they belong

« While engaged in coming to this decision, strive
always, Denr Beloved Brethren, to practise that
moderation and fair-play with whichyou yourselves
would wish to be judged by your follow men, and
above all, by the Supreme Judge of the living and
the dend. Give to the political questions affecting
your country all the attention they deserve ;
endeavor to form a correct estimate of persons, of
their conduct and of things ; but be ever cautious
lest the affairs of this world, which asa lightning
flagh passes suddenly away, should make you forget
the ono thing necessary, namely the eternity which
never ends and in which is your last end.”

With an invocation of the Divine blessing the
Pastoral concluded; and, to it, were attached the
official signatures of the Archbishop of Quebec, and
of the Bishops of Three Rivers, Rimouski, Montreal,
Sherbrooke, Ottawa and §t. Hyacinthe, forming

the entirc Ecclesiastical Provinces, — Quebec

given to Irish Catholics they ought to eagerlyseizs,
The Artillery Barracks bave been placed at tho dis-
posal of the Redemptorists by the Dominion Gov-
ernment, merely reserving the right to recall the
permission should the barracks be ever required for
military purposes.
