were traided with ribbona of red and goid ; on
each side of the carrisge snd at each herse a
court Iackey in gala livery marcbed.

The harnessrs were richly embroidered with
gold. On the head of the horses wers white
waving plumes, The carriage iteelf was pro-
fusely gilt. On the top wna an imporial crown,
and above thes hind wheels the imyparial esgle
with oudstretched winga.

At noon on Tuesday, the 10th, the wedding
took place in the Court Chapelat Sb. Augustin.

THE LIFE AND CHARACTER OF THE
LATE HEIR TO THE THRONE.

LonNvox, Jan. 81.—The news of the death of
the Crown Prince Rudolf of Auatria, had a veArf
quieting effect upon thu rioters at Pesth. -
most immediately after the announcement the
disorder began to subside and within a short
time had wholly ceased. Inspite of the well
aunthenticated stories of his waywardness and
his shameful treatment of bis wife, the Prioce
wass_very popular among the Hungarians, and
hus death vill be sincsrely mouraed. His man-
ners were frank and cordial, and he bad a still
stronger hold upon the affsctivns of the people
in the fact that be epnke sll the languagea and
dialects of the Empire fluently. The heirship to
the throne falla upon Rudolf’s six-year old
daughter Archduchees Eiizabeth, The fires
despatches annouacing the death of tbe Crown
Prince were stopped by the censors, and the
partieulars were very slow in reaching the
public.  The Prince of Walea 1a said to be very
much affected by the death of Rudolf, between
whom and the beir to the British throns thers
exiated a warm friendship,

CAUSE OF DEATH,

VienNa, Jao. 31.—The Crown Prince had
suffered during the last few years from rhen-
matism of the joints. Yesterday evening he
had a severa shivering fit, The Vinna papers
do vot refer to the sensational raxzorh regarding
thecauee of the Crown Prince’sdeath. One
rumcr was tihet he wan accidently shot, while
anoilier had iv that be was muordered by a pea-
aant.

Loxpox, Jen, 31—It is stated that official
private telegrama from Vienna affirm that the
death of the Crown Prince was due to a wound
inflicted with a rifla.

FEELING ABROAD.

Loxuox, Jan, 31, —The death of Prince Ru
do!f created a palnful improssion at Pesth and
at Rome. The newa caueed a deciine of prices
oun the sxchaoges in Londen, Parisand Berlin
Premdont Curcot, of Francs, sent a telegram of
condolincs to the Emperor of Austria, Tele-
grams of sympathy are arriviog at Vienna from
all directions.

PRINCE RUDOLF'S UEATH.

MYSTRRIOUS WHISI'TERS CONCERNING THE CAUSE OF
DEATH OF THE OROWN PRINCE OF AUSTBIA,

LonNpoN, January 38l.--A private message
from Vienns mnic-tes tbat a censorship- is ex-
ercired over the relegrome relating to the cause
of Crown Prince Rudilt’s death, and that noth-
iog further can or will be telegraphed, it says,
for the present, It haas already lsaked our,
however, that the Prince’s dnor bad to be bura$
open by ordr of tho conct. Therein also some
mention of a guashot wound, although this
may refer toan old scer caused by sn acoldent
years ago on the hunting ground. One oorres
poundent is allowed to tel-graph a contradiction
of tho rumor that the Prince was mordered, but
what is whispered hers is that ha committed
puicide. The Austrian Government has done
the best it oould to foater that ides, owing to the
censorahip eatablithed. Tho Prince was toler-
ably well known here. He waa one of the most
prominens figures in gray uniforn at the Jubi-
1ea prooasaion in 1887, and he had prorrised the
Prinos of Wales to .como over and visit him
this year, Because of the well known notorious
faact that Prince Rudolf was ab enmiby with the
present Emperor, of Germany, the opinion pre-
veils here that hisdeath removes one denger to
Euarope in the futare, althovgh nothing is known
of the views of the vew heir presumptive Arch-
duke Oharles, who haa thees zons living, It

has been asserted that the Archduke resigned
his claim to the succession when he inhented
the property of the Duke of Maderia. Ibap-
pears, however, thot the renunciation was con-
ditional, and he may setp agsin into the line of
succersion by abandoning for the time the fortune
of Maderia.

