Tur OraNGE SgCIRTY AND THR GOVERNMANT.—The
annual Orsnge saturoalis of Ulster has once more
come and gooe; aad if it has passed over with less
of the customary turbuleace aud violence, we owe
the unwonted quiet to the presence of & body of mi-
litary and constabulary sufficiently large to overawe
the disalfected.

Itis not our intention to enter upon a discussion of
the origin, objects, or teandencies of Orangeism.—
These are all tolerably familiae to our readers. Our
purpose is to show what is the duty of the Govern-
ment in relation th the Orange Confrderacy and the
peace and welfare of this country, and of the pation
ut large, The Oraoge Association has besn very
leniently dealt with by the Executive and the Legis-
lature. It is true that the ingtitution has been con-
demned by almostevery Guvernment within the
last half ceotury. Whig and Tory—from Sir Robt.
Peel and the Earl of Decby to Earl Rugseil and Lord
Pa merston —have hlike denounnced it. Laws bave
been passed to break it up, and stop its party dis-
plays; but so dexterous bave been the maragers,
and 8o mild has been the course pursued towarda it
by the respective Governments of Eogland, that
gcarcely ig it struck «t in one way until the same
object i3 attained in aoother. ]

The history of the Orange organisation shows the
difficolty of meeting the machinations ot its leaders
by direct legislation. The Party Emblems Act, nod

againat the administration ot secret oaths, are possi-
bly ail tbat are required in the way of positive enact-
ment ; but we may here remark that an opinion has
been expressod that, were the law of Ireland the game
ag that of Eogland, the Orange Coafederacy even
&3 &t present constituted, woald be illegal. Rut what.
ever the Parliament might enact, some modern Mr.
Joseph Napier would no doubt be found to ensble
the association to evade the law by a dexterous
manipulation of its rules. What we would conncil
the Governmen’ to do, -and what we would urge
Irisa Liberals to insiet upon tkeir doing, would be to
deotare Orangemen or Orange sympathigers jneli-
gible for any office, employmant, or mark of hononr
in the gitt of the crown. - Particalarly 'should the
Msgistracy and, Deputy-Lientenanoy be weeded .
of all Orangemen, and of all whoexhibit Orangs pro-

Since then, we have had the Derrymacash murders,
the Belfast riots, the annual processions, and all the
yearly displays, and perpetual bickerings which come
of the eystem. . However much Orangeiewn may be
repudiated in form by the respectable -classes, it i8
secretly conpived at, and used for electioneering and
other party purposes, and nothing will ever put an
end to the evils of which it i3 the parent until some-
thiog is done to ostracise its members and sympathi-
sars from tbe palé of respectable eocisty. The or-
ganisation is kept up by thoss who trade on the pan-
gions of the multitude ; and itis very well knowan
that the majority of reapectable Protestants aod
Coneervatives, throughout Ulster, knowing as they
do that QDrangeism ia antagonistio to real Protestant-
ism and 1ctelligent - Conservatism, would rejoice if
the Orange Society were dissolved or rendered inno-
cuous ia the way we guggest. But the system of
terrorism practised by the Orange Lodges, and. the
exigencies of party leaders, such as the Whitesides,
the Napiers, and the Cairnses, prevent the epinions
of those moderate mea from being heard. It would be
o real blessing to them to have the Goveromentdeal-
iog with a firm hand with the aiders and abettors of
the orgauisation. Somethicg, we think, we may
remind the Government, is due to the Liberal ,party
in Ireland. ‘The recent general election has shown
liuw the Orange leaders bave acted throughout Ui-
ster, 2nd what little chance the Liberalism of this
province bas of msking itself heard in the councile
of the nnation in face of the well.laid plans of
the Orange Lodges. But, while Ulster is almost
well-pigh prostrate at the feet of the Orange Society,
otber parts of [relund bave nobly suatained the pria-
ciples of the Liberal party, while throughout Great
Britian the majority of Liberals seat to the new Par-
liameot i3 grealer than at any time since the passiog
of the Reform Bill. The time, thersfore, is favorable
far the Gtovernmeat dealing with this question. If
they aliow the opportunity to pass away, they will
aot be doing their duty to themaslves, or to the [rish
Liberal party , and their supporters in the new Par-
Liameat will not be doing theirs if they do pot com-
pel the Guvernment to act upon the policy indicated
in Lord Chnuocellor Brady's letter of 1857.—Belfust
Northern Whig.

