GREAT SLAUGHTER OF THE INNOCEXTS—XORODY |

HURT ON QUR BIDE.

T'o General Public, Commander-in-Chief.

I have the honour to announce thut & vers
severe badile was fought in the Gity of Toronto at
the beginning of this week, which reged during

the whole of Monday till dark and was resumedy

on Wednesday and continued during the eatire
day. It ended in the complete success of the I
and the total discomfitwe of the Outs. Gre
havoe was made in the forces of the enemny in the
superior skill of our sharpshooters. It has long
been evident from the irregular skirmishing of
of General Bili Boulton that the rebels meditated
an sttack upon our intrenchments and our troops
were in good spivits aud fully prepared for thef
onslought.

I have great satisfaction in stating that we
sained o glorious victory without the loss of a
man; in fact there was ‘“nobody burt”” The
attack commenced on our centre commanded by
Major General Bowes, tho vebels being led by|
General Bill Boulton who was mortally wounded
at the very commencement of the fight. I be
lieve he survived till Wednesday evening when
be sank undee the severe injuries he received.and
was buried with military honows at the foot of
the platform in the St: Lawrence Hall,
Henderson was severely wounded and is not ex-
pected to recover. - Genernl Sherwood wus
wounded, but it is supposed he will get over i
The enemy also lost 13 subordinate officers of
various ranks. Colonel Nasmith of the Com
missariat department after o severe struggle was
captured by Colonel Sterling and carred inty
camp in o bread basket. A desperate hand 1o
hand fight took place hetween the gallunt Case
and the rebel Lientenant Mulvey but the latter
wns finally extinguished. Carr was  slightly
wounded.

The rebel regimenis of McDonald, McBride,
Cayley and Boulton “skedaddied” ut en early
period of the struggle, and Gowan showed only
a feeble resistance.  MeNabh who, T helieve, i
an officer of considerable gallantry, fought with
honour, hut the superior force of the Ins gave
him little chance. He foll at the head of his
regiment, -the 251st St. James’ rebel regiwment.
Port 8¢. George was not attacked by the encmy,
they doubtless considering it impregnable. Col.
