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The Secretary of State for External Affairs, the Honourable
Mitchell Sharp, has announced the appointment of Mr . Jean-Charles Cantin
as Consul General in New Orleans . He succeeds Mr. Pierre Asselin, whose
appointment as Ambassador to Cameroon was announced earlier .

Mr . Cantin was born in Quebec City on February 17, 1918 . He
attended Jesuit College and Laval University, where he received the B .A .

He was called to the Bar of Quebec in 1943, and was
associated with various private commercial enterprises before entering
public life as mayor of Cap Rouge, Quebec, a position he held fro m
1952 to 1962. Mr. Cantin was elected to Parliament as a member of the
Liberal party in the riding of Quebec South in 1962, and won re-election
there in 1963 and 1965 . In 1968 he was the successful Liberal candidate
in the riding of Louis-Hébert . In the House of Cocrmons he has served as
Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister of Transport (1963-66), th e
Minister of Trade and Commerce (1966-68), and since 1971 as Parliamentary
Secretary to the Minister of Justice .

Mr. Cantin will assume his duties in October .
