Postal Delivery in the City of Montreal :

Letters and papers should be addressed to Street and Number
at which to be delivered.

Notice of Change of Residence should be promptly notified to

the Postmaster in writine, and renewed at the expiration of three
months, they being acted upon only during that length of time.

There are five deliveries made daily in the centr.il division of
the city, at 8 a.m., 10 a.m., 11.30 a.m., 2.30 p.m. and 3.30 p.m.
Four daily deliveries In the other divisions, at 9 a.m., noon, 2 p.m.
and 3. SO p.m.

Hochelaga, Point St. Charles, and St. Gabriel— I hree deliveries
daily, 8 a.m., 10 a.m. and 2 p.m.

Every effort is made to secure the satisfactory working of these
arrangements. If, however, irregularities eccur, they should be
at once reported to the Postmaster.

The above rates must in every case be prepaid by postage stamp.

Insufficiently paid letters for Can-
ada, on which the first ounce rale of postage is fully prepaid, are
forwarded, charged with double the deficient postage.

Insufficiently paid letters for or from the United States, on which
a single rate of postage or more has been paid, are charged with
the deficient postage on delivery.

The prepaid postage on letters for the United Kingdom and
Newfoundland is 6 cents per ^ ounce Wholly unpaid letters for
or from the Unite! Kingdom and the other Postal Uoion countries
(except the United States) are chiiged double postage on delivery,
and insufficiently prepaid letters double the deficiency.

No letter, d^c, can be forwarded registered to any destination
unless both the postage and registration fee have been fully pre-
paid.

Post Gabds.

Post Cards issued at one cent each cannot be transmitted to any
place beyond Canada and United States. Pdte JBands can be ob--

tained at the rate of $1 .25 per 100.

Post Cards for Correspondence between Canada and the Postal
Union Countries, are sold at the Stamp Agencies at 2 cents each

wniten communications, or in sealed envelopes notched at the end
or sides, letter rate of postage will be ch«rj{ed.
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The following are excluded from the reduced rate : Legal
documeuts, stamps or forms of prepayment, whether obliterated or

noti as well as all printed articles constituting tborcpieseutative
sign of monetary value.

Packages of mlBcellancous matter are limited in size to 24 inches
in length, and 12 inches iu width and depth, and to the weight
of 4 pounds for Newfoundland and Canada.

The limit of weight or book packages addressed to offices in
the Dominion is 5 pounds.

Post Bands with an impressed 1 cent atamp for this purpose,
may be obtained at ary Stamp Agency, at the rate of four for 5
cents.

The term " printed circulars " is intended to include circulars
produced by the electric pen or other mechanical proeesp, easy of
recognition by the officers of the Post Office, as well as when
printed by the ordinary processes of printing type or lithography.

Pattern and SAUPiiS Post fob Canada.

Patterns and ^iamples of merchandise, not exceeding 24 ounces
in weight, when posted in Canada for piaces within Canada, must
be prepaid by postage stamps at the rate of 1 cent per 4 ounces
weight, and put up in such manner as to admit of inspection. Goods
sent in execution of an order, however small the quantity may be,
or articles sent by one private individual to another, not being
actually Trade Patteriis or Samples, are not admissable as such.

HIBCBLLANEOVS MATTER FOR THE UNITED STATES.

With the exceptions of Seeds, Cuttings, bulbs and roots , the rate
of postage on miscellaneous matter for the United States, is 5
cents for the first 10 ounces and 1 cent for each additional£ ounces,
to be prepaid in postage stamps.

Seo. 6. It is expresBly forbidden to any oooopwit of • bouM
or building or any part thereof, supplied with water from tho
aid water workS) to famish water to others, or to use it other-
wise than for his own nse, or to increase the supply agreed for,
or to waste it, or to practice any frand upon thesidd Corporatioa
with regard to the water so supplied.

Sec. 6. All persons taking the water shall keep the distribu-
tion pipe within their premises ingood repaii and protected Irom
frost at<their own expense, and they sh^ be held liable to the
Gorporation for all damages that may result from their failure
to do so.

Seo. 7. Ko person shall fraudulently connect any pipe with
