You May Transplant Your
Lemon Lilies, Now.

Theé lemon lily is another of our old-
est-fashioned perennials—one that the
garden can not possibly do without.

L.emon lily, like the orange lily, is
a day lily, and unlike orange lily is
most delightfully fragrant.

The .roots of lemon lily. and indeed
the whele plant, is so very much like
the orange lily that many gardeners
confuse these two, for the first season.
But orange lily is a much larger plant
in every way-—root, long lance leaves,

lowers and flower-stalk. Both plants
are so similar-as to roots and bulblets
that only by long experience can 1
myself distinguish the one from the
other, and then only if the specimens
happen to be very gross. I have learn-
ed. however, no later than this very
spring, that lemon lily branches from
its runners rather more profusely than
the other plant. Indeed, some plants
that last spring were very undersized

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Typhoid Easily Prevented -

by Vaceination Treatment

IME was not so long ago when the graat hospitals.

were kept full of victims of the dread malady,

typheid, from the town and other neighborhoods
where sxlors and foreigners lived closely hidddled to-
gether. $ut no more! Now the beds of those same places
are kep! filled with patients from the more refined and
better kept suburbs. Inatead of typhoid striking low the
ignorant foreigner or benighted laborer, who innocently.
drinks filthy water and’ worse milk, lt,now attacks the
very flower of -America’s sons—natives born and bred in

‘the garden spot of the country.

“Why is it, doctor,” asked a patient the other day,
“that there is always such a howl about one instance of

yellow fever, leprosy, or smallpox when it shows its head

in a town or even the whole state, and
presence of two or three dozen cases

harmless ailment?” :

The answer to him is warning to the
guardians Of the health. Typhold is
much more insidious, dangerous and
serious to a community than yellow
fever, leprosy or smallpox, because
these latter are tensely dramatic in their
appearance; they cannot be masked or
concealed; they are feared by virtue of
the biblical ard protane account of
scourges handed down unto the third
and fourth generations.

Yet such dramatic .troubles  as the
black plaz=e, yellow fever, Asiatic
cholera, leprosy and smallpox are liter-
ally jckes alongside of thatmhlddenv
creepy disease, typhold tever. The total
deaths of all the former scary male.dies
in 190 years in the whole United States
does not equal the yearly deaths today
of typhoid fever. Deaths of these
diseases. to state cold facts, were l.lttle
over 15,000, while in 1911 there were 250,000
cases of typhoid fever, with a quarter
of a million families thrown out of
work, and near 3,000,000 weeks of idle-
ness “for those attacked. Worst of all,
40,001 wage-earners died last year of
typhoid fever,

Where Germs Lurk.

What has ail this to do With the epi-
demics now raging. say you? ‘We.ll, it
has much to do with it. . Silently, like a
thief in the nigzht, slowly ¢reeping, no
one knows whether you may. be stricken
three weeks from today. The feeling,
like the old woman in the Mother Goose
rhyme, whose little dog barked at hu:;
and who cried:. “This cannot be I,
that you cannot fall ill is nonsensical.
This very minute you may be the picture
of health, only to be down next week
with the easily prevented ailment—
typhoid. b S L

If their
waste, perspiration, or hands touch
drinking water or milk the typhoid mi-
crobe gets busy and multiplies over the
face of the waters,

What Vaccination Does.

Flies, next to water, are the acces-
sories to the typhoid crime. A man
just feeling s bit i1l with the frst
symptoms of the disease, will milk mil-
lions—of the germs into the milk of a
whole dairy. Flies will drop them into
the salads, fruits and exposed dishes of
the household, even after the milk is
bolled. i

Greater and better as a preventive
than any of these hygienic measures,
however, is typhoid vaccihation. This
procedure, simple, harmless and sure,
is in general use all over the world. In
the United States army and navy there
has bheen no case of typhoid since Jan.
1, when over 100,000 enlisted men were
given three hypodermic injections of
cooked typhoid germs. Before that
there were hundreds of cases every
year,

HE garden becomes more and more
interesting every day, now the
soring is advanced. Spring flowers,
such as daffodils, primroses, wall-flowers,
etc., enliven the borders with bright
colors, and trees and shrubs have opened
thieir fat, green buds, revealing the ten-

der leafage or flowers. The gardening
season has cntered fully on its course.

