Much Baseball, Is Opinion of
New League's Leader.
READING, Pa., Feb.  .—“Basebail
is fike the ‘Glory Song,’ there is
‘egough for all,” " 'said William Abbott
Witman, president of the United States
League of Professional Bageball Clubs,

to-night, when discussing the aims,
hopes, possibilitics and outlook of thc
new organization.

“Cur venture,” hé continued, “should

i have the same effect on the great na-

ticnal gume that . the laymen’s move-
ment has on the Sunday school,. and.
by the way, who ever teard of a Sun-
day school plenic without its game of
baseball? Even theé niinisters pnt
agide their eclerical dignity and take
the chances of being ‘struck out.’ As
I have said, the laymen's movement
affects the Sunday 'school in the same
manner that the United States League
affects baseball, Il promotes and
keeps alive an interest that is help-
ful and invigorating.: Furthermore, tho
United States League, no matter what
cther organizations may do, proposes
to keep its variety of baseball clean in
every respect and still have games that
will equal, if not surpass, the best that
have ever been seen agywherc.

“There can be no such thing as too
much good baseball, and good basebuall
is what we propese to have,” Every
city in the couztry has it$ thousands
of lovers of the game and its hundreds
of players. Does any one, for a mo-
ment, imagine that the four hundred
held under contract by the other bhig
leagues are all in this prcad land of
ours who can play the game? In the
colleges, in the minor-leagues, in the
amateur clubs and among those who
have temporarily retired are thousands
of players who are the peers of any
who are held under Iironclad agree-
maents by the two big leagues.

‘““While we havc offers from more
than fifty star players who last vear
wore American -or National League
unifcrms, we can, if we so desire, fill
all of our eight clubs with the brightest
and best experts in all departments of
the game without causing the violation
of a single contract. So, you see, there
need be no bascball war, and there will
be none thru our ‘inftiative. But if
cne is forced upon us we will be oh the
job, and, knowing our resources, I can

-say, without boasting, we will not lose.

‘“There is no dearth of material from
which we can, and will, select the su-
periors of those who ere tied up under
a reserve clause. We have the grounds,
we have the men, we have the money,
we have the ability and we have the
enthusiasm. :
