A Question of Veracity.

PLEURO-PNEUMONIA DOES NOT EX-
IST IN THIS COUNTRY,

Mr. Foster Gives Notice of a Reselation
~ be Passed by the Mouse.of Commens —
“Mr. Clarke Walluce Explains His Posi~
tion in July Last as a Member of the
Government.

Ottawa, March 20. — (Special) — Mr,
Foster gives notice to-night of the
following important resolution:

“That it appears for many years pre-
vious to November, 1892, Canadian cat-
tle were allowed free entrance into
ports of the United Kingdom without
being required to be slaughtered on
landing;

“That on 21st: November, 1892, regula-
a {tions were put in force by the British
authorities making the slaughter of
Canadian cattle obligatory upon be-
ing landed on the assumption that the
disease of pleuro-pneumonia was de-
tected in certain animals imported
frem Canada;, da

make the exclusion of all foreign cat-
tle permanent; :
“That the most thorough investiga-
tion carried on in Canada has fajled to
disclose the existence of a single case
of pleuro-pneumonia; :
“That, in view of the foregoing facts,
this Parliament, whilst not wishing
to interfere in any way with legisla-
tion considered necessary in the United
Kingdom, desires respectfully to pro-
test against the permanent exclusion
of Canadianj cattle on the ground of
the existen of pleuro-pneumonia in
Canada, and to express in the strongest
possible manner its belief that pleuro-
pneumonia has not in the past and
does not at the present time exist in
Canada.”
Trade and Navigation Figures.
The figures of trade and navigation
returns for the past month are most
gratifying. The exports show an in-
crease in the produce of Canada of $1,-
325,000. For the eight months the net
increase in exports of produce of Can-
ada alone is $2,800,000, Similarly, both
imports and duty collected are equally
encouraging. The imports for eight
monthe increased five millions and a
quarter, and the duty two millions.
Mr. Clarke Wallace's Position.
The early hours of the morning were
not without interest to Ontario people,
as they witnessed a pretty lively alter-
cation between Mr. N. C. Wallace and
Mr. John A. McGillivray, the outcome
of alleged pledges given by the latter
in the North Ontario election. The
visit of Maragret L. Sheppard to
Bracebridge was lugged into the dis-
cussion between the two gentlemen,
although its relevancy was not very
apparent. Mr. Wallace entered into &
lengthy vindication of himself from
the charges preferred against him by

three days ago, explaining in connec-
tion with the speech which he had de-
livered in Ottawa the 12th of July last
that previous thereto he had gone to
the Premier and stated that he intend-
ed to express his sentiments on
that question, and, said Mr. Wal-
lace, “if the views I held ‘were
inconsistent with my retaining the
position I then oecupied, 1 &
ready .and willing to hand in my re- |
signation. He sald it was not neces-
sary for me to do so, but he hoped I
would express my views in a moderate
way. ‘We dp not expect he sala,
‘that question will come before the
Parliament of Canada for consideration
at all. We expect that the Government
of Manitoba will settle the question
themselves, and that, therefore, it
will not become a live issue in the po-
lities of the Dominion.’ Under those
conditions I remained in the Govern-
ment. Every member of the Govern-
ment knew the position and the views
I held@ on that occasion; and when the
question, several days after the 12th
of July, was brought up in the House
of Commons by the hon. member for
Oxford, who called attention to the
statement that I had made on that oc-
casion, the hon. member who attacked
me (Sir C. H. Tupper) because of the
position I then held, was the one who
Jjustified. the course I then took.”

That, Mr. Wallace thought, was a
sufficient answer to the cinarge that

‘Wilson., The latter, however, was not
satisfied with that, but demanded the
name of The Telegram’s informant,

who turns out to be Lieut. D’Arcy Mac-
Mahon, . formerly of the Royal Regi-
ment of Canadian Infantry and a son

of Mr. Justice MacMahon of Toronto.

ASPHALT FOR ST. LAWRENCE MARKET.

