The Emperor Says Foreign Relations
Are Friendly,

POLICY WILL BE PEACEFUL.

The Czar’s “Magnanimous Propos-
‘al” Endorsed — Colonial Affairs

© Will Be Attended to—Kino-Chou
to Be  Developed—His Majesty’s
Feeling Reference to the Pales-
tine Tour. f? :

Berlin, Dec. 6.—The Reichstag was open-
ed to-day by Emperor Willlam, who, after
the introduction of many bills and the
completion of organization of the army,

elgn powers continued to be friendly, and
the principal object of his pollcy wouid be
to contribute to the maintenance of peace.
Therefore, His BMajesty halled with firm
approval the Czar’s magnanimous proposal
for the furtherance of that object,
Continuing, the Fmperor referred to the

assassination of the Empress of Austria
a8 being a savage and ruthless act, which
bad caused him deep paln and which ha
awakened the most aincere aympuh;
throughout Germany.

Referring to the anti-Anarchistic conven-
tlon at Rome, he sald the readiness with
which the invitation had been accepted by
the powers justified the hope its de-
liberations would have practical results.

Aluding to the war between Spain and
the United States, His Majesty sald Ges-
many’s neutrality was conscientiously and
loyally observed towards both belligerents.

Then, dealing with colonial affairs, Em-
peror Wiliam pointedl out the measures
taken for the economic development of
Kiao Chou, declaring that, while consclen-
tiously respecting the well-acquired rights
of the third parties, the German Govern-
ment would direct its efforts to the further
promotion of its economic relations with
China, which were yearly growing more
important,

There was a special passage devoted to
the inspection of meat, on which subjlet
His Majesty said: “In order to avert the
dangers. involved in the traffic of unex-
Amined meat intended for humans, whether
of home or foreign origin, the question of
the general introduction of a system of In-
spection of both cattle intended for slangh-
ter house and. meat is being considered.
The Federal Government's bilf regulating
the subject will, I hope, occupy your at-
tention during the present session.”

His Deep Emotion.

Emperor Wililam concluded with saying
that it was with deep emotion that he had
visited, with the Empress, spots rendered
dear to the whole of Christendom by the
sufferings of the Saviour, adding: “The
anxlous desire of my three predecessors on
the throme of Prussia svas to erect there
a place of worship of the Evangelical con-
fession. That it was granted to me to ful-
fil this desire and hand over the Redeem-
er's Church at ch;snlem to the service of
the Lord s a €re incentive to me to fur-
ther employ the power vested in me by the
grace of God in behalf of the eternal and
fundamental truths of Christlanity. Guid-
ed by such sentiments it afforded my
heart a special satisfaction to fulfil the
long cherished wish of the German Catho-
les by the acquisition of property on
Mount Zion, sacred to them by hallowed
reminiscences. I cherigh the hope that my
stay in the Turkish Empire and the bril-
Hant reception accorded me by the Sultan
and the Turkish people everywhere will
prove to be of permanent benefit to Ger-
man prestige and the national interest of
Germany."”’

His Majesty's speech was
cheered.

Count Von Lorchenfeld, the Bavarian
plenipotentiary, then ' called for three
cheers ffor the Fmperor, after which Em-

repeatedly

and the deputies proceeded to the Reich-
stag, where Herr Lingens took the chair,
as senlor member. After the usual for-
malities of the opening. the Reichstag ad-
journed until Wednesday.
The Budget Submitted. 4
In the Reichstag the Imperial Budget
was formerly submitted with the estimated
revenue, expenditure and balance for 1898-
99. The estimated Tevenue “Is 1,554,530,650
marks. Of the ordinary expenditure, 79,-
803,688 marks will be devoted to the army,
80,431,500 marks to the navy and 8,500,000
marks to salaries, harbor works, arma-
ments and defences at Kiao Chou, in the
Province of Shentung, China. Of the ex-
traordinary ' expenditure, 44,606,680 marks
will be devoted to the army, and 33,879,000
marks to the navy. The revenue will be
derived as follows: 742,260.960 mrarks from
duties, 489,953,828 marks from federal con-
tributions, the balance to be ralsed from
extraordinary sources. The total expendi-
ture will exceed that of the present fiscal
year by 112,062,042 marks. The recurring
expenditure, necessitated by, the reorgani-
aztion of the army, is estimated at 6,378,-
401 marks. This will be apportioned as
follows: To Prussia, 4,730,650 marks; to
Saxony, 1,408,472 marks; to Wurtemburg,
74,181 marks, and to Bawvaria, 165283
marks. The nonrrecurring expenditure ne-
cessitated by the re-organization Is estl-
mated at 43,741,619 marks: The increased
expenditure on the army will necessitate
a loan of 80,921,180 marks.

