I believe that I know the
conditions in this country as well as
any other person in public life to-day,
and I believe in protecting our in-
dustries if we are to prosper and suc-
ceed. The Americans have a much
Jarger population than. we have, and
are consequently possessed of greater
strength and can do much more. Yet
they have a tariff of sixty per cent.,
while our tariff does not exceed
twenty-two per cent. on the whole.
They have built up stupendous indus-
tries; they have an agglomeration of
riches. We are little boys and they
are the giants. The boys when they
come into competition with the giant
should have, I will not say protection,
put self-defence based on common
sense.

Good Canadian Wall.

Greatest Wealth Producers,
Thomas Henderson of Rockton was

in unity with the purpose of the reso-!
lution. Farmers were at a disadvant-
age because they were so isolated one
from the other and unable to get to-
gether to discuss their affairs. Farm-
ers produced the country’s greatest
wealth, and legislation which wogld
give the greatest good to the greatest
number was common sense. He favor-
ed a simple but thoro organization con-
fined strictly to agriculturists.

A number of others talked in the
same strain. George Wrigley of Po-
ronto thought the resolution was good
enough to begin with, but declared that
the association should become recogniz-
ed as a purely political factor if it ex-
pected to reap its full reward. The ii-
terests of the farmers and urban Jesi-
dents had much in common, and they
should work together, he said.

W. H. McLeod of Vanneck, Ont,
pointed out that thé'farmers’ organiza-
tion in the States had compelled Con-
gress to do its bidding as regards an
oleomargarine bill, tho it was free from
politics.

There is a magnificent collection O
medals, the greater portion of which
are of historical value. The silver medal
containing a bust of George 1IL., which
was presented to Oshawana in 1812,
together with a medal containing an
old bust of George 1IL, presented to
this chief for war services in 1812, are
perhaps the jmost interesting. The
medal given to Oshawana by the Queen
in 1848 for his services at Fort De-
troit is also an interesting relic.

The belt medal presented by Gen.
Brock to Tecumseh when that noted
chief joined the British forces at Fort
Halden is one highly prized by the
Doctor.

Presented By thp Kimng.

Not the least interesting collection is
the Indian medal presented by the
Prince of Wales on the occasion of his
visit in 1860, together with a number
of medals presented by the Duke and
Duchess of York to the Indians of the
Northwest when the royal pair passed
thru that district last year, which had
been assigned a separate case. The
treaty medal, bearing the words:
“Inddan Treaty Ne. 6, 1876, Col. Mc-
Lieod,” is of much historic value, In
addition there is a medal bearing a pic-
ture of the battle of Chippewa in 1813.
The medal presented by the city of
Philadelphia in 1756 to the Indians is
also on view,

In Recent Times.

Coming down to more recent times,
a number of the medals issued on the
occasion of the unveiling of the Brant
memorial monument at Brantford are
to be seen. The following warlike
medals form a part of this interesting
collection: Battle of Wyoming, 1773;
Battle of Sandusky, the Penn medal of
1082, and the medal of King George 1l.,
made in 1757, and known as the first
peace medal, It bears the inscription:
“Let us look to the Most High who
has blest our fathers with peace.” Then
there are the medals given for bravery
on the Nile in 1884 jand 1885 to the
Caughnawauga Indians. The twenty-
one year service medal in India, a Vic-
toria Cross medal of gun metal from
the ship Victory, on which Lord Nel-
son was killed, together with a picture
of Oshawana, complete this branch of

That Tecumseh held a high place in
the esteem of that brave general, Sir
Isaac Brock, is attested by a brass com-
pass presented to the Indian chief after
the baitle of Chippewa.

The Indians placed great value on
their wampum belts and pouches. In
the collection is to be seen what is
known as the Penn wampum belt, which
formed the Indians’ record of the treaty
entered into with that gentleman at
that time, Specimens of the beads
brought over by the traders and given
to the Indians in exchange for valuable
furs are also shown. What is known
as a shaker staff, made from the hoofs
of white deer, and an instrument high-
ly prized by the medicine men for its
supposed healing qualities, is to be seen,
Musket Ball From Chrysler’'s Farm.

A musket ball from the Chrysler farm
forms another link of the stirring times |
of 1812. Specimens of the money used
by the Indians in those days occupy
a position in one of the cases, together
with an old print of Chief Johnston.

In two handsome glass cases, collec-
tions of Indian axes, arrow heads, hair
dressing stones, together with the early
axes given by the British and French
to the Indians, have been assembied.
Wampum, Indian skinning stones and
scraping stones, and several pieces of
rare pottery, together with a collection
of early stone pipes, are shown.

Wiar Medals of 1620,

British war service medals, including
several bearing the dates 1620 and 1622,
and very early Druid medals of 1410,
together with fifteen of the rarest speci-
mens of wampum used for trading pur-
poses.

The flag
is of gilk, and has a greyish brown
background. The crosses, which are
raised on the background, are of silver
silk.
Tatitered Union Jack.

