Mark Twain, the most original
and the most brilliant literary
genius of his generation in
America, is dead. His life was
embittered in later years by do-
mestic affliction and commercial
embarrassment. But thru it all
the genial humor and the whole-
some outlook on life remained

. sweet and irue.

Literary excellence is a matier
of the taste of each age. Shak-
spere was once regarded as im-
possible, and there are bright
Young men fto-day who will tell
vou he is “‘rotten.”” Scott and
Thackeray have been enthroned
and dethroned and exalted-again.

Mark Twain, the author of
“Joan Arc” and *‘Huckleberry
Finn”’ and “Old Times on the
Mississippi,” 1o mention only a
few of the shelf of volumes of
which he would say he had been
guilty, was one of the great writ-"
ers of the age. It will take a
generalion or two for.the academi-
cians lo find it oul. By that time
“More Tramps Abroad” will be
regarded as a classic of travel,
and there will be pilgrimages to
the grave of Samuel L. Clemens.

Longhorne Clemens (Mark Twain) died
painiessly at 6.30 o'clock 'to-night of
Angina Pectoris. He lapsed into coma:
at 3 o'clock this afternoon, and ‘never

Inquest Re
tion Against Person Unknown—
Strong Clrcumstantial Evidence.

TWEED, April  #1.—(Special.)~Robt.
Parker, 70 yéars old, will be put of pre-
liminary trial here Thursday mnext,
charged with murdering his neighbor,
Willlam Masters, six years his senior.

The crown fixed thé date to-night at
the conclusion of Coroner Farrell’s in-
quest.

Altho a murder verdict was refurned,
the jurors decided the deed was com-
mitted by )a person or persons un-
known.” .

Masters 'was fired upon from a
thicket, 55 feet away. Provincial In-
spector John Miller swore to-day that
there were two footprints in the soggy
soil behind the thicket, into which the
prisoner’s shoes fit exactly. The bullet
which killed Masters displayed six
longitudinal scratches, corresponding
with the number of grooves in Parker’s
rifle barrel. No empty shell was found,
and Geo. Marsh, a neighbor ot Mas-
ters, declared that Parker always sav-
ed his shells, and loaded his own cart-
ridges.

It was shown that Parker had nour-
ished “a bitter feeling against deceased
for years, and had made threats of
putting him and his two sons “out of
buginess.”

that Parker had once told him that
Masters was a thief and had been steal-
ing from his traps. .

“He told me he would shoot Masters
the first time he laid eves on him.”

Masters and George Lindsay were
two men. he said he would kill on sight.
He said so last July. i

Parker's defence is evidently to be
an alibi, on the plea that he was on
the road to Tweed. The firm iof E. Gus
Portir and Willlam Carnew ithave been
retained.

The accused has said he was in his
own house from 9 o’clock until 11, when
he started for Tweed. The shot was
heard by several witnesses between
9.30 and 10, but several witnesses will
swear otherwise. N. Birks, teller of
the Bank of Montreal, Tweed, swears
to Parker having drawn $100.90, his
full bank balance, on the afternoon of
the murder.

HIS CAREER

How Gifted Author Won His Way in
the World, - ;

The late Samuel Langhorne Clemens
(Mark Twain), the Ameri¢an humorist
“who made the world laugh,” was born
in’ Florida, Missouri, on Nov. 30, 1836.
He was a son of Johin Marshall Cle-
mene, 4 descendant of Gregory Clem-~
ent, one of the judges who presided
at the trial of Charles 1. fér which at
“the restoration of Charles II. he “lost
his head.

His mother was one of the famed
Montgomeries of Keéntueky, renowned
for her culture &hd wonderful re-
partee. - On the death of his father,

famuel Clemens entered the news-
paper office of his eldér brother Orion,
in Hannibal. Altho but 13, he dis-
played marked abllity as a ‘“‘printer's
devil,” and on several occasionsg dur-
ing his brother's absence got the pa-
per out.

His desire to see the world induced
him to leave Hannibal, and for some
time he led a roving life as a journeéy-
man . printer, visiting Philadelphia,
New York and Cincinnati, during his
travels. Subsequently he returned to
his old home and became a pllot on
the Mississippi. In this new role he
quickly became an expert, and it was
his boast that he knew every sunken
log and tricky shallow on the giant
river.

On the outbreak of the civil war he
served with the Southern troops, and
after a narrow escape from being made
a prisoner by General Grant, he was
soon afterwards captured.

