American citizens and American
ships are warned from entering the
war zones, altho certdin precautionary
measures are suggested for distin-
guishing American steamers not carry-
ing contraband according to the Ger-
man list. These conditions in almost
the form were rejected when proposed
by Germany early in the negotiations
cver the Lusitania. At that time Ger-
many proposed to guarantee immunity
from attack to certain specified pas-
senger ships, sailing ' on .prescribed
courses with agreed distinguishing
marks and carrying no contraband.
President Wilson rejected the proposal

on the “that the Unit-
ed Statés was contending oniy.for her
rights,

The German proclamation

new

brushes aside all the perplexing col-,

lateral issues which 'have surrounded
the' submarine controversy and brings
it back to the point where it was left
at the conclusion of the Sussex case,

Today’s announcement, reciting the
refusal of Germany’s. enemies to dis-
cuss her peace proposals, and refer-
ring to the starvation blockade, says:

“Thus a new 'situation has sprung
up which forces Germany also. to new
decisions.”

The new decision is exactly the one
forecast when the Sussex negotiations
were, closed.

In the note conveying her pledges to
keep submarine activities within inter-
national law, Germany included a
threat of resumption if the U. S. did
not succeed in lifting British restric-
tions on cominerce to Germany and the
European neutrals, and the U, S. in
reply expressly warned Germany that
her pledges must be absolutely uncon-
ditional,

“Neutrals,” sald Germany 1in the
Sussex note, “cannot expect that Ger-
many, forced to fight for her existence,
shall for the sake of neutral interest
restrict the use of an effective weapon

if her enemy is permitted to continue

to apply at will methods of warfare
violating the rules of international law.
.+ .. . Should the steps taken by the
U. S. not attain the object . . . . to
have the laws of humanity followed by
all belligerent nations, the German
Government would them be facing a
new situation, in which it must reserve
itself compilete liberty of decision.”
Wilson's Reply.

To any such reservations the U. S.
demurred in no uncertain terms.

“The United Si.tes feels it necessary
to state,” said President Wilson's reply,
“that it takes for granted that the im-
perial German Government does not
intend to imply that the maintenance
of its newly announced policy is in any
way contingent upon the course or re-
sult of diplomatic negotiations between
the government of the United States
and any other belligerent government,
notwithstanding the fact that certain
passages in the imperial government's
note might appear to be susceptible of
that construction.”

In completing the declaration that
there must be- no misunderstanding
that rights of American citizens must
not be made subj ct to the conduect of
some other government, the note con-
cluded by saying: *“Responsibility in
such matters is single, not joint; ab-
solute, not relative.,” 3

The development today:camé as 2
staggering surprise. Fer weecks in-
spired authoritative and almost™gemi-
official statements. have be n coming
from Berlin_ indifating an absolute
Cecision not«to resume unrestricted
submarine - warfare. The complete
agreem nt of the “mperor, Chancallor
Von Rethmann' liollweg, General Von
Hindenburg and General Von Luden-
dorff, the four men in whose hands
Germany’s destiny lies, has been m n-
tioned frequently in despatches pass-
ing the censor. ‘

Information recr~ived
however, shows that = very car ful
campaign for the full wuse- of sea
forces has been under way recently.

statements deserve, Inspired, a# they are,
by a deep sentiment of responsibility, It
is highly gratifying to the imperial gov-
ernment to ascertain that the main ten-
dencies of this important statement cor-
respond largely to the desires and prin-
ciples professed by Germany. These
principles, especially, include seif-govern-
ment and equality of rights for all na-
tions,

Germany would be sincerely glad, as, if
in recognition of this principle, countries
Iike Ireland and India, which dq not en-
Joy the benefits of political independence,
should now obtain their freedom. The
German‘ people also repudiate all alli-
ances Which serve to force the countries
into a competition for might, and to in-
volve them in a net of selfish intrigues.
On the other hand, Germany will gladly
co-operate in all efforts to prevent future
wars,

Freedom of Seas.

The freedom of the seas, being a pre-
liminary condition of the free existence
of naflons, and the peaceful intercourse
between them, as well as the open door
for the commerce of all nations, has al-
ways formed part of the leading prin-
ciples of Germany’'s political program.
All the more, the imperial government
regrets that the attitude of the enmies
who aré; so entirely opposed to peace
makes it impossible for the world at pres-
ent to bring about the realization of theag
lofty ideals. Germany and her allles were
ready to enter now into a discussion of
peace, and had set down as basis the
guaranty of existence, honor and free de-
velopment of their peoples.- Their aims,
as has been expressly stated in the note
of Dec. 12, 1916, were not directed to-
wards the destruction or annihilation of
their enemies, and Wwere, according to
their conviction, perfectly ~compatible
with the rights of the other nations. As
to Belgium, for which such warm and
cordial sympathy is felt in the United
States, the chancellor had declared only
a few weeks previously that its annexa-
tion had never formed part of Germany’s
intentions. The peace to be signed with
Belgium was to provide for suchs condi-
tions in that country, with which Ger-
many desires to maintain friendly, neigh-
borly relations, that Belgium should not
be used again by Germany’'s enemies for
the purpose of Instigating ‘continuous
hostile intrigues. Such precautionary.
measures are all the more necessary, as
Germany’s enemies have repeatedly
stated, not only in speeches délivered by
their leading men, but also in the statutes
of the economical conference in Paris,
that it is their intention not to treat Ger-
many as an equal, even after peace has
been restored, but to continue their hos-
tile attitude, especially to wage a sys-
tematic economic war against her.

