North Germans, Seeking
Food, Warned Away by

Munich Government.

TO REDUCE RATIONS

Cabinet Admits Conditions
Are Superior to Those in
Prussia.

* THE HAGUE, - via Tondon, June
28,—The ‘widespread {impression in
North Germany that Bavaria, com-
pared with other German states, is
flowing with milk and honey, has led
to indications that a big influx of
summer guests may be expected there,
This prospect has so alarmed the

Munich Government that it has been
thought necessary to issue a warning
to intending visitors, pointing out
that altho the Bavariam meat cards
entitle the holders to seven hundred
grammes weekly, which is consider-
ably more than in North Germany,
they include sausage, bacon, preserv-
ed meats and fats, which are not in-
cluded in the north German meat
cards. Besides, the Bavarian rations
will shortly be reduced about twenty
per cent. ow, to the shortness of
supplies. 4

It is true that) butter cards entitle
the holders to 100 grammes per week,
but very rarely is the full ration
availahle. Eggs, sugar, peas and beans
are also very scarce, while sea fish
are much less easily procurable,

The ministry therefore expresses
the hope that Bavaria will be spared
the threatened friendly invasion ad-
ding that as the country itself is
short to supplies it cannot undertake
to feed an additional population,

centration than two men a yard on the average, or alittle more than

3000 men to the mile.

In order to be able to carry thru such an operation there must be a
big element of surprise. As aerial observation prevents the concealment
of big concentrations of troops, the general knowledge of a coming offensive
cannot be kept from the enemy, so this form of surprise can he counted
on as eliminated.

& general series of attacks ending with the concentration of efforts on a
front of eight to twenty-five miles in breadti for the purpose of tryime to
break that front. The Germans have preferred making the front chosen
for their principal zssaults as narrow as is conveniently possible, while

the allies have shown a persistent tendency to widen the area of their
attacks.

If you closely conserve conditions on the British front at the present
time you will note that the, Germans, suspicious of British designs, have
kept pretty comstantly on that front a force ot about 500,000 bayonets
and amounting with artillery and other sorvices to about 900,000 men,
or at least 8000 men a mile. That is three times the concentration of
troops per niile deemed capable of holding a fortified front. The con-
clush_)n i{s therefore irresistible that if the British are planning to break
that/front in the near future they must bring into play not only vastly
supérior numbers, but the greatest artillery surprise of the war. They
must be able to fire, perhaps, ten shells to the Germans’ one. It is not
improbable that if the attack is launched in all seriousness of endeavor
it will be supported by the massed fire of a number of batteries at present
undreamed of. New tactical surprises may algo be produced.

In
thig belief he concurred in the appoint-
ment of Mr. Lloyd George to take up
the negotiations.

When, at Whitsuntide, he learned

handed in his resignation. He said he

Stocking, the hydro-electric enginder,
present, was urged to lose no time in
getting the movement under way. Reeve
Cornell presided.

The figures, as submitted by the
engineer, for street lighting on the Dan-
forth avenue, showed approximately a
cost of $16 a light per year, and on the
Kingston road $16 a year. The lights
would be placed at about 220 feet apart
for the rates quoted, The cost of house
lighting would vary with the number of
consumers and would be considerably in
excess of the city rates. The success or
faflure of the scheme, as far as Scarboro
was concerned, would depend largely on
the unanimity’ with which the people
supported it.

George Greoqh,oumoor for the southern
portion of the township and who has had
the matter of securing petitions under
way, stated last night he had obtained
177 names of prospective consumers,
which would be increased considerably
when the canvass for that district was
comvleted.

The license board, in all probability,
will not grant the petition which the
native wine manufacturers tendered
some weexs ago, that they should be
allowed to open depots tor the sale of
their product in various cities thruout
the province. No mention of the place
of sale is made in the Ontorio Tem-
perance Act, but in the older Liquor

License Act the vendor of native wines |-

was forced to seil in wholesale quanti-~
ties at the place of manufacture, The
hoard is understood to be uf opinion
that this was the intention of the
framers of the Ontario Tomperance
Act also, and indications are that u
similur provision will be made by them,

The growers petitioned the board on
the ground that smaller manufacturers
might bring in various quantities of
fra.pu into. the city and manufacture
hem there into_wine, and under cover
of this manufacturas carry on an iliicit
traffic. The. bourd appears to be of
opinfon that customers may purchase
just as well by mail.

s Grant Permits.

