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Laws and Requlations

OF THE

MONTREAL AUXILIARY BIBLE SOCIETY.

L The Society shall be denominated « THE MONTREAL AUXILIARY BIBLE
BOCIETY,” the objects of which shall be to co-operate with the Brimisi Anp
Foreiey BisLe Soctery, in promoting the distribution of the Holy Seriptures, both
at home and abroad,

IL. Conformably to the prineiples of the Parent Institution, the Bibles and Testa-
ments eireulated by this Society shall be without note or eomment,

IIL All persons subseribing two dollars or upwards, per annum, shall be mem-
bers of this Society; or forty dollars at one time, shall be members for life.

IV. The business of the Society shall be condueted by a President, Vice-Presi-
dents, Treasurer, two Seeretaries, and a Committee consisting of not less than
twenty members, with power to add to the number ; five members of this Com-
mittee shall form a quorum,

V. No lay member of the Society shall be eligible as a member of the Com-

mittee unless he be a life member, or pay an annual subseription of at least four
dollars,

VL The Committee shall have the power of nominating such persons as shall
bave rendered essential services to the Society as Honorary Governors for life,

VIL The Committee shall meet once every month, or oftener, on some day to be
fixed by themselves,

VIIL The whole of the Subscriptions and Donations reeeived by this Society,

and not required for its own operations, shall, from time to time, be remitted to the
Parent Society.

IX. For the purpose of giving full effect to the benevolent designs of the Brrrisn
AND ForeieN Bmie Sociery, in their grant of the Seriptures for distribution
among the poor, the Committee shall make it their business to inquire what families
or individuals are in want of Bibles and Testaments, and it shall be the duty of
the Committee to furnish them therewith at prime cost, reduced prices, or gratis,
according to their circumstanees,

X. A general meeting of the Subseribers shall be held annually at Montreal,
when the aecounts shall be presented—the proceedings of the past years stated—a
new Committee appointed—and a Report agreed upon to be printed under the
direction of the Committee, and cireulated among the members,

XL No alternation shall be made in these Laws, except at a general meeting of

the Society, called by special notice, to be advertised in two of the Montreal News-
Ppapers, ene mouth previously.

REPORT.

Tue Committee beg to present the Thirty-fourth Report of the Montreal
Auxiliary Bible Society. In doing so it is matter for which humbly to
thank God, that although pestilence long raged in our midst, every one
in the Society’s service has been spared throughout the year, and that
the Committee are all here to give account of their discharge of the
duties which twelve months ago were devolved upon them. How sug-
gestive the thought that a generation has passed away since this Society first
had existence! Few of its years have been more eventful than this one,
But what we are now especially and gratefully called upon to note is,
that above all those which have gone before it, this has been one of suc-
cess in the great cause of Bible Circulation, Our review we believe will
show that our work as an Auxiliary has not been altogether of a routine
character, but that, with us, several important efforts mark the year, and
that substantial progress has been made. These will in due course be
noticed, and it will be seen that here again we have occasion of thank-
fulness to God. And then looking outward and beyond ourselves,
to our sister Auxiliaries, to the American Bible Society, and to our own
venerated Parent Institution, and surveying, as a whole, their work, we
shall rejoice that efforts so noble have signalized the year, as to render it
memorable in the annals of Bible Society enterprise.

But while we allow a just appreciation of what has been done, and
contrast it, rejoicingly, with the former times, and are grateful to God
that He has enabled his servants to do it, saying “not unto us, O Lord,
not unto us but unto Thy name give glory,” God’s people, have, neverthe-
less, to make confession of short-coming and of sin, and painfully realiz-
ing how little has, after all, been done towards supplying this dark and
destitute world with God’s Book, have still to labour, and more than ever
to pray, that He would put forth His own power, and Himself work, so
that great results may be speedily achieved, and the time come, which
faith has ever now in view, “ when the earth shall bo filled with the
knowledge of the Lord,” and the Kingdom and the Glory shall be His.

But for a while we must limit our view to ourselves, and in entering
upon what is particularly the Report of this Society for the year, your
Committee begin with the Depository where, as for many years past, the-
business of the Society is carried on under the zealous and efficient
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management of Mr. James Milne, whose assiduous attention to the duties
of his office they are bound to record. The House, which the Society
occupies conjointly with the other Societies, is leased only for the present
year, and it will consequently fall to the succeeding Committee to obtain
another. The wisdom of the adoption of the present plan continues to
be manifest, for not only is there the advantage of ostensible union of the
several branches of benevolent enterprise amongst us, but a saving is
effected in the expenses of management of each as was shewn in our
Report for 1853, The Committee trust, therefore, the union arrangement

will continue. The expenses for the present year to this Society amount
to £156 13s, 44.

ISSUES,

Under this head the Depositary reports the business of the year
to exceed by 50 per cent. that of 1853, and to be more than that of
any previous year of the Society’s existence, being 5568 Bibles, 8083

Testaments, total 13,651, Total from the commencement of the Society
176,508,

These figures may be supposed to indicate but little attention to the
work of supplying the destitute, and so to a certain extent they do ; but
it is to be remembered, that with us, as with the Parent Society, it is a
principle to sell cheaply, rather than to give, the Scriptures, And in
this country, generally speaking, the people are sufficiently above the
condition of abject poverty, to afford the small sum of Ten Pence for a
Bible. Accordingly our Sales or Issues are found to increase. In the
nature of the case, however, through the Colportage effort now under-
taken, there will be found so much of destitution, coupled with the posi-

tive inability to buy, which, if supplied, as it ought to be, will advance
considerably the figures under this head, (See Postscript.)
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FUNDS.

Under this head your Committee do not now particularize the separ-
ate items of receipts, but report as the aggregate income of the Society
for the year 1854, £1805 7s. 8d., and comparing this with £1516
16s. 1d. as the income for 1853, and £1038 12s. 2d. as that for 1852, there
is indicated an encouraging and steady progress in the good work. Let us
be unremitting in our endeavours to maintain in like ratio this advance.

JUBILEE FUND.

Concerning this Fund the Report of last year says “The Jubilee
meetings in Montreal and elsewhere have been conducted with epirit,
and up to the close of 1853 the sum received on account of the Fund
amounted to £302 6s. 7d. It is expected that this amount will still be
increased before the close of the Jubilee year.” That year is now closed,
and there has been received and remitted a further sum of £73 s, 5d.,
making up a total of £375 13s. as the contribution of this Auxiliary to
the Fund in question,

In the Appendix will be found an extract from the proceedings of the
public meeting of the Parent Society closing the Jubilee year.

THE BIBLE FOR CHINA FUND.

