“I had a letter from Sir WilfridSTOCKHOLM. Feb. 17—The relations 
between Sweden and Russia are decidedly 
Strained at present. The tension has arisen 
because Russia insists upon being released 
from the agreement made when Sweden 
surrendered Fihland, that no naval sta­
tions or fortifications should be establish­
ed on the Finnish shores adjacent to 
Sweden. The part taken by Russia in the 
Norwegian integrity treaty and her pres­
ent attitude on the Baltic closed sea ques­
tion also have greatly irritated Sweden.

War is feared in Sweden because Russia 
for some time past has been preparing to 
establish a naval station on the western 
shores of Aland Island, which is 25 miles 
from the Swedish coast, and only a few 
hours by steamer from Stockholm.

A large contingent of troops and several 
torpedo boats have had headquarters there 
for more than a year, and the Russian of­
ficers have spent their time in making 
elaborate surveys and soundings. It is be­
lieved in some quarters here that Germany 
will adopt drastic measures against Den­
mark if this state refuses to join Germany 
and Russia against Sweden in the efforts 
to make the Baltic a “mare clausum.”

CHRISTIANIA, Feb. 17—Stories which 
have appeared in the newspapers lately 
have exaggerated the importance of the ex­
change of views going on since last No­
vember between the governments of states 
bordering on the Baltic sea, as well as the 
states of western Europe.

The present negotiations do not touch 
the question of the Baltic being regarded 
as a "closed sea” which the German gov­
ernment has not and cannot raise. The 
object is to assure the status quo with 
which the whole world is satisfied.

Man Responsible for First Sunday 
Newspaper Supplement is Dead 
in Paris.
NEW YORK, Feb. 17—Word has been 

received in New York of the death in 
Paris of Valerian Gribayedoff, writer, 
journalist and artist, the originator of 
newspaper illustration in New York. He 
was born in Russia fifty years ago and 
came to America while still a boy. Two 
years after he arrived here he came into 
prominence as an illustrator and writer 
and the illustrations he made for his own 
articles were practically the first ever 
printed in a newspaper in New York 
City.

The Whole of the southern side of the 
chasm facing the main falls constitutes a 
beautiful tropical forest about a mile long 
and 200 to 300 yards broad.

dull thunderous roar. Where the water 
is shallow, beautiful, lacelike effects are at 

produced: at other points where the 
water is probably five or six feet deep, 
it m of a brownish color and glides over 
the edge of the precipice in an oily man­
ner, to be split up lower down into inter­
mittent snow-white, foaming masses, 
merging into the zone of perpetual opales­
cent spray.

F. S. THOMAS, How the Mayor Felt in 1903 When He Set Forth 
His Honest Convictions and Predicted Govern­
ment Downfall—What Has Caused the Change 
in Five Years ?

NEW YORK, Feb. 15-Wall street ap­
pears to be gradually emerging from the 
slough of despond into which it was re­
cently thrust by the repeated attacks made 
upon it by those in high political places in 
the state and nation. Toward the cloee of 
the past week pessimism gave way to a 
decidedly more hopeful feeling, which was 
not only reflected in a material increase in 
business in the stock market, but also in 
a sharp recovery in prices from those that 
had previously prevailed. The action of 
the directors of the Uhion Pacific and 
Southern Pacific Railroads in declaring 
their customary cfvidends, whereas fears 
had been entertained that reductions would 
take place in both the instances, did much 
to inspire confidence, but of more far- 
reaching importance perhaps was the pro­
nounced success attending the offering of 
550,000,000 41-2 per cent bonds by the 
City of New York. The opening of bids 
disclosed that there were over eleven hun­
dred bidders for these bonds and that the 
average price offered for the same was 
about 104; moreover, that a syndicate, 
headed by J. Pierpont Morgan, had offer­
ed to take the entire lot at a figure con­
siderably in excess of 103.

