LONDON, May 14—The opinion in the
lobkies of the house of parliament on the

prospects of the Irish council bill, which
is designed to meet the demands for Irish

Home Rule, took a very pessimistic turn’

last night by the growing belief that the
Nationalist convention which is to be held
in Dubliny; May, 21 and 22nd, will not ac-
cept the bill.

In this case, in accordance with an un-
derstanding between the Irish secretary,
Mr. Birrell and John E. Redmond, the Na
tionalist leader, reached during the nego-
tiations which preceded the drafting of
the bill, the government will make no fur-
ther attempt to proceed with the measure.
During the last few days Irish-Catholic
yrelates have come out strong in denunci-
ation of the project. The Bishop of Lim-
erick describes it as a ‘‘grotesque meas-
u,” while Archbishop Walsh says  “the
bill seems so bad all around that I will
find difficulty in saying anything to induce

the conventicn to approve it.” It is h.e-
lieved the effect of these utterances wgll
be that the convention at the most will
give a qualified sanction, the condition be-
ing that the government consent to. certax.n
amendments. It is believed Mr. Birrell is
willing to amend in the direction of modi-
fying the lord lieutenant’s power of veto,
and increasing the government allow.anc‘e.
from $3,250,000 to $5,000,000, but it is
doubtful if even these concessions will
satisfy the convention. .

SMITH MAY BE SENT FOR
TRIAL TO HIGHER COURT

Man Charged With Stealing Oilskins and
Other Articles Denies the Theft But
Admits He Sold Them---Remanded

for Three Days.

Charles Smith, the colored man charged
avith stealing a raincoat from Capt. G. E.
\¥vans, of schooner Pardon G. Thomson,
plso a rifle, with belt and twenty-three
cartridges from Harry Spinger, of_ the
dredge New Dominion, and seven suits of
oilskins from Carleton ﬁshe.rmen, was
bresght into court this morning and_ de-
nied stealing the goods, but admitted
having sold them.

Preliminary examination was begun and
eoveral witnesses examined. The prisoner
was remanded for three days. If there is
enough evidence against him he will be
gent up for trial at the mext sitting of the
county court, which will be held on
Tuesday the 28th inst.

A. D. Lee was first sworn, and stated
that one of the coats resembled his. He
had left it in his boat, which was lying
in Sand Point slip on Friday, and he iniss-
ed it.on the following morning. Witness
valued, the ‘coat at about onc dollar. He
recogniged it by the fact that a button
was missing.

John Connors stated that he had an oil-
gkin suit which he left in the boat on the
night in question, and missed it Saturday
morning. He identified one of the suits
in court as his, by a bioken string on the
coat, but was somewhat uncertain as to
the pants.

¥rank Ring tola of losing two suits of
oilskins in the same way as had the pre-
il witnesses, and described the missing
properiy.

John Kirby swore that he had purchas-
ed the stolen goods from Smith on Satur-
day last, for one
preces—one pair of pants and two coats.

The prisoner told him he had been a sail-
or and was going to quit the sea.

Witness belongs to Harborville, N. S,
and is the master of the schooner Flor-
ence.

On the night in question, witness ad
ded, he lost his dory, and had not yet re-
covered it. The defendant had told him
he had seen it.

The witnesses enteréd into recognizance
to appear as witnesses at the next sitting
of the county court, on Monday, May 28.

Clarence Hayes declared that defendant
offered, on Sunday morning, to sell him a
pair of boots for 30 cents. He didn’t want
them, and 8mith sold them in his pres-
ence to the mate of the schaooner Florence
for 40 cents. He (Smith) also had a
watch for which he wanted $3.50

The prisoner told him he had sold a
paid of long rubber boots. He also told
witness he had sold three pieces of oil-
skin clothing to the captain of the Flor-
ence for one dollar, and offered to sell
witness a dark suit of oil clothes and a
gun.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s Motion for Fast British-Australasian
‘Steamship and Rail Service via Canada Passes Colonial
Conference---Committee Will be Appointed to Consider

Best Route.

