- Paris, Jan. 20—It became known today for the first time that
the situation upon the Aisne was regarded as so critical as a result
of the German assaults last week, that General Joffre, commander-
in-chief of the allied armies, hastened there in person to direct op-
erations of the French troops.

Now, however, despite the massing of *German reinforcements
south and southwest of Laon, the French military authorities are
confident that the inavders have shot their bolt north of Soissons,
and that the next operations there will 'see the allies upon the offen-
sive in an effort to retake the ground they have lost.

Great importance is attached here to the French gains in the
forest of la Pretre, north of Pont a Mousson. The French forces,
lying southwest of Metz, have strongly entrenched their positions,
and report the repulse of all German counter attacks. ~ Artillery
engagements are in progress in Upper Alsace, where hard snow
storms and cold weather have interfered with infantry operations.

FRENCH SUMMARY
* Paris, Jan, 20—(245 p. m.)—The French War Office this afternoon report-
ed as follows:—

“From the sea to the Somme, inthe region of Nieuport, there was yester-
day a fairly spirited artiflery engagement in the course of which the enemy
endeavored in vain to destroy our bridge at the mouth of the Yser. :

“In the meantime we were successful in demolishing a portion of his de-
fences at this point; also we were successful at the Union Farm near St
Georges’ where the enemy had strongly organized his positions.

“In the sector of Ypres and near Leas, there were, yesterday, artillery ex-
changes of varying intensity., There was also a very violent bombaydment of
Blangy, near Aras, but it was not followed by an infantry attack.

“From the Somme to the Argonne, there has been nothing to geport, not
fias there beent any activity in the sector of Soissons or in the ‘ldlﬁr u&Cn-
onne or near Rheims,

“In the region of Camp De Cha!onl.uwenu!othznorﬂ:ofl’ttﬂlnmd
of Massiges, our artillery directed a veryeffective fire on the field works of the
enemy,

“In the Argonne, in the forest of Legruris, the enemy delivered a violent
attack upon one of our trenches, Our troops, who for a moment gave way un-
der the shock, later recaptured in two counter attacks all their positions and
nlaintained themselves therin., The first of these attacks gave us a greater part
of these positions and the second completed the work,

“At St, Hubert the Germans blew up, by means of a mine, the north-eastern
projection of our trenches, Our troops threw themselves into the excavations
caused by these explosions and prevented the enemy from taking possession of
them.”

“To the northwest of Pont-A-Mouuon, in the forest of Le Pretre we estab-
fished ourselves at a distance of 300 yards in front of the German trenches,
captured by us the day before yesterday, At the end of the day (Tuesday) the
enemy here delivered a counter attack but without success.

“In the vicinity of Thann there have been artillery engagements in which
the advantage rested with us.”

RUSSIAN REPORT FAVORABLE

Petrograd, Jan, 20—Aaq official communication by the general staff of the
Rusian army says:—

“During January 17 and I8, on the right bank of the lower Vistula, upon
the front runoing from the river to the raflroad from Warsaw to Mlawa, a
portion of our troops, having come in close contact with the enemy, had a
series of collisions of secondary importance,

“Fighting of a more grave character, though having the nature of separate
actions, took place in the village of Konopkl, where the heavy artillery with
which the enemy bombarded us was silenced by the fire of our batteries and
near Bodsanow and Bonjonia, opposite which the enemy occupied well organ-
ized defensive positions, Heavy fighting also ocourred near Dobrezyn, where an
offensive attempt of the Germans was blocked and the enemy was Jriven back,
sustaining grave losses,

“During the day of January 17, the enemy bombarded, from his pouiﬁou
on the west bank of the Vistula, our lines near Wyszogrod, but our fire, direct-
td upon his front and flank, silenced the German artillery,

“On January 18, the Germans violently cannonaded the village of Vitko-
vitze, and the entrenchments occupied by us on the left bank of the Bzuta,

“There is no material change on the other fronts.”

AUSTRIA CALLS OUT ALL LANSTURM-

Geneva, via Paris, Jan, 20—Despatches from Budapest state that the gov-
ernor of Cracow has ordered women, children and men uafit for military ser-
rice to leave the city and suburbs within forty-eight hours. The men over mil-
itary age, but who are still active, have been formed into a civic guard.