New YoRx, Febusry 2.—A. Berlin special to
the Evening Sun asys : Crown Prince Rudolph
of Anatris was killed in a duel on Tuesday by
Count Franz Clan allas. The priacipal wit-
pesses were Crunt Hoyos and Prince Coburg,
hia brother-in-law. The Count’s witneases were
Prince Ferdinand Kinsky and other noblemen,
The duel wae fought at 4 p. m. in a little wood
near Baden. The prince was wounded and
transported to the nearest castle, Meverlirg,
He died Iate in the evening, just nt tha bour
when his coming wer anxiously awaited ab a
state divner in the Hoffbarg. The Prince had
been attention to the Countess Olan Gallas, nee
Hiyos for six mooths. 1t ie claimed that re-
cently, while on a shooting excursion on the
eatave of thelady's mother-tn law, Count Clan
Gallas suprised his wifein a compromising situa-
tion with the Prince. The count at once chal-
lenzed Rudolph and the latter asked for time
in which to consider it. At the expiration of
the time whioh occurred on Tuesday, be declar-
ed that in accordance with the unw.itten rules
of affairs of hosor in Austris he could avail
himself of the privilege of declining the chal-
lenge, bat he wou'd give satiefaction. Subee-
quently the Prince chspged bis mind and the
dael occurred. The whole affair has been
largely euvpressed by tbe Anstrian court, but
it hag leaken out through arlstocrate compromia-
ed in the affair who had to leave the country.
The Emperor, who knew of the whole affair,
has, it is eaid, fully approved his son’s behavi-
our,

with the oysters if it is liked,

Did you ever see a hattery take position ?

It hasn't the thrill af a cavelry charge, nor
the grimness of a line of bayonets moving slowly
and determinedly on, but there is a peculior ex-
citement about it vhat makes old veterans rise
in their saddles and cheer.

We have been fighting abt the sdge of the
woods, Every cartridge box has been emptiad
once or more, and one-fourth of the brigade has
melted awsy in dead and wonnded and missing.

We
koow that we are being driven foob by foot, and
that when we break once mare the line will go

The Evangelical Business.

Oortain gentlomen who tock a prominent
part In the attacks on the Oatholic Church at
the mesting of tke Evangelical Alllance in
this oity lant full, renewed their assanlts in
the eame direotion at Toronto in the recent
meeting of a branch of the Alliance at that
oity. We gather from the Mail's report that
+¢ the evils assaclated with the domination of
% tho Roman Catholic Church” were oarried
an **a matter of urgency” into the Toronto
mesting. The Alliavce, it also appears, bar,
by starting a orasade agsinst the Catholic
Church, somewhat trespsesed beyond ita
-prdlnary sphere. Confined to ita special ob-
jects we wounld have for the Allianoe nothing
bat applause and encouragement, But when
amen with more zeal than diecreation make it
an ongine-for the promotion ot religions strife
in commaunitles where there inno sense of
wrong or csues of aggrivation, public duty
demsndy that they be held up In thelr true
-oharacter as incendiarles and disturbers of
the public peace.

As a rulo Catholics tske no notice of there
aseanlts, ner would they be noticed in THE
TrUE WITNESS, were it not that these Evan-
golical bigote mny poseibly succced In their
reprehensible purpose of foflaming tne minda
of tho lesa intelligent and moderate among
Protestants, and thus lead to dissensions
which can be productive of nothing but misery
to the dupes of fanaticiem. Three of the
Toronto meetlngs were devoted, we learn
from the Mail, ‘“to variona aspects of that
(the Catholic Church) esubjeot, and very
vigorcus anti-papal spseches were made.”
‘Questloned concerning this action of the Al-
Hance, Mr. John Macdonald, president of the
Alllanco, and a senator, stated that the basis
of the Eva=zgelleal Alllanca wos beltef in
.thowe doctrines of Christianity which are ac-
cepted by all the Evangelical Chiwrcher, and
which may be the platform of all denomios-
‘tions. Ha emphaeised, ar be felt it his duty
to do, the faot that the original intention and
design of tho Alliancs was not that of avow-
od hostility to the Catholic Church ; theugh
he stated furtoer, that should the action of
that Church come up at any timoe as threaten-
ing'Protestant libertize, it would then be the
daty of membera of the Ailiance to stand
side hy sida to repel any attempt of the
kind.”

ment. Nor is its settioment likely to be pro-
moted by violent denunciations of the Catho-
lic Oburch. What then, iz the csuse of all
the row ? ‘ :