Tue Encrisy Pneis ox IrisR Oravezisy. — The
province of Ulster presents at the present moment a
social phenomenon to which the press of England,
headed by the Tunes, ia properly calling public at-
Jeatica. Ic is difficult oa this side of the Channel
to realise the extent of rancour and hatred which, in
the came of a Divine religion, i3 now disgracicg an
olherwige prosperous portion of the empire. But
the private intelligence we have received during the
past week confirms general rumor, and puts aside
doubt or iadifference on the subject. We boast of
our national tranquility, but in no otber part of Eu-
rope, perhap3, does Lhere rage s social war 5o bloody
und relentlesa—so usjustifiablo and so unchristian —
80 defiant of all law and reputable order as that
which so unhappily curses a considerable portion of
oae [rish fellow-citizens. Tae recent electiona have
ooly brought to the surface the hbateful party spirit
which for which bas more or less aifected all classes
and creeds ; perverta justice ; destroys social coné-
dence and neighborbood ; and is & scandel and a
stigma upon their common Coristianity. We have
ocsasioually & local ciot in England, but for a pa-
rallel to the senseless, brutal, mlignant, and con-
tinually recurring sectarian tumuits of Ulster we
must go to the annals of a darker age—to the wild
deeds of the savage. The recent cold-blooded mur-
der at Castleblaney may be taken as an index to the
general civilization of Ulster. A pesceful mun,
uamed Peter Shevlin, & desler in poultry, was re-
turning home# by an afternoon train from the bove
town, oo the day of the couaty election, when for no
offence except that of giving his vote to the Liberal
candidate, he. was brutally attacked by two men
with bludgeons on the railway platform, and deli-
berately shot dead by a third, agaiust whom & ver-
dict of f wilful murder’ has since been returped. The
attacking party belonged to a body of riotous
Orangemen of the neighboring town of Ballybey,
who bad been e3corted from the polliug-booth to the
station by a military force, but were no sooner with-
in the preciocts thaa they wantooly began the fatal
outrage. (os of the men charged wiih being as-
cessory to the death of pecor Shevlin, named John
Gilen, is described n3 * grocer and farmer,’ and this
warka the respectable yeomun clasa from which the
raoks of Orangeism are recruited. [t is a mistake to
suppose that these men are naked, bungry ruffisns,
such 88 infest the back lanes of grcat cities; there is
nothiog of the Arab life in their birth or tirainiog;
many of them are the substantial burghsrs or free-
bolders of the locality, and bave the countenance of
the Protestant clergy and gentry of their viciage.
Itis this feature of the case which makes it a0 extra~
ordinary, but which the notorious events in Beltast
have eo fully illusirated. Belfast is the commercial
and intellectual capitnl of the province; it is a place
of great and rapidly increasing importance ; has col-
leges, schools, churches, and other institutions, with
a numerous staff of clergy, editors, teachers, and
civil functionaries, who exercise a great iofluence
over the who'e northern part of the island, It is
well kaown that the Mayor of Belfast, many of the
magistracy and Town Council, and especially the
aged Dr. Cocke, are in open sympathy with the
Orange faction, and, consequently, impart & prestige
and a respectability to the party rioting of the whole
province. Unfortunately, the clergy too are as
much infected with the local heathenim as their
flocks. As a matter of conscience they ure party
men, and abet what they think the cause of God and
country ; but, were it otberwise, the evil i3 too deep-
seated and widespread to be ersdicated by individuni
exertion, however enlightened and well-intentioned.
The misfortune is, that law and legislatioo perpe-
tuate it. Qpe section of the commuunity is fivored
by she State; the other section bas bsen crueliy
perzecuted for ceaturies ; and 1t id not in human na-
ture —at least, not in the neture of the of the people
of Ulgter—to be at peace when gross icjustice, or
even the memory of it, i3 kept alive in their midat.
Religion is by far the most powerful of all haman
interesis ; and among a semsitive emotional people,
it is only natural that systematic attacka and insults
by one party on the faith and feeliogs of the other
should excite the social animosities and brutalities
we now mourn. J]nthese we bave the unmistakable
fruits of Protestant ascendancy. An ecclesiagtical
policy has been pursued in Ulster which bas pro-
duced the disgraceful social state of barbarons hatred
and geclariapism which is a atigma on British civili-
sation.—London Inquirer. -

The case of murder at the late elections for the

On the .occasion in
queztion a number of voters from Ballybay came by
train to Castleblaney to vote at the polling-booth
erected there. Great excitément prevailed, and.
when the Bal'ybay men were waitiog for the retarn’
train at the railway iterminus, 'to which they were’
escorted by a troop of mounted soldiers, the riot.tock

The present motion wag grounoded on “the affidavita
of the prisoner and three other -men,. residents of
Batlybay, two of whom bad, togetber with Gray, been
of the party of votera that had come to Qastlublaney
to vote on the 22ad. of July., The affidavit of Gray
stated that the fasal oceurrence took place in the heat
of the riot, when volleys of stones und other missiles
were being fired a$ the persons . with whom Le was
returping bome, but that Gray did not fire the shot
which killed the deceased, but was gitting in » car-
tiage of the train when it was fired. The defendant
also stated that he was in a delicate siate of health,
aud suffe.ed-from ncute rbeumatlism and neuraigio
pains, and was unable to stand upright or even to
lie in bed without support, and that he had been ob-
liged for several monthe past to have a perzon sleep-
ing in the bed with him to assist bim to dressard
undress and otherwise during the night; and that he
believed. the effect ol his -imprisonment being conti-
ayed till the aesizes in March vext would bz prejudi-
cinl to hig health and dangerous to his life. The
affidavita of \he other persvos stated thatthey zaw
the man who fired the fatal gshor, that he was not
Gray, but a total strapger, and that they could not
recognize his festures again. bMr. Barry, Q.0 , op-
posed the motion. There being a conflict of evidence
between the icformations and the affidavits in sup-
port of 1he motion, and there being no medical cer-
tificate as to Gray’s bLealth, the Court refused the
motion to adwil Gray to bail, but on account of the
doubtful nature of the evidence of precoucert be-
tween Steen and Glen and the person who fired the
shotgranted it with regard to them, om condition
that they gave buil themselves in 100/, and procured
two aureties in 50/, each.