Many are buying hardy plants for
their gardens at the present time. If
the border should happen to be one get-
ting little or no sun it is important that
plants, suitable to the position should
bo chosen. FHere are the names of a
dozen or so suitable kinds for shade:
Aconitum napellus . bicolor, blue, four
fcet:’ Ahemone japoniza, rose and white
varieties, three feet; columbines, vari-
ous colors, 18 inches; auriculas, various
colors. six inches; Campanula latifolia,
bluie,* and its white variety alba, three
feet; foxgloves, various colors, four feet;
Doronicum excelsum, yellow, two .feet;
Iris ‘sibirica,” blue and varieties, three
feet;..

"“In the course of the propaganda car-
ried on by franchise-holding companies,
for the purpose of discrediting the
principle of state and municipal owner~
ship and control of public services, il
has not infrequently been represented
that the credit of Australia and New
Zealand bhas suffered because of their
advanced legislation. To those who

take the trouble to look into the facts,

this representation is at once seen to
be quite contrary to fact. Were it
true it would, indeed, be surprising.
The United Kingdom, whence comes the
capital needed to develop the newer
states of the empire, is itself conspicu-
oun for the extent to which that prin-
ciple has been developed. Why any
Dominion should suffer because it has
followed the precedent set by the
nictherland is not easy to understand.
That it has, should be, and is, a help
ratker than a hindrance to tko ouiflow
of British money.

Adelaide, the capital o7 South Aus—
tralia, possesses one of the most suc-
cefisful ‘munieipal enterprises in the
cemionwenlth in the shape of its elec
trical street railway system. It serves
the capitnl and the suburbs, and is
managed by a trust mainly composéd
of ‘elected representatives of the vari-
ous municipalities concerncd. THe Sys-
tern has aided greatly the expansion of
the suburban area, and statisfics re-
cently issued for the half year to Jan.
3i last show it to be in a highly satis-
factory condition,  Traffic and receipts
have increaséd, ‘ahd notwithstanding
an advance in wages aic liberal allow-
ances for reserve,. sinking fund and
other necessary charges, a considerable
net surplus of revenue over expendi-
tures and appropriations resulted. This
has led to further extensions to the
mnore remote suburbs, and others are in
contémplation. Instead of battling with
private franchise holders, as is the ex-
Perience of American cities, Adelaide,
like other centres controlling their
public services, is concerned only about
expansion and increased efficiency,

PUBLIC PLAY.

Britain is sometimes represented as
a country where sport is confined to
the few, while the crowds that attend
the great football and other matches
are only onlookers. This idea is far
removed from the truth. 1In almost
every casc the large majority are or
have been participants in the game
they enjoy. altho they have never
reached the pinnacle of fame that at-
tends the winner of the international
cup. There are few cities or towns in
England and Scotland that do not in
some form or another make provision
for the sporting spirit, and every year
many thousands seek recreation in
ways that add zest to the routine of
life.

In this regard the figures for London
alone are very instructive. During the
past football season 311 public pitches
were available in the metropolis on
which over 13,000 games were played.
For the coming ‘cricket season there
are 35 open spaces with 478 open
pitches on which last year close on
20,000 games took place. On the 504
tennis courts laid out for#publlc use no
less than 126.147 games“‘were played.
All these facilities are provided free of
charge or at a nominal registration fee
of 12 cents for the season. London
alzo offors 119 free lawn bowling greens,
32 croquet lawns, 46 hockey grounds,
5 for lacrosse and 41 for quoits. Golf,
basketball. badminton ang net ball
are also allowed in some public parks,
and the city has 237 rowing boats on
about 20 acres of water, which last
year yielded $8000 of profit,

PRIVY COUNCIL APPEALS.

Lor;d Chancellor Haldane evidently
keeps in touch with the trend of opin-
ion in the dominions, His intimation,
made with the approval of his col-
leagues on the- judicial committee of
the privy council, that leave to peal
from the supreme courts of the self-
governing Brirtish states will no longer
be granted except where constitutional
questious or points of special public
importance are Involved, wip be
generally endorsed.

_ASSESSMENT INEQUALITIES.
Few of thé taxpayers seém to realize
that the city council has only a minor,

they have only a secondary place in
determining the rate. The man who
really settles what the rate shall be is
the assessment commissioner. He
settles also whether any taxpayer
shall pay more or less than his fair
share, and whether a large class of
taxpayers shall bedr burdens which
should be distributed equitably  over
the whole body of taxpayers.