Except as a site for! summer cot-
 tages, there is no use in $ight to which
the sandbar along Ashbridge’s Bay
can be put. If sites are\required for
menufacturing purposes, hundreds of
acres can be easily made At the west-
ern end of the marsh without interfer-
ing in the least with the san bar along
the lake front, There is po reason
why the sandbar should remain a
waste if it can be utilized to afivantage
for summer residences. The Property
| Committee the other day dteded to
survey the district and divide it .into
lots. This is really the only way in
which the property can be utilized to
.advantage. The strip can be made ac-
cessible by the extension of the railway
system down Lee avenue and westward
along the lake front. If such an ex-
ténsion of the railway were made, we
believe the city would in a shorg time
derive a decent revenue from the lots
which it is proposed to lay out, and
lease. The only part of the beach in
the east end that is built upon at the
present time is the strip between \Lee
avenue and Vietoria Park. This s‘frip
is virtually all occupied, some of it ‘\too
much so. It is probable there will be
a fair demand for lots along the lake
front i{f the city decldes to put th%m
on the market.

SCHEMERS WHO SHOULD BE WA‘I'CH.ED.

The proposal to assess vacant city
lots on a farm land basis is entirely
centrary to the principle that under-
lies our assessment system. There is
only one rule that should be observed
in the assessment of property, and that
rule is to assess it at its actual market
value. If we keep on making gxcep-
ticns to this rule, there will be no end
to the confusion that will finally en-
sue. The Ontario Assessment Act Is
already .full of glaring inconsistencies
and unfair exceptions. Instead of mak-
ing the act still more heterogeneous, an
effort should be made to simplify it by
adhering strictly to a few equitable,

If .Mr. German’s proposed
pill goes through, land that is now
werth, and assessed at, $1200 an acre,
may be rated at $300, or cven less. The
city’'s representatives in the Legisla-
ture and Mayor Fleming ought to keep
an eye on the schemers who are try-
ing to foist this iniquity om the city.

Use of the Egyptian Funds.

M. Berthelot, the French Minister of
Foreign Affairs, informed the Chamber
of Deputies in to-day’s session that he
had definitely refused to consent to
the use of the Egyptian ,tunds for a
military expedition. He argued that
the unanimous consent of all the Euro-
pean gignatory powers which are rep-
resented on the Egyptian international
debt commission is necessary before a
penny can be used for the Soudan in-
vasion. He declared that the French
Government had refused to assent for
both financial and political reasons.

The Paris correspondent of The Sun
telegraphs that this attitude of the
Government commands the unanimous
support of the Chamber, although no
vote has been taken., The anti-English
feeling in Paris political circles to-
night is extremely bitter.

Three Powers Consent,

Mr. Balfour announced in Parliament
to-night that consent had been Ob-
tained from Germany, Austria, and
Italy. No reply had been received from
Russia.

The attempt by Mr., Labouchere to
draw an explanation from Mr. Curzon
of his language describing Italy as
England’s ally failed in its purpose.
There is another motive in addition to
the obvious ones for England’s sudden
move into the Soudan at the most un-
favorable segison of the year. There 1s
reason to believe that the advance of
the French and Belgian expeditions
from the southwest toward the equa-
torial waters of the Nile is getting un-
comfortably close. There has been lit-
tle “public intelligence from these ex-
peditions for a long time, but the Eng-
lish Cabinet hasg good reason for plac-
ing British troops within measureable
distance of Khartoum before other
foreign flags get too near. The situa-
tion is daily increasing in importance,
according both to the English and Con-
tinental estimation, It will probably
assume a new phase within a few
days, for' European criges are now of
almost regular weekly occurrence.

Moncton's Population.

Moncton’s population is now about
10,000. It has electric lighting and a
fine system of waterworks, and claims
all the rights of a city.

There is room for more population
too, for the country is wide and flat,
and plenty of space in which to grow,
but until then, there are two classes
¢hat it is overstocked with, that is
lawyers and doctors. There are about
20 of the former and something like
30 of the latter, rather a strange con-
dition of things when u consider
that the people are not fond of either
law’ or medicine, and regard them as
eimilar evils, besides Moncton is a
healthv and law abiding place.

There are some very fine public
buildings here, particularly the post-
office and Customs House building, the
City Hall, the Victoria School and the
large brick building near the station
containing the general offices of the
Intercolonial. This is really the larg-
est and most important building  in
Moncton, and from here the operations
of the Government’s railway system’
ave directed and controlled. /

From the collector of customs,
Mr. J. W. Binney, I gained the informa-
tion that the annual imports and ex-
ports show a steady increase. The
following outports are tributary to
Moncton, Shediac, Hillsboro, Harvey
and Alma.