 Standard’ Ol magnates. Having got
yossession of the ofl fields within the
country, the monopoly is now perfect-
fng a scheme for getting complete con-
trol of the refined oil coming into this

adopted by the Standard Oil
Co- in doing up rival concerns are not new.
They are potting into force in Canada
the same tactics that have been instru-
mental in making them the greatest
monopoly in the U, 8. Their action in
regard to the oil trade in Hamilton fs
illustrative of their metbods generally.
We learn from a correspondent that in
the spring of this year there were three
whoiesale ofl companies in that city, viz.,
the Star 0il Works, ,the Imperial Oil
Works and the Hamilton Oil Co, The
first two were branches of a Toronto
concern, which is virtually the Standard
0il Co- , During the summer the To-
rento company secured  control of the
Hamilton Oil Co., thereby monopolizing
the oil trade of Hamilton and -the
Niagara Peninsulg. The price of ofl
immediately advanced 1-2 ecent per
gallon and later on 1 cent, while the
three establishments were merged into
‘two, This stifling of competition had
the effect of bringing a new coneern in-
to existence, the Bun Oil Refining Co.,
which began operations a short time
ago. The monopoly is now endedvor-

|ing to drive thjs rival out of the field,

and as a first atempt in thet direction
it reduced the price of oil to cost. The
next move was to secure a big advance
in freight rates. We are informed that
the first increase in these rates was
from 10 1-2 cents per cwt. to 16 cents-
The Hamilton Herald ‘states that the
freight rates on oil from Toledo and
Buffalo to Canadian centres have lately
been increased from fifty to sixty per
cent, For example, it is mentioned that
the rate from Toledo to Hamilton has
been changed from 17 to 20 1-2 cents,
while the rate from Buffalo to Montreal
has been increased from 17 1-2 to 35
cents, While the railway rates have
thus increased on imported oil, no
change has been mzde in the rates on

which territory is controlled by the com-
pany. It is well known that the Stan-
dard Oil Co., on account of its dm-
menge business, has been able to make
deals with the railway companies in the
United States, whereby it obtains re-
bates which are not granted to its ri-
vals. It looks as if similar pressure
was being applied to the Canadian raijl-
way companies, and that the latter are
being used to further the designs of the
mopopoly and to assist in placing Can-
ada pnder the control of this great
mcdern octopus.

ANTI-SCALPING LAW ULTRA VIRRS

The anti-sealping law of New York
has been declared ultra vires of the State
Legislature by the Court of Appeals.
The act, which went into effect in Sept.,
1807, made it a criminal offence to
issue, sell or offer to sell any passage
ticket on any vessel or railway train, un-
less the seller be an authorized agent of
the owners of the vessel or of the com-
pany running such train. The court
tcok‘the ground that railway tickets are
simple property, the same as a horse or
wateh, and are therefore negotiable, It
upheld the right of a citizen to buy and
sell them. The decision, it is claimed,
will put a serious damper on the move-
ment to secure a Federal law prohibit-
ing the brokerage of tickets, The situa-
tion has been accepted as far as the
State of New York is concerned, and, ac-
cording to Mr, Depew, the railways will
probably give up the fight in that state.
We take it that the common law of the
Urited States is the same as that of
Grest Britain and Canadi, and if a
railway tjcket is declared by the judges
of that eountry to be common property,
it, would not bé surprising if the judges
of this country were to render a simi-
lar judgment, if the question were sub-
mitted to them. It is certainly straining
the law to make the sale of a ticket by
an ordinary paseenger a criminal offence.
If a case were submitted to the conrts
it would probably be found that the
act pow in force is nltra vires of the
Canadian Parliament.

MASSEY HALL,

There
is surely a- way to finance the institu-
tion so #s to make both ends meet, If
Messey Hall has come so near paying
expenses during the past four years,
when times have been so bad, the pros-
pect of its making a surplus in the'im-
mediate future should be encouraging.