Adjoining this rare old curiosity is a
tattered British Union Jack passessing
mauch historic value. This fine old en-
sign, which for many years had been
zealously guarded by the Indians, bears
the distinction of having floated over
| Fort Detroist during the occupancy of
the Britesh. It, too, has a position in
a fine glass case. At the foot of the
flag is to be seen the helmet of an Eng-
This head-piece, like the
| flag above it, bears all the signs of hard
sage. On the crest of the helmet is to
| be seen the word Waterloo, in which
| famous battle it_was carried on the
{ head of a gallant British soldier. It
| was worn by Sergt. Curtis in scaling
the walls of Sebastopol during the
Crimean war ,and it is stated that the
!sf-r;:r-.mt was forced to kill two Rus-
| sians in scaling the wall. For this rea-
| son it was an object of deep interest
for the large number who had gatherel
¢t the display.

Gallant Tecumseh’s Flag.
Another flag of much interest to Can-
vlians was a fine Union Jack which oc-
upied a prominent position on the west
This lag headed the company led
by the gallant Tecumseh in the action
in which met his death in the War
|of 1812, Placed across this ensign are
the fighting weapons used by Tecumser
and his men. They consist of a heavy
rifle with the bayonet in place and a
formidable bow and arrow, in the use
of which weapon the Indians of those
days were known to be so expert. The
rifle in question, together with the bow
and arrow, was the property in life of
the fearless and brave warrior, Osha-
| wana, the chief fighting man of Tecum-
seh. These weapons reverted to Chief
| Shingwauk.
| " In another case are to be seen two
! red coats worn by » goldiers and oifi-
| cers of those day hese the
uniforms of Chief Oshawana in the War
|of 1812, and are of the de=zign used in
| the British army in 1763.
| Heand Dressesxs of Principal Chiefs.
Next in point of interest are the head
dresses worn by the principal chiefs
who presented the address to the Prince
of Wales on the occasion of his visit to
Canada in 1860. In the collection is to
be found a vest made of the officer's
clothing and trimmed with beads. This
unique bit of work was the handiwork
of an Indian woman whose fame spread
far beyond the borders of her own dis-

Resting beside these warlike
weapons are the identical pair of hand-
cuffs with which Louis Riel's wrists
were secured when he was captured
in the Northwest. The stone axes of
the Chippewas ,Indian herb stones and
other rare curios go to make up a most
interesting display.
French Ax With a History,

The first French ax ever given to
the Indians is also on exhibit. 1t is
recorded that this ax came into pos-
session of the Indians of Walpole
Island in 1776; the second ax, which
is also in the collection, was handed
over to them in 1792, As evidencing
that the English traders were ahead
of the French in this particular branch
an English tomahawk that came into
possession of the Indians in 1757 is
alsq on view. It is a well known his~
torical fact that the French traders
for many years secured the cream
furs of the Indians. This was owing
to the fact that they early learned that
the sure way to treat with the red-
man of those days was thru the me-
dium of silver ormaments and trinkets
of no great value, but which tickled
the fancy of the Indians immensely.

Trinkets of Historical Value.

Many of the trinkets with which the
French traders of those days gained
favor with the Indians, and as a re-
s\_llt reaped rich harvests in the matter
of furs, have been collected by Dr.
Oronhyatekha, and form a part of his
magnificent display. The Indian sii-
ver hat bands brought out by the
Fre nchmen and exchanged for furs are
on view. The waughasses or gor-
gettes,worn as a neck ornament, also
form part of the collection, Many of
the totems presented by the willy
French traders to the Indian chiefs are
€ They are for the most part
of silver, and bear on them the crests
of the respective chiefs to whom they
\\;( re presented. It was not until King
George, vielding to the persuasion of
the English traders, authorized the
striking of 2000 of these ornaments,ail
of which bore the British coat of arms,
”]A-'lt the F¥nglish were able to cope
with the Frenchmen in securing a fair
bercentage of the Indian trade. These
totems were presented indiscrimin-
ately to the leading chiefs, and as a
result the FEnglish trader secured an
open sesame to the rich profit yielding
fur trade. The gorgette presented to
Chief Grant by George III. on the
occasion of that warrior's visit to the
0Old Country has also come into pos-
session of Dr. Oronhyatekha.

Worshipped By Pagan Indians,

As throwing a light on the religion
of those days a wooded image which
was worshipped by the Pagan Indians
is shown. 1t is not more than six
inches long, and is carved in the shape
of a man. This idol, when not in use,
was  carrfed in a little trunk manu-
factured from rawhide, the workman-
ehip of the trunk being much superior
to .that displayed on the idol. The
Tahwathter tribe on Walpole Island
have had possession of this ddol and
trunk for many years. A newspaper

Specimens of the bead council pouch
belt, Indian women bunden bands,
strings of Indian war dance bells, to-
gether with a collection of Indian
boomerangs from Australla and a
buckskin coaf, common to the period
of 1812, are nicely arranged in separ-
ate cases,
Indian needles, Indian table utensils,
water pitchers,a collection of beaver's
and bear’'s teeth and flint arrow heads
taken from the grave of an Indian five
miles west of London, Ont.,, add con-
siderably to the'beauty and variety of
the exhibit.
Poundmaker’s Saddle Bag.