On the conclusion of hostilities, he
became private secretary to his elder
brother who, under the Lincoln ad-
ministration, had been appointed
secretary of the territory of Nevada.
Later, after a futile attempt to make
money at mining, he -returned to
journaliesm, becoming city editor of
The Viginia City Enterprise. Another
change of venue was made shortly,
and repairing to California, he became
jdentified with The San Francisco Call,
and The Sacramento Union.

The pseudonym of Mark Twain is

On this
trip he met Miss Olivia Langdon of
Eimira, N.Y., to whont he was mar-
ried in 1870, the issue of the union be-
ing three girls and one boy, of whom
but two daughters survive,

The humorist after his mar-

e

ered hig conmn
nalism and went into the broader fleld
of literary work. In his new home
jn Hartford he had as neighbors Chas.
Dudley Wamer, and Harriét Beecher
Stowe, both of whom Were warm
friends of the great' author. v
The late Mr, Clemens lectured in
every English speaking country, and
his works have been tramsiated into
seven different languages, an ample
:e-tlmony of his ubiquitous -
ty. #
Besides being a doctor of Oxford
University, he had also been honored
by Yale and other American seats of
learning. It was the late Mark Twain's
great "complaint that no one would
take him seriously. 3
“H,”” he said, on one occasion, “I
vish to read a tragic poem everyome,
directly I open my month, commences
to laugh. They will not Jet me be
gerious.” -
One of the best stories told of the
dead humorist is one which has to do
with his early days when affairs were
not prospering, and the ghost did not

1 walk regularly.

A lady seeing him pass down the
street one day with a cigar box under
his arm exclaimed, “Oh, Mr, Clemens,
I fear you are smoking too many
cigars.” *

“Not at allmadam,” replied Mark,
sadly, I am merely roving again.”

His final ventures in the publishing
business resulted disastrously to him,
and he faced his declining years great-
ly in debt. Undaunted, however, he
get himself to the task of repaying his
creditors. Some months ago his favor-
ite daughter, a sufferer from epilepsy,

and this was the beginning of the end.

Mark Twain died as truly as it gan
be said of any man of a broken heart.

A NEW CHINESE UNIVERSITY

Lord Cecil Proposes a New Scheme
for Higher Education.

N. W." Rowell, K.C.,, and*Rev. T. E.
E. Shore-have been in New York at-
tending the united unjversities scheme
in Ching.! The méeting was called by
the China -Edficational Commission,
representing the mission boards of
Canada “and~'the United States. The
special purpose was to meet Rev. Lord
William Gascoyne-Cecil, son of the
late Lord Salisbury, who has made a
special study of the present national
emergency in China, particularly with
reference to the need of higher educa-
tion. His proposition is that a great
university, modeled on western lines,
be established at Hankow, in the cen-
tral part of China, this ftniversity to
be .affilated with the Universities of
Oxford and Cambridge in England,
and with two Canadian and two Am-

‘erican universities. The constituencies

represented by these three groups of
western universities would be respon-
gible for the funds to establish the
China Unjversity, and would provide
recruits for the teaching staff.

It is intended that this university
will be Christian, but undenomination-
al in character. The China Educa-
tional Commission of Canada and the
United States has endorsed the scheme,
It is expected that Lord Cecil will visit
Toronto next week.

THE FARMER' AND THE FINAN-
CIERS.

Htock, markeéts in the United States
and ‘anarla. particularly in the Uni-

the liigh prices now ruling for farm
products, and eapeéia.lly those for
wheat and cotton. Operators on the
financial exchanges argue that if the
farmer can he got to liguidate the sup-
plies he now has on hand there would
bé more money for the stock ma,rketl,
and .that, therefore, the thotaﬂon
business would prosper. .

This is an excellent line <of argu-
ment for. the firancial interests, but
a poor one for the farmer.

It is the case undoubteédly with the
big financial combinations that every
advantage Is taken of the farming
commuinity to squeeze the proceeds of
their arduous labors to as low a fig-
ure as possible, and, wherever the far-
mers get entangled in heavy loans,
the opportunity is seized to force them
to liquidate their products at an un-
favorable time.

The recent heavy break in futures of
cotton and cereals is believed to have
been engineered solely for the purpose
of forcing the farmer to sell out his
commodities and thereby relieve the
strain which exists between this con-
tinent and Europe.

It is an axiom among those in finan-
cial circles that the farmer can be
forced 1o sell when prices are drop-
ping, and will become the firmest of
holders when prices are advancing,
and it is, therefore, presumed that: the
break in the futures will cause hlm to
unload at a rapid pace.