- Lust of Conquest.

The attempt of the four allied powers
to bring about peace has failed owing
to the lust of conquest of their
enemies, who  desired to  dictate

the conditions of peace. TUnder the pre-
tenses of following the principle of na-

tionality our enemnies have disclosed their
real aima in this way, viz.: To dismem-
ber and dishomer Germany, Austria-
Hungary, Turkey and Bulgaria. To the
wish of reconciliation they oppose the will
of destruction. They desire s fight to the

A ‘mew: situation hal thus been created

by ‘starvation. In brutal contempt of in-
ternational law the group of powers, led
by England, does not only ourtail the
legitimate trade of theif .opponents, but
they also, by ruthless pressure, compel
neutral countries either ealtogether to
forego every trade not agreeable to the
entente powers or todlimit it according to
their arbitrary decrees. - The American
Government knows - what steps whicia
have been taken to cause England and
her allies to return to the rules of inter-
national Jaw and to respect the freedomn
of the seas. The British Government,
however, insists on continuing its war of
E ation, which does not at all affect
the military power of its opponeats, but
compels women and children, the sick and
the eged to suffer for their country pains
and privations which endanger the vital-
ity of the nation. Thus British tyranny
mercilessly increases the sufferings of the
world indifferent to the laws of humanity,
indifferent to the protests of the neutrais,
whom they severely harm, indifferent even
to the silent longing for peace among
England’'s own allies.  FEach day of the
terrible struggle causes new destruction,
new sufferings. Each day shortening the
war will, on both sides, preserve the lifs
of thousands of brave soldiers and be a
bemefit to mankind.

Fight for Existence.

The imperial governmient could not
Justify before its own comscience, before
the German people and before history the
neglect of any means destned to bring
about the end of the war. Like the presi-
dent of the United States, the imperial
government had hoped to reach this goal
by negotiations. After the attempts to
come to an understanding with the en-
tente powers have been answered by the
latter with the announcement of en im-
tensified continuation of the war, the im-
perial government—in order to sérve the
welfare of mankind in a higher sense and
not to wrong its own people—is now com-
pelled to continue the fight for existence,
again forced upom it, with the full em-
ployment of ali the weapons which are
at its disposal.

Sincerely trusting that the people and
the government of the United States will
understand the motives for this decision
and its necessity, the imperial govern-
ment hopes that the United States may
view the new situation from the lofty
helghts of impariality and assist, on
their part, to prevent further misery and
unavoidable sacrifice of human life.

The Memorandum

Berlin, Jan. 51.—Following is tho text
nf the memoranda referred to in the last
sentence of the German note as given
out from Washington:

“Fresa Feb., 1, 19817, within  barred
zones around Great Britain, France.
Italy and in the eastern Mediterranean,

“In the North Sea, the distriet around
England and France, which is-limited by

grees weat; then 57 degrees north, 20 de-
grees west, to 47 degrees north, 20 de-
groes west; further, to 43 dogrees north,
15 degrees west; then on degree lati-
tude 43 degrees nerth to the point 20
nautical miles from Cape Finisterre and
20 nauucql miles distance along Spanish
north covst as far as the French frontier.

“Concerning the south in the Mediter-
ranean: For neutral shipping there re-
mains open the sea district west of a
line from Pointe de les Faquette to 38
degrees 20 .minutes north and six deo-
grees cast, as well as north and west of
a zone -8ixty sea miles broad along the
north African coast, beginning on (?)
degrees west longitude.

“In order 1o connect this sea district
with Greeoce, the zone leads 20 sea miles
in width north or east, following this
line 38 degrees north and 6 degrees eust,
38 degrees north and 11 degrees 30 min-
utes ecst to 34 degrees north and 1T de-
grees 30 minutes east to 34 degrees
north and 22 degrees 30 minutes east.
From there it leads to a zone 20 sea
miles broad west of 22 degrees 30 min-
utés east longitude into Greek terri-
torial waters,

‘“Neutra]l ships plying thru the barred
zones do so at their own risk. Altho pre-
cautions are being taken to spare neu-
tral ships, which on February 1 are on
the way to ports in the barred zone, dur-
ing an appropriate delay, yet it is urgent-
ly to be advised thet they should be
warned and directed to other routes by
all means available.

“Neutral ships lying in ports of the
barred zones can with the same safety
abandon the barred zones if they sail
betore February 5 and take the shortest
route dnto the open district.

For Safe Travel.

‘““Traffic of regular American passenger
Steamers can go on unmolested.