Chairman J, D. Flavelle suid yester-
day that the intention of the board is
to grant permits to bona-fide manye-
factyrers under which they may make
their wine. This will be without costt
but it will protect the genuine ‘nanu-
facturer from competition with pirates
and will give the board control over
the trade, so that should the quality
manufactured not be up ‘o standard
the board cquid cancel the permit ard
shut down the factory.

The wine growers were asked to
make a report on certain matters to
the board. They have not done so. 1i
is possible that after Sept. 16 the board
may require the manufacturers of
wine in Ontario to furnish them with
statements as to the amount of grapes
used in the manufacture of the quan-
tity of their wine, which must he
stated.

Another matter which the board has,
under consideration is that of In-
structing the vendors appointed to dis-
tribute liquor after the nct goes into
force, to sell liquor ordered hy doctors

caught such a fish in tha Nepigon.
People said “fish story” to lim, and he
got annoyed and sent a sample of the
fish to Dr. Prince at Ottawa,

Dr. Prince said at once that it was
a really speckled trout, and us no one
can venture to dcubt his word, it mus!
be accepted that in the Nepigon there
was a speckled trout that did weigh
14 1-2 pounds and that Dr. Cook caught
it.

The matter was brought to the ears
of the game and fisheries department
here. They took credit for vhe abnor-
mal size of the fish in that they had
been active in clearing the pikc from
thoso waters. In past years the
department has sent two men to ex-
terminate as many pike -as sible,
This year, as no appropristion was
available for this work, the depart-
ment devised the scheme of givirg tha
Indians of the district free license to
fish for pike in the Nepigon waters,

As pike prey heavily on trout the
size of that caught by Dr, Cook indi-
cates that the methods of the depari-
ment have been largely successful,

The great war brought this country
and many other countries suddenly
up against abnormal conditions in re-
spect to ocean tonnage, We found our-
selves with enormous crops, but no
lhlps\to carry them to Europe. The
freight rate for earrying a bushel of
grain across the Atlantic rose from
7 or 8 cents to 45 cents a bushel
True, our neighbors in the United
States were held up in the same way,
and our sister commonwealth of
Australia found herself cut off from
the British market,

What did these mations do towards
meeting the ‘emergency? TUnable to
rent ocean tonnage ‘did they buy or
build? = The Wilson Government, at
Washington, -tried to found ‘an” Amier-
lcan merchant marine, but the ship-
ping trust strangled the ship pur-
chase bill in the Senate. “In Canada
we did nothing but appeal for help
to the government of the mother
country. The one man in the world
who seems to have had the merve to
deal with the situation was
Premier Hughes of Australia, While
in England, he purchased 15 vessels,
which will be owned and operated by
the Australian Government,

In Canada members of both sides
of parliament have urged the gov-
ernment to buy or build ships, and
get upon the Atlantic ocean something
of a Canadian merchant marine, The
subject was pressed againi upon the
attention of the government at the
last session, by F. W, Barnard, M.P.
for Victoria, B.C., who' spoke for the
Pacific coast, by E. M, Macdonald, M,
P, for Pictou, N, 8, and other mem-
bers from the provinces on the
Atlantic seaboard, and by W, ¥. Mac-
lean, M. P, for South York, who dis-
cussed the subject perhaps from a
more broadly national standpoint, but
not _unmindful of the great ship-
bullding yards on the Great Lakes,
including our own big plant in
Toronto,

Premier Hughes has  done a good
stroke of work for his country, and
before Sir George Foster comes back
from England he might go him one
better. We are sorry at any rate that
the government.did not take power
from parliament to buy or build ocean
tonnage, A bill should have been
passed before this in our opinion, af-
firming the policy of Canada to buy
and build ships, Just now publie

men at Washington are preparing to
grapple with the armament trust, and
the bill which recently passed the
U. 8. Senate is so crisp and com-
pact that it might serve as a model
for some Canadian legislation, With-

Had this plan been adopted In
Canada, we might have had four or
five battalions of each _of the
rein-
forcements were needed they would
have gone from the battgliona of the
mother regiment to strengthen their
sister battalions at the front., There
has been little or no allowance made
for the esprit de corps which counts
for so much in all the fine British and
Irish ’ regiments of the line. It has
had ‘its effect upon recruiting here
without doubt, but it appears' to be
hopeless to get the government ¢to
take ordinary views of such matters.
There is perhaps too little histor~
fcal. interest or background among
the young men of the country in any
case, A rallying call to the flag in
the United States brings the sons of
Uncle Sam to their feet” in hordes.
Young Canadian men lack this en-
thusiasm, Our history does not seem
to inspire us as United States hisfory
does our neighbors, or British history
does the young men of Great Britain,
Many explanations are being sought
out for the apathy of Quebec, and it
has been said that the infildelity of
France has damped the enthusiasm
of the habitant., But would he not
respond to the story of Belgium? Are
the Belgians not faithful emough to
their ancient faith?