The splendid project of a million Testaments for China, originated with
Thomas Thompson of Poundsford Park, was strongly urged by John
Angell James of Birmingham, and then accepted and undertaken by the
Parent Society. By a Resolution of last annual meeting this Auxiliary
was committed to aid the enterprise. And the following Resolutions of
the Committee, and the circular letter of the Secretary are recorded as
showing their subsequent action in the matter.

Whereas, the BRITISH AND FOREIGN BIBLE SOCIETY has felt constrain-
od, by the unexpeoted and wonderful events now passing in China, and likely to
open its vast population to the access of the Gospel, to pledge itself to the supply
of 1,000,000 New Testaments for distribution in that Empire ; and whereas, the
same feelings which induced this noble movement should animate the minds of all
who feel the value of the Scriptures; therefore, '

Resolved, 1st.—That this Committee feeling the interests and privileges of this
Auxiliary to be identieal with those of the Parent Society, conceive it their duty to
aid in the noble enterprise so freely undertaken by the BRITISH AND FORE aN
BIBLE SBOCIETY, and to endeavour to procure special donations for that

It is satisfactory to your Committee, to be enabled to report as the
amount received and remitted for this object, four hundred and fifty-seven
pounds, the equivalent of nearly 22,000 copies, (not including the separ-
ate effort of the Congregation alluded to,) and affording another instance
of the fact and of the encouragement that while “there are too many
calls” is the cry and the lamentation of many in the Churches, yet, never-
theless, an object such as this when fairly and fully looked at, seldom
fails to secure, in its measure, Christian sympathy and aid, “The peo-
Ple have a mind to work.” Had not this claim been urged, had timid
counsels checked these efforts, over 30,000 copies of the Testament
had probably been by us, held back from China. And now this stands
out as a direct and noble effort which this Auxiliary has made to send
the Bible to other lands, Freely ye have received, freely give.”

Before passing from this connexion, your Committee wish to give pro-
minence to the idea, the characteristic of this scheme, which gave it so
much of its success, We mean copies rather than money, or money with
relation to a copy—or to a certain number of copies, It may be of per-
manent value and of constant application. It is direct and determinate,
My money buys, and in a sense, therefore, becomes a Bible, which goes
to an individual. To ue in Canada, 10d. is the cost of a good readable
without note or comment, Bible ; my Tenpence, th erefore, any day given
will supply my fellow man—needing it—a Bible. This done. There is
the book in the hands of your fellow man. Follow it. Can you tell

COLPORTAGE.

Time and again has this important subject been before previous
Committees, who felt it to be a department of effort in which the Society
had loud calls, but had not the ability, to engage. Early in the year it
had the attention of your present Committee, who were persuaded no
description of effort could be put forth promising equal results. Mr. Greene
the Travelling Agent of the Society was asked to report especially on
the subject, as to the need of supply and the best means of effecting it,
within the range of the Society’s operations ; and his representations con-
firmed the opinion of the Committee, that a large amount of destitution
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of the Word of God, existed in various parts, which could be reached
and removed only by the Agency of Colporteurs, Consideration for
the condition and exigencies of our country population called for this
Agency. To neglect it, then, appeared to be to neglect a plain and posi-
tive duty ; and accordingly they resolved to engage at least two persons
to undertake it. One of the Vice-Presidents, while in England, met a
Sub-Committee of the Parent Society on the subject, and the result was
a vote of aid to us in the work.

But intimation of this was received after the Committee had moved
in the matter, and the coincidence was thus afforded of the Resolutions
here to engage them and there to in part sustain them being adopted at
nearly the same date. So, oftentimes, it is that an advance movement,
in the Lord’s service, executed in faith, the Lord himself is pleased sig-
nally to sustain,

The Resolution of the Parent Society and that of this Auxiliary may
properly have a place here.

Resolution of Parent Society communicated September, 1854

Resolved,—“ That it be recommended to the Committee to grant to the Com-
mittee of the Montreal Auxiliary Bible Society the sum of One Hundred Pounds
a-year for two years, towards defraying the expenses of two Colporteurs to be
employed by them in the sale and distribution of the Scriptures in the country
districts of the Province of Montreal,—and at the same time to inform them that
should it be found that by increasing the sum thus granted to £120, the expenses

of three Colporteurs, instead of two, can be defrayed, the Committee will be pre-
pared to make such increase,”

Confirmed and granted by the Committee,

“ That the warmest thanks of this Committee be given to the Pare

nt Society
for the important and timely aid accorded to it townrds defraying the expenses of

its Colportage effort, and that the Parent Committee be informed of the engage-
ment of two Colporteurs, and of the anxious endeavours of this Committee to
obtain a third.”

Mr. George Selkirk began his work as Colporteur for the Society on

the first November, and since that date has satisfactorily labored, and
effected for the two months, November and December, sales of Bibles

and Testaments to the number of 151, at a value of £19 5s. 7d,, and
has given 67 copies of the value of £2 16s. 4d.

Mr. Selkirk reports having visited some of the more distant and desti
tute settlements, and has found himself engaged in an arduous and difff
cult, but at the same time most hecessary and encouraging, work,

Messrs. Trudeau and Piché, converted French Canadians, are engaged
for the winter months only, but so little has yet been done by them that

no report can be given. They have the confidence of the Committee,
and are believed to be doing a good work,
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Your Committee leave the subject of Colportage with intense satisfac-
tion that a beginning has been made, and with the hope that year by
year, for years to come, growing as our country grows, the number and
efficiency of our Colporteurs will increase, until our Society is found with
open hand, proffering God’s Book to every one within the sphere of its
operations. Short of this we are short of duty.

DEPUTATIONS,

This year is marked by the visit to this Society, as to the several Aux-
iliaries in these Provinces, of the Rev, P, Kent, as Representative of the
Parent Society. This is an event in the estimation of your Committee
of no ordinary importance, not merely {o the Auxiliaries and to the Bible
cause, but otherwise to the Provinces, for in various ways may the repre-
sentations have beneficial effect, ‘which that gentleman’s observation will
have enabled to make,

After meeting the Committee, Mr. Kent was entertained at breakfast
by a number of the friends of this and of the kindred Societies. 'And it

Mr. Kent afterwards met the Committee on Colportage, and by the

enabled to prosecute that work,

THE TRAVELLING AGENT,

The Reverend James Greene, whose earnest
Committee would be unjust were they to omit to acknowledge, and
whose influence on the Branch Societies and Agencies is increasingly
promotive of energy and effect in their working, says “the Society has
now a position in the country such as'it never had before.”” After am-
ple detail of his proceedings, Mr. Greene in conclusion remarks, “I am
thus spared by a kind and merciful providence to report to you another
year’s labor, and I think you cannot but be encouraged with its results,
I have been spared to travel about 4000 miles, and thus traverse the
entire field, I have planted 9 new Branches and Depositories, and taken
orders for about 4000 Bibles and Testaments, have transacted the busi-
ness of the Branches, have received free coptributions of gver £250, and
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about a like sum for sales, while the free contributions are £100 over
those of last year. I have experienced kindness and consideration at the
hands of innumerable friends.” From Mr. Greene’s journals we do not