This incident proves conclusively that 
the investment demand for first class se­
curities is still very much alive, 
tional evidence in this connection is afford­
ed by the fact that during the week there 
has been a pronounced revival in the buy­
ing of "odd lots” of dividend paying 
stocks, both on the New York Stock and 
Consolidated Stock Exchanges. Commis­
sion brokers on these exchanges have re­
ported orders of this description from in- 
vestore throughout the country, and while 
most of the recovery that has taken place 
in the stock market has been due to cov­
ering of short contracts, purchases of the 
character described have played an import­
ant part in bringing this about. This | 
movement is merely in extenuation of the 
investment demand that followed the panic 
of last fall, and which was prompted by 
the exceedingly low prices then prevailing, 
which so materially enhanced the yields to 
investors. As illustrating the extent to 
which this movement has gone, the figures 
of the Pennsylvania Railroad Company are 
highly interesting. During the year end­
ing January 1, 1908, the number of share­
holders in that company increased no less 
than 16,570 over 1907, to a total of 57,226. 
Innumerable other instances might be cited 
in this connection, but this one will suf­
fice to- show that, despite the numerous 
onslaughts to which all corporate interests 
have been subjected, investors are still 
keenly alive to the many bargains now 
prevailing in the stock market.

Apart from the fact that money still 
continues practically a drug in the mar­
ket, and ignoring the present declining 
tendency of railroad earnings and the 
possibility of some dividend reductions in 
addition to those already announced, there 
are a number of factors in the situation 
which prompt a more hopeful feeling con­
cerning the general investment and specu­
lative situation than has prevailed of 
late. Conspicuous among these are indi­
cations of a moderate improvement in the 
iron and steel trade, which is generally 
regarded as the barometer of business 
conditions in all branches. Still another 
encouraging feature of the situation is 
the healthy state of the country’s for­
eign commerce, as reflected in the exports 
from the United States for the month of 
January. In practically all the leading 
commodities there is an increase shown 
over the same period last year, among 
the most notable cases in point being cot­
ton, the value of the exports of which for 
the period referred to amounted to $76,- 
687,000 compared with $69,990,000 in Jan­
uary 1907 and $38,992,000 in January, 
1906. It will thus be observed that our 
exports of cotton last month were more 
than double those of two years ago. Con­
siderations such as these have done much 
to dispell the gloom that has recently 
pervaded the financial situation and ac­
count for the better tone that prevailed 
in the stock market at the end of the 
week just closed.

NEW YORK, Feb. 15—As was expect­
ed, regular dividends 
Union and Southern Pacific. It is too 
soon to look for decreae of dividends in the 
well-seasoned railroad properties. The acute 
depression in earnings caused by the 
panic and affecting only one of the year’s 
quarters is not reason enough for cut­
ting down dividends in properties which 
have shown continuing splendid earnings 
heretofore. Only long continued depres­
sion in the industrial world will bring this 
about.

The reports of general business have 
been, this week, of quite a hopeful char­
acter, and an atmopshere of optimism has 
been created by the influx of buyers from 
the Western States. It is too soon, how­
ever, to predict early resumption of trade 
in volume. There is really very little 
change to note. A few manufacturing 
plants are increasing their output, but it 
must be remembered that this increase 
compares with what was almost complete 
stoppage. Some wheels must turn to keep 
up with daily consumption. But no one 
is buying much in excess of immediate 
wants. The political outlook is certainly, 
as usual, depressing business sentiment. 
Dullness is making for lower prices in 
commodities, but this must naturally go 
further. Labor prices must decline before 
the bottom of business depressions is 
reached, as the cost of operating now ex­
cludes profit, and without the incentive of 
profit, business cannot be expected to ex­
pand. After all, however, there is ab­
sence of much pessimism in business. Stag­
nation accompanied by hopefulness seems 
to be a fair diagnosis of the situation.

British Consols last week reached 88, 
the high price of the period, rising from 
the low of 83-84 at the beginning of the 
year. This security, the highest of its class 
in the world, shows in its price range the 
conditions of “gilt edged” investment de­
mand. The demand in this country for 
very high class bonds is indicated by the 
results of the sale of the New York City’s 
$50,000,000 41-2’s. With 1,100 separate 
bids, the issue was many times over-sub- 
cribed at an average price to yield about 

4.30 per cent, per annum. This indicates 
large sums awaiting bond investment, and 
activity in the bond market with rising 
prices for the best grades should result.