LONDON, May 14—The Imperial con-
ference at its closing session today adopt-
gd'thc motion of Sir Wilfrid Laurier in
favor of an all-British subsidized steam-
ship route from the United Kingdom to
Ausi_;ralm by way of Canada. A commit-
dee is to be appointed to enquire into the
cost of such a route and draw up definite
proposxtmn_s on the subject.

'..I‘he motion of Sir Wilfrid is designed to
bring a.b'out a rt_zduction in freight chargzs,
thus giving an indirect form of preference
to the British colonies, reducing the time

Canadians have .la.-
bored under severe handicap in competmg
for the trans-Atlantic trade. Generally it
has ‘retarded Canadian development to a
serious degree, and the ratification of the
present scheme should give enormous im-
petus to inter-Imperial trade and travel.

CHAMPLAIN'S TOMB

Believed That lts Exact Loca-
tion Has at Last Been Found

QUEBEC, May 13—The exact location
of the tomb of Samuel de Champlain,
founder of Quebec. has been for years the
subject of dispute among Canadian writ-
ers, but the mystery seems now te have
been solved. It was known)that Cham-
plain, who died in 1635, had been buried
in the Champlain chapel, also called Chap-
elle du Gouverneur, which was destroyed
by dre in 1640, and no plan having been
found to establish its site in the Ancient
Capital, the location of the illustrious
founder’s tomb 'became the subject of
much controversy. -During his recent\visit
to Europe, Paul de Cazes, secretary of the
department of public instruction, made it
a point to investigate the matter and
make further researches. His efforts were
crowned with success, as he found in the
old archives of Paris documents and a
plan placing the chapel referred to within
the limits of Fort St. Louis, so that the
exact spot of Champlain’s burial-place can
now be established by actual measure-
ments based on said plan. As the Fronm-
tenac Hotel occupies a portion of the site
of the old Fort St. Louis, it follows that
the Champlain monument in front hap-
pens to be placed by chance, if not on the
exact spot, at least in the immedidte vic-
inity of his tomb.

Mr. de Cazes will shortly make his dis-
covery known in authentic form, and the
contemplated festivities in Quebec lend

much importance to the document which’

he will publish.

MUNICIPAL ESTIMATES
THIS YEAR ARE §$104,254

Improvements to Jail Buildings Will be
‘Made at Once---Annual Meeting of
Municipal Council This Afternoon---

More Money for

The annual meeting of the municipal
council is being held this afternoon in the
court house. Several matters of import-
ance are to be considered, including the
estimates for the ensuing year and a re-
port from the buildings committee on ex-
tensive changes in the jail building on
King street east. The cost of the pro-
posed changes is estimated at $2,625.

The selection of a warden is expected to
provoke quite a keen competition between
the city and county members. The former
are supporting Ald. Hamm for the posi-
tion, and the latter have been working to
give Councillor Dean of Musquash the
honor.

The committee on county buildings re-
ported that accompanied by F. Neil
Brodie, architect, they carefully examined
the condition of the court house, registry
office and dead house, and found that cer-
tain changes and improvements are abso-
lutely necessary to be made at as early
a date as possible, including the fitting up
of the present dead house into an office
for the jail.

The architect’s
amounts to $2,625.

The committee on finance and accounts

CHICAGO HAS
DOLLAR WHEAT

Wheat Prices Passed the
«Magic Mark in Sensational
Tradmg on Chicago Exchange

Chicago, May 13—In the most sensa-
tional opening in the history of the Chic-
ago board of trade, wheat today shot past
the dollar mark. Heavy realizing sales
pushed the price backward somewhat,but
at the close the market was strong and
according to the majority of speculators
on the board, the demand upon which the
late advance has been made is still un-
satisfied. The late advance today for
wheat was four cents for the July and
September options and 4 1-8 cents for the
December option.

From the low point of Monday of last
week July wheat has advanced 13 3-4.
September has gone up 15 34. In the
December option the high point today was
16 3-4 above the low price of last Mon-
day.