““Is it the madness of despair, or just plain every-day madness
that has prompted the Germans to select for attack.the peaceful and
undefended resorts of England’s east coast? First a squadron of
Germain cruisers swooped down upon Hartlepool, Whitby and Scar-
borough to take their toll of death of non-combatants, women and
children, and now it is an aerial attack upon Yarmouth, Sandring-
ham, Kings Lynn and Cromer.

‘“What can Germany hope to gain by these wanton attacks upon
undefended places and this slaughter of innocents? Certainly not
the good opinion of the peoples of neutral nations, for these know
that the rules of civilized warfare call for notice of bombardment,

MAN AND WOMAN
KILLED IN YARMOUTH

Yarmouth, Jan. 20—Careful inqguiries
thus far go to show that public build-
ings and the railways escaped damage in
last night’s aeria] raid. The damage is
almost wholly confined to private houses
and shops.

So far as is now known, only two per-
sons, a & man and a woman, were killed
here. Most of the inhabitants were in-
doors. Fragments of metal, supposed to
have heen thrown by the bombs, are be-
ing found in all directions. Another air-
craft appeared here soon after midnigat
"but ‘dropped no bombe.

The chief constable of Yarmouth tell—
ing of the raid, said:—

“The people stood the raid very well,
About 400 special constables were call-
ed out and arrived with the utmost
promptitude. All Red Cross and hos-
¥ita.l arrangements proved perfect. All

ights were extinguished and public per-
formances at the theatres and music
halls were abandoned: The people went
home and the town was without light
till morning.

The ﬂrst u.ir raider passed along the
sea front and dropped the first bomb
into Norfolk: Square Garden, close by
the beach and the Brittania Pier. This
did no.damage. The raider then proceed-
ed in a northwesterly direction across
town; and when near the centre dropped
several bombs in the neighborhood of
St. Peter’s road, the main taoroughfare
leading to the parade grounds. It was
there that the greatest damage was done,
especially in the smashing of windows
in houses and shops. The bombs, from
all accounts, were dropped in rapid suc-
cession

-~ One bomb dropped near the fish mar-
ket, apparently with the intention of de-
stroying any ships anchored in the vicin-
ity.

Soldier’s Widow Killed

Kings Lynn, Jan, 20—Tae body of a
woman, the widow of a soldier recently
killed at the front, was recovered from
her demolished home today. This makes
the second death recorded here as a re-
sult of the aerial raid.

An outxtundins feature.of the raid ap-
pears to have been the skill with which
the German airmen, in the darkness, fol-
lowed -their route and ‘dropped bombs in
the vicinity of King George’s house at
Sandringham and Queen Mother Alex-
andra’s bungalow at Smettisham, as well
as at the docks, waterworks and railroad
station here, and at the Grimston am-
munition depot.

According to the police, the raiders

circled twice over Kings Lynn, and
dropped bombs in the neighborhood of

the railroad station and the docks.

Three mijssiles fell clogse to the statiom
and wrecked the ‘sheds” in which the
royal railroad coaches were housed. Ona
or more bombs were dropped along the
waterfront among the docks, and dam«
age was inflicted on the hydraullc engine
house. The dense darkness and the
slight fog, which prevented effective pur-
suit or successful shooting at the raiders.
also hindered them in their efforts to
reach some of their apparent objectives
and also to aim their bombs with the
maximum of accuracy. Thus the visit
to Sandringham, which King George and
Queen Mary left yesterday morning, was
not effective, although some bombs were
dropped in the vicinity of the royal re«
sidence,

The casuality list at Kings Lynn, so
far as is known this morning, is two per-
sons killed and four injured. They all
were in a group of houses in Beniincl
st which was wrecked by one bomb,
The tasualities at Yarmouth are two
killed and one injured. There is still a
difference of opinion here as to whether
the German raiders came in Zeppelins
or in aeroplanes.

er the infringement of another’s patent
is likely to be successful, and whether,
it may not be possible, by infringing!
a patent, so to saddle an opponent with
legal expenses as to break his competi-
tion, is not easily defensible. Fair com-|
petition between individuals lies at the
bottom of all trade; unfair competition |
backed by all the resources of the state, '
is what we have had to face with Ge