Simply this: Protestantism, honyoombed
with Rationalism snd Infidelity, o deoay}ing
at a rate that appalle its ministers, who ratse
tbe antl.Catholic cry with the hope of arrest-
ing the depopulation of their churches. It
@1l be observed that the speeches of the
Evangelloals are more political than religions,
Taey affsct to be terified at the power exer-
cised by the Catholic Cburah, but surely they
do not expeot to lessen that power, founded
as it ir, on population and couatitutioaal
right by wildly harranglog against ‘ Roman-
fsm”? Thelr specches haye nob disturbed
the Mercler government, nor have they even
stirred up a siogle Proteatant member of the
Leglslature to object to the setilement. Sir
Jobn Moodonald was equally deaf to Evange-
lieal objections,

Now these facts prove either of two things,
namely, the provinclal and federal govern-
ments and leglslatures do not share the ap-
prehiensions of the HEvanclical alarmists, or
Catholios are too powerful and thelr attitude
too correct for any governmest to assail them
with impunity. We believe both pointa are
founded in truth and reason, The conclusion,
therefore, {a that the No Popery addition to
the Bvangelical blazon has beecn made on
business principles and will be worked for all
it i worth for a very palpable, If not very
elevated, purpose.

Moantime, as a spur to Evangelioal efforta
for the overthrow of Cathollo institutions, we
would commend a study of the following
passage from Maoaulay :—~*The Papacy re-
mains, not in decay, not a mere antiqne, but
fal! of life and youthful vigor, The Catholio
Charch i still eending forth to the farthest
ends of the world micslonaries s zsalous as
those who landed in Kent with Augustin, and
atill confronting hostile kinge with the eame
spirit with which she confronted Atilla, The
pumber of her children Is greater than In any
former age, Her acquisitions In the New
World kave more than compensated for what
she bas loat in the Old. Her spiritual ascend-
ancy extends over the vast countries which
e between the plains of the Missouri and
Oape Horn. Nor do we see sny algn whioh
indicates that the term of her long dominion
is approaching. She saw the commenscement
of all the governments and of all the ecolesi-
astical establishments that now exiat in the
world ; and we feel no assarance that ehe s
 not destined to see the end of them all,”

American Platooracy? Ia it not what {e
ealled the Proletarlat o Europe end the
Labor party in America ?

Workingmen must be unconsciouns indeed
of the drift of political forces and the thought
which accompanies them in these daye, if
they do not know that in all natiens where
tha labor problem Is coming to the front,
statcsmen liks Sir Johh Macdonald, brought
up under, snd imbued with, Conservativg
Idess, regard tho fncrsase of politlcal power
among the masees with the most profound
mlegiving, The contemplation of absolute
political soverelgnty vested In the masees pre-
aents to him a very tangible danger acd filla
him with apprehension. This fecling is in.
atinctive, and in bim takes the place of poli-
tical principle. Actlng upon it, he has
striven to create an aristooracy out of the
Oaptains of Industry, belioving that the men
who employ labor most extensively can von-
trol the laborers most effectively. The gues-
tlon whether Laborlem fs the evolutionary
forerunner of Soclalism is svfiiciently within
the reglon of speculation to rouse the most
desperate reslatance on the part of those who
have come to regard themselves as naturally
entitled to exercise the functione of govern.
meat,

If they will only observe and think, work.
lagmen must see that the secret of Sir John
Macdonald's policy hae alwaps been the oan-
centration, not the dispersion, of wealth and
property: In prinoiple, it i preclsely the
game as that which prompted aristooratio
governments everywhere to place the burden
of taxation In whole or most part cn the
working olass while keeping them In ignor.
ence and impressing them with superstitions
awe of rank and power. Brought face %o
face with the advanclog columns of Labor,
Sir Jobn Maodonald rellea more on their
ignorance of their own strength than on his
power to combat them. Therefore, he dazzles
them with gllttorlng generalitles and pats
them off from year to year, while quietly
working with all his might to oreate a class
of plutoorats to aot a8 a barrler agalnat thefr
advance to the oitadel of politica! power.

But he takes
gaod ocore not to tell them so, and finds a
refuge In vaguensss that may mean anything
or acthing,

Lst not the laborera decelve themselves.
ir John Macdonald has already been com-
pelled to msake hia cholce and cannot change
it, His system, his power, nay, his very
existonce, {8 bound up with the privileged
clasa hia policy hag created. His providencs
is for those who employ, nut for those who
are employed. Living a8 he does in a perlod
of rapid traneitlon, expediency has bhad as
much to do with fixing his couree as natural
bent. But workingmen may rest asasured
that so long as he oan command the support
of cotton lords, eugar kings, iron barons and
others of that ilk, he will not legiklate in a
way to make the haunds politically independ-
ent of their employera.