The Cork Constitution gives some particulars re-
specting the spread of Feninnism in the county of
Cork, and the increased boldness of its members. If
the following statements be correct the authgrities
are very remiss in allowiog matters to rise to &0
serious an exteat, The Cork paper gays:—

That the Fenian Brotherhood are deily numerically
wcreasinsg in this locality is ucquestionnble; that
they are growing more and more careless as to
whether their movements are nbserved or not is also
quite apparent. Little altempt is made at conceal-
mont or secrecy. They no lenger seek the cover of
the night to practice their evolulions or to hold their
meelings. In open day they assemble, not on un-
frequented mountaing or lonely out of the way places
but close to the city, and even march along the pu-
blic roads in military fashion, in closely packed and
well ordered ranks. They discuss their plans and
avow their intentious almost without reserve, At
least such a state of things exists in this part of the
country, and to a greater extent than i3 geaerally
known. During the presentsummer the members of
the orgauization in each locality bave been in tle
habit of assembling at dusk every evecing in some
convenient place,previcusly arranged by the leaders.
Bers they go through a courae of instructien as re-
gularly and attentively a3 thesoldier of the line —are
formed into squads and taught sottisg-up drill, and,
when they csn hold their heuds erect nnd keep their
shoualders square in & soldier-like fashion are marched,
in slow and quick time, are then shaped into a com-
pany, told off into sub-divisions, fours, &c., in which
formation they perform all the evolutions requisite to
nuke Lhe company eligible for its place in n battalion.
They are alao instructed in the use of the rifla. At
certain peciods the equads are marched in from the
va:ious parts where they havebeen instructed in the
elementary dnill, are formed into companies equal-
ized, ané work together s3 a battation dves on pa-
rade, deploying into line, forming close and quar-
ter distance columas, squares, &c, from the halt
snd on the line of march, in which movements great
particularity is nbserved with respect to the dressing
and time kept by the mer as they go through these
mancmavres. While the main body is engaged at
drill sentries are thrown out aioog the roacs and on
the ditches for some distacce round, 8o as to form a
complete cordon, and on the approach of any one
unconnected with them the signal is passed; in an
instant ranis, reguler and orderly as military traino-
ing can make them, collapso and fall into disorder,
a tootball is thrown up, or they present the appear-
ance of being what the outposts will tell the in-
quirer they are, a party of men eagaged at & goal-
ing mateb. BSuonday after Suoduy during the pres-
ent summer this has been going oa in the suburbs of
the ¢ity. Ian the south liberties especially aypear to
bes most of their favorite baunts. Fraokfield, Le-
hena, and places in that locality are_freqiently vi-
sited by them. The roads there are not much fru-
quented on Sunday, and the ground is such as to fa-
vor the moderate degres of secresy the brotberhood
seem to consider necessary. They are coostantly
seen assembling and drilling. Yesterday fortnight a
geatlleman saw immense crowds of men going from
different sides of the conutry ulong the roads con-
verging at & point near Frankfield. He inquired
where all the peop.e were going 10, and was told a
goaling match was to be held there. 1o watched
them, and soon saw them assemnbling in & danse
mass'in a large field. Some ope from among them
wnounted on aneminence sod apparently addressed
the cthers in a 3peec%. When ke had concluded he
was succeed by another and nnotber, snd after aeve-
ral otber addresses had been delivered the whole
muses of people fell into ranks and were put through
a series of miidtary movewents by severnl commaand-
ers. They then merched out of the field in column
of sections, and the gecotleman timiag them found
thet two hours elapsed from the time the first ravk
passed out of the fieid till the last left it. Yester-
day week a body of abont 200 young men wers scen
at Ardarastig at drill. Seeing tbey were observed
by a man whom most of them kuew to be a Protest-
aut, and consequently not very favorable to their
views, they first ecdeavored to induce him to be-
come a member, and, failiog 1n that, they suggested
that he would show bis wisdom and prudence, asd
coasult hi3 persocal safety and welling by keeping
his mind to hiwself on the subject. That locality
seems to bo a favorite rendezvous with the bretbren.
They congregate there at dusk almoat every evening
in parties varging from 40 to 200, and not uafre-
queatly at night peeple in their beds can hear the
tramp of large numbera of men marching past their
houses. Anunother of their favorite review fieldais at
Lebena, whure about three weeks ago 300 of them,
in trainieg for camp life, bivouacked all night. On
the following Sunday about 600 sssembled in a field
nesr the same place and apent the day -at drill. In
the peighborhood of Midleton and Oaatlemartyr
every Sunday large forces muster in the same way
and for the same purpose, and oscasionslly encamp
in the ppen air all night, At the drills the manage-
ment of the rifle and bayonet.is taught by aticks ex-
temporized for arms. 1t is not to be supposed from
this fact that the brotherhood are dertitute of fire-
arms, for they beaat of the possession of large siores
ot rifles and agimunition rendy for use when the pro-
per time arrives. The drill iustructors are stated to
be pensioners and militiamen, who are paid fur their
services.