The assessment commissioner in To-
ronto is no worse than any other as-
sessment commissioner. He does not

boasts that he breaks it, and that he
violates his oath of office, but so do
most of the others. Our legislation is
of such a nature that no one is able
‘to take him up for this breach of law
except the attorney-general, and he
wan't. :

The law was passed, presumably, on
the assumption thatall men were hon-
est. On this assumption the honest
men get it in the neck, a premium is
put on dishonesty, and dishonest men
prosper. The law eays that Teal
property shall be assessed at its ac-
tual value. The assessment commis-
sioner boasts, that. he -assesses pro-
perty at 70 per. cent. of its value. The
man with a property worth $200,000
escapes $60,000 worth of assessment.
The man with a $2,000 property,
theoretically escapes $500. As a rule
he 'is’ assessed from $1800 to $2200.
'The average taxpayer does not quite
realize how this works out in practice.
The most flagrant result of not as-
sessing mt the actual ‘value is the
elastic ‘' character of the assessments
made on the 30 per cent. judgment of
the assessors, which experience has
shown works in a range between 40
and 135 per cent. ’ |

A notable ‘example of this descrip-
tion was illustrated finh yestdrday'ss
World, when property of Ald. Wan-
less, assessed at $90, is seen to. He
surroundéd by other propértiés-in ‘a
similar location, some of them: ad-
mittedly. of inferior value, rated _all
the way up to $165. A stock explana-
tionof the discrepancy is that these
are the figures of last years assessei
ment, and this year's (we beg the at-
tention of =n evening contemporary)
will be different. But the citizens pay

[when one man pays les§ “than he
ought, others havé to pay more than
they ought. There will never be, a
chance to' collect the ‘taxes ‘on  the
under-assessed lot of this year in any
future yéar. The city is .out. that
much. for' all time, and the man who
is under-assessed is ahead ' of ' his
fellow-taxpayers 'to that extent. - In-
nocently ‘or not, the assessment com-
missiongr. is an accomplice in this,
and under present legislation there .is,
no remedy. 3 ot

The bureau of municipal Tesearch
recommended some changes to meet
these difficulties. If anyone finds
out that his neighbor is under-
assessed he may appeal to - -the court
of revision and undergo the odium
attaching to the.informer and pos-
sibly: the enmity of some powerful
social interest. At any rate ,there are
very few cases where citizens have
informed on® their neighbors as to the
shortcomings of the assessor. It is a
beor business, and was probably ade-
vised by some one of the capitalist
lawyers, . who are never averse from
taking advantage of the innate
decency of human nature for the ad-
vantage of their clients or their class.
It should, of course, be the function
of some public official to appeal the
assessments of such citizens as have
been given undue advantages by the
assessment depariment.

Any citizen can 80 up to the city
hall and demand to sce the assessment
rolls. It is a right few care to exer-
cise, and it has led to no practical
good. The suggestion of the bureau
of civic research is that the assess-
ment roll be published in sufficient
time before the assessment is finally
confirmed, to give opportunity for
appeals. Were charts of the various
glreets or districts displayed publicly

MINIMUM WAGE

Empioycs Want It in City
Contracts and tmployers

ARGUMENTS ADVANCED

Board of Control Hears Two
Sides to the Story at
City Hall.

Labor men filled the board of con-
trol committee room yesterday in sup-
bort of the proposal to fix a minimum
wage of $15 per week on all contract
work for the city. Varjous organiza-
tions of employers sent letters, but no
members. attended save the secre-
taries.. After the letters were read
the' labor men asked time to give a
written reply, and the matter comes
before the controllers one ‘week from
Thursday next, .

The Employers’ Association of Tor-

‘tion that the city’s move would create
an expectancy in private cases and
employes on private work must then
be paid more. They strongly objected
to imposing a minimum that is above
the maximum wage in other places.
The increase would raise the taxes by
'$1,600,000, most of which would go to
foreigners, since,street workers were
90 per cent. in that class. It would
create “grave industrial unrest.” Be-
sides, Toronto was not getting its
share "of industries because of preval-
ent high wages.