CHASED BY A SPANISH CRUISER.

The British Steamer Was Too Speedy for
the Ship of War.

Boston, Mass, March 20.—The Bri-
tish steamer Etheired,’ Captain Hop-
kins, which has just-arrived from Ja-
maica, reports that she was chased
for an hour and a Hhalf by a Spanish
cruiser, on Wednesday, March 1ith,
while on her outward passage from
this port’to Jamaica: The Ethelred was
too fast for the cruiser, which could
apparently make only about nine knots
an hour, to the steamer’s 13 knots. The
chase began about 3 p.m., when the
Ethelred was about eight miles off
Cape Mdysi, the eastern point of the
Isiand of Cuba. She was going at
about 12 knots when the cruiser was
sighted. The Spanish vessel hoisted a
flag. The Ethelred did likewise, and,
continuing on her journey, paid no
further heed to the warship. The lat-
ter, however, at once started in hot
pursuit, and continued the chase for
90 minutes, when she gave it up, as
the Bthelred - had been constantly

‘aweay from-her, as-she-increas-
ed her speed about a knot an hour.
No shots were fired from the warship.
The passengers on the Ethelred be-
came greatly excited. The officers of
the steamer claim that they were out-
fide the three-mile limit, and that
they were. justified in evading any at-
tempt to detain them. The Ethelred
achieved considerable notoriety last
summer through having been fired
upon by a Spanish cruiser,

THERFE IS HELL IN CUBA.

The Spanish Minister of Justice Makes a
Btatement— Weyler s Position,

New York, March 20.—The Herald
has the following interview with Ro-
mero Robledo, Minister of Justice at
Madrid: “The Spaniards know there is
hell in Cuba quite as well a8 Senator
Sherman does. If Senator Sherman can
tell us a sure way to prevent it, I am
certain the Spanish Government and
the Spanish people will be only too
glad to listen to him. And as to Gen-
eral Weyler, a strong feeling has now
arisen, especially in the southern and
western provinces, about him. Spani-
ards are impatient with his mild en-
f?ncement of his vigorous proclama-
tion.” :

Mr. Armstrong, Secretary of the
Urnited States legation, said yesterday:
“General Weyler is certainly in a very
embarrassing position. He is trying to
quell an insurrection in a province in
which 90 per cent. of the population
are opposed to him, and as soon as he
starts a friendly nation practically
tells him that, while he may carry on
the war, he must not shoot any one.”

General Campos,in conversation with
political leaders, sized up the situation
fmnuy from his standpoint, by say-
ng: g

“I am supposed to be too mereiful a
man, but I had 17 men shot. General
Weyler is supposed to be, and has pro-
claimed himself to be, an unmerci-
ful commander, and he has shot one.”

There is a feeling of desperation re-
garding Cuba, which is growing
stronger, It is stated unofficially that
General Weyler promised much, but
has done little. The Government sup-
ports him, and says he has not yet had
a chance to accomplish his work. The
opinion‘is growing that the trouble is
not over, and fear is entertained lest
Cuban success should encourage Am-
erica to declare the belligerency of the
ingurgents.

Trade in Ontarlo.
Improvement in country roads has,
according to Bradstreet’s, effected a
free movement of produce. to market

however, caused a decline in prices,
dressed hogs, wheat, oats, rye and
barley being all lower. There is some
revival in the demand for special lines
in the wood trade, notably shingles
and lath, but for the heavier lines en-
quiry is still slow. Shingles and lath
are higher under improved - demand.
Distribution of merchandise shows a
fair volume. In dry goods some un-
easiness is felt on account of the clos-
ing down of New England cotton and
woollen mills owing to poor demand
for manufactured product.. It is felt
that some of the surplus may find its
way into Canada. FEarnings of the
Canadian Pacific Railway - continue
good. Last week’s returns' show an
increase of $71,000. The Grand Trunk’s
returns show a decrease of $9418. Earn-
ings of the Toronto Railway Company
for February show an increase of $11,-
098. Money rates are steady, call loans
are quoted at 5 1-2 per cent. on stocks
and at 6 per cent. on bonds. Com-
mercial discounts are quoted at 6 to
6 1-2 for choice to good paper and at 7
ver cent. for not so good.