Chief Poundmaker's saddle bag,
upon which he was seated when cap-
tured in 1885 is an object of interest.
There are three silver cups, which
were kindly loaned by Dr. Oronhya-
tekha for the opening of the exhibit.
They are objects too deeply prized by |
the tribes, to whose ancestors they were f
presented by Queen Anne, to finduce |
them to part with them for any |
lengthy period. It was only on the
doctor guaranteeing to guard them
with special care that the chiefs, whoi
acted as the custodians of these rare re
lics, consented to part with them for |
even a brief period.

A Striking Contrast.

In striking contrast to the life-sized
bronze statue of Dr. Oronhyatekha,
which occupies a position in the room,is
a picture of the doctor as he appeared
in 1861 in his war costume when he
won the favor of the Prince of Wales
by his manly appearance.
The trowels, gavels and other me-
mentoes presented from time to time
to Dr. Oronhyatekha in mecognition of
his services at public functions have
alsc been added to the historical rooms,

Quaint Historiéal Pictures.
A rare old wood cut, in fact the
original picture showing William Penn
and the Indians at the signing of the
treaty of 1681,and which was presented
to Chief Peter Pesshiskey by Her Ma-
jesty Queen Victoria in 1856, adorns
the walls. And another adornment of
peculiarly special interest is a picture
of King Solomon in quaint attire and
eagerly in search of nature’s riches.
A fine old grandfather's clock,
brought from Germany by the doctor,
together with warious pictures pur-
chased by him in different parts of the
world, add to the beauty and interest
of the exhibit.

WE SHOULD PAY IN GOODS,

If it were not for the British market
Canada would bet in a bad way. It is
only by the money we get from Eng-
land that we are enabled to pay the
other nations with which. we deal. From
the United States last year we imported
$129,801,847 worth of goods, and sent
in payment only $66,667,784 worth of
Canadian produots. We ran up a bill
with France of $6,915,383, and pald only
$1,300,798 of it in Canadian products.
Germany’s bill was $10,919,094, and our
contra account only $1,208,654. Thus
with these three nations we ran up a
bill of $147,637,224, and had a contra
account of only $69,167,236. The bal-
ance against us was $78,469,988. It was
ohiefly because the balance of trade
was so overwhelmingly in our favor in|
the case of Britain that we were enabl-
ed to meet these obligations we had as-
This condition of affairs is
We should pay our debts in
goods and not in cash. If we buy from
the United States we should send goods
over there to pay the bill, and the same
with every other nation. Only on that
basis can we afford to trade, and be-
cause it happens that the balance in
Britain is in our favor there is no rea-
gon why we should let other nations
impose unfair conditions on us. Britain
can afford to import more than
she exports, but we cannot. Bri-
tain handles most of the shipping of
the goods of the world, and her great
income from this source helps her to
pay her bill. Then she has millions
invested in other countries and the in-
terest goes toward the settlement. Can-
ada has neither of these sources of in-
come, and her foreign bills must be
paid in the goods she produces or else
it must be paid out of the currency of
the country. A direct drain on the cur-
rency could not last long, and Canada
would have to cease to buy. So we
mugt export at least as much as we
import. If that is the general principle,
then it should be a guide in individual
cases. The Laurier government has
been allowing foreign countries to gain
a greater and greater relative advant-
age over us.—Manitoba Telegram.

GOVERNMENT TELEPHONES.

The success attendant on the public
administration of the telegraph and
telephone systems in England consti-
tutes an object lesson for Canada.
The telegraph run by the government
as an efficient branch of the postoffice
service has brought telegraphic com-
munication within reach of everybody
at cheap rates, and the more recent
taking over of the telephones by the
administration has proven popular with
the people. The central exchange of
the London telephone system, which
was opened Feb. 4, with the idea of ac-
commodating a maximum of 5400 sub-
scribers, has had such a press of ap-
plications that facilities are now be-
ing provided so as to accommodate
more than 10,000 lines with increased
connections. The trunk line receipts
have also increased remarkably.

It appears that out of $11,500,000,
which was authorized by parliament
for the purchase and development of
the trunk systemsnearly $9,500,000 had
been expended up to March 31 last.

Where a man on his return from
such a country as the Yukon gives
public expression to miatters concern-
ing it, which may be the means of
others seceking their fortunes there,
perhaps at considerable sacrifice, I be-
lieve he cannot be too particular in

giving just the plain facts of the case, |

contained in the report
above referred to. I am not personally
acquainted with Mr. Hees, but I con-
sider that his repcrt contains the most
concise,unprejudiced and correct state-
ments regarding the present condition
of things in the Yukon that I have
yet read.

Of course, anyone comparing the
statements of Mr. Wade and the report
of Mr. Hees would wonder that these
gentlemen should differ so widely in
their views regarding the conditions
there, ‘but this is readily understood
when we remember that Mr.
spoke of the country as he left it in,
1 think, June or July, 1901, while Mr.
Hees as he found it a year later. Any-
one familiar with the histories of plac-
er mining camps knows that an al-
most incredible change can take place
within that time for either better or
worse.