‘“‘A’ Falmouth is teken as the port of
destination, and if ‘B’ on the going and

return journey the Scilly Islands as well,

as the point 50 aegrees north, 20 degrees
west, be steerea on. Along this route
no German mines will be laid:

“+C* If steamers on this journey bear
the following speciai signals which only
they will be permitted to display in Am.
erican ports:

“A coating of paint on the ship's huli
and the superstructure in vertical stripes
three metres broad, alternating white and
red; on every mast e large tflag of check-
ered white and red; on the stern the Am-
erican national flag; during darkness the
national flag and the coat of paint to be
as easily recognizable as possibled from
a, distance; and the ships must be com-
pletely and brightly illuminated.

“‘D’ If only one steamer runs each
week in ‘each direction arriving at Fal-
mouth on Sundays, leaving Falmouth on
Wednesdays.

‘“'Er If guarantees and assurances are
given by the American Government that
these steamers carry no contraband (ac-
cording to the German list of contraband).

‘“Two copies of meps on which the
barred zones are outlined are added.”

Last Desperate Act.

It is expected that Austria-Hunearv
will take action similar to that of Ger-
many with regard to the operations. of
its submarines In the Mediterranean.
Every intimation from Germany in the

last few months has been that an un-,

restricted submarine warfare, almost
centaln to bring in the United States,
would be adopted only as a last act of
desperation. German papers have said
Germany would not dare oppose neu-
tral opinton unless she were willing to
have the rest of the neutral world
added to her enemies,

Two opposing views of American

hostility have been allowed to pass the.

German censor. The first was thgt the
harm the United States could do Ger-
many as an active enemy was no
greater than as a neutral supplying
munitions and . loans to the allies
and ‘that the crippling of allied
shinping would be the turning

point of the war. This apparently is
the view now adopted. The other
view, known to have been held by
some high officials here, was that
Giermany might in desperation se k to
involve the United Stat.s as an actual
enemy on the ground that her in--
fluence at the peace conf.rence would
be a generous one.

Officials here, stunned at the sud-
denness of the German action, do not
hesitate to conceal their disquietude
over the mental unpreparedness of the
American people for what may he
coming. The recent’ flood of peace
discussion started by the German of-
fer, Increased by the pr sident’s note
and again by the entente reply, are
thought to have turned public oplnion
in this country entir ly away from
the possibility of war and te have fo-
cussed attention on the terms of &
near peace

Unimagined Frightfulness.

A revulsion is  expected to taka
place in the entente countries, ' with
the resuit that the world war will en-
ter. a period of frightfulness un-
imagined heretofore. With the mass-
ing of huge offensives by land, an-
nouncement of ruthlessniss by sea,
‘officials loock forward to at least o
spring and summer of unprecedented
slanghtar.

a merchant ship can carry, where it
must be located, how it may be used,
wi-ther the ship is chartered; re-
quisitioned. or still private. and _re-
piaces them with one = clear issuel
which cannot be brooked or ignored.

When the Associated Press de-
spatches telling of the German nots
began arriving at the White Hotuise to-
day President Wilson was in his office
; talking with a frtend. Secretary Tnu-
imulf,y hurried to him with the news.

The president could not believe it
until assured that the information was
contained in a formal note already he-
fore the state department.

Cabinet members likewise received
the news with expressions of amagze-
menit,

On every hand in official circles the
first opinion formed with detailed con-
sideration was that diplomatic reja-
tions with Germany would be broken if
the terms of the decree are carried out.

U.S. Newspaper Comment

New York, Jan. 31.—Despatches
from. every part of the United States
to the Associatcd Press reveal a re-
mzrkable unanimity of editorial opin-
ion that thas country is on the vergn
cf war with Germany. Epitomizing
the attitude of the press of the coun-
try toward the latest Germam note,
The New York World, a strong sup-
rorter ¢f the Wilson administration,
faye:

“Thero can be only one answer on
the part of the United States to the
new German submarine proclaimation,
and that answer should he made to-
day. The German mnbassador must
receive his passports forthwith and
diplomatic relations must cease at
once. There should be no procrasti-
nation until! the hand of the United
States Government is forced by pre-
meditated murder and depredution.

mit, and all these concessions have
proved to be in wvain.

Ottawa, Jan. 31.—The estimated ex-
penditure of the government d}mng)
the fiscal year ending March 31, 1918,
is $208,472,765, a decrease of $67,542,-

‘When asked if
there were any cars of coal in the To-
yonto yards or sidings on whlch. the
freg time had expired, he admitted
that there were none.- He agreed
«xith the coal dealers that the In-
oreased demurrage charges, had no
~ffect in relieving the congestion, but
he held they would help if the market
was glutted with coal. He believed
that the city' would be supplied with
coal from the large number of cars
tied up at the border, and of course as
soon as thz" congession was removed
the embargo would be also.

roads. With‘them it is a hand-to-
mouth existence with a shut-down for
jack of coal staring them in the face.