Is it possible that our young men
would have crowded into the ranks
of battalions which ‘were frankly
units of the Queen’s Own, or -the
Grenadiers, or the Highlanders,
rather than numbers . without as-
sociations or historic value? Were

nothing of such minor Iimportance
would prevent a young man from en~
listing, but this does not excuse the
authorities for not taking every step
that might have assisted the recruit-

Conflicting Stories

There is evidently some mystery.
about the reports that’'have come to
hand about the  death of General
Mercer. The official report of his burial
must be accepted -as the account of
the facts. But then, what becomes
of the statement from Lieut, Gooder-
ham on the postcard received this
week? He says, that he lay for two
days on the fleld beside General
Mercer’'s ‘body, and was then picked
up by a German patrol, and that
General Mercer's body was being
buried by Germans with honors. A
third story was to the effect that, an
ambulance had conveyed Generai
Mercer, wounded, to a dressing sta-
tion, and the inference afterwards
was that the Germans had rushed
this, and slaughtered all the persons
in it, wounded or whole. Apparently
the Germans were guilty of some foul
deed which they tried to cover up
by compelling Lieut. Gooderham to
serrd home a false report,

BURIED AT POPERINGHE

Official
With Lieut. Lyman Good-
.~ erham's Letter.

OTTAWA, June 27—Details of the
death an@l burial of Msjor-General
M. 8. Mercer are conveyed in a cable
received today at the militia depart-
ment from the Canadian representa-
tive in the fleld,

It states: “The body of Major-
General Mercer was recovered from
a demolished dugout in the Armagh
wood. All the buttons and decora-
tions on his tunic had been cut off,
'ggt rank badges had not been touch-

“Examination showed that the gen~
eral had been severely wounded in
the leg and had also received bulléet
wounds in the head, either of which
would have been sufficient to cause
death,

“Gem Mercer's body was carried
back an dburied in a military ceme-
tery close to Poperinghe, A large
number of oﬂ!cers including the
corps commander and the late gen-
eral’s staff, attended the funeral,
Some of the latter had traveled all
night.” ‘

The foregofng despatch is in con-
flict with the contents of a letter from
Lieut. Lyman Gooderham, which
reached Torontoon Monday from a
German camp where he 1s a prisoner.
Lieut. Goderham stated that the Ger-
mans were preparing an honorable
burial for Gen, Mercer's body, which
they had picked up. Ottawa now
learns that a body recognized as that
of Gen. Mercer, was buried by the
British at Poperinghe., Friend and
foe. may both have buried what they
thought were Gen. Mercer's remains.

Further Confirmation,

parade to Queen’s Park of the wives,
sisters, mothers and children of men
at the front with an idea to impress-
ing the young men of Toronto with
their duty.

CHICAGO, June 27.—~Disappointment
over the smaliness of export sales of U.
8. wheat caused a reaction today from
an early advance in the wheat market
here. Prices closed nervous at the same
as yesterday's finish to %ec lower, with
July $1.01% and Sept. $1.04%. Corn was
wound up ¥%c to %ec at I& higher, with
oats. varying from a shade off to %e
gain and provisions unchanged to a de-
cline of five. et

At the outset the bulls in wheat were
encouraged by higher cable quotations
and by an inference that the Buropean
demand would show a notable improve-
ment. Free speculative purchasing here
ensued and until midday the majority of
dealers were ed to ignore better
harvest weather in the southwest and
also to disregard the fact that the
world's avalfable stock total was the
largest ever recorded for June. Instead,
emphasis was put on the possible harm
which might result from rains in Ne-
braska, where the cutting of the new
crop was expected to begin within a
week.

Bearish reactions in the wheat market
formed the rule during the last hour,
when signs were evident that the hopes
of any substantial enlargement of ex-
port sales today would be unfuifilled.
The only amount of domestic grown
wheat that was certainly known to have
been disposed of for ocean shipment
was 25,000 bushels at Omaha. After
the close, estimates were made that
Europe had bought 500,000 bushels, but
it was sajd that the bulk of Burope's
supply lately came from Canada. Corn
held comparatively strong, despite the
late weakness of wheat. Liberal ex-
port business and the prevailing cool
temperatures proved unmanageabile
obstacles for the bears. Besides, gossip
was current that Argentine cargoes
headed toward the United States were
for transshipment to Europe. Oats were
easy, owing to reports of splendid crop
prcgress. Moreover, available stocks at
21.0(;0,000 bushels in excess of last year's
total.