“A pleasing feature in the year’s labors in Holland is, an increased demand for
Seriptures among Roman Catholics. More Bibles and Testaments have been sold
to them than in any former year. They amount to 1,362 copies ; in addition to
which, 725 copies of the same version have been granted by you to some Christians
at the head of a home mission among Roman Catholies, Tge Pope’s late act of
establishing territorial bishops in Holland aroused feelings similar to those mani-
fested in England on a like occasion, but the Dutch Christians were also aroused at
the same time to the spiritual wants of their Roman Catholic countrymen. Since
then, increased efforts Enve been made to evangelize them, Ina conversation I had
with the colporteur, Van Dorp, a week or two ago, he told me that he could count
more than 40 persons who, since he began his colportage in Rotterdam, have thrown
off the yoke o}) Rome, to take on them that of Christ. We have received during
the year repeated proofs of the power of the word of God. Many persons have
confessed to our colporteurs, that their speaking to them of the contents of the
Bible had begotten in them an anxiety about their souls, and led them to Christ
One of the colporteurs lately stood by the death-bed of a man to whom he had
sold the Bible in former years, His life, when the colporteur first met him, was a
most dissipated one. Two years before his death, through the reading of that Bible,
he was brought to the knowledge of the truth, He died in peace, with these words
on his lips—* You have been’ (addressing the colporteur) * the means in the hands
of God, of delivering me from perishing for ever’ Mr. Van der Bom adds, that
he has also met in Amsterdam and elsewhere with persons who in former times
were members of the Romish Church, or Prstestants without spiritual discernment,
but who, on being visited by our colporteurs, had purchased a Bible or a Testament,

which was blessed to the opening of their eyes. Now the Bible, he says, is not only
precious to them, but indispensable, They also come to the Dépot to purchase

copies for other persons, who have been induced by their efforts to read the Scrip-
tures,

Says the Society’s agent :

“ Wishing to provide the military hospitals and prisons of Cologne with Jubilee
Bibles, as had been done in the civil ones, I called upon His Excellency General
Engels, Commander of the City, mentioning the subject, presenting him with a sam-
ple of the Jubilee Blble, and re uesting him to interpose his authority in order to
1nsure a judicious distribution of the books in the various localities, and have them
placed under proper protection, His Excellency most readily acceded to my wish,
and expressed himself much pleased at the offer. On the following Sunday, the
Military Chaplain took occasion to mention the oceurrence to his auditory, and to
refer to the J,x’xbilee year of the Society, just closing. The Bibles, I am informed,
will be judiciously distributed among the several regiments, and in the prisons and
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hoslpitala. and be entered as the property of the garrison. These books are not

ineluded in the table of distributions, as they had not been sent out when that table
was drawn up,

GERMANY.—~The report which Dr, Pinkerton has transmitted of his proceedi
during the past year is short, but very satisfactory. His Issues from the Dépét at
Frankfort are, it will be seen, between nineteen and twenty thousand copies more
than last year; and the demand for the Seriptures is still on the increase,

“ Colporteur Meldau, in the Hartz district, writes under date ti a 30th July, from
Hoya :—I have to-day sold 81 copies, and if I had had more copies with me, I
should have sold them all. I never met with anything like it—the people literally
seized upon the books in the inn where I had put up.

“ Colporteur Hopfinger, in Baden, sold jn 42 days 485 copies, among which were
161 Van Fes's New Testaments, He writes -t When colporting in Roman Cath-
olic localities, I could very easily perceive whether the clergyman of the place had
been gained over to the cause of the Jesuits or not.  Where these men have found
an entrance, it is no longer possible to sell copies of the Scriptures ; but where
that has not. been the case, there the word of God meets with a ready welcome,
God, however, seems graciously so to order it, that by degrees the New Testament
penetrates into every place ; for by the removal of the clergyman this can very
easily be effected.’

“On January 81, Mr. Wick received an intimation that the Prince wished to
see him, and to" have specimens of his Seriptures submitted to him. At first the
Chamberlain received him rather unfavourably, although he mentioned the name
of the Court Chaplain, A gentleman, however, who met him on the stairs, and
knew of the matter, told him to go forward. He was then at once admitted to an
audience, and was received in a very kind manner. The Prince examined the
volumes, and in a few words expressed his gratific: ‘on at the labours and object
of the British and Foreign Bible Society, dismissing him with the remark that he
would speak to the Court Chaplain on the subject, Subsequently Wick waited on
the brother of the Prince, who also expressed himself in favourable terms of the
Society, and bought twelve Bibles, large 8vo., which he intended disposing of as
presents, During January Wick sold 329 additional copies in Gera.

Barstav,—Mr. Edward Millard, who since the ecompulsory suspension of his
work in Austria has been stationed at Breslau, has furnished a detailed report of
his proceedings during the year,

His Issues have amounted to 29,580 copies,—a very large and encouraging num-
ber, especially taking into account the peculiar circumstances under which our
{'rilfnd has been called to enter upon and cultivate that not very promising field of
abour, .

“ During the year we have had 8 colporteurs at work for 12 months, and 1 for
74 months, who together have sold 14,622 copies. The remaining 14,958 copies
were issued from the Dépét at Breslau,”

SwirzertanD Axp Norrazey Itary.—From the Report of Lieutenant Graydon,
the Society’s Agent for these two countries, your Committee are pleased to learn
that his Issues during the year have amounted to no fewer than 15,936 cO{:ies. Of
these, 8,073 copies have been circulated in Lombardy and Piedmont, ma ing the
total number which have passed through his hands for the benefit of these parts of
Italy since 1848 now amount to upwards of 86,000 copies. His Issues in Switzer-
land during the year have been 7,868, bringing up the total number dispensed by
him since the commencement of his work in tgat country to 67,863 copies,

The Neraenranps Bible Society has, during the year, issued 81,404 Bibles and

Testaments ; while the receipts have amounted to 83,185 florins, and the payments
to 59,988 florins,

Prussta,—The Society’s old and much-respected correspondent, Mr. Elsner, of
Berlin, has continued to receive supplies of the Seriptures in different langu, €8,
for the use of the Prussian Army, There haye been furnished to him, for.gbu
object, during the past year, 6,900 copies, in German, Polish, Lithuanian, &.,
making the total number received by him for this purpose 866,900 copies.
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SwepEN.—~Your Committee have had much
proﬂosed by their friends at Stockholm, for
to the Swedish Army and Navy; to which important measure the authorities have
kindly yielded their assent, and the Aguncy have been empowered to print an
Edition of 12,000 Testaments for this express purpose,