1t was a certainty that a strong bulge
would take place in the wheat market at
the opening. (,ountry orders had poured
in, seemingly in an endless stream, and

ed there was a terrific roar of voices, all
anxious to buy, and nobody offering to
sell. The trade was too big and too broad
to be followed with any certainty, and
brokers filled orders frequently several
cents away from the point at which they
had hoped to buy. The confusion was so
great that for a few minutes but little
actual business was transacted, the brok-
ers fighting and struggling in efforts to
get hold of wheat from anybody or at any!
price.

The rush of buying orders seemed to
come from almost every town in the
United States which was situated along a
telegraph wire. They came from Winni-
peg and from Louisiana and from points
on the Pacific and Atlantic seaboard. The
pfofessional traders were of the opinion
that the opening was a little too vigorous
and that the chance to scize profits on
lines of long wheat carried over Sunday
was tempting. As soon, therefore, as trade
steadied a trifle, millions of bushels were
thrown upon the market in realizing sales.
As a result the advance for a time was
checked. The buying orders, however, still
poured in and the market again soared.
Again the long wheat came out and
brought a reduction, and again the coun-
try buyers forced prices up. The situa-
tion was too strong for man or clique of
men to st>m. The country at large seemed
determined to buy at whatever price
could be had.

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AN INDUSTRY RECLAIMED

Not long since the press of St. John was
able to announce that the cotton mills of
this city, which had been taken over by
local investors a few years ago, at a time
when they were idle and apparently out
of the race, had been converted into
a profitable industry. Today it is an-
nounced that a vcluntary increase of ten
per cent in wages has been made by the
directors. As this affects some five hun-
dred and fifty employes, it means much
for the city.

When Mr. James F. Robertson purch-
ased these mills and set about organizing
a local company to operate them, they
hed been idle some time, many of the
windows had been shattered by boys, the
plant was antiquated and the belp scat-
tered in factory towns on both sides of
the border. The new company Wwas form-
ed, as many as possible of the old hands
brought back, families being thus reunited,
and a plan of gradual reconstruction of
the plant was inaugurated. That plan has
been successfully carried out, and improve-
ments and enlargements are still being
made, and last year the mills paid a divi-
dend.

Today’s news comes as a fitting climax

HUMAN FAILURES

Any citizen who knows his’ .town is
familiar with a certain number of per-
sons who, through intemperance and in-
dolence, have become utterly worthless as
members of the community, and who are
to some extent a burden, either upon their
relatives or upon the general public. The
type may be recognised by the observaunt
sye along Union street or around King
Square, and in other places about the
city. Here is a strong young man, who is
supported chiefly by his parents or sis-
ters. Yonder is a husband whose wife
bows beneath the burden of family sup-
port. And there are others who are prac-
tically homeless, but who continue to sub-
sist in order that they may drink.

The community knows these persons,
and occagionally reads, perhaps with very
little interest, that one or another of

wre generally harmless, 80 far as vicious
sr criminal sets are concerned, and there-
jore the public does not concern itself
wbout them. They are permitted to go
to the deyil in their own way. Occasion-
tlly one £ops out of the ranks, the word
“failure” written large across his life,
and there are few or none to mourn.

It would be uunjust to say that these
men go down without any remonstrance
or pleading on the part of friends. But
after they reach a certain stage it ap-
pears to be taken for granted that further
offort is uscless. Perhaps this is not sur-
prising, when one considers how shabbily
the well-meaning friend is frequently used
by men who have surrendere‘l the better
part of their manhood to a‘ depraved ap-
petite.

But has society done all its duty when it
merely remonstrates? Shduld not coer-
cion be sometimes applied to save a man
from himself? The appetite for liquor
does not explain everything.  There are
fellows who plead that they are slaves to
liqguor when they are really too lazy to
work. If they and the men who are real
glaves to liquor were arrested when
found drunk, and were sent to a farm
where they would find work to do and no
liquor to drink for a few months, their
manhood might be restored. This method
is adopted to reclaim petty criminals, and
why nét an cqual effort to reclaim men
who are less depraved, but who are also a
burden on the community and a source of
sorrow to their relatives and friends?