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THE WAR NEWS

German airships raided the county of
Norfolk, England, last night and
dropped bombs at half a dozen different
points, including the vicinity of the
Royal Palace at Sandringham. A few
persons were Killed and some property
was damaged by this raid, which is
quite in line with the barbaric methods
of the Germans. The night was excep-
tionally favorable for the bomb-throwers,
being so dark that the air-craft were in-
visible, although the whirring of thei/r
motors could be clearly ‘heard. This
kind of warfare, when not supported
by an army or fleet, can have no ‘effect
upon the fortunes of the conflict, and
where fatalities occur it is simply the
murder of innocent non-combatants.
This raid, however, and the boastful in-
terview of the German war minister
Associated Press yesterday,
in which he promises to meet the Brit-
ish and “drive them back with bloody
heads,” will have the effect of stimulat-
ing recruiting throughout Great Biitain.

The French claim to have made a lit-
tle further progress toward the German
frontier, at a point southwest of Verdun.
The Russians are reported to be launch-
ing a big new movement on the Vistula,
end to be pursuing the retreating Turks
in the Caucasus, and to be preparing for
an invasion of Hungary from the north
and east.

The British government has rejected
the American proposal that the steam-
ship Dacia, bpught from the Hamburg-
American line, but believed to be still
remaining in German hands, should be
permitted to carry & cargo of cotton to
Germany. Warning is given that while
the cargo of cotton would either be
bought by the British government or
left free to be forwarded in some other
ship, the Dacia would be seized as a
prize of war. This whole question of
the purchase of German ships by Ameri-
cans, and the use of these ships in such
a manner as might be of benefit to Ger-
many, is a rather awkward one to
handle, and the German influence will,
of course, be brought to bear to the fullest
extent to make it, if possible, a cause of
friction between Britain and the United

States.

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HELPING THE BELGIANS
«]et Farm Boys and Girls Help the
Belgians” is the heading of an article
in the American Lumberman of Chic-
ago, and it points out a very pmﬁcﬂ
way in which this may be done. It says:
¢Let each farmer, his son or his daugh-
ter set aside a plot of ground that shall
be known as the Belgian Relief Plot,
and the harvest from which shall be
dedicated to Belgian relief” The Lum-
berman points out that, if such a plan is
pursued throughout, the agricultural sec-
tions .of the United States, not only will
an enormous supply of food be provid-
ed, but the people, and especially the
young people, will be taught the virtue
of generosity, and the value of the ex-
perience in its influence upon their char-
acter would be very great. 'Fhe Lum-
berman points out that becatise Belgium
has been over-run with hostile armies,
her lands laid waste, her homes de-
stroyed, her business demoralized, and
the most of her able bodied male popu-
lation killed or disabled or still engaged
in war, the needs of the Belgian people
are not only immediately urgent and
pressing, but must continue for at least
another year, if mot longer; and under
these conditions it will be necessary for
the rest of the world to carry on relief
work in a systematic and effective man-
ner. The churches, schools, commercial
clubs and other organizations are doing
much, but there will be in the spring
a splendid opportunity for the farming
population, by planting Belgian Relief
Plots, to give the most effective kind
of aid to meet the needs of next fall and

winter.

The suggestion made might well be
taken up by the farmers of New Bruns-
wick and of Canada generally. The Bel-
gian people must be fed not only until
the war ends, but for a considerable
time afterward, and there will also be
‘great need of assistance for the people
of a portion of France and of Poland.
To make provision for meeting this
great need would be a great and genu-
ine service to humanity.

AN UNWISE DECISION

The Municipal Council yesterday
adopted a rather surprising course in re-
lation to bils for enactment by the leg-
gslature. In the face of the fact that
there were submitted copies of several
bills which had not originated with the
council itself or with the bills’ commit-
tee of the council, and although no one
could be found who could give full in-
formation regarding some of these bills,
the council decided that such procedure
would be quite regular in future. That
js to say, any free-hooter may have a
bill prepared, and if he can get the ear
of the hills' committee to the extent of
having the bill introduced before the
council, he may stand at least a chance
of getting it through without a very
careful scrutiny of what it may involve!