General Bonlanger’s succesa in rallying to
his sapport a sufficient number of Parislan
factionlste to give bim a msajerlty of eighty
thousand votes over his opponent, again ex-
poses with painful publicity the ionate defcots
of French republicanism, The evils that nov
sfilict France, the dangers that menace the
Republic, are tho natural, tho inovitable re-
sult of her past. In France parlinmeuntary
ipstitutions are not, s in England, an evolu-
tionary developmen%, brnadening down from
precedent to precedent, Properly spesking,
Feance never had a parliement ae such is
understood in Epgland and her ocloniss,
Among ths English, av a writer in the Jana-
ary Contemporary Rcview observes, **The
theory and the forms of ths constitution heve
been preserved intact In the darke:t dsys,
and the burirenss of reformera has always
been not 8o much to oreatv as to revivify end
restore,”

Among the French, on the contrary, purlia-
men!ary institutions hed been obliteratcd for
ooe hundred and seventy-five ycars when
Lounis XVI, summoned the Estatcs. In Eng-
land, the Commons bad never been wholly
suppressed and had riren to supremacy, not
withoutpassing through the fireaof rovolution,
it muat be admitted, but always ae a living
embhodiment of the will of the people. Thus
the tide cf revolation, even to the extreme
extent of decapiiating a king at one timeand
deposing & dynacty at another, wae made to
flow in couetftutional channels,

Not 80 was it in France where parliamont,
in the modern sense, caome into beirg amid
tho throes of revolution, thus establisking, o
it were, the constitutionality of cstastrophe,
A Nutiona! Assembly which, in the assumsd
namo of the people, wiped out the two eatates
of the nobility and olergy, deposed and cxe-
cuted the kiog, did not Inougurate an orderly
democracy where parties, united on a princi-
ple ot loyaity, might fairly vie with each
other on questions of policy, but a system of
revolutions where opposing partics not only
sought to change the personnel of the govern
ment, but also its fundamental principle.

In England, Whigs and Torles contended
for offico and the trlumph of a polley, In
Fronce Monarchists and Republicans siruggl-
ed to maintain or upset the constitution itsetf,
ag the case might be. Theze unhappy condi.
tions wers complicated by Imperialiem,
There was no central idea except that each
vaunted a desire to ‘‘save France” from the
misery of belng misgoverned by the othera.

Thne ohanges that ir England involved no
more thaut the downfall of cne set of politi.
olang and the elevation of another, in France
entailed republic, empire, monarchy, one
after another, over and over agsin, rising and
falling amid confaslor, bloodshed and dis-
aster, till the hope of stability under any of
these forme appearz almost on the eve of
abandonment, Freedom, as we understand it,
is leee denired by these severa) 7:otions than
power to usa the anthority and mechanism of
governmont to impair er deatroy the icflaence
of their adversaries, The Revolution found

affaira by which favoured individasla helong-
ing to certaln rings and combines can be
made millionaires at the expense of the peo-

le.

would be selling our counotry; bat such re-
marks are extremely silly. It would elmply
be the Unlon of she United Siates snd
Canada for the mutual beneft of bath. Ina
commercial point of view it would certainly
be » henefit to both, It would be a raving to
both partles in the expense incurred in keep-
ing up a fence on that hateful and nseless
Boundary line, And it might be & greater
asving to botb partles than wo are now aware
of in protecting the country from foreign in-
vaslon. The people wounld have as much, §f
pot more, lberty than they now have in the
managoment of thelr loosl affaire, and they
would be allowed to livo in peace, and enjoy
the fruits of thefr industry undisturbed.
Angd after snnexation, when speakicg of our
cotatry, we could speak of it as something to
be proud «f A nice plece of territory ex-
tending from the Northern boundaries of
Alaska $o the Gulf of tho South. Bounded
op one side by the Pacifio OQvesan, and on the
other by the Atlantic, containiog rich wmineral
deposits, fertile agricultural lands, and In-
exhanatible timber forests of immense valne.