originates in certain stmospberic and climatic in~
fluences, .and describes, at each eppearance, a sort of
geographical course, selecting in ita progress pre-
disposed subjects in predisposed localities, It ap-
pears further, from the experience of medical men,
that contact or even proxiwmity to persons suffering
fram the disease, though not at all necessary to itg
generation, does, neverthiless, promcte it. In pre-
aizposing localities predisposed individuala will be
be attacked, though there may be no one else ill in
the same place, but when some one eles has brought
‘i they will be likely to bave it. In London and
Dublin the march and progress of cholerain previaus
atlacks was in the midst of the fever districts.—~
These districts were as familiar to the medical offi.
cers a3 if they had besa traced on% on a map. In
Loodon, vefore a single case of cholera occurred in
1857, some wmedical men named the very spots aand
houses which would furnish victims, and their infor-
mation proved correct. Oholera has taken up its
permaaent abode ia Ireland and Englend gince the
first great visitavion. Oeses of dinrrkeea with cho-
leraic symptoms are frequent. In the last week of
July therc were twelve derths from 1lis caugse,
which declined to six the week after. The last re-
turns of the Regiatrar-Genern! report the dealhs of
two infants from cholera. Every summer some -
cages occur. These, however, ure only sporedic.—
The seeds of the true cholera are always present,
but the epidemic form does not ensue unless deve-~
loped under some vecunliar' condition of the atmo- -
‘aphere. That such a condition now exists ic Eu-
rape there can be little doubt, and just as little that
its power will be exerted in England where another
furlm of pestilence hus preceded it.~Freeman's Joura
nat,

Precantions against the spread of the cattle plague
into Ireland are being enforced in Dublin nigorously
and zealously, The Lord Lieutenant bas power, and
intends toexercisa it, of forbidding the importation of
cattle from foreign countries. He is in doubt as to
his powera with regard to catile shipped from Eng-
land, and bas referred the matter to those wha seem
to take an unusnally long time in such an emergen-
cy fur their decision. The greatest apprehensions
are entertaived of the spread of theinfection through
the cattle shipped f om Eogland to the Curragh, for
the victualling of the Onmp. Ou this poin*, also, the
Lord Lientenant has made pressing representations.

AppREHENDED APPEARANCE OF THE CATTLE DIsSEASE.
—Mountrath, Aug. 16.~1 bave it on good authority
that this disease made ils appearance ia this county
(Queen's), 8o far back as the commencement of the
month of iast June, and it ia stated that several head
of cattle have died of it, but it appears that some, by
being properly treated, recovered. 1 have heard
thet on one property alone ten cowe and some sheep
died of the disease. but some of the former which
bad been attacked with it recovered. I have also
heard that in this or some adjoining county s cow
died, and was skinned, and the skin having been
conveyed for the purpose of sale and thrown cross-
ways on the back of & horse whick had some sores
on his back, that the horse got infected and died,
and what iz more strange that some dogs which eat
of the dead carcase of the horse, which waa but'par.
tially buried, died also, From this it would seem
that the disense, if the same which has been so de-
structive in England and the continent, was not
confioed to kine alone. I have heard also that the
epidemic, which I believe it to be, has shown itsalf
1a the counties of Tipperary and Cork.

Disgasep Meat 18 Mavo.—We have been inform.
ed that several deaths which have ozcurred amongat
the peasantry duriog the present month bave been
teaceable to the use of diseassd pork, and as an epi-
demic is raging amongst those animala, large num-
bera having been carried off, the flesh too frequently
being used by the Iower order, and, as a conseq uence,
a species of Engliab cholera sttacked the partakers
of this unwholesome food. Our attention has been
called to this watter by an inquest beld by Colonel
Rutledge nud George Maloney, E:q., R M,at Our-
ragherow (Kilcommon), on the bodies of John and
Mertin Sheridan, who 1t was fouund by medical testi-
mony had come io their deaths after eating & small
quantity of diseased pork, and which was also par-
taken of by members of the sam: family, but who
fortunately, by medieal care, recovered its poisonous
effects. The jury very properly, under the direction
of the presiding magistrates, appended the following
to their verdict :—* We the undersigned jurors, from
the evidence we have heard, are of opinion that the
said Martin and John Sheridan came by their deatbs
by eating unwholesome food, and we would earnestly
caution the poor people of thia neighbourhood to ab-
stain from eating the finsh of diceased animals, as we
regret tosuy that there are persons unprincipled
enough to purchase these carceses nnd dispose of the
same 1o the poorer classes.—Mayo-Constitution.

The Court of Crimioal Appeal on Tuesday morn-
ing gave judgmznt in the case of Liurence King,
convicted at the King's County Assices of the mur-
der of Lieatenant Cluiterbuck, of the 5th Fusiliers.
The Gourt, Mr. Justice Hayes dissenting, held that
the conviction should be sflirmed, as they were of
opinion that the averment laying the locus in quo
within 500 yards of ihe bouudary of the county was
net essential to the walidity of the verdict.