" The master painters and decorat-
ers’-organization called the plan pre-
posterous. The Dominion Bridge Co.,
the Hamilton Bridge Co., the Tororto
Structural -Steel Co., Canada Foundry,
McGregor and McIntyre, all opposed
the increase. In a letter they said the
“artificial standard” would attract too
many workers and scarcity of work
would again occur. They wanted the
“union” stricken out and in substitu-
tion a schedule of wages for different
work inserted in the clause.

C.M.A. Objection’

The Toronto branch of the Canadian
Manufacturers’ Assoclation, writing
in protest, stated they did not want
the unions to set the wages scale, It
would make business unsound.

Both factions are determined to win
the issue, and will return before the
iboard one week from next Thursday
to back up their arguments.

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CHILDREN SACRIFICED

Childg*é First Right is Robust
Health, Declares Dr. W,
E. Struthers.

The third annual conference of the
Ontario Health Officers’ Association
was concluded yesterday afternoon
when two excellent papers were given
on hygienic conditions among school
children, by Dr. 8. F, Millén, of Essex
County, and Dr. W. E. ruthers, of
Toronto. The conference whas at-

terided by over two hundred medical
health officers, representing 'almost
every. coynty in Ontario. From an
attendance standpoint the conference
was by far the best yet held, and all
of the papers which were contributed
were of a very high standard. On
every hand, the members of the as-
eociation commented on the practical
value of the information which had
been given out by the speakers.

At the morning session two papers
were read by Dr. D. A. McKillop,
M.O.H. St. Thomas, on “The -Milk
Supply of Smaller Towns and Cities,”
and by Hoyes Lloyd, B.S.A., Toronto.
on the “Urban Milk Supply.” The
problem was said to be much simpler
in the smaller towns, as the milk
reached the consumers when it was
only a few hours old, while in a large
city, it was often sixty hours before
the milk reached the customer. The
matter of the impurities, dilution, and
adulteration was thoroly gone into, and
practical hints were given as to how
to insure a pure milk supply. If the
milk was tampered with, analysis
would reveal the fact, and then condi-
tions would remedy the defect.

A luncheon was tendered to the
medical health officers in the Parlia-
ment Buildings, which was attended
by practically all of the delegates.
Addresses were given by Rev. John
McNeill. of Cooke's Church, and by
Hon. W. J. Hanna.

Rural school conditions were de-
scribed by Dr. S. F. Miller in his paper
on “Sanitation.” ‘The death rate for
children between the ages of five and
fourteen years should be very low
ir.deed, he claimed, but statistics show-
ed that it was fully half as great as
that of persons between the ages of
50 and 60. By far the greater number
of these children died of preventable
diseases. The duty of * the health
officer, the speaker claimed,  was to
minimize the prevalence of these dis-
eases. Thirty-five per cent. of deaths
among students, and 24 per cent. of
the mortality among school teachers
was found to arise from tuberculosis,
while that among the whole population
was only 7 per cent.

lr)\,specﬁon Was Needed.

Describing conditions in the County
of Essex, he said that matters hdd
advanced to such a stage that the
board of health had considered it ad-
visable that he make an inspection of
all the schocls. Very bad conditions
were found to exist there. The wells
were in very bad shape, the seats
were too small for the children, venti-
lation was bad, and in one case the
flooring was 'sol badly cracked that
the cold could not be kept out during
the winter season. As a result of the
investigation, conditions were reme-
died during the year, and the health
conditions of the school children had
been greatly improved.

Dr. Struthers, in his paper, dealt
with urban conditions in schools. The
greatest evils were imperfect ventila-
tion, and - poor dental conditions
among the school children. Hun-
dreds of young lives, Dr. Struthers
asserted, had been sacrificed on ac-
count of the rudimentary laws of
hygiene, sanitation and right living,

Duty to Nation.

The prevention of bad health among
children was a duty which the school
owed to the nation. The child’s first
right was that he or she should
possess robust health, and the great
and primary object was prevention
and not cure. The relation of health
to e(luqattion was emphasized, The
work which has been done by means
of dental clinics In s¢hools was dealt!
with, and the importance of close co-
operation between ' ‘tHe ' schdol ‘nurse,
the physician, the teacher, and the
school - dentist  was' said to  be neces-
sary for the attainment of the best
results.