In connection with the annual meeting
of the Dominion Bank shareholders, hel@
in' the board room at the head office yes-
terday, Sir Edmund Osler and Ci; A. Bo-
gert, in brief addresses, reviewed the
present financial situation of Canada and
the probabilities for the tuture. 3

After pointing to the part the Dominion
Bank had taken in assisting in finaneing
war business, Sir Edmund warned the
country to prepare for tho period after
the war, when reaction from abmnormal
war prosperity must set in. Millions of
men, he said, will be out of work, and
this must mean lower wages, and, in ad=
dition, many women who have taken
men’pd places will be permanem:ly ent~
ployed. :

“Some men,” Sir Edmund ° continued,
“think there will be a return to immedi-
ate prosperity and a very. great expansion
of business. I cannor agree with that
view at adl, . I believe that there will be
for two or three years a time when the
profits will be small, ana those who can
get in a condition to carry themselves
over the lean years vill be richly re-

warded.” £
Make Rapld” Progress.'%

In spite of the difficulties wifich must
be met, Sir Edmund said he foresaw rap-
id progress for Canada after the read-
justment period. He did not’ believe any
large proportion of returned soldiers
would go on the land, and he urged that
immigration be conducted in future with
a direct view to placing numbers of fami-
lies in,the business of producing food.

C. 4‘ Bogert reviewed at length the
finances of the Dominion Bank,; and es-
timated that, since the close of 1914,
when a special taxation measure was in-
troduced by the Dominion Government
the Canadian banks have paid $2,000,000
tax on eirculation. Canadian banks have,
in addition, contributed to patriotic funds
and relief funds since August, 1914, near-
ly $1,000,000.

Like Sir Edmund Osler, he advocated
thrift among the Canadian people. Out-
side of the personal afflictions which have
unfortunately befallen so many, he did
not think the Canadian geoplg had suf-
fered from the war in the slightes® de-
gree, . On the contrary. they were in a
more 'prosperous position. A wise policy
for the commercial community to pursue,
he said, would be to shape their affairs
so that at the close of hostilities the
minimum amount of realizable assets will

be carried.

TO FORESTALL ATTACK

Sir Henry Rawlinson Thinks Ger-
mans Learn Lesson of
Verdun.

Paris, Jan. 81.—Do you believe,
general, that the Germans intend to
forestall you in an attack?’ asked a
Havas correspondent, in'an interview
with Gen. Sir Henry Rawlinson, corps
commander of the British forces on
the Somme front. (ien. Rawlinson an-
swered:

“The German officers are Kkeeping
up that hcpe among their men, I
know, but personally T doult that our
enemies have already forgotten the
lesson at Verdun. If they like to send
s, few hundred thousand men use-
lessly to slaughter, we see no objec-
tion. On the contrary, we have evarv-
thing ready to recceive them, or to
make them receive us when we
choose.”

In fact, I went to Chicago spe-
cially to obtain they opinion of Mr,
Arnold on the matter.”

Would Recommend Payment.

“If Mr. MacKay had placed his fig-
ure at filve or eix thousand dollars,”
said the ex-mhayor, “I would have re-
commended it to council,” | He said he
had told Mr. MacKay when he asked
him to analyze the reports of Mr. Ross
and Mr. Arnold, that they were being
paid $5,000 each for their services and
that he would have to keep his account
within that sum. Mr. MacRay said
he thought he could mnot do the work
for $5,000, but would put in an ac-
count that he considered : reasonable.
Regarding his authonity fér engaging
the services of the plaintiff, Mr. Hock-

en said he . found he had been laboring.

Probably no one is better gualified to
express an opinion on the e as play-
ed during the past twenty-five or thirty
years than Alex. Turnbull, more familiar-
iy known as “Dad,” a nickname wished
on him following the Royals’ invasion of
eastern Canada in 1908, when he piloted
a team composed of youngsters and re-
turned with the Minto' Cup, the cham-
pionship emblém, which still rests on the
banks of the Fraser. It is not often that
“Dad’’ Turnbull enters’ into a discussion
on the game, and for that reason what
hé has to say will be of interest to the

rosse fans, of not only British Colum-
bia, but thruout the Dominion. Turnbull
was undoubtedly the greatest centre-
fielder of Minto Cup time.

“How old is Dad?”’ was a question fired
from one to the other. ,Guesses were
many and varied.  Finally someone of-
fered the opinion that he was 42 years
of age when.he quit the .game. . He never
denied -it, modest as he always was, and
we're satisfied to let it go at-that. He
enjoyed a long and honorable career in
the game, and no one will dispute the
fact that from the playing standpoint he
was the game’s bright star.

In twenty-seven years’ experience,
Turnbull probably was the target for de-
& more than any other
man., His dashing style brought him into
the limelight, and many a efence man
prodded him with the end of the stick
and dropped the hickory hard on the vet-
eran’s head, with the result that he can
show more scars toda&y tl’tl’:lill any . other
layeér who ever tossed’'a #

Fet ’;t be said that he took it all without
a return. The other fellow always had
occasion to remember any brus with
Turnbull. But th latter’s rushing style
on the net left hi unprotected, and that
was the real cause of his being laid low
often. Some defence men g0 out to get
the other fellow’s “goat,” and get it they
do.- But there's no defence man, gast or
west, who can display Turnbull’s ‘“‘goat.
A trifie over five feet in height, he buzz-
ed around big men like Jim Kavanagh
and Harry Griffith like a cooper around
a barrel. He went around the big men
easier than men of his own, size, The
late Johnny Currie of the Shamrocks gave
Turnbull. more trouble than any “tl){ther
centre-fielder. u»’;bgilt g !eh%
steam roller, and about the‘same helg:
as Turnbull. Their batties were features
of Montreal-Westmlnster clashes.