Some of the best Canadian hothouse
eucumbers that have been on the mar-
ket in a long time came in yesterday, an
0dd basket of extra choice bringing $1.75
per 11-quart basket, the bulk, however,
m!ng at $1.50, the No. 2's also being of
much better quality and bringing $1.25
per 11-quart basket. Dolph Malott. Ruth-
ven, shipped in especially fine ones to
both White & Co. and Stronach & Sons,
while Gilbert Bristow's shipment to Stro-
nach & Sons came a close second.

Hothouse tomatoes continue to be
rather draggy, the bulk of the No. 1's
being a slow sale at 15¢ per 1b.,, altho
there are a few extra choice ones going
at 18c, and some No. 1's which are ovéer-
rlgghonl,v bringing 12%c per.-lib,

e gooseberries 2re a much better
sige than those at first received, some
lglendid ones coming in yesterday, but
the demand for this class of fruit is very
goor, partly caused by the extremely
igh price of sugar. The six-quart bas-
kets sold at 40c to 50c, and a few of the
best at 60c, while the 11-quarts ranged
from 75c to $1.25, according to quality,

The first California pears for this sea-
son came in yesterday, and sold at $2.75
per case,

Defence Apparently Hopes to
Score on Purely Technical
" Point.

LONDON, June 2.45 p.m.~The
prosecution in the trial of Sir Roger
Casement on i charge of treason rest-
ed its case suddenly shortly after the

luncheon recess. and the attorney-
general announced that he had no
statement 10 make,

As Mr. Alex. Sullivan, chief counsecl
for Roger Casement, proceeded with
his address it became increasgingly
evident that the defence attached the
greatest importance to the attempt to
show the indictment was faulty, in-
asmuch as it charged treason “by
adhering to the King’s enemies else-
where than in the King’s realms.”

¥or mors than two hours Mr. Sulli-
van argued the matter from every
angle, citing numerous cases, some
of which were very ancient, avhich
le declared tended to show no man
conld be tried for treason committed
outside the King’s realm.

At many points the three justices
entered into dissertations on the
questions raised. When the court ad-
journed Mr. Sullivan had not com-
pleted his argument, which will be
continued tomorrow.

Public Apathetic.
The second day of the trial opened
with no change in the apathetic atti-
tude with which the genecral public
regards the case. The principal rea-
son offered for this lack of interest ix
that the attention of the country is
focused upon the continent, where
what possibly may prove the decisive
phase of the great war is at a crucial
stage on both the eastern and western
fronts.
The attitude of Casement himself
is far from being one of gravity. He
appears neither crushed nor subdued
by the seriousness of his position, and
takes the proceedings in a most cas-
ual manner,

Evidence Not Exciting.

The proseciution today resumed the
introduction of testimony immediately
the court opened The witnesses were

Bordeaux Mixture, and Its Uses—A ¥
Fungicide.

An insecticide is a medicated spray
that is used for the purpose of de-
stroying insects. A fungicide is a
spray that will kill the spores of vari-
ous moulds or fungi. .

The one will not take the place of
the other, becausc an insect is an in-
sect and the spores of moulds and the
like are really living “seeds,” and need
quite different treatment.

It is therefore necessary before de-
ciding which to use, to know what i
ot
course insects can be usually,
but rust, mould, and the effects of
fungi can be seen and often look like
the ravages of insects. Yet worse, the
1esults of fungous growths quite often
cannot be detected at all by the naked
eye, but what happens is that the
buds appear, blight and dle, apparently
for no reason whatever,

The . pacony is. one of the plants
very subject to this mysterious set of
diseases. Ants carry on their feet the
fine spores of a destructive mould, and
these are deposited upon the buds of
the plant, penetrate into th» heart and
a mould wraps all the inner. fibres in
its tissues.

The . hollyhock, the larkspur, the
chrysanthemum, the carnation, the be-
gonias, the gladiolius, the hyancinths
and the narcissus are all very sus-
ceptible to some one or other of the -
various moulds so common here in
Ontario. And up to the presesnt, the
best solution, i used in time, is this
Bordeaux mixture. :