“If to the Scriptures issued by your Agency are added those spread by the
Swedish Bible Society, amounting in 1853 to 638 Bibles and 5,871 New Testaments,
the total number circulated in this country appears to be 284,848 Bibles (180,826
of these by your Agency,) and 975,286 New Testaments (of which, by your Society
have been issued 452,356 ;) or, together, 1,260,084 copie W is tosay, 588,162 by
the British, and 676,922 copies by the Swedish Bible S v+ The Ageney would
bave felt extremely glad to have been enabled to give you some authentic proofs
of the saving power of the boly word spread by us; but much, nay most of what
the Lord does in the heart of man, shrinks from the eye of the spectator ; and
besides this, it does not seem to lie in the Swedish character to speak of the pheno-
mena of the inner life ; at least your Agency have hitherto had great - difficulty in

persuading even bold and upright colporteurs to impart any of their experiences

Denmark.—The Davist Bisie Socrery reports an increased distribution of the
Holy Scriptures in the past year. The Issues were 7,542 copies, Its total Issues
since the formation of the Society in 1814 now amount to 210,804,

An Edition of 5,000 copies of the Danish Bible is now printing in this countiy,
under the supervision of the Rey. Dr. Henderson,

Russia—The Rev. T. §, Ellerby has transmitted the following Report of the
operations of the Agency at St. Petersburgh, during the past year:—

“ Our Scripture operations in 1853 have proceeded much as usual. The distri-
butions were 7,085 for account of your Society ; and 6,952 copies for account of
the American Bible Society ; or, 18,087 for tﬁ'e entire year; advancing our total
issues to the close of 1853, to the number of 849,986 copies of the word of God.”

It will be seen from the above Report, that the labours of our valued friends at
St. Petersburgh are now in a greal measure suspended. The dark cloud which

been permitted to come over the bolitieal relationship between this country
and Russia, renders it doubtful what sllmll_ be the extent or the limit of our opera-
tions for that empire for some time to come, We must wait, looking up to the
great Disposer of events, as the Guardian of his own word as well as the [l){ulcr of
the nations, that He would arise and plead his own cause |

Further supplies have been forwar ed from this country, besides those from
other quarters, to the extent of 8,440 copies, the duties on which have been, as on

several previous occasions, remitted by the express personal act of the Emperor.

Mr, I\Jelville, of Opessa, has communicated much interesting information in the
course of the year, respecting his labours for the Society in Georgia and Circassia,
a8 well as in the southern parts of Russia, Early in the year, he also had the
pleasure to report that he had received permissi

on from the Emperor for the fur-
ther introduction of 20,000 copies of the Scriptures, duly free, into Odessa ; consi-

derable supplies, in several languages, were therefore immediately directed to be
forwarded.

Speaking of Spain, reference is made to a name well known to the
friends of the Bible cause in Canada.

“ This Committee cannot receive the intelligence of the decease of their lamented
friend, Dr, James Thomson, who, from the year 1823 to the year 1844, acted as
one of the Society’s Forei Agents, without recording their sense of the faithful
and valoable services renggred by him during that long period, in South America,
in the West Indies, in British America, in Mexico, and other places, and subse-
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quently when, at the request of the Committee, he undertook a temporary mission
to Spain, to which may be added his frequent gratuitous visits on behalf of the
Society in different parts of our own country, ,

“The Committee cherish a pleasing remembrance of Dr. Thomson's personal
piety, his catholic spirit, his devotedness to his work, his zeal and tact, and untiring
perseverance in the prosecution of it; nor could they fail to notice, since his official
connexion with the gociety ceased, his watehful solicitude for, and readiness to
serve those countries which had been the scene of his former labours; and many
will bear testimony to the willing aid he at all times cheerfully, and o far as was
in his power, rendered to various institutions and projects having for their object
that which was so d-ar to his own heart, the furtherance of Seriptural evnngeiliza-
tion throughout the world.”

TurkEy.~Among the very gratifying occurrences of the year, in eonnexion with
our Eastern field of labour, may be mentioned the holding of a Jubilee Meeting
in ConsrantiNorLE, and the foundation of an Auxilinry Bible Society for that eity
and neighbourhood.

Mr. Barker, passing through Constantinople, obtained and transmitted

the following gratifying piece of information relating to that capital and
province :—

“ I have been visited by several of the American brethren, and learnt from them
that the good cause among the Armenians, and some of the Greeks of Asia Minor,
was going on well. The five places of Protestant worship for the natives of this
capital were attended by average congregations of about 800 individuals, male and
female. New Protestant churches are springing up in different parts of the king-
dom, and demands for teachers are more than can be attendedp to; in short, all
looks bright and fair, and the word of God is fast accomplishing that for which it
was sent. The American Missionaries are indefatigable in their extetions to en-
lighten the deluded around them, and the Lord blesses their work”

Pavestive—~“The work in Palestine is a most interesting one, and a speeial tri-
bute of honor from God to His own word. It is the Bible, simply by itself, which
has brought many who had been educated in the grievous errors of the Oriental
Churches, to comprehend in some degree God’s revealed plan for saving sinners. The

. peculiarity of the Bishop’s position rendered it inexpedient that he should adopt

any direct aggressive Missionary work beyond disseminating the Seviptures by the
hands of men, who he knew valded them, who were directed to read them to all who
wished it, and to converse with them on Seriptural subjects whenever they were
disposed for such intercourse, In the schools which he ai{}ed the people to establish,
there was no class-book but the Bible; in fact, so far as reformation has gone, it
is truly a Biblical one.”

“The Committee know nothing of the present opportunities of distributing that
number of Seriptures there; but they do Enow that here, in Bengal alone, fully that
number are now required; and were the hearts of all who have experiencod bles-
sings through the Bible warm with love to it, and zeal for the Lord's service, there
would be lacking no longer either the means to publish, or the agents to dis-
tribute, this invaluable gift. At this moment ]l things are ready but the hearts of
men. There are, in this land, no external obstacles,—we are simply straitened in
ourselves; ‘we have not, beeause we ask not, or because we ask amiss ;' or, perad-
venture, we need the §pirit of eelf-denial, zeal. gnd holy resolution, with which the
first Apostles went forth, eounting not their lives dear unto them, and bidding a
final farewell to the world, which was crueified to them as they were to the world.”