In their search for a method of dealing
with persons convicted in the courts of
Toronto, the mayor of that city, with the
inspector of prisons and charities, went
last weck to Cleveland, Ohio, and found
there the farm system working admirably.
A Toronto paper says:

““The Toronto delegation visited Cleve-
land’s farm colony and were greatly im-
pressed by the manner in which prisoners
were treated. They have fresh air and
Lealthy work in addition to the best
moral influences, and although the col-
ony has only been in existence for three
years, the results have been so splendid
that the Cleveland people are willing to
swear by it. The farm consists of 2,000
acres, about ten miles from the city, apd
come ten miles farther out is a farm of

boys are cared for and trained up to be re-
spectable citizens. A further part of the
scheme is the juvenile court, which was
established in Cleveland three years ago.
The whole system works harmoniously,
and Dr. Smith, after a thorough investiga-
tion, came away with the impression that
it would be to the advantage of Toronto
to copy many of its ideas. The probation
gystem is a portion of the plan and the

John of many walking advertisements of
the failure of our social system, and would
beyond doubt restore to their manhood
and to lives of uscfulness not a few who
are now well along the path that leads to

utter failure in life, and to a miserable
end.

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THE BULGE IN WHEAT

When the stock markets are dull, what
are called the commodity markets not in-
frequently attract the attention & specu-
lators. At the present time wheat is the
centre of interest. JThe sensational rise in
Chicago yesbgrday followed a somewhat
rapid advancé for some weeks past. The
somewhat gloomy crop news gave the
speculators encouragement to turn from
Wall street stocks to the allurements of
the wheat. Since the reckoning of March
14th. on the stock market, business there
l}as been extremely dull, but July wheat
in that period has gone up from 78 1-8 to
a dollar. Cotton has also advanced. There
has been heavy trading in the wheat mar-
ket  and on the cotton exchange. Specula-
tion, therefore, has not collapsed, but has
turned into new channels. The public has
not been much interested in wheat for a

couple of years, but with nothing doing in

.Wall Street the wheat market, especially
in view of discouraging crop news, looked
very tempting and the public rushed in.
The New York Evening Post, oomménting
on the transfer of attention from the stock
to the commodity markets, points out that
this .is no mew thing, and also that the
two markets are seldom very active at the
same time without disaster to the specu-
lators. We quote:—

“In the majority of seasons, speculators
crowded out of one market, because it
no longer ‘moves’ promptly, go in search
of a.nother which does. For this purpose,
something in existing conditions which at
least suggests a possible change in values
is necessary. After the rich men’s panic’
and consequent stagnation of 1903, Wall
Street itself trooped after Sully to bid
up prices for the deficient cotton crop.
Stocks were abandoned in the summer of
1901 to speculate in corn. Leiter’s extra-
ordinary wheat speculation of 1898 might
not have been possible but for the curb
put upon Stock KExchange speculation by
the Spanish war.

“It will naturally be asked whether
speculation for the rise ever occurs simui-
taneously in the market for stocks and for
commodities. At times it has done so, and
generally with bad results. One instance
was the spring of 1895, whep speculators,
released from fear of a breakdown in the
treasury, began simultaneously' to ‘bull’
stocks and wheat. The buyers of stocks
had to readjust their reckoning before the
summer was over. Even when circum-
stances favor a coincident rise in stocks
and commodities, something must be said
for the supply of capital. To that there is
a limit, as certain distinguished financiers
learned, when they were - conducting a
boom in stocks, in the face of last au-

tumn’s land and mine speculation.” |

The statement that Sir Wilfrid Laurier
will today place before the imperial con-
ference a scheme for a fast inter-imperial
steamship service, backed by the govern-
ments interested, is one of the most im-
portant announcements made in recent
years in relation to imperial trade. If ad-
opted it will do much to revolutionize traf-
fic, and draw into closer sympathy the
far-stretchinghareas that make up the Brit-
ish empire.

The statement of Mr. W. 8. Fisher that
more lower province manufacturing houses
should establish branches in the west is
worthy of attention. The western market
is rapidly growing, and freight rates do
not bar out the producte of factories from
this part of Canada.