Councillor Frink very properly moved
that all legislation should be initiated in
the council itself, and then go to the
bills’ committee, to have a bill prepared
and submitted at the next meeting of the

\

council. Objection was tagen that this
would involve a delay of three months,
or make it necessary to initiate all legis-
lation at the October meeting of the
council. Councillor Frink very proper-
ly saw no reason why that course should
not be pursued, and pointed out that if
there were great urgency in regard to
any important bill it would not be a
hardship to summon a special meeting of
the coundil. His resolution, however,
was ‘voted down, and that of Council-
lor Potts, which permits any man to
bring a bil, of any sort before the bills’
committee s day before the council meets
was adopted. If the committee were in
a complaisant mood, or in a hurry to
get through with its business, such bill
might be sent on to the council. The
chairman of the bills’ committee frankly
admitted yesterday that he could not
explain the bills he introduced. Council-
lor Potts thought this was an extraor-
dinary state of affairs, and yet he was
successful in putting through a motion
which will perpetuate that very- condi-
tion. !

So far as the bills introduced yester-
day are concerned, they were sent back
to committees with power to act. The
most important of them goes to a com-
mittee of the full council with the re-
corder and county secretary, and they
will probablif see the wisdom of making
a very important revision if they hope
to have it presented without vigorous
opposition from the citizens when it goes
to the legislature.

BE OF GOOD CHEER.

The people of this city and province
must not take too seriously the some-
what pessimistic utterances which have
been made of late for the purpose of
bringing about a reduction in taxation.
Times are no harder in St. John than
they have been on some former occas-
jons. Labor is still fairly well employ-
ed. A number of the factories of the
city have been greatly benefitted by or-
ders for war materials, and the amount
of money paid out.in wages in St. John
today is large. A gentleman who crossed
King Square a little after ten o’clock one
evening recently saw the people pouring
out of the biggest entertainment house
fn the city. It had been crowded to
the doors. On Charlotte street he met
a long procession of young people num-
bering many hundreds coming from one
of the rinks, Meeting a friend the lat-

ter told him that he and his wife had
gone to another large place of erter-

tainment that evening but were unable
to get a seat. Every other secular place
of entertainment. was crowded on the
same evening, and varlous entertain-
ments in churches, at which an admis-
sion fee was charged, were also well
patronized. The significance of this fact
is unmistakable. The people have money
to spend and are spending it. ‘While it
is perfectly true that business conditions
are not quite normal, and  that there
are a number of extraordinary demands
upon the liberality of the people; and
while it is the part of wisdom to pur-
sue’a conservative and economical pol-
icy, it would be not only wrong but in-
jurious to the public welfare to convey
the impression that times are very bad
and likely to be much worse. The peo-
ple of St. John today are probably more
fortunate, so far as industrial and com-
mercial conditions generally are con-
cerned, than those of any other city in
Canada. It is from every standpoint de-
sirable to keep the motto “Business as
Usual” steadily before our eyes. -

Intrepid Officer Writes Thrilling
Story of Fighting At
Close Range

TRENCHES. “MUCKPTS”

'Even Insides of Houses Are~ Deep
in Slush—Gifts of Warm Cloth-
ing and of Tobacco Are Most

Welcome

(‘Toronto Globe) ;

The pluck and fighting energy of a
Canadian officer who is on the fighting
line with Kitchener’s army in France,
and whose name is witheid for obvious

' reasons, is told in a letter forwarded by
thim to a prominent and influential citi-
zens of Toronto. The epistle, whica
speaks for itself, also conveys the inter-
est_ing information that the battles are
being fought at very close range. The
letter, which is dated November 15, 1914,
concludes with the following request:
“Do tell the people who eend the men
warm things that never were gifts of
| greater use and blessing.”

The epistle in’ part is as follows:

“The men were deligated with the
cigarettes, writing paper and woollen
things now. It is our first morning of
snow today. It has been raining a lot
lately, and the roads and fields and even
the insides of the houses are two feet
deep in slush, while the trenches, of;
course, are just muck-pits.

Our Thin Trenched Line

“We have been doing all shelled trench
work lately, and it is horrible. You just
lie there ‘hunched up, and all day long
shells burst, just outside the trench, if
you are lucky and just inside if you are
unlucky. The noise 'is appalling, and
one’s head is rocking with it by the end
of the day. They generally start about
8 o'clock in the morning and continue
until 4.80 p. m.