North America oould well take its place
among the natlons of the earth, and fow, if
any, could boast of & better Government or a
more prosperous, happy, and contented peo-

As to this bombastic shooting down party,
who boast with ostentatious pride of their
loyalty to a foreign nation, and threaten to
coerce the poople of Canada with Sspoy Bol-
diers and Britiah bayonets, we would advise
them, for their own good as well as ours, to
kesp awny from the Province «f Quaebe, ne if
their line of retrest happ. ned to get cut cff
they might find themselves in a very un-
pleasant predicament.

_ The Qsrdinal Archbishop of Sydney, on his
return to hls cathedral city sfter sn abience
of six montha, was pressnted with addreeses
on behalf of the prissts and Inity and the Iriah
National Loague of New South Waler, in
which pointed reference was mede to his
Eminence’s “noble defence bsfore Hia Holi-
neas the Pops of the Natiooal Movement in
Ireland when it was In danger of belng mis-
understood even by tae Viear of Ohbrlst.”
The Osrdlnal, in the couras of bix reply, sald :
—1It Is no breach of confidence te say that the
Holy Father was in a particulsr manner
pained by the misrepresentations whlsh for a
while canaed ench anguish to millions of Irisb
hearts at home and abroad, as if hia views
were in opposition to his Irish children in the
atruggle for pational life in which they are
now engaged, Nothing conld be more un-
fonnded shan such a sepposition. I do not
knew that In the long line of Soverelgn Pon-
tiffs there haa been gven ono to lova [reland
with greater affootion thon does the present
fllustrious Pope. Ho haa sympathized with
her in her sorrows and rejoioed with ber in
her triumphs, and at the present moment hie
best wishes are with her devoted sons, who,
through good repute and through evil repute,
are endeavouring to assert her rights snd
redrees her wropge, And when the cause of
truth aad justice shall have triumphed, and
the Kmpire shall decree to Ireland the laarei
lesf of pational freedom, mnona shall more
lovingly rejolce with her ip her viotory than
Leo XI{I, ~ Bat if in the condition of Europe
thereare many thinge that cannotfailto bring
sorrow to tho Pontifi's heart, there is muoh
to comfort and console him. Never, porhaps,
wera the faithfal more closely united with
their epirivnal head than at the presont day.
Mes in spite of themselves are foroed torecog-
nite that the Catholic Church ia not decay-
ing or wazing old, that ita strength Is ever
renewed au the esgle’s, that its foundstions
are not placed on earth by the hand of man,
It s indeed the City of God amongst us, il-
luminated with His light, and sirengthoned
with His strength, snd guarded by those
towers and bulwarks of defence which He
hath placed, The Church’s unity, sacctity and
Cathelioity were never more clowrly revealsd
to the world ; her mispionuries in every land
preach Carist'e holy nsme, They gather—
in the harvest of God—in Musncuouria and
Baeutoland, on the steppes of Thibet, on the
plaine of Putegoniz, amid the snows of Nosth
Cannda, among the lepers of Moloki, and
everywhers through thelr minlatry the Divine
Spiriy imeparte His blessing with the blossoms
and froite of Christian vistue, The bierarchy
of the Church, full of apostolic ardour, are
loyally o ntred around the See of St. Peter,
sud thus in every conutry under the sun the
Charch shinea resplendent with the light of
Faith, and diffasingaround her the fragrance
of plety, attracts men to follow in the foot-
steps of Our Blessed Lord. Ispentalio a few
weeks In Ireland, snd I took ocoasion to vielt
the cherlshed abodes and sanctuaries of acme
of those great sainta whose aanctity, learning,
snd historic zeal shed lustre npon tne name of
Brin in the golden sges of her faith.

Cashel bedewed with martyrs’ blood ; Tuam,
enriched with S, Jarlath’s shrine ; Clon-
macnoise, with its churches, and towers, and
monasteriea keeplog guard around the relics
of St, Klernan ; Kilkenny, St, Cancie’s hal-
lowed home ; Monsghan, wish St. Macartin's
oell ; Kildsrs, with St. Bridget’s inoxting-
ulshalble fire ; I prayed that vhe bleesing of
those salnts which for centuries has been so
fruitful of piety and of virtue to the dear
land of the YWest, would continue to bs the
inheritance of the children of the falth in
our own remotest ohurches of the Sonthern
world, Wherever I travelled throughout
Ireland I found the people brave and gen-
erous, earneat in the eacred cause of religion,
bountifal in charlty, indulgent to those who
differ from them, devo ed to the faith as they
were in the brightest days.of her history.
It is cheering to add that in & material way
po little progrees hus bean made. In tns
various branches of education, alterations
have been introduced, not perhaps through
any love for the Cathelic Church, bat rather
in the public interest of the Empire, to render
the whole syrtem more comuformable to the
wickes snd to the coscientious cBhvlotions of
the Irishpacple. Sonlsoinsome districtaof Ire-
1and excellent landlords, guided by a spirit
of juatice and equity, bave brought peece,
contentment and happlness to the homee of
their tepantry.