The following from Saunder's News Letter appears
to he a carefully compiled statement of the hurvest
prospects in this country :—

The barvest in [relund this year may be councider-
ed, on the whole, & very fair average one The
wheat crop is good, and as far as we have beard, free
from blight of uny kiod. Barley, which has been
gewao rether more largely thas in late yesrs, is also
hkely to produce a very favourable retwurc. The
oath crop iz said to be not quite up to that of last
year, except upon rich soils, The yield ig.expected
to be good on the whole ; put in mauny parts of the
country it will only be an average crop. In all ca-
ses the straw will not be 30 loog us that of lust year.
A scarcity in this article of fodder is, iLerefore, to
he expected. Lale sown turnips have failed to u
very large extent. Tae small farmers will suifer
much from the almost total failure iv many districts
of that vecy valuable root. The potato crop never
presentod so luxurizot a state, and there is every
prospect of & pleutiful supply of thismost invalrable
esculent, The hay hirvest i3 very late in most of
the proviaces, ana consequently very hard to save,
from the very variable stute of the weather. Itisby
no means a pleatiful crop, and some scaorcity is to be
apprehended. The corn in almost every part of Ire-
land is in a ripe state, and if weare fuvoured with a
week or ten days of fine weather the whole could be
taken ic satisfactorily.

Irisnn Frax Lasp.—It appears from a return of
agricultural statistics that the extent of land under
flax in 1he province of Ulster was 275 143 acres ia
18G4, and 233,289 acres in 1863, showing a decrease
of 41854 acres; in the province of Leinster, 7388
acres were under flax ia 1864, and in 1865, 5,862
acres, showiog a decrease of 1526 acres; in the pro-
vince of Connaught there were 8 532 acres uader
flax in 1864, and 7,421 acres in 1865, showing a de-
crease of 1,181 acrea ; and in the province of Mua-
ster 7,580 acres of land were under flax in 1864, and
4980 acres in 1863, showing a decrease of 2,600
acres. The total acreage ucder flax in Ire and iu
1864 was 301,692 acres, and in 1865 251,252 acres,
showiog a decrease of 50,141 acres. The lotal ex-
teat of flax grown in Ireland in :he three years end-
iog 1853 wus io the aggrepate 452 123 acres; ia the
thrée yeats 1856 in the aggregate, 354,739 ucres; in
the three yeers endiog 1859, in the aggregate 325 640
acrea; ia the three years ending 1862, in the aggre-
gate 426,622 acres; and in tha three years ending
1863, in the nggregate 767,314 acres, showing 4 very
considerable increase in the acreage of the past three
years. The second three years above mentioned ex-
hibit a decrease of 97,331 acres, a3 compared with
first; the third three yeara exhibit & decrease of
29,140 acres as compared with the second threo
years, buat fourth aggrepate of tbree years shows an
increase of 100,973 acres over the third aggregate of
three years ; and the fifth aggregate of three years
endiug "6 shows an increase over the fourth aggre-
gate el three years of 340,722 acres, which is a very
bopeful result of the comparative recent ezertions
made by iaflueatial persous in [reland to imcrease
the extentof land under flax,

Tre Earcigst Inisa Oexscs Rerorsx.—Mr. W. H
Hardinge M R I A, hag published from the Transac-
tions of the Royal Irish Academy the paper read by
him to that body recently oz the Esrliest Census
Returns of the people of Ireland. Tbhese valuable
MSS. were discovered by him in a box, superscribed
¢ JMSS. of Sir William Petty ; Survey of Ireland’ and
¢ other documenta relating to Ireland,’ in the library
collection of the Marquis of Lanedowne, Lansdowne
House, Perkeley-square, London; and the care with
which he has investigated them, zud the able analy-
8i3 be bas made of them in Lhe printed tract before
us, show the importance of entrusting manuseript
treasures to persons whose literary skill has been
established, asd whose accurate and judicious treat-
ment of them may be safely calculated upon. The
MSS. s0 well dealt with by Mr. Hardwope are, a
Townland Census of Ireland, the date of which ke
had no difficulty in fixing as 1659. The returns are
arranged geogrupkically in counties, baronies, pa-
rishes, and townlands, and ia cities, parishes, and
streets. They supply the names of the principal oc-
cupiers of towolands or astreets ‘uader the Anglo-
Spanish desigoation of Titus ladoes.’ The propor-
tions of English, Irish, and Scotch are given in the
Leinster returos. The returns also supply informa-
tion with regard to the principal lrish, their names
and sett:ement. Five entire counnties are missing—
Cavan, Gulway, Mayo, Tyrone, and Wicklow. There
are also deficiencies in tbe returms for Cork and
Meath. Mr. Hardinge considers the MSS carefully
prepared transcripts of original official returni com-
piled at he close of the Commonwealth peried. He
foand the date 1GGO on the coancealed side of tbe
parchment slip employed to unite the leaves of the
county Leitrim volume, Petty must, he believes,
have kpown of the record. Calculating oa the
priaciple of proportion the inhabitants of the coun-
ties the returns for which have been lost, Mr. Har.
dinge takes the figures from the remainiog extant
returns, and addisg both, comes to the couclusion
that Leinster had in 1659, 155,534 iohabitants;
Ulster 103,923 ; Munster, 153,282 ; aud Conoaught,
87,352 —the towsl ot the kingaom being 500,091, —
There were in 1659 no Scotch settlers in Munster or
Oonaaught, and but seven in Leinster. Those in
Ulster were not diatinguished from the Eoglish The