John .H. Caufield writes in EIl Paso
Times as follows :
As we came back from Juarez, we saw
a Carranza soldier leaving the interna-

tional bridge. He wore the bright blue
overcoat which distinguishes all Carranza
soldiers who have uniforms—a flashy
blue  overcoat—the red lining of which
was tossed back to view as the soldier
walked across the street in front of us.
But the coat was badly ‘soiled. The sol-
dier’s shoes were ripped open at the sides
from long wear, and he limped painfully.
There was a drawn expression on his
face, perhaps from the epain of walking
on his lame foot, perhaps from under-
feeding or fever.

He must have been conscious of the
pathetic figure he cut, with his gay red
and blue coat over his otherwise bedrag-
gled andd sorry figue. He had been walk-
ing down -the sidewalk towards us, but
fifty feet away he cut across the street
to avoid our curious glances. Yet as he
limped across the street thru the mud, he
shot us a look that said very plainly ;
“Laugh, if ‘you dare.”

We didn’t laugh. We didn’t want to.
And if we had, we would have stifled the
impulse. We are still in Juarez, and a
quarrel with a Carranza soldier would
haveé meant, most probably, a hustling to
the jail, to wait, how long no one knows,
for trial by a, Carranze court. i 7

The soldfer was typical of Juarez—a
flash of color and gaiety on the outside—
gerving only to accentuate the misery
beneath. The American tourist, attract-
ed by the gambling halls or the dances
and cafes, finds their glamor oddly set
off by the wretched poverty in which
they are framed.

But there is a spirit everywhere which
says, “We want Americans’ money, not
their pity.” The distaste for the Gringo
is masked because of  the taste for the
Gringo’s coin, You are bound to feel it
everywhere you gO0. The beggar, when
he reaches out his hand ‘and Wh.'.“ve' with
his voice, says with his eyes, You had
best give me sogethmg. You are an
American in Mexico.” .

Begging Not Lost Art.

We had but to pass the tollgate, which
marks the middle of the bridge over the
muddy Rio, when Juarez's poverty was
forced upon us. Half a dozen little brov:'in
children danced around us, eagerly hold-
ing out their hands and showering us
with entreaties in Spanish. Their clothes
hung in rags over their dirty little skins,
and were no protection at all against the
chilly air. Despite their dirt and rags,
one would have been inclln_ed to, pet and
humor them, like a begging dog—but
how much typhus and smallpox do they
carry? Juarez is no place to fondle raga-
muffins. So we warded them off with
foot and hand, as we would have so
many puppies, letting them wander dis-
appointedly back to their post on the
bridge, to waylay legs particular pedestr-i
ans. . 5

the main street, which is lined with
on((znanr:i two-storey business houses, not
very different from the average A‘men-
can country town, there were crowds z}o'
thick that we sometimes had difficulty
pushing thru. But they were nearly all
idlers. They leaned .against the walls,
singly, or stood about in groups, the chief
interest of one idler being how the other
idler was idling. There were some auto-
mobiles carrying visitors to and from El
paso, and a few rickety carriages and
wagons driving about, which constituted
the bulk of the traffic. In the business
houses and saloons there were few cus-
tomers. Most of the tradespeople idled
like the rest, watching }he procession of
poverty that passed their doors.

In the chief gambling house, the Ca-
sino, familiarly known as ‘“Hell,?* there
was such a crowd of silent, ragged spec-
tators about the tables that we wonder-
ed how any had been left upon the street.
The place is a_very large hall, but it
was brimful, and we were frequently un-
able to get a view of the players at the
tables, the ‘“sweaters’” were S50 closely
packed about them.

Littie Girl Looks On.

Near the entrance, conspicuous amongst
the crowd’ of men, was a (lvo—year—old
baby girl, standing on a chair. She was
a prettﬂy—dressed. blue-eyed little girl,
with a bright red cap on her yellow curls,
looking, with mild curiosity. upon the
men who thronged about the dice table
at her side. Among them was an Ameri-
can woman,apparently the baby’s mother,
putting her money on the rattling bones.

We weiched a hand piaycd at the
draw-poker table, further down the hall.
Amid a tense quiet. thru which the play-
ers’ low-voiced calls for cards carried to
the favr edges of the watching circle, we
saw a king full beaten by an ace full,
with a handful of blue chips in the pot.
The holder of the king full tore his carde
in two-and threw them to the floor.
“Give us e blue deck,” he zaid.
dealer took the action 28 a matter of
course, and broke open' a new pack,
which was handed him by an attendant
from a boxful nearby.

The long table next to this, when
poker was the gamne, gave us a glirpse
of deft dealing which inspired us with
admiration, but not with a desire to
loosen our pocketbooks in the neighror-
wood. The dealer shot the cards with
one hend, straight gs rifle fire, face up-
ward under the hole eard at each man’s
place, snd the last c¢ne he would flip
into the air in a somersault, letting it
fall, truc as a fly from an-expert caster’s
rod. face upward by ils mates.. Sifting
from a red to a blue deck overy hand
would havély give us confidence in a
game like that.