Your Committee cannot refrain from adducing here two particular imstances of
geod resulting from the reading of the Seriptures in India, though they have al-
ready appeared in the “ Mont ly Extracts” " It is Mr, Wylie who writes :—

“ You have probably seen alread some accounts of the baptism, last cold sea-
son, of the young Mal arajah Dhuleep Sing, the son of Runjeet Sing, the famous
‘Lion of the Punjaub,’ whose kingdom was conqueredby Lord Hardinge and our
Ppresent Governor-General, after so many fearful engagements with his long-trained
and formidable army. This young son had never forgotten the awful scenes of his
youth. As a child, after his father's death, he had witnessed, in the open Durbar,
the murder of one after another, in that long period of bloody anarchy that preced-
ed the Seik invasion of our territories, When, at last, he was dethroned, Lord

Dalhousie placed him under the eare of an able and excellent man, Dr. Login. In
1851, when Dr, Login had oceasion to corme to Caleutta, Dhuleep Sing was left at
Futtyghur ; and, as his companion, an educated youth from the American Mission
School there, was chosen, hey read the Bible logether ; and very soon Dhulee
wrote down to his guardian, and said that he wished to become a Christian, and to
break his caste at once. Dr. Login urged him to pause, and to do nothing that he
would not delibemtely adhere to. But months passed, and the desire grew; and
at length, with the cordial consent of Dr, Login, and, I believe, of the Governor-
General and of Archdeacon Pratt, who happened to be up there, and to have had
opportunities of seeing him, this young chieftain of the Seiks was baptized. It

“ Then, again, T heard lately from Mr, Kay, the Principal of Bishop's College, of
a fine and intelligent Young Mussulman whom he had baptized, and whose history

Was remarkable. He was born in Persia. Being of a restless and enterprising

The explanation is curious,” In our ill-fated Afghan war, there were some pious offi-

cers (I believe Dr. Login was one of them) who desired and attempted to introduce

Those sent from this Society were introduced into
t country in chests, with the mess-stores, wines, and beer, for the officers, It
probably was one of the Seriptures thus carried in Afghanistan that this your
man acquired. He was struck with the contents, and came to the American Mis.
sionaries at Lodianah, but did Dot give them satisfaction. Still he came on from

e tu place, as an inquirer, till ha pily he met with Mr. Kay, who appe
ve deult with him very wisely. He appeared so truly humble, and manifested

In addition to the above, M. de Pressensé has been empowered to furnich, at the
cost of your Society, copies of the New Testament to the soldiers and sailors of the
FreNon Armament destined to the seat of war, on such terms and to such extent as
he may deem expedient and practicable,

Would that it might please the Lord of Hosts, the mighty Ruler of the Nations,
to send forth His Spirit with His Word, that wherever it may penetrate, it ma
assuage the miseries attendant on a state of war; root out the Fassions whence wars
and fightings come, and plant in their stead the principles of lasting and universal
peace !

How refreshing and stimulative even this hurried glance over this
field of labour | How much has been done for which devoutly to bless
God ! How signal the success ! Three millions of copies of the Word this
year issued and the China effort advanced to two millions; and a total
reached of forty eight millions of copies given to the world through the
agency of these honoured Institutions, Gratitude to God becomes us
for what He has enabled his people to do; but soon the thought over-
takes us that they have done but little.

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REPORT OF THE REV. JAMES GREEN, TRAVELLING AGENT OF THE
MONTREAL AUXILIARY BIBLE SOCIETY. '

Spared by a merciful Father, and guided by an all-wise God, we have reached
in safety the end of an eventful year, and I am called upon to report the manner
in which I have discharged the numerous and momentous duties which devolye
upon me as Travelling Agent of your Society. The year has been gne of much
éncouragement, not 8o much in the number of new Branches organized, as in the
increased efficiency of those already in existence. Still the work has been con-
siderably extended, and I believe I am safe in saying it has a Pposition in the
Country such as it never had at any past time,

My first Journey of the year was to the Branches in the Counties of Prescott,
Russel, Glengarry, Stormont, and Dundas, and was begun on the 25th of December
last, and ended on the 25th of January,

St. Eustache, — Here we had a good meeting, and a good collection, It amount-
ed to about £2 9s, The Rey. Wm, Scott gave his entire influence, He undertook
the charge of a Depository until a Branch can be organized, which will probably
be next year.

At St. Andrews the Braneh is in a better state. Our meeting was a decided
improvement upon former years. The Revds, Messrs. Henderson and Dempsey con-
tinue their exertions. The free contributions were over £10, besides considerable
local expenditure,

The new Branch at Hawksbury has done nobly. After an existence of only a
few months, something over £30 was collected, moétly for China. Tts patrons and
friends are active energetic men of business, and I have no doubt but it will con-
tinue to be an efficient Branch, a blessing to the neghbourhood, and g benefit to
the general cause.

The Ottawa District Branch continues tobe an efficient auxiliary. Though it has
been a good deal weakened by intestine broils, it seems to be recovering, and there
is reason to hope it will attain to its first vigor. Besides various efforts of a loeal
and ordinary character, it was able to contribute between nine and ten pounds to
the China effort,

At Breadalbane we had a good meeting in the Baptist chapel,
of the oldest and best friends of the Bible cause in Canada, and t
all the interest of their first espousals, The collections were not completed at the
time of my visit, but they promised to forward them soon after.

At N. W. Glengarry we have always a good time., 'This year the meeting was
larger than any of its predecessors, and the collection also, The Rev. J. MeKil-
lican, the Congregational Minister, is an old and tried friend, and the Branch duri
the past year has been blessed with the acquisition of a new and able friend in the
Rev. D. Gordon, of the Free Church. At Mr. Gordon’s special invitation T made
a second visit to this Place, the object of which was to start a movement for China,
Four hundred and fifty-six copies were subscribed, which they promised to increase

Yo a thousand, which promise will probably be redeemed at my next visit.

meeting was in the new Congregational church, and the Rev. J. McKillican wag
present, and assisted at the meeting. The collection was one pound one shilling,
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On the 11th day of January I had a long ride through the woods to Finch. Hers
we had the best meeting I have ever seem. The President, Rev. D. Munro,
of the Scotch Kirk, was in the Chair, and the school-house was well filled
with people, evidently much interested at hearing of the success of the cause
which had brought them together. This year witnessed the first efforts by the
ladies, and Miss MeGinnis has collegted 16s. 8d.; though small it was a beginning.

At Winchester the meeting was held in the Methodist church, and was well at-
tended. Rev. Mr. Meekan, the President, was in the Chair, and the ‘Rev. Mr. Oser
opened with prayer. Mr. DeCarron gave an excellent address, and after the meet-
ing had listened to several others, the officers for the ensuing year were appointed,
and the Treasurer, Mr. C. Casse]eman paid me for sales, and £1 10s. 9d. free con-
tribution.