SCRIBBLING IN
PUBLIC PLACES

(Civie Bulletin, Newport, R. 1)

The student of history, seeking for mod-
ern parallels in the political, social, and
economic life of the past, can not fail to
be impressed by the intensely modern as-
pects of life among the Romans of the
First century A. D. The social and in-
dustrial problems and the life and thought
of that ‘time are much more like those of
today than the life of our own ancestors
during the middle ages. For example, writ-
ing upon walls was a prevalent habit in’
antiquity—a habit which may be account-’
ed for by the use of the sharp-pointed sty-
lus with wax tablets—and the remains of
graffiti (scribblings) found at Rome, Pom-
peii, and other places indicate that the
temptation of the Roman to use the sty-
lus upon the polished stucco of the walls
was fully as great as that of the people
of today to use their lead pencils or foun-
tain pens upon the freshly painted sur-
face of a fence or on the marble and gran-
ite blocks of a public building. Scratches
and scribblings of all kinds, catch phrases,
couplets, rough sketches of persons and
things, are found on the walls and pil-
lars in the Roman cities and the saying:

“Fools’ names like their faces

Are always seen in public places.”
was as true in ancient times as it is to-
day. It has been conjectured that many
of these graffiti, to judge from the height
at which they are found above the floer,
were the work of boys end girls, while
others, doubtless, were made by older peo-
ple possessed by the same mania for scrib-
bling.

A walk through our own streets con-
vinces us that there are many defacers of
public property living among us. The
writer recently noticed on a mewly paint-
ed fence bits of arithmetic sums, names of
people, and rude eketches and earicatures
all written with pencil and charcoal, and
as if that were not enough, long wavy
scrolls had been marked back and forth
over the whole extent of the fence. As
this was in the neighborhood of school
buildings, it was evidently the work of
children on their way to and from school.
But the children are mot the only guilty
ones. A walk along the cliffs will furnish
plenty of evidence on this point. The au-
tographs.of tourists are to be found on
steps, gateways and the marble blocks of
walls, and one is tempted to quote the well
known graffito preserved at Rome—

«Truly ’tis wonderful, wall, that you have

not fallen in ruins,
Foroed without murmur to bear the taint
of so many hands.”

1t is difficult to find a motive for such
wilful defacement of the property of oth-
ers. Surely there can be no respect for
the rights of the individual or the state
in the mind of one who thus injures what
is mnot his own, and the asthetic
sense must be as dull as the moral in the
person who fails to see that such injury
detracts from the cleanliness and beauty
of this city. We can not emphasize too
strongly, in the teaching of our children,
a due regard for the property rights of
| others, and an appreeiative care for civic
'beauty. With the coming of spring, and
the freshening and repainting of houses
‘and fences, let us hope that greater con-
| sideration on the part of old and young
alike may put an end to this disgraceful
habit of writing in public places.

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Kirk Brown’s Company
Does Its Best Work Yet
in Hall Caine Play.

s

St. John theatre-goers, or as many of
them as could crowd into the Opera
House, saw the Eternal City last night
for the first time; saw it, liked it, became

enthusiastic, and went away practically
unanimous in the opinion that they had
witnessed the very best effort of a sterl-
ing actor, backed by a leading woman of
wonderful ability and supported by a com-
pany as near perfect as a company can be.

Mr. Kirk Brown, who has so ably en-
tertained us for the past week, has done
excellent work here; work that would
stamp him anywhere as a player of merit
but until the curtain rose on last night’s
production we had not seen him at his
best.

In the character of David Rossi his tri-
umph was more complete than even his
friends had expected, and whatever he
may do in the characters he will present
to “us before his all too brief &gagement
in St. John terminates he will undoubt-
edly be bdst remembered for his Rossi.
Even his justly famous Othello, in which
he scored the success of his last season’s
engagement, and in which he will, by the
way, be seen next week, cannot surpass
his conception of the humanitarian and
whole man David Rossi which comes to
us as onme of the most picturesque and
most human types in the whole realm of
modern drama.