“They have had us out again today
(November 18) for forty-eight hour
spells in the trenches, but taese last two
days we have had quite a different kind
of trench, in a dripping, sodden wood,
with the German trench in some places
forty yards ahead, too close for them to
shell us. Dead Germans lie all along in
front. Most of the trees—fir trees cut
down by bullets and shrapnel are.lying
along the ground with the brancaes
sticking up.

“We had been awfully worried by
their snipers all along, and I had always
beén asking for leave to go out and have
a try at them. On Tuesday, November
16, they gave me leave, only after great
difficulty. They told me to take a sec-
tion with me, and I replied that I would
sooner cut my throat and have done with
it, so they let me go off alone. Off I
went, crawling through tae -sodden clay
and branches, going about a yard'a min-
wte and listening and looking as I
thought it would not be possible to look
and listen.

I let him get within twenty-
five yards and shot him in the heart.
He never made a sound.

Picked Off Officer

“Nothing happened for ten minutes.
Then there was noise and talking, ,and
a lot of Germans came along through
the wood behind the trench, about forty
yards from me. I counted about twenty,
and there were more coming. They halt-
ed in front. I picked out the one I
thought was tae officer. He stood facing
the other way and I had a steady shot
at him between the shoulders. He went
down and that was all I saw.

“T went back at a sort of galloping
crawl to our lines and sent a message
that the Germans were moving in a cer-
tain direction in some numbers. Half
an hour afterwards they attacked on the
right, in massed formation, advancing
slowly to within ten yards of the
trencaes. We simply mowed them down.
It was rather horrible. They counted
two hundred dead in a little bit of a
line, and we lost ten.

“THE PRISONER OF THE VATICAN

(Montreal Journal of Commerce.)
An announcement that a very emin-
ent member of the clergy of any relig-
ious body had visited the patients in an
hospital would not, in ordinary circum-
stances, be deemed remarkable. But the

vt which comes from Rome that’
His Holiness the Pope left the Vatican
on Thursday aftgrnoon, and visited the
patients in the near-by hospital of Santa

Maria, is a piece of news that will, if
confirmed, attract world-wide attention.
When the temporal power of the Pope
was euded in 1870 by the troops of Vic-
tor Emmanuel taking possession of
Rome, and the city becoming the capit-
al of Italy, Pope Pius the Ninth refused
to abandon his claim to temporal sov-
ereignty. ‘The Italian government treat-
ed the Vatican, one of the most exten:
sive palaces of the world, as “ex-terri
torial,” and guaranteed protection.

The Pope, however, declined to exer
cise a freedom in which his tempora
power was no longer recognized, and
voluntarily confined himself to the Vati-
Yan palace and grounds. Since that time
—over forty-four years ago—no occup-
ant of the papal throne has gone beyonc
the bounds of the Vatican.

The Pope has been known throughou!
the Roman Catholic world as the “pris- .
oner of the Vatican.” The strong antag-
onisms of that period have become much
softened by the flight of time, and in
recent years, while the Popes have not
coased their protest against the events
of 1870, their relations with the Italian
government are believed to have been
not unfriendly. v

The voluntary assumption by the
Pope of ‘the position of the “prisoner of
the Vatican? has been regarded by the
Roman Catholic world as the most strik-
ing protest against the action of the Ital-
ian government. Hence, if it be a fact
that the new Pope has left the Vatican,
even to visit a neighboring hospital, the
action of His Holiness may mean an
important departure from the Papal pol-
icy of the last forty-four years.

There is a sentence in the cablegram
that may afford an explanation. The re-
port says that “the Pope went by an in-
teriur passage leading from the Vaticar
tc Santa Maria, across the Basilica ol
St. Peters, the doors of which were care-
fully ¢lcsed.” The Vatican is a vast pile
of buiidings, and possibly the hospital
of Santa Maria, comnected by an “inter-
for passage,” may be deemed to be a
part of the Papal domain, and therefore
the Pope’s visit, while apparently ex-
ceptional and deemed worthy of special
comment, was not actually a departure
£: - the policy of past years.