Iu most parte
of the country the strong arm of the law is
yot appealed to to enforce those relations be-
tween landlords and tenants which are the
bhister fruits of the iniguitone legisleticn of
tormer times, and which the ablest statez.

conntry, and I am convinced that no mattor
what political party may hold for the time
the helm of the S:ate, this moet just demund
oannot much longer Le rejusted.

dinary pawnbroker to the blush., Theem-
ployea of a largs establichment, employing
perhaps twenty-five or fifty clerks, form a
¢ mutual benefit aeeoclation.” For two
months each employe paya to the treasurer 1
cent a day, snu this forms the lesding found
op which the whole syetem Is founded,

In the larger houses, whert the snlaries are
psfd monthbly, the olerks often Bud then-
gelvea in the middle of the monubh without
the necessary funds to carry them through,
Then they borrow from the treasurer eay §5,
and until the loan ie paid they are expeoted
to hand to the treasurer 1 ceat for every
dollur horrowed, and &t the eame time to
«1ve to the treasdurer an order on the cashier
for the amount of money they have bor-
rowed,

Tne clerk who borrows the money does
not, of course, feel the payment of the small
smount of interest whioh la collested daily,
and even when he returas the loan at the
end of the menth he does no$ realize that he
haa pald interest at the rate of 365 per oent,

Of course eaob month the amount of money
in the heuda of the ireasurer inoreuses untii,

at the end of the year, he has muoh more
than enough 'to cover the demands of the
clarka for loats, ' o

‘Then he sets aslde & certain amountaza
fand, and the balance he divides into equal
parts, to be paid to the clerks an dividends.
Thig 1a done once & year. The result is ob-
vions. The clerk who iIs eaving and apper-

My Lurd Cardinal,—After my visit to Lon-
don I have not once spoken publicly in the
cange of anti slavery cuvre without praising
your Euglish fellow ceuntrymen for their oon-
stanoy,their zeal,and their generous Onristian
sentimente. .

Ia private conversstlon with our venerable
oolleagues, the biskops of every country, 1
have not omitted to_recsll your Eminence's
name snd courtesy. I bave just done the
same with the Holy Father, and thia has
earned for me the commisslon wbioh I sm
doubly happy now to discharge.

Oar great and good Leo XIII, charges me
to convey to you, as a token of the share he
desires to take in your Episcopal Jubiloe, the
large gold medal which I forward, I cennot
row repeat to yom, without offending your
modeaty, all the assurance of confilence and
esteem with which the Vicar of Jesus Chriat
wat pleased to accompany thia mark of his
paternal sffection. How I wieh it were in
my power to carry to you myself this jabiles
gozvenir which is the proof of these scnli-
menta, How I wish agaio ta see the people
of England, Catholics and Protestents whom
1 came to know, and whom you taught me to
eeteem,appeal no less to my sympathy. Itis
tmpossible to dounbt their good fuith,listening
to them and listening to yourself. I remem-
ber what you told me,how, for half a century
you lived out of the Catholic Church without
ever a eingle doubt as to the truth of your be-
lef, and how eagerly you turned to the truth
oncs you percelved it, to study it closer, to
acknowledge it acd to embrace it.

Henca bhere is no secular rub-
ject that may fairly be looked upon as mor.
engngiog asd timely. Slowly, but surely, therr
ia working o revolution in the sciencs and prac-
sice of medicine and surgery, He thinks avime
will come when the cauee will be known of
every infectious disease ; when they will be pro-
ventable, or havipg broken ous, will be easily
curable ; and, best of all, when Is will be poa1.
blelfor the intelligent pbysican to affora pro-
tection agninat all such diseases as scarlet fever,
measles, gellow fever, whooping cough, ste,