Tar Exeuisa Assizes. —We, amongst, no doubt,
many others, would like to bave sume isformation a8
to what is considered a keavy calendatr of offences nt
an assize in Eogland. Ia Ireland a cowparatively
small array of offences i3 regarded very ofien as
constituting a heary calendar; but in Englaud it
appears to be diffzrent. A week or two ago we had
Mr. Justice Moutague Smith congratulating the
Graud Jury, at the Saltord Huodred Assizes ol Soutb
Lancashire, on the lightness of & really very long
list of serious crimes, and stating tkere was no of-
fence of ‘ special enormity’ amongst them. Qn a re-
view of bis comments to <be Grand Jury we ven-
tured to express our dissent from bis opinion. His
lordabip’s collengue, Baron Bramwell, has, howerver,
sn equally beavy duty to perform at the Liverpool
Ag8izes. A correspondant of the North British Duily
M u]lf ihus degcribes the calendar, which speaks for
ielf :—

¢ The Royal Commission for holding the Liverpool
Agsizes waa formully opened on Satarday in St
George's Hall by Mr. Jugtice Mootague Smith, The
criminal cnlendar is not a verr heavy one, either as
respecls the number of the prisoners or the crimes
with which they are charged, although there are un-
dubtedly & considerable number of very grave of.
fences charged. There are now fifty-four prizoners
awaiting their trial, of whom two are charged with
wilful murder, three with mansluughter, and seven-
tzen with burglary. Three are committed for felo-
nious assault, two on charges of utiering base coin,
two on charges of perjury, five are cherged with un-
lawfully woundiag, two with forgery; one ig for
libel ; three are rccused of higamy, two of robbery,
with violence ; two of concealwent of childbirth, ore
of stealing post letters, and seven of miscellazeous
oflences. The civil causea are said to be numerous,
and several of them ‘%o involve matters of general
importance.}

We would like to know what the correspondent of
the Ma:l would coneider & heavy calendar, Tha
united calendars of all the counties in Ireland at the
last assizes would hardly form one to his mind.—
Baron Bramwell, in addreseing the jury on Moaday,
paid ¢ it was, be believed, & very fivorable one; it
wag small io point of the number of cases, and these,
comparatively speakiog, were not of a very gerious
character.”

them. The keeper of & small roral post-office told
me that scores of r'arm servants apply to bim for or-
ders %0 send to betting men in London, but, said he,
* they seldom get anything back.' Mere boys now
keep - betting bocks  Even young ladies flourish
them, and will smile and cheat.at the same time, for,
is not all fair ia love in war, and betting ? The in-
fluence of the betting book and the biilard-table on
thousands of young men i3 simply ruinous, I know
waoy who are now ragged outcasts through having

yielded to their fascinations, aid who will probsbly

' die in the workhouse. It is nou the rude ‘and low-.

born only who are the victims of. betting-backs acd
billard tables. Young men of geuiug, of good family
and splendid progpects often sacrifice all that is pure
snd precious for the snke of those amunsements. A
distinguished medical man assured me that many
young men who come to Loaodon to stndy their pro-
fession never retura to toeir friends, but ! pluéked,’
debauched, aud roined, becoms professional bettiag
men, billiard-makers, swindlers, and Heosom cab-
wen. All this he koew from bis own personal know-
ledge. Ewmployers also ioform me that they bave
great dificulty in obtainiag sober and trustworthy
young men for their establishments Oane of them
~a gontleman connected with a business which re-
quires great accnracy and scientific knowledge —had
an assistant who plunged into immoral courses, left
his employment, becsme a betting man, fuiled in
business, and went to final ruin. He wag succeeded
by another youag man, whose aged father bad spent
large sums on his edncation ; but Le also began to
bet, robbed his employer, snd fell at last into the
hands of the detective. Indeed, there is probably
uot an ewployer at the Weat end who does not suf-
fer more or less, from the peculalions which arize
from the cetting-book. Many puhlic amusements
aizo degerve severs censure,and some them ought not
to be tolerated. Exploring the west-end of London
ove night with 6 well known philanthropist, he ex-
pressed 8 wish for me to witness for myself the in-
famous character of the amngements proviced for
the people. [ consented, and entered a large hull
decorated with wirrors. A man wilh bis face black-
ened and dressed in womaa's clothes performed a
duoue of the most immodest kind, and as my guide
quietly told me ‘it would get worse,” I declined to
remain aby lopger, but as :he entertainment would
last two hours yoo miy judge what would be the
mral condition of the erowd when their smoking,
dringing, aud foul umuosements came to an end.—
Yet this hall i3 4 licensed place of public recreation.
Now, [ know what such places do for the destruc-
tion of domeslic peace, nad the ruin of young wmen
apd women. I seeitevery day. Ay pecular voca-
lion takes me to hogpitals, common locdgiug-bouses,
usylums, police-offices, and prisouns, snd in all of
them [ cem trace in the miserable biatory of miser-
able victims the destruction of virtue and peace
wrought by such amusements us I witnessed. Pa-
rents [ know who will point to popalar musie halis,
and say, ‘My son was ruioed there.’ Iu ope case
the proprietor koew that the boy was robbing his
father of money to gquander at his bagatelle-table,
and yet he allowed, acd still allows, the boy to
come. ‘8ir, suid an employer to me this week, ‘I
can scarcely get a youog man fit to trast behind my
counter, The casinos are spoilisg them all.” This
[ can coofirm. In the ¢ommon lodging-houses of
St. Giles’s, St. Martin’s, Westmtuster, acd White-
chapel there are large numbers of men—ragged,
profane, dirty, and reckless — who are good ac-
coustents, classical scholars, architects, solicitor's
clerks, broken down clergymen, &c., who aseribe
their downfall to card-plagivg, drioking.parties,
* the Derby, aod gay amusements. [ know many
of them, nod hinve oficn by charitnble aid prevented
them from being entirely bomeless and starving in
the streels. I know one fine clagsical schiolnr who
spent twenty pounds in drink, and was then indebt.
ed to me for a bed to stelter him during 1le night
from streels dreoched with rain. The intermixture
of strong driok with public amusements is a great
socini evil. Sougs aod dances which would not be
tolerated for orve wmoment by a perfectly sober audi-
ence are demanded by & mob halt stupid with smok-
ing and drinkiug. Purge public entertainments of
the pipe and the pot, and muct: will be doue to mako
them inanccent and good. Mentnl oxcitement—-son-
salivnalism—is becoming the curse of modern life,
A serene mind ig a rare gpectacle. Our ybuug men
nre not studious. Qur young women worship dress.
Family life is becoming less quiet end lovely end
pure. Weare growiog rich, sensuous, fond of ex-
ternal splendour, lovers of much turtle and wine,
and emulous of the grand and tiiled, There is
a grandeur we somewhat despise—the grandeur of a
true life.