Aore sociablc game# were in progrees
at other tables Gown the hall. apparent-
ly hetween friendly groups of Mexicans
who had taken the tables for their
private use. The stakes were small, and
there was some-talk and laughter going

Roulette Crowd is Cheerful.

There was more talk and laughing
around the roulette wheels, ond the ox-
citement took on a cheerful form. Here
were more American women, brushiag
against al! sorts of hard-looking JMexi-
cans, with attention for nothing but the
flying wheels.

At the back of the hall, a band began
to play, =s it wuas late afternoon, and
the night crowd would soon be flocking
in. A fair number of drinks were bei
passed across the bar and we imagine
¢that the pi would on some of its
old-time riotness as the evening wore on.

During the afteynoon the Keno Hall
and the Tivoli Cafe and dance hall were
deserted, giving better opportunity to
study their clahorate decorative schemes,
put robbing us of the more picturesque
scene that they present at night, when
filled with revelers—and the incvitaole
crowd of impoverished hangers-on.

The bull ring was another feature that
we had to study in still life, without its
ection. A Mexican who found us at the
front gate, pexilecked out, vomnteered
for ten cents apiece to let us in a private
way at the side., his home being in one
of the roows which encircles the ring.
Under his guidance we saw the scads |
‘“4n the shade” and the seats “in the
sun’* which, except for that fact, are
identical, and learnsd how the 400 of
Juarez et in the shade, even in the
winter; and pay higher prices, while the
rabble take their cheap seats in the com- |
fortable svnshine—which would have
made us ridicule Mexjcan custom if we
had not thought of some things done in
the republic to the north, which mark
us “pmothers urder the skin” The gal- |
tery laround the top of the ring, / our |
guide pointed out, was minus the chairs |
with| which. it had. been previously
furnished, Villa having needed kindling
wood cn the occasion of his last visit.

Blarkets Lead the strle

The plaza, vnder the combined infiu-
ence of winter, war and poverty, hasg
little now of that life for which it was
once famous. A oscattering of men,
promenading the walks with their blank-
ets wrapped about their should and
held across their faces, were the sole
possessors. But they maintained the
dignity of the place in fair style. A
fifty-cent red blanket can be work by 2
Mexican with all the loftiness of a stage

hero.

At the jail, which tops the rise of a
couple of squares from the plaza, we
were invited in with astonishing hospi-
tality by the soldiers on guard—the rea-
son for which we learned when we had to |
pay our way out. Going thru three iron-
barred gates, we were shown -into the
“run-round,’”’ an open court that has air
and sunshine enough to shame the aver-.
age American jail.

Thru round portholes cut in the doors;
of the cells that lined the court, prison-:
ers’ faces peered out, getting thereby |
their only view of the outside world— |
for how many vears some of them had
taken this curtailed outlook no one knows.
They are awaiting trial—or the time when

One place we found where there was
peace, and a sense of security—the old
church. It is a big, plain white stone
building, bare within and without.

In the dark chapel we found an un-
painted wooden floor and white walls,
a few stained-glass windows and the altar
being all that saved it from complete

monotony.
In the Oid Church,

Before the ailtar, half a dozen figures
were kneeling. In the gloomy light they
were silhouetted against the altar's
candles, motionless black shadows. Thru.
oug the time we stood in the chapel they
continued to kneel, in silent prayer. Fear
of Carranza or Villa, or hatred of Gringo
found no' place there. But when actual
battles surge egain into the town, the
church will again, in all likelihood, be.-,
come a centre of fighting, as it has dur-
ing previous assaults.

On our way back to the Bl Pasoside of '~
the river we hailled the khaki sentry et
the bridge with ‘much the same feeling
that an American, homeward. bound
across the Atlantic hails the Statu of
Liberty. El Pasoans who have lived there
long enough may regard Juarez as part
of their city, and when they cross tha“
international line feel as little sensation -
as when they cross Bl Paso street. But
to the wvisitor, a trip to Juarez is a
foreign tour. And most of the visitors,
at present, breathe a bit easier when they

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THE GREAT AWAKENING

Elevation of Lloyd George Il-
_ lustrates Dawning of New

i

e and Brighter Days.

Two years of war have done more
to. enlighten the way of social evolu-
tion than the previous 50 years, said
Raymond Robins, millionaire uplifter,
of Chicago, wha addrbssed the Cara-
dian Club at luncheon yesterday. To
his mind the solution of the problems
of capita] and labor, of female labor
and immigratiom, and other problems
of the industria! world lay in the re-
alization of the principle of service.