At Osgoode we had & good meeting in the Wesleyan chapel. The Rev. Wm.
Pattyson, and Mr. McDowell, of the Wesleyans, both took part in the meeting, and
the Rev. D. McPhail, of the Baptists, was in the Ohair. This was evidently a
meeting of interest, and I trust one that will be productive of good. The Rey.
Mr. Lochead, of the Free Church, was unavoidably absent, but a letter from him
was read to the meeting, explaining the cause, and expressing his regret. The
collections were not completed at the time, but they promised to forward & dona-
tion to the Auxiliary soon,

On the 14th of January I left Osgoode for North Gower, and it was intensely
cold, one of those days when every one runs where he goes, and no one stands
still. 1landed at Mr. Wright's about 4 o’clock, P. M,, and & warm reception con-
trasted so finely with the coldness of the day, I soon forgot the suffering of the
way ; but the weather had a bad effect upon the meeting, which was thinly at
tended. The Rev. Mr. Hammond, of the Wesleyans, opened with prayer, and,
though but few were present, I spoke a short time on the subject of my mission,
and there seemed to be a good interest. It was arranged that I should preach the
following morning, it being Sabbath,

January 15. — This morning we had a good congregation, and I preached from
the text, “The word of the Lord endureth for ever.” A collection of 18s. 9d. was
taken up: it was small, but the people had no previous notice.

In the evening I preached again at'Richmond, and a new Branch was organized
under favorable auspices. J. Hinton, Esq., kindly entertained me at this place.

My next place was Bytown. A public meeting had been called, but it was not
their Anniversary. It was held in the Free church, and the Rev. Mr., Wardrope
assisted me. This Branch occupies a most important position, and it is pleasing to
see it combining its energies with the friends at Perth, to ascertain the wants, and
supply the necessities of an extensively destitute country in their immediate
vicinity, which they are striving to effect by the employment of a Colporteur.

My next visit was to Clarence, where I met my usual kind reception from Wm,
Edwards, Esq. The Anniversary of the Clarence and Lochaber Branch was as
usual & good one; one of much interest. The young ladies at this place had
shown their usual diligence also, for the free conftribution raised by their exertions
and the countenance and influence of the Rev. J. Edwards, was £7 9s. 2d. There
is not a better Branch, nor one that has done better according to their ability ; for
over and besides this, this Branch, with the assistance of Petite Nation, had con-
tributed a thousand copies for the China Million Fund,
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At Petite Nation we had a good meeting in the Baptist chapel, They' had
anticipated my visit by joining in the effort for China in connection with Clarence
and Lochabar, Stephen Tucker, Esq., was my kind host.

On the morning of the 19th of January I erossed the frozen Ottawa, and passed
the celebrated Georgian Springs and afterwards the Plantagenet and Caledonian.
I rode all day to reach my appointment at Dalhousie Mills ; but night overtook me
in the wood, with searcely any road at the best of time, and now much less on
account of recent snows. On coming near to the place, I learned the meeting was
not till the following day, so I accepted the kindly proferred hospitality of Mr.
Melntosh, of the 2nd econcession of Locheil.

The 20th was a fearfully cold and stormy day, and it prevented the meeting in
part; but it did not prevent the Rev. Mr, MecLean, who had ecome up to assist us.
The meeting was in the Seoteh chureh, and the Rev. Mr. McLean presided. 1
was called upon to speak, after which the meeting resolved to organize a Branch,
to be called the Dalhousie Mills Branech. The principal inhabitants of the place
took part in it, and I have no doubt but it will be efficient, This was the last of
my appointments on this tour, and though the weather had been cold and stormy,
I was enabled, through a kind and gracious Providence, to fulfil all my engage-
ments, extending over four weeks and a great extent of country, and was en-
couraged with much suceess. Having completed my engagements I began to re-
trace my steps to the eity, to be in time for the Anniversaries, where, through the
mercy of God, I landed in safety on the 23rd.

On the 4th day of February, I began my second journey to the Counties of
Grenville, Carleton, Lanark, and Renfrew, calling at a few places on my way.

At Hemmingford we had a small meeting, and a colleetion of 17s. 2d. This
was in lieu of the meeting that had been missed in the fall.

At Martintown the Anniversary was held in the old school-house, Rev. J. Me-
Laurin, the President, in the Chkair. The meeting was not large, but there seemed
to be a good influence, and the colleetion amounted to £3 9s. 10d. From here 1
went again to N, W, Glengarry, where we had a full meeting in the Free church,
on behalf of China. The Rev, D. Gordon, I found, had prepared the way by con-
versing with and encouraging the people to enter into the work. 456 copies were
subscribed for, and they promised to make it a thousand before my return. At
Cornwali I have nothing encouraging as yet to report. Ihad anticipated forming
a Branch, and by the friendly co-operation of Mr. Park and the Rev. Mr. Urquhart
I should undoubtedly have suceeeded, but the Town Hall, the place we expected
for meeting, could not be had, having been previously let to some showman, or
something of the sort.

On the 10th of February I had two meetings : the first one in the rear of
Osnabruck, in the Baptist chapel, which was well attended, Wm. Warner, Esq., in
the Chair. This Branch, organized last year, has proved very efficient. Had ex-
plored the entire township, and supplied all the destitute, and were able to make
a donation of near £5,

I went on to North Williamsburgh to be in time for the evening meeting, but the
continued storms had made the roads so bad it was late before I reached the place,
and some of the friends had gone away. I had, however, an opportunity of speak-
ing toa few in the Presbyterian church, who appeared to be interested in the
subject. Mrs, Gordon, and a few other ladies connected with the Branch, had
exerted themselves nobly on its bebalf, and as the fruit of their labors they paid
me £4 9, 7d.

On my way to Kemptville, T called upon Mr. Wm. Wood, at Dixon’s Corners, to

settle the account of the Depository. He paid me 17s, 2d, for sales,

At Kemptville I had the privilege of preaching in the Wesleyan chapel on Sab-

bath morning, and had the pleasure of secing the Society revived. From 40 to 50

new members were obtained, and I trust this Branch will be more efficient for the

future. J, Leeming, Esq., showed me much kindness, and Thomas Maley, Esq.,
showed himself friendly, and Robt. Kirkland, Esq., has been constant to contribute
liberally,

Mr. Meikle, of Burritt's Rapids,
to Merickville,

The Amniversary of the Merickville Branch was held in the P
church, and was well attended for so cold a night. The address was listened to
with marked attention and ‘interest, Under the guidance of its able President,
Charles Holden, Esq., and vigilant Secretary, J, C, Londsdale, Esq,, this Branch
maintains a steadfast course of usefulness, Mrs, Londsdale and Mrs, Holden have
been quite successful as collectors, and Mrs, Londsdale paid me £8 4s, 6d. as the
fruits of their labours.