A popular price production is a difficult
one to criticize, even when it merits any
detailed treatment. Always the siving
grace of “popular price” looms up largely
as a barrier to the critic and a safeguard
to the actor. The theatre-goer says “at
popular prices we cannot expect- perfec-
tion,” and criticism in such cases to be
just must be kind. Kirk Brown’s com-
pany has seldom, if ever, required that
safeguard. _Last night it certainly did
not need it for the production of “The
Eternal City” was unreservedly one of
the very best dramatic presentations ever
seen on the Opera House stage, regardless
of price. A broad statement you will say?
Perhaps, but not one whit broader than
it is intended to be. And even at that it
will in all sincerity bear repetition.

Previous to last might it had been my
privilege to see two productions of “The
Eternal City.”” One, in which Viola Allan
was starred as Donna Roma, and was
supported by Edward Morgan featured as
David Rossi, and the other, the following
season, when Miss Allan had retired and
Mr. Morgan was starred in his part.
Frankly, then, I was prepared to-be dis-
appointed in Mr. Brown’s production.
True, he has shown great capability, but
that he and Miss Fields could compare
with Mr. Morgan and Miss Allan was
hardly to be expected.

At the end of the second act, however.
the comparison did not seem at all im-
probable; at the end of the last act it
was a reality.

Mr. Brown, in his work, is strongly re-
miniscent of Morgan, and in addition to
being Morgan’s equal in ability he has
the great advantage of freedom from that
eminent actor’s handicaps — handicaps,
shall we say, which were of Morgan’s
own creation and which undoubtedly has-
tened his death.

Kirk Brown presents to us a Rossi of
extremely human type. The few frailties
as well as the many virtues are brought
out with striking fidelity and the various
components moulded into one harmoni-
ous whole, every note of which rings true.

In the second act, his scene with Don-
na Roma was exquisitely done and beau-
tifully shaded. In this he was admirably
aided by Miss Fields, who by her grace-
ful, artistic and ingenuous treatment of
a very delicate bit of dramatic art shared
the honors with the star and made the
little scene, a veritable gem.

The strongest scene in the whole play

comes in Act V where Rossi returns to
Rome to find ‘that Donna Roma has de-
nounced him to the authorities. This is
the most difficult scene in the drama and
has been the rock on which many other-
wise meritorions productions of “The Et-
ernal City.” Mave gone to pieces. In the
language of the stage it is a “tricky”
scene. There is an ever present tempta-
tion to over act, to rant; an improper re-
flection an injudicious tonej or note and
pathos becomes bathos and the carefully
erected structure falls to pieces and the
whole ecene is lost. But Mr. Brown and
Miss Fields avoided the snares and pit-
falls with consummate art. Every word,
every action was as it should be and the
result was a signal triumph which the
large audience received with enthusiasm:
What was true of the two scenes mention-
ed was equally ‘true of the whole produc-
tion. It was artistic to the most minute
detail and better than anything else serv-
ed to show the merit of the splendid com-
pany with which Mr.. Brown has sur-
rounded himself.

For Miss Fields it is only necessary to
repeat more emphatically what 1 said of
her work in “The Christian”’—that she is
one of the very best actresses who has
visited St. John for many seasons. She
is always natural, always artistic, and her
charming stage presence and natural gifts
make her every appearance a delight.

Of the supporting company a special
word of praise is due to Mr. Bird whose
Bruno was a revelation. Particularly ef-
fective was he in the trial scene as well
as in the scene with Mr. Brown in Donna
Roma’s studio. Mr. Bird has done much
good work since he has been here but nev-
er was he seen to better advantage than
last night, Mr. Charlton was especially
good as Baron Bonelli. His part required
careful consistent treatment and this was
just what it received. A less capable ac-
tor by striving for effects would have
wrecked the character but Mr. Charlton’s
conception of it was finished in every de-
tail. Mr. Graham Earle as Pope Pius X
did well with it while the same may be
said of Mr. Gillespie as Minghelli and
Mr. Fey as Father Pifferi.