Indeed, thers need not be avy epidemics, and
evea constitusional dieases will ve curabls if
only the pregeesa in the eicence of bacteriology
should go on at the present rate, becsuse, in &
figure which the doctor borrows from the
hkrench, “The higher one ascende, the further
cff seems tbe horiz:n.” Taat is to say, the fur-
ther we go in bacteriology, the greater appsars
the promise. In the last fow yeara there has
been & really remarkable advance, ‘an evolu-
tion of knowledge,” the author callsit. Thers
is *Pasteur’s work with the fermentatiors, ks
discovery of the microbe which breedsin the
silkworm a peculiar diseace, and especially the
isolation of the microbe of the carbuncular dis-
ease of sheep—which sometimes atiacks man,
These give » powerful jmpnlse to the study of
bacteriology.” Koch’s part in the bacterioiogi-
cal ern would seerm, from what cur author eags
to be somewhat eimilar to that of Ampere in
electro-magnetism ; he suppiementsd Paateur’s

Bacteria, which are now known to be vegata-
ble and not animal growths, are o be found in
large numbers in she intestines even ot the moss
healtnhy, and it is in knowing the nature of Lhese
that will enohle the atudent do preyent their in-
roads when the condition of the system leav:s
it disarmed. Evenr now, so we are told, con-
sumption con no longer be called incorable, fer-
mented inaigeations are successfully treated by
means of a class of remedies known as disfeot-
ants, In many of the skin diseases ‘s found an
organism at work ; in diphtheria the germs.

 FARM AND HOME,

- HOT BED:

,An smateur gardener in Milwankes warms
bis hoi bed from a heativg stove in the house,
He makes the bed twenty-five or thirty feet
irom the house, and the heating is doze by a
simple hot water system. He makess noif of
gas pipe, which he fita into thestove, though
just {how wa ara wob informed.  Perhaps sha
reader’s ingenuity may eunply this deficiency of
information. Hs runs fran this coil two one-
inch pipes—covering them well—under ground
to the Lot bed. Then he makea two branchea to
each pipe,* snd theso are run the length of the
bed, and join:d tvogether at the upper ena.
Hore a wooden pail i8 pluced serving a8 an ex-
Pansion tank, This makes two pipes conveying
the water out, and two returning it. Upon the
farm the old way of making the hot bed is, uf
course, the better way all things coneidered,
bub some may wish to try this pian. The ad-
vanbtage of artificial heating as this may be call-
ed, is that the hent may always be under con-
trol.—[Weatern Rural.

PERENNIAL ONIONS.

These are scmething new in onione, as they
never form a large bulb, and their value lies
wholly in the special adaptability for producing
green oniony for fall or spring use, particularly
the latter ; soon attaining a marketable size,
they sre immensely productive and parfectly
hardy. Being peronnial, they will, if 'aft in the
ground, continue growiug for an indrfivite time,
continuing to increvse both from the bottom
and from sats produced ob top of stalks. The
old set within the ground, closely resembles
the wasted bulb of other oniont nfter baving
gseded., In their culture the eets should be
planted a8 soon as they have reached maturity,
net waiting until dry, as they thus derive the
benefit of prolonged growth, and attain a larger
size. Plant in drills with » depth of three to
four incher, to bleach the ersuing growth to
some. The set produces from one to three
large fite shoots the first eeason after planting,
but if lefs undisturbed new eota are again pro-
duced from the top of the same season, and by
the following fall and spriog the original onion
will have formed o clump of sprouts numbering
fzom ten to twenty.— |Farm and Garden.

WHAT ABoUT SHEEP.

Now is the time to think this matbter aver.

airying is just now the Jeadine farm icdustry
in New England and Lkecf buriness promises to
improve, but there is and always will ba & good
opening for sheep. On new land where sprouts
ore to be kept down, on rocky hillsides where
thereis not grass enough to pay cattle far climb-
ing, on worn out farms where artificial fortiliz-
ers can be supplied snd on amnll places nesr
markets where early lambs c¢an baeold for pay-
ing prioes as well asin the hands of farmers,
who are too isolated for assnciated dairyiog,
gheep can properly ond profitably take the lead,
There is no other branch of farming that has
been 8o spasmodic as the sheep business. Every
few yesrs there is n panic one way or the other.
When they get plenty and some of the large
stock owners begin to reduce their stock, every-
body else will follaw suit, and when goad eheep
get down to a dollar a head farmera will souur
the country hunting for a chance to se!l sheep
or trade them tor farrow cows or anybhing elsc
they can get in exchavge. They berin to sre
bow small the income from shecp wiil be, but
think nothiog about the profit or loss on othar
abock if they can only get the aheep off their
bands. Then when sbeep get scarce and coat
four dollars, everybody wants to buy sheep, and
men who never wanted any before will diacover
some grent benefit they might derive from n fow
sheep on the farm. All this bag been enacted
over and over agsain till it seems that some mon
pever will learn by experience or observation.
Do not buy sheep becauee bbey are high nor be-
cause it Ia the fashion, but with a farm proper-
ly fenced and with dogs ont of the way sheep
can be made to pay in the lung run.