1t 13 caleculated that ns much as thirty millions a
yeur are raiged in Loudon tur nominul cuarity. W hat
are the reaults produced? Disgracefully smill,—
Hordes of officials eat up the proceeds in muaany in-
stapees, #nd the poor are robbed of their dola. —

BMiGRATION. ~In the second quarter of 1855 ther ®
went out from ports ia the United Kingdom, wher
are Government Emigration officers, 71,087 emi”
grants, of whom 62,730 were destined for the United
States, 6,643,for British North America, 9,820 for -
the Auatralian colonies, and 1,694 for other parts of
the world. More thaun & fourth part of the emigra-
tion zonsisted of persons of Boglish origio ; but the
number of Irizh emigrants was double tbat of Bopg-
lish, and all tha former, except a foew thoussads, went
to thz United States. The Scotch who left their na-
tive country were about 4 600. The emigration to
the United States was not quite equal to that of the
game quarter in either of the two precediog years;
and the numbers who wont to other destinntions slso
showed a decrease.

— Councillot
Devlin, the Chairman of tiis Committee, toge-
ther with bis ‘colleagues, well deserve the thacks
of the community- for the efforts they-are making
to put this City in a proper condition 1n so far as°
eleantiness, and therefore heaith, is concerned.
The Report of the Committee, which we sub-
join, was laid before the City Council on Mone
day last. To the truth of the statements therein
contained we give unlumited assent in every par-
ticular, and the recommendations as to the pre-
cautions to be adopted must commend them-
selves to every sane person. Moantreal 15 at
present about the filthiest hole in America, per-
haps on the habwtable earth ; to say that st stinks
day and night is but feebly to express the truth ;
and it 13 moostrous that whilst from waat of pro-
per precautions thousands are allowed to perish -
every year, the funds of the community should
be squandered in widening the streets in the
wealthiest quarters of the City, and in thus giving
additional value to rich men’s property, whilst
the poor are left to die. It 13 no doubt good
that the streets should be widened ; but there are -
wants of more importance, to wit, that the drains
be completed, and that the streets be cleansed
from the filth with which they are encumbered.
‘True! the poor are the first and generally the
chief sufferers from an epidemic ; but the rich
and those who live in fine houses, and who have
everything handsome and respectable about
them, need not expect to escape scot free.—
Death and Cholera are no respecters of persons ;
they knock at the gate of Dives as well as of
Liazarus ; nor can the sentiel, who stands posted
at the palace gates, guard the mightiest of mor-
tals from their encroachments. Business first,
pleasure afterwards; and when we shall have
thoroughly drained and cleansed our foul smelling
City, when we shall bave reduced our death rate
10 a level with the average urban death rate of
England, then, but not before, will it be time to
devote the public funds to matters of very se-
condsry importance, such as the widening of tke
streets and embellishment of the City. Of
Couacillor Devin and his colleagues of the Health
Committee, we can but say, in rustic Hibernian
phrase, * more power to therc.” Here is their
Report : —

Councillor Devlin presented a report from the
Health Commities, of which the following is the sub-
gtance ;—