Never before had there -besn such
& call made upon the industries of
Great Britain for the service of . the
people as today. Because of it the
industrial system of the Anglo-3Saxon
world was undergoing tremendous
changes. Out of it would come.a new
social orgsmization. Britain’s present
business government was an illustra-
tion and a prophesy. Public service,

. mnot profit making, was now industry’s

reason for existence. .
Government and industry should go
arm in arm. Industry wouid never
get on vital terms with the ' social
fabric until it discovered tha dignity
and honor of service. Germany had
achieved co-operation of government
and industry, and hecause of' that
achievement it was able to hold ‘the
werld at bay “im what I believe to be
the worst cause in history.”
Attacking the American distrust of
trusis, Mr. Robins said that it was
not how much business was done, but
how that business was done, that was
the social problem. .
As for the conflict of capital and
labor, for the first time in history,
roduction  of wealth was sufficient.
was the problem of distribution that
remained to be solved. Capital would
be able to take care of itself because
it gave most economical production.
One of the greatest prohlems of
the times was caused by the fact that
capital was now largely impersonal
and irresponsible. The holders of
slock were removed from the factory

-and thought nothing of moral respon-

gibility, but altogether of dividends.

Women had followed industry, not
jnvaded it. The fact that they had
been forced to give up regulating their
own chores end the quantity. of the
production in"the homes from which
modern methods had taken many of
their 4industries, and compelled to
give regulation working days' labor
was a.serious menace to the virility
of Anglo-Saxon maternity.

Another factor in the modern prob-
jem was the elimination of the west-
ern frontier over which the oppressed
could escape by immigration. The
greaker believed that the present im-
migration problem both in Canada
«nd the United States could be han-
dled 'with profit to both countries it
the imunigrant were mnot looked upon
aus so much labor, but on a basis of his
possibility of community service. g

“If the bars are put up against the
jmmigrant in this country, you will
do a great injustice to this country
end to civilization,' said the speaker.

The principle of democraey it in-
dustry was vindicated in Lloyd Gecrge.

LAND, NOT BUILDINGS

Present Exemption Works
 Hardship in Many Muni-
civalities.

Sir Adam Beck anncunced yester-
day that he intends to recom:nend to
the government that the Assessment
Act be amended to allow the hydro-
electric comunission to pay faxes on
lands owned cr occupied by them. The
nassessment he retummends will be on
the land itself d not on the ini-
rovements, the  assessment to oe
Eased on that of adjoining Iands.
Upder the Assessment Act as it stands
at present the property of the com-
mission is exempt from taxation. This
has -been felt bty many municipalities
to be a hardship, especially with re-
gard to school taxes. ;
There had been a number of com-
plaints in this rtz»sipectt;1 from munlgll.-t

lities, especially in the easiern part
gg’ thes'provi‘nce, said Sir Adam. In
1he Township of Artemesis the com:-
mission had secured a very consid-
erable tract ¢f land in connection with
the Eugenia Falls development. Tha
exemption-of this tract from taxation
had been found to be a great hard-
ship to the rest of the municipality, in
the maiter of school and other taxes.
The next serious case was that of
the Township of Stamford. A dele-
gation from this place waited on Sir
Adam yesterday. It was composed of
Reeve A. N. Myer, C. Munroe, clerk:
¥, Habgood, A. Bridge, E. Kelscy, J.
‘W alters, F. ﬁalhzger and W. Nichols.
Their' complaint was with regard to
the land occupl in their township
for the canal from Chippews. Creek
to Queenston.

Prepare Estimate.
Sir Adam told the members of this
delegation that he had instructed his
engineers to prepare_an cstimate of
the actual cost to the .commission if
it was 1o pay all the taxes on all the
lands nccupied or owned by the com-
mission.
In view of the revenue and the
moneys made by the commission, said
Sir Adam, he would recommend that
the clause in the Assessment Act ex-
empting the commission from assess-
ment be amended, and that such lands
be assess d at a rate based on the
aseessment of adjacent lands in much
the same/way as railway lamds are
assessed.
“It 1s to be understood,” said Sir
Adam, “that this applles fo the land
owned and occupied and not to any
buildings or structures on the land.”
£p aking of the land on which the
building on University avenue stands,
the building in which he then was,
Sir Adam said that it was worth forty
or fifty thousand dollars. Under the
proposed amendment the city would
be no worse off than it was before,
as it would recelve taxation on this
aseesssment to the extent of some
twelve to fourteen hundred dollars.
Have Big Efiect. ;

The amendment would have .a very
large effsct in some municipalities
where the taxes from which the com-
miesion was exempt would form a
large proportion of the total taxation.
In Stamford, for instance, tha amount
would be about $3000, in Artemesia
from $8000 to $10,000.
. 8ir Adam sald further that in many
cases municipaliti s * lost taxes thru
the present exemption, tho they might
not use hydro power. Such cases
were provided by municipalifies thru
which power lines ran but which did
not themselves use that power.
The argument for the exemption of
improvements on the lands of the
commission lies in the fact that thru-
cut the system ' developments 6 worth
millions of dollars are- erected on land
of small value in municipalities where
the assessment on these plants would
be greater possihly than the assoss-
ment of the rest of tha ‘property in
the whole of the township. :
Sir Adam expr-sséd confidence that
the government woula fall in with his
suggestion in this matter.