The Amiversary of the Wolford Branch failed on account
cessively stormy. The friends had, however, been more
ing collected during the year £5 12s, 6d. for China.

The Smith's Falls Branch maintains its exe
making its payments, and though not quite so active as its friends eould wish, is,
nevertheless in a healthy state, and they had abounded in labour the past year
more than formerly. The Rev. Wm. Aitkin continues his friendly and indefatig-
able labours in the cause. The Anniversary was held in the Wesleyan chapel, and
was tolerably well attended. In the absence of the President, the Rev. Mr. Hurl-
but was called to the Chair, and discharged its duties ably. He and the Rev. Mr,
Aitkin rendered efficient aid, and the meeting was evidently one of interest, They
paid me their accounts in full, £16 8s, 6d,, and £8 18s. 8d. free,

The Anniversary of the Perth Auxiliary was more interesting than formerly, but
not numerously attended. The President, I. G, Malloch, Esq., was in the Chair, and
was ably supported by the Revds. Messrs, Bell, Dunean, Bain, and the Wesleyan
Minister. The Auxiliary was much revived during the year. The report showed
that they, in conneetion with the Bytown Branch, had employed a Colporteur for so,
metime past, and were making efforts to continue to do 8o, besides
doing to the common cause. They paid me £6 16s. for the Jubile
besides about £24 previously remitted by the Rev. Mr, Bain.

At Lanark the Anniversary meeting was thinly attended, but those present
seemed to be interested. The Rev. Thomas Frazer presided, and by his timely
and judicious remarks added much to the interest of the meeting. They paid
me their usual contribution, £6,

On my way to Carlton Place, I ealled upon the Rev. Mr, Black, of Rosetta, who
promised his influence towards the orgunization of a new Branch at Hope Town
next year.

At Carlton Place, on Sabbath day, I preached in the morning in the Baptist
chapel, and in the afternoon T preached again in the Wesleyan chapel, on the sub-
Ject of my mission. There had been some improvement at this place, more inter-
est, and some exertion to contribute, They gave me & freo contribution of £1
13s. 2d., about half of which had been contributed by the Union Sabbath School.

paid me for the sales at that place, on my way
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At Ramsay we had a large meeting in the Free church; from four to five hun-
dred people. This was mainly due to the friendly and united efforts of the Revds.
Messrs. Me, Morin and Smith, and I trust it is the begiuning of better days.. The
ladies of this Branch had done nobly : Mrs. Wm, Wilie, assisted in part by one
or two others, had collected £10 5s. 74d., which she paid me as a free contribution
to the Montreal Auxiliary.

At Pakenham we held the first Anniversary since I began to travel. It was in
the United Secession church, the Pastor, Rev. Mr. Henderson, presided, and the con-
gregation was tolerably good. Under the able management of Mr. Dunnett,
Mr. Brown, and Mr. Tait, this Branch bids fair to become a most useful one, They
paid me £7 6s, 4d.,, free contribution, aud about as much for the sale of books.

At White Lake, McNab, and Horton, I was much pleased with the state of the
Branch, under the Presidency of the Rev. 8. C. Frazer, of the Free Church. The
Anniversary was at White Lake; Mr, Frazer presided, and the Rev. Mr. Hender-
Son, who had accompanied me from Pakenham, assisted. The meeting was an in-
beresting time. Misses Paris and Dalgatty had collected £8 12s. 5d.; Misses Me
Laughlin and Duff, £2 0s, 9d.; Misses E.Forest and E. Stewart, at McNab and
Horton, £7 0s. 8d. : and Miss Munro, at Renfrew, £2 6s.; and remitted afterwards
by the Rev. S, (. Frazer, 13s, 6d. If every place would contribute in proportion,
the Word of the Lord would prevail mightily, and the whole earth would soon be
full of the knowledge of God.

The
congregation was good, and listened with attention and evident interest. A ecol-
lection was taken up, which amounted to £1 2s, 64, It would probably have been
much more had there been previous notice of i,

I failed to reach my appointment at Westmeath, on account of the continued
cold and heavy fall of snow. When I got within some miles the road was not,

broke out ; there was no track, and being nearly night, T durst not venture through
the bush under such circumstances. Miss M. E. Bellows, however, subsequently
forwarded £1 10s., which she had generously collected for the Society.
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At Fitzroy Harbour I had a kind reception from Rev. A. H
and I found the Branch organized last year had made a fair beginning.

A public meeting had been called in St. Andrew’s church, J. G. Malloch, Esq.,
presided, and was ably supported by the various ministers in this place, Revds,
Messrs. Bell and Bain, of the Secotch Church, and the Rev. Mr. Danean, of
the Free Church, and the Rev. Mr. McDowell, of the Wesleyans. The Rev. P,
Kent made a good address, and tendered to the Auxiliary the congratulations and
fraternal regard of the Parent Society, and the Auxiliary in turn offered him a
flattering welcome. The meeting though small was of the right sort, and will be
productive of good.

At Smith’s Falls, the meeting was in the United Secession church, was
tolerably well attended, and we were much indebted to the Rev. Wm. Atkin
for his efficient management. Rev, P. Kent was again the principal speaker, and
what he said was listened to with marked attention and interest. Our stay was
short, but as long as we did stay we shared the kindness of Mr. Brown and Mr, A,
MeDougall,

Our next place was Kemptville, where we were kindly entertained by our excellent
friend, Joseph Leeming, Esq. While here Mr. Kent unfortunably met with
a slight accident that laid him up for a time, and I had to go on alone to Prescott
and Brockville, the only two appointments remaining.

Respectep Memsers,—The time having arrived, when the Cormittee of the
East and West Hawkesbury Branch Bible Society may relieve themselves of the
trust involved in the mhnagement of its affairs. They now tender their resignation
to those who have honored them with their confidence. After submitting for their
approval the following, as their first Annual Report,

The entrance into the field of benevolent enterprize of a new organisation, which
must stand or fall according as it secures a share of public favor, awakens among
its projectors some degree of anxiety for its ultimate success,

Relying, however, upon the superior excellence of the cause in which they are
engaged, their sincere desire for its promotion and strength, and the co-operation

which underlies every human effort, the Comittee have

they trust will meet with Your approbation, and furnish
evidencg that they have not undervalued that enterprise which is so vitally
connected with the present and eternal welfare of the human family,

We have great reason to be thankful, Bretheren, to the giver of all blessings, that
our appeal to the inhabitants of these townships, for pecuniary aid, has been met
with so kind and generous a reponse. Our every movement has been attended
with a fortunate prosperity, which hasfar exceeded the anticipations of its warmest
friends,

The facility with which Bibles may now,be procured through the Depository, and
their reduced price, has directed altention to the Seriptures in the twofold sense
of ownership and investigation, and induced many to purchase who might otherwise
not have furnished themselves with the Word of Eternal Truth. Thus some measure
of good has been done in this vicinity, which is silently preparing the way that
the kingdom of the Redeemer may reap an abundant harvest. The faithful and

efficient manner in which your Treasurer and Depositary (Wm. Boon) has fulfilled
his trust, and the interest he has taken in increasing the sale of the Word of God, is
worthy of your thanks and commendation,

To those who have made us the channel of their liberality in this noblest of all
works, we return our most cordial thanks., Let your prayers follow your gifts,
and he who takes cogmizance of all your actions; will not suffer you to go
unrewarded. The design of giving a Bible to every human being in that language
in which he can read it, is a plan of exalted benevolence in which an angel might
covet the privilege of bearing a part.