The other members of the company were
excellent in supporting roles. Some beau-
tiful costumes were worn by Miss Fields
and Miss Wayne while the settings of
the play were as usual first-class the gar-
den of the Vatican being a particularly
beautiful stage picture.

On the whole “The Eternal City,” is
by long odds the best production Mr.
Brown’s company has given us and those
who fail to see it ‘topight will miss a real

treat.

BARK OSBERGA
REACHES BOSTON

Badly Battered and With. Her
Crew Exhausted She Limped
Into Port Last Night.

Boston, May 13—Shorn of her top ham-
per and with her crew practically ex-
hausted from hard work and meagre pro-
visions the British bark Osberga, of Mait-
land (N.’S.), Capt. Hatfield, arrived in
the harbor tonight from Turk’s Island,
after a tempestudus passage of fifty-nine
days. The usual passage by vessels of the
Osbega type is from twenty to twenty-
five days. Almost from the time that the
bark left Turk’s Island until she finally
reached the Nantucket lighiship she was
subjected to a continuous series of gales
which wrenched all her upper spars and
left her but few sails with which to
reach port.

The Osberga left Turks Island with a
large cargo of salt on March 15. Three
days later she was struck by a squall,
which carried away her main top gallant
mast and tore other sails. The vessel was
sent off before the wind and the repairs
were made when she was again headed on
her course. .
no less

This experience was repeated
than eleven times in the course of the
next six weeks, until nothing remained

above the lower masts. At one time the
vessel sprang a leak and all hands, in-
cluding the captain’s wife, were obliged
to man the pump for more than six hours
before she was finally freed. The salt
reached her tanks of drinking water and
since the first of April the crew have
been obliged to drink brackish water.
The provisions also ran out, but fortun-
ately a friendly vessel furnished a meagre
supply and when the tug Palace picked the
Osberga up today there was very little
left on board in the eating line. The bark
presented a decidedly battered appearance
as she came into the bay. All the stand-
ing rigging above the masts were hanging
in three great tangles from her masts, her

'LONGSHOREMEN

ARE ON STRIKE IN MONTREAL

They vDemanded, An Increase of Pay Yesterday%
Morning and Left Work Last Night---Criminal|

Action May be Taken.

Montreal, May 13—Fificen hundred

*| longshoremen are on strike jn the port of

Montreal. At 6 o’clock this evening they
screwed the hatches on the holds of the
occan vessels now in course of unloading
in port and quit work quietly.

The trouble .came suddenly. There was
not a breath of dissatisfaction since the

geason began until the New York strike
Joomed large on the horizon. Then @he
men here felt that they were not getting
their dues and persuaded, it is _said, by
agitators who have been in the city from
the other side of the border
for the last few days, the ’long-
gshoremen’s  union, a branch : of
the International ’Longshoremen’s Union,
presented an ultimatum to the
shipping concerns of Montreal that unless
there was an all round increase in wages
by 6 o'clock there would be a genera
strike.

In the morning a letter was sent to the
Allan line, the Robert Reford Company,
Ltd., (operating the Donaldson and the
Thomson lines), the Dominion and Ley-
Jand lines and the C. P. R. that the ’long-
shoremen of Montreal wanted 35 cents an
hour for day work up to 6 o’dlock and af-
ter that 35 cents an hour for night work.
Sundays the pay demanded was 60 cents
up to 6 o'clock and 70 cents after 6
o’clock. i

When this demand reached the ship
ping companies, there was a hu}'ﬂ up
meeting of the Shipping Federation call-
ed. The federation members met in the
rooms of the association at the board of
trade building and there were present H.
A. Allan, president of the federation; Mr.
Gear, of the Reford Company, and Mr,
Thom, of the Dominion line.

The meeting lasted for two hours and
then broke up, the members positively re-
fusing to Jnake a statement as to what
course would be adopted in regard to the
ultimatum presented by the ‘longshore-
men.

At 6 o’clock no answer had been receiv-

ed by the ’longshoremen and’ when the|

time came for supper, there were pickets
at each shed to advise the men that they
need mnot work after the supper hour.