MILK FEVER.

Itshould bs kaown by averyfarmer that acon-
ito is & deadly poiron snd must be handled with
groat eaution, Within the past three weeks a
valanble horsein this viciaity died from sdmin-
iateriog duees of aconite, I havo owned two
cows for ‘orty-sight years, and never had but
one ense  of milk fever, nnd that very light, I
usa saltpeiro az a preventive, which has nevoer
failed except in the ons case, and then I neg-
lected to feed the saltpetre in dus time, Some
two or three weoka before calving, 1 pulverizs
sutlicienb saltetrs to give to each cow half an
ounce, and it is no detriment to the other live
stock., DMixio with saly or feed. Keed onen a
week uotil all danger is past. A cow eoming in
on the beight of feed i3 more liabls to milk fuver
than any other tine. At euch times I feed
more fully, and in case of rymptoma or an at-
tack, [ have given a3 much es fovr vunces in a
day. I have recommended and fed it to my
neighbor's cows, und never have known Fuilure
when admicistered 1o dus tite,

yoars Lence will conjuraup to make a motker
cow hardw, and sirougly constituted. The cows
of Swedeo, Dotmeark, and Holland are the most
vigorous and hzrdy in the world, and they are
kept seven or eight monthe of the year in close
and cften atufly littiestables, nover leaving theic
tie-up for all that tinie. Some of the most noted
of all Danish dairied never leava their atalls from
their tirst calf until tho butcher or sausags-boil-
er claims themn, We do nodeay that the Ameri-
can dairyman has need of complete eoiling of
his cowe, but uote this to show that there ie
far lers to fear abous keeping dairy cowa in their
stalls, while they must be fed upon provided
food, than is genersally accepted on this score.
Every dairymun kaows that when cowa are ex-
pored in bitter cold weather they bave ** sharp
appetites,” simply from the fact that nature is
calling for exira fuel to keep the snimal warm,
Why, sbould not the farmer see that it is a loss
of food that has no ¢- mpensating feature abous
it ? Kor the cowa kept in warm stables do not
fre-ze and are allowed to Btay there, eat mo
more noc dewmand more whsn the mercury
tonches 20° below zerc than when 20° abhove.
Nor yet can this farmer show that the closelv
stabled winter cowe, on two-thirdsthe food con-
sumed by the exposed dairv, are in the thinner
flesh less healthy und lacking in dafry perform-

ance.

PRACTICAL NOTES.
This 18 the advice of Theodore Lewis, an In-
Hae says he couldn’s think of
custing off the tails from his pigs. The tails, he
avers, are the themomsters which indicate the
anmial’s condition. If he does not feel well, ia
not tariviog, if his food don’t agree with him,
the tail begins to straighten. The sicker the
pig the straighter the tail. 'While the conven-
tional corl retains its place, there is no anxiety
about the pig ; if a double curl is seen, he may
be regarded as in perfect candition The old
theory of ** a buabel of cora to fatten an inch of
tail” has mo terrora for Mr., Lewis. Tne pig's
tail being his pulse, it would seem very foclieh
to cut it off.

To select poultry you should always pick out
dry-picked or nnscalded poultry. Fresh poul-
try sbould have moiab and limber feet and legs,
and thoss birds are the best thabt have small
bones, short legs and clean, white flesh. It is
an old ndage in the business that the black-leg-
ged chicken is the best for roast and the yellow
or white legged 13 the best to boil Beware of
slimy or black looking ponltry, fb isold. To
judge of the agwe preas the breasy bome ab the
point toward the Iawter end of the body.

If you wish to do early work aud have latge
strawberriea apply your fertilizer or fine manurs
in January or February, which allows time for
the frosts, thaws and rams to carry the scluble
material down to the roats, Poultry manure is
excellent for strawberries, and the expaneion
and contraction of heat aud onld will pulverize
tlie hard lumps aud get them in fine condition.