Having beld several mestings, the Committee ap.
pointed eighteen men to inspect the yards, &c., the re-
porta of whose proceedings have already besn pub-
lished, They recommended the immediate removal
of all garbage, &c.,ns adopted in other large cities.
They refer to slarmiog atate of eertain places in the
heart of the city, which are more particularly stated
in the sub chiet’s report, and it would be dificult to
find any other city iohabited by a civilized people 80
gadiy noglected. In addition to thess particular
spots, the streets generally are in a filthy and dis-
graceful state. They recommended drainage in pre-
ference to the opening up of new streets or the ex-
penditure of roney for oroamenting the city, and the
expenditure of every available dollar for putting the
city in a proper state a3 regards henlth, and resom-
mending a special yearly appropriation for this par-
pose. The iil-advised plan of scraping the mud to
the gidea of the streets and leaving it there 13 recom.
mended to be discontinueé and the mud at once. car-
ted off. The appointmeat of a health offcer is spe-
cially recommended as well a3 the appoiutment of a
healhth police. The disgraezful state of the o!d bary-
ing ground in Dorchester atreet is strongly comment-
ted mpon, and the sad aud profane abuse of a place
sanctified by religion and wsateted by the tears of
mourning, and held sacred in memory and respect
for the dead i% contsined has excited. a feeling of
deep and weill merited indigoation amongst all
clegses. ‘The Committee trusis that a prosecution
of the offenders againat pubhic decency and public
health may be entered upon it no olher mesns ghall
be found effectual to stop this work. The Commit-
tee recommend the erection of public Slaoghter
Houges aad the removal of Piggeriea outside the city
limits- Feelicg that the publie henlth is paramount
to every other, the Committee trust they will be aid-
ed in their efforta to establish on a lasting basiz a
sanitary Oode of Laws 1o whieh the ciuzens may
look writh confidence in time of dazger.

The Mayor said he thouaght that the Report con-
tained exsggerated staterents particularly those
which refecred to the burial groudd. He would not
be suspected of being partisl to the Fabrique, but ke
did oot think the language used was justified,

Councillor Caszidy, why is 1t not justified ?

The Mayor, they have an act permittiog the remov-
al to the pew buryisg eround. The bones are put
into boxes and carefully carted away, and be saw
nothing better that could be done with the
wood of the coffins than to bura it. The act was
being carried out with proper care, In the hot wea~
ther i beiog pointed out that the removal was ipju-
rious they have stopped itand would not recom-
mence until the eold weatber got in.

Qouncillor Devlin said the Mayor's statement was
not borne out by the facts. He then drew a most
revolting picture of the appaarance of the cemetery
and of the scenea tuking place there, exonerating the
priests from blame, which rested upon laymen who
had no respect for the dead, be questioned if they
kad for the living. He had met with no man but the
Mayor who aefended thess outrageous proceedings.—
He would do all in  bis power, even at the risk of
losing friends to bring the violators of the resting
place of the dead to juatice. T
" Qoun. Cassidy confirmed the statement to its fulle
est extent. .

A discussion arose to the proper course to be
adopted with respect to the report, -

Conn. Devlin stated that the time had come when
no trifling could beallowed, He said there was not
a filthier hole in America than Montreal, and the
Health Qommittee would no longer stand by to have
their reports treated with contempt,

Ultimately, the report was sliowed to 1ie on the
table till to-night, when the matter will be taken up.

Bricar Prospscrs.—The Province was in san ex-
tremely depressed state during the latter part of last
winter aod the early spring. We *‘ook occasion to
point out &t that time thet our troublea arose from
four causes : 1st. Bad crops of the lust and previous
years; 2nd. Over-simportations by Moutreal mer-
chants in tho fall of 1865; 3rd. The American war;
and 4th, The doubts felt in Eagland as to the future
of Canada, By the goodfavour of Providence, evary
one ol these causes of depresaion bus been since re-
moved —a telling rebuke to those who groazed uader
the burden under which thay wers temporarily suffer-
ing, and who were disposed to seek the most absurd
and violent remediea for a passing evil.

Last year the crop was far below the average; but
owing to the conclusion of the American war, the
prices of all faiming produce have been very good
during the spring sod summer, and our agriculturiats
bave been iargely recompensed by tte higher rates
for the comparatively small quantity which thgy
have had o sell. Thoe returns of the exports of the
yeoar ending June 30lb, are very large, indicating that
however small was the crap of grain, the high prices
obtained have in a great measure made up for the
duficiency. The new crop i3, we believe, consider.
ably above an average oue, while insome places
specisl articles have partislly failed, there has been
no general failure anywhere, and in the greater part
of the country, and estecinlly in the rear counties,
there i3 a superabundance of every product. Im-
mense quantities of grain, but chiefly of barley, are
being peured into every lake port and shipped to the
American mariket at high prices. Asan illustration
of the demand - which exists on tbe other side for
caarge graing, we may maention that & number of ves-
sels are to e loaded with barley in Toronto and des-
patched to Toledo; tbs uliimate destinstion of the
Ireight being the brewaeriea of Cincinonati There is
no resgon to doubt that every bushel ofgrain which
our farmers have raised will be taken up at remune-
rative rates for shipment to the Uniied States or
Great Britain, The demand for cattle, sheep, and
hogs, i3 even more eager than for grain, The cattle
diseage in England has raised immensely the price of
all meats, both salted and -fresh, our pork and beef
packers may enlculate on a rich harvest, although
they are prepared to pay unusually high prices to
the farmer.— Globe.