One ol
the men has written me to the effect
that 60 per cent, of the parcels sent
from Canada do not reach the men.
He also asserts that these parcels are
stolen in Canada and never even get
to England. Women who send parcels
{to their husbands regularly and num-
ber them consecutively have proven
that nearly three out of four parcels
are~stolen. I am told it i gossip of
the trenches that this stealing takes
place in Canada because the Tommies
would Iynch anybody in England
caught thieving a soldier’s parcel.

Is it not about time that public ac-
tion was taken in this matter? This
thieving of parcels mailed to <oldiers
is a foul crime—and should be pun-
ishable by death—in time of war.

Latest Instrument of
Destruc :

Life. in a tank, from descriptions of
soldiers .who have 'survived the. ex-
perience in battle at the Somrme front,
must .be a combinution of the exist-
ence led in a hoiler factory, a trac-
tion engine, and a torpedo-boat. There

is absolutely no room to spare. There

is an incessant rcar.and clang of ma-
chinery, and of stee} echoing on steel
within the ccnfined resounding spacs
of the tank's metal wallg and armor-
ed roof. And when it gets into the
fighting zone and goés bumping over
rovgh ground the jolting, pitching and

1 heaving, the climbing -and diving, are

partly those of a land wagon and
partly thcse of a ship, but intensified.
The bumps, however, - would imply
that the ship ‘was on the rocks.

Then, when the tank waddles across
No Man’s Land, with the bullets from
German rifles and machine guns pat-
tering on itsg armor plates like hail-
stones ¢n a tin roof, the din is abso-
lutely deafening.

Men can adapt themselves to any
circumstances on earth, the leavens
above or the waters under the earth,
as this war has witnessed. Men travel
and fight under the sea. They tunnel
and undermine the gronmnd. They fight
in ditches, and sleep in deep dugouts.
They fly in the air and fight batfles
above the clouds. They go to. sed in
ships and sink each other with tor-
pedoes and big shells, And now they
crawl over the broken face of nature
and fight in armored tanks!

In' Official Film.’

What a tank looks like in action
as it ambles over the face of the
country will be revealed when
the official film, = *‘The Can-
edians in Action and the
Ad¥ance of the Tanks,” is shown
here. What life inside a tank is' may
Ie gathered 1rom the diary of & mamn-
ber of the crew of one of these tanks
2\ young Australiar;, as published in
The Manchaster Guardian.'

“Monday — Out for first time.
Strange sensatlion. Worse than being
ir a4 submarine. At first unable to
see anything, but imagined a_ lot.

‘hide.” Not the least impression was
made. Shells. began to burst.  We
moved on and overtook some more,
frightened Huns. Cut their ranks to
ribbons with our fire.

“They ran like men possessed. Of-
ficer tried to rally them. They await-
ed our coming for a while. As scon
as our guns b2gan to spit at them
they were off once more. )

“Experience was not altogether
pleasant at first. Tank sickness is ns
bad as sea sickness until you get used
to them.

“Thursday — Got
lage., and passed
t\\% irregular rows of  wrecked
houres, Hundreds of Huns came
rushing up from cellars and from be-
hind ruins to see us. Some had eyes
staring out of their head. Iooked sur-
prised and even frightened.

“One blighter made 2 rush at us
with a clubBed rifle. Made a horrible
swipe at the tank. Smashed his rifle
and made a nasty noise on wur roof.
Hurt himself more than he hurt us.

“Friday-—Early afloat. Usual show-
ers of bulléts and a few shells on the
way. Got right across a trench, Made
the sparks fly. Went along parapet
routing out Hung everywhere. Enemy
terrified. Tiied to rum, but couldn’t
keep it up under our fire. Threw up
the sponge and surrendered in batches.

“One cheeky chap saldyg he didn't
think it was fair ty fight with such
things. We said that was our affalr,

; many ' cared to make over it,

“Saturday-—O@n the move before
breakfast. Terrible crash first go off.
Thought we had collided with a wan-
dering ‘vorld. Weathered the storm.

Rare
goud sport, Enemy tried a surprise
for infantry—Yorkshiremen—advanc-
ing to attack. We tried a surprise,
too, and ours came off first.

“We waddled: into their ambush for
the attacking troops.

Only a few chaps stay-
ed behind and tried to stop us by
machine-gun fire, Smashed them to'
bits and left their machine guns to be
picked up by the Yorkshiremen.

Tho banR's assets at the end
of 1914 totaled $80,457.000, znd  they
have now reached the sum cf %$92,86C.-
000, an increase of $5,391,000 in the
year and of $12,409,000 in the +two
years 19156 and 1916, The note circu-
lation in 1916 swwed a growth of

 lcver two milfions, ard now stands at

$7,118,000. Deposits by the public in-
creased_over $4,500,000.

The “disposal of these increased
funds was effected in such & way as
to afford the maximum of security to
depositors while meeting all the legi-
timate trade requirements of clients
and earning a satisfactory profit for
shareholders. The cash itenis of the
asrets side of the balancs sheet, which
were already very strong in 1915,

were not increased, but the amount of |

public securities in the bznk’s vaults
was greatly eularged, particularly
regards the item of “Canadian Muni-
c¢ipal securities and British, foreign
and colonial public s8ceurities and
c¢ther than Canadian.”