The even tenor of our way was most agreeably interrupted during the past year
by the appearance in our midst of a special agent of the British and Foreign Bible
Society, in the person of the Rey. Philip Kent. Those who had the pleasure of
listening to him will not soon forget the stimulus to increased exertion which they
felt imparted to them, While listening to his heart warning appeal in behalf of the
wretehed sons of idolatry in every quarter of the globe,

We have every reason to have confidence in the management of the Parent
Institution, of which we are a remote auxiliary : its directors, are men of tried
integrity and wise discrimination, and are forward to improve every opening for
the introduction of the Sacred Seri ptures, where it is not possessed, according as
they are supplied with the means. Let us unitedly, and according to the ability
which hath been given us, sustain them, thus bidding them God speed in their
arduous undertaking and labor of love.

Within a short time the Empire of China has been opened for evangelization, the
opportunity was of itself an eloquent and stirring appeal to the Christian world, to
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take advantage of so prominent an event, and unfurl the banner of the Cross where
hitherto pagan delusion had held undiputed sway.

The Biritish and Fureing Bible Society laid before its friends the propositionto put
into circulation among the Chinese as soon as possible one million copies of the
New Testament in their own language. This they designed as a special effort, and
sent forth their circulars for this purpose. It was to that object you were pleased
to apply your contributions, aod they will aid in diffusing the sun-light of Gospel
truth among the benighted Chinamen, and assist in placing that great empire
now torn asunder by intestine warfare upon an equal footing with the most enlight-
ened nations, The agressive nature of Christianity leads her to step forth at the
earliest opportunity to take possession of the spiritual wastes of the earth, as if
they were hers by a Divine gift or by the rights of inheritance,

We may draw encouragment for the prosecution of the Bible cause in the
no longer doubtful results upon minds degraded by the lowest heathenism. The
Gospel, radiant with celestial truth, has approached the confines of moral darkness
and scattered the impending gloom, to diffuse its own invigorating rays where
hitherto the midnight pall of ignorance and superstition had rested undisturbed,
[t has gone to the land deeply sunk in all the debasing rites of Polytheism, and
proclaiming the truth, that, “ God is a Spirit, and they who worship Him must
worship Him in spirit and in truth,” has cansed thousandsto cast away their idols, it
and devote themselves to the worship of the one living and true God. The Bible
wages an exterminating warface upon idolatry, in whatever form it may be found,
and though we are remotely situated from the regions where it obtains in ite
grosser and more repulsive exhibitions, we can send to its attack a foe 'so
formidable as to break dewn its time cemented walls, and bid its blinded devotee
to look for brighter prospects, than any which his imaginary divinities have
promised him. To the honor of the Bible we may now ask whence the decline of
idgl worship in India? Where that brutalizing idolatry which lately held its
revelry in the Sandwich, the Tahitian, Society, and the Friendly Islands, what hag
swept the curse from Eastern Polynesia? let the touch of the inspired volume
upon those shores, and the consequent abandonment by 400,000 idolaters of their
images, as objects of worship, and turning to own the God of 1" Bible as their
God, be the reply.

Think of the more than 200,000 children, most of whom would have been devoted
to an early death as offerings to heathen deities, now sitting at the feet of our
Missionaries, and receiving from the fountain of truth those pure prineiples which
will elevate them in the scale of being, and more than all, those truths which can
make them wise unto salvation. But the lim'ts of a Report forbid us to enlarge
upon what the Bible has been the grand instrument of accomplishing, Saffice it
to say, that it is the greatest legacy which one generation can transmit to the
succeeding, or which one portion of the human family can send to alleviate the
sufferings and miseries of another, Where the Word of God is read it wiLr have
its affect in elevating the standard of public morals. It holds in restraint the fierce
and savage passions of men, it elevates woman to the sphere of influence and
refinement for which she is designed, and makes the domesti- circle the attructive
type of the family above.

It responds to the felt cravings of man’s nature for a higher gcod than any which
earth promises, and answers in & manner which imparts peace and joy, the ques-
tion, which has been written in blood by successive generations, how can man be
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retonei'ed to his Maker, Pointing to the Cross it reveals a remedy for the curse
ofsin, and throws a light upon the state which succeeds to death, which will
pacify the agonizing spirit whose faith rests upon a crucified Redeemer.

Let us not then suffer any abatement of our zeal, but let the thought that the
little aid we may impart to this exalted work will exert an influence upon souls,
which will cause reverberations of joy through the Heavenly courts, and add voices
to the mingled melody of those who shall ascribe blessing, and honor and glory,
and power, unto Him that sitteth upon the Throne, and unto the Lamb for ever and
ever

ations on a subject till then new to them, they may avail themesel ves of the expe-
rience of several Auxiliary Institutions, by the plan here traced.

FOR A BRANCH SOCIETY.

1. That the Object and Constitution of the British and Foreign Bible Society have
the cordial approbation of this Meeting.
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2. That a Socicty be formed, to be ecalled, “The Branch Bible Society of

, “for the purpose of co-operating with the British and

Foreign Bible Society, throught the medium of the Montreal Auxiliary Bible So-
ciety in promoting the distribution of the Holy Secriptures both at home and abroad.”

8. That, conformably to the principles of the British and Foreign Bible Society,
the Bibles and Testaments to be circulated by this Society shall be without note or
comuwent, and those in the language of the Uited Kingdom, of the authorised version
oaly,

4_)’ That all persons subscribing One dollar per annum, or upwards, or Ten dollars
orupwards at one time, shall be members of this Society.

5. That the business of this Society shall be conducted by a President, Vice-Pre-
sidents, a Treasurer, Secretaries, and a Committee consi sting of

other Members : and that Members of the Committee constitute a
quorum.,

6. That every Clergyman or othcr minister who is a member of the Society shall
be entitled to attend and voteat the meetings of the Committee.

7. That the Committee shall meet once every month, or oftener, on some day to
be fixed by themselves.