PREMIER LAURIER
FOR FAST

e G

Scheme for 25 Knot
Steamers Between Can-
ada and England.

Ottawa, May 13—Although nothing off-
cial is obtainable at the trade and com-
merca department, the prospects of a
fast. Atlantic service are brighter today
than they have been for some years.
With Sir Wilfrid' Laurier working in be-
half of it with the British government,
and Sir Richard Cartwright favorable to
it at this end there ought to be some de-
finite information on the subject at an

early day.

It is well known that Sir Wilfrid
Laurier has been in communication with
the acting premier, Sir Richard, upon the
matter and that the outlook for this long
delayed venture being an accomplished
fact was never better. In the “dickering”
which is going on, the C. P. R. is said to
be included. The present is a good time
to establish thig service. The parties who
have got the contract for the Australian
mail service by the Suez Canal do not ap-
pear to fulfil the terms with the Aus-
tralian government and mails could be
brought by the new fast line on the At-
lantie and Pacific acpess Canada with a
94-knot service in 27 days in all or five
days better than the time now made with
the Australian mail by the Buez route.

The present Canada-Australia steam ser-
vice is very indifferent, there being  no
improvements since its inauguration. The
journey from London to Chipa by the
Canadian route can be shortened by.two
days notwithstanding that the distance
is longer than by the Suez route.

A fast Atlantic service would also draw
from the American routes with reasonable
asgistance from the British government,
and Canada willing, as she .undoubtedly
is, a fast Atlantic and fast Pacific service
may-be realized in the near future.

Montreal, May 13—(8pecial)—A special
cable to the Montreal Star says:

Sir Wilfrid' Laurier will tomorrow lay
before the imperial conference with every
prospect of its acceptance in principle be-
fore the present week is out a scheme of
empire transport which has been authori-
tatively called the biggest proposal sub-
mitted to any British government for
over 100 years. Sir Wilfrid refuses to dis-
cuss the question at the present stage byt
I am able to give the following outlines:

The proposal is for the immediate crea-
tion of an empire mail service of the high-
est speed and efficiency, to Canada and
via Canada to New Zealand and Australia
on the one hand, and \China and Japan
on the other, the Canadian service to con-

It was stated fo night that qriminal ac-
tion would be. taken: against the ’long-
shoremen ' today -for a ‘viclation of the
new law enacted at the last session of
parliament and known : as the Lemieux
act. This makes 1t a criminal offence for
any parties to-go on:strike without first
inveoking the arbitratien or conciliation
board, one member of which will be ap
peinted by the ‘contending parties and if
these men cannot agree on:a third con-
feree the same shall appointed by the
minister of labor. these arrests take
place it will be the first occasion since the
enactment of the new law.

ing two 25-knot steamers on the New
\ York route. i

The promoters of ‘the Halifax-Blacksod
scheme which this new scheme would
probably supersede, “have estimated that
$25,000,000 capital ig mecessary to estab-
lish their service, This figure may give
some measure of the cost of the new pro-
| posal.

A new and faster service will be placed
on the Vancouver routes -to the far east
and Australia. In the later case the ser-
vice is being jointly subsillized or guaran-
teed by the British, Canada, Australia
and New Zealand governments. Premiers
Deakin and Ward, now here, are entirely
-co-operative in the expectation that Aus-
tralasia will be thus be brought within 20
days of England, instead of 30 as now.

Lord Strathcona is so largely respongible
for initiating the project that it is mot
improbable he may become president of
the new steamship association, which is
likely to follow the representative lines of
the Pacific cable board. Hon. Clifford
Sifton is also intimately associated with
the scheme.

The new lines would be independent of
all railway concerns, making equal
terms with all. I understand Lloyd George
will at tomorrow’s conference promise the
careful and most sympathetic eonsidera-
tion of his majesty’s government. He and
Winston Churchill are most co-operatively
inclined; so are other members of the
ministry, including : S8ir Edward Grey,
Haldane, Birrell and Buxton; while Mr.
